The 
thiUng of the fleet is denounced as a violation of the armistice and a delib­
erate breach in advance of the conditions of peace.

When the investigations have been completed, the note states, the Allies 
will exact “the necessary reparation.”

Copenhagen, June 26—Three presi­
dents of eastern provinces of Prussia 
have issued a proclamation to the in­
habitants of their districts, expressing 
the deepest grief at the unconditional ac­
ceptance of the Allied peace terms, but 
adding that the people “must not, under 
the circumstances, prevent the govern­
ment from fulfilling its word to the en­
emy.”

“Regard for our compatriots who 
would have to bear the consequences of 
such action,” the proclamation says, 
“makes it our hard duty to refrain from 
fighting for our right of self-determina­
tion and honor, and bow to the decision 
which has been taken.”

the case of John William Cochrane, a 
fifteen year old Indian boy, who killed 
James R. Campbell, a farmer at Rock- 
wood, Man- with a long two-pronged 
wrench on April 13. Mr. Justice Prend- 
ergast remanded the prisoner for sen­
tence. The trial was one of the shortest 
murder trials on record in the province. 
It commenced yesterday morning. The 
jury was only thirty-four minutes in 
coming to a decision.

The only direct evidence was the con­
fession of the boy himself. He told the 
details of the crime without faltering or 
displaying the slightest nervousness or 
confusion. He said he had hired himself 
out to work for Mr. Campbell and had 
got along fairly wdl until the day on 
which the tragedy occurred when he and 
his employer had a disagreement as to 
the relative merits of Joe Keeper and 
Marsh as long distance runners. In de­
scribing how he came to hit Campbell, 

'the boy said.—He came at me with 
both hands up. I was in a bending posi­
tion and picked up the first thing that 
came to my hands-tbe wrench—and 
tried to hit Ms hands. The wrench Mt 
him on the head, just behind the left 
ear.” After lifting the body on to a 
bed, he said he saturated it with coal 
oil.”

THE N&W WORLD.NO COMPETITION.

The cost ef Bring committee learned 
yesterday that there is no competition 

Ijn Canada. The president of the Ames, 
Hriden, McC ready Company testified 
'that “prices charged by different firms 
ifor tiirir rubber goods were the same; 
the largest company made its prices and 
the others followed.” In other words 
-the people are at the mercy of com­
bines. But here is another significant 
extract:

“Mr. Devlin asked if the shoe trade is 
participating in oversees trade secured 

.!by government credits, and if this had 
i a tendency to make the price of shoes 
• higher.

“Mr. Beider replied that the demand 
from overseas was principally for boots 
of medium quality.”

This was a dear evasion of the ques­
tion, and the committee spears to have 
let Mr. Relder get- away with it There 
seems to be very little doubt that the 
government by providing credits overseas 
is enabling manufacturers to keep up 
the prices at home. Discussing this 
.question in parliament the other day 
Mr. Burnham «aid:

“The most serious question before the 
country today is the high cost of living, 
and if we bonus certain industries at 
the expense of the general consumer the 
high cost of living for the consumertwUl 
-not go down but will go up and there 
will be greater unrest than there is now.
The bon. member (Mr. Stevens), at the 
close of bis remarks, said that there is 
a great temptation to make use of, or 
to take advantage of, the foreign mar­
ket at the expense of the enhanced price.
That is to say, the subsidised manufac­
turer or exporter is to have the benefit 
of this credit at the expense of the gen­
eral consumer. If the money we were 
making by taking advantage of the for­
eign market and of foreign possibilities 
inured to the general benefit of the 
Canadian consumer, then the argument 
would be justifiable, but when it is not 
so you are, to use plain language, rob­
bing the general consumer in order that 
the manufacturer may profit The peo­
ple of Canada are endeavoring to find 
out what the difficulty is, and when 
they find that it is because our butter, 
eggs, meat and so on are being rushed 
to a foreign market, which is subsidized 
by our own people, and that they are 
being tortured accordingly, L a™ Te,T 
much mistaken if they do not rise up 
end call a halt.”

Because manufacturers can avail them- lost 
selves of a foreign market for any sur­
plus they call combine and keep prices 
up at home. Note also the effect of the 
tariff.

Thomas Sullivan, of E. T. Wright 4 
Company, St. Thomas, boots and shoes, 
a branch of an American company, told 
the cost of living committee that “as 
to materials, some lines were about the 
same price in Canada as in the United 
States, but in other lines, the prices 
were from thirty to forty per cent lower 
across the border.”

Such facts as these must give the 
Canadian consumer serious food for re­
flection.

Confirmation of the assertion that 
Soviet government in Russia is an intol­
erable tyranny comes in a recent letter 
from Petrograd from a member of the 
first Russian Duma:—

“The Bolsheviki, who call themselves 
a workman’s government, very soon lay 
their bands on the workmen if the lat­
ter do not submit to them. During the 
March strike in Petrograd a score or so 
of workmen were shot at the works 
which had struck, an order being like­
wise issued to discharge all workmen 
who did not wish to resume work. In 
connection with this, the Petrograd Sov­
iet of Workmen's Delegates, and also the 
Soviet of Petrograd Trade Unions, pass­
ed a resolution that in a state with such 
a socialistic regime as Soviet Russia, 
workmen have no right to strike."

gigantic checker-board. The country has 
an area of something over two hundred 
thousand square miles. It is not sand, 
'hut alluvial clay with a good mineral 
content, and requiring only water and 
seeding to break into vegetation. The 
great river which supplied the ancients 
are still vigorous, and will supply any 
irrigation demands we may make, and. in 
addition support a large fleet of grain 
■boats. Abundance of oil will provide 
fuel for motor tractors, and outcroppings 
of potash salts give evidence of large 
supplies of valuable fertilizer below the 
clay. This, of course, is found in the 
central and northern parts.”

