Later this 
was modified and only one quarter was 
taken on August 1, 1913. Notes were 
taken for the balance.

Q.—For how long were these licenses 
renewed ?

A.—For thirty years, if they comply 
with the act.

Definite charges of the payment of 
large sums of money by the lumber op­
erators of the province, lessees of crown 
timber lands, to W H. Berry, provincial 
superintendent (A’ scalers, for Premier 
Flemmingpewitti the names of those who 
i>aid. and the amounts extorted from 
thpm were presented to the court this 

■-doming when the royal commission to 
investigate the Dugal charges re-sumed.

In this connection the statement was 
made by Colonel T. G. Loggie, deputy 
minister of lands and mines, that the 
arrangements for payments of the tim­
ber lands bonuses were left entirely in 
the hands of Premier Flemming, who is 
the minister of that department, and W. 
H. Berry, the superintendent of scalers, 
the men whose names appeared in the 
formal charges.

This is the first session of the com­
mission since their organization meeting 
and after the formal preliminaries the 
taking of evidence was commenced. Col­
onel Loggie was the first and only wit­
ness and was on the stand when the 
commission adjourned for lunch. He told 
what he knew of the method adopted In 
arranging for the re-classification of the 
leaaes at the time of their renewal in 
1918, and in fixing the amounts to be 
paid by each lessee. The reports of the 
surveyors and scalers all came to Mr. 
Berry and he and the premier made the 
final arrangements.

TJie balance of Colonel Loggie’s evid­
ence was devoted to the completion of a 
list of the operators who lease crown 
lands, the areas, classification, the 
amount of their bonus and the payments 
made to the department.

Mr- Berry, who has been regarded as 
one of the most valuable witnesses, did 
not appear today and, as far as is known, 
has not yet arrived in the city.

There was some surprise when the 
court opened and it was noticed that 
Premier Flemming was not present. The 
anxiety on this point was allayed when 
he arrived about noon, having come in 
on the morning train.

Colonel Loggie’s evidence was mainly 

to lay the ground-work for the case to 
come, and it is expected that when his

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London, June 16—Never before have 
such precautions been taken to guard 
members of the royal family from at­
tentions of militant suffragettes as were 
taken today at the Ascot race course. 
The opening of the principal society race 
meeting found upwards of 1,000 men of 
the metropolitan police and hundreds of 
detectives from Scotland Yard assembl­
ed on the historic course as reinforce­
ments for the Berkshire county police 
force, which had been mobilized in full 
strength to prevent any attempt by suf­
fragettes to interfere with King George 
and Queen Mary.

The six mile route from Windsor Cas­
tle to the course, over which the king 
and queen and their guests were to drive 
in state procession, was lined practically 
all the way by policemen. The militants 
in spite of the queen’s threat that she 
would cancel the rest of the season’s so­
cial engagements, if she should again be 
annoyed, showed themselves more deter­
mined than ever to obtain publicity for 
their cause by attacking the king. In 
consequence of this resolute attitude of 
the women arrangements for guarding 
the entrance to the royal enclosure on 
the race course were made more strin­
gent than ever. Every person before be­
ing able to secure a ticket, had to be 
vouched for by some responsible offi­
cial.

QUESTION OF MINK 
WOMEN ID- COMPETE 

IN THE OLYMPIC GAMES
STILL IS THREE TO Of 

IN ENGLAND FOR THE 
MATCH THIS AFTERNOONParis, June 16—The United States 

delegates to the International Olympic 
Congress stood hand in hand with those 
from Turkey, Japan and France yester­
day at the opening session, when they 
voted against eligibility of women to 
compete in the Olympic games. All the 
other twenty-eight countries represented 
by some 200 delegates voted in favor of 
the German proposition, that women be 
aUowed to compete.

The English proposal that points 
gained by women should be counted in 
calculating the position of the various 
nations also was adopted. A suggestion 
from Sweden which attracted attention 
was that women should organize a ser­
ies of exclusively feminine Olympic 

to be held- between the quadren­
nial Olympic games fpr men.

New York, June 16—Members of both 
the British and American, polo teams 
were ready to take the field for the sec­
ond match this afternoon, the former 
anxious to clinch their claim to the cup 
and the defenders to even up the matches 
and thus force 'the visitors to a third 
game to decide the ultimate victory.

There is to be no change in the line­
up of the British team, but on the Am­
erican team, while the same players are 
retained, there is a change in their posi­
tions. Devereau Milbum is placed at 
his old position at •back, and Lawrence 
Waterbury at No. 8, thus transposing 
two men from positions held in the first 
match. This new line-up has revived 
interest, although the betting odds have 
changed but little. The challengers are 
still the favorites to win the second 
match, the odds remaining at three to 
one.

: Much of the irritability of the human 
race is caused by overindulgence in un­
balanced meals composed of badly cook­
ed foods.

