As Low as 18 Recorded—Camp-

beliton Had it Twenty-Five and

Coldest Day in St. John Since
1907

The coldest weather in St. Jolm since
1907, is the record for today and a change
of about sixteen degrees has been experi-
enced in twenty-four hours.

The highest temperature yesterday was
‘wo above and the mercury commenced to
drop toward night, and at 9 o’clock, it
was at 4 below. The lowest officially,
was reached at 8.30 this morning when the
mereury. registered 14 below. At 9 o’clock
it was 13 below and at noom, 11, and the
weather bureau announces the prospects
for continued very cold weather.

The temperature for today is the cold-
pst since 1907. On January 17 of this
year, it was 16.9. The only redeeming fea-
ture since yesterday is that the wind ve-
ocity is less. All day yesterday the wind

lew from twentysix to thirty miles an
hour, while today it is at twenty miles.

Unofficially the coldest today has been
18 below, the glass registering that at D.
‘McIntosh’s, Marsh Road at 8 o’clock this
morning.. At C. P, Sutton’s, Church ave-
nue, Fairville, it wae down to 16, while
a2t Sand Point the glass on No. 4 shed in-
?icated 17 below at 7 o’clock this morn-
ing.

The streets during the morning present-

ed a deserted appearance only those who
found it absolutely necessary venturing
forth. Complaint is made that the cabins
on the ferry steamer Ludlow were insuffi-
ciently heated, more especially the ladies’
cabin.
- The extreme weather resulted in a thick
wapor hanging over the harbor, probably
the heaviest in many years, making it ne-
cessary for tug boats to sound their whist-
les and sirens almost continuously.

Reports from other sections of the pro-
vince show it even more severe than here.
Moncton reperts weather fine with wind
west and temperature at 17 elow;. Camp-
bellton had it 25 below, and Edmundston
experienced it the lowest of all, the mer-
cury being down to 30 below. At Halifax
iuhe glass af the Citadel dindicated 15 be-
ow.

AT SEA 138 DAYS;
NEVER SIGHTED SAL

Four MasterDirigo Ends Remark-
able Voyage From San Fran-
sisco to New York

New York, Jan. 17 —T he four-mast-
ed ship Dirigio today is anchor-
ed in FErie Basin, after a 138day
voyage from San Francisco. Captain Chap
man said the trip had been the most mon-
otonous one he had ever made since he
first sailed from Bath, Me., twenty years
ago. Not a sail was sighted, nor the
smokestack of a steamer seen from the'
time the Dirigio left the Golden Gate on
August 23, until she passed through the
Narrows on Saturday afternoon.

Big sailing ships are rare arrivals in
New York Harbor, and when the Diri-
gio, which is the first craft of its kind
conetructed from steel in America, showed
her graceful spars and white hull in the
upper bay she attracted considerable at-
iention.

London, Jan. 17 —The following state-
ment, relating to wheat-growing in Brit-
jsh Kast Africa, is issued by the Imperial
Institute: “A new source of wheat sup-
ply for the United Kingdom which is
tikely to become available in the near
future is British ¥ast Africa. The area
under wheat cultivation in that protec-
torate is rapidly extending and is now
nearly sufficient to supply all the require-
ments of the country itself. It is expected{
that in a few years a considerable gurplus
will be available for export.

WILL HAVE T0
PAY DEARLY FOR
GRAIN MIXING

Act Being Prepared at Ottawa
Will Provide Severe Penal-
ties—It Means Penitentiary
for Company Head

Toronto, Ont., Jan. 17—(Special)—A
Mail and Empire Ottawa special says:—
It was learned at the trade and commerce
department today that Saturday’s session
of the cabinet was entirely devoted to con-
sideration of proposed legislation respect-
ing terminal grain elevators. No less than
three draft bills were taken up and dis-
cussed without result, and the entire sub-
ject matter was then referred back to the
department with instructions to draft a
bill along lines decided upon by the gov-
ernment at that meeting. The bill is ac-
cordingly under way and will be taken
up and considered by the cabinet some
day this week. 1t is expected that the bill
as finally approved, will be introduced in
the house next week, either by Sir Wil-
frid Laurier or by Hon. Frank Oliver.

