THE SUNDAY I_I_B_S_ERVIHCE BILL.

A couple of petitions have already
been presented to Parliament against
Mr. Charlton’s Sunday observance bill
and they will probably be followed by
many others if the friends of religious
freedom are active. Every person who
lives in Canada knows that Sunday is
well observed, that all ordinary work
ceases, that people for the most part
go to church and all except 8
few in special employments rest
from their labors,but this state off affairs
does not suit Mr. Charlton and those
who think with him. They desire the
sabbath of jthe Puritans to be restored
and evidently believe that what they
term sabbath desecration is more wick-
ed than any other form of evil. Mr.
Charlton’s bill creates about a dozen

W Hemres—in-connexion with “sab-

bath_ desecration” all of which are
classed as misdemeanors and puaisha-
Fste—y—fines: For certain classes ol
offences specified the penalty is a fine
not exceeding fifty dollars and for certain
other classes the fine is not to exceed
four hundred dollars. Pimps and in-
formers are to be encouraged by receiv-
ing one-half the fine imposed, an ar-
rangement which will no doubt be very
pleasing to them. If Mr. Charlton’s bill
passes the only Sunday occupation that
a man will be able to indulge in with
safety will be that of a pimp and spy
and society will be organized on & basis
of every one minding his neighbors
business and neglecting his own. The
heaviest penalties are those imposed un-
der sections 10and 11 which relate to
travelling on Sunday and those we quote
in fall :—
10. Any railway corporation, superin-
dent, traffic ger,or P or per-
sons by virtue of whose authority and
command railway cars or trains shall
on the Lord’s Day be loaded at any rail-
way station in Canada, or despatched
from such station when loaded, or per-
itted to i 4 journey (except in
the case of perishable goods) Wwith Can-
adian local freight,—or any person or
rsons as aforesaid who shall direct
ocal passenger trains to berun on the
Lord’s Day (except one mail train each
way, and one milk train on each road,
and such special trains as are necessary
for the purpose of conveying medical aid
and means of relief in cases of accident,
or to persons injured or afflicted with
sickness, or of conveying persons to visit
dying relations, or for the purpose of
conveying the means for extinguishing
fire to places requiring’ such assistance,
or for other acts of necessity and mercy),
or shall direct empty cars to be moved
from station to station within the terri-
tory of Canada,—shall be deemed to be
guilty of a misdemeanor ; but two
through passenger trains each way, with
their necessary connections, shall be per-
mitted on any trunk Iine of Canada when
American through passenger train con-
nections render such trains necessary :

2. Atsuch time as the laws of the
United States shall make corresponding
gr:vision, no through freight in transit

m one point on the frontier of the
United States to some other point on
the said frontier, shall be allowed to Bm
over Canadian roads on the Lord’s Day,
except live stock and perishable goods.

11. Excursions upon the Lord’s Day
by steamboats plying for hire, or by
railway, or in part by steamboat, and
in part railway and having
for their only or principal object the
carriage of p gers for a t or

leasure, and to go and return the same

ay by the same steamboat or railway
or any others owned by the same person
or companf', shall not be deemed a flaw-
ful conveying of passengers within the
meaning of this Act ; and the owner or
corporation, superintendent or person by
virtue of whose authority and direction
such execution is permitied or ordered
on the Lord’s Day, shall be deemed to
be guilty of a misdemeanor.

It will be seen by this section that
even Mr. Charlton is obliged to make
so many exceptions to his ironclad rules
as to seriously impair their efficiency.
A close reading of the clause will show
that while a local train could come into
8t. John on Sunday the Quebec Express,
which is athrough train but not connect~
ed with any American road, would have
4o remain over Sunday at Campbellton or
some other point on the north shore
where the passengers who would have
nothing to do for twenty four hours
would probably fall into the hands of
Mr. Charlton’s pimps for other viola-
tions of his Sunday law.

The offences for which the penalty of
fifty dollars is imposed are working or
buying and selling on Sunday, racing or
engaging in games on that day, tippling
or brawling on Sunday,hunting, shooting
or fishing on Sunday and the publi-
cation of newspapers on Sunday. The
gection relating to newspapers is as
follows :

Crry oF Mgexico, May 19.—Near the
entrance to the Acapulco harbor the
American warship Charleston and the
Chilian man-of-war Esmeralda are lying
at anchor.

The Chilian captain says that his ves-
gel has not called at any American port,
and that, consequently, it is not prob-
able that the United States authorities
will interfere with the movements of
either himself or his vessel.

One of the Esmeralda’s officers, in

answer to & question put to him in the
telegraph office at Acapulco as to the
probability of an old-fashioned sea fight
between the Charleston and Esmeralda,
said in a jocular and rather ambiguous
way:

“Oh, the Itata is already out of danger.
She has plenty of coal and provisions to
carry her to her destination.”

This remark has given rise to the re-
port that the Itata coaled at sea and

within jurisdiction, may afterward be
od and seized upon the ocean and
rightfully brought into our ports for ad-
judication.’

seized for that offence, she was forcibly
rescued from the possession of the cor-
vets and carried away.
