“RETRACT OR I SHOOT.”

A Woman Commits Murder in Order to
Hide Her Wrong-Doing

There has just terminated at Beauvis,
France, a trial for murder which took
place at Creil, The Creil affair is the
story of a women’s vengeance. Mme.
Vitte, a good-looking woman of twenty-
four, the wife of a shoemaker, carried
on a clandestine 'y correspond
ence while she was in hospital, in Paris
with a man named Rombaut. This
person was a commission agent in Creil,
and had been a friend of M. Vitte, who,
however, hearing certain reports, for-
bade him to visit his wife.

The shoemaker was informed that the
woman wrote letters to Rombaut, where,
upon he urged that in order to clear her
character she should shoot her admirer.
Mme. Vitte obeyed. She bought a
revolver, went to a cafe where Rombaut
was drinking, called upon him to retract
publicly what he had said about her,
and while he was trying to explain that
he had never maligned her to anybody
she flred five shots at him.

Rombaut fell mortally wounded, and
declared before dying that he had never
had improper relations with Mme. Vitte,
At the trial the woman maintained that
Rombaut had aspersed her character.
Her husband made the same statement,
and after a long deliberation the jury
acquitted them both. The verdict was

uncommon thing in cases of this kind.

The pilots of this port are rather dis-
satisfied at present about the pilotage of
the Furness line steamers. Pilot Cline
went to Halifex for the Gottenburg City
on her last trip, and he went out of his
tarn. It appears that the agents of this
line have asked the pilot commission to
let one man go regularly for their steam
ers. They asked this so that ome
pilot could become thoroughly ac-
quainted with the compasses and work-
ing of theships. A special meeting of
the board of pilot commissioners was
held & few days ago and at this meeting
it was decided to Hend pilot Clide for
the Gothenburg City, on one condition.

ANOTHER MEDITATED ATTACK ON CAN-
ADIAN RAILWAYS.

A special from Washington to the
Boston Post, contains the details of a
movement which it is thought will soon
be made for the purpose of injuring Can-
ada by attacking Canadian Railways.
This attack is expected to comein the
form of an order from the Secretary of
the United States Treasury, imposing
such restrictions on the transit of goods
over Canadian roads from one
part of the United States to another
as will put an end t> the
existing trade. The Post’s correspon-
dent explains that the great grain crop
of the West is now ehipped largely
through Chicago by water to Canadian
ports on Georgian Bay, where it is placed
in cars, sealed under the eyes of Ameri-
can inspection officers, for carriage to
American ports for consumption or ex-
port. The proposition which has been
urged upon Secrétary Windom, and
which there is a fear that he will adopt,
is to revoke the powers of the American
inspection officers at ‘bomts on Georgian
Bay, and turn all this lake traffic into the
harnds of certain trunk lines wholly with-
in the United States. This would result
in long rail routes, the destruction of
water competition, high freight charges
and reduced returns to the farmer for
his .grain. The shipments of grain
through Chicago alone in 1889 were 180,
000,000 bushels, and of this vast quantity
nearly 110,000,000 bushels went from
Chicago by the lakes to Eastern points,
where railroad connection was made.
This traffic, and also the direct lake
traffic from points on Lake ﬁuporior,
would be cut off or turned into costly all-
rail channels by the abolition of the pre-
sent convenient system, which has
proved so advantageous to both the
United States and Canada.

The effect of the change upon the in-
terests of New England would be partic-
ularly injurious, because the short
route to Boston would be cut off and the
crops of the great North West would go
to New York, Philadelphia and Balti-
more, For this reason New England
has the strongest reasons for resisting
the proposed restrictive policy of the
government; but New England is now of
little weight in the cabinet - of - the
United States:and itis by no meansunlike-
1y that the programme here outlined will
be carried out. The Post’s correspondent
states that Secretary Windom has se\er-
al times, in conversation with gentle-
men inte in the matter, intimated
his inclination to_impose new restrict-
jons upon American commerce through
Canada, and he threw ont the same idea
in & report. which he sent to the Senate
1ast summer, in reply toa resolution ask-

It is not generally known that the
raising of poultry on a very extensive
scale is being carried on in Westchester
County, New York., and the generation
of ohickens by incubating processes is
going on there with a fecundity which
leaves the house of Hapsburg away in
the background.

