A company of
the 23rd infantry under Capt. Dilling-
ham started for Langtry to-day, which
is 800 miles below hére. :

‘Washington, -D. €., March 21.—The
administration apparently “marked
time’’ to<day until the résult of Min-
ister: Limantour’s mission to Mexico
Qity shall have become known. It was
learned that Limantour carried official
messages: . to .President Diaz from the
Taft administration.”

Now, that the investigation into the
alleged@ smuggling of Thinese inte
British Columbia has been conciluded,
the public will, perhaps, be at a loss
to understand what has been gained as
a result of it. It has cost the country
a very large sum of money and it-has
given much.inconvenience to many peo-
ple. It has necessitated the hurried
trip across the eontinent of ‘a. eabinet
minister who had, as a consequence, to
absent himself from his parliamentary
and administrative duties wheh he
ought not to have been asked to @o so
except for the gravest reasons. All this
would have beerr perfectly right and
proper had the result of the investiga-
tion been at all impertant, But it must
be manifest that the whole. enquiry
was lttle short of a farce. It is im-
possible to get away: frem the eonclu-
sion that the whele thing was hatched
by & few men who were anxious to
serve their - individual interests and
who, te do so, were seemingly prepared
to injure, or, if necessary, destroy ‘the
reputation of any whom they regdrded
as standing in their way.

COMMODORE SKIPPER " RETIRES.
Capt. J. F. Ruthven; of Orient Line,
Leaves Active Service After::
Distinguished Career.
The announcement of the retirement
from active service of Commander J. F.
Ruthven, R.N.R., M.M.8.A,, the.commo-
dore captain of. the -Orient line,:is of
widespread interest - to the. mnautical
world, .where he is known not only for
his professiondl attainments, but cele-
brated for his scientific literary; contri-
butions. Though his career was largely
spent in. London-owned shipping, it.is
to Liverpool’s credit- that this noted
seaman . recelved his earliest .nautieal
impressions on the river Mersey as ‘a2
cadet on the Conway, which he . .en-
tered in the year 1864, subseguently
serving. under.the White ‘Star line flag.

The old tribal marriage ceremony
simply ealls for a gift of so many
horses or cattle to the father of the
Indian bride.

arms, Finance Minister Limantour has
entered upon the task of pacification.

Senor Limantour .said the. state-
ments that he was the bearer of con-
ditions for the establishment of peace.
placed in his hands by the Maderos in
New York, was an absurdity.

“With bad grace could I be the
bearer of such a paper, when publicly
I have declared that the gevernment
could never  enter into negotiations
with individuals in arms. A govern-
ment should do that which a reason-
able public opinion demands, but it
should not, and cannot, under pain of
extinguishing - itself, aceede to the
armed pressure of misguided- sons of
the country. They must lay dJown
their arms if they wish to bring about
the reforms that may be necessary.”

Of the . insurrection itself, - Senqgr
Limantour had nothing to add, he sad,
to what he has previously ' asserted,
that it constitutes treason.

In reply to a suggestion that great
results were expected to follow his re-
turn to Mexlico, he said.

Miner Tells of Degth of Comrade Near
Kaslo.

Kaslo, March 20.—The inquest on the
body of Patrick George Jahnson was
held at the city hall by Dr. G. Hartin,
coroner of Nelson, who gave 4 verdict
that the unfertunate man came to his
death by suffocation in & snowslide
near the Granite King mine, ‘on the

Along with George Banbury, who
was with him in the sHde, and some
partxes in Mullen, Idaho, Johfison took
‘a-lease on the Granite King, a' sitver-
‘lead property on the south. . fork of
Kaslo ereek.

With ‘it he sueceeded inm scraping |
the -snow off his head, and stilii stuck
fast in the tight packed snow he'called
on the Flint cabin for help.. .
.Charles Anderson who was shovelling
snow at the time heard the. erles. of
‘Banbury and hastened, shovel in hand
to the rescue. He first. removed the
snow from areund Banbury’'s head and
asked if he was hurt. Banbury replied
‘that he was not, so Andergon bernt his
‘energies to the task of shovelling out
Banbury who came out scathless. By
'this ttme Victor Anderson came from
the Flint cabin, but Johnson was not
to be seen, althiough the two men were
close together at the time the slide
stroack. Banbury felt sure that Johnsen
was in the sHde. Their two hats were
at the foot of the slde After ‘digging
between 25 and 48 minutes they found
Joknson and- feeling his pulse they
found the heéart had ceased te beat.

