London, Feb. 1.—The Times, referr­

ing to the long standing complaint of 
the Canadian press against the meth­
ods and traditions of British diplo­
macy, says the general feeling in Can­
ada on the subject is something not 
far short of deep-seated historic sense 
or grievance against the imperial tie.

The Times proceeds to "deal frank­
ly” with the immediate grievances- 
arising out of the waterway's treaty, 
and says: “It is an absolute mis­
representation of the facts to say that 
the routine of British diplomacy is 
withholding from Canada the terms of 
the treaty. So far as is known here, 
the treaty has not been published in 
the United States. It could only be 
so published by a total disregard of in­
ternational usage and etiquette. It 
had only been communicated to the 
United States senate because the sen­
ate's sanction was essential to its 
passage into laws.

“It may, however, be said In Can­
ada that while there are constitutional 
necessities for the circumstances 
which caused complaint, they do not 
remove „ the popular grievance against 
a system which decides questions af­
fecting Canadian interests witjiout 
proper reference to Canadian senti­
ments. If this, again, does not mis­
represent Canadian views, it betrays 
an equal misconception of the case. 
The treaty in point of fact, was in­
spected by an officer of the Canadian 
government, and every amendment 
was made at the suggestion or with 
the approval of that government. Its 
taims are therefore known as well in 
Ottawa as at the White House, where 
the text itself has not been received.

"The Canadian public, perhaps, like 
a very small section of the British one, 
may hold that no treaty should be 
concluded by ministers without refer-* 
ence to parliament. If so they have 
only to make the fact known to the 
government which they themselves 
elect.”

London Economist Says Hon. Mr. 
Fielding Has Done a Great 

Service.

Ossining, N. Y„ Feb. 1.—Salvatore 
Governale, who killed two policemen in 
New York city in 1907, was put to death 
in ths electric chair at Sing Sing prison 
to-day. He was pronounced dead afte* 
three contacts had been given.

Governale was brought into the death 
chamber at 5.46 o’clock this morning, 
accompanied by an Italian priest from 
NeW York city, and Dr. C. V. Mahoney, 
of St. Augustine’s Roman Catholio 
church of Ossining. The condemned 
man carried a crucifix in his right 
hand, and as he walked to the chair 
he repeated the prayer for the dying. 
The strapping in and the adjustment 
were completed at 5.47,

The current consisted of 1,840 volts, 
10 amperes. After being taken from 
the chair the body of Governale wa* 
turned over to relatives.

Govemale’s victims were: G. M, 
Sechler, a plain clothesman, and Police­
man Albert A. Sillick. They were shot 
by the Italian on Sunday afternoon, 
April 14th, after a fight in Union) 
Square park, which started when Gov­
ernale drew a revolver and fired at * 
fellow countryman. The policemen in­
terfered and gave chase, and Governale 
running into a hallway and retreating 
to the rear opened fire on the officers, 
shooting both fatally. Sechler died soon 
after being taken to a hospital, and 
Sillick’s death followed in a few days.

The Italian during his trial main­
tained that he did no shooting until 
after the man with whom he started 
to fight had first fired. He was convict­
ed of murder in the first degree, how­
ever, and sentenced to be electrocuted.

receive the full party vote and possibly 
even a small support from the electors 
not generally in political sympathy 
with him.

“Nor can we see any particular ad­
vantage that the Conservatives would 
gain by contesting the seat. The gen­
eral election has returned Sir W. 
Lauder to power with'* substantial 
majority and even a Conservative vic­
tory in Comox-Atlln would have no 
practical effect on the position of two 
political parties or yield any substan­
tial reward for the expense and effort 
which the contest would entail in such 
a large and scattered constituency as 
Comox-Atlln.

“Beside these considerations the fact 
that if Hon. Mr. Tempfeman were de­
feated British Columbia would be with­
out a representative in the federal 
cabinet is a matter that will have 
considerable weight with the electors. 
Conservative as well as Liberals, while 
there always Is a feeling more or less 
prevalent that it Is scarcely a generous 

'thing to oppose a candidate under 
such circumstances as those connect­
ed with this particular case.

“There are other considerations of 
somewhat more personal nature that 
will have their weight with not a few 
Conservatives in reaching a decision 
on the Question. Hon. Mr. Temple­
man undoubtedly lost his seat for 
Victoria because he was the candi­
date of a government which on one 
question was entirely out of sympathy 
with a large number of voters. The 
minister of mines personally has many 
friends to both parties of good repute, 
and has never been mixed up in 
scandals.

In his 
absence it goes to any other responsi­
ble employee, or possibly to those 
higher in authority. But whoever takes 
the message must sign his initials, in­
dicating the due receipt of the dis­
patch together with the hour ft was 
delivered. This is for the protection of 
the telegraph company.

This course would undoubtedly be the 
one taken in the case of Mr. Borden’s 
dispatch to the Colonist. The latter, 
therefore, should be able In a 
short time by a scrutiny of the receipt 
form to locate the recipient of the tele­
gram. From this It should be an easy 
step to identify the culprit from whose 
red hands came the garbled document 
which finally was placed in the hands 
of Mr. Barnard and the Empire type­
writer upon which it was done.

There are still 
hours left before the Sabbath—the day 
of reflection, repentance and editorial 
sermonettes. The Times, with the gen­
eral public, awaits with eagerness 
some sign of explanation or of re­
pentance. If the Colonist declares itself 
unequal to the task of unravelling the 
mystery, the Times, while averse to do­
ing so, will simply be compelled to aid 
its contemporary in its extremity.

On the confession of M. Pieard, the 
French minister of marine, white Eng­
land builds a battleship to two years, 
it takes France five years to construct 
one.

One of the chief reasons for the 
dilatory manner in which the work 
is performed in French arsenals, says 
M. Greville Reache, the son of a former 
deputy. Is that the French navy is par­
alyzed by red tape and bureauoracy.

As an example of what passes In the 
government dockyards at Toulon, M. 
Reache states that before a rivet can 
be driven into a sheet of Iron a written 
request for authorisation must be trans­
mitted to t’aris, passing through the 
hands of twenty-two Intermediaries, 
until it reached the head of the Ad­
miralty.

The reply goes through the same pro­
cess, so that before a workman at Tou­
lon can hit a rivet on the head twenty- 
four persons must give their consent.

Although 6,690 workmen are on the 
books at Toulon arsenal, M. Reache 
says It gives him the Impression of a 
dead city. The artisans there ask for 
nothing better than to be actively em­
ployed, but the central administration 
In Paris, without whose consent nothing 
can be done, has carried the science of 
masterly inactivity to such an extreme 
that weeks and sometimes months 
elapse before a reply can be obtained 
from the heads of departments at the 
Rue Royale.

An engineer who was authorized to 
carry out experiments with an artillery 
device on a French warship, was ob­
liged to wait six months before he was 
allowed to make use of his invention. 
At the Italian arsenal at Spezzla sim­
ilar experiments were concluded in a 
fortnight The same engineer found It 
necessary to have three holes pierced 
In a sheet of metal, and had to tele­
graph to Paris to obtain permission.

Chicago, III, Jan. 30.—Chicago and 
the Middle West arose to-day with the, 
official assurance that the worst of the 
storm, which devastated this section 
of the country yesterday, was over, and 

would be quickly followed bythat it
clear, cold weather, while the east in­
herited the blizzard.

The damage done by wind and sleet 
scarcely be estimated. Many citiescan

and towns are still practically ■ isolated, 
and the train service remains demoral­
ized.

In the south the storm was the most 
severe in recent years, and the story 
of wrecked buildings, interrupted wire 
communication and general distress, is 
almost a duplicate of that sent from 
the north and northwest. The heavy 
snow fall in the states to the west and 
northwest of Chicago is the most seri­
ous result of the blizzard. The delay 
in freight traffic and passenger service 
will probably continue for some time. 
The’loss of life, considering the extent 
of the area afflicted, has been insignifi­
cant.

In Chicago the blizzard abated ma­
terially before the morning business 
rush began, but the heavy snow fall 
that had accompanied it remained and 
caused much confusion and delay. 
Elevated and surface lines were im­
peded, and attempts to maintain regu­
lar schedules were abandoned. In the 
down town districts the cars moved at 
a snail like pace. The suburban trains 
also were greatly delayed by the snow 
drifts, and the trains from the extreme 
western and southern points were re­
ported from three to eighteen hours 
late.

Conditions in New York.
New York, Jan. 30.—The centre ot the 

western blizzard which has - been ap­
proaching since yesterday reached this 
city in full force this morning, accom­
panied by a high west wind, a heavy 
fall of wet snow succeeding a rainfall 
throughout the night, and filled the 
streets with slippery slush which 
threatened to delay all means of trans­
portation ip the city and suburbs, tex- 
cept the subway. The fall of snow be­
gan before daylight, and employees of 
the street car lines and railroads 
promptly attacked it in a desperate 
effort to keep the line open.

Thousands of men were put to work 
by the sjtreet cleaning department, and 
the main «throughfares down town 
,'wdfe in i fflr -condition for the early 
rush of office employees to their offices. 
Although electric sweepers were run at 
frequent intervals on the cross town 
lines, therè were many delays.

Frequent accidents to pedestrians 
who were blindât! by the driving snow 
were reported. James Barr, aged 75, was 
struck by a Madison avenue car at 59th 
street and thrown into the gutter, suf­
fering a probable fracture of the skull.

