New Westminster, Sept. 13.—I ' have
never seen a city after a bombardment,
-nor .do- I ever expect to witness the ruins
of a city which has been so destroyed.
If, however, that view ever greets my
eyes, -the picture will not be a strange
one, for it would greatly resemble the

picture presented here tc-day. If a

fleet of hostile war vessels or a squad-

ron of dynamite cruisers of the Vesu-
viug type had appeared in the Fraser and
shelled the late Royal city - the .demeol-
thment could not have been more com-
piete or the tout efisemble more chaotic,

he_cu,y 18 now nothing more than a
collection of ragged brick piles, irregu-
lar gables and chimneys. Along the
waterfront, where the fire originated,
there is at this writing nothing more
than a mass of badly-charred piles, with
the track of the C. P: R. lines hanging
over the embers as ribbons on a clothes
line, bent and nielted in all shapes.

It was about the centre of the water-
front where the living flames which ate
op the city and its contents sprang sud-
denly into life, and here to-day the rem-
nants are still smoldering, while men
with rakes are scattering the still burn-
ing rubbish arouhd in the hope of giv-
ing the denial to a story which has
gained considerable credence that a-
pan lrq e. Many
Westminster people assert positively that
cries were heard from the hay rick
when the fire started, and the empression
in that some poor wsandering hobo has
stolen his last uncomfortable bed.

NEW WESTMINSTER.

Natural Advantages It Enjoys in Con-
. sequence of Its Loecation.

Beceived from No. 6 Distriet, per”

.
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New Westminster is located on the
north bank of the Fraser, 12 miles dis-
tant from Vancouver, , It is beautifully
situnated on a sloping hillside, overlooking
the river—the main branch as well as the
north arm. The population is estimated
at about 7,500. New Westminster is
known as the Royal City, it having been
named by Her Majesty many years ago
when it was known as Queensboro. It
is the freshwater terminus of the C.P.R.,
the British Columbia terminus of the
Great Northern railway, reached over the
Westminster Southern ra lway, giving the
city .connection with the United States in
this way, as well as the C.P.R. Mission-
Sumas branch. It has daily steamer con-
nection with all important points on the
river between Steveston and Chilliwack,
a-distance of about 80 miles, with occas-
Jionally a run up as far as Hope, 32 miles
dbove Chilliwack. New Westminster is
connected: with.: Vancouver by one of the
best eléftric Systems in America. - The
run is generally made in about 45 min-
utes, The Fraser river is navigable for
large ocean steamships, The city has
also a good service with Victoria. Con-
eerning New Westminster, we cannot do
better than reproduce what was stated
in The World’s Souvenir Fire Edition of
June 20, 1896, as follows:

The Fraser valley is by long odds the
best- farming section in the province and
is all naturally tributary to the sister city.
1In this respect she has an advantage over
Vancouver, for.the daily river service, in
which there is a strong opposition, en-
ables them to-have very cheap freight
rates. They are bound to take the lead
as an ‘agriculture centre, and to still fur-
ther improve  their pdsition in this regard
they have"established a market for the

“farmers, similar to what some of the most

progressive '~ eastérn cities enjoy, where
‘farmers drive in on the market days with
their ‘produce, fresh from the farm. A
substantial ferfy' is.crossing the river
constantly opposite the city, on which all
road Conveyances are transferred.

New. Westminster is also an important
industrial cenfrg, having three large saw-

‘mills,” sevéral salmon canneries, foundry,

iron  warks, steel pipe works, machine
works, - carriage works, tile and pottery
works, - flouring or meal mill, cold stor-
age-shipping house and other institutions
too  numerous to mention. It has two
chartéred banks, provincial penitentiary,
central prison "for the Mainland, asylum
for the insane and’ good hospitals, one

daily and two weekly newspapers, board
“of trade, many large elegant brick blocks,

good hotel service, the Guichon especially

. being pronounced one of the best in the

province. They also pride themselves in
having the Royal Agricultural exhibition
buildings and grounds, where the leading
exhibitions of the province are held dur-

000 ‘ing a week’s time every fall. They have

the Columbian Methodist College, Cen-
tral school, and all the commercial and
social matters required to make a large

and prosperous city.

Among the citizens of New Westmin-
capable and
shrewd business men.. They are ambi-
tious, therefore there is no standing still
with them. As Vancouver grows so will
Westminster, for they have the advan-
tages there that place them in the front
rank .to make proposals to industrial in-
stitutions. They are nmow negotiating—
and will no doubt be successful—in hav-
ing the F'raser bridged to connect the two

90 shores of that river, close to their busy
000 streets,

There is every indication that
the Royal City will soon make great pro-
gress. She has. like all the other cities,
suffered from the effects of the real es-
tate boom ‘of a few years ago, but it is
still on a solid financial basis, and al-
ready shows signs of marked improve-
ment.

The twin city. took its start in 1859.
One of its earliest pioneers was John

00 Maclure, C.E, and P.L.S., now of Mat-

squi, who arrived there in 1857. he bheiny
one of the Royal Engineers sent out by
the JTmperial government to superintend
and lay out public works in connection
with the colony. In the rext year he
commenced surveying the present streets
of the city. Derby, on this side of Lang-
ley, was expected at that time to be the
future city. but when Col. Moody arrived,
he said that it 'was ton far inland for
commercial purposes. Mr. Maclure was
then notified to proceed with the work of
laying out the new city. He laid out
all the main streets running north and
south. east and west. At this time-Brit-
