Death of Senator Muirhead

Hon. William Muirhead, member of
the Senate of Canada and ome of the
best known business men of New
Brunswick, died at his residence, Chat-
ham, on Monday last, soon after ten
o’clock,p.m. Lung disease,from which he
had suffered for some time, deve}pped
while he was returning from a trip to
England in October last, and he had
been confined to house from that time
until his death. :

Mr. Muirheal was of Scottish pa-
rentage, being a son of the late John
Muirhead who removed from Dunfries-
shire, Scotland,to Pictou,N. 8, in 1817,
and carried on business there as & mer-
chant and shipbuilder. The deceased
Senator was born at ‘ Pictou apl. 4th
1819, and was, therefore, in his sixty-
sixth year at the time of his death.

He came with his father’s family to
Miramichi when quite young and re-
ceived a good business training, which
he turned to profitable account in after
life. Commencing business for him-
seif at quitean earlyage he was soon
recognised as a  successful man.
He became a large builder and owner
of shipping, and then turned his atten-
tion to the manufacture and shipment
of lumber, in which he had a long and
successfnl career and was engaged in
it at the time of his death.

In politics he was on the liberal side
and was appointed to the Legislative
Council in 1867. He remained in the
Legislative Council until 1873 when,
on the retirement of Hon. Mr. Mit-
chell from the Senate of Canada,he was
appointed a member of that body and
was, for the last five years—like a
member of other prominent New Bruns-
wickers of the old Liberal party—
identified with the Liberal-Conservative
party. He was consistent in poli-
tics and has, probably, done more than
any other man in Northumberland in
welding together the different ele-
ments of the party to which he belong-
ed. If he was an uncompromising
opponent it may also be said that he
was 3 generous and faithful friend.
He was not without enemies—for no
man of his large business and political
connections could hope tomake every-
body his friend—but any fellow-crea-
ture, whether friend or foe, in personal
want or distress, 1.ight appeal with
confidence to him fur relief. In pro-
viding for the poor and needy he was
ungrudging and among those who will
long bear him in kindly remembrance
many whose wants he has contributed
to relieve, will form a large proportion.
He leaves behind three sons and one
daughter,besides several grand-children
and other relatives, many of whom
were with him during his last illness.
To these his death is a very great
sorrow and loss and in their bereave-
ment they have the sympathy of the
entire community. Mr. Muirhead’s
presenceand counsels in business, in

o local public affairs and in politics will

be much missed, for he belonged to a
generation of men whose strong heads
and self-reliant qualities have made a
permanent plade for themon the Mir-
amichi and extended their name and
influence far beyond it.

The funeral is to take place to-mor-
row, Friday at 3 o’clock, mean time.

Referring to Mr. Muirhead’s death
the St. John Globe of Tuesday says.—

Hon. William Muirhead, a member
of the Senate of Canada, died last
night, at his resiCence, Chatham. Mr.
Muirhead was of Scottish parentage,
and was born at Pictou, N. 8.,in 1819,
at which place his father, who was a
merchant and ship-builder, carried on
business. They soon removed to the
Miramichi, where Mr. Muirhead was
educated and married, and with the
development of the industries of that
river Mr. Muirhead’s life has been
identified. He was a lumberer, mill-
owner, shipbuilder, merchant, and in
all his business relations sustained a
high reputation. Indeed, he is among
the foremost and best known business
men of New Brunswick; and the de-
velopment of ‘‘the North” was greatly
due to his energy, while its reputation
for generous hospitality was enhanced
by his libarality. Mr. Muirhead’s
public life dates from 1868, when he
entered the Legislative Council. In
1873 he was called to the Senate. Like
too many of the sld time Liberals ef
New Brunagick he has generally sup-
ported the Conservative policy of Sir
John Macdanald. Mr. Muirhead has
been in poor health for some tiine, and
since his return from Eogland in Oc-

tober has been confined to his house

Kingston in 1874 I told ydu what the
consequence of the policy of the Gov-
ernment would be. I told you that
your workshops would be shut up, that
the working classes would be deprived
of their employment, that our artizans
would have to work at three-quarters,
half, and lastly no time at all, aud that
the mechanics would have to go awa;
to the States in order to find the wor
they should get in their own country.
Has not all that come true? You find
it so in Kingston, and if is the same in
'I;oronto, Montreal and everywhere
else.”

We'do not see how these observations
will compare with the words now spok-
en at Toronto by Sir John Macdonald}
Everyone knows that the country to-
day is in a very much worse condition
than it was in 1877. The depression is
far more severe, a far larger number of
the population are without employ-
ment, prices are lower, markets are
duller, taxes are higher. Butmany of
the newspapers of the Tory party de-
clare it is unpatriotic, it is disgraceful
to speak the truth.. We commend the
quotation which we have made from
Sir John’s Kingston speech to their
careful attention, and we ask them to
say whether he and his followers are the
only parties who are at liberty to de-
plore the condition of the country.—
London Adv.

