Yankeee are more boastfnl than other people) 
in acme of the rooms of the British Museum 
is obliged to confess that the ancients origin- 
ated a great many good notions which we 
moderns have only improved npon.

For Instance, there are few tools more 
ancient than the saw. All the ancient na­
tions appear to have had it; certainly the 
Hindoos, the Egyptians, the Greeks and the 
Romane. The eaw may have existed even 
before there were any men on earth.

Tbere is a creature called the saw fly, with 
two saws In its tall, which it aotnally uses 
for sawing the stems, leaves and fruits, 
wherein l:e eggs are to be deposited. There 
is also a saw-fish, the long enont of which is 
a eaw. It la also said that the inhabitants 
of the island of Madeira found a ready-made 
saw in the backbone of a fish.

The Greeka had a pretty story attributing 
the invention of the eaw to the accidental 
finding cf the jaw-bone of a snake by one 
Tains, who used to ont through a small 
piece of wood. Bciog a slave, and finding 
that his jaw-bone eased his labor, he made a 
eaw of Iron, and thns gave mankind a new 
and most valuable tool.

The ancient saw differed from oura in two 
ways. The teeth were so arranged that the 
out was made by pulling instead of pushing; 
and the teeth, instead of one being set to 
the right and one to the left alternately .were 
set so that ten or a dozen in succession were 
slanted one way, and v the same number the 
other way.

The ancients had several varieties of the 
implement. The Greeks, for example, had 
cross-cut saws for two men, also saws for 
cutting marble into slabs. And they had a 
kind of a tubular saw for hollowing out a 
marble bath-tub, similar In principle to the 
method now employed.

Among the pictures uncovered in the 
burled city of Herculaneum there la a repre­
sentation of two genii sawfhg a piece of wood 
on a oarpenter’e bench very much like ours, 
and using a aaw with a wooden frame 
similar to those now employed. Still more 
strange, the frame saw tightened with a tope

Bnt there are two 
saw mills near that city which are known to 
have existed as far back as 1417, and they 
are still used.

The Great Western Insurance Company 
defendants below), appellants, and James 

G. Jordan (plaintiff below), respondent. The 
Supreme Court of the Dominion of Canada,on . 
Tuesday last, delivered judgment in this 
cause, allowing the appeal with costs and 
setting aside the judgment of the Supreme 
Court of New Brunswick. The facts of this 
case, an Important one to shipowners and 
insurance companies, are briefly these : On 
the 23rd of November, 1882, James G. Jor­
dan, the plaintiff below, entered Into a 
charter party with the Compress Association 
of Norfolk, Virginia, for the freighting and 
chartering of hie bark the Veritas, for a voy­
age from Norfolk to Liverpool, England, to 
carry a load of cotton. The bark arrived at 
the Miramlehl on the 25th cf November, 
1882, She sailed for Norfolk the 29th of 
November, 1882, In pursuance of the terms 
of the charter party. Owing to the late­
ness of the season and the’rapid formation of 
ice in the river ehe was unable to make her . 
way out and remained frozen in the loa 
until the following spring. Io consequence * 
of the delay she lost her freight, and Mr. 
Jordan, who had effected Usurance to the 
amont of five thousand dollars on her char­
tered freight in the Great Western Insurance 
Company of New York, brought an action 
In the Supreme Court of New Brnnawlok to

The 
case oame on for trial in the St. John olreult 
court, on the 30th of August, 1884. A non­
suit waa moved on several grounds; prin­
cipally, however, on the ground that the 
delay waa caused by the natural.impedlmente 
of the season wholly Independent of the 
perils insured againat, and consequent­
ly would not furnish the assured 
grounds for demanding a total lose 
under a policy on chartered freight. 
That the close of navigation was the or­
dinary and invariable oonrse of nature, and 
was not a peril of the sea contemplated by 
the parties when the insurance wae effected. 
Mr. Justice Wetmore, the presiding judge, 
nonsuited the plaintiff. From this decision 
Mr. Jordan appealed to the full court at 
Fredericton. In Easter Term, 1885, the 
Supreme Court of New Brunewlck set aside 
the non-suit and ordered judgment to be en­
tered for Mr. Jordan for $5,000 and interest 
with costs of suit, Mr. Justice Wetmore dis­
senting. From this decision the company 
appealed to the Supreme Court of Canada. 
JJJhis last named court has now set aside the 
judgment of the Supreme Court ot New 
Brunswick, thus restoring. the non-eult of 
Mr, Justice Wetmore. C. W. Weldon, Q.

FOR ТНЕШ CLOCKS AND WATCHES.

Mr. W. C. Van Home has Issued the fol­
lowing circular :

In view of the new conditions that have to 
be met by this Company in establishing a con­
tinuous train-service on a line of railway cover­
ing fifty-three degrees of longitude and soon to 
cover sixty degrees or four hours of time), it 
Is necessary for convenience and to avoid con.

It was safe to de­
clare for free trade so far as these goods were 
concerned. New Brunswick has manufac­
tories, so the convention adopted the policy 
of protection to manufactured goods. Of 
course no Canadian government could pro­
tect New Brunswick products alone. But 
it was not the intention of the convention to 
be anything but sectional. It is worthy of 
note, however, that the party has admitted 
the error of its opposition to protection I

The senate plank Is the same as that 
against which every New Brunswick Grit 
in the house of commons voted ten years 
ago, and is fla’ly opposed to the policy of 
George Brown and Mackenzie. It is, per­
haps, a little singular that the convention 
should insist on a definite practical policy on 
this question, and in the next sentence give 
as its policy an Indefinite pair of alternative 
propositions.

