MONCTON, N. B„ Mar. 11—Andrew 

Hannigan, proprietor of the Victoria 
Hotel, Buetouche, died suddenly Sat­
urday afternoon. He was taken ill 
about three o'clock and died a few 
minutes before, four, heart trouble be­
ing the cause. Previous to his unex­
pected illness he had been enjoying 
good health. Deceased was 68 years 
of age and had lived at Buetouche for 
a number of years.

All schools, churches, rinks, places of 
entertainment and other buildings in 
which gatherings are held, have been 
closed, and all meetings of any natuiie 
have been prohibited in Charlottetown 
by the Board of Health as a 
tion against the spread of smallpox. 
Throughout the country a number of 
post offices and schools have been 
closed, and many houses have been 
quarantined.

The disease is in a very mild form. 
It developed in outlying districts and 
the cases multiplied rapidly, so that 
upon request of the government 
number _of Charlottetown physicians 
assisted in handling what threatens to 
become an epidemic. These doctors 
have found it most difficult to impress 
upon the people the necessity for using 
al precautions, for the disease is of 
such a mild type that even those suf­
fering from it are careless, and inclined " 
to treat it lightly. In Eastern Queens 
county the cases have been most num­
erous, but on Friday last one man ip 
Charlottetown was found to have dor 
veloped the disease. In order to pre­
vent any further spread, the Board of 
Health at onoe passed the order men­
tioned, closing all places of meeting.

Some twenty-one or twenty-twp 
years ago Charlottetown was visited 
by a serious smallpox epidemic, the 
disease being of a violent type, and 
for several months the community suf­
fered from serious depression in busi­
ness. At that time, too, public meet­
ings were prohibited, schools and 
churches were closed; yet in spite of 
this the disease obtained a hold and 
was with difficulty eradicated. As Char­
lottetown is the centre of a thickly set­
tled farming dlstrict.and as thousands 
of country people go to the city every 
week, it is an easy matter for the dis­
ease to be carried, 
prevalent chiefly in the Fort Augustus 
and Dromore districts, Where some 
twenty houses are placarded.

The steamer Minto has been in the 
ice since Tuesday of last week. For 
the past ten days the mails have been 
carried with more or less regularity 
at the Capes, by small boats. Nine 
boats were at first put on, divided 
into two parties, but the number has 
now been increased to twelve and 
with fair weather these are able to 
handle all the mails. On Thursday of 
last week a violent storm prevented ' 
crossing, but since then trips have 
been made. Passengers are also cross­
ing at the Capes. The following de­
spatch was received this morning from 
Pictou.

This is double the fall of last winter 
and according to the local weather bur­
eau, the end is not yet. The cost of re­
moving the snow from the streets is 
estimated at $30,000, the flat inch, and 
many of the side streets have not been 
cleared at all.

PHILADELPHIA, March 10—A heavy 
snow .storm which seems to have cen­
tered along the New Jersey coast and 
eastern Pennsylvania, visited this sec­
tion today.

Reports from Atlantic City show 
that the fall of snow there was nine 
inches, with as great a fall at other 
coast points.

new aeroplane constructed to compete 
for the Deutsch Archdeacon prize of 
$10,000 for the first heavier than air 
machine to cover a distance exceeding 
one kilometre and return to the point 
of departure is much smaller, more 
rigid and more powerful than the “Bird 
of Prey” with which he won the 
French prize with a flight of 220 metres 
last fall. The two wings constructed 
like Hargrave box kites meet at an 
angle of eight degrees and have a 
spread from tip to tip of 13 metres. The 
width of the wings is only six centi­
metres. A 50-horse-power motor at the 
central part will operate a propeller, 
the aluminum blades of which are two 
metres in diameter.

conditions than any now existing. Tb 
new bill has not been favorably r 
ceived, even by the senators, thou$ 
the opponents of the measure have 
far been unable to present any arg 
rnents against it which have not be 
heard and overcome in the past une 
similar conditions. The chief featui 
of the bill are as follows:—

The existing property taxes, tenai 
taxes, taxes on doors and windo' 
and those on business premises, wh 
at present yield a revenue of abi 
5,750,000,000 francs annually, are to 
abolished!

WINNIPEG, March 10,—A huge real 
estate deal was announced In Winni­
peg yesterday in which the Norwood 
Improvement Company disposed of the 
balance of their valuable holdings for 
a little over $500 000.

An English syndicate, organized by 
F. W. Heubach & Co., Is the purchaser. 
The negotiations have boon pending 
for some time, and Ir. Heubach has 
been in England conducting the deal. 
Among the well known directors of 
this old Norwood Improvement Com­
pany are Sir William VanHorne, Will­
iam White and J. A. M. Aikens.

The cable Information of the transfer 
was officially confirmed _ln Winnipeg 
last night by parties interested in the 
big transaction. The deal Is said to 
Involve the largest sum of money and 
to be fraught with greater conse­
quences to the Investing public in that 
section of the city than any transaction 
that has taken place In real etsate for 
some time. It is understood that the 
bridge across the Assinibolne river 
owned by the company, however, Is 
not included In this sale.

Mrs. Bingalll, with her children In 
her arms, attempted to make their way 
to the roof. She had reached the fifth 
floor and apparently made ineffectual 
efforts to raise the skylight, when she 
was overcome by the smoke. Banat- 
tro was injured In lumping from the 
buHding. Mrs. Tschler lost her life in 
a fire that burned out her home on the 
third floor of an apartment house.

Curious Competition in England to Learn 
the Best Method of Breeding,

LONDON, March 9—It Is the Spartan- 
bred hen that lays the most eggs. 
This is the lesson taught by the great 
winter e -g-layirg competition organ­
ized by the Utility Poultry Club at 
Stack’s Farm, Braintree, Essex. The 
competition has just closed after six­
teen busy weeks and the “open air" 
hens have easily beaten their "in door" 
sisters

It ivas to decide the respective merits 
of the two systems that the club decid­
ed for the time to divide tile club into 
two sections, equally representative of 
egg laying breeds. The open pens which 
have not a vestige of protection from 
weather have been covered with ten 
inches of snow, but this has not affeef- 
ed the hens exposed to it nearly so 
much as those hens which are kept 
warm and dry.

The prizes are awarded upon a sys­
tem of carefully arranged points for 
iveights of the eggs laid. In the open 
air section the birds finished in the 
following order: First, Buff Orping­
tons; second, Partridge Wyandottes; 
third, White Wyandottes. In the indoor 
section the orders was: First, Buff Or­
pingtons; second, White Wyandottes; 
third, Golden Wyandottes.

This competition has been a great tri­
umph for the Buff Orpington breed 
while the White Leghorns which fin­
ished at the top last year are nearly 
bottom this year. The average works 
out at nearly 156 eggs per pen, 
against 150 last year and 140 the year 
previous, so there has been a progres­
sive improvement in egg laying.

A gold medal was offered for each 
pen that laid 240 eggs in the sixteen 
weeks but the pens never quite attain­
ed this standard, the Buff Orpingtons 
falling short by ten eggs. No fewer 
than five pens gain silver medals for 
over 200 eggs.
