BEPRLIN, Murch 16—Advices recelv-
ed at the foreign office today con-
cerning the strained situdition between
Austria-Hungary and Seryls indicate
that the orisis is stlil in ‘an acute
stage.

ETOWN, Mar. 16.—The
term “herring chokers” that is appled
to Prince Edward Islanders, by the
people across the border, appears to be
justified, at least by the sald pcople
from the fact that the fishing industry
next to agriculture, is the most import-
ant in this sea~surroundsd Province,cl-
though herring is only one of the var-
isties of fish that inhabit our waters.
It seeme in accord with the fitness of
things therefore, that the legislature
should discuss the fleheries question,
and last week, a very instructive de-
bate took place around a resolution re-
questing the Federal Government to
take steps to preserve,increase and cle-
velop the fisheries. It was suggested
that a commission afler the pattern
of the Scotch Fishery Board should be
appointed. In practically evecy conatit-
uency of the thirty in this island, fish-
ing is & prominent industry, and near-
ly every member felt in duty bound to
his constituents to talk upon ths fub-
ject, The resolution was moved by Mr.
R. N. Cox, of Morell, who has carried
on extensive operations particularly in
the herring industry on this island, and
at Magdalenes He is also largely in-
terested in the lobster fishing. 9o con-
tended among other ihings, that there
should be a #ize limit for lobsters, that
the traps should not be set in a less
depth of water than nine feat, that
mackere] nets should not be set on the
spawning  ground of this valuable
fish, and that all fish should be inspect-
ed hefore shipment and that the future
of the island fisheries is largsly de-
pendent on a proper wystem of cold
storage, and adequate <iransportation
facilities. Mr. Cox belleves that - ihe
fresh fish Industry Is capable f tre-
mendous development here,if only cnce
the mnecessary cold storage system
&culd e’ establishsd.  Other speakers
such as Hon. Joseph Read, of #ummer-
side, and Hon. John Richards, of Bide~
ford, made a sirong nlea for further
protection of our oyster fisheries,which
are rapidly becoming depleted. The fa-
mous Malpeque oysters are the best
in the world and last year it was
paid from $10 to $12 a barrel for this
pointed out that New York dealers
island product, which they close in

preference to their native bivalve.
Mr. John MecLean, of Souris, one of
the largest lobster packers in the pro-
vince, contributed some valuable in-
formation baged on his own experience.
He and other speakers advocated the
shortening of the lobster season, which
in the north and east side of the is-
land, extends from April 20th to July
10th, so that it would run from May
1st to July 1st. There is a different
season for the south and southwest
sections of the province, and the mem-

- bers from those sections favored some

reduction of the fishing days also. The
total value of our lobster catch was
estimated at between $600,000 and $700,-
000 and unless some restrictions are
granted the industry will go into de-
cline. The establishment of hatcheries
at one or two points ,has been of ser-
vice in keeping up the supply but as
a dhain of lobster trape virtually ex-
tends around the whole coast line, and
as traps are used which catch every-

| thing in the shape of lobster, there is

danger of the industry becoming ser-
iously affected by -over-fishing. The
necessity of establishing a standard of
pack and a standard of packages in
regard to herring, cod and mackerel,
was also emphasized, as was the need
of having our fishermen educated in
the best methods of curing and caring
for the fish. The question of divided
jurisdiction is admitted to be a handi-
capy to the progress of the inustry,
especially in the case of oysters. Farm-
ers are anxious to secure large quanti-
ties of oyster mud as a fertiligzer, but
in digging mud which belongs to the
province, they are liable to take live
oysters, which the federal government
says they must not do, as they have
the power to regulate the fisheries. It
was suggested in the course of the de-
bate that a fishery board composed of
independent men from the three mari-
time provinces should be appointed to
deal with the matter of fisheries op-
erating locally where local interests
were concerned and unitedly when
generaly interests were involved. On
this board both the federal and local
power and rights could be vested. The
resolution is still before the house and
will be disposed of this week.

«] have done everything I can for
them, but everything has gone against
me. I am so tired—so tired!”

STEPS OUT, DOESN'T RETURN.

Early the next evening, Saturday
evening, Mrs. Goodfellow left the Kirk
house saying that she was going to
step into the drugstore for some medi-
cine. She has not returned and since
then nothing has been heard of her
whereabouts.

Many of the close friends of the dis-
consolate woman believe she ended
her life.

