Mr. Binore's
boastings, when ke found w convenient and politic to
retire, of the wealth, prosperity, and inexhanstible
resources of the Bank of the United States, wera,
to speak in the mildest terms, the-subterfuges of a
desperate swindler.  Every word he nttered on
thaf memorable ocemion was untrue, and, as he

reated from a sinking concern, he covered his
retrogade movement by means ol cotton bales, and
rien behind them.

The utmost evil, however, has now been done.
