London. Nov. 9.—"The most dis­
tinguished member of the greatest 
deliberative assembly In the world," 
said Premier Asquith In paying a tri­
bute to his foremost opponent at the 
Guild hall banquet tonight. This sum­
marizes the eulogies which have been 
heaped on Mr. Balfour’s head from 
friends and opponents alike and the 
press of all parties. All comments 
particularly dwell upon attractive per­
sonality. Eager discussion in political 
centres today served to emphasize the 
difficulty the Unionist party will find 
to fill Mr. Balfour’s place. Monday’s 
meeting which not unlikely will need 
a ballot to decide the matter will on­
ly select a new man for the leadership 
In the House of Commons leaving the 
question of the leadership of the party 
as a whole to be decided later. It is 
understood that Sir Edward Carson 
and Alfred Lyttleton have declined to 
be nominated. The choice therefore 
lies between Austen Chamberlain, the 
Right Hon. Walter Hume Long and 
A. Bonar Law.

At the piesent Mn. Chamberlain 
seems to be the favorite. John E. Red­
mond leader of the Irish parliamentary 
party said today: "Resignation of Mr 
Balfour gives the nationalists a great 
advantage in the home rule fight as 
fighting against any prospective lead­
er will be nothing compared with a 
fight against an old 
hand like Balfour.

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London. Nov. 9.—A new lord mayor 
of London. Sir Thomas Boor Crosby.
M. D.. was Inducted into office today 
and at the lord mavor’s banquet to­
night Premier Asquith made his fourth 
successive speech in honor of such an 
occasion. The prime minister gave the 
clear position of Great ^Britain's for­
eign policy. The Moroccan agreement 
was the topic and it furnished a speci­
al opportunity, the premier’s remarks 
coming opportunely ns a reply to the 
speech of the imperial German chan­
cellor In the Reichstag today.

Premier Asquith delivered a most 
important speech devoted to Imperial 
mid foreign affairs, lie opened with a 
generous tribute to Mr. Balfour, ex­
pressing unfeigned and profound re­
gret. at the announcement of his re­
signation. acknowledging the irre­
parable loss which his Withdrawal 
from (oustant Interchange must in­
volve to the dally life 
He hoped and believed that there 
wore many chapters of Mr. Balfour’s 
carver still to be written by the pen 
of history. It would he long before 
there would be seen again in the fore­
front of politics, a personality so Inau­
dible to his friends, formidable to his 
foes, so Interesting and attractive to 
friends and foes alike. Such a unique 
combination of gifts and powers aa 
made Balfour by universal consent 
the most distinguished member of 
the greatest deliberative assembly In 
the world.

Turning to Imperial affairs Mr. As­
quith referred to the illustrious world 
wide concourse which celebrated the 
rorouatlon. He. said that the represen­
tatives of foreign countries then wit­
nessed In Westminster Abbey as im­
pressive a demonstration as the an­
nals of nations can afford, of the 
unitv of a great state of the continu­
ity of its history, of the assimilating 
and Incorporating forces which can 
hold together a world wide Empire by 
ties of loyalty and liberty. The day 
after tomorrow their Majesties start 
on the first visit which a British sov­
ereign has ever paid to his Indian 
dominions and he need not say that 
over the whole Empire they carry 
with them the hopes and prayers of 
nil their subjects.

Bv a happy coincidence he continu­
ed. the year of the Coronation was 
marked by the first meeting of the 
Imperial Conference. For the first time 
representative# of the great Domin­
ions were admitted Into full confi­
dence regarding the ends and methods 
of our foreign policy and surveyed 
together the strategic aspects of the 
Empire. We were' able to come to a 
complete agreement concerning the re­
ciprocal parts we were to take in Its 
naval and military defence. The pro­
ceedings of the conference were mark­
ed by a significant advance In the 
policy of co-operation without cen­
tralization which Is growlngly recog­
nized to be the best safeguard of our 
Imperial unity and strength. At home 
during the year there had been a 
succession of troubles between labor 
and capital which In some cases has 
led to resort to the barbarous methods 
cf Industrial warfare. He said "bar­
barous methods" for war was a waste 
ful cruel form of arbitral economics, 
npne the less than In international 
spheres.

Cleveland. Ohio, Nov. 10.—Appar­
ently timing his suicide with that of 
his wife by use of the telephone, H.

Her suicide was discovered through 
the repeated telephone messages sent 
by her hnusband, which are th basis 
of the police theory of a suicide agree­
ment. Westerman had not been away 
from the Kennard House half an hour 
when he called over the telephone 
and asked for ills wife. She respond­
ed to the ring in her room promptly, 
the telephone operator say*, and the 
couple talked a moment.

Half an hour later came another 
call for the young woman, and again 
she responded. The conversation was 
much briefer than before, the opera­
tor declares, Then about an hour 
elapsed, and at twelve o'clock Wester 
man rang again. This time there was 
no response from the room of Mrs.

Sllcker has never been under sus­
picion and the police were dumb­
founded when after arrest, he eooly 
gave them dates and details of fif­
teen cases of attacks on women and 
minutely described the. victims.

After they lied/ verified Slicker’s 
statements by their records tbe police 
had him held without ball for the 
Grand Jury yesterday on two charges 
of felonious assault and one charge 
of plain osshult. They say other 
charges may follow after Slicker is 
confronted by an array ot assault 
victims today.

