“In the channel near the Fame 
Lightship there was a strikingly active 
traffic by hospital ships.

Destroyer Flirt Lost
London, Oct. 27.—H. M. torpedo 

boat destroyer Flirt, Lieut Richard P. 
Kellett, R. N„ It Is feared may be lost 
In the Channel fight, but nine of the 
crew have been saved.

H. M. torpedo boat destroyer Nub­
ian, Commander Montague Bernard, 
R. N., was disabled by a torpedo and 
taken In tow, but owing to the bad 
weather the tow parted and she has 
grounded.

, London, Oct. 27.—In an engagement 
in the English Channel between Bri­
tish and German torpedo boat destroy­
ers two German destroyers were sunk, 
while the British lost a transport. 
In addition a British torpedo boat de­
stroyer Is missing and another was 
run aground, after It had been disabled 
by a torpedo.

Ten German torpedo boat destroy- 
ers attempted to raid the cross chan­
nel transport service last night, but 
the attempt failed, says an official 
statement issued by the British Ad­
miralty today. Two of the German 
destroyers were sunk and the others 
were driven off. The German destroy­
ers succeeded In sinking one empty 
transport, the Queen. All the mem­
bers of her crew were saved.

—At least eleven outpost steamer» and 
two or three torpedo boat destroyers 
or torpédo boats were sunk or damag­
ed by a German torpedo boat squadron 
Thursday night In the English Chan­
nel, between Folkestone and Bou­
logne, according to an official com­
munication Issued here.

mattresses. After two months use 
the straw mattresses were
and returned filled with wood shav­
ings.

“A few days later our bread waa 
found to contain pieces of straw. The 
men, noticing this, remarked that our 
beds had been ground up and made 
Into bread. Some of the German 
guards told us that this was actually 
the case. T hey said the straw had 
been dumped at a brewery, where a 
part of the building had been impro­
vised as a bakery. Most of the bread 
was thrown away after that. Finally, 
the British War Relief Fund was used 
to provide us with a good quality of 
white bread from Berne, Switzerland. 
From the same fund special kitchens 
and equipment were provided for cook­
ing, In addition to the regular kitchens 
for the German rations.

"The sanitary conditions were great­
ly Improved by sewers and a plentiful 
water supply, paid for by the British 
War Relief Fund. The aid of British 
physicians among the interned was 
rejected by Dr. Geiger, the chief Ger­
man surgeon in charge of the health 
of the camp. He said their work in­
terfered with the medical regulations.
A first aid equipment we had gathered 
was confiscated on this ground.

Aided by Ambassador Gerard.

Ambassador Gerald aided much in 
getting improvements at the camp. He 
was thought by some Germans to be 
too friendly in the welfare of Ger­
many’s enemy aliens, but the general 
Impression was that he was fair in all 
his official acta.

"On one of the visits of the Am­
bassador to the camp, when we were 
warned not to approach or accost him, 
notes were tossed into his auto by the 
prisoners, voicing their complaints. 
On the occasion of another visit bj 
Ambassador Gerard notes were gotten 
to him suggesting that he see Bar­
racks No. 6, where 300 Jews of alien 
nationality were housed in quarters 
so small that a six-foot man could not 
stand erect He obtained better quar­
ters for them.

"Many of the men still Interned are 
well past the military age. but they 
will not be released until the close of 
the war. Some are ship captains, 60 
to 70 years old, but as they know the 
German coasts they are held to pre­
vent them from aiding the Allies if 
allowed to depart. The same rule is 
applied to chauffeurs, engineers, me­
chanics and physicians over the age 
limit for military service yet capable 
of aiding their country outside the 
trenches.

"Baron Taube, Just before my re­
lease. again lined up the prisoners and 
requested those who favored the cause 
of Germany to step forth.
S00 men, to our great surprise, re­
sponded. Some of these men had mar­
ried in Germany and had families 
there, and they afterward told us that 
they expected to be released and al­
lowed to return to their families. In­
stead, all of the men capable of bear­
ing arms were asked to join the Ger­
man fighting forces. When they re­
fused they nN»re again sent to bar­
racks, but in another section of the 
camp, as the other men were unfriend­
ly to them because of their desertion 
Three-fourths of these men were get­
ting 6 marks from the British fund. 
This payment wag stopped later.

"During an exchange of civilian pris­
oners the Germans sent fifty negroes 
to England, apparently Intending it as 
an Insult. But the British authorities 
turned the joke on the Germans, for 
every one of the blacks was a good, 
healthy worker, and all were put to 
work in munition plants.

