tions complained of, notwithstanding
the annual .protests against pushing
boxes, we feel that the time has ar-
rived when this convention should de-
clare that, unless the pushing of
boxes /by men is ended by July 1st,
1920, that a strike of all the
miners of Nova Scotia be declared on
that date. Therefore be it

“Resolved, ‘that this convention .
struct its officers immediately afiter
the convention s over, to take a refer
endum vote of the membership of the
district on the question as to whether
they shall strike -in onder to enforoe
the ending of mem pushing boxes in
the mines.”

The resolution was presented by the
delegates from Reserve Mines. The
majority of the delegates who spoke
on the resolution were opposed to any
strike talk, and the following amena-
ment to the motion was submitted ana

“That no agreement sholild be put
into effect unless an hnderstanding 1s
arrived at that the practice of pushing
boxes wshall be abolished in every

‘Washington, April 11.—Mrs, James
Walsh, of New York city, who styles
herselt ‘“‘Captain” of the Irish Pick-
ets, and two other women who were
bearing banners in front of the British
Bmbassy, Saturday, were arrested on
charges of violating Federal statutes.
The two other women are Mre.
Thomas Currin, of Philadelphia, jand
Mrs. Catherine Columbine, of New
York. The women were taken to a
precinct. poljce station, and later were
moved to the House of Detention upon
their fatlure to furnish bonds.

Earlier in the day two other pickets,
who had been held since Tuesday,
were released on $1,000 bond. They
were Misses Mary Galvin, of Philadel
phia, and Marius Quinn, of Jamaica
Plains, Mass.

Before her arrest, Mr. Walsh made
public copies of telegrams which she
said had been sent to the British and
Italian Forelgn Offices \telling of the
arrests of American women “as felons"
for picketing the British BEmbassy.
She asked the British Secretary of
State for Forelgn Affaics to inform
BSecretary Colby “that British women
were allowed to.picket, without inter-
ference, America's Pregident during
his recent visit to London,” and the
Itallan Minister' of Foreign Affairs
was requested to inform Mr. Colby
“that  Italians with impunity made
hostile demonstrations , against the
American HEmbassy at Romg over the
Fiume gquestion.”

LEAGUE COUNCIL
AGREES TO ACCEPT
The Request of Earl Carzon
Asking Coungcil to Consent
to Guarantee¢ Respect for
Turkish Treaty re-Minori-
ties.

Paris, April 11. - (By Associated
Press.)—The fourth public sitting of
the Council of the League of Nations
took place this afternoon in the Luxem-
burg Palace, Leon Bourgeois, Presi-
dent of the French Assembly of Soci-
ety of Nations, presiding.

Herbert L. A. Fisher, British Min-
fster of Education, representing Great
Britain, read a report on the Arme-
nian situation, advoeating the consti-

‘Itution of a State of Armenia on a

free and independent basis. The best
means for reaching such a solution,
the report said, was the acceptance
of the mandate for Armenia by ome
States under the League of Nations.
As to what State would be willing to
accept this respomsibility would de-
pend, according to-the Council of the
League, partly-on the military meas-
ures necessary liberate the sofl
from the enemy, the financial consid-
?‘aﬂmd&ﬂw d¥intenance of the

Question of Finances.

Concerning finances, the Counecil de-
clared that it was disposed to ask its
members that measures be discussed
y whigch a collective guarantee
could be. assured for relieving the
mandatory State of financial liabilities
cofysequent on its acceptance of the
mahdate. The new State, it was safll,
would need credits to tide it over for
the first few years. As the League
Council does not meet agaifi before
i autumn, it will enter into communica-
tion ‘'with the Supreme Council to as-
eertain. what provisional financial ar-
rangements can be made to facilitate
a solution of the Armenian problem.

Prisoners in Sibenia.

Count BonidLongare, Italian Ambas-
sador to France, read a report on the
prisoners of war in Siberia. The Coun-
cil resolved to investigate the facts
of the situation and to study measures
which can be taken to expedite repat-
riation of the prisoners.

Needed ' Industry in New

Brunswick When Given
Legislative Sanction:

PARISH OF PERTH
TO BENEFIT

New Cémpany Expect to
Make Outlay of Fifteen
Millions on the New Project.

