The profitablé commercial poultry
farm of ‘the future must breed its stock
to good utility lines, planning for rapid
growth of the chicks as well as big egg
yield from the hens, and use the modern
methods that have been well worked out
in late years,

Farm ‘poultry needs to be housed in
buildings of moderate cost, simply con-
structed,  conveniént and -efficient.  The
square house, 20 by 20 feet, gives the
most floor space for the money expended,
It can hardly.be too low in height, pro-

vided it gives head room for the attend-|T

ant who . must eare for the poultry.
There needs to be some opening in front
to give the pure air that poultry requires
for vigorous health and good work. I
do not use as large wire covered open-
ings now as I did five years ago.

What 'you need to do is to provide
ventilation énough so the hens will not
be compelled to breathe any air that has
been breathed before. “When you get|
enough circulation of' air through the
house ' to plish ‘that you - have
reached ‘the limit. = Ventilation beyond
that point gains nothing and does cause
the loss of soine f:od whiclh is burned
up in the body to the ayers warm
in winter weather. 3

There is usually some ﬁela on the farm
where the poultry houses can be scat-
tered to -avoid ‘the hecessity of using
fences. If garden or orchard is near,
one must decide whether fo fence these
in or the hens out. On my own farm of
seventy acres I huve found it r‘:ie‘tb:x‘;

Honor Prompted Britain.

i “It was a question of honor,” declared

Sir George, “and 1 hope we have not
outlived the old idea that honor in the
man, the community and the nation is
yet the very salt of individual, corporate
and national life” (Loud applause.)
Great Britain’s very history bound her
fo hasten to the suppore of Belglum,and
without that history the very flower of
British civilization would be defaced.”

In this Great Britain was not merely
acting for herself. The whole future of
the empire, the dominions and the na-
tions who were her wards was bound up
in her detérmination to fight for the
rights of the weaker, and protect Bel-
gium from the ravaging of the German
-armies.

Had Britain staycd out of the war,
France would have been overrun, her
coast invaded by the German fleet, and
Germany ‘wonld have secured ports at
Great Britain’s very front door, from
which to attack her, and France’s colo-
nial possessions to use as fortified bases
against British power and commerce, It
woiild have been suicidal for Britain to
have stayed out of teh war, and given all
this into the hands of Germany, “who
is our mottal enemy, and our only one.”

Sir George Foster’s last question was,
“Can Germany win?” He did not need
to answer this, as"it was greeted with a
roar of “No” from all parts of the room,
and loud cheers greeted the veteran ora-
tor as he resumed his-seat.

DEAD AT JGE
OO HUBDAED YES

Mrs. *Azﬁ;ie ! McDougaIl a Wonder-
ful Woman—Vigorous Uutil a Few
Weeks Ago. N s

s

Friday, Jan. 29.
After more than a century of life,
Mrs., Annie Taylor McDougall died at
the home of C. Fraser MacTavish,
208 Charlotte street, yesterday morn-
ing. She celebrated her i00ta birthday

on October 21 last, and on that day re-
ceived about eighty of her friends and
was in excellent spirits. About two
weeks later she fell ill, but rallied again
for a time, During the last month or
more, however, she sufféred a great deal.
Until she had attained the age of ninety-
nine years Mrs. MecDougall ,was quite
able to take care of herself and it was
only within the last year of aer life
that it became necessary for her devoted
daughter to attend to her daily wants.

M. McDougall possessed a remark-
able memory, and was able to recount
very interesting incidents in' the life of
St. John, which; except In aer own case,
had long since passed from living me-
mory. At the time of her last birthday
The Times printed the following sketca,
which will now be read with a sa.d but
a deepened interest.

