Makesin 
disgusting and virtue admirable. Believe good 
rather than evil. While you show up the 
hypocrisies of the Church, show up the 
stupendous hypocrisies outside the Church. Be 
not, as some of you are, the mere echoes of public opinion; make public opinion. Let the 
great roll on which you write with a man's pen 
be a message of light and liberty and kindness, 
and an awakening or moral power.

After lighting the match 
he set fire to a piece of paper, which fell on 
the baby. The feather pillow on which the 
baby sat took fire and smouldered.

CHRISTIAN PATRIOTISM.
Henry W. Grady stood for Christian patriotism 
irrespective of political spoils. He declined all 
official reward. He could have been governor of Georgia, but refused it. He could have been 
senator of the United States, but declined it. 
He demonstrated that it is possible to toil for 
principles which he thought to be right, 
simply because they were right. Mr. Grady 
stood for the new south. The bravest speech made for the last quarter of a century was that 
made by Mr. Grady at the New England dinner 
in New Y ork about two or three yearsago. His 
speech was a victory that thrilled all of us 
who heard him and all who read him. That 
speech, great for wisdom, great for kindness, 
great for pacification, great for bravery, will 
go down to the generations with Webster’s 
speech at Bunker Hill, William Wirt’s speech 
at the arraignment of Aaron Burr, Edmund 
Burke’s speech on Warren Hastings Robert 
Emmet S speech for his own vindication.

Senator McInnes, of British Columbia, 

is a bit of a wit, which probably accounts 
for his placing the annexed motion on the 
paper of the Dominion Senate:

Whereas, the Gaelic language is the mother 
tongue of and is daily used by a large num- 
ber of her Majesty’s subjects in Canada, there- 
fore the Gaelic language may be used by any 
person in the debates of the Senate and House 
of Commons of Canada, and shall be used in 
the respective records and journals of those 
Houses, and may be used by any person or in 
any proceeding or process in or issuing from 
any court established or acting under legisla­
tive authority of the Parliament of Canada.

There is really no probability of such a 
motion passing. The Highlander who 
speaks Gaelic almost invariably understands 
English. It is certain that those of the 
race who reach the House of Commons or 
the Senate can speak English and write it, 
too, with as great ease as they could speak 
or write the language of the Garden of 
Eden, which we are told the Gaelic was. 
Thus it cannot be said that the gentlemen 
from the Highlands suffer the slightest in­
convenience through being deprived of the 
opportunity to give free utterance to their 
beautiful language. There is indeed no 
proscription of the Gaelic or any other 
language in Canada, so far as the speaking 
is concerned, and we recollect a memorable 
occasion on which the Ontario Legislature 
was treated to a series of oratorical dis­
plays in various languages— M.P.Ps. of 
Gaelic, German and French origin vieing 
with each other in showing how 
much, or how little, they knew 
of the tongue of their forefathers. It was 
an odd exhibition, but it has not been re­
peated. It is not hard to discover why. 
The mixture of languages was regarded as a 
good joke. But suppose the confusion of 
tongues had been turned to account in a 
serious debate—in a discussion which the 
participants deemed proper should be heard 
and understood by as many people as pos- 
sible—would the Gaelic gentlemen or the 
M.P.Ps. of French and German origin have 
talked as they did? Assuredly not. They 
would have spoken in English, which, after 
all, is used by the overwhelming majority 
of the people of North America, and bids 
fair to be more so as the population in­
creases. The fact is that the use of one or 
more languages in a country is, as Hon. D. 
Mills pointed out in his admirable 
address in the Commons, largely 
a matter governed by the convenience of 
the people or peoples affected, and rightly 
so. And it is no disparagement to citizens 
of either Gaelic, German, French, Italian, 
Scandinavian, or any other origin that 
they and their language are in the minority 
here, and that the language spoken by over 
100,000,000 of the human race takes pre­
cedence, and is likely to keep it. It is for 
the convenience of the people that it should 
be so, but it is as unjust as it is imprudent 
for a politician to advocate that any of the 
tongues represented in the Canadian body 
politic should be deemed illegal, and 
should be suppressed. A crusade of that 
kind can but strengthen the love of our 
fellow-citizens for their mother tongue, 
and cause unnecessary race squabbles that 
will be decidedly hurtful to Canadian 
nationality, which every patriot, no matter 
his origin, is bound to protect.

