Ottawa, May 23.—It is the present intention of the leaders In Parlia­

ment to prorogue the session by Friday or Saturday next. The carry­
ing out of that intention is contingent upon the dropping of a consider- 
able amount of legislation now on the order paper. This Includes the 

extensive amendments to the criminal code, the amendments to the peni­

tentiaries act, the copyright bill, which is a complicated and contentious 

- measure, the amendments to the civil service act, and other more or 

less important items of legislation.
The civil service bill, which undertakes to restore the principle of 

patronage in connection with the appointment of manual laborers, rural 

postmasters and technical and professional employees, and which was 

handed over to a select committee, is a highly controversial measure.
SUPPLEMENTARY ESTIMATES.

Second reading of the bill in the first place was opposed by the 

Opposition, who took the ground that it was a bald and shameless at­

tempt to return to the old form of party patronage in the civil service. 

The report of a special committee is signed only by the chairman, and 

there can be no minority report to the Commons. But it is understood 

that when the report comes up in the House several members of the com­
mittee, possibly including Messrs. Ethier, Kennedy, Johnston and Euler, 

will make it clear that they are not parties to it, and do not agree with 

the recommendations set forth.

Supplemenary estimates are still to be brought down. It is not, how­

ever, anticipated that they will be contentious. The main estimates pro­

vided for just about as much, if not more, expenditures than the Gov­

ernment can raise money to meet.

The session has been notable more for its divisions, indicating the 

points of cleavage between the parties on matters of broad policy than 

for the legislation which it has produced,

"The Economic Effect of the War on 
Women" was the subject of a vastly in­
teresting paper given on Saturday even­
ing by Miss Hazel Tanner at the last 
meeting of the University Women’s 
Club for this season, held at the home 
of Mrs. Shanks, Talbot street. The 
speaker pointed out how the war had 
opened up all the important fields of 
industry to women, and as a result, 
government legislation re proper sani­
tation, working hours, safety and 
health, etc., had followed. Before the 
war woman labor was plentiful and 
cheap, without organization and without 
unity. The war had brought organiza­
tion, with admittance into many trade 
unions which had before not admitted 
women to their membership.

There were five general departments 
into which labor might be classified— 
management, supervision, scientific 
work, process work and laboring. Dur­
ing the war there had been less substi­
tution of women labor in positions of 
management than in any other division, 
due to lack of training on the part of 
women for this line of work. The same 
drawback was found in connection 
with women as supervisors. They had 
not been trained. However, in cases 
where it was necessary to make use of 
them and they were given time for a 
certain amount of training, it was found 
that woman labor worked better under 
women supervisors, and they will un­
doubtedly be kept in such positions now 
that the war is over.

For scientific work, such as the mak­
ing of delicate instruments, etc., it was 
found that women were particularly 
adapted, and will continue to hold such 
positions. In process work in factories, 
positions were more or less open to 
women, and laboring indoors and out 
offered a big field to women labor. The 
two lines of work for which women 
were in the most demand at the present 
time were domestic service and work in 
laundries, both of which lines of work 
women hesitated to enter on account of 
the poor conditions offered.

The speaker thought that the war had 
developed women’s personality. They 
have come to value themselves as in- 
dividuals and are more critical of the 
conditions under which they must work. 
They have taken a broader view of 
things, have a more corporate feeling, 
are less personal in their attitude. The 
physical effect of the war on women 
could not be judged for several years, 
but undoubtedly it was bad. The war, 
however, brought into the public eye the 
importance of home life. The fact that 
women left their homes and children 
to enter factories during war time 
showed up how much the home could 
suffer from lack of proper care. The 
result was a national feeling that the 
home should be preserved, if possible, 
and most probably the passing of the 
mothers' pension act was an indirect re­
sult of the war.

At the close of the meeting refresh­
ments were served. Next year the club 
will study "Contemporary Novelists."

