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BILL.

An Act to Incorporate the St. Andrew’s Society -of
Montreal.

HEREAS Alexander Morris hath by Petition to the Legislature rreambte.
represented that the Association known as the St. Auodrew’s
Society of Montreal has tcz many years been formed for the benevolent
purposes of affording pecuniary, medical and oiher relief, to such natives
5of Scotland and their descendants, as may from sickness or other causes
have fallen into distress, and of aiding, directing and relieving the neces-
sities of Scottish immigrants on their arrival in Canada, 2nd have, for the
said purposes, opened and ruaintained a building in the City of Montreal,
known as the St. Andrew’s Home, and which is used for the said pur-
10poses; and hath prayed that for the better attainment of the objects of
the said Association, it may be invested with corporate powers; and by
reason of the good effected by the Association, it is expedient to grant the
prayer of the said petition. Therefore Her Majesty, &ec., &e., enacts as
follows :

15 I Thesaid Alexander Morris and William Edmondstone, David Brown, Certain persons

and such other persons as are now members of the said Association of
shall hereafter become members thereof, under the provisions of this Act,
and the By-laws made under the authority thereof, and their successors,
90 shall be and they are hereby constituted a body politic and corporate by
the name of the “St. Andrew’s Society of Montreal,” and may by that
name sue and be sued, implead and be impleaded, answer and be
sanswered, defend and be defended, in all Courts of Law and places
whatsoever; and by that name they and their successors shall have
95 perpetual succession and may have a common seal, and may break,
change, alter, or renew the same at pleasure, and shall have power to
purchase, take, receive, lease or let, hold and enjoy any estate whatever,
real or personal, and to alienate, ell, convey, lease, or otherwise dispose
of the same, or any part thereof, floxn tie to time, and as occasion may
30require, and other estate, real or personal, to acquire instead thereof;
provided always, that the clear annual value of the real and personal p, ..
estate together held by the said Corporation at any one time shall not |
exceed eight thousand dollars; and provided further -that the real provis.
property to be held by the said Corporation at any ‘time shall be such
gsonly as shall be required for the actual use .and occupation of the
Corporation for the purposes herein before mentioned, and that all the
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property of the Corporation real and personal shall be applied solely to
the purposes aforesaid and to no other use or purpose whatevei.

II. Provided always, that the said Corporation shall have no power to
hold any property except such as shall be derived from the following
sources, or parchased with funds derived from the following sources, that 5
isto say : The property of the Association of whatever nature consisting,
hereby transferred to and vested in the said Corporation, the life subccnp'
tion of member s, which shall in no case exceed twenty dollars, the annual
subscription of members which shall in no case exceed four dollavs per
annum, the subscriptions of members to the charitable or Home funds of 10
the Corporation, donations, bequests, or legacies, made to the said Corpora
tion, and the monics arising from fines and forfeitures lawfully imposed by
the By-laws ; and provided also, that the property and funds of the
Asscciation hereby transferred to the said Corporation, and all sums
which may hercafter be received by the said Corporation for life subserip {5
tions of members, or from legacies, bequests or donations, amounting to
twenty dollars or upwards, not specially made for other purposes, shall
constitute the permanent fund of the Corporation, no part of the capital
amount of which shall be expended or paid away, but the whole shall
from time to time be vested in real or immoveable property, (not exceed- 20
ing the value aforesaid) in Bank Stock, or Provincial, or other securities,
and the rents, interests, or other income arising from such investments,
together with the moneys derived from other sources, shall be applied to
the following purposes, that is to say, to defraying the current expenses
of the Corporation for the purposes of its institntion, and the relief of23
immigrants+or other persons whom the Corporation may deem proper
objeets of such relief, according to the By-laws of the Corporation then in
force, and to the provisions of this Act, and to the maintenance and sup-
port of a Home or Refuge for poor Scottish Immigrants or other persons
proper objects of reliet as atoresaid. 30

III. The affairs and business of the said Corporation shall be managed

other committees by & Cowmmittee of Management, consisting of a President, a first and
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second Vice-Presidents, a Seczetm y and Assistant Secretary, a Treasurer
two Chaplains, one or more Physicians, seven Managers, who shall be a
Charitable Committee, and a Committee of Accounts, who shall beg3s
Auditors, and a Committee of Instalment, composed of Members, to be
clected annually, at a General Meeting of the Members of the Corporation,
held in conformity to the By-laws thercof; and any five Members of the
said Committee shall be & quorum for the dispatch of business.

IV. All deeds sealed with the common seal of the Corporation, and 4¢
signed by the President or Vice-Presidents, and by some other Member °
of the Committee of Management, and counter-signed by the Treasurer,
and none other shall be held to be Deeds of the Corporation ; provided
always, that the Treasurer, for the time being, may receive all moneys
payable to the Coxpm ation, and grant valid receipts therefor. 43

V+ It shall be lawful for the said Corporation to make By—laws, nhxch
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shall bind the Members thereof, and all other parties who shall, in writing,

agree to be bound by them, and to repeal or amend the same, from time

to time; and such By-Jaws and amendments shall be proposed and

seconded at a previous Quarterly Meeting. No number of Members, less (-
5than ‘one-fifth of the Corporation (including the presiding Officer) shall joritg for alter.

form a Meeting for the purpose of altering such By-laws, nor shall any

alteration be made therein, unless two-thxrds of the Members present

agree to it.

10held in such manner, after such notice, upon such requisition, and at such Meetings.

Corporation now in force.