Mr. Jackes stated that the climate of 
Mesopotamia would be greatly moderat­
ed If vegetation were undertaken on a 
large scale. \He points out that Bagdad,, 
which is surrounded for many miles in 
all directions with luxurious fruit or­
chards, is much cooler than the open 
desert pkrts in summer, and that expert-’ 
merits with poplar trees have amply de­
monstrated that vegetation will moderate 
the notorious heat of summer to a great 
extent. The southermost part of the 
country is some eighteen hundred miles 
north of the equator, and its northern 
parts are as far from the equator as New, 
York. -

The native population at the present 
time, according to Mr. Jackes, consists 
of about one hundred and twenty-five 
thousand Arabs, one hundred and twenty 
thousand Persians, thirty thousand Syr­
ians and fifty thousand Armenians. The 
Indian army, which assisted so ably in 
the conquest of Mesopotamia, numbered 
several hundred'thousand. They seemed 
to be well impressed with the fertility of 
the soil, and in some instances worked 
on the gardens and farms, which so ably 
demonstrated the fertility of the land and 
the simple engineering problem of irri­
gating it. The Iridians have done many 
queer things, while away from home, in 
the matter of breaking caste and show­
ing utter disregard in many instances of 
time-wom religious customs in India. It 
is very probable that the so-called sur­
plus population of India if induced to set­
tle in Mesopotamia, would respond to 
modem methods of agriculture. There is 
little use in attempting to work the 
country without science.

Mr. Jackes also travelled very extens­
ively in India and Ceylon.

Ottawa, Ont., June 25—Hon. Arthur 

Meighen announced in the house tonight 
that he would tomorrow bring in a bill 
to raise the salaries of Canadian district 
court judges. They have hitherto been 
paid $3,000 and in a few cases $8,500. All 
will be raised to $4,000. It will also raise 
tile salaries of superior and king’s bench 
judges in the west and in the maritime 
provinces by $1,000, wherever that is nec­
essary to place them on the same level as 
judges of the same rank in Quebec and 
Ontario. Those provinces are not af­
fected by the bill.

It will also appoint an extra judge for 
the exchequer courts of Canada where 
the work has increased. It also increases 
the salary of assistant judges by $1,000 
and provides for naming the judge of the 
exchequer court, president of the ex­
chequer court as in England.

Provision is made for the retirement of 
judges on two-thirds of their salary after 
fifteen years’ service is amended so as 
to allow them to exercise this option 
when in the public interest,. but this 
wijl have no retroactive effect The 
Chief justice of Prince Edward Island is 
increased to $6^00 and puisne judges to 
$5,500. The .bill also does away with all 
extra salaries for admiralty and divorce 
courts on their expiration.

Twelve Millions
Died of Influenza

V.-

VALUESÆjm. (Toronto Telegram.)
It is estimated that, up to the pres­

ent, more than 12,000,000 deaths have re­
sulted from the greatest and worst of 
influenza epidemics.

An appalling, death roll to be sure, bnt 
although the number of cases has been 
so gigantic, the percentage of deaths 
is not estimated to be more than seven 
or eight per cent. It must also be borne 
in mind that white races suffer less than 
black.

Fifty per cent of the inhabitants of 
northern Labrador perished during the 
winter from an epidemic of “flu.” One 
village, with a population, of over 200, 
was wiped out, while at another—Heb­
ron—only a few of the 200 inhabitants 
were left to tend the sick and dispose of 
the bodies of the dead, medical aid being 
unobtainable.

In some South African kraals the 
deaths have numbered forty per cent of 
the cases. In England they are hardly 
three per cent.

The greatest mortality from any dis­
ease at the present time is from cholera, 
of which there is an epidemic in Bom­
bay. One in every two cases is fatal

Smallpox among unvaccinated races is 
deadly in forty cases in a hundred. In 
Samoa smallpox broke out in the village 
of Hapaa, and killed 100 out of 400. It 
was followed by tuberculosis, and at the 
end of twelve months there were only 
two survivors left.

Ip the Pacific Islands measles is ter­
ribly destructive, whilst in Madagascar, 
during a recent epidemic, thirty per cent 
of those who caught measles died.

At its worst, scarlet fever kills ten 
per cent. Typhoid fever is much less 
to be feared nowadays than was the 
case twenty years ago. In the Soudan, 
in 1884, a very large proportion of our 
forces contracted it, and thirty-nine per 
cent of all cases proved fatal. On the 
Nile, in 1898, when Kitchener smashed 
the power of the Mahdi, typhoid proved 
fatal to twenty-eight per hundred, and 
'the average was much the same in the 
South African War.

The mortality from typhoid is now 
down to seventeen per cent of cases, 
but inoculation appears likely to put an 
end altogether to this much-dreaded dis­
ease.