The modem, thrifty housewife plans 
her meals so as to secure the best diet 
for her family. During the hot months, 
lieat-producing foods — fats, sugar, 
starches, heavy puddings and pies and 
fried things should not be eaten, but ra­
ther those which are easily digested and 
booling to the blood.

The business in which the breadwinner 
of the family is engaged must be 
sidered when planning the meals. The 
man or woman leading a sedentary life 
requires food easy of digestion and as­
similation. This class of people does not 
require as much food as that engaged 
in muscular labor. The latter class needs 
heavier meals, but these should be less 
burdensome than in whiter.

For both classes too much cannot be 
said about masticating one’s food. The 
teeth were made for this purpose and 
many ills would disappear if food was 
not bolted into the stomach, which is 
too often overtaxed.

Salads rich with mayonnaise or boiled 
dressing should never appear at dinner, 
but reserved for luncheon or supper. 
Green or fresh vegetable salads with a 
simple oil and vinegar dressing are the 
proper thing for dinner at all seasons. 
Potatoes can be eliminated from the 
menu some days and In their places sub­
stitute macaroni, rice, hominy, - beans, 
peas and other starchy vegetables.—Sum­
mer Diet, in Woman’s World for July.

(a) All progressive citizens who are 
improving their property, and thereby 
benefitting the community, because it 
would decrease the tax upon their im­
provements.

(b) The manufacturer and merchant, 
because it would reduce their business 
tax, as well as the tax upon the factor­
ies and stores or shops occupied by 
them.

He also 
published a copy of a letter from "lie 
general to a certain physician, acknow­
ledging the receipt of a large sum of 
money, “to be repaid in ease you do not 
receive the title of professor within one 
year.” In a further article, Liebkneeht 
declared flatly that von Lindenau had 
for years dealt in orders and titles.

Other Cases.

The non-Socialist press found it im­
possible to deny the probative force of 
I.iebknecht’s documents, but declared 
that the case was “a solitary, sad in­
stance.” Thereupon Liebkneeht publish­
ed a facsimile of a letter from a certain 
Dr. Ludwig to an unnamed physician, 
dealing with the obtaining of the title of 
professor for the latter. In this letter, 
written more than two years ago, Lud­
wig declared that the matter was dif­
ficult and expensive, the cost being 
“higher for foreigners than for Germans, 
higher for Jews than for Gentiles.” The 
following conditions, he said ,must be 
observed :

“(1) You must, in order to observe the 
proprieties, submit a printed treatise. 
Tills need not be exhaustive, it is only a 
matter of form. For example, you pub­
lish an article in a scientific riiagazinc 
and then have copies printed of it as a 
monograph, or you can have printed an 
article written especially for this pur­
pose. This is only "h matter of form, so 
that it can be said that you have pub­
lished some scientific article .

“(2) In a certain quarter you will pay 
$10,000, and $375 as commission.”

Liebkneeht followed this article up 
with two other letters of Ludwig's, one 
dealing with the obtaining of the title of 
professor, the other that of court dent­
ist. The former, Ludwig wrote, involves 
meeting “high financial demands.” The 
later would cost from $2,000 to $2,600.

The disclosures, painful enough in 
themselves to the average German, are 
especially painful to alt non-Sociaiists, 
for not only do they come from a Soc­
ialist, hut Dr. Ludwig is vice-president 
of the Imperial Association for Combat­
ing Socialism. The Socialists naturally 
display no very lively sorrow about the 
unmasking of one of their chief enem­
ies.

Liebkneeht also charges that in 1912, 
persons hungering for the title of pro­
fessor were taken to the royal palace and 
received by a trusted financial official of 
the Empress, through whom all deal­
ings took place. This official, he says, is 
no longer in service.

Liebkneeht also publishes what lie calls 
“the title and orders tariff.” It puts 
the price of the Red Eagle, fourth class, 
at $2,000 for academicians and $3,00(1 for 
others; commercial councillor, $12,500, 
provided the application goes through the 
regular channels, $15,000 if the matter is 
expedited ; $3,750 for appointment as 
“purveyor to the emperor,” and $75,000 
to $100,000 for elevation to the nobility

The Standard says that if the story 
published by The Times last evening as 
to the state of health of Mr. W. H. Ber­
ry in Boston is correct, “then it be­
hooves the government of New Bruns­
wick to see to it that Mr. Berry should 
no longer hold a position in the service 
of this province.” What The Times 
has suggested is that the government 
should see to it that Mr. Berry, who is 
one of its officials, is here to give evi­
dence before the Royal Commission. If 
Mr. Berry should fail to appear, nobody 
would be simple-minded enough to be­
lieve that he went away and stayed 
away without previous consultation with 
somebody deeply interested in the re­
sults of the inquiry. Of course it is not 
yet certan that Mr. Berry will not ap­
pear to give evidence.

“There is nothing in Canada such as 
we have to contend with In the United 
States.” he told a Star representative- 
“In Toronto, for instance, police are not 
in sympathy with the red light district, 
but in Chicago they have been, and 
those in authority in the police force 
have always been in favor of the graft 
that can be obtained through the vice 
section. It is an open secret that of the 
fifteen million dollars annual profits of 
the red light district probably twenty 
per cent of it has gone to police graft 
in years past.