Severe penalties will be provided for
mixing of grain and for all other malfeas-
ance at terminal grain elevators, and the
act will be so-worded that the president
and general officers of any terminal ele-
vator company will be criminally liable for
any mixing of grain, even though it may
be impossible to prove personal connivance
on their part.

An officer of the department said in this
connection: “Next time any mixing of
grain occurs there will be no book-keeper
punished, but the president of the .com-
pany will go to the penitentiary.”

Annual Meetihg Held Last Even-
ing—Summer Months Cut Down
Attendance Average

The annual meeting of St. David’s
church Rabbath school was held last even-
ing in' the parlor of the church. There
was a large attendance of the teachers
and officers. -The minister, Rev. A. A.
Graham, was chairman. Atter the reading
o_f the minutes by the recording secretary,
L. G. Sinclair, Robert Reid, the superin-
tendent, read his ninth annual report,
which reviewed the work of the year. He
reported that twenty-five scholars had unit-
ed with the church on profession and sev-
en by certificate, and that the total en-
rollment of the school is 488, as follows:
Main school, 458; home department, 87;

One -Man Killed and Ancther

Burns

SIXTY FAMILY HOUSE

i Losses Nearly Half Million—Buf-
falo Has a Blaze and Montreal

Families are Burned Outon The
Coldest Night of the Season

New York, Jan. 17—By a curious co-
incidence, two fires started almost simul-
taneously early today at 558 East 164th
street and 558 West 164th street. The
itwo points are nearly three miles apart.
The loss in each case was estimated at
$75,000.

In the west side

fire in a sixty family
apartment house, Philip Aaronson, an

engineer, 28 years of age, lost his life, .
and his asistant, James Johnson, 30 years
'of age, was fatally burned.

The east side fire was in a four story
mantfacturing building, occupied by a
furniture company and a firm making
hosiery and women’s garments. Nearby
tenements were threatened and several
hundred persons were roused from their
beds and sent shivering into the bitter
cold until the flames were under control.

Many of the firemen were overcome by
smoke and many others suffered severely
from exposure.  Earlier fires in other sec-
tions of the city brought the night total
up to the figure approaching a half mil-
lion dollars.

3. The double election plan whereby out
of all the candidates voted on the two
receiving the highest number of votes fof
mayor, and the eight receiving the highest
number of yotes, for commissioners are
again voted for two weeks later,

4. Pay the mayor and commissigners scl
elected sufficient salary to cnable them to
devote their entire time to the city's af-
faire.

5. Each of the five men to have control
of a particular department of the city’sj
affairs. ;

6. Through the initiative and referendum
provide means by which the pedple by
petition may oblige ‘the commission to
submit important measures to pdpular
vote.

7. Though the reeall provide that the
mayor or -any commissioner can be oblig-
ed to stand for re-election at any time by

1t should be a popular movement, Whether
there will be organization against it re-
mains to be geen, but the friends of reform
should not wait for information on that
point, It is for them to get together and
arrange for a full discussion of the whole
subject, so that all the electors will be
gble to get a clear knowledge of the com-
mission system. They know the weakness
and the failure of the present system, but
before making a change they will naturally
ask for enlightenment. The majority of the
board decided in favor of having the audi-
tor appointed rather than elected. Opin-
jons will differ on this point, but there
appears to be a greater weight of senti-
ment in favor of appointment. Assuming
that a good commission will be secured
theer is good ground for the assumption
also that they would appoint a good audi-
tor. Some speakers doubted if there would
be enough work to keep four or five com-
missioners busy, and this might be true
if the people were to remain content with
present methods of administration. It is
hoped, however, to introduce better busi-
ness methods, and get better results; and
the way to get them is to have men on the
job. Alert commissioners, always attend-
ing to business, would be able to prevent
much waste, and get far better service for
the expenditures made in the various de-
partments. ¢

There has seemed to be some disposition
to brand this as a Board of Trade move-
ment, but the members of the board are
merely acting as citizens interested in the
welfare of the city. They invite other citiz-
ens to consider what has commerided itself
to them, and to take an active personal
interest in the campaign for a better sys-
tem of city government. Every man inter-
ested in such better system will do well to
attend the organization meecting tomorrow
evening.

LAW AND ORDER
So far as law and order are concerned,
St. John is becoming a model city—after
its kind.