The enterprize has a substantial back-
ing and the stock holders are all rich
men. It is called the Edgewood Poultry

$25.000. They run delivery wagons in-
to New York and throngh part of Con-
necticut, and send out 10.000 eggs a
month. The farm has a force of several
men who act as the midwives and nurs-
es of the tiny birds. The farm covers
fiifteen acres of ground, and there are
generally hopping about the tprf, on any
given day, as many as 15.000 chickens,
hens and pigeons, in all stages of size
and weight and of all kinds of breed.
It is as cosmopolitan a place, as far as
the differént nationality of the birds is
concerned, a8 New York itself. And
for this number of poultry pecking
around,alive and healthy, there are
16.000 more in process still in the inter*
esting process of hatching by steam.

The peoplc will not begrudge paying
taxes to be expended on public services,
by their chosen representatives, in such
a way as to enable every man to see
where every dollar goes.

will cost nomore. The fire department
will cost no more unless necessary im-
provements, that will bave to be made
anyway, are effected. Roadways side-
walks and sewers will require no more
mone{e:‘or attending to them as they
have ntattended to, than is expended
on them now. The true policy is to wipe
out alla; é)pomt.ed boards and commiss-
ions, and entrust an elective council with
the expemhmre ofall municipal taxes,
the care of all town property, and the
management of all town services.

The inhabitants of a town who fear to
have it incorporated because of the dan-
ger of being taxed for public improve-
ments are like a man who builds a fine
mansion in a wilderness and then re-
foses to build a rcad to it because of
the cost. Improvements cost money

but that money will be better spent by

for storage and preparation of the food
that is used. Next in order comes the
“ roosting” room, an idea doubtless sug-
gested by the old time popular refrain,
“when the chickens come home to
roost.”” This inclosure is 20 feet by 12
and opens into the “ runs,” which are 75
feet long by 25 feet wide.- These are the
ante-rooms, as it were, to the market.
There the fowls are kept while the ord-
ers are filling out, and when the birds
leave the runs, llke the apocryphal pri-
soners on the Bridge of Sighs, they see
the light no more, for the Farm does as
big a business in the raising and selling
of poultry asit does in the incubation
and the sale of eggs.

The place they call the “brooding
room” is one of the most interesting fo
the visitor.” This is about 120 feet in
length and 12 feet in width. It is di-
vided into smaller compartments, which
look like bins, each of them about 4 feeg
in width and 12 feet in length. At the
end of each of these is attached what is
known as the mother. Steam-pipes run
through each of these, keeping them and
the whole room at an equal temperature
of 90 degrees. To these mothers go the
little chicks after they have broken the
shell, and the runs are generally filled
with all the way from a thousand to
twelve hundred of these downy things.
They hop about and peep and chirp
about the brooders, just as you see them
in any barn-yard about an old ben’s
wings.

The next place is their dining-room,
where they are fed and where they be-
gin to fatten for the market. The pro-
cess is a very peculiar one and is a
French invention. There is an instru-
ment there consisting of a rod, a piston
aud a treader, with a long slender tube
attached. The fowl that is to be fed is
held by the machine, the tube is insert-
ed down its gullet and & man turns the
treadel with his foot. By -this pedal
movement the feeder is set in motion
and gently as a nurse would force a ton-
ic down a sick man’s throat the stuffis
injected into the bird. [he preparation
is a mixture of milk and grain, the pro-
duct of which is a substance much like a
buckwheat cake. The men start'in with
a very small quantity of the food and
increase the doge from day to day till
eventually the fowls take as many meals*
as the good sailors do on an ocean steam-
ship. All the time this cramming opera-
tion is going on the fowls are kept in
pens and no other kind of “victuals or
drink” is given them. They wax fat
on the treatment. By this process the
flesh of the fowl can be flavored to any
taste a customer desires, and it becomes
as soft and sweet as a capon’s. The re-
sult is more than anything else like the
poularde of the French markets.

There ara several other spaces devot-
ed to the raising of ducks and pigeons.