ROOSEVELT TROPHEES

IN NATIONAL MBSEW

‘Others Wilt Be Placed -
in- Storerooms

Washington, D. C., March 23—Col:-
Roosevelt's collection - of ‘skins: and
bones ‘gathered on his hunting trip to
Africa is not to be the great feature in
the National Museum that —had been
expected by some persons. An official
statement by the authorities of the
Smithsonian Institution shows that: of
the thousands of specimens sent and
brought back by the former president
only about fifty are to be mounted and
put on public exhibition. The others
will be preserved and kept, but they
will be put in storerooms and be shown
only on request to those ‘- who -are
specially interested in such matters.

The statement of its plans was
drawn from the institution by a com-
plaint made by Col. Roosevelt, when he
passed through Washington on his way
to Atlanta. He had evidently become
restive over the delay in putting his
trophies on exhibition. Althoéugh some
of them have been at the museum for
almost a year not one has yét been pre-
pared for mounting. At the rallway
station here Col.-Roosevelt remarked
sharply to a group of newspaper men:

“Phose Specimens which are mow ly-
ing in -“the  National" muSeum were.|
brought here tor the American people.

“We must protect our own sons and
daughters, regardless of the attitude of
Japan,’” sald Senator Sandford (Demo-
crat). “‘There are rumors of impending
war in _the newspapers, but I do not
see. why they should: affect us in this
section. Two hundred thousand acres
of land are-owned .by-Japanese in the
state of California, yielding annual
prefits. of $10,000,000 per year. At the
present rate all the remaining agricul-
tural .land in the state will be taken
up by Japanese within the next teh
years.” )

Senator Larkins also pointed out
what he belleved to be the 'danger of
Japanese- ascendancy in the United
States. “Wa must not lose sight of
the fact,” he said, “that every male
Japanese is a trained seldier.”’

Senator Wolfe pointed out that the
bill affects not only Japanese, but
that it refers to ‘“‘certain classes,” in-
c¢luding Hindus and Chinese.

The.steamer Amur is going ‘around to
the outer dock to-morrow morhing to
load 90 tons of tin for Rivers Inlet. This
is all consigned to the canneries there,
and shows that they intend to make an
early start in curing and canning the
celebrated British Columbiar fish for
shipment to all parts of the world. Ready
markets. for the provineial salmon can
be found in any section of Eastern Can-
ada, United States and Europe.
mon of these waters have no equal
name which is of great credit to the pro-
vince.
Other canneries all along the Coast are
making arrangements for opening and
the rates which will be paid the fisher-
men this season will be announced very
shortly. The Alaskan canneries purpose
paying a much higher rate this season
than last, but whether the British Colum-
bila companies will do the same is not
known. . Many hundred white men and
Orientals will be engaged in the -work,
and they look to making good profits.
All the northern boats will have plenty
of work in handling the numerous cases
of salmmon which will be .shipped. south
for domestic and foreign ‘uses.

ALD. PEDENS
FORESHORE SGHEME

Plans for Sea-Wall and Road-
way Being Prepared by
City Engineer

Ald. Peden, chairman of the ceme-
tery . committee of the city council,
has lost no .time in completing the

big foreshore improvement and beach
drive scheme, which he initiated
| shortly after taking office at the be-
ginning of the year, and which at the
time was outlined in these columns.
The plans, which are now. being
prepared by the city.  engineer and
which will shortly be ready for pre-
sentation to the beard of works, call
for an expenditure of approximately
$120,000, this providing a modern sea
wall with a fine fifty-five foot road-
way. This marine drive would. pro-
direct connection between
Hollywood Crescent, where the latter
joins St. Charles street, and the Dallas
road near Clover Point. §
If the plans which have been pre-
pared are approved the wall will ex-
tend a distance of 3,677 feet from a
point a short distance west of St.
Charled - street to Dallas road, where
the latter turns from the shore line to
meet Fairfield road. The wall will be
unlike that now being constructed be-
tween Menzies and Montreal street in
that it will have a greater width at
bottom than top and present a slop-
ing face to receive the wash of the
waves.
Ald. Peden’s improvement scheme,
while elaborate, is declared to be
thoreughly feasible; and in view of
the fact that some comprehensive
scheme of. foreshore protection is ab-
solutely essential it is felt that the
ratepayers will heartily. endorse the
by-law - providing for the raising of
the necessary loan when the same
shall -be submitted to them.

DUBLIN’S LORD MAYOR.

When the salary of the Lord Mayor of
Dublin for the year which began February
28 was redtced by a resolution of the cor-.
poration on November 14, 1910, from $18,000
a year to $8,000, several members of the
city council declared that the resolution
would be rescinded within a month.