Ferry traffic across the harbor and 
rivers was not materially disarranged, 
although there were some delays. Dur­
ing the night 300 persons sought shelter 
in the city lodging houses, and others 
were given shelter in the recreation 
pier at the foot of the East 26th street. 
Included in the number were about 40 
women and children. Most of the men 
were put to cleaning snow from the 
streets.

Centres Over New England.
Washington, D. C., Jan. 30.—With a 

temperature falling rapidly in its path, 
and snow and sleet in many directions, 
marking its sweep eastward, the centre 
of the storm that has raged with great 
force through practically all the coun­
try east of^the Rocky mountains, to­
day is centred over New England. 
Through the west and largely through 
the south there is a cold snap, and the 
weather bureau to-day predicted a 
freezing temperature in the fruit belts 
of Florida. Snow has fallen west of 
there as far as the Mississippi river, 
and north of Florida. It will be much 
colder in the' eastern states to-night 
and to-morrow. In the Far West in­
tense cold is reported, 24 degrees below 
zero being reached in the northwest.

In nearly every other place 
distinction was made in the salaries of 
male and females. Vancouver did not. 
But Vancouver got over the difficulty 
in another way. No female teachers 
were employed in thp higher grades. 
Thus tli higher salaries were paid 
males. Vancouver aid'not to-day pay 
as high salaries for female teachers as 
here. He favored high salaries and 
would like to see teachers paid better 
than now, but this mihgt not be pos­
sible.

Chairman Jay asked if when this 
went into force it would be retro-active 
in placing teachers now on the staff.

Trustee McNeill said it would.
The report was taken up clause by 

clause.
On the point that it appeared, ac­

cording to the scale of increase, that 
female teachers would require a year 
longer to reach the maximum salary 
than the male teacher, Mrs. Jenkins 
raised an objection. She could see no 
reason why this should be.

It Was discovered, however, that the 
time was the same and the section 
passed.

In striking the estimates the item 
jat salaries for teachers was fixed at 
$81,584 this year, or about $7,000 higher 
than last.

SLIGHT EARTHQUAKES

IN SOUTHERN SPAIN
(From Friday’s Daily.)

Last evening the school board ap­
proved of the report of the special com­
mittee appointed to draw up a shedule 
upon which teachers salaries might be 
fixed and advanced upon a regular sys­
tem. The report as finally adopted was 
as follows:

Your committee on the revision of 
the teachers’ salaries beg to make the 
following recommendations :

1. That the maximum salary of the 
principal of the High school be $2,600 
a year.

2. That the minimum salary of men 
assistants in the High school be $l,2(j|, 
and that an annual increase of $60 be 
made to that sum till a maximum of 
$1,820 is reached,

8. That the minimum salary of 
women assistants in the High schoftl 
be $960 a year Infcreasing by annual In- 
creasements of $60 till a maximum of 
$1,380 be reached.

4. The board of school trustees may 
determine from time to time the sal­
aries of principals of graded schools 
on the basis of size of schools, certifi­
cate of teacher, etc.

6. Men assistants in graded schools 
other than first and second assistants 
and other than those on probation may 
receive an initial salary of $840 a year, 
increasing by yearly increments of 
$30 till a maximum of $1,080 is reached.

6. Women assistants, other than, first 
and second assistants and other than 
those on probation in graded schools 
may receive an initial salary of $600, 
increasing by annual increments of 
$30 till a maximum of $840 is reached.

7. First assistants in first and sec­
ond class graded schools shall be paid 
in addition to the salary to which 
clauses 5 or 6 entitles them a further 
sum of $60 a year, and their salaries, 
exclusive of such additional sum, may 
reach a maximum of $1,200, in the.case 
of men, and $960, in the case of women.

8. Second assistants and teachers 
doing parrallel work to them, in first 
or second class in graded schools shall 
be paid In addition to the salary to 
which clause 6 or 6 entitles them a 
further sum of $30 a year, and their 
salaries, exclusive of such additional 
sum may reach a - maximum in the 
case of men of $1,200, and $960 in the 
case of women.

9. Principals of small schools hav­
ing no senior grade shall receive sal­
aries on the scale recommended for 
first assistants of first and second 
class graded schools.

10. Principals of small schools hav­
ing no senior or intermediate grade 
shall receive salaries on the scale re­
commended for second assistants of 
first and second class graded schools.

11. Receiving teachers shall be paid 
$60 a year in addition to the salary to 
which they are entitled by clause 5 or 
6, provided always that in cases where 
the principal is also receiving teacher, 
she shall receive only the addition to 
her salary to which she is entitled as 
principal.

12. The board may appoint a teacher 
on an initial salary between the max­
imum and minimum limits, taking into 
account certificate, previous exper­
ience in other districts, etc. Should 
the salary at which the teacher is ap­
pointed fall short of the maximum of 
his class, his salary shall afterwards 
be increased annually according to the 
scale, subject to the provisions of 
clause 13.

13. No teacher shall get increase of 
salary unless such increase be sanc­
tioned by the board on the recommen­
dation of the city superintendent.

14. No teacher shall in future be ap­
pointed principal of a first or second 
class graded school, who does not hold 
an academic or a first class certifi­
cate; no first or second assistant in a 
first or second class graded school 
shall in future be appointed who does 
not hold at least a first class certifi­
cate; and teachers holding third class 
certificates may at the discretion of 
the board receive, but have no claim 
to, increase of salary according to the 
scale.

15. For the present the Boys’ Cen­
tral, the Girls’ Central, the North 
Ward, and the South Park schools may 
be termed first class graded schools; 
Victoria West school a second class 
graded school; Kingston StreA and 
Spring Ridge schools come under

Constantinople. Jan. 30.—According to 
advices received here the Bulgarian 
government has adopted an uncom- 
promisig attitude on the question of 
the amount of indemnity to be paid 
Turkey as a result of the Bulgarian 
declaration of independence last Octo­
ber.

ment is expected early next week.

Jan. 30.—All communications 
with southern Spain and with the 
city of Barcelona is uninterrupted and 
normal and the reports emanating 
from England relative to a disastrous 
earthquake apd a tidal- wave, are un­
true. There' was a slight earth shock 
at Totania in the province of Murciat, 
but no serious damage was done. The 
walls of. only a houses were
cracked. Slight shocks were also felt 
in the neighboring village of Olias. At 
both Totania and Elias the inhabi­
tants fled panic stricken to the sub­
urbs, fearing that a disaster was upon 
them such as devastated Southern 
Italy.

A message has just been received 
from Barcelona saying the reports of 
a disastrous earthquake and tidal 
wave at this city are absolutely un­
true.

sessed and with all the influence at 
their command the programme of the 
Dominion government designed to give 
British Columbia a railway mileage in 
some degree commensurate with her 
natural resources and the magnificent 
extent of her territory. They fought 
against and criticised the action of 
the Dominion government in subsidiz­
ing the line which has made Southern 
British Columbia the most extensive 
contributor to the provincial treasury, 
a condition which would have been 
impossible had not that railway had a 
tremendously stimulating effect upon 
business. They would not permit the 
Great Northern to cross the boundary, 
although it asked no favor except the 
privilege of serving the business al­
ready established and to assist In the 
establishment of still greater busi­
nesses. They waged bitter warfare 
against the Grand Trunk Pacific en­
terprise in its initial stages, and have 
not yet ceased to publish false reports 
intended to have a mischievous ef­
fect upon its fortunes. The chief argu­
ment they used against the construc­
tion of the Grand Trunk Pacific was 
that a vast extent of territory would 
he made available for settlement, the 
settlers would come in, and where 
was the province to get the revenue 
to supply these invaders with roads, 
trails, schools and public work* of ail 
kinds? Their understanding was not 
broad enough nor their faith in the 
future of the province sound enough to 
perceive that an expansion of revenue 
more than sufficient to meet all re­
quirements would be coincidental with 
the commencement of construction of 
the road. Either that or they were 
under the influence of some institu­
tion which desired to retain a per­
manent monopoly of railway transpor­
tation in the province. Now, however, 
they have changed their views and 
their tactics and are protesting that 
too much time has been lost in pro­
ceeding about British Columbia’s de­
velopment, something which can only 
be accomplished by the rapid construc­
tion of railways.

Tacoma, Wash., Jan. 30.—As the re­
sult of an explosion of fire damp in the 
new mine operated at Ashford by the 
Moore Investment Company, of Seat­
tle, one miner is entombed under tons 
of rocks 4,000 feet in the heart of the 
mountain, another is dead from suffo­
cation, while two are injured, one per­
haps fatally.

The dead are: Jack Norell, miner; 
body still In mine. William Dinkier, 
mine foreman; body recovered.

Carl Wickstrom, who was extricated 
from a pile of debris by a rescue party, 
is no badly Injured he may not re­
cover.

Michael Murphy, a miner, who was 
in the shaft at the time of the explo­
sion, escaped with minor injuries.

Foreman Dinkier lost his life while 
trying to find the body of Norell. He 
died of suffocation but his body was 
recovered. Afterdamp has repulsed all 
rescue parties, who went in search of 
the entombed miner. The explosion 
followed a discharge of dynamite by 
the crew composed of Norell, Wick­
strom and Murphy, who were working 
in the mine at the time. Though the 
disaster occurred at 6:15 o'clock on 
Thursday morning, no news reached 
the outside world until last evening as 
the telegraph and telephone wires out 
of Ashford have recently been swept 
down by a storm.

Th< discussion was opened last night 
by ti e mayor, who recommended that 
a sun of money be set aside for street 
work now, not waiting for the esti­
mate: i, in order that the work could 
be ci immenced while the weather is 
favorable for doing certain kinds of 
work, Usually it had been the habit 
to wait until the estimates had been 
completed and by that time much of 
the Season had been lost. If the money 
was voted now the engineer could 
make his plans for the whole year and 
It Would be an economy to do it that 
way.