The Restigouche Salmon Olub.

CHAESTER A. ARTHUR ELECTED PRESIDENT
AND NEW PLANS LAID OUT.
(N. Y. Times.)

The famous Restigouche Salmon Club,
whose membership comprises Chester A.
Arthur and most of the eminent fisher.
men of the country, held a meeting last
week, at which the annual reports of the
Treasurer, Superintendent, and Board of
Directors were present. The Board of
Directors reported that in March Daniel
T. Worden and Oliver E. King, the Sec-
retary, visited Fredericton, and took a
lease for three years of 22 miles of the
Upper Restigouche, and a lease of the
Patapedia Branch for one year. New
leases were also taken above and below
the clubhouse, the latter controlling the
fishing on Willie Belle Island, for terms
of three and five years, so that at present
there is fishing in that neighborhood for
from nine to eleven rods, while the upper
waters, including Indian House, and
Tom’s Brook, and exclusive of the Pata-
pedia Branch and Cross Point, will afford
angling for from eight to nine rods. The
board also reported that Messrs. Sage,
Lawrence, Rogers, and Drummond had
very kindly given the club the use of
their waters during the latter half of the
past two seasons, and that about 15 meme
bers and guests availed themselves of
theee privileges during the last Summer.
The board recommended the purchase of
that portion of the Restigouche River in
New Brunswick between Toad’s Brook
and Tom’s Brook, including the Kedgwick
and Patapedia Rivers, which will proba-
bly be offered by the New Brunswick
Government for sale next Sprisig if it can
be purchased for a reasonable stim

It was announced that a reciprocal ar.
rangement had been made with Sandford
Fleming for next year that will allow
members of the club to fish in his waters,
thus affording additional angling for four
additional rods. Steps are being taken to
purchase, if possible, Mr. Drummond’s
valuable waters at the mouth of the Pata-
pedia with one or two pools lower down,
and if this is ful the
board is of the opinion that there will be
waters for angling for all members who
visit the river next season. The number
of members who visited the clubhouse last
season was 26, and the angling guests
numbered 22. These killed 332 salmon
and 124 grilse. During last winter an act
was passed by the New Brunswick Legis-
lature, at the request of the club, author-
izing the club to hold real estate in that
Province. Resolutions were adopted that
the Directors be authorized to make such
purchases of lands and fishing privileges
and make such leases as shall, in theri
opinion, be advantageous to the club, and
that the annual assessment be placed at
$250. The following Directors were
elected for the coming vear : Chester A.
Arthur, A. Lawrence Mason, John L.
Cadwalader, George E. Pollock, Oliver
K. King, James C. MecAndrew, Wirt
Dexter, Henry W. DeForest, William
Hall Penfold, Daniel T. Worden. The
Directors elected the following officers :

President, A. Lawrence Mason ; Secretary
and Treasurer, Oliver K. King; Executive
Committes, John L. Cadawalader, A.

In porter
you will find opium, henbane, capsicum,
cocculus indicus, copperas, tobacco and
sulphuric acid. In beer, alum, opium,
nux vomica, green copperas, vitriol, sub-
carbonate of potash, snd jalap are used.
Of couree, ale of this character is danger-
ous to drink. Ifyou don’t believe me,
drop in at any of the beer shops near the
wharves of the East or North Rivers and
drink one of the ‘schooners’ that are sold
for five cents. If it does not produce
complete nausea it will surely cause in-
toxication. We have plenty of oppor-
tunities of observing the evil moral effects
of these intoxicants; these revelations
show how fearful must be the physical
damage they effect.

Not Complimentary,

sents the public in Canada and in any
sense involving the interests of the people
in & Dominion seuse, he must be summon-
ed. Moreover the Railway Act above
cited (sec 70) clearly contemplates that he
shall be a party. : i

2nd. A Minister of the Crown may be
enjoined by the Court from doing an
illegal act such® as it is contended he is
here perpetrating.

In Rankin ve. Huskisson 4 Simons 13
an injunction was granted against a Min-
ister of the Crown.

Felkin vs. the Attorney General 1 Phil.
lips 306 the Court distinctly recognizes
that in a proper case an injunction would
be granted.

In the King vs. the Lords of the Trea-
sury 4 Ad & El 286, 876 and 984 a man-
damus was granted against a Mipister of
the Crown.

In Hiscock vs. Lander 24 Grant 250 an
injuction was granted against a Minster
of the Crown, namely the Commissioner
of Public Works, Ontario.