THIS ISEUT MAINTAINED.

Our esteemed New England contempo­
raries appear to be heartily enjoying the 
opinion that United States fishing vessels 
will no longer be prevented from purchasing 
bait in Canadian ports. The fishermen, 
however, find themselves excluded from 
Canadian waters as strictly as before. The 
Sun has refused to believe that any con- 
cession would be made by the Dominion 
government, and our Ottawa correspondent, 
in the despatch published yesterday, shows 
that The Sun was right. Under the first 
orders, the customs officials were instructed 
to furnish a printed copy of warning to fish­
ing vessels found within three miles of 
shore, “for other purposes than those of 
shelter and repairing damages, of purchas­
ing wood and of obtaining water.” Under 
the latest orders, the officials are Instructed 
to famish copies of the warning to all 
foreign fishing vessels, boats, and fishermen 
who are found within the three mile limit, 
no matter what, may be their purpose. 
Under the latest orders, in case any such 
vessels are found fishing or preparing to fish 
or hovering within the three mile limit, 
twenty-four hours after the warning has 
been given, an officer shall be put on board 
and information sent to Ottawa. When 
violations of the treaty of 1818 are known 
to have been committed, the vessels are to 
be seized, as in the case of the Adams and 
the Doughty. It is generally admitted 
that since the marine police force has been 
sent out, there is practically little or no 
violation of the treaty, as interpreted In 
Canada.

An Asylum Superintendent Speaks on the 
Kiel Insanity Qnestion. f
(Special to The Sun.)

Montreal, June 24 —Dr. Havaro, govern­
ment medical saperindendent Longue Point 
Asylum, has an article in the Canada Medical 
Journal, published here, referring to the result 
of his observations about Riel’s mental con­
dition during the period that he was confined in 
the asylum. He says he found Riel a well 
read man, well posted in Greek and Pagan 
philosophy, which he appeared to respect bet­
ter than he did Christianity, and he spoke re­
spectfully of Judaism, although he found fault 
with the Jews for having crucified Christ. He 
ridiculed Protestantism as all humbug, and 
was far from considering Catholicism what he 
thoustt it should be. Riel never appeared to 
be a sincere Catholic, and certainly did not 
Boeak respectfully cf the bishops, priests and 
nuns.

The twenty-four hours warning 
is applicable solely to United States fishing 
vessels found hovering within the limits. These 
receive warning to depart within the twenty- 
four hours, and when, however, an c fiance has 
been committed, as by fishing, preparing to 
fish, trading, buying bait, transhipping car­
goes, shipping men, etc., seizure or prosecution 
will follow without the warning or the lapse of 
the t wenty-four hours.

At the foot of tho steps 
leading to the great central gallery in which 
the Canadian machinery Is driven by a large 
Galloway engine stands the Canadian collec­
tion of minerals, .including two obelisks re­
presenting respectively the amounts of gold 
which have been obtained from the fields In 
Nova Saotia and British Columbia. A week 
hence, I hope to be able to speak in detail of 
our Canadian section, but with the rapid 
changes now going on. It is impossible to do 
justice to many exhibitors.

PROVINCIAL VISITORS

have graced our courts very freely this week 
the ex-Empress Eugene of France and escort 
being present yesterday. The Marquis of 
Lome brings a party almost daily to see 
what Canada shows.

The attendance last week was 167.473 and 
the total since the opening, 713 754, which 
is largely in excess of even the most sanguine 
prophecies.

One of the largest gatherings yet held In 
the Conferences Hall of the exhibition was 
that of last Tuesday evening, called together 
to hear Alex. Begg’s paper on the Canadian 
Northwest. His remarks on the resources 
of the country and upon the manner In which 
the Canadian Pacific Railway had led to 
their rapid development were well timed and 
neately put. He pointed out that a country 
which could send forth such a magnificent 
display of grains, fruits, roots, etc., as was 
to be seen In tho Canadian courts, must be 
a land .worth living in and not the 
Siberian wilderness that Its detractors 
would lead the people of Eogland to ima­
gine. Lord Lome, who presided, endorsed 
Mr. Begg’s remarks as fair, honest and 
thoroughly reliable. Some very fine lime 
light views of Canadian scenery, eto., 
given, after which,on motion of the Marquis, 
seconded by Sir Charles Tapper, a hearty 
vote of thanks was tendered to the lec­
tures.

Want of education in one sense of the 
word la not the distinctive characteristic of 
the nineteenth century. In no other age 
peihaps has the intellect shown so determined­
ly end so successfully to fathom the uttermost 
depths of the well of knowledge, as on our own 
age and time. The millions of onr day are not 
ignorant, but their education, it is to be re­
gretted,is only too of.en a one-sided affair. The 
etata may endow majestic universities; but If 
it leaves our Maker outside the portals, it “la 
sowing dragon teeth” that will crush its ribs to 
atoms. The object of education is to fit man 
for his destined end; but that end is not 
simply the attainment of eaith’a greatest 
gift. The world of our time has enough 
and perhaps more than enough of 
intellectual smartness; what it wants is a little 
more Christian morality, and this is found 
within those universities and colleges where a 
religious education is meted out to students.