Presumably, too, her expenses back
from the West were paid by her own
peoplée in St. Louils, a fact that seems
to strengthen the presumption-that she
returned here purposely .to leave the
three small children in the hands of
some one who would give them good
care.

Before turning the children over to
the police, as they did after five days,
the Kirks communicated with the
Children's Aid- Society at 1508 Arch
street. That organization for some rea-

| son was suspicious and advised that

the children be given to the police that
an investigation might be made.

OTTAWA, Mar, 15.—The report of
the *National Transcontinental Rail-
way Commissioners covering the work
done in the construction of the new
government road for the last nine
months of 1908 was presented to parlia-
ment today. During that period the
total expenditure on the 1éad was $18,-
866,212, making the total expenditurs
on the road up to December 8ist, $45,-
924,156, . At the end of the year the
total number of miles of grading com-
pleted was 668 and 309 miles of track
were laid. The whole line from Monc-
ton to Winnipeg is now under contract
and reports from the various sections
show that satisfactory progress is be-
ing made on all contracts, The Mc-
Arthur contract for the eection be-
tween Winnipeg and the Fort Willlam
branch line of the G. T. P. has been
approximately 82 per cent. completed
and the contractors have been notified
that the balance must be so far com-
pleted by September next as to permit
of the operation of the road in hand-
ling the grain trade of the west next
fall.

The report gives an interim state-
ment as to the amount of agricultural
lands available for settlement along
the line. Good arable land contiguous
to the railway is found in every dis-
trict, the total at a rough estimate
being over eleven million acres. This,
of course, does not take into account
land back from the immediate vicinity
of the railway and which may be made
avallable by branch lines.

During the year there were four
fatalities in district A, four in district
B, and forty-six in district F. Of these
thirty-five were due to explosions.

A report by Mr. Collingwood Schrel-
ber, chief engineer of the Western di-
vision of the National Transcontinen-
tal Railway, on the progress made with
the prairie and mountain sections of
the Grand Trunk Pacific up to Dec.
gist, last, was tabled in the Commons
today.

On the prairie section from Winnipeg
to a point 8 1-2 miles west of Battle
River, 688 1-2 miles line is now ocom-
pleted. ' There are 39 elevators and 52
loading stations already bulilt. From
Battle River to a point 50 miles west
of Edmonton, 72 miles, grading and
bridging are practically completed and
rail laying is in progress. From the
fiftieth mile west of Edmonton to
Wolfe Creek, end of prairie section, %

FLAGELLATION AT A
PERSIAN FESTIVAL

The Head Cutting Rife at
Constantinople.

Mohammedan Fanatics Who Hack Them-
selves With Swords and Knives or
Lash Themsalves With Ghaiss.

No more ghastly spectacle is to be
seen in the ordinary course of travel
than what is known here as the Per-
sian festival, which I took occasion to
attend recently with a small party of
Buropeans in which there were two
ladies, says a writer in the New York
Sun from  Constantinople. The per-
formance was to take. place at sun-

down, when by the Mohammedan cal-
endar the tenth day of the month of
Muharem begins.

,Our little party made its way in a
falling snow .up through the twisting

dirty streets of Stamboul to what is

called the Valide Khan. The word

“¥han” among the Turks is much like

the word “hot”, in Germany, that is to

say, it might apply to a small tavern

* where one puts up. for .the nght to a

railway station, a government building
ora..quarter more  or less enclosed,
where many people live. In the last
sense the word “khan” applies in the
present. case. 3y !
The: Valide Khan s in the heart of -
the Persian colony. It is a square sur-
rcunded by an ancient stone wall, still
battlemented in places, but crumbiing
along most of the top  and left de-
miolished in one corner where it fell

Through the wall from the narrow,
surrounding gatés two or three low
archways led into the square. In the
centre iz 'a Persian Shiite mosque, with
a dozen squalid, crowded shops tucked
into its basément, while around the
walls of the square are other diminu-
tive ‘shops ‘with low ‘upper stories,
whepre the shopkeepers and their. famil- !
jes: ive. The quarter is one of the most
egstern in aprearance of any in the
Turkish capital. !

Gamble at Will, Says
Mr. Magee

MORAL REFORM

Subject of Discussion in

Queen Square Church—-—
Three Great Evils

In Queen Squars church last night
the Rev. H. S. Magee, fleld secretary
of’ the Moral Reform Council of the
Methodist Church in Canada, talked
interestingly of the progress of the
movement. . -He emphasiged. most
strongly the great need of & more vig-
orous.policy of social reform and ex-
horted its immediate prosecution as
the most important factor in the devel-
epment of Canada’s mational life.