Slicker’s capture was duo to the 
pluck of two women, Mrs. Jacob Slber- 
stein of No. 280 Madison street, Pas­
saic and lier daughter.

for the killing of 89 persons and the 
serious injury of 855 others in auto­
mobile and cab accidents In the streets 
of New York since Jan. 1 was attrib­
uted today by Col. Edward S. Cornell, 
secretary of the National Highways 
Protective Society, to "joy riding, 
drunken chauffeur, Ignorant owners 
of cars and irresponsible and reck­
less nigh thaw k cabmen."

"The Joy riders and the nlghthawk 
cabmen,” said Col. Connell, “are the 
most dangerous factors to life and 
limb In this city, and they often get 
away with it because many of the ac­
cidents happen 
during October 
cars causing serious accidents fled, 
thus violating the law in another way.
I have written u letter to Dial. Atty. 
Whlman requesting him to single out 
and make an example of such offend­
ers whenever they are caught."

The National Highways Protective 
Society finds that not more than one- 
half of one per cent, of the accidents 
are due to taxicabs owned by the 
large taxicab companies, which are 
gradually weeding out the undesir­
able chauffeurs and substituting ex­
perienced and careful men.

"We find that many persons are 
operating their own cars without ex­
perience as chauffeurs.” said Col. Cor­
nell. "An East Side butcher, for in­
stance, buys a second hand 
overloads it with seven or eight of 
hi» friends, and with only the slight­
est knowledge of how to run a car. 
starts out for a joy ride, to the great 
danger of the public. There are many 
types of this kind of man-killers on 
the public streets.

"Hospital ambulances tear through 
the streets at a speed far too high for 
safety, as for example last week, when 
an ambulance going to a simple In­
jury case killed a man before reach­
ing the patient, who scarcely needed 
attention.”

Figures compiled by Col. Cornell 
show that 20 persons met death on 
the highways of New Jersey, during 
October and 92 were Injured, 
of the killed were under 1C years of 
age.

Mr. Chamberlain early t amo into political prom­
inence a;-, the son of Mr. Joseph Chamberlain, but has 
shown great ability on his own account and made an ex 
relient Chancellor of the Exchequer ln Mr. Balfour’s Gov­
ernment. He became private secretary to hts father on 
completing his education in Germany and France and as 
u young man of twenty-nine was elected Unionist mem­
ber for East Worcestershire. it was in the following 
year that he made his maiden speech in the 1 louse of 
Commons, and among those who listened to it was Mr. 
Gladstone, Prime Minister of the day. between whom and 
Mr. Joseph Chamberlain there had by that time risen the 
keenest political antagonism. On the very subject that 
had separated the two statesmen—namely, Home Rul 
Mr. Austen Chamberlain made his maiden speech. Mr.

Miss E. J. Scovil gave the first lec­
ture of the Cathedral course before the 
Ladies’ Association of the Natural 
History Society yesterday afternoon. 
Miss Scovil’s lecture was descriptive 
of the history of Rochester Cathedral 
and of the places and characters men­
tioned In many of Dickens' works.

Miss Scovil spoke on the early his­
tory of the Rochester Cathedral from 
the time of its foundation until its re­
cent restoration.

She described the taking and dese­
cration of the Cathedral by the Crom­
wellian soldiery and the martyrdom 
of that devout Catholic, Bishop Fisher, 
and went on to say that the Rochester 
Cathedral was the second building of 
its kind to be erected in England, the 
one at Canterbury being the first.

Miss Scovil also told the story of the 
baker who when starting on a Journey 
to the Holy Land was murdered by his 
sen-ant.
drews took the body and burled it in 
the Cathedral and afterwards worked 
miracles at his tomb. The baker was 
sainted, becoming Saint William, and 
his devotees came In such numbers 
that they wore out the stone steps 
leading to the burial place and in this 
way the monks collected enough mon­
ey to rebuild the Cathedral which had 
been destroyed in one of the wars dur­
ing that stormy period of history. 
Views were shown of the Cathedral 
and also of many places in Rochester, 
ol which Dickens wrote. Among these 

Gad’s Hill, Dickens' House at 
Rochester, The Chalet In the garden, 
in which Dickens wrote; the Guild 
Hall.

Those who have read Dickens' book 
Great Expectations, will remember 
that Pip was bound out to a brother-in- 
law In this building. The Com Ex­
change was also shown and the great 
clock that overhangs the pavement of 
which Dickens said "it seems that 
time has taken his abode there."

The other views were the house in 
which Queen Elizabeth stayed while In 
Rochester, the Leather Bottle Tavern 
to which Dickens brings Mr. Pickwick 
in his Pickwick Papers, the statue of 
General Gordon of Khartoum at Chat­
ham. and the bridge over the Medway 
were shown, 
building this bridge found piles In the 
river bottom that were obviously those 
belonging to the ancient Roman 
bridge. Some of these piles were 
used in the modern structure. Kits 
Cody’s house was a very interesting 
view, this is not a house but a large 
pile of stones that is evidently a relic 
of the bronze age and was as familiar 
to the ancient Britons as It I* to the 
people of today.