“There was only one act of cruelty 
at the camp during all the time I was 
there. Two prisoners in a hospital 
outside escaped one night. All the 
sixty patients were thereupon order­
ed back to barracks by Taube. They 
had to carry their effects and travel 
the distance In a snowstorm. As a 
result three of the men died of ex­
posure. The hospital was closed to 
us for six weeks.

“The civilian prisoners have tennis, 
golf, football, and athletics on a part 
of the race course, for the use of 
which the British Government paid 
$500. The prisoners also built a the­
atre, a moving-picture, place, and even 
& church under the grandstand."

“During the present war a branch 
of the adjutant-general’s department 
has been created to care for and pre­
serve the identity of the graves of 
British officers and men. Units were 
established for this purpose in France 
and Belgium shortly after the battlM 
of the Marne, in Egypt and Salonika 
recently, and an officer has now been 
despatched to Mesopotamia.

"The director of graves registration 
and inquiries is the officer directly re­
sponsible for this work. The duty of 
the graves registration units is to reg­
ister the position of graves and to see 
that they are marked with durable 
wooden crosses bearing a metal in­
scription giving the name, number, 
rank, regiment and date of death.

Toronto, Ont., Oct. 27—The annual 
meeting of the Association of Cana­
dian Advertisers was held here today.

It was pointed out by some of the 
members that it was not unlikely that 
the price of newspapers would have 
to be Increased, one cent dailies being 
advanced to two cenits owing to the 
greatly increased cost of publication.

It was contended that at present 
seventy-five per cent, of the cost of 
production was borne by the adver­
tiser, which was an unfair propor­
tion.

St. Louis, Mo., Oct. 27.—There Is 
not now and need not ever be any 
trouble between Japan and thfe Unit­
ed states worth going to war over, 
Judge Elbert H. Gary, chairman of 
the Board of Directors of the United 
States Steel Corporation, declared to­
day at the semi-annual meeting of the 
■American Iron and Steel Institute. 
Judge Gary has just returned from a 
tour of the orient.

“Whenever either government has 
decided to provide an additional war­
ship some one in the other country has 
been prompt in charging that this 
meant preparation for war between 
the two nations,” he said.

“I told the Japanese that American 
people did not want and would stub­
bornly oppose war with the Japanese, 
except in self defense. The controll­
ing men of Japan, judging from the 
statements made to me, are also anx­
ious for continued peace with the 
United States.

As an instance of the work which 
has been done by the Farm Settle­
ment Board In the placing of settlers 
on unoccupied farms in New Bruns­
wick, a member of that board pointed 
out yesterday to a representative of 
The Standard what had fceen accom­
plished on what is known as the Bay 
I\oad which runs from St. Stephen 
to Oak Bay.

Three years ago more than half the 
farms on that road were unoccupied 
and the buildings falling into decay. 
Today on that same road there Is not 
a vacant farm and it is a different 
looking country altogether, the build­
ings have been repaired and painted, 
and the district looks prosperous. As 
far as he knew there was only one 
vacant farm within a radius of three 
miles of St. Stephen. The crops in 
that part of the province had been 
fairly good with the exception of po­
tatoes and apples which were light, 
and the prices realized had been high 
for all classes of farm produce.

York. He skirted Long Island and off 
Gardiner's Island, at the eastern end 
of Long island, be dropped anchor. He 
remained there several day*. He got 
some pigs, a cask of cider, some aheap 
and other, supplies.

He sent» treasure chest ashore, too. 
Thi» treasure chest wae burled near 
the mansion of John Gardlter, lord of 
the manor, by Gardiner himself. Kidd 
Paid Gardiner for hi» trouble, not lav­
ishly, but well. He gave gold and ellk 
and sugar and linens to him. The 
silks and linens were damaged and 
the sugar was not at its best, but gold 
is gold the world over. From New 
York there came to Gardiner's Island 
a lawyer named Emmett to meet Gapt. 
Kidd. They held long and earnest 
converse. The captain learned that 
Lord Bellomont was in Boston and 
waa loud in his denunciation of Capt. 
Kidd.

The captain pulled- up anchor and 
started for Boston town. He stopped 
at Block Island. There are 1964 dif­
ferent places on Block Island that the 
natives point out as the spot where 
Captain Kidd buried treasure. From 
Block Island he made a short nm 
down to Oyster Bay. If he juried any 
treasure in the Rooeevelt grounds, it 
has not been found. Next he sailed 
for Narragansett Bay. There has been 
a lot of digging for the treasure he 
burled there. Then he loafed along 
the coast a little more, and, on July 1, 
1699 he sailed into Boston harbor.