Fredericton, April 11—The Frasers
have sprung so many startling deals
in the lumber industry lately, that
people have become accustomed to the
magnitude of their transactions and
anything new from them, no matter
how great or extensive its scope, is
recelved as a “maitter of course,” pro-
position and causes but little comnmo-
tion in the industrial world. ;

A Dbiil, entitled “An Act to Inconpors
ate Fraser Paper Company, Limited,”
was introduced to the Legislature last
week, which embodies a project that
will doubtless prove the greatest yet
undertaken by the Frasers. The capi-
tal stock of the proposed company is
placed at $5,000,000, divided into
50,000 shares of one hundred dollars
each, but the company  shajl . have
power from time to time, to increase
their capital stock to the sum of
$10,000,000.

It' §s the purpose of the Fraser
Paper Company, Limited, if granted
authority by the Legislature, to estab-
lish a power plant at the Tobique
Narrow “to generate, manufacture,
use, develop, transmit, store and sell
electricity, electric, pneumatic hydro-
electric and other forms'of power, to
use, sell, and otherwise acquire and
dispose of, store, tramsmit éamd other-
wise deal dn and with hydraulic pow-
er, electric power, electric heat and
electnic light, for any and all com-
mencial 'n‘nd other lawful purposes,”

Paper Mills.

Along 'with -the power plant there
is to be established an industry that
will ‘mean much to New Brunswick,
that is a sulphite Pulp and paper mill.
The Fraser Paper Company will take
the raw material and manufacture it
into the finished product of newsprint.
For years pulp wood has been going
from the province to New England
States, the labor and markets of the
States benefitting thereby. The new
venture is purely a. New Brungwick
affair, and the mills are to be located
in the Parish of Perth. It is expdeted
one thousand hands will be required
to operate the plants, and & new town
fs sure to spring up. It fs est'mat
that the whole monetary outlay wi
be jn the vicinity of $15,000,000, and
New Brunswick reaps the benefit,

, Dublin, April 11.—(By The Associ-
ated Press)—The 104 Sinn Fein
prisoners who have been for six day®
on hunger strikes in Mount Joy
prison, gre so weak that their releases
hn.yg been sent for. Both the prison.
ers and the government seem deter-
mined nof to yield, and it is feared
that some deaths nay occur. Among
the serious cases are Alderman Me-
Cabe, Sinn Fein member for Sligo,
and Councillor Carolan, Sinn Fein
member of the Belfast corporation.
The handcuffs have been  released
from the hunger strikens and some of
the prisomens have been sent to the
hospital, but they still refuse to take
food so long as they are in custody.

The claims lodged with the Dublin
Corporation by Landlords and Govern-
ment officials, for compensation for
the fires last Sunday morning in tax
offices, total nearly $160,000. As fires
occurred in the tax offices of fifty
districts of Ireland, the total sum to
be refunded by the rate payers will
probably be eight times this amount.

A melee ensued in which knives and
stones were used. British soldiers ar-
rived quickly and calmed the trouble
but there were subsequent disturb-
ances as processions were passing
through the city’ narrow streets,
Jews being attacked whemever met.

The travellers bringing news of the
clashes say that the number of killeq
was not definitely known, but that
the casualties probably were evenly
divided.

The proclamation of martial law in
Jerusalem is beijeved to be the resuit
of a clah between Arabs and Jews
growing out of national feefing on
both sides and to religious animosi-
ties. The Jewish demand for the
creation of a Zionist State in Pales-
tine has been opposed strongly by
the Arabs, while the Jews see their
century old dream of a free home
land dispelled if the Arabian aspira-
tion for a united Syria under an Arab
prince i3 achieved.

Reports have been current here for
months that trouble was brewing be-
tween Jew and Arab in Pailestine be-
cause of these nationalist strivings,
while history is full of accounts of
clashes between Jews and Moslems
and Jews and Christians, and even
among the Christians themselves be-
cause of religious hatreds.

A despatch to the Exchange Tele-
graph in Lomdon from Alexandria on
last Tuesday indicated that trouble
had arnived in Palestine. All permits
for travellers to enter Palestine from
Egypt had been recalled, the despatch
said. Almost  simuitaneously the
Zionist Organization of America, with
officers here, gave out a statement
that “ the widely heralded anti-Zfon-
fst demonstration in Jerusalem on
February 28 by the Arab Ppopulation
of Palestine was a complete fiasco.
It was said that about seven hundred
Arab demonstrators presenter pro-
tests to the American, French and
BMalian rconsufates against handing
Palestine over to the Jews. This de-
monstration was staged by two Arab
Nationalist clubs, Hardi el Arebl and

Hamuntada al Hadi.