“M1s. McDougall was born in Wick-
ham, Queens county, on' October 22,
1814, and was the eldest daughter of
Mr. and” Mrs, Andrew Watson of -that
place. “Her father was a direct descend-
ant of Loyalist settlers. On his side the
family has perhaps established a record
“for longevity. Mrs. McDougall’s grand-
fataer lived to be but a few months
short of the century mark, while her
father wag/ninety-three and her mother
eighty-five years of age. She has often
expressed the desire to live to see her
hundredth  birthday and only a few
hours now arate ‘aer from the real-
igation of her desire.

“On May 18, 1844, Mrs. McDouga.ll—-
then Miss Watson—was married in the
Germain street Baptist church, this city,
and with her husband went to live at
Wickham. After residing'there for six
years, thev ‘moved to Port Hope, Ont.,
where taey spent three years, returning
to Wickham and from there they came
to St. John forty-six years ago. They
had four. children, Norman, who died
in hig sixteenth year; Mrs. Annie’ Dun-
hdm, the only one surviving, who has
cared for her mother 'aere.during her
declining years; Murs, Jessie Hall, who
was well known in the city through her
activities” In the Associated Charities,
and who died about three years ago, and
(one who died in infancy in Port Hope

“Mrs. McDougall, Jn recalling old
ties in the city, spoke of the section
known as York Point being in the early
days the principal residential portion of
tae town. She remembers the time that
communication between St. John and the
town. of Portland was possible only by
‘means of a boat. This means of trans-
portation was folowed by the building
of a bridge and it in turn gave way to
the ‘establishment of & roadway. She
spoke of the old mills that were situated
at this point, later giving Mill stret its
name. - She also spoke interestingly of
the old water wells in the King Square
and is-able to point out the ldeation of
them. She is remarkably active for a
woman of her age and is able to mpve
about her room’ wita the aid of a chair
without a great deal of difficulty.

“Mrs. Dunham said that her mother
was wonderfully strong in the arms and
had never known what it was to have
a paln in her back. ‘Up.to about a year
ago,” she said, ‘she was able to sit up
straight in aeér chair at all times and
never once was she séen_to rest her el-
bows on her knees. That her back is |
straight and strong she attributes to the |
fact that while she was a girl she row- |
ed a great deal and even dnﬁng her six~

Vessels So Purchased by the United States Will
‘Be' Treated as Enemy Craft—‘‘Good Faith”
Rule Held Not Sufficient— Britain, France and

Russia Make Issue of

Motive for Transfer.

Washington; Jan. 20—It may be stat-
ed ‘with positiveness that if the United
States purchases interned German and
Austrian ships under the provisions of
the pending ship purchase bill it will be-
come involved with the Governments of
Great Britain, France and Russia in a
controversy vastly more serious than any

that has confronted this nation in many

years.

Although the administration is refus-
'ing to disclose just what it intends to
do if it suceeeds in having the ship pur-
chase bill passed, there is no mystery at
all ‘about what the allied governments
in the European war will do in'case the
proposed government owned corpora-
tion buys and puts into trade with Ger-
many and Austria vessels now owned
by their enemies, Positive and authori-
tative statements that these vessels un-
der such 'circumstances will be treated
as énemy vessels are now obtainable in
Washington and leave not the slightest
doubt as to where the allied govern-
ments stand on the issue.

s Petrograd, Jan. 81—The Russian gen-
eral ‘staff today gave oue the following
| statement s

“In’ the region of the forests north
of Pilkalen and Gumbinnen (East Prus-
sid) the battles continue,” Here in the
region of the village of Lebegalen, we
repulsed: ‘the Germans by a counter-
attack ‘with -bayonets.

“On the left bank of the Vistula, at
the approaches to- Borjimow, the Ger-
mans during the night of Jan. 29 and
the next day repeated their attacks upon
our - positions, ‘but were everywhere
thrown bacnward with great losses, ex-
cept ‘at one trénch, which' remained in
the hands of the ememy. In the region
of the vﬂlugu of Jidemitze, two German
attempts to take the offemsive during
the day of the 29th failed.

“On ‘the Carpathian front, in the pass-
es of Dukla and Vyszokw, the fighting is
gradually assuming the character of a
general battle.