the French members and their constituents 
but bear this in mind the soreness produped 
by Mr. McCarthy's ill-advised bill and in­
temperate language will not survive many 
days. The vast majority of the people of 
Ontario, Liberals and Conservatives, have 
no sympathy with Mr. McCarthy or Mr. 
Charlton in their crusade against the 
French language; and if our French com­
patriots will look at the matter in this 
light, instead of taking what is said against 
them by three or four men so much to 
heart, we need not yet despair of a Cana­
dian nationality.

As had been foreshadowed by our 
Ottawa correspondent, the compromise 
amendment offered by Sir John Thompson 
has been adopted. It practically concedes 
the Liberal principle laid down by Hon. 
David Mills and others, who argued in 
favor of the matter of the use of French as 
an official language being settled by the 
Northwest people themselves, as soon as 
the Territories have responsible govern- 
ment. As they have to pay the expense 
of the printing required by the dual 
system, it seems proper that they should 
be empowered with the right to cut off the 
expense whep they see fit. We believe the 
majority will have too much sense to treat 
the minority harshly.
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THE new bridge over the Forth, which 
will be formally opened by the Prince of 
Wales next week has cost over £3,500,000. 
No sum that is expended to save time 
seems to be too large in these days of hurry.

London Curlers 
at StraLORD WOLSELEY SNUBBED.

Lord Wolseley, the first general in the 
British army, has got himself into hot 
water over a recent article which he wrote 
for Harper’s Magazine, in which he made 
some severe criticisms regarding the force 
with which he is connected. The question 
was brought up in the House of Commons, 
the other evening, and it was argued that 
the writing of the article was an infraction 
of the army regulations, but Right Hon. 
Edward Stanhope, Secretary of State for 
War, argued that it was not. Neverthe­
less, he added, the Government considered 
that members of the general staff were 
bound to abstain from discussing matters 
having relation to that department, and 
had some communication with Gen. Wolse­
ley on the subject. The Government was 
satisfied that Gen. Wolseley had no inten­
tion to infringe upon the army regulations, 
and that such a thing would not happen 
again. This explanation points to the con­
clusion that Lord Wolseley’s superiors 
have practically found him not guilty, and 
have told him that he must not repeat the 
offense ! It is probable that more will be 
heard of the Adjutant-General’s article, as 
it has given mortal offense to some of his 
subordinates. Lord Wolseley described a

“Bob” INGERSOLL, the atheist, 
wants the taxes taken off tobacco and other 
luxuries, because he says the poor man will 
benefit by the change. Ingersoll is a pro- 
tectionist, and it comes natural to him to 
conclude that taxes should be kept on the 
necessaries of life, but the process of 
reasoning by which he arrives at the con­
clusion that cheap tobacco would be of 
more benefit to a workingman and his fam­
ily than cheap blankets, cheap hats, and 
cheap boots must be very crooked. The 
atheist orator’s opinion regarding taxation 
seem to be as poorly founded as his carping 
objections to the Christian religion.

IT is expected that the United StatesHouse 
of Representatives will this afternoon decide 
on a site for the World’s Fair of 1892, to 
commemorate the 400th anniversary of the 

discovery of the continent by Christopher 
Columbus. St. Louis and Chicago have 
done not a little to boom their respective 
localities as the best in which to hold the 
exhibition. They have each kept an agent 
at Washington ever since Congress opened, 
and they have distributed much literature 
of a “booming” character. But while they 
have been doing this New York city has 
been raising the funds, setting apart valu­
able grounds for a site, and making every 
arrangement for the celebration. The 
people have taken it for granted that they 
hold the key to the situation, and we 
believe they do. New York will come out 
ahead, or indications mean nothing.