GERMANS MAY
BE PLANNING TO
RETAKE SILESIA

London. May 23.—Germans on Satur­
day drove the Polish insurgents in 
Silesia back toward Gross Strelitz for 
a distance of five miles, says a dis- 
patch to the London Times from Oppeln. 
The Times correspondent declares there 
is every sign that the Germans have the 
resources of the regular army at their 
disposal.

The Germans have been concentrating 
‘forces and making preparations for the 
past fortnight, and indications point to 
a determined effort on their part to 
recover possession of Upper Silesia from 
the Poles.

The movement is regarded by the 
Times correspondent as far more serious 
than a mere reaction of the German 
population against the Insurgents. He 
asserts that the inter-allied commission 
was unable to prevent the outbreak of 
fighting, and is now just as powerless 
to intervene.

The Polish insurgents, according to 
the dispatch, have been steadily con- 
solidating their position and extending 
their control over the Industrial dis­
trict of Silesia. They are reported to 
have succeeded in starting work again 
In mines, foundries and factories, and 
are now squeezing the allied authorities 
out of the towns they still occupy, in 
order to complete their hold on the 
railway between Kattowitz and Glewitz,

Washington, May 21. — Investigation 
by Secretary of War Weeks has shown 
a startling condition with regard to the 
assignment of patents for war devices 
to the Krupps, German munition mak­
ers, in view of the fact that Germany 
is supposed to be disarming, it was an­
nounced late Friday afternoon.

German citizens have secured 228 pa­
tents in the United States, many of 
which protect war devices, and a ma­
jority of which have been assigned to 
Frederick Krupp, it was stated. A large 
number of other patents, relating to 
areoplane parts and war munitions, 
have also been assigned to German 
firms.

Secretary of War Weeks intends tak­
ing steps to protect American indus­
tries, through legislation, it is said.

Chicago, May 21.—Any reform, to be 
effective, should begin at the bottom 
and work up. The Zion City elders rea­
lize this now to their dismay. Some time 
ago they framed an ordinance prohibit­
ing the appearance in public of any adult 
woman who did not completely conceal 
her neck and arms.

BANQUETTED AT OTTAWA

Distinguish Visitor Guest of 
Empire Parliamentary As­

sociation, Canadian 
Branch.

VFREDOTTAWA, May 22.—(By Canadian 
Press.—The advantage to the different 
nations within the Britsh Empire of 
continued Interchange of views between 
the statesmen of those nations, and the 
importance of developing the best with- 
in the empire for the good of the 
world, was stressed in the address of 
Rt. Hon. J. W. Lowther, former speaker 
of the English House of Commons, to 
members of the Commons and Senate of 
Canada, at a dinner given in his honor 
by the Canadian branch of the Empire 
Parliamentary Association. A clearing 
house, whereby members of the various 
parliaments within the empire could 
secure an interchange of views and 
Ideas for the betterment of empire con­
ditions was also commended by Hon. Mr. 
Lowther and the Canadian parlia­
mentarians who spoke.

Brought Many Changes.
The war, said Hon. Mr. Lowther, had 

brought about changes within the em­
pire. It had brought to various do­
minions the status of nations, signing 
the treaty of Versailles and the League 
of Nations separately, and giving separ­
ate ratification to these.

The empire now had six votes in the 
League of Nations. This in itself was 
an evidence of its importance in world 
affairs. The question was whether 
these six votes were all to be cast the 
same way on questions which arose, or 
whether the world would be treated to 
the spectacle of the nations forming the 
British Empire being unable to agree 
among themselves on questions coming 
up in the league.

Constitutional Links.
The constitutional links which bound 

the Empire together were the crown, the 
privy council as the final court of ap­
peal, and the occasional conferences of 
the prime ministers from the different 
parts of the Empire. These were the 
only constitutional links. There were 
also the community of interest to hold 
the Empire together and the same ideas 
of self-government, justice and liberty. 
There had been old ideas of an imperial 
federation and an imperial parliament, 
but these were not practicable. The 
United Kingdom electors would not be 
satisfied to let the dominions control 
policies nor would the people of the 
dominions be satisfied to have their 
affairs directed by such a parliament. 
Disaster would follow such an experi­
ment.