“I shall not be able to look into con­
ditions in Montreal as I am going right 
through to London, but there is no 
doubt of one thing—that the breaking 
up of a ‘red tight’ district has a great 
effect in curing the evil.

“It might -be argued that if a red light 
district is broken up. the habitues of 
it would take up their quarters in other 
parts of the city, and thus spread the 
evil, instead of confining it to one seg­
regated districts. But it is in these seg­
regated districts that young girls are led 
astray. When you break it up, of course 
for a while you are going to send some 
of the women into the other districts, 
but there is nothing to prevent the po­
lice from following-them and suppress­
ing them.

“Every vice commission that has been 
appointed in the United States has been 
composed largely of people who were 
favorable to segregation, but a study or 
the problem and an examination into 
the issues involved has invariably con- 
verted the whole commission into ab­
olitionists instead of segregationists.

“We have made tremendous strides of 
recent years, and although we cannot 
claim that Chicago is a clean city yet

All of the funds received from the 

subscriptions of the Scranton Industrial 
Development Company will be put into 
the new industries brought to the city 
or into local industries of great promise 
requiring additional capital to make a 
great growth.

The advantages of this plan to pros­
pective manufacturers are obvious. A 
manufacturer in another city has a pros­
perous business, but needs perhaps one 
hundred thousand dollars to put the 
business in a position where it can 
make a rapid, substantial and profitable 
growth. ' The manufacturer applies to 
the Manufacturers’ Committee of the 
Board of Trade. After a personal in­
vestigation by a sub-committee of the 
Manufacturers’ Committee the plan is re­
commended to the directors of the board. 
If they are satisfied, they recommend 
that, say, $60,000 of this fund be ex­
changed for a like amount of six per cent 
bonds or seven per cent, or eight per 
cent, preferred stock. This recom­
mendation is made to the Directors of 
the Scranton Industrial Developments 
Company.

It is an as­
surance to the investors in the Develop­
ment Company that their funds are safe­
ly invested, that their capital is as secure 
as human foresight can make it, and the 
five per cent, dividends promised on the 
stock which they own will be surely 
paid.

The subscription payment to the Mil­
lion Dollar Company cover a ^period of 
five years, the subscription blanks call­
ing for not over twenty per cent, of the 
total amount any one year. The calls 
are made on the subscribers for pay­
ments only when an investment is im­
mediately to be made In the securities 
of a new Industry, so that all money in­
vested is immediately earning dividends.

German States Grapple With Prob­

Berlin, June 6—Insurance against un­
employment is the burning question in 
Germany. The matter has of late been 
before the Reichstag, also before the 
Bavarian, Saxon, and numerous minor 
state parliaments; aid in all cases de­
mands have been mde by the demo­
cratic parties for the state support of the 
workmen who, to the number of be­
tween 500,000 and 1,000,000 are always 
out of work.

The demand is backed up by several 
motives. Firstly, there Is the practical 
motive that evqn without unemployment 
insurance, the unemployed are supported 
by the community. Secondly, it is con­
tended that unemployed insurance has 
been tested on a limited scale in other 
European countries, and been proved a 
success. Thirdly, there are the abstract 
grounds of reason and logic, the chief 
of which reasons is the “right to work.”

For half a dozen years past Germany 
has had excellent systems of unemploy­
ment insurance. The trouble is that these 
systems are all local and partial. Cer­
tain municipalities have adopted them 
as regards certain classes of workmen; 
but there is nowhere a system which in­
sures 411 workmen: qni 
palities have refrained

Tomorrowment savings banks. The workman dur­
ing employment pays his savings into 
the savings bank ; and can withdraw 
them only when he loses employment- 
In this case he withdraws them at a fix­
ed daily rate corresponding to the un­
employment pay of the labor unions; 
and the municipality adds a daily sup­
plement. Thus an unemployed man who 
draws from his own savings seventy-five 
cents daily may get an additional muni­
cipal allowance of twenty-five cents. The 
aim of the municipalities is to-get the 
municipal supplements refunded by the 
state. In Bavaria, where the Ghent sys­
tem will be combined with public “kas- 
sen” for voluntary insurance, the state 
has agreed to refund one-third.

The chief enemy of imperial unem­
ployment is Secretary for the Interior 
Delbruck. He let out the fact that no 
serious social or technical obstacles stand 
in the way. The obstacles are political. 
Imperial unemployment insurance would 
politically help the Socialists. Under the 
present system the Socialist labor unions 
have to bear the chief burden of sup­
porting their unemployed. If the empire 
bears the burden, said Herr Delbruck, 
the Socialist union funds will be reliev­
ed; and the Socialists will have much 
more money in their campaign treasur­
ies for the political and electioneering 
struggle. Why should the government 
thus kindly play into its enemies’ hands?