Alderman Turner, chairman of the 
streets committee, expressed himself 
as of the opinion that it would be the 
business way to vote the money In­
tended to be spent so that the en­
gineer could -at once commence mak­
ing his plans.

Councillor Henderson explained that
if they were going to vote two or three 
times as much money as In former 
years they must be prepared to In- 
creas » the rates about two mills. He 
thought the assessments might -be 
raised somewhat, but it would nothing 
like make up the difference.

Alderman Humber interjected that 
he thought the money spent last year 
was all thrown away.

Alderman Raymond stated his opin­
ion that by making a fair assessment 
more money could be raised. Hie at­
tention had been drawn to a number 
of lo* assessments, and he thought 
that by equalising the assessments 
much of the increased money could 
be raised.

AldNsrman Stewart had also been told 
that many of the assessments were 
too low. He was of opinion that Mr. 
Nortl cott had too much''‘work. He 
was eminently a fair man, but had 
net time to do the work. He was In 
favor of paying for everything as they 
went and If the money could not be 
raised by equalising the assessments 
he favored raising the taxes.

Aldirman Fullerton drew attention 
to the difficulties they had exper­
ienced in the past in making the as­
sessment any higher, and for that rea­
son! te thought it would be necessary 
to put on an extra tax. He believed 
in vc ting the money,-'but they must 
make up. their minds that three or 
four mills would have to be added to 
the tax rate.

Aid irman Henderson said that In the 
past :he difficulty had been that when 
the assessor made changes in the as­
sessments the council did not support 
him. On several occasions the as­
sessments had been raised by him, but 
the c tangos were turned down by the 
court of revision.

Aid srman Turner instanced a num­
ber of eases that had come under his 
obser ration of properties selling for 
sums many times higher than the as­
sessed price and, vice versa, of prop­
erties falling to reach the assessed 
value when sold. The people were 
not satisfied to go on taking Just what 
was left for street work after every­
thing else had been provided for. They 
wanted to See value for their money, 
and ihey could not have the work 
done economically in that way. They 
could not attempt to do with eighteen 
or twenty thousand dollars work that 
would cost sixty thousand.

The mayor objected to statements 
that >vere being made both outside and 
among the aldermen that In the past 
the money had been wasted on the 
streets.. They did not have the money 
to' Splhd, that was the difficulty, and 
the wiork did not commence until about 
April, after the estimate had been 
méfie for the year. He thought they 
should give the engineer the money 
and told him responsible for the work. 
A lot of the criticiem that had been 
made was not Warranted.

The new chairman of the committee, 
Alderman Turner, then made the 
commendation that in future compe­
tent beads be placed over each de­
partment and that they report direct. 
This Would to some extent relieve the 
engineer if there Was a man ready to 
deal With the minor matters. He had 
discussed this matter fully with the 
englober and It met with that offi­
cial's approval.

This proposition evoked considerable 
dtscunelon, but it was finally adopted 
and the engineer was instructed to or­
ganise his forces for the coming sea­
son and to arrange for certain definite 
office hours when he could be seen by 
the public, so that he would have a 
good deal of time to spend in 
vision of the street work, 
pointed out that there should be no 
clashing of authority. The heads of 
departments could meet together every 
day, If necessary, and discuss the 
work, so that there would be 
lappli g.

The motion to set aside the sum of 
$64,001: for street work was then adopt­
ed, the amount being based on the fol­
low in. p detailed estimate:

Let 
us examine what the wisdom pt this 
modern Solomon has done. Many of 
my constituents work as fishermen on 
the Eraser Hver, and he compelled 
them, in addition to having Dominion 
licenses, to take out provincial licenses, 
besides cutting out a considerable num­
ber of hours during which they could 
work. His officials encouraged the fish­
ermen to violate the Dominion regula­
tions in regard to fishing on the Fraser 
river; •

There was every effort made to pro­
mote a conflict between the Dominion 
and provincial officers in regard to 
these fisheries. For the purpose of pro­
moting this fishermen refusing to take 
out a provincial license were persecuted 
and fined by the stipendiary magis­
trate, according to instructions from 
the attorney-general, for not having a 
license. They then took out licensee, 
and In spite of having licenses from 
both governments In one instance the 
same man was persecuted, not pros­
ecuted, by the attorney general for fish­
ing during prohibited hours, according 
to provincial regulations.

There is every reason to believe that 
the attorney-general deliberately fram­
ed the regulations as to hours of fish­
ing so as to bring on a conflict between 
the province and the Dominion.

I know of several Instances where 
men were summoned, appeared before 
the magistrate, and were told that the 
court was adjourned to suit the con­
venience of the prosecuting attorney. 
They were thus deprived of their day's 
work. Instead of fixing a day for the 
hearing when there was no fishing It 
was fixed for a time when they had to 
lose another day. Finally the cases 
were heard.

A more disgraceful condition of af­
fairs it is impossible to imagine in any 
court in a British country. I heard the 
officials swear that the men had no li­
censes and had not produced any li­
censes when they had licenses all the 
time. I heard the prosecuting attorney 
put words into witnesses' 
which they never uttered under oath.
I heard the prosecuting attorney ask­
ing questions from a witness and when 
the witness said he saw fish in a boat 
changed “Osh” into "salmon.'’

An Investigation Demanded.
I say that the magistrate who trie$ 

the case is an old man who, from in­
firmity brought on by old age, is neith­
er mentally nor physically capable pt 
deciding cases of this kind. I say that 
on the same day this took place, in 
piesence of a man who had been per­
secuted, not prosecuted, as I assert, I 
presented these facts to the premier ot 
this province, and demanded an inves­
tigation from him,

I stand now on the floor of parlia­
ment and demand from the attorney- 
general that these charges shall be ex­
amined into and an inquiry made, t 
say that the whole proceedings under 
that act have been disgraceful.

SO Intent was the attorney-general 
on persecuting these men that he had 
three or four cases against each of 
fishing without a license or filing with­
in prohibited hours. He had all the 
evidence to test the constitutionality of 
his act if he wished to do so, but he 
deferred the matter. Hie attorney so 
handled the case that the men should 
not get an Appeal. The magistrate de­
cided that they must pay a fine or go 
to Jail. The men did not pay the fine 
so as to be able to take habeas corpus 
proceedings and raise the whole ques­
tion of the constitutionality of the law. 
I believe that under instructions of the 
prosecuting attorney the magistrate 
deliberately gave from one to two 
months for the payment of the fine, so 
that the men could not even bring the 
matter up by habeas corpus proceed­
ings before the fishing season was over.

The seconder hoped the government 
would decrease or abolish the personal 
property and Income taxes. He was a 
good old Tory when he advocated this. 
It was one of the Tory principles that 
the man who draws an income, often 
without working for lt, should have a 
tax on that Income abolished. I was 
glad to hear the minister of finance say 
he believed the Income tax was the 
most equitable way of raising revenue, 
even if the most difficult. Mr. Davey 
does not think so and he tells Us chan­
cellors of the exchequer in England 
only adopt lt as an exceptional expedi­
ent in times of emergency and stress.
I have not followed events there close­
ly, but If my memory does not fail me, 
it is considered In England as the most 
equitable way of raising taxation, and 
lt is in times of stress, when he has a 
large increase in revenue to provide, 
that a chancellor, taught by experience, 
puts bn an extra sixpence or shilling on 
the pound as most equitable.

Municipalities Need Money.
The personal property tax amounts to 

$134,000, the income tax to $152,000 and 
the revenue tax to $207,000. The leader 
of the opposition in his speech took the 
stand that instead of abolishing these 
taxes they should be handed over to 
the municipalities. He took the grouhd 
that the revenue is now large enough 
to meet the legitimate expenditures of 
the province, while it is necessary that 
the municipalities should have avail­
able much Increased revenue. I think 
his ground was good and his proposi­
tion sound. In my own riding, com­
posed largely of municipalities, It Is 
found that to keep the roads in sharçe 
we have to pay a higher rate of taxa­
tion than Is imposed by the govern­
ment outside. On the whole, the munic­
ipalities have not half enough revenue 
and delegations are coming here all the 
time, forced into the position of beg­
gars, to ask the government for help 
in the maintenance of their roads. In 
Delta, though one of the oldest settled 
parts of the country, the roads are so 
bad in places that when I started out 
not long ago with one of my best horses 
and a new buggy, I had to get out and 
walk mile after mile for fear it would 
pull the buggy to pieces getting it out 
of the mud-holes. The municipalities 
cannot raise revenue enough with the 
present taxation to meet this state of 
affairs, which has not all been brought 
about by the. fault of the government.

It Is largely the result of the condi­
tion of our laws; In that old-settled 
district, ,m' some «portions, four-fifths of 
the land is held by absentee landlords. 
We have ’to keep up altogether too 
many miles of road for the population.
I am going to ask the members to as­
sist before the session is over in meet­
ing this condition. The first step Is for 
the government to provide that these 
municipalities shall be put in posses­
sion of their own revenue from the 
source's I havè mentioned, give them 
power to increase the wild land tax and 
to require a large amount of improve­
ments to gain exemption from that tax. 
Do that and you have gone a long way 
to meet the case. I am going to ask 
members to leave party out of the ques­
tion and provide a solution in the In­
terests of the people. (Cheers.)