3rd. But the Defendant, J. H. Pope, is
not acting in pursuance of powers inher-
ent in him as & Minister of the Crown.
He is only
PROFESSING TO ACT IN A PUBLIC CAPACITY

by virtue of powers cenferred on him by
Statute, which powers might have been
given to any other officer. In the Attor
ney General vs. Colney Hatch, L. R. 4
Ch. 146, it is established that it is no
answer to a motion for an injunction to
set up that the defendant is acting in a
public capacity.

4th. This is not a case in which the
court can balance the relative conveni-
ence and incouvenience to the public of
the acts complained. The case upon
which the defendant relies in support of
his contention, arose oetwagn private
parties. The Attorne; General was
suing on the relation of a private cor-
poration. There is & clear distinction
where the Attorney-General sues on be-
half of the public. In the case cited,
the nuisance was only temporary, and in-
eparable; here it isboth. He cited. the
Attorney General vs. Gee. L. R. 10, Ch.
136, Attorney General vs. Ferry. [, R,
9, Ch. 431; and Attorney-General vs.
Great Northern Railway Co., 4 De G,
and 8. 73, 80 and 81, which he contend-
ed bore out his argument. The mle laid
down by Mellish, L.J., in the Ferry
case, is that any appropriation or obstruc.
tion of a public highway will be restrained
at the instance of the Attorney General,
acting for the public when the obstruction
is.

Temper ance.

THE REVENUE QUESTION,

A good deal of stress bas been laid on
the fact of the revenue from the licensed
drink traffic by some parties. It ought
to be well understood that if a revenue is
to be got from it the traffic must have full
swing and the usual results must be ex-
pected. One man has recently put the
issue thus squarely :—‘‘If the revenue
must be materially aided from this source
the liquor must be manufactured and
sold ; if manufactured and sold, it will be
consumed ; and if consumed we will have
tipplers and drunkards as the result.”
The question is are we willing for such
| results as the necessary condition of the
revenie to be obtained from the business?

DR. CHALMERS ON INTEMPERANCE.

Dr. Chalmers arraigned intemperance in
the following words; ‘‘Before God and
man, before the church, before the world,
I impeach intemperance. I charge it with
the murder of innumerable souls. I charge
it as thé cause,of almost all the poverty,
snd almost all the crime, and almost all

the ignorance, and almost alf the irreli-
gion that disgrace and afflict the land* I

was a fi ial one, namely, to
add his influence to the efforts of the re.
presentative of the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way Company to raise funds to complete
the construction of that line. In order to
put the British invester in a proper frame
of mind, Justice insinuates that the Imper-
ial Federation boom was created. Justice
however, seems to be much more accurate-
ly informed concerning Camadian affairs
than is the average English journal, for

“There is not at the present moment
throughout the whole of the empire a
more corrupt ring than that which now
controls the affairs of Conada. The country
is being steadily sunk deeper in the mire
of debt in order that a horde of contractors,
Jand speculators, and venal politicians
‘may make rapid fortunes, and if their
aims can be attained by lending a h;
to their class en this side of the Atlantig,
they will not scruple to adopt the pro-
posals Sir John Macdonaldy will lay before
them without regard to the conseqences
tto the people to Canada-”

Rallway Oasualties.

A brakeman named Dixon was very
badly injured one night last week by fall-
ing from cars at Regersville and being
struck by the moving train.

At Hopewell Hill on the Albert Rail-
way, on Tuesday of last week, a special
train for Harvey, ran off the trach be-
cause of a washout. The train was badly
wrecked. Some passengers were slightly
iojured and the fireman, Austin Steeves,
was instantiy killed by the tender falling
across his breast. The deceased wasa
son of Ephriam Steeves, of Hillsboro, and
leaves a wife and one child at that village.

An accident of a horrible nature occur.
red a short distance west of Berry’s Mills
on tne I. C. R., about midnight of Wed-
nesday,
Doyle, a young mas, was acting as rear
brakesman on Doucett’s special. They
had orders to give a cross to No. 33 ex-
press from Moncton, at Berry’s Mxlh’, and
the accident occurred while the train was
preparing to take the siding. Deceased
had occasion to cross over a number of
cars and though the accident was not
witoeased by any person, must have
slipped and fallen between two zars. One
of the brake chains was discovered broken
and it was probably while working at this
brake that the accident happened. The
first known of the accident was the failure
of deceased to turn the switch, which was
apart of his duty. A search revealed
signs thata horrible accident had occurred,
but in the darkness the body, which had
been cut in pieces, could not be found.
It was subsequently recovered in a dread-
fully mangled condition and an inquest
held by Coroner Wortman of Moncton,
the jury returning a verdict of *‘accidental
death.”