In conclusion,be said that it mast be a source 
of gratification to the Catholic parents of New 
Brunswick to know that here in the feitile 
plains of Acadia there stands an institution 
wherein their sons may receive the training 
that ensures a successful career, not only as 
men but as Christians. Today we are to leave 
some of os', ' perhaps forever, onr dear alma 
mater, within whose cherishing aims we 
have been shielded from the turmoils cf the 
world; and from whose loving voice we have 
learned to appreciate and prize the 
priceless blessing of a true education, 
and we would not say to St. Joseph 
“good bye” be it for years or for months 
without paying a tribute of loving gratitude to 
the devoted president and facnlty whose self- 
sacrifice and zeal have been so abundantly 
manifested in our behalf. Though the lips may 
utter but broken words, the heart would fain be 
el.qnent, in assuring them of our gratitude, re­
spect, esteem and love. In years to come when 
on the battlefield of life, the memories linked 
with that old-time home will nerve us to fight 
with redoubled ardor, and victory will owe its 
greatest sweetness to the fact that

Canadian Courts, Jane 10.—All the 
principal courts and galleries In this vast 
exhibition are designed with reference to 
the points of the compass, so that the visitor, 
plan in hand, oan have little difficulty in at 
ones grasping its chief features. For in- 
stance, Albert Hall, at which many visitors 
arrive by road and which Is a conspicuous 
objeot from most parts of the grounds, Is at 
the extreme northern end of the exhibition. 
The southern boundary runs parallel with 
the national portrait gallagy and the 
natural history museum. The main entrance 
in Exhibition road, is on the eastern side, 
and the west is bounded by Queen’s gate. 
The visitor standing with his face towards 
the Albert hall, has the east on his right 
hand, and the west on his left hand aide. 
The buildings have been greatly enlarged 
since the three former exhibitions, and the 
decorations are much more elaborate. The 
past exhibitions held here were the Inter­
national Fisheries in 1883, the Health exhi­
bition In 1884, and the Inventors in 1885,

BROADLY SPEAKING
the buildings consist of three immense gal­
leries running east and west, viz., the great 
southern gallery, with its north, middle and 
sooth courts ; the south central gallery, and 
the central gallery with Its two annexes— 
while the remaining buildings, the east and 
west arcades, avenues, galleries and annexes, 
run north and south. Tho Queen’s Gate 
annex which runs parallel with the latter 
buildings, is situated at the extreme west, 
and is quite detached from the remainder of 
the exhibition buildings. The east and west 
arcades are united to the Great Conserva­
tory In front of the Albert hall 
by means of two covered galleries, 
called the east and west quadrant. 
The Albert hall and the celebrated Indian 
museum are Included in the exhibition. 
Albert ball is a vast structure of an oval 
form,capable of holding 10,000 persons. The 
design was suggested by the late Prince 
Consort and carried out by Capt. Scott. It 
Is need for exhibitions of art and science, for 
concerte, eto. Its dimensions are 200 feet 
long, 160 broad and 140 high. The interior, 
which is very elegant, is lined with seat» 
rising one above another round an arena, 
after the manner of a Roman cirons. One 
end Is occupied by a large organ and epace 
for an orchestra of 200 pei formers. The 
building was opened by the Queen In 1871 
and cost about £200,000. Kensington gar­
dens cover about 200 acres, are planted with 
noble trees and embrace ponds, fine walks, 
eto.

A MOB TOOK HIM TO THE WOODS, TIED HIM

Memramcook, Jane 22.—The annual com­
mencement exercises took place this morning 
at Saint Joseph’s College, and students, some 
one hundred and seventy, were dismissed at 
noon by Very rev.

Parkersburg, W, Va., June 19 — A des- 
patch from Ripley tells of the summary and 
terrible punishment Inflicted by a Jackson 
county mob upon a minister, whose course 
has scandalized the entlrenelghborhood.

Accordingly, 
spies were placed on his track, and on 
Thursday he was caught at the home of the 
widow In a most compromising position.

This discovery settled his guilt, and last 
night the erring brother was captured, taken 
to the woods, tied to a tree in a true West 
Virginia red man etyle, and whipped ід a 
terrible manner. The mob then lift him to 
his fate. Alltop managed to drag himself to 
the house of his forsaken wife, where he now 
lies In a critical condition.

A Bobber’s Cave in Texas.
ONE MAN’S BONES TAKEN FBOM IT-A BELIEF 

THAT IT HIDES MANY MORE.

San Antonio, June 15,—Since the killing 
of United States Marshall Gosling by the 
Pitts gang of djeperadoes last year, leek seems 
to have been against these outlaws. 
Grandma Downs was with the party on ike 
train at lha time that Gosling was murdered, 
and in the melee that followed she received
fatal wound. Up to that time ehe had :__
cised a wonderful influence over the gang, ad­
justing their quarrels and generally making 
peace among them. One of the Pittses was 
also killed at the same time, and Yeager, a 
member of the murderous band, has since 
been sent to piiaon for a long term. 
As the eurviving outlaws 
quarreling of late it surprised no one a few 
days ago when the Scotts, father and son,came 
to town and gave information where one of the 
Brannons coaid be found. Officers went in 
search of the desperado, found him at work in 
a field, and killed him as he was resisting 
arrest. This brought Cal Brannon, a brother, 
to the front thirsting for revenge, and he, in the 
coarse of an interview with the police, told 
them, where they could find the body of Frank 
Harris, a man who disappeared two years ago, 
and at the same time conveyed the information 
that the Scotts had murdered him.