Mr. Magee spoke more particularly
of the three vices which he believed
were chiefly inimieal to the couniry’s
welfare. ‘These were Intemperance,
gambling and prostitution.

Speaking of intsmperance, Mr. Ma-~
gee stated that it was easily and away
the most- formidable curse to be .met
with. Its .elimination, however, was
merely a matter of time. The British
house of peers, or of beers as-it. was
sometimes ecalled, had deoided to throw
out the Mcensing ect, but the. great
house of the nation’s brain and brawn
was not done with temperance legisia-
tion, and the dey would come as surely
as the sun rises and sets when the l-
quor traffic would be banished from
the civilized world.

Gambling the reverend gentleman
regarded as a vice second only in its
effect to that of intemperance.. The ef-
fort of Gov. Hughes of New York. in
stamping out the evil merited general
appreciation, but the whole people
must first become imbued . with the
magnitude and influence of the vice
gstou lasting reforms may be attempt-

It was an inconsistency difficult of
understanding to know . thaf street
urchina may be arrested and imprison-
ed for shooting crap, while so. called
Bociety folk play this role unmolested
by any law upon the statute books of
Canada. !

“Are we to submit to such a state
of affairs?’ asked the speaker. “Do
we indeed intend to allow a puffed up
aristocracy to ride rough shod over all
that stands for the betterment of our
country.” . :

Concluding his talk, Mr. Magee dis-
cussed the white slave trade which he
characterized as the most damnable
enterprise entered into by man.

Mr. Magee stated that the traffic
was thoroughly organized and extend-
ed fromcoast to coast. - Unthinking
girls were being lured each day into
dens of vice, the while an enlightened
people stood idly by contenfed to move
only in spasmodic instances. He urged
that greater publicity be given the
details of the traffic and appealed to
his individaal hearers for strenuous
effort in the stamping - out of the
trafric.

FAITHFUL WHALE-MOTHER,
Was nmm o Dusert s Gt and
Mat Death, |

A telegram from - Anacortes, Wash.,
to the Seattle Post-Intelligencer, under
date of July 28, tells the story of a
mother whale’s love for its dead calf.
The calf, says the despatch, was killed
in & salmon trap near San Juan Is-
land Saturday, when, after & merci-
less fire from steel jacketed bullets, the
blg finback rolled over on its side and
plunged to the bottom.

_Two days ago a small finback whale
about ten feet long entered the traps
belonging to the White Crest Canning
Co. of Anacortes, and for fear that the
fish.would wreak havoe with the trap
gear a, volley was poured into the body
of mammal. Within a few minutes af-
ter this.the. fishermen in charge of the
trap were surprised to see another fin-
back whale about 40 feet in length,
appear immediately over the place
where the small whale met its death.
Immediately an alarm was given and
an attempt was made to lead the
whale from its position  in the dia-
mond in front of the pot of the trap.

The attack was commenced at 10
o'clock Saturday morning, when Mr.
Lowman and G. H. Wilkins of Anacor-
fes, arrived on board a launch loaded
with ammunition. The fight was kept
up? 411 1 o’clock. Saturday afternoon
when the aemmunition was exhausted,
and Mr. Lowman returned to the city
for more, Jeaving the whale as lively
and apparently as fresh as before the
40 or 50 charges of lead were fired'in-
to his huge black frame.

Large numbers of men in small

boats from the neighboring traps wat-
ched the struggle and the spectacle i8
described as gomething startlingly ex-
citing. More than 20 miéen with 30-30
and 44-callibre, rifles and three with
shotgung loaded with buckshot clam-
bered on 'the capping of the piling
ghout the pot of the trap and for more
than .three hours fired at the huge
plack body every time it came to the
surface, aiming chiefly at the “blow-
hole” in the hope of strangling the
monster so that he could not “sound.”

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BSCALMED, SWEPT
120 MILES  BY SEA

The AK. MacLean, Three Masted Schooner,
) Has Strange Experience in the
& Baif Stream.