The earl of 'Bellomont received him, 
not cordially, but not hosttlely. The 
captain reported as to the cruise of 
the Adventure and the Qufedah Mer­
chant, and said he was ready to turn 
over the proceeds if the earl would 
relieve Mr. Livingston from h(s 
( Kidd’s) bond. The captain played 
fair, but the earl did not, for he re­
fused to release Mr. Livingston.

For a week Captain Kidd occupied 
a house fn Boston which stood on the 
ground now occupied by the Boston 
Globe. Then one day he was arrested. 
Lord Bellomont, immediately after 
putting the captadn-4n Jail, sent a ves­
sel to Gardiner's Island. The treasure 
chest was dug up. Next, everything 
Mrs. Kidd had received from the cap­
tain was seized. Searches were made 
at every point where the San Antonio 
had stopped, but nothing had been 
burled, so far as could be learned, ex­
cept at Gardiner's Island. The loot 
that Kidd brought to America aside 
from merchandise of small value, was 
listed as about 1100 ounces of gold. 
2400 ounces of silver, and 17 ounces of 
precious stones.. The total value was 
less than $75.000.

From Poston Kidd was taken to 
London. There was a great political 
row on there, the Outs accusing the 
Ins of having sent Kidd out as a pirate 
to enrich, themselves.

For a year they kept Kidd in prison.

Pirate, and wa, with Difficulty Induced to go Privateer- 
ing-Kidd Not First Wall Street Man Accused of Being 
a Pirate.

ed in his cabin while the crew cap­
tured some vessels, he was not locked 
in the cabin when the richest prise 
of the cruise, the Quedah Merchant, 
was taken. This ship had a great 
store of merchandise, a lot of gold and 
silver, and a miscellaneous cargo such 
ns would delight the heart of any 
pirate.

How many vessels Captain Kidd and 
his men plundered it is hard to tell. 
For a time they gave their attention to 
vessels only, and were scrupulously 
honest In their dealings with the 
chants on shore from whom they had 
to purchase supplies and with whom 
they did any trading. The Adventure 
leaked so badly that Kidd had to aban­
don her and transfer his plunder to 
the Quedah Merchant. He divided the 
spoils fairly with his men. butJOO of 
them deserted, and he decided to re­
turn home. As a final stroke of busi­
ness he Invited a lot of traders aboard 
the Quedah Merchant.

Hesitatingly and reluctantly he 
agreed. Livingston signed his bond 
and all the syndicators except the 
King put up their money to fit out the 
privateer. A staunch 30-gun vessel of 
287 tons, tiie Adventure, was pur­
chased, and in April. 1696. Kidd sailed 
in this for New York to complete his 
crew and make ready for business.

On his way over to New York he 
captured a French ship off the New­
foundland banks, and when he reach­
ed New York he was greeted as a con­
queror. The provincial assembly vot­
ed £ 250 to him by way of testimonial.

If ever a man got a daredevil crew 
for a ship Kidd got one for the Adven­
ture in New York. He signed his men 
on the contract of no prize, no pay. 
and he got as flue a collection of war­
ship deserters, pirates and rogues us 
the western ocean could supply. His 
plan was to go to the Hast Indies, 
where pirates were numerous, and in 
September. 1696, he sailed out of New 
York bay w(th the good wishes of the 
people and the blessings of the Earl 
of Bellomont. governor of New York 
and Massachusetts.

The good captain had two commis­
sions from the King. One was to seize 
pirates. The second was to "appre­
hend. seize and take ships, vessels 
and goods belonging to the French 
King and his subjects and such other 
ships, vessels and goods ns are or 
shall be liable to confiscation.” This 
gave great latitude to Captain Kidd. 
As the undertaking was one of profit 
purely and the syndicators were look­
ing to Kidd to fatten their purses, this 
commission might be taken by him In 
a rather broad light, especially in 
view of the way things were done on 
the sea in those days.

Apparently Captain Kidd tried to be 
a real good pirate chaser for a year or 
so. He got into the Indian ocean and 
searched earnestly and faithfully for 
pirates, but luck was against him. 
Meanwhile he was having trouble of 
his own. That gajlant band of rogues 
he had shipped In little old New York 
had various things to say to him.