DOMINIE COCKBURN.

/ ronto in the House of Commons, Mr. George 
R. R. Cockburn, undertakes to enlighten 
the Government of this Province on its 
duties respecting the University. “I beg 
to draw attention to the fact, Mr. Cock- 
burn writes from Ottawa, "that it is the 
duty of the Ontario Government to restore 
the building to the condition in which it 
was before the fire.” Is it possible that Mr. 
Cockburn believed that nobody else knew 
that much but himself? Is the instinct of 
the dominie so persistent in him that he 
cannot conceive of the members of the On­
tario Government knowing anything, sav­
ing as they may be instructed by himself or 
other dominies like himself? His letter is 
impertinent, not less in its manner than in 
its matter, and had he possessed bis soul in 
patience for another twelve hours he would 
have seen that at the very earliest oppor­
tunity the Government made known its in­
tention to the Legislature to restore the 
University to the condition to which it was 
before the fire. Mr. Cockburn will find 
that all the advice he can spare is needed 
for the guidance of his leader and other 
political friends at Ottawa.

FOR AND AGAINST.

THE CENSUS.
Severe penalties are imposed on the 

census enumerators of the United States 
who make a false return of a name in their 
lists. They incur liability to a fine of $3,- 
000 and imprisonment for three years if 
they thus falsify the record. Householders 
are subject to a similar penalty if they re­
fuse to give accurate information. The 
enumeration will begin the first day of 
June, to be completed in the cities in 
15 days and in 30 days in country places.

If penalties had been enforced for 
inefficient work in the last Dominion 
census, the legal treasury would have been 
a great gainer. It is a notorious fact that 
the Tory M. P.’s who had the selection of 
enumerators in some municipalities ap­
pointed perfect sticks of men, who 
made a complete bungle of their work. In 
some places whole blocks were omitted 
from the list, the easy-going enumerator 
leaving off at a grocery, and skipping 50 or 
60 families before he resumed his work. 
We trust that there will be no such 
scandalous system or lack of system pur­
sued in the enumeration to be made in 
Canada next year. If Tory ward politicians 
of uncertain habits have to be given jobs, 
let them be selected for less responsible 
work than that called for by the census. 
We trust, too, that the British system of 
taking the census will be adopted in 1891. 
The instruction given by the Dominion 
authorities to the enumerators in 1881 
was to take into account not only 
every person living in Canada at the 
time of visitation, but all who were tempor­
arily absent from the country. It is a no­
torious fact that this instruction was pretty 
liberally interpreted by many of the 
enumerators, and it is believed that in some 
parts of the country the population was un­
duly swelled by the assumption that mem­
bers of families working in the States, who 
bad been domiciled there for years, were 
only “temporarily absent,” because at some 
period they might be expected to return. 
The British way, to our mind, is the better 
way. It simply provides for the enumera­
tion of every person domiciled in the 
country on the occasion of the 
enumeration. Some may be absent tempor­
arily, but it is taken for granted that those 
sojourning in the country for a time about 
balances the absentees.

As we have shown, the method of taking 
the census in 1881 was very defective, and 
we trust that Parliament, when it is called 
on during the present session to make ar­
rangements for the enumeration of 1891, 
will take care to avoid the mistakes then 
made. The census costs a good deal of 
money, but it can only be useful if it is 
properly taken, and the facts compiled can 
be relied on.

Shocking Occurrence in Lon- 
don South.

Mrs. Nancy Martin Poisoned by Carbolic 
Acid.

London seems to have become a center for 
tragic occurrences. Scarcely had the horrible 
murder of Mrs. Henry Smith been discussed 
when the disappearance and death of Squire 
Sifton agitated the public. Yesterday an­
other tragic occurrence took place this 
time in London South—the victim being Mrs. 
Nancy Martin, an old lady residing in 
Johnston’s lane, near the railway, with her 
married son Henry. At about 11 a.m. Dr. 
Fraser was summoned to the house and 
found Mrs. Martin in a dying condition. 
Every effort was made to save her life, but 
without avail, and the unfortunate woman 
Buccumbed at about 3 p.m.