Urges United Action.
By nited action, however, the Empire 

could carry much greater weight in 
world affairs than by acting separately. 
Hon. Mr. Lowther said he believed there 
had been in some dominions a fear of 
“Downing Street” control. That was 
wholly a mistaken -idea. Before the war 
there had been need of an establishment 
which would deal with Empire crisis.

There had been much talk, but no 
action. Then the war had brought 
about the calling in of the Dominion 
premiers and the formation of an Im­
perial war cabinet. The deliberations 
of that body had resulted in unified 
action toward the winning of the war 
by all parts of the empire. Hon. Mr. 
Lowther thought that same idea could 
be carried forward now, with the name 
changed to imperial peace cabinet. 
Such a body could deal intelligently 
with problems as they arose and in 
the interests of the whole empire.

Dominions Must Act.
Hon. Mr. Lowther also suggested that 

it might be possible for the Dominions 
to have a member of their cabinets in 
London, who could be called into the 
meetings of the cabinet of Great Brit­
ain. In the case of Canada it might 
be arranged by giving the Canadian 
high commissioner wider powers. The 
solution, he said, must come from the 
Dominions themselves.

Other speakers included: Hon. E. N. 
Rhodes, Speaker of the Canadian House 
of Commons; Right Hon. Arthur 
Meighen, prime minister; Sir Robert 
Borden; Hon. Mackenzie King, Opposi­
tion leader; Hon. T. A. Crerar, Progres­
sive leader; Senator N. A. Belcourt, 
Slir George Foster and Hon. W. S. 
Fielding.

With the amendments indicated, the 
sales tax resolution was then carried 
and a bill in conformity therewith in­
troduced and given first reading. A 
resolution was passed making permis­
sible the sale, importation and manu­
facture of oleomargarine without any 
time limit being fixed.

Taxed On Flax.
Tn presenting the case of the manu­

facturers of binder twine, John Harold 
(Brant) said they had to pay a sales 
tax of 2% per cent on their flax fibre 
and 3 per cent on their sales of the 
finished article. On the other 
hand, United States manufacturers got 
off with the sales tax of 4 per cent on 
importation. So the Canadian manu- 
facturers were handicapped to the ex­
tent of 1% per cent. This view was 
supported by W. F. Cockshutt (Brant­
ford), upon which Isaac Pedlow (South 
Renfrew) remarked that all that was 
necessary to make a success of manu­
facturing In Canada was good manage­
ment and free materials.

J. E. Armstrong (East Lambton) ad­
vocated putting a sales tax on the raw 
materials used in the manufacture of 
oleomargarine. He was strongly sup­
ported by Donald Sutherland (South 
Oxford). He did not object to the 
manufacture of margarine; what he 
objected to was allowing manufacturers 
to adulterate butter. He believed there 
should be a duty on inferior raw ma­
terials which were used for this pur­
pose, and objected to the paying of re­
bates of $138,000 to two manufacturers 
in Toronto who were engaged in this 
business.

Quotes Statistics.
Mr. Sutherland quoted statistics in 

: regard to quantities of butter, cheese, 
2 condensed milk and oleomargarine im­

ported Into Canada from the United 
States. There was, he said, a lot of 
this kind of “stuff” being dumped into 

_ this country. The result was that dur­
ing the month of March the price of 
butter had broken 25 cents a pound.

TOKIO. May 22.—Japan is to evacu­
ate Siberia and restore Shantung to 
China “at the earliest possible mo­
ment," according to a statement by an 
official of the foreign office following 
adjournment today of the colonial con­
ference which has been in session here 
for the last week. This, he declared, 
meant that there would be “no change 
In Japan's fundamental policy" in the 
Far East.

The Government has decided not to 
publish any of the conclusions reached 
by the conference for the present.