The premier met the proposal of the 
leader of the opposition by a state­
ment which was absolutely unjustifi­
able. We ask for the handing over to 
the municipalities of a revenue bringing 
into the province a quarter of a million, 
and the premier said it would lead us 
to bankruptcy and ruin. If it is true, 
as the public accounts show, that there 
is a surplus of $1,300,000, how can it be 
true that to hand over $250,000 of that 
would brankrupt the province? It is 
the duty of the government to realize 
the financial position of the municipali­
ties of British Columbia, and If they 
reject this proposition we ask them 
to provide an alternative solution. 
(Applause.) The government has im­
posed additional duties on municipali­
ties, notably with regard to schools, 
but has not provided for a correspond­
ing increase of revenue.

The Capital’s Streets.
I would ask the finance minister or 

the commissioner of lands and works 
to get information from any municipal­
ities as to the financial condition they 
are in. Right here in Victoria they are 
asking for money to beautify the city. 
The streets in this city are a disgrace 
to the capital of the province of British 
Columbia. Tou will hear people else­
where say from having seen the condi­
tion of the streets here that it must 
rain all the time because on the streets 
they were up to their knees tn mud. Is 
It not a fact that if any municipality 
wants to make permanent improve­
ments they have to borrow money to 
do it? If you investigate you will find 
that not five per cent of such works 
can be done out of the ordinary revenue 
of the current year. (Hear, hear.) If 
this condition is true, and I believe it 
is, how can the government escape its 
plain duty of providing more adequate 
revenue for municipalities? Hand them 
over these taxes and give them the 
means of improving these conditions.

Mr. Davey thought the farmer has 
abundant cause for thanksgiving and 
that he is getting good prices. The 
crops last year were not full and 
prices were low, but I suppose the 
farmer should be thankful that he has 
as good as he has and sufficient to 
meet the necessities he Is subject to% 
Another cause of thankfulness was that 
though in the Fernie district a most

In regard to the arrangement con­
cerning the Prince Rupert townslte the 
premier did not give us any informa­
tion as to what the arrangement was.

I have a map showing 
that the government has acquired the 
province’s share In five different 
blocks.

I find another 
block scaling approximately about 
1,200 feet, and the point in the vicinity 
of Seal Island. There is another 1,500 
feet right in the centre of the town. I 
find another block of 1,500 feet to the 
right of the entrance of the harbor, and 
a fifth of from 1,000 to 1,200 feet, which 
is at the extreme southeast portion of 
the townslte.

Having been in the harbor I will 
admit that the block in the centre is 
the most valuable portion of the 
waterfront, but I will point out that 
the government has received 3,000 feet, 
or approximately two-fifths of its en­
tire waterfront, on a channel between 
the Island and the mainland, on water 
which we have no record of as to its 
being navigable or not; and I would 
point out too that up the present time— 
though Prince Rupert has been the 
chosen terminus for four years—there 
is no record available as to soundings, 
as to depths of Water,whether navigable 
or safe between the island or the 
mainland, where the government has 
its larger block.

This was how the law was carried out 
under this modern Solomon.

Bowser and Duncan Rose.

The seconder attributes the increased 
revenue to development of natural re­
sources. If he had analyzed the public 
accounts he is too honest to have made 
this statement, so his figures must have 
been supplied to him. He told us that 
the revenue from timber licenses, In­
cluding fees and penalties, amounted 
to $2,302,000 as against $1,263,000, and 
from royalties to $304,000 as against 
$206,000. These figures are inaccurate to 
a considerable extent. Instead of an 
increase of $98,000 in royalties there was 
a decrease of $23,000, a difference of 
$121,000 on this item alone.

The increases in revenue are derived 
from four sources principally. In tim- 
br licenses there is an increase of $1,- 
125,000. Can it be argued that the alien­
ation of our timber assets to an extent 
so great is to be credited tp. the devel­
opment of the natural resources? The 
increase Is simply an advance of so 
much greater a sum than the year be­
fore by timber speculators to secure a 
hold on resources to be exploited In the 
future.

Advice Was Not Taken.
What did the premier mean by the 

want of hearty su port of measures by 
the opposition? I challenge him $<» 
show me any Important measure 
which has not been Improved to », 
large extent by members of the oppo­
sition.

speculators.
This is the result of the land policy

In a depression like that of 
fourteen years ago, when the province 
had to furnish work to keep people 
from starving, what would be the con­
dition with suc(i a population in our 
urtan communities now? This condi­
tion is largely the result of the policy 
whjch prevents the settler getting out 
on the land. (Hear, hear.) A Seattle 
group of speculators has sixty claims 
of p40 acres each, or some 40,000 acres, 
on Graham Island. This is an Amer­
ica: i firm. The other day the premier, 
In dealing with the forestry question, 
said there was no hurry, that he was 
getting advice from American experts. 
We will probably get advice from 
American experts how t to deal with 
the land question. (Hear, hear.)

to say about the land question, he made 
no reference to the blanketing of a 
large area of the Nechaco valley by 
land speculators. He gave a long list 
of lands reserved for pre-emption alone 
and left the impression that the bona 
fide settler had no difficulty in finding 
a place to locate, notwithstanding all 
the evidence to the contrary offered by 
the opposition. The instances of specu­
lation mentioned by Mr. Brewster and 
Mr. Oliver he skilfully glossed over. No 
notice was taken of Mr. Oliver’s de­
mand for an investigation into the con­
duct of the court proceedings at New 
Westminster in the fisheries cases, al­
though he dealt as some length with 
the administration of the department. 
Mr. Bowser referred to the expectation 
of an election this year, but did not 
say that there would not be an appeal 
to the country.

Price Ellison, after a reference to the 
immense capabilities of the Okanagan 
valley as a fruit-growing -district, made 
a spirited appeal to the government 
to assist the Canadian Northern to 
enter the province and declared that 
its- terminus should be Victoria. He ex­
pressed his thorough confidence in the 
great future which is before the capital 
and advised the government to leave 
nothing undone to bring the Macken­
zie road to this city.

Art and Literature.
At the outset of the proceedings, Mr. 

Oliver, on a question of privilege, said 
that during last session and again this 
year he had been the recipient of very 
many works- of art and a good many 
literary efforts from some unknown 
person. Not being a monopolist he had 
no desire to keep them all to himself, 
and he proposed to send some up for 
the Speaker's inspection. In the future 
he intended to defend his privileges as 
a member of the House by refusing to 
receive any further literary efforts.

The Attorney-General.
The attorney-general said he did not 

feel it necessary to offer any apology 
for rising) as it was the duty of min­
isters to answer all criticisms levelled 
at their actions of the year. What 
were the reasons for the bitter speech, 
particularly bitter against himself and 
the chief commissioner, of the member 
for Delta ? It was that the hon. gentle­
man opposite believed there was an 
election pending this year and it was 
necessary to encourage the party to 
which they belonged. He felt it an 
honor to be singled out by Mr. Oliver 
for special attack, for it proved to him 
that his public life had not been want­
ing in results.

The recent Liberal rally in this city 
came in for some attention from Mr. 
Bowser, who thought the member for 
Chilliwack had protested too much as 
to the party’s devotion to their leader.

Replying to the opposition leader's 
criticism that the government was lack­
ing in a railway policy, Mr. Bowser 
claimed that the government had been 
the means, since 1903, of encouraging 
the building of 500 miles of railway, 
which he enumerated, without the ex­
penditure of a dollar of public money. 
By sound government and promoting 
immigration and settlement settlers 
poured in and where there were so 
many people the railways realized that 
there must be traffic, and came in 
unasked. This, he thought, was the 
best sort of railway encouragement. 
This Included 24% "miles of the E. & 
N. from Wellington to French Creek, 
the Great Northern had 14 miles from 
New Westminster to Vancouver, 25 
miles of the Victoria Terminal from

Corrected Again.
Mr. BoWser accepted the statement 

and went on td say that W. W. B. Mc- 
Innis on that occasion undertook to ex­
plain the system of patronage in Brit­
ish Columbia.

“Again, I must correct my hon. 
friend,” said Mr. Macdonald. “Mr. Mc-

“I would ask the attorney-general if 
what Mr. Russell says was what he 
said at the meeting here,” Mr. Macdon­
ald interjected.

Mr. Bowser—The statement I made 
was that the Nippon Construction Com­
pany was incorporated for that pur­
pose, and I understood that Robert 
Kelly, a prominent Victoria Liberal ; 
Col. Gregory, of this city, and others, 
including Mr. Russell, were directors.

Mr Macdonald—Was not the state­
ment you made that the G. T. P. had 
entered into a contract to bring 50,000 
laborers from Japan

Mr. Bowser—I cannot say exactly the 
language I used, but I gave my infor­
mation in an honest way to the people 
in Victoria theatre as I heard it from 
a member of the Liberal party, and it 
may have been I was not correct as 
to the number nor as to the contract 
being completed or sent to Japan for 
signature.

The attorney-general went on to read 
the letter from E. G. Russel to S. 
Gotoh, in which he said he did not 
think there would be any difficulty in 
having the company take five thous­
and—not fifty thousand—laborers from 
the company.

Mr. Macdonald—Mr. Russell did not 
say he would take five thousand la­
borers, and my hon. friend knows that 
Mr. Russell’s authority to make such 
a contract was repudiated by the G. T.

"Excuse me, I said nothing of the 
kind,” interrupted Mr. Oliver.