It had been known for several years that the 
outlaws had a retree t somewhere in the neigh­
borhood of the Helotes settlement, several 
miles north of this city, but until В 
came in its exact location was a matter of con­
jecture. He gave the officers explicit directions, 
and, by following them cloeely, the officers 
came upon a small circular opening which an­
swered to Brannon’s description ot the entrance 
to what is now called Robbers Cave. As it was 
pitch dark in the hols, a Mexican with a light­
ed canola injiis hand was sent down, and he 
speedily announced that he had come noon a 
human skeleton. After much difficulty the 
bones were conveyed to the surface, where 
they were recognized as those of Harris. Al­
though little time was spent in examining the 
cave, it was seen that iti dimensions were large, 
the entrance alone being email This goes 
down for perhaps twenty feet, like a well, and 
then the cave broadens oat in all directions. It 
was at the bottom of the well that Harris’ re­
mains were found, just as they had been thrown 
there two years bet ore.

The murder of Harris was the result of a quar­
rel between him and Jim Pitts, growing out of 
the admiration of both for a girl belonging to 
Scott family. Jim was the leader of the desper­
adoes, and he could not brook the idea that 
Harris should be his rival in anything. Harris, 
on the other hand, was regarded by the girl 
with much favor, and he swore that he would 
marry her, and that no one else should. 
The Scotts favored Pitts, and on several occa­
sions they had trouble with Harris on account 
of bis persistency in wooing the gitL At 
length, in 1884, as Brannon now confesses, 
Pitts arrested Harris on some trivial charge 
and turned him over to the Scotts, one 
of whom was a constable, notwithstand­
ing his connection with the gang. The 
Scotts set oat one evening with their 
prisoner, for the purpose, as was supposed, of 
bringing him to this city, but he was never 
afterward seen alive. He was killed the earns 
night, and bis body was concealed in the secret 
cave from which it has just been drawn. Soon 
after the tragedy Pitts married Mias Scott, and 
they lived happily together until he was killed in 
the Gosling affray. The Scotts are now un­
der arrest for murder, and there is not much 
doubt that they will have other crimes to ans­
wer for before they again see the outside of 
the jail.

Since the discs very of Robbsra’ Cave, inter­
est in the place has become very great, and 
several exploring parties are making prepara­
tions to Investigate it closely. It is believed 
to contain the remains of a good many people 
who have disappeared very mysteriously in the 
last few years. The entrance ii not more than 
a hundred feet from the house in which the 8colts have lived for some time, and old resi­
dents in the vicinity predict that it will be 
found to be a regular private graveyard.

DANIEL CORBETT OF MILLTOWN

gave an English discourse on education, of 
which the following is a brief synopsis:—

In opening he said that the theme of his 
brief and cinde remarks was one that had given 
rise to many an eloquent Oration. It bad 
formed the basis of the world’s civilization,and 
that iti destiny was linked with the prosperity 
or the downfall, the glory or the shame of 
peoples and of ages. It was one whose im­
portance has challenged the attention of each 
bygone century, and was one which assuredly 
merits careful consideration from this 
nineteenth century. It was education. Age 
after age has mouldered away within the 
sepulchre of time, since first the Chaldeans 
from their lofty towers marked the passage ot 
the stars through the firmaments etherial 
blue; since Pythagoras donated to India and 
Egypt the science of Geometry. Centuries 
have rolled away since the Goddess of Poetry 
waved her flaming torch affront the sightless 
orbs of Homer. Decades by the hundreds have 
flawed onwards to the ocean of eternity since 
the belching flames of Demosthenes’ aitillery 
kept safe and sound the ramparts of Athens; 
and the terrible denunciation of Cicero drove 
forever from the senate halls of Rome the 
wrathful Gataline; and yet down the dark­
ened corridor of the future we see 
those heroes pass again with measured 
tread; again they sing their knowledge 
chants to the eager multitudes gathered around 
their favorite shrine*. He traced the course of 
knowledge from the gloom if antiquity and 
fable down to the noonday of history. He 
spoke of those who, wrapt In admiration, 
listened to the old Grecian and Roman oration, 
and of those who now listened to the lame 
orations speaking from the rostrums of colleges 
and universities. Man, the noblest of all Cod’s 
creatures, was created to rule the universe. 
So strong waa hie mind for knowledge, that 
when placed in the garden of Eden that thlret 
for knowledge proved his ruin; and he plucked 
the forbidden fruit. But now no creeping 
serpent colli his sting folds beneath his feet 
to temps him, but an intellect as
stupendous as the towering summits 
of Mount B lava points ont to him the 
Imcicue fruit of the tree of knowledge and be 
plucks it unhesitatingly. Education is the 
passport that unlocks the gate to relative 
honor and fame in the world, and to absolute 
glory and renown in the next; and those gates 
swing not open to wealth’s imperious demand, 
bat to the modest rap of genius and of persever­
ing industry they perpetually stand a j ». In 
this the nineteenth century man is nothing if 
not educated. The parliament of the world, 
the benches of judges and the thrones of mon- 
arche are filled with men who have defied 
the slough of primeval ignorance, and 
donned the raiment of God-born knowledge. 
To sum up all. Is education essential to man. 
Yes ; it is the literary breath of immortality 
that will report only with the heart’s last 
throbbing. It is as essential to man as the 
sparkling dew drops of the night are to the 
famishing flowers of nature. The student is 
the monarch of a creation. Through the 
majestic telephone of history, he bears again 
the clashing of words that reach around the 
walls of burning fury. He treade again the 
footsteps of Hannibal on the snowy summit 
of the Alps. The victorious Roman eagles 