NEW YORK, March 15. — How the
Gulf Stream’s flow carried the A. K.
MacLiean, a three masted schooner
hailing from Lunenburg N. 8., for one
hundred and twenty miles while the
schooner was becalmed and under bare
poles, was told yesterday by Captain
W. F. Reamby, her skipper, to the
Herald reporter, who boarded the
schooner in Quarantine from the Ow-
let, the Herald despatch boat. Captain
‘Remby said that such a phenomenon
he never knew before, although for
years he has known of the various
moods of the great Atlantic current.

“We are eighteen days out from San
‘Andreas Island, off the Colombian
coast,” sald Captain Remby, “and none
of us have worn oilskins for an hour
during the entire time. The MacLean
has about 450,000 cocoanuts in the hold,
and we had fair winds from the start
until we were off Carysfort, Fla. We
dropped the northwest winds from the
Gulf and as we came out into the At-
lantic the wind died dead away, but
with a terrific northerly sea running.

“Somewhere there was a heavy blow
from the north, and we got the swell,
which, almost turned things upside
down jon the MacLean. She thrashed
and pitched, and all sail was taken in
and the spars lashed fast for fear she
might tear them off the masts. This
was on March 4, your inauguration
day, by the way, and evidently it was
the aftermath of the blizzard that
raged further to the northward on
ishore.

“For two days the calm and sea last-
ed. When I took my position at the
end of the first twenty-four hours I
found that we had drifted northward
against the heavy swell for from
eighty to ninety miles. The second
day I found that we were at least
-thirty to forty miles further on our
“way.

‘““Never before have I found the Gulf
Stream running go strong, and I es-
timate that, taking all things under
consideration, it must have had a
strength of nearly <our” knots an
hour.”

The captain said that the cocoanuts
were the first shipment to this city
on account of a negropreacdher of San
Andreas Island.

LONGER MEDICAL GOURSE

But Decide Net to Make Any Radigal
Move Just at Present

s

NEW YORK, Mar. 16.—The Associa-
tion of American Medical Colleges at
its meeting here yesterday decided that
for the prosent it will not attempt to
raise further the standard of educa-
tional requirements for admission to
medical schools in this country. “Edu-
cational conditgons are not at present
such as to permit a concerted and gen-
eral move in this direction,” it was de-
cided, “but the association will en—
deavor to'establish a standard of pre-
paratory work equal to a four yeaurs’
high school course as given in the best
eastern schools. As soon as conditions
warrant a further step, two vears of
vndergraduate work in a recognized
college will be advocated.

Another move, Which it -ras declar-
ed, the association will push as soon
as conditions warrant, -vill be the ex-
tension of the medical course to five
years, which is the requirement at
present in Canada and in Great Bri-
tain.

DOYLESTOWN, Pa., March 15—

Re- |
turning to prison, he makes himself |
useful in many ways and generally a
“trusty,” although the keepers keep a °
close watch upon him if he becomes
angered. His present illness, Keeper
Vaux says, is because of his inability |
to think of some act which will assure
him of getting back to the Bucks
county prison, which, he says, is one
of the best he has even been in. .

—Trustees Hold a Meeting
Yestorday.

A meeting of the school trustees of
the consolidated districts of Kingston
was held yesterday afternoon. Com-
plete arrangements were made for the
continuation of school work in the
town hall and old school building.
There will be no attempt to carry on
the manual training, domestic sclence
or other special branches found in the
Macdonald school course, bhut the
teachers will conduct only the ordinary
common school branches. The vans
avill be employed as usual, and during
that period of the spring, when th.l‘
river is breaking up and before the
ferry starts, the pupils from Jubilee
will be boarded at Kingston.

As regands the rebuilding of the
school, a definite decision was not
reached. There was some talk on the
matter and further discussion will be
held early next week. Several mem-
bers of the trustee board will be in
Fredericton on Friday attending the
meeting of the Agricultural Associa-
tion, and while there will have a con-
sultation with Prof. Robertson and
the board of education with regard to
rebullding. Opinion in the consolicated
distriot is divided, not so much on the
point of the value of the school, as on
the financial side. The insurance on
the burned building was scarcely more
than half the loss and it is felt that
in these districts which have already
been falirly heavily taxed, the amount
still required might not be readily
forthcoming. There {8, of course, as
there always has been in Kingston,
some disagreement as to the advanta-
ges of the Macdonald school, but it is
felt that those who oppose it form only
a small minority, and if satisfactory
financial arrangements can be made,
the opinion is that the school will 1§
rebuilt. Today the Kingston Hall is