There was no pay for them. No 
prize, no pay, was the contract. If 
anything will stir up the devil in a 
crew of rogues, tdlness surely will, 
and Captain Kidd's 150 or more rogues 
had been more or less Idle for a year. 
Not only that, but the captain had 
another nightmare. Not a penny was 
he earning for his royal partner, or 
tor the duke, or my Lord Bellomont. 
or good Mr. Livingston. To remain

In the latter part of the 17th century idle in the Indian ocean meant mutiny, 
there was not a more highly respected To go home empty-handed meant die- 
seaJaritig man in New York colony f 
than Captain Kidd. His brig, the An­
tigua, plied between lxmdon, the West 
Indies and New York. He was well 
to do, hated pirates and had the con­
fidence and esteem of all the promi­
nent men in New York. " No one 
thought more highly of him than did 
Robert Livingston, founder of the 
great Livingston family that has giv 
en to America some brilliant men and 
women.

There were many good people in 
New York at that time who did not 
look upon piracy with disfavor. In 
fact, ^'ew York did a glorious trade 
with the freebooters of the sea. It 
bought their plunder and it furnished 
them with men and stores. Many 
ships fitted out in New York preyed 
upon the commerce of not only Spain 
and France, but England too. Long 
Island was called Crooked Island, be­
cause its many bays offered refuge 
to the crooks of the ocean. But it was 
not altogether necessary for the pir­
ate» even to hide In the bays of I/ong 
Island to refit or to get rid of their 
pluner. The Governor of New York, 
in one of his reports to the home gov. 
emment. declared that the time of his 
writing there were nine pirate ships 
in New York harbor: that they had 
$600,060 worth of stolen goods aboard, 
and that the pirate trade was so cher­
ished by the people of New York that, 
not one of the pirates was molested.

It was a time of lax morals on land 
and on sea, but a change was under 
way. So great had been the depreda­
tions of the pirates that it was thought 
necessary by William III. to call a 
halt. The King probably would not 
have been concerned particularly but 
for the losses the commerce of Eng­
land had sustained. One of the cheap­
est and easiest ways of abating the 
nuisance was believed to be to fit out 
vaasele to prey upon the pirates. This 
Was considered not only a good but 
S profitable method of combating the 
evil, and so in January. 1695, a*syndi­
cate was formed in London to fit out a 
vessel to rob the robbers. The mem­
bers of this syndicate were the King, 
the lord chancellor, the Duke of 
Shrewsbury, the Earl of Bellomont,
Robert Livingston, William Kidd and 
various other gentlemen. It was Liv­
ingston who suggested Captain Kidd.
He offered to furnish bond for Kidd's 
portion of the syndicate fund and he 
told of the glorious work Kidd had 
done for England In two sea fights 
with the French. In one of these his 
arrival saved a British ship from dp- 
lure by six French vessels that were 
closing in on the lone Englishman.

When the proposition wae made to 
Kidd In London to take command of 
the privateer he viewed It with dis­
favor. Only a few years before he had 
married. He was well to do. home 
loving, and had thought of giving up 
the sea. so be declined.

But the King and the King's friend*
In the syndicate intimated to him that 
It# must accept. Otherwise he would 
Mt he permitted to leave the Thames.

Richard Bpillane, who used to make 
a New York Sunday paper, refresh 
ingly different from the usual armfuls 
of dead wood, has been looking up the 
averages of the late Gapt. Kidd, and 
finds that the Cap. wasn't such a bad 
sort after all—in fact, that he was a 
gentleman compared with most of the 
politicians with whom he associated 
and who finally handed him the dou­
ble cross. From what Splllane says. 
It seems that Kidd's fatal error was 
In blundering through life without a 
press agent. With the right kind of 
publicity he might have lived long 
and died rich In bed Instead of poor 
at the end of a rope. As it waa. he 
never had a chance. And that's no 
kid. Here is what Splllane says about 
him in Commerce and Finance, a New 
York business newspaper:

Kidd's Home In Old New York.

Robbed the Traders.An apartment house is to be built 
on the ground at 122 and 124 Pearl 8t.. 
opposite the Cotton Exchange. This 
will be the first structure of the kind 
in the Wall Street district. On the 
mere announcement of the intention 
to build applications for apartments 
have been forthcoming and it la likely 
a fair number of the shabby, sombre 
old structures downtown, just outside 
the lively business sections, will be 
replaced by apartment houses that 
will return far more revenue.

The newspapers have made much of 
this affair, not because it marks anv 
change in real estate conditions but 
because the site was part of what, 
has been known as the homestead of 
Captain Kidd.