The daughter-in-law’s story is that she 
was in the kitchen when she heard Mrs 
Martin say, “I’m poisoned." The young 
woman rushed in and a doctor was sent for 
at once. Dr. Fraser examined the bottle, 
which contained some of the fluid, and he 
says that the deceased must have taken 
about an ounce, and that death was in- 
evitable.

Dr. Smith, the coroner, was notified of 
the occurrence and will probably hold an 
inquest. It is thought that the poison was 
taken accidentally, as at breakfast deceased 
was in good spirits and reading the papers. 
The son and his wife are in terrible distress 
about the sad event. The deceased was 
married twice, and had two sons by the 
first husband. She was known among the 
neighbors as “Peggy Martin,” and was a 
general domestic servant.

A Man Murders His Mother-In-Law, 

Wife and Two Children The Blen­
heim Mystery Unraveled. R.CROSSING CASUALTIES.

Fatal Ascidents at Leamington, Kings- 
ton and Cobourg.Lachevrotiere, Que., Feb. 24.—Yester­

day about 11 o’clock at St. Albans a man 
named Rudolphe Dubois murdered Mrs. 
Olimphe Thibault, aged 67 years (his 
mother-in-law), Mrs. Mary Zeepher Du­
bois, aged 34 (his wife), Joseph Rudolphe 
Dubois, aged 4 years, and George Dubois, 
aged 4 months (his two children), witli an 
axe in the most atrocious manner.

A MURDERER ARRESTED.
QUEBEC, Feb. 24. —Dubois, who sobrutal- 

ly butchered his mother-in-law, wife and 
two children at St. Albans on Sunday, was 
arrested late last night in a wood by a man 
named Naud, and is held in custody 
until the arrival of the Provincial 
police. The opinion of the people of 
St. Alban is that Dubois was jealous of his 
wife, who, however, gave him no cause for 
suspicion and enjoyed a good rep­
utation in the county of Portneuf; but 
Dubois, the murderer, was considered 
a dangerous character and has several 
times acted unmanly towards his wife, ill- 
treating her. He had also a grudge against 
the mother-in-law, whom he accused of con­
niving clandestinely to his prejudice.

MURDERED IN BRANT COUNTY.
PRINCETON, Ont., Feb. 24.—At the post 

mortem examination of the man found dead 
near here, two bullets, one having entered 
from the nape of the neck and the other 
from behind the left ear, were found in his 
brain. In his mouth was a gold plate, with 
two teeth on the right and one on the left 
upper side. On his finger was an 18 karat 
gold ring with a blood stone in it. There is 
no doubt but he has been murdered. The 
inquest will be resumed to-day.

THE MORDER OF HANNAH COLE.
BELLEVILLE, Ont., Feb. 24.—At the 

coroner’s inquest to inquire into the death 
of Hannah Cole, the following verdict was 
unanimously agreed to: That said Hannali 
Cole came to her death by exposure and 
violence, said violence having been in­
flicted by one Wm. Arnott.

LONDON, ONT.
LEAMINGTON, Ont., Feb. 24.—While 

Archie Patterson, jun., was walking on the 
track of the Michigan Central Railroad, at 
this station, Saturday morning, he was run 
over by an engine and instantly killed. 
The engine was backing through the yard 
at the time, and Patterson was not ob­
served.

A TRACKMAN KILLED.
KINGSTON, Ont., Feb. 24.—A Grand 

Trunk Railway train struck and killed Geo. 
Forsyth, one of the trackmen, who was 
walking over bis section near Ballantyne 
Station. Forsyth had been in [the employ 
of the Grand Trunk about seven years.

KILLED ON THE GRAND TRUNK RAILWAY.
COBOURG, Ont., Feb. 22.—At about 9:30 

Friday night Daniel Herald was frightfully 
mangled and instantly killed by a west- 
bound freight train, 500 yards east of the 
Grand Trunk station here. Mr. Herald was 
60 years old and a resident of Gore’s Land­
ing, where he carried on an extensive 
canoe-building business. The deceased 
leaves a grown-up family to mourn his un­
timely end.