The impression prevails in Tokio. 
that Japan has actually inaugurated 
negotiations with the Chinese Govern­
ment. though for the moment there is a 
question as to the recognition of that 
Government, meanwhile, the leading 
Japanese newspapers insist that Japan 
will withdraw her troops from the Shan­
tung railroad to Tsing Tau without 
awaiting China s acceptance of Japan's 
standing offer to open restoration nego­
tiations.

That is as to whether the 
British North America act, which pro­
vides that goods which are the product, 
natural or manufactured of any one 
province, shall have free entry into 
any other, has been violated by the 
putting into effect of the plebiscites in 
question.

If the proclamation is declared valid 
the larger question may have to be 
passed upon, in which case the whole 
question may go to the privy council 
for final adjudication.

Should the proclamation be declared 
invalid by the supreme court there 
is varied legal opinion as to what will 
happen. It is held by some that another 
plebiscite could not be held for three 
years, in which case the provinces in 
question would have to go back for 
that period to conditions whereby im-:

FOR DULL SUMMER
THORNDALE, May 21.—The project 

of a co-operative dairy for Thorndale 
received a considerable impetus when 
a large number of farmers from the 
district were addressed by Dairy Com* 
missioner Ruddick of Ottawa, and F. 
H. Stonehouse of Toronto, president of 
the National Dairy Council, at a meet­
ing here.

Mr. Ruddick in his remarks stated 
that while it was difficult to predict the 
future of the dairy trade at the present 
time, he believed that the situation 
would look brighter before long. A 
larger amount of butter, which had been 
stored at war-time prices, was now 
flooding the market, and with the con­
sumption of this the butter market 
should soon be stronger.

Tells of Campaign.
Mr. Stonehouse spoke of the recent 

"drink more milk" campaign in To­
ronto, and stated that while the official 
figures were not out yet, he felt satis­
fied that the week’s campaign had in­
creased the amount of milk consumed 
in that city by 1,000 8-gallon cans per 
day.

In one restaurant alone, that he knew 
of, the amount used daily had increased 
from three cans to seven. Mr. Stone­
house said the National Dairy Council 
had requests for campaigns in London, 
Hamilton, Chatham and other points. 
He urged farmers to boost their own 
business by using an increased amount 
of milk and cream in their homes, and 
to give the children more butter on 
their bread.

Believe It Would Pay.
In regard to a co-operative dairy 

plant for Thorndale, both speakers af­
firmed their belief in the enterprise as 
a sound business proposition. The main 
points urged for success were good 
business management, and loyalty to 
the organization in order to insure a 
sufficient supply of milk of good quality 
the year round. The operation of the 
government experimental plant at 
Finch, Ont., was explained by Mr. 
Ruddick.

It was announced that the next step 
in the establishing of the Thorndale 
dairy would be the appointing of a 
provisional board of directors, and ow­
ing to the lateness of the hour, it was 
decided to hold a second meeting on 
Thursday evening next. Mr. Stone­
house will again be present to assist in 
the forming of a joint stock company.

Corporation’s Orders Improve 
Since May 1,

New York, May 61.—The Tron Age 
says: The prospect of quietness in tne 
summer months is more apparent in the 
steel market. Producers are now 
quite unanimous in seeing only a few 
weeks ahead a slackening in the activi­
ties of automobile works, which have 
been the chief basis of hope recently. 
The Ford Company's buying has been 
a stimulus to sheet mills and some 
other lines, but that has subsided, and 
there are indications of a marked re­
duction in operations at the Detroit 
plant next month.

Steel works are running at 30 to 35 
per cent of capacity, on the average, 
and some important companies put the 
amount of new business at about one- 
third normal bookings. The steel cor­
poration, which had a poor average of 
new business in March and April, par­
ticularly in March, when its price re­
ductions were impending, has found its 
orders since May 1 running nearly 
30 per cent more than the average for 
the two preceding months. This is bet- 

j ter than most independent companies 
'are doing, and is due in part to current 
;export business.