The attorney-general said he had so 
understood. In eighteen months six 
new licenses had been granted in the 
whole of the unorganized portions of 
the province, seventy-three had been 
refused and twenty-five old licenses 
had been cancelled. Details of some of 
these were given by Mr. Bowser, who 
claimed that vice-presidents and secre­
taries of Conservative associations and 
prominent Conservatives had lost or 
been refused licenses, while he dared 
any one to show where a single Liberal 
had been ousted,

"We are not running this department 
on political lines,” declared Mr. Bow­
ser. “We are running it without any 
color as to politics and in such an hon­
est way as to inspire the confidence of 
the public.” (Derisive Liberal cheers.)

The expenditure of three-quarters of 
a million by way of special warrant 
was defended by Mr. Bowser, who ar­
gued that the peculiar conditions pre­
vailing ih this province required the 
passage of special warrants to meet 
immediate needs. The money had been 
devoted to such purposes as the pro­
vincial grant to the tercentenary cele­
bration. the grant to the Tranquille 
sanatorium, free text books, compensa­
tion of fruit-growers for trees destroy­
ed, the Fernie fire disaster, and $50,000 
to encourage surveys in order that set­
tlers should not find the country un­
surveyed. An amount of $200,000 had 
been laid aside so that the government 
would be in a position to lay sidewalks 
and sewers in Prince Rupert. An 
amount of $10,000 was granted to the 
Canada Zinc Company at Nelson, which 
was not able to continue its work, ow­
ing to shortage of capital. Last ses­
sion the government brought down a 
loan of $15,000, which was unanimously 
voted. During the recess it was found 
that $10,000 more was needed. The gov­
ernment wanted to make it a sure shot 
in reference to the development of this 
proposition, and when the promoters 
came to the government with a letter 
from the leader of the opposition it 
was felt that the additional Joan might 
safely be given. The government was 
dealing honestly and honorably with 
the finances of the province, despite 
the criticisms of the Times.

Worse Than Ireland.
I say the government of the day is 

allowing the creation by these land 
speculators of a condition in British 
Cqlumbia equal to, if not worse than, 
anything which ever existed in Ire­
land. I say they are doing that in 
lacs of the résulté which are being 
poi ited out to them year after year.

Columbia as a whole. (Hear, hear.) 
An ither American company has a 
twenty year concession of grazing 
lands at Chilcotin.

If this policy goes on the 
pee pie Of British Columbia will be 
sin ply hewers of wood and drawers 
of water for the American people.

I have also to complain that those 
holding hundreds of thousands of acres 
of timber and pulp concessions have 
never complied with the statutory 
conditions, and are holding it at a 
ter tal of only two cents an acre. 
These favored individuals are enabled 
to hold these lands, although not 
titled to hold them, as against the 
brina fide lumberman who has to 
a rental . of eighteen to twenty-two 
cents an acre. I ask the government 
to : remedy this.

Evening Session.
At the evening session Thomas Cun­

ningham, provincial fruit pest inspec­
tor, addressed the convention. He con­
gratulated the association on the work 
done during the year and anticipated 
a more successful year for 1909.

He read an address on fruit-spray­
ing solutions, dealing exhaustively with 
various solutions and giving detailed 
statistics of the results, which were re­
ceived with general applause. The 
paper will be printed in the reports 
of the annual meeting and be circu­
lated among, the members in the usual 
way.

W. H. Lyne, assistant provincial in­
spector of fruit pests, added a second 
report on the same subject dealing 
with lime, sulphur and salt sprays, 
lye and whale oil soap as a winter 
spray, and arsenate of lead for a sum­
mer spray. Comment was given to the 
old Bordeaux mixture and a short ref­
erence in favor of the nicotine spray, 
known as “black leaf,’’ was made.

L. M. Hagar, manager of the Cen­
tral Exchange, New Westminster, in 
a well received paper read by the sec­
retary, went into the business side of 
fruit growing, taking more particularly 
the disposal of the product and its 
proper marketing. He advocated a 
higher tariff on fruit. The duties 
given in the paper were $1 per hun­
dredweight on peaches, 40c barrel on 
apples. He advocated a duty of $1 per 
hundredweight on apples. The Ontario 
growers, he said, are asking for it and 
the Canadian provinces are becoming 
the dumping ground for American 
fruits. Canadian apples for Canadian 
markets was strongly advocated. There 
are now ten British Columbia markets 
supplied by nineteen British Columbia 
associations, and the fruit industry is 
rapidly growing. The paper also laid 
special stress on the proper packing in 
previously ice-cooled freight cars. He 
advised the unity of growers into mar­
keting associations.

A paper by Thomas Wilson on leaf 
eating insects was read by the secre­
tary, naming the apple tree caterpillar 
and case bearer, hop flea beetle, eye- 
spotted bud moth, and others. Illus­
trations were given for early detection 
of the various pests and their obliter­
ation.

Messrs. Brydon and Palmer spoke 
to a vote of thanks to the writers of 
the various papers, which was unani­
mously carried.

Mr. Cunningham then took up the 
question of American apples being 
dumped on the British Columbia mar­
kets, saying seventy-five carloads were 
landed here last year making a heavy 
offset against the local supply. He es­
timated 150 carloads would he dumped 
this summer in Vancouver.

Mr. Palmer said 1,750 tons more fruit 
had been shipped by British Colum­
bia shippers last year than the year 
of 1907, in spite of the American 
dumping.

Okanagan's Fruit.
Price Ellison (Okanagan) welcrimed 

the premier’s statement that a bureau 
of forestry would be formed. No more 
needed action could be taken. The 
member of Cowichan had stated the 
fact when he attributed many forest 
fires to the amount of fallen timber left 
in lumbering. Millions of dollars could 
be saved annually by a judicious and 
careful handling of fire wardens, and 
the appropriation of sufficient funds to 
enable fire to be checked in their in­
fancy. The government should consult 
Gifford Pinchot, the United States au­
thority on such matters.

Coming from one of the finest fruit 
growing districts of the province, Mr. 
Ellison waxed eloquent in regard to 
the quality and quantity of the pro­
duce of the Okanagan valley and the 
manner in which growers sweep all 
before them at horticultural shows. In 
the recent show at Spokane T. R. E. de 
Hart took $4,664 in prizes. At the Royal 
Agricultural Show* British Columbia 
had taken the prize four years in suc­
cession. An unsolicited letter from a 
London dealer showed the esteem in 
which British Columbia fruit is held 
over there. This dealer expressed his 
high appreciation of the fruit, and said 
it arrived in better shape than that 
from California.

“We have the choice and delicate 
varieties that the London market re­
quires,” continued Mr. Ellison, “and 
we can send ship loads of them across. 
There have been a million and a quart­
er fruit trees planted in our district, 
and we can go on indefinitely. I tell 
you, gentlemen, fruit is going to be 
worth more to this province than tim­
ber and fish, and will put them in the 
shade before many years are past. In 
Saskatchewan, too, there is a big de­
mand for our fruit.” (Applause).

Higher Duty on American Ap­
ples is Urged—Other Busi­

ness Transacted.

The British Columbia Fruit Grow­
ers Association opened its annual 
meeting yesterday afternoon in the 
Board of Trade rooms. The delegates 
were welcomed by Mayor Hall, who 
expressed his regret that the minister 
of agriculture was unable to be present. 
Mayor Hall felt that the association 
had done great work in advancing the 
fruit-growing industry of the province. 
The stand British Columbia fruit had 
taken in competition with other pro­
vinces and in England was one of high­
est merit, partly due to the work done 
by the British Columbia Fruit Growers’ 
Association. Years ago Imported fruit 
was used here, but that was now 
changed and local grown fruit was 
prominent all over the world. He wel­
comed the delegation and said the in­
dustry in British Columbia was but yet 
in its infancy. The fruit lands of the 
province were vast, and the future 
progress of the industry is greater than 
any realized. The mayor related some 
of his early experiences on a farm. He 
thought the government should assist 
materially the fruit-growing industry 
of the province, because it would adver­
tise the province and become a great 
asset. He trusted the delegates’ delib­
erations would be profitable to them 
collectively and individually, and re­
tired, after thanking the association for 
the opportunity of speaking.

John! F. Smith, Kamloops, in reply­
ing, said he was taken unawares at 
having to reply. It was but a few year* 
ago that fruit-growing became other 
than a secondry consideration, 
terly, however, through the work of 
the association, the growers of the in­
terior had accepted the possibilities and 
gone to work with profitable results. 
He was sorry the attendance was small 
and said the people of the province 
were unaware of the great future of 
the fruit industry. It is one of the 
country’s greatest assets, 
whatever is done in this session will be 
of the greatest benefit to the industry. 
I feel it will,”, were his concluding re­
marks.

Had 
they entertained that the province 
would be reaping hundreds of thou­
sands of dollars to-day. It was the

C. N. R. The amount of money it would 
have cost then may have looked large 
at that time, but it would have been 
small now, $200,000. I was sent down 
from Vernon to oppose it, and I am 
sorry now that I did so. I think the 
people of Victoria and the .province re­
gret that they opposed it and see that 
they made a mistake.”

A. E. McPhillips—No, no.
Mr. Ellison—The hon. member for the 

Islands may say that, but it is a fact 
that if that proposition had been taken 
up the province would be getting mil­
lions now. It is up to the hon. gentle­
man now to say he and others made a 
mistake then. The government in mak­
ing arrangements for the entry of the 
C. N. R. should make it a condition 
that Victoria be the terminus. (Ap­
plause.) Why should it not be? Vic­
toria is the most beautiful place in 
Canada; it is the capital of the pro­
vince, and should not be kept back in 
any way. With the seat of government 
here and four members representing 
the city, including the premier, surely 
their prestige ought to count for some­
thing. Vancouver has ii;s assured posi-

tion and future. Why should not Vic­
toria have some of the railway advan­
tages that are going? People would 
come here by the hundreds of thou­
sands. Do you know that fifty 
guests were turned away from the 
Empress hotel in one day? Just imagine 
it. I predict that the Empress will be 
only an annex to the great hotels that 
will be built in this city yet. We must 
look ahead.