' again speed their flight over a conquered world, 
and we hear the tramping of the mighty 
armies of Attila as they near the gates 
of Rome. He summons before him 
the ghosts of a long buried and almost forgotten 
age. The glories of ancient Greece ihe from 
the heaped-np dust of centuries. The walls of 
Rome's collkæum again resound with the 
brutal cries of her purple robed patricians as

osed to celebrate 
_ eatest exposition 

that tho world has witnessed. As the time 
to the first date is short, it Is evident that an 
affair of such magnitude can only be begun 
by that time.. The exposition will then be 
opened under the auspices of the sixteen 
American republies, leaving the consum­
mation to the latter date, when a permanent 
world's exposition Is to be established as a 
monument of both events.

The government park extending from the 
oapltol to the national observatory, is sug­
gested as the site of the buildings. These 
buildings would include a grand American 
museum, state and territorial buildings, art 
gallery, patent building, zoological garden, 
Spanish American buildings and temporary 
structures for other purposes. The buildings 
for general purposes would of coarse be 
erected by the United States, but the state 
and foreign buildings would be provided by 
the governments represented by them. 
When the exposition is complete, in 1892, 
the plan for the sixteen American presidents, 
the Emperor of Brazil, the Governor General 
of Canada, the King of Italy and the Queen 
of Spain to unite in unveiling a colossal 
statue of Columbus.

This in brief is the outline of the dazzling 
plan presented to Congress and referred to 
the proper committees, which now have it 
under consideration. The exposition will 
cost a mint of money, although the promo­
ters are sanguine that the permanent build­
ings will in the end prove a good investment. 
World's fairs have never paid ; that is, there 
never hae been a direct return of the money 
put out, though they have been Indirectly 
profitable as stimulants of trade and com- 
merce. The firet American exposition at 
Philadelphia came the nearest to paying ex­
penses, but the last, at New Orleans, was a 
complete and disastrous failure. Neverthe­
less it Is likely that financial considerations 
will not have undue weight in deciding the 
question of the Columbus exposition. Cele­
brations and monuments are not expected to 
yield a money return; if they were there 
would be no celebrations and no monuments. 
In the government of this world settlement 
also has its place.

THE FISH CULTURE

department of the exhibition runs parallel 
with the aquarium, and contains many 
rleties of fieh-hatohing and rearing appara­
tus. Canadian salmon and trout hatching, 
oyster culture, turtle breeding, eto., are here 
shown to thousands of Interested visitors 
daily, who oan hardly believe that the ac­
tive little fish they see darting to and fro In 
the miniature tanks are of honest Canadian 
parentage. Fish breeding ponds, fish lad­
ders, boats, nets, canoes, eto., etc., here 
abound, likewise, In eon fusing variety, 
backed np by edifying studies from the 
Buekland Museum. I bad almost forgotten 
to note in connection with this branch of the 
exhibition, the beautiful display of fishing 
rods made by Dlngee Scribner & Sen and 
Joseph DaJzell of St. John, which have come 
in for great notice and should sell well in 
the English market. Scribner's rods have a 
big reputation here already, while Mr. Dal- 
zell, not to be behind hand, has mounted 
his exhibit in a pretty ease. Mr. Veale, who 
Is la charge of this department, as well as 
Mr. Cornwall, assures me that New Bruns­
wick fishing rods, like Nova Sootia boats, 
take a leading rank here against all competi­
tors. And jnet here

onr

To tho Members of the Methodist church within the 

bounds of the N. B. and P E. I. Conference.
Dearly Beloved Brethren—Ass mbled in eu' an­

imal. conference alter the toils and triumphs uf 
another year, we again greet you in the name of our 
common tord and Master. The year recen ly closed 
is one whose historv has been marked with many 
manifestations cf the Divine favor and of God. Toe 
blessing cf God has rested upon the efforts of Hie 
serrants in their work of directing men to the sin­
ner's Saviour. To his honor and praise, whose we 
are and whom we serve, we gratefully rocord the 
additien of more than eleven hundred to the mem- 
berth p of our church during the year within the 
bounds of our conference. The increase of more 
than a thousand dollars to our missionary fund is a 
most pleasing feature, Indicating a growing interest 
in the work and an enlarged desire t o lead men to 
Chriet, both those of our own countiymen and those 
of distant lands who have lived so long without a 
knowledge of the true God. Death has entered the 
families of seve-al of our ministers during the year, 
and among others teat have passed to the spirit 
land two of our brethren, Rev A. R B. Shrewsbury 
and Rev. Edwin Mills have been called to the rest of 
the redeemed We sorrow at the loss of these beloved 
brethrin. We rejoice when we recall their faithful 
lives, their earnest toil and above all their triumph­
ant deaths. Wes re well assured that they both re­
ceived an abundant entrance into the everlasting 
king lom of our Lord and Bavlour Jesus Christ. « e 
appeal to you on behalf of he general interest of our 
work. We would commend to your fostering care and 
enlarged patronage our educational institutions We 
believe that these institutions of learning were never 
better prepared to Impart a sound, liberal education 
based upon Christian princ pies. Every branch, both 
of collegiate and academic і detraction, is thoroughly 
equipped, and ia this time when error is abroad and 
wnen the youth of onr country are led astray by 
ignorance on the on^hand and by philosophy, falsely 
so called on the olher, we appeal to you as loyal 
members ot the church of your choice to send your 
sons and daughters to Mount Alison that by Chris­
tian training and culture they may be prepared to act 
well their part in life. And b loved people, while 
urging you to remember your duty in reference to the 
eoucation of vonr children in the schuols. we would 
at the same time earnestly exhert you to give proper 
attention to the training of your children at heme 
We commend to ycu the scriptural admonition "Train 
up a child In the way he should go.”