Ostensibly he wanted to sell some 
of the merchandise of the rich ship 
to them, and also he was desirous of 
purchasing precious stones from them. 
They brought money and they brought 
gems. After he had bargained long 
enough to discover what they had in 
the way of money and Jewel* he strip­
ped them of their wealth, ordered 
them off his ship, and then he sailed 
away.

Possibly his departure was hurried 
by rumors that a squadron had been 
sent out by his friend the King to 
check hie operations. He had been in 
the East two years, and had earned 
handsome profits for his partners, so 
he w’as not reluctant to leave.

He had no interference on his way 
back to America. He touched at two 
ports in the West Indies, but was re­
fused stores as he had been proclaim­
ed a pirate. He was In a desperate 
plight. He did not know the temper of 
Lord Bellomont and Mr. Livingston, 
and the Quedah Merchant was so foul 
he had no chance to escape In case a 
warship sighted him. An enterprising 
merchant of the sea named Bulton 
served him well at this Juncture, sell­
ing him a vessel named the San An­
tonio. with whclh he went to Cura­
cao for supplies after transferring 
most of the Quedah Merchant's cargo 
to her. The Quedah Merchant was 
run up one of the rivers in San Do­
mingo and burned.

There Is about 
the same amount of truth in regard to 
his career as a pirate that there is in 
regard to the centuries-old belief 
that the land opposite the Cotton Ex­
change was his homestead.

The homestead of Captain Kidd was 
in Liberty St., near Nassau. The Pearl 
St. property was owned by the lady 
Captain Kidd married. The captain 
lived there for a month or two, poss­
ibly. while his home was being repair­
ed. but that is all.

Rev. C. A. Myers took the platform 
and conducted' the election of officers 
which, resulted1 as follows: President, 
John Jordan, St. John; vlce-presidant, 
Harold Brewer, Woodstock; secretary, 
James Humphrey, Moncton.

The newly elected! officers cook 
their places on the platform and each 
made a short speech, thanking the 
boyg for the honor paid them, and the 
president In the course of his remarks 
announced that the New Brunswick 
boys would have a camp of their own 
next summer.

Rev. C. A. Myers next gave a short 
address
meant by the Item on the programme 
entitled' the “Solid Front." He said 
for two years the Allies had been 
fighting and not getting very far be­
cause they were not working In full 
accord, but since the first great war 
council in Paris they had done better 
because they were now presenting a 
solid front to the enemy. So It was 
with the boy problem, the churches 
had been working Individually and 
not- accomplishing much but now they 
had united on a common platform and 
were presenting a solid front and they 
would get somewhere.

He then called *on the representa­
tives of the various denominations to 
come and welcome the boys and the 
following extended a welcome on be­
half of their respective bodies: Angli­
can, Rev. R. Taylor McKlm; Baptist, 
Rev. I. W. Williamson; Congregation­
al, J. W. Flew welling; Methodist, Rev. 
Gilbert Earle; Presbyteriah, Rev. J. 
H. A. Anderson; Sunday School As­
sociation, Rev. W. A. Rosd; Y. M. C. 
A., L. Buckley. As each spoke he 
took a seat on the platform and after 
all had spoken Mr. Myers presented 
them as the "solid front.”

The president then called on Rev. 
P. R. Hayward who introduced the 
Canadian standard efficiency tests to 
the audience.

Mr. Hayward said It was only his 
t^sk to introduce the subject and 
others would elaborate on it later in 
the conference.

He asked them to notice that the 
gentleman he had introduced them 
to was a Canadian, and the biggest 
piece of patriotic work that any Can­
adian boy could get behind was this 
movement. It was also a standard by 
which to measure the life. It stood 
for efficiency and then furnished the 
tests to measure the results by. The 
boy needed this programme because 
this world was not the same world In 
which his grandfather lived' and train­
ed men were needed today in all the 
activities of life, and this programme 
supplied the necessary training and 
developed the boy on all sides, of bis 
life, intellectual, physical, religious 
and social.

Today there will be three sessions 
of the boys’ conference ini the morn­
ing at nine o'clock, in the afternoon 
at two o'clock and the evening at 6.30.

The Anal session of the “leader­
ship” conference and the opening ses­
sion of the "older boys’ ” conference 
were held yesterday. The leadership 
conference closed In the afternoon 
and the boys' conference opened In 
the evening. A number of splendid 
talks were given by the team of lead­
ers and à spirit of enthusiasm was very 
noticeable at the leaders' conference 
and much good is expected to result 
from the meetings. The opening 
meeting of the boys’ conférence was 
largely- attended and the boys set­
tled down to work like veterans.