Powderly Scores the Coal Barons.

LONDON SOUTH.
PITTSTON, Pa., Feb. 24.—The Lehigh val­

ley Coal Company has suspended work in 
all its colleries, and hundreds of poor peo­
ple are now wholly without means of earn­
ing a living. Out of twenty of the Penn­
sylvania Coal Company’s colleries only three 
or four have been in operation during 
the past three months, and then only 
a fews days each month. Hundreds of 
people are in actual want, and thousands 
of idle miners crowd the street daily. The 
employes of the smaller companies are the 
greatest sufferers. When at work they 
were forced to deal in the company’s stores. 
These stores are now closed and the unem­
ployed have no other alternative than to 
throw themselves on the poor authorities, 
who arc taxed to the utmost to feed the 
hungry.

POWDERLY SCORES TUE COAL BARONS.
WILKFSBARRE, Pa., Feb. 24.—General 

Master Workman Powderly delivered a lec­
ture here last week before a largo meeting 
of laboring men. His remarks were particu­
larly pointed at the coal producing com­
panies for tilling their mines with men for 
only a few days’ work each month, while 
thousands of poor people are famishing.

A Winnipeg telegram gives the following 
in regard to the death of Rev. Enos Lang­
ford, a cousin of Rev. A. Langford, of 
London South: “Rev. Enos Langford, 
pastor of the McDougall Methodist Church, 
of this city, died yesterday of typhoid 
fever, brought on by la grippe. Deceased 
was 40 years of age. He came to Manitoba 
eleven years ago and performed missionary 
work on behalf of the Methodist Church at 
Norway House and other points on the 
shores of Lake Winnipeg, where lie was 
known and beloved by hundreds of In­
dians.” Rev. Mr. Langford, of London 
South, a cousin of deceased, received the 
news on Saturday and referred to the sad 
event in touching terms in his sermon yes­
terday. Deceased was a resident of this 
city for a number of years, his parents 
being among the early settlers of this part 
of Ontario. He was ordained to the 
ministry of the Methodist Church in 1875, 
and became a member of the Toronto Con- 
ference, remaining there until a call for 
volunteers to go to the great Northwest 
was issued. He leaves a wife and an adopt­
ed child to mourn his loss.

At a public meeting held in Trebilcock’s 
Hall, London South, Saturday night, Mr. 
Wall was elected chairman, and the follow­
ing were appointed delegates to wait upon 
the Private Bills Committee of the Local 
Legislature to oppose the Amalgamation

ROCHESTER, Feb. 24.—The little village 
of Alexander, near this city, is in excite-Finance Notes.

The total amount of Dominion notes in circu­
lation on Jan. 31 was $15,105,084, an increase of 
$19,427 for the month.

The output of anthracite coal from Jan. 1 to 
Feb. 8 was 2,894,819 tons, a decrease of 366,938 
tons for the same time last year.

A New York dispatch says the small reserves 
of the New York banks, with a surplus of only 
$3,700,000, leave the money market in a some- 
what critical position. It would be an easy 
matter for the bears on stocks to lock up this 
surplus, and rates could be manipulated to the 
high figures that ruled at the beginning of the 
year.

Business on the London Stock Exchange still 
shows little indication of a revival. American 
railroad securities were dull during the week, 
closing weak yesterday under the unfavorable 
associated bank return, combined with un- 
settled rate questions. Business on the Paris 
Bourse was inactive and prices closed heavy. 
Dullness prevailed on the Berlin Boerse.

It is said that the whole of the Havemeyers’ 
$17,0.0,000 Sugar Trust certificates were sold 
out last summer from $100 to $125 per share, 
and they did not begin buying them back until 
a few days ago. The movement and the selling 
were managed by James R. Keene, and assum- 
ing that they have regained the entire $17,- 
000,000 it would seem that ho has made for them 
a profit of something like $2,000,000.