The steel corporation has taken two 
Japanese rail orders amounting to 11,- 
■000 tons. The Peking and Mukden in­
quiry for the same amount is still pend- 

|Ing and bids for 10,000 tons for the Ar­
gentine Government railways are to be 
opened this week.

The railroads are even less disposed 
than they were earlier in the year to 
receive deliveries on orders placed with 

steel mills. Five important western lines 
have laid no rails this year, despite the 
fact that a good many of their 1921 rails 
have been delivered. One line has had 
60.000 tons delivered which it has put 
in storage.

A striking cut of $10 a ton was made 
by one company in bidding on 900 tons 
of 16-inch pipe from Akron. Ohio, nam­
ing a price of $45 a ton, base, Birming­
ham.

A number of independent steel mak­
ers have broken away from the basic 
eight-hour day idea so that no over­
time rate is allowed for more than 
eight hours’ labor, the result being a 
9 per cent reduction in common labor in 
that 10 hours* pay instead of 11 hours’ 
pay is given for 10 hours' work.

acreages, and values, buildings, implements, crops, fer­
tilizers, farm labor, orchards, small fruits, farm gardens, 
live stock, poultry, animal products, forest products, 
land tenure, irrigation, drainage, co-operative market­
ing, etc.

Altogether the census of 1921 will employ 247 com­
missioners and probably 13,000 enumerators, but for a 
census that covers half a continent, embracing the 
most varied conditions of nature and settlement, uni­
formity of plan is clearly impossible. For the remote 
and seldom penetrated regions of Ungava, Northern 
Ontario and the West the organization of the fur-trad­
ing companies and of the various church missions have 
been engaged. In other similar regions the Royal Cana­
dian Mounted Police will take the census, whilst the 
agents of the Indian department will perform a like 
service for the Indian population on reserves and else­
where. An officer of the department of the interior 
will descend the Mackenzie River for the purpose of 
the census, but even in districts that are nearer at 
hand there remains a large number of cases where 
pack train must be organized, steamers chartered and 
similar special means employed to insure that no sec­
tion of the country escapes enumeration.

It is expected that from two to five weeks from June 
1 will suffice in normal localities for the completion of 
the field work, and after the third or fourth month it 
should be possible to give out the first results for many 
cities, towns and counties, but it is expected that five 
or six months will be required to reach a close ap­
proximation of the Dominion total.

The total cost of the census will be about $2,000,000. 
The amount set aside this year is about $1,760,000, but 
there was a vote of $50,000 last year for equipment and 
preparatory work, and another quarter of a million will 
probably be required in 1922 and 1923 to finish.

The census merits the support of every citizen as a 
patriotic duty, as it is taken for the benefit of the com­
munity as a whole. Never before has there been the 
like need for census information. Since the last cen. 
sus the war has left scarcely A branch of the national 
life untouched. It has violently upset some of our most 
stable measurements, and at the same time it has set 
up new strains and stresses, and generally created con­
ditions of the utmost consequence to our national 
future.

The habits of birds forms one of the most Interest­

ing studies concei table, and one of the most fascinating 
phases of this subject is that relating to their nesting- 
places. Some birds, through fear of their natural ene­
mies, build their nests in the most inaccessible places, 
while others, with more confidence in human kind, 
select homes in the most public situations. For example, 
there lately appeared an Item relating to the nesting- 
place a pair of robins, who reared their family on 
a beam inside a schoolroom. It Is not clear whether 
the robins referred to were of the Canadian or British 
variety, but the choosing of such a position is quite 
consistent with the habits of the bold little Robin Red­
breast of the old land.

During the war the recruiting office of one of the 
Highland regimental districts in the north of Scotland 
was chosen as the home of a pair of these bright little 
birds. Possibly attracted by posters which contained 
exhortations to "join up now," to “do your bit," and 
to do other things to help to win the war, the redbreasts 
selected a site among piles of official documents on the 
top of a large bookcase, and with a total disregard 
for red tape, set to work and reared their young, one 
of the windows being left open so that the parent birds 
could pass in and out and carry succulent grubs to 
their offspring. They carried on their duties appar­
ently oblivious of the busy traffic within the office, 
and brought them to a successful Issue, unmolested 
by anyone.