“I hope the provincial and federal 
governments will give assistance in 
the development of the immense re­
sources of this island. It is safe to say 
that this government would be justified 
in borrowing ten million dollars to 
open the whole of this province, in­
cluding the great northern country we 
have. If necessary let the federal gov- 
ernment encourage iron and steel works 
by a bounty. Let the provincial gov­
ernment come to the rescue also and do 
their share. We have principalities and 
kingdoms to be won in this province ; 
we have the making of a great nation 
in fruit and coal and iron.

“If the government is not willing to 
entertain the C. N. R; proposition let 
them substitute something else that 
will enable the company to come here 
at an early date. I trust the govern­
ment and people of British Columbia 
will embrace a golden opportunity to 
develop the province.” (Cheers).

Year’s Record.
The president’s report for the year was 

read by the retiring president, James 
Johnston, who had occupied the posi­
tion for the last two years.

The executive committee's report 
dealt with a large amount of work done 
in connection with lecturing through 
the province and the giving of practi­
cal illustrations to farmers. Consider­
able work had been done through the 
advocacy of spraying. The report dealt 
in detail with Mr. Brandrith’s tour of 
illustration and instruction from Alber­
ni to Golden.

British fellows who did such noble 
deeds of heroism amid the panic-strick­
en Italians? How grand they were!

Mr, Doresa was full of praise of 
them, and could scarcely be persuaded 
to stop in his appreciation to tell of bis 
own amazing experiences in the order 
in which they happened.

“Soon the ships came to anchor. Then 
hoarse words of command rang out on 
the still morning air. 
whistles blew, and soon launches and 
boats were tearing towards the shore 
bearing parties of bluejackets and 
marines.

“With them were surgeons, medical 
appliances, and supplies of food and 
clothing. As soon as they landed they 
began to restore order. It was soon 
found that stem measures were neces­
sary, and rifles were fetched. The rob­
bers and .looters were treated with 
scant ceremony. Martial law had been 
proclaimed, and these were shot at 
sight. Indeed, our navy rendered Incal­
culable service at the moment It was 
most needed.

"It appears that the squadron was at 
Syracuse on Monday waiting orders 
from Malta. In the afternoon a wire­
less message was received from Malta 
sending news of the earthquake, an« 
orders to stand by ready to sail at a 
moment’s notice. Those orders came In 
the evening, and the Sutlej, the 
Euryalus and their companions came 
on the scene.

“The presence of these bodies of dis­
ciplined men had an immediate and 
remarkable effect. Surgeons were at 
work tending the wounded. Bluejackets 
and marines were rescuing those who 
were still left alive In the ruins. Food 
was given to the starving. I confess 
when I watched the disciplined effort, 
and the ordered coolness of our gallant 
sailors, I felt still more proud of a 
country which could boast of such a 
navy and such a mercantile marine.

Tender Russians.
“But I must not forget to say a word 

about the Russians. Some Russian 
warships came up in the afternoon of 
Tuesday, and they immediately got to 
work. It was curious to notice the dif­
ference between them and our men. 
They had not the machine-like dis­
cipline and the peculiar ‘handiness’ 
which enables our sailors to do every­
thing that comes along. But they 
showed a wonderful kindness and sym­
pathy.

“I watched big Russian sailors gently 
handling little children, and soothing 
their fears with simple words, which, 
although in a foreign tongue, seemed 
to calm the little ones. And they were 
just as gentle with the wounded, hand­
ling them with almost womanly ten­
derness.

“As Tuesday wore on things began 
to assume an altered aspect. , The 
wounded were, - wherever possible, 
taken to the ships and" sent over to 
Naples and Palermo. The Malakoff, one 
of the Russian ships, took one of these 
sad cargoes, and the Therapia, a Ger­
man ship, took another.

“The dead were brought ont ana 
buried—at least, as many as could he 
got out of the ruins—In the gardens in 
the Via Cavour. For many of them 
were buried so deeply that it will be 
days before they are reached. My local 
agent,, for instance, who had my money 
on him, is buried 30 feet deep under the 
ruins of his offices.

All the 
time they were in imminent danger of 
death, yet they worked as calmly as 
if they had been on the ground. They 
had been in imminent danger of their 
lives, yet when they came down they 
quite resented our congratulations.

Murray also informs us that the Rus­
sians had been at the head waters of 
the Youcon,” but not so far down as 
the forks of the Lewes and Pelly, but 
below the “Great Lake.” He tells us 
that the Russians were trading on the 
Youcon, that is below, a year before 
Mr. Bell, and very probably before Mr. 
Campbell on its upper branches. A 
matter of history not heretofore re-

intervening country, they are large and 
of the same ferocious nature as those 
in the south, very few are killed by 
the Indians, who avoid meeting them 
as much as possible, the bear generally 
making the first attack, and unless 
there are a good party of Indians to­
gether to give battle they generally 
make their escape in their canoes or 
by ascending trees.

Murray seems 
greatly troubled about some 
varieties of salmon which ascended the 
river, which from the description are 
too familiar to be named. “Trout,” he 
says, “taken in the river are, I do not 
know exactly what. They are not 
fresh water trout, neither are they 
salmon trout, although they belong 
more to the latter species. They make 
their appearance in August, but are 
not plentiful until the beginning of 
September, when they ascend the liver 
in great shoals. When they first make 
their appearance they are tolerable 
eating, have a silvery tinge, on 
back and upper part of their sides; the 
belly is of a dark brown and green, 
and the lower part of the sides blue; 
but before they disappear, towards the 
end of September, they

The men get 
tired of them in a few days if served 
out constantly for rations. They have 
a large head and mouth, the upper and 
under jaw are much crooked inward, 
and their teeth are like the fangs of a 
rattlesnake, they are altogether a very 
ugly and ferocious looking fish; they 
weight from 4 to 7 pounds each. I 
took a drawing of a large fellow, and 
now copy it to show what sort ‘crit­
ters’ are in the waters of the Youcon. 
There is another and smaller kind 
without teeth, a smaller head and still

Several stragglers of this party re­
turned to the fort with fresh meat and

The Russian Menace.
The Russians invited them to go to 

them with their sick friends, “as they 
had medicine to cure all diseases," and 
expressing sorrow that certain prom­
ises had not been kept to visit them, 
but next summer they would meet 
them farther up the river with plenty 
of goods. In short, the Russians had 
taken the most effective plan to work 
upon the credulity of the Indians, and 
he was greatly mortified to hear that 
some of them believed them and in­
tended going down with the furs by 
the first open water.

Murray sent for the Russian Indians, 
and had the whole story repeated be­
fore several other Indians. “I had,’’ 
he says, .‘a long talk with them in the 
presence of the strangers, and took 
good care to give the Russians a ‘lick 
back’ in their own coin. I explained 
particularly the motives which induced 
our opponents to send these messages, 
and the cause of their lowering their 
prices, and succeeded in persuading 
them of the absurdity of the idea of 
our causing the death of their people, 
instead of that we were their best 
friends, and had brought medicine to.» 
keep them from dying, etc., etc. As 
for taking their furs below in the 
spring, they were their own masters, 
and could/dispose of them to the Rus­
sians if they chose, but if they did so 
they would be sorry for it afterwards, 
assuring them that more goods would 
be brought here in summer.”

Murray’s bluff was fairly successful, 
although a lot of beaver was sold to 
the Russian ihdigns for fancy beads, 
and articles we could not supply them 
with, and which they value above 
everything else.

For the next few pages Murray gives 
a short and very detailed account of 
“this great northwestern valley and its 
inhabitants. Of course, his personal 
knowledge of the country was limited, 
but he acquired a great deal of in­
formation from the Indians, who drew 
maps of the country on the sand for 
him. Their idea of distance was very 
hazy, but by getting Indians of vari­
ous tribes to trace the outlines of the 
great rivers and lakes he found them 
to agree as to the contour of the coun­
try. Thus he came to certain conclus­
ions, which were afterwards confirmed 
by explorers and geographers. For in­
stance, he comes to the conclusion for 
the first time so far as records go, that 
the Pelly, and the Youcon, and the 
Colville, were one and the same river, 
and that the Frances river was one of 
its tributaries. The course of the 
lYoucon, as described by the Indians, 
proved to be approximately correct. 
Nearly all the great tributaries that 
were then known by name were indi­
cated on an outline map which Murray

were allowed to grow as long as the 
season permitted, and taken up on trie 
13th September, after the vines we/e 
blackened by the frost. Only ten pota­
toes were planted, but cut in pieces as 
usual and our whole crop was nearly a 
gallon, varying in size from a peal to

Looking For Trouble.

The -neWs about the Russians gave 
Murray the - greatest concern. He had 
not expected them on the river until 
the following summer, and here they

The month Of December passed off 
very quietly. Occasionally local In­
dians came, i '^ringing rabbits, and 
sometimes lynx skins, for which they 
paid in tobacco and ammunition. Of 
rabbits thyyatMfused sufficient lor 
rations frq*n -g/ree-to ftyeqehtyé In the 
week. “Christmas," Murray says, 
“passed ‘off tjïïïfetly enough," though 
as for himself, his usual high spirits 
at that season of " the year were 
“brought low "enough” on account of 
the Russians, who became a veritable 
nightmare.