Any man, then, that would соте to Christ 
and understand His instruotlon under the 
allegories of the figures of bread and of food, 
let him bear thiainmlnd; that we are to feed 
upon Him by the soul. I say nothing to the 
discredit, certainly nothing to the wound­
ing; I pour no contempt apon the ignorant 
religieuse that has been taught and that 
believes when he takes the morsel of bread 
he eats actually at the body of his 
Saviour, He thinks so, I do cot ; hut I re­
spect even his superstition, his ignorance. 
But whoa I feed on my Lord and my 
Master I

DISDAIN TO FEED
by the mouth ; I disdain to feed except by 
my soul. It ia not my lower self, which I 
Inherited from downward ; it is my higher 
self that Is lifting itself above time aod to­
ward eternity, and I feed upon my Lord as 
the child on his parent, as the lover on the 
beloved, as the enthusiast upon the noble 
examples of history. Aa all men that are 
capable of receiving lospiration fiom higher 
natures thsn their own, or from wider ex­
periences than those that they themselves 
have traversed, as they know what soul 
commerce is, and know what spiritual and 
higher life is and are aware that their whole 
increment comes from the effect of other 
minds upon theirs, so I feed on Christ in 
hope, in love, in aspiration—in the love, 
submission and obedience to God, as he to 
his father. He la my example, He is more 
than my elder brother—He is my father and 
my mother; and I belong to Him, not by 
any machine arrangement, not by any ma­
chinery of covenants that have been bound. 
He is the food of the world, in heaven and 
on earth and everywhere; a name above 
every name, before which

EVERY KNEE SHALL BOW
and every tongue confess to the glory of 
God, that he is the chief. He ia my soul’s 
food, my heart’s food, arid he that does not 
know how to live upon another, enter an­
other’s Inspiration, must be sad indeed; but 
he that knows how to live so as to lift him­
self up by the example and by the inspira­
tion and Influence of another, knows how to 
accept Jesus Christ as his life, end as that 
substance, that bread of life that is to take 
away all hunger, aod that water of life that 
Is to take away all thirst. It Is to this that 
I desire this morning to direct every one of 
you. When I look back at the beginning of 
my ministry here, now thirty-nine years ago 
if I recollect aright, if not the very first, yet 
among the earliest sermons that I preached 
to such of you aa remain—I can count 
them without taking two bands—but those 
that remember, remember how much I ia- 
aisted upon Christ as the foundation of life 
and hope. I think my eyes have been 
touched only once since then, and I saw men 
as trees walking. It pleased God, I think, 
to give me a second tonoh, and no я I know 
what it meana to have a Saviour of the 
world. I set aside all those.

COARSE ANALOGIES

which were borrowed from ststea and from 
the forum; I set aside all those meehsnlcal 
images which present ns as eating the body 
of Chriet; I go to the higher experiences of 
my soul and say, Christ Is my life. The life 
I now live I live by faith in the Son of God, 
who loved men and gave himself for me. 
He Is to me divine in that, that long before 
I reached tbe assignable boundary of Christ's 
life, I have exhausted my power of rising 
any higher, A mere name does not signify 
much, bnt everything that enters, or 
enter, into my conception of divinity—I re­
ject the Idea of tho crown, I reject the idea 
of glory in the form of light—but everything 
that influences my conception and Imagina­
tion of the glory in moral quality, in 
quieite excellence, enters lato the thought I 
have of Jesus Christ.

and that He glvei to me all that In life 
which makes me worthy of life; that He 
sweeps with His hand the clouds that hide 
the horizon; that He la my bright and morn­
ing star; that He ia my forerunner, my in­
tercessor; that He pleads in love for me at 
the celestial realms whose necessities I know 
not; bnt one thing, He is my Alpha and my 
Omega; He is my beginning and He Is my 
ending; He is first, He is last, He is ever 
preaent with me and always my stay and 
hope and my Redeemer.

SERMON

Eev. Bern y Ward Btechcr.
Exposition of His Views on Transubstanti- 

ation.