Morning Session.
The morning session met at nine 

o’clock and three addresses were 
given on organization by W. A. Ross 
of Moncton, I. W. Williamson of Wolf- 
ville on the Sunday programme and 
T. H. Hutchinson of the national staff 
on the mid-week programme.

Mr. Ross, speaking of organization, 
sharply defined the urgency of a clear, 
definite objective In establishing lines 
of action for the forces to be devel­
oped.

He treated of committees and touch­
ed on the advantage of congenial 
groups.

Mr. Williamson was a believer In 
the departmental Sunday school, but 
pointed out that the afin was to do the 
best thing for the whole school. He 
did not think it wise to spend too 
much time in the opening and closing 
exercises as the lesson was the big 
thing. Home study In connection 
with the lesson should be insisted on 
and the lesson period should be one 
of discussion tatoem part in by all. He 
also expressed himself as oposed to 
reviews which he characterized ns 
abominations. The talk on the mid­
week meeting of the organized Bible 
class was given by T. H. Hutchinson. 
He said the object of the mid-week 
session was to Impress on the boys 
that religion was a thing of every day 
not merely for Sunday. The meeting 
should be held at the most conveni­
ent time for the majority. The C. 8 
E. T. programme contained something 
to Interest every boy and nothing bet­
ter could be adopted.

At 12.30 the provincial advisory 
committee met at Bond’s for lunch­
eon- and discussed plans for recruiting 
men for work among the boys 
throughout the province.

Afternoon Session.
The afterhoon session opened at 

two o’clock with devotional exercises 
led by Rev. J. H. A. Anderson. The 
first speaker was Rev. C. A. Myers on 
"Enlisting and Training Leaders." Mr. 
Myers said that it was of supreme im­
portance that the forces which make 
for character should continue to di­
rect the forces which made for pros­
perity. He referred to the develop­
ment which had taken place in the 
last ten years In all branches of the 
educational life and In material pros­
perity. If the forces which made for 
righteousness were to continue to con­
trol there must be leaders, and it was 
the business of the church to supply 
these leaders, and the challenge to 
her today was to supply the men nec­
essary for this gigantic task. The 
men were in the church and only 
needed to have the requirements 
properly brought home to them and 
they would respond. In proof of this 
contention he Instanced the success 
of the Laymen's Missionary Move­
ment In Interesting the men in mis­
sions and the advances which had 
been made along that line In the last 
few years because the men had taken 
hold of the work.

Ten years ago very few men w’ere 
interested in the social work of the 
church., today thousands of them were 
working along that line and the only 
thing needed to obtain the workers 
for this movement was to put It right 
up to the men and get them to see 
the necessity.

Evefy Canadian was proud of the 
boys who were fighting the battles of 
the Empire In France and Flanders 
and the men who could not do their 
bit for the country in that way could 
and should do their bit by saving the 
boy and training him In Christian 
citizenship.

In a few years there would not be 
any lack for trained workers for they 
were taking this work into the schools 
and colleges of the country and when 
the men left those places they had tlhe 
necessary equipment.

The problem today was to train the 
men after they had enlisted them In 
the work and to meet this needi a four 
weeks' teacher training course had 
been adopted at which talks would be 
givem on the various stages of the 
work by experts.

The leadership conference was 
brought to a close with prayer by Rev. 
F. H. Langford.

At the conclusion of the leaders’ 
conference those in attendance broke 
up into denominational groups anti- 
talked over the best way to Introduce 
the work to their local churches when 
tfluey returned home.

Older Boys’ Conference.
At 4.30 the boys who were in the 

city to attend the conference met at 
the Y. M. C. A. anti registered, and at 
7.30 the first meeting was held In 
Centenary schoolroom. About three 
hundred had registered last night »nd 
several more are expected today.

At 7.30 last night the schoolroom of 
Centenary was wel filled with “boys" 
of all ages from 16 to 66.

Rev. J. H. A. Anderson, chairman 
of the provincial advisory committee 
for boys' work, took the chair and 
the devotional exercises were led by 
Rev. I. W. Williamson. The chairman 
in a short address welcomed the ooys
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The 9th Siege Battery appears to toe 
the most popular unlit now recruiting 
In the Maritime Provinces.

165th Battalion.
The battalion spent the first day In 

the country yesterday since their ar­
rival In the city. Leaving about nine 
o’clock the entire battalion 
by the brass band, left the armory 
equipped in heavy ‘marching order.