If all our song birds had such confidence in man­
kind, what pleasant places our woodlands and breath­
ing places would be.
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STRAIGHT FOR THE PRECIPICE.

In its contempt tor the Interests of the people, in 
its orgy of burdensome taxation, in its frantic efforts 
to cling to power at the expense of the prosperity of 
the country, the Meighen Government Is heading 
straight for the precipice of public opinion at an accel- 
erated pace. By the narrow margin of 20, the Fielding 
amendment to the budget has been cast aside, and Mr. 
Meighen is pursuing his course with a recklessness be­
gotten of the assumption that his mosiac ministry is 
going to hang together to the bitter end. But this thing 
of shreds and patches is not in the least deceiving the 
electors of the country, and were they not deprived 
of the opportunity of exercising their franchise by the 
barnacles at Ottawa, they would soon make short work 
of the whole aggregation.

The Government’s latest achievement is the turning 
down of the workingmen’s petition tor a cheaper cigar. 
Owing to the heavy duties on raw tobacco the price of 
this modest luxury, if It can be called a luxury, has 
soared so high that it is now beyond the reach of the 
average citizen. The prices of all tobacco products gen­
erally are out of all proportion to those which are re­
ceived by the Western Ontario growers, and so acute 
has this situation become that the farmers who have 
been encouraged to plant tobacco by the Government 
promises of good markets, are realizing that their ex­
pectations are altogether illusory.

In its attitude on this matter the Government at 
least displays that consistency for which Premier 
Meighen was searching the other day. It has consist­
ently turned a deaf ear to all proposals tor legislation 
designed to make the people of the country happier and 
more contented, and to give a square deal to agricul­
ture, an industry on which, according to an official state- 
ment, 50 per cent of the population of Canada is de­
pendent. Why then should this industry be penalized 
and hampered by burdens which are bound in time to 
break it down?

It will be a bad day for Canada when the sturdy 
blood of the pioneer is driven from the land, and the 
highways and the byways of the world have to be 
searched for material to put to its place.

THE CENSUS.
The census of the Dominion will be taken on June 

1. The success of the census largely depends upon the 
co-operation of the people. Without general apprecia­
tion of the ends In view, and without the cordial assist­
ance of the individual citizens towards those ends, a 
good census will be impossible.

The census of June 1 is the sixth comprehensive 
decennial census to be taken since Confederation. In 
Canada the fundamental reason tor the taking of the 
census Is to determine the representation In the Fed­
eral Parliament, or. in other words, to enable a redistri­
bution bill to be passed. But the census has far wider 
uses than to fix electoral representation. It constitutes 
a great periodical stock-taking of the Canadian people, 
designed to show from the widest angle the point that 
has been reached in the general progress of the nation.

Approximately 50 per cent of the population of Can­
ada is dependent upon agriculture, and the most ex­
pensive part of the census organization is that of the 
rural districts. Moreover, tor agriculture the ordinary 
population enumerator proves a satisfactory field agent.

CHALMERS COUPEFORD SEDANFORD COUPE the multiplication of cells in its deeper 
layer and the shedding of cells on 
the surface—the new cells pushing the 
older ones off. If pressure is exerted 
against a given spot on the skin, the 
old, dried-out cells are prevented from 
escaping ahead of the new, young ones. 
The cells pile up and spread out un­
der the point of pressure, producing 
a sort of miniature epithelial volcano 
topside down. That is a corn.

If the pressure is made by the shoe, 
it is a hard corn. If the pressure is 
made by an adjoining toe, it is a soft 
corn. The only difference is that the 
soft corn is kept moist.

If the pressure is not constant, as on 
the soles in walking, a callous is pro­
duced.

Remove the pressure from the corn 
if you hope to cure the corn. A felt 
ring may do this, but a shoe large 
enough for the foot is essential.

To remove a corn, first soften it by