Murray’s journal definitely fixed the 
date of the Russian advent on the 
Youkon river, which was a year before 
Mr. Bell's visit, or in the year 1843. 
They had built- boats, and it had ap­
parently been their intention to ex­
tend the trade” up the river, but had 
failed up to that time. They had vis­
ited the river, regularly, 
came was not exactly clear to Murray, 
who did not think they came around 
by way of Behring Sea, but had as­
cended a large river which falls into 
the Youcon, 350 miles below the fort, 
probably the Tanana though that is 
only about 200 miles below. On the 
last visit they had brought more goods 
than formerly, principally beads, com­
mon and fancy, White, red, and sev­
eral shades of blue. Of the blue beads, 
a little larger than a garden pea, only 
ten were given for à beaver skin, ex­
cept kettles, glins and powder; every 
other artiple was higher than with the 
British traders. Tobacco and snuff 
were traded very high, also the small 
shells, which were traded six and 
eight for a beaver or three martens. 
Murray Informs us that a box of these 
shells in the Youcon would be worth 
over two thousand pounds. In addi­
tion to these articles the 
brought to the country, blankets, 
capots, cloth, powder horns, knives, 
fire steels, files, iron hoops for 
heads, iron pipes, common arm bands, 
awls, rings and small brass coins, sim­
ilar to our old farthing, with which the 
Indian women "fringe 
They had no regular axes, only a flat 
piece of steel shaped something like a 
p'ane iron, which the Indians fastened 
to a crooked stick with babiche, 
use it the same way as an adze.

Competition Prices.
It had been the intention of the Rus­

sians to leave until they heard of the 
arrival of the British traders, where­
upon they immediately set about build­
ing a house. Their prices were low­
ered at once. Kettles were knocked 
down from twenty to ten skins each, 
common guns to ten skins, above a 
pint of powder given for a measure, 
beads and other things above a half 
cheaper, and cloth which could not be 
disposed of for nothing. Murray was 
very much enraged about all this, and 
speaking about the man in charge of 
the Russian house saÿs, "if he ven­
tures up this length in summer, as he 
promised, I think it very probable that 
he will get his head broken for his 
trouble, but they are the last people I 
wish to see come here, for if they come 
they will certainly get into a scrape.™ 
Murray told the Indians that it was 
his intention to go down the river and 
build a fort where the Russians were. 
This, of course, was not serious, but 
intended as a ruse to prevent the Rus­
sians from coming further up the 
river.

He expressed 
great sorrow at the death of their chief, 
and presented his brother with a “foot" 
of tobacco to smoke on the grave, and 
this mark of respect to the “illustrious 
deceased" seemed to make a most fa­
vorable impression. ,

Troublesome Customers.
However, next day matters did not 

seem to go so well, several of the Gens- 
du-fou became very troublesome and 
impertinent, handling and asking for 
everything tljey saw. One wanted a 
carpenter’s adze, another a tracking 
line of the boat, and two of them, con­
trary to orders, entered the store and 
began examining loaded guns. On be­
ing told' to go out they refused, where­
upon Murray shoved them out by the 
shoulders "in double-quick time.” They 
then demanded guns, beads, and axes, 
on credit, but were refused. They said 
the Russians were once the same as the 
British, and would not give them what 
they wanted, but the Indians killed a 
number of their people and pillaged one 
of their forts, after which they got all 
they wanted. They were promptly in­
formed if they attempted anything of 
that kind at Youcon they would be 
greatly mistaken, that the Hudson’s 
Bay Corhpany people were quite differ­
ent from the Russians and not quite so 
easily frightened. They were also told well filled with fish, with which the

They had very little to

upon the methods of the Hudson’s Bay 
Company. They traded squarely with 
the Indians according to the establish­
ed conventions of the fur trade, treat­
ing them with respect and always kept 
faith. On the other hand, the Indian 
was taught to respect the proper line 
of demarkatlon, if he over-stepped it 
he was punished, and nothing so com­
pletely convinced the Indian of the su-, 
periority of the white man than this 
code of ethics, ft was fatal for the 
trader to show the white feather. He 
had to assert his authority at all times, 
even against fearful odds. There is 
no time in the history of the Hudson's 
Bay Company’s occupation of the West 
that they could not have been com­
pletely wiped out by superior force of 
Indians within a year. Nevertheless 
they invaded the entire country and 
ruled it with a rod of iron..

Murray seems to have possesed all 
the characteristics of his Scotch 
countrymen; while brave in the face of 
danger and indefatigable in work he 
was also cautious, and wisely antici­
pated any future emergencies. As he 
says himself, while he came to the 
country to trade for furs his first care 
was the “procuring provisions," which, 
if properly set agoing, and the Indians 
encouraged at first, requires less 
trouble in after years.” He describes 
both branches of the trade as prosper­
ous, and remarks, "that when gloomy 
winter” showed its face it was a 
source of great consolation and thank­
fulness when I looked into a well filled 
store to know that there need be no 
hungry bellies at the Youcon."

After the building was finished for 
the first season there was no end of 
odd jobs to be done. The house had to 
be plastered, and innumerable little 
odd jobs done about them before they 
were made comfortable for the winter. 
Roots for boat timber had to be found 
and dug up before the ground was 
frozen; saw logs cut and brought from 
islands before the river set fast; birch 
wood for meat and wood sleds and 
snowshoes to be brought from a great 
distance; firewood to be cut, fish to be 
brought home, and a thousand other 
things to be done which kept them all 
constantly employed. Indians kept 
coming with furs and provisions; more 
furs, in fact, than Murray could pay 
for, but not as much meat as expected. 
They did not object to the prices paid, 
but all demanded beads, and the more 
highly colored, the larger and more 
diversified in color the better. His 
talk was of the Russians—who appar­
ently understood the wants of the In­
dians from long experience—and al­
ways of the Russians. They had been 
on the river during the summer time, 
had brought many beads, and taken 
away many furs. Murray describes his 
plight as follows: “Here it is very 
different, furs are brought in to' be 
traded, and it is a vexatious thing to 
see them taken back for the want of 
goods. The boxes of beads were gone,

It is unnecessary to go into the de­
tails regarding the physical features, 
as the geography of the Youcon is now 
fairly well known to everybody.

Murray was very well satisfied with 
his location for a trading establish­
ment, being central, and within reach 
of five different bands of Indians, and 
had it not been for the Russians be­
ing so near as to “have played the 
devil with all my dalculations," he 
could have reckoned with almost cer­
tainty on over three hundred men trad­
ing there regularly.

The Furbearing Animals.
The following is so interesting as to 

bear repetition verbatim et libera turn: 
“This country abounds in all the vari­
ous descriptions of furbearing animals 
common in other southern districts, 
except fishers; otter are very scarce or 
the Indians kill very few of them, but 
for beaver it is inferior to no other 
country. Martens do not appear plenti­
ful* in our immediate neighborhood, 
still the Indians kill great numbers. 
Foxes, the silver and cross predomin­
ation, are very numerous; wolverines 
are also very plentiful. The large gray 
wolf is often seen, and there are too 
many lynx for the rabbits to continue 
long as abundant as they have been 
the past winter. We have the black, 
brown and grizzly bear, the latter 
kind are most abundant and infest the 
mountains to the southwest and 6ie

around with shells, 
which they always carry are orna­
mented with them; they even have 
them fixed to some of their guns. Each 
man has hanging to his neck two 
small bags containing black lead and 
red earth for painting themselves 
their faces. Each one paints acuord- 
ing to his own fancy, most commonly 
the upper parts of the cheeks and 
around the eyes are black; a black 
strip along the top of the nose. The 
forehead is covered 
stripes, and the chin with strips of red 
and black. Eagle and hawk feathers 
are stuck in the hair behind, and re­
moved only when they go to sleep, or 
to be used when dancing. The ‘Gens 
du fou’ and lower Indians mix their 
hair with red earth and grease and the 
down of geese and ducks.

often as large as the head, and be­
comes so heavy loaded, as it is with 
beads, and shells, and accumulated 
dirt, that the neck is bent forward, and 
gives the Indians the appearance of 
stooping.

An Editorial Which Does Not Explain—Was The 
Colonist’s Emissary Sandbagged on His 

Journey to The Smoker ?

but the lying telegram, with Mr. Bor­
den’s name attached thereto, which 
did duty in British Columbia could 
hardly have been beaten as a piece of 
bare-faced trickery and duplicity.

There Are Now Twenty-four 
Disengaged Vessels 

„ on Coast.

Public Meeting to Discuss Pro­
posal to Purchase Cream­

ery Building.(Fràm Saturday’s Daily.)
At last. It has spoken.
This morning, on the first week’s an­

niversary of its exposure, the Colonist 
feels constrained to say something re­
garding its use of the now famous 
forged telegram.

Not an explanation, not even an ex­
cuse, but merely a plea of former good 
behavior and a solemn promise neyer 
to do it (or is it, to- be found out?)
again.

The editorial of this morning is as 
follows:

"We find on investigation that Mr. 
Borden’s telegram of the 24th of Octob­
er was taken from the telegraph edi­
tor’s desk shortly after it was received 
and was never returned- to the Colon­
ist office. The message from him read : 
‘Your message received. The Conserv­
ative party stands for a white Canada 
and- the absolute protection of white 
labor,’ while the telegram printed in 
the Colonist was taken from the notes 
of the reporter in attendance at the 
Conservative meeting of that night and 
read: ‘Your message received. The 
Conservative party stands for a white 
Canada, the protection of white labor 
and the absolute exclusion of Asiatics.’ 
(vide page 2, column 7, Colonist of Oct. 
25th.)