A congregation filling every aisle, passsge- 
way, nook and corner to overflowing greeted 
Henry Ward Beeeher as he stepped upon tho 
pistions at Plymouth charch to preach his 
list Sunday morning sermon before his de- 
psrtnre for Europe. Bsautiful clusters of 
roses and peonios adorned the platform. 
The musical services were more elaborate 
than usual, and everything betokened a serv­
ice of more than customary importance In 
the eyes of the congregation. After admit­
ting several persons to tfce chnrch and ad­
ministering baptism to a number of children 
and adults, Mr. Beecher announced his text 
as follows : John vl., 32 35 :

Then Je-us said unto them, V. rily, verily I say 
unto yon. Muses gave you not that broad from heaven, 
but my father giveth yon the true bread frtm heaven. 
For the bread of & d is he which Cometh down irom 
heaven and giveth life in o the world. Toen said they 
unto him Lord, evermore give us this bread. And 
Jesus said unto them, I am the bread of life; he that 
cvmeth to me thill never hunger; and he that beiiev- 
eth in me shall never thirst.

He said : One cannot be struck with sur. 
prise that such an emphasis should have been 
laid by our great elder brother upon the 
bread and the wine ef the Lord’s supper; 
and that for generations it should have been 
taught that it was transformed, and that it 
was iiself the substance of Christ, simply be­
cause he declared that he waa the bread, and 
because he told his disciples in the commun­
ion season that that bread was his body, and 
that the wine was the blood thed for them. 
It haa been held, and is held, that there is a 
transformation by miracle of the bread into 
the person and body of Christ, and a trans­
formation also of the wine into blood. Now, 
why should not all the other figures have 
been llterallzsd ? He declared that he was 
a door; and why was there not some traa- 
substantiation of a door ? He declared that 
he wes a vine, and that they were 

THE branches;
snd if he was a vine, why was there not 
some invisible ligneous miracle, and why 
shoald we not feel the wood in us if we are 
branches, or something that should nearly 
stand connected with that ? He was water. 
“Whoever dtloks of me ahall never thirst. 
The water that I shall give him shall spring 
up in him as an everlasting founataln." More 
significantly still, he was a light, the light 
that Ughteth every man that cometh inte 
the world. All theee are passed by, and itis 
understood that they are illustrative figures, 
bat when we соте to bread we have been 
taught from age to age that this is not a 
figure but a literal thing. We shall see what 
it is before we finish. In each of these osees 
it is not tho nature but the uses which are 
the basis of interpretation. The uses to 
which all these things are put stand over 
against, in a shadowy way, certain great 
uses in Jesus Chriet tons. The steps of 
the formation of this globe, when we 
to consider thtm, will be Instructive to us in 
regsrd to this matter. For it Is a fact that 
this whole woild haa been so created that 
осе stage feeds on the anterior or foregoing 
stage of existence, and It m»y be said that

соте

the
GREAT LEVELS OF CREATION 

have been so many stages of food prépara, 
tlon for those that are to come after. Not 
conscious food neoeessrlly, but preparing 
those elements which go into the organiza­
tion of the next ascending series in creation. 
The earlier stages were preparing the mate­
rial upon which the Utter stages should feed 
and develop themselves. Because the ox ate 
grass he waa not grass. In that preliminary 
prooesa there began the system of digestion 
and assimilation that rune through creation. 
For though the ox ate grass year In and year 
out, not a spear ol grass ever grew in him or 
on him. The food does not, I have said, 
convert the recipients In its own nature, but 
by digestion and assimilation is converted 
Into the new nature Into which It goes of the 
creature receiving it. Now, from this line 
of thought let us hear the Saviour. “I am 
the bread that came down from heaven.” 
The bread, when I eat of the loaf, ere twelve 
hours have gone round, that loaf jjj beating 
red at the door of every single organ in my 
body. That bread became me; it wee wheat, 
but it becomes brain. It was unthinking snb- 
stance, but It becomes phosphorescent 
throughout, and this

OBAND TRANSUBSTANTIATTON
takes place in me as it regards the lower 
food. Now, it is not that the bread is trace- 
lated into God, which we eat at the holy 
communion; ills that the thought of God 
and the influence of God are transubstan­
tiated Into ua; and we are changed into the 
divine In eo far as we are changed at all. 
The process of change le not miraouloue; it 
is normal, it is universal, it la continuons, It 
Is part of the order of nature, and if Chriet 
U bread He le the food that builds us up. 
We do not eat him literally. I did not eat 
my mother, and yet without the food that 
she gave me of body and mind what would I 
have been ? It is this blessed transformation 
of food wroughf out by others that goes Into 
the Identity and personality ef a body and a 
soul; It is this that we most think of when 
we wonld plunge into the deeper mysteries 
of the union of Christ with his disciples. 
They fed єн him, how ? Aa love feeds on 
love; as courage feeds on courage; aa hereism 
feeds on heroism; aa magnanimity Inspires 
magnanimity; as example makea imita- 
tlon. There la

nothing more universal

than the fact that aoula that are apprecia­
tive and sensitive are 'borrowing their

gested by gener.l superintendent Carman, as we 
could not hope to do what nnder other circumstances, 
we would be glad to do, and would therefore, recom­
mend the matter to be deferred for the consideration 
of the next general conference.

Some discussion t rok pleoe on this matter.
Rev. Dr. Williams said he did not think 

either of the ministers mentioned in the report 
conld marry a couple.

Prof. Bnrwash did not think a minister ex- 
eept in charge of a congregation conld perform 
such a ceremony.

Rev. Dr. Williams said supernumerary min- 
istera conld net then marry, they being merely 
retired ministers.

The chairman appointed Rsv. Job Shenton 
to examine J. W. Talt, the candidate for tbe 
ministry, and the oonfarenca adjourned nntil 
four o’clock to give the committees which have 
not report )d an opportunity to meet and. pre­
pare reporta.