"It was nearly midnight when the 
telegram was required, and about that 
time a transcription of the report from 
the notes mentioned was taken to the 
photo-engraving plant for the purpose 
of reproduction. Jj

“It was at this point that the Colon­
ist fell very badly indeed. We cannot 
excuse ourselves for being so remiss 
in allowing the telegram to be publish- 

■ ed in this manner. We should have 
satisfied ourselves of its bona fldes by 
going to the C. P. R. telegraph office 
and, in the absence of the original, se­
curing a certified copy of it. We would 
then have discovered the regrettable 
alteration and put it right at once. 
Such a course would only have been 
fair to Mr. Borden and Mr. Barnard 
and simple justice to them demanded 
it. "At the same time we would have 
succeeded in keeping the Colonist be­
yond the criticism of it enemies,.

"We must, however, assume the re­
sponsibility of inexcusable negligence 
and 'endeavor by exercising greater 
bare in the future, to protect our paper 
and its friends. We feel that we can 
refer .to the record of the Colonist, to 
its fair treatment of its opponents, its 
loyalty to its friends, its honest pres­
entation ofAhe news and its frank and 
fearless comments as well as its readi­
ness to correct promptly any errors into 
which it may have fallen as an offset 
to the unfavorable impression which 
the publication of this altered telegram 
must necessarily create and as a guar­
antee that the lesson of the incident 
will not be lost.’’

“The telegram was taken from the 
telegraph editor’s desk shortly after it 
was received, and was never returned 
to the Colonist office." It must, how­
ever, have left the Colonist office in 
charge of one of its men for Mr. Bar­
nard states that when it was delivered 
to him at the public meeting it was 
“from an emissary of the Colonist.” 
Doubtless on the journey from the Col­

onist office to the A. O. TJ. W. the 
“emissary” was drugged, and some of 
the numerous typewriters to be found 
at every street corner employed to alter 
the dispatch.

“It was nearly midnight when the 
telegram was required and about that 
time a transcription of the report from 
the notes mentioned was taken to the 
photo engraving plant for the purpose 
of reproduction.” In other words a 
reporter submits the text of a telegram 
read at a public meeting, it is trans­
cribed in the office, the signature of 
Mr. Borden is attached, a zinc etching 
is made, and produced in the Colonist 
as a FAC-SIMILE of the dispatch in 
question.

Now that so much has been elicited 
and as the Sabbath is still a few hours 
distant the Times, on behalf of the 
public, implores its erring neighbor to 
vouchsafe one or two additional facts.

What employee of the Colonist took 
the dispatch from the office, and did he 
not do so under directions from one 
high in authority on that paper?

Was it this same man who delivered 
it to those on the platform at the A. 
O. U. W. hall, and if not to whom did 
he deliver it? This is something which 
could be readily discovered in a bona 
fide inquiry.

Was the telegram read or shown to 
the manager, or the editor, both of 
whom were in town at the time, and if 
so how was it they did not detect the 
forgery when it appeared in the Colon­
ist the next morning?

When the forgery was nailed by Mr. 
Borden himself, some weeks ago and 
the Colonist asked by him to explain, 
why did it not do so, instead of waiting 
till its action was exposed in parlia­
ment?

From the editorial in to-day’s issue 
it is quite evident that the papdr is 
inferentially seeking to transfer the 
responsibility for the forgery from its 
own shoulders to those of others in the 
city — presumably the Conservative 
management.

Grain chartering is at an end with 
no indications of further fixtures until 
the new season arrives, says the San 
Francisco Commercial News, 
gaged tonnage available for grain num­
bers seven vessels of 15,099 tons at San 
Francisco, eleven of 23,616 tons at Pu­
get Sound and British Columbia, six of 
11,522 tons at Portland, a total of 
twenty-four vessels of 50,267 tons regis­
ter, or far more than is necessary for 
either the grain or lumber movement.

Lumber chartering has been' more- ac­
tive this week, quite a number of small 
vessels being taken" for Guaymas, Cal­
lao, Melbourne and Adelaide. The Nor­
wegian steamer Henrik Ibsen, which 
arrived January 10th under charter to 
load on Grays Harbor for Australia, 
lost her charter on account of delay by 
repairs, and the British steamer Rum- 
ford at Honolulu was taken in her place 
at 30s. The only large sailer fixed for 
lumber during the tyeek was the Car- 
manian at Portland to load lumber on 
the Sound for United Kingdom to re­
place the French ship Alice, wrecked on 
the northern coast; the Alice had a rate 
of 50s for direct port, while the Car- 
manian was fixed at 45s. 
chartering has been fairly brisk this 
week at the usual rate of $3.75 to this 
port and $4.50 south.

Offshore rates are quoted approxi­
mately as follows: Lumber from Puget 
Sound or British Columbia to Sydney, 
27s 6d@30s; to Melbourne or Adelaide,

but they are now in great demand. ot 
the 90 men who compose the band 
only 12 of them have guns, but many 
more carry powder horns, which they 
procure from other Indians, and all 
carry ammunition when they can get 
it and have a share of what is killed 
by the owners of the guns. The winter 
dress is a rabbit skin capot and deer 
skin trousers dressed with the hair on. 
The hair is always worn next the skin! 
Their dress clothes are always car­
ried with them and put on at night 
whether here or in the lodge. The 
women dress nearly the same as the 
men, only the capot is a ‘leetle’ longer! 
and with no point in front, they have 
fever ornaments and the hair 'is sel­
dom tied.

Their Houses.
Each family is provided with a deer­

skin lodge: the hair is always kept on 
for warmth in winter; the lodge is sel­
dom used in summer. In winter they 
encamp in a thicket of pines. The 
ground is cleared and the lodge put up 
on willow poles, which they generally 
carry with them on their sledges. 
Snow is then packed half way up; the 
inside is lined with pine brush, and the 
small hole used for a door closed with 
a double deer skin. Although they 
have small fires it is as warm as most 
houses. Their stock of provisions 
consisting generally of dried fish, is 
kept outside in a “cache” made of 
branches and snow, open above, on 
which are placed their sleighs. They 
are better dressed and in general live 
much more comfortably than the In­
dians of the Mackenzie. The women 
do all the drudgery in winter, collect 
firewood, haul the slenghs along with 
the dogs, bring snow for water, etc., 
but the men always 
women are not allowed to eat until the 
men are satisfied. They treat their 
wives generally with kindness but 
very jealous of them.

The principal 

men of the nation have two or three 
wives each. One old leader here has 
five, while others who have few beads 
(and beads are their riches) to decor­
ate the women remain bachelors. But 
a good fighter though a poor man can 
always have a wife.

The men alone paddle the 
canoes. The women go as passengers.

TIMECHARTER FOR

STEAMER EIR

Will Load Lumber on Puget 
Sound for West 

Coast.

Capt. Marcussen, of the steamer Eir, 
received word Thursday that his ves­
sel had been chartered by XV. R. Grace 
& Co. to carry lumber to the XVest 
Coast. The Eir arrived here on Novem­
ber 22nd and has since that time been 
lying in Esquimau harbor. She will in 
all probability leave the second week 
in next month on time charter to load 
on Puget Sound.

The chartering of the Eir leaves but 
one setamer in Esquimau disengaged, 
the Agapanthus, which changed owners 
quite recently. There are also two 
windjammers in the harbor, the Sen­
ator and the Halewood. It was not long 
ago that there were a dozen disengaged 
craft In the harbor, but one by one 
they have been taken and gone te dif­
ferent parts of the world.

A new charter has been arranged by 
the Hastings Timber A Trading Co. 
The American schooner David Evans, 
of San Francisco, a vessel of some 748 
tons register, is to load lumber from 
the Hastings sawmill, Vancouver, for 
Australia, She is expected to arrive 
from Callao the second week of March.

VACCINATING A REPUBLIC.

New Orleans, La., Jan. 29.—One of the 
most sweeping decrees to enforce a sani­
tary precaution ever issued, has been 
made by President Cabrera, of Guate­
mala. It requires, according to those ar­
riving here from that country, that 
every person in the republic must be 
cinated. The disease is believed to have 
been practically eliminated in that coun­
try. This edict has given rise to exag-> 
gerated reports of the prevalence of 
smallpox in that country.

Before 
taking any action I laid the matter 
before various organizations and elect­
ors in the district, and after full con­
sideration it was decided to accede to 
the wishes of the premier. In doing 
so we were Impelled by loyalty to our 
province and to the constituency of 
Comox-Atlin.

“For Hon. Mr. Templeman I am ask­
ing the same united and loyal support 
which has always been given me. He 
requires no introduction to the district 
for in his capacity as Minister of 
Mines and Inland Revenue he is wide­
ly known and universally respected 
throughout Canada. As our represen­
tative he will be an honor and a credit 
to us.

“Having a complete knowledge of 
all the circumstances, which have 
been clearly and carefully considered, 
I am firmly convinced that the de­
cision arrived at in this instance, and 
the election of Mr. Templeman, will 
be in the interest of the whole con­
stituency of Comox-Atlin. Moreover, 
it will be in the direct interest of the 
province of British Columbia. Fur­
thermore, I believe that, irrespective 
of party affiliations and considerations, 
it will be readily' admitted that the re­
tention of the portfolio, as a matter of 
policy, is of vital Importance to our 
province at this time, and one upon 
which there cannot possibly be much 
division of opinion.”