A teacher should 
be pleasant and cheerful.

Perhaps the most important point ia to keep 
all the pupils constantly employed for 

“ Idle hands some mischief still 
Will ever find to do ”

Of course children should not be hold in re­
straint for the whole day without a change of 
daily routine. Exercise and rest should be 
given. The teacher should always endeavor to 
secure the interest of the pupils in school work. 
He should take advantage of the two instruc­
tions that influence all children, viz : love of 
affection and a desire to know.

We cannot well get through our work and 
not nee punishment in some form. A teacher’s 
looks might influence the minde of his pupils. 
He should let the pupUe see that he can see all 
their works. It is best in many cases not to 
correct a pupil before the whole school, unless 
In some particular instance, when you wish to 
cet a lesson to the whole school.

A teacher may do much to promote good dis­
cipline by using words of encouragement. The 
teacher’s voice ie a powerful influence.

Every teacher should lay it down as a rule 
that the laws of punishment should be 
carried out, never threa'en and then 
allow it to pass. A teacher should adopt 
thesame plans as a wise and judicious parent, 
for^schools should be free from the frequent 
use of the strap and cane. It tends to harden 
and not elevate the pupils. The best kinds of 
punishment are those which will consist in the 
loss of honor. There exists a nice dntinct’on 
between the use and abuse of the rod. Thaïe 
are, no doubt, some pupils whose feelings can 
only be reached through the finger tips; but 
such are the exception. A teacher should me 
discretion in administering punishment.

To sum up the whole matter, let the teacher 
be firm, patient, sympathetic, cautious.

There is need of outside culture. It ia need- 

ed on behslf of the schools, that tbe pupils 
may have the benefit of soulful instruction and 
not the mere rehearsal cf the text-books used, 
and the tsachere need it themselves, that they 
may stand before their schools and committees 
with the trained intellects and rounded char­
acters of cultured men and women. The en­
lightened culture of the will ia even more 
needful for moral than intellectual 
cnltnre. Next to the will there should 
be cultivated a close and accurate 
observation. Accurate observation of special 
properties shonll be combined with a broad 
view of the general effect, and from this view 
résulte classification and generalization. Before 
knowledge can be organized it must be pos­
sessed. True culture will leave generalization 
alone until there are particulars to base them 
on. The fact gained by observation should be 
coordinated with those already possessed. 
Culture consists in arranging and harmonizing 
it to some general principle of classification, 
and, as Channiog expresses it, “building np a 
force of thought which may be tamed at will 
on any tub;act on which we may be called to 
pass judgment ’ Observation is the parent of 
original search in whatever field of science in­
vestigation is concluded. Proper methods are 
everything, and the beauty and glory of them 
are that they warm and stimulate and increase 
the powers, they develop to that decree that 
self-culture becomes a habit of the mind and ia 
self-perpetnating.

Vng for a number of years of the teachers of 
Kings Cc., as a “Teachers Institute,” the 
Board of Education had declared that the in­
stitute for this county had lapsed. Acting 
npon this point, a number of the teachers of 
the county drew up a requisition calling a 
mealing of the Kings Connty Teachers to.as­
semble at Hampton for tho purpose of organ­
izing a Teachers Institute. Pursuant to each 
notice, a number of teachers assembled in the 
superior school room this morning at 10 o’clock, 
D. P. Wetmore, Inspector of Schools, in the 
chair. Thirty-nine teachers enrolled them- 
selves as members, by paying an enrolment 
fee cf 15 cents.

After organizing, the following officers were 
elected, viz :—President, D. P. Wetmort ; in­
spector, vice-president, F. S. Chapman, prin­
cipal tnpetior school, Springfield, No. 2; 
secretary-treasurer, F. E. Whelpley, principal 
superior school, Hampton, No.2; committee of 
management, the officers named, with Miss 
Marion Wetmore and Miss Bertha Robertson.1

Routine business occupied the time at the 
first session.

At the second session, C. E Black read an 
interesting paper on School Discipline. The 
following is an outline of the principal pointe 
made: —

All will concur with me in the troth of the 
statement that a teacher, supported with the 
sympathy, co-operation and good will of the 
parents, has a greater power for 'good in a 
school than one not ao sustained. First im­
pressions are lasting. A teacher entering on 
duties in a new school is, so to speak, a 
“stranger in a strange land.” He must bear 
himself valiantly. Every teacher should 
strive to wear a kindly expression npon his 
face; yea, further, he shonld be kind at heart. 
The influence of a teacher is greatly felt by his 
scholars. They will notice the teacher’s every 
action. Let us endeavor to obtain the love 
and good-will of our. pupils. The teacher 
should strive to convince the parents 
that he has a personal interest in 
the advancement of each child, 
teacher should be on friendly terms with 
every person in the district—not Inflicting his 
company on every family, nor yet bringing 
himself to the level of every individual. I have 
found a friendly visit has sometimes done a 
power of good. Confidence once gained is not 
easily lost. Let the teacher, therefore, gain 
the esteem and confidence cf the parents. 
Although the teacher may feel timid when be- 
ginning his work, we assert that he should have 
confidence in hhnselt The first thing a teacher 
ehonld do on entering a school to to study close- 
ly tbe mind and disposition of each pupU, He 
should study each child’s weak points.

A teacher should have his pupils avoid par­
tiality, and respect all alike.
