The Bible,

. It is a sad reflection that this precioasjbook
should be ondervalued by many in propor-
tion to the increase of facilities for pissess-
ing itand putting it in circulation. In 1274,
the price of a Bible, with a commentary,
fairly written, was thirty pounds! a most
enormous sum! For, in 1272, the pay of a
labouring man was only three half pence per
day; so that such a work would cost him
more than fifteen years’ labour; and the ex-
pense have been greater than building two
arches of the London Bridge, which in 1240
cost twenty-five pounds. In the same cen-
tury, a Psalter, with marginal annotations,
was valued at ten shillings, a sum equivalent
to at least £7 103, at present. St Austin
cn Genesis was valued at the same price,

A century or two later, those who valued
the Bible bad another difficulty to contend
with, which deprived ‘them of the benefit
which might otherwise have accrued from
the translation and multiplication of copies.
At the request of the ( Catholic ) clergy sev-
eral severe proclamations were issued by
King Henry VIII. against all who read, or
kept by them, Tyndai’s Translation of the
New Tesiament ; so that u copy of this
book in the possession of any person was’
sufficient to convict him of heresy, and sub-
ject him to the flames. In the early part of
this king's reign many suffered severely for
their attachment to the Scriptures. The
houses of those who were suspected of Jeresy,
as it was called, were searched for prohibit-
ed books. © Children were suborned against
the i~ parents, and wives against their hus-
bands. Many were imprisoned, and obliged
to do penance, and many were burnt. But
the fervent zeal of ‘the Cbristians of those

" days seemed much superior to that of our
days, as manifestly appears by their sitting
up all night in reading and learning; also
by their expenses in buyipg books in Eog-
lish, of whom some gave five marks, some
mcre, some less, for a book; and some gave
a load of hay for a lew chapters of St. James
or of- St. Paul in English.

When the king had® allowed the Buible to
be read in churches, several poor men in
Chelmsford united their means and pur-
chased o New Testament, and_were accus-
tomed to read it on Sundays *“ in the lower
end of the church.” Many would flock
about them to hear the reading; among the
rest onc Willlam Waldron, then about fif-
teen years of age, ** o‘,ne évery Sunday to
hear the glad and sWeet tidings of the gos-

tis father repeaedly * angrily fetch-

el bim away to ray the Latin matias with

There were also many in the lower walks
of lite, whose names are recorded on high as
baving glorified God by their death. Among,
these the name of Joan Waste, a poor wo-
man, deserves never to be forgotten. Though
blind from her birth, she learned at an ear-
ly age to knit stockings and sleeves, and to
assist ber father in his business of rope-ma-

- king, and always discovered the utmost aver-
sion to idleness and sloth. After the death
of her parents she lived with her brother;
aad by daily attendance at church, and bear-
ing dizine service read in the vulgate tongue,
during the reign of King Edward, became
deeply impressed with religious principles.
This rendered her desirous of possessing the
Word of God ; so that at length, having by
her labour earned and saved as much money
as woald purchase a New Testament,she
procared one, and as she could not read her
self, got oibers to read it to her, especially
an old man, seventy years of age,a prisoner
for debt in the common hall at Derby, and
the clerk of the parish, who read a chapter
to her almost every d:y. She would also
give a Fenny or two (as she could spare) to
those who could not read to her without pay.
By these means she became acquainted with

| the New Testament, and could repeat many
j chapters without the book ; and daily increas.
| ing in sacred knowledge, exhibited its influ-
| ence in her life, till she was about twenty.
| two years of age, when she was condemned
for not believing the doctrine of transubstan-
tiation, and burnt at Derby, England

Such facts as these are insiructive, and
convey the most pointed reprool to various
classes of persons They reprove the for
malist, to whom the Bible isa “ dead let-
ter ;" the worlding, who can not fied time to
peruee it ; the covetous, who would rather re-
tain his dollar than possess it ; the ordinary
Christian, he that reads it, and prizes it so
little ; the whole host of traducers, who poar
their calumnies on those individuals and so-
cieties who are exerting themselves to give
to the poor and destitute this heavenly light,
this precious solace. '

Such facts would justify tenfold greater
eflorts and sacrifices to disseminate the sa-
cred Scriptures. They show that the esti-
mation in which they were beld by such ra-
lers as David and Jeremiah was by no means
ex'ravagant. When we hear one of them
saying of the Scriptures, * More to be de-
sired are they than gold, yea, than much fine
gold : sweeter also than honey and the hoan-
ey comb ;" and another, “ Thy words were
found, and I did eat them; and thy word
was unto me the joy and rejoicing of my
heart,”” we hear the expression of a feeling
which belonged to these in common with
many others in different ages; a feeling
which the seraphic Watts experienced in de-
lightful strength—

¢ Firm are the words his prophets give,
Sweet words on which his children live.”

How many will the example of Joan

Religious Intelligence.
Greek and Papal Churches.
These are the great Churches of the

Eastern world. They exert a migbty
moral and political power  We often hear
of them ; but perhaps few of our readers
know the prominent poiats of difference be-
tween them. The following ariicle, trans-
lated for the Watchinan and Reflector, from
a Greek newspaper published in Athens,
gives an outline of the difference in these
Churches which will be sufficient for the
general reader.

1. Concerning the Supremacy of the
Pope. The Papal Church bLolds that the
Pope is the only head of the Church, the
successor of the Apostle Peter, and the Vi-
car of Christ on earth, baving the keys of
beaven and hell, so that whatsoever he
looses or binds on earth shall be loosed ot
bound in heaven; thus he is regarded as
infallible, and his decision upon disputed
points bas more authority than the testimony
of the Holy Seriptures themselves.

The Greek Church, on the contrary,
maintains that Christ did not leave any
special Vicar on earth, but that all b.shops
are his rep:esentatives, and that the Pope is
only a simple bishop.

11. Cuncerning the Procession of the
Holy Spirit—The Papal Church holds that
the Holy Spirit proceeds not only from the
Father, but also from the Son. ~The Greek
Cburch, on the other hand, maintains that
the Holy Spirit proceeds only from the
Father.

[1I. Concerning the Unleavened Bread,
and the Giving of the Bread only to the
Laity.—In the celebration of the com-
manion, the Papal Church uses unleavened
bread, and permits the laity to partake only
of this ; the Greek Church uses unleavened
bread, and gives to the communicants both
the bread and the wine, in remembrance of
she death of Christ.

————

1V. Concerning the Rest of the Saints,
and Purgatorial Fire.—The Papal Church
| holds that in the future world there are three
conditions : 1. That of eternal happiness for
the righteous; 2. That of eternal punish.
ment for the wicked and impenitent ; 3. An
intermediate state, for the souls of those who
have repented, bat not in time to show their
repentance, in the present life by good
works. This last condition is called the fire |
of Purgatory, or the fire which,ina limited |

sin, and thus prepares them to enter into |
heaven. In other words, this condition is |
one of tcmporary punishment, inflicted by |
the Lord upon the souls of those who have |
repented before death, but have not had

time to perform good works, aad limited to

a certain duration, at the end of which he

permits them to enter into the everlasting |
mansions. The Greek Church, on the othgr
band, holds ihat tuere are only two con-
ditions ; thatof those who are saved, and |
that of those who will be punished. And in |
regard to those who have repented, but have |
not had opportunity to perform good works, |
on account of the intervention of death, the |
Greek Church declares that they are wholly |
forgiven at the very moment of confession,

and that there rewains noibing for them to

expiate aft:rideath- The Papists, however,

io defence of their own Church, say that the |
Greeks reject the name, and still retain the

thing. For they make offerings to the

priests, in order that they may pray 1or‘
the dead, and perform masses, and make

supplications to God, and give alms on be-
half of the souls of the departed, which sig-
nifies that they believe their souls are in
torment, and that they can by these means
better their condition, that is, deliver them
from punishment, and introduce them intg
heaven ; which is the same with the Pur-
gatorial fire of the Papal Church.

Besides these principal differences, which
wers the cause of the separation of the
two Churches, there also the following secon-
dary ones :

V. Concerning the Celibacy of the Clergy.
The Papal Church imposes the condition of
| eelibacy on all its priests ; the Greek Church
| leaves them (ree to choose a married or un-
| married life. Indeed, at the present time,
s0 far as we are informed, in free Greeee,
license is given to no one to be ordained a
priest, unless Le is married.

VI. Concerning the Use of Graven Im-
ages in Churches and in Private Houses —
The Papal Cburch, as it is well known,
usez, in Churches and in private houses,
graven and molten images of Christ, of the
Virgin, and of saints and angels ; the Greek
Church uses only pictures.

VIl. Concerning the Holy Scriptures.—
The Papal Courch not only hinders the dis-
tribution of the Holy Secriptares among the
people, but also punishes those who read
them, in the States of the Charch, in Naples
and in Austria, with imprisonment and
other civil penalties ; and in oiher kingdoms,
where it can not use the temporal sword, it
uses spiritual weapons for the same end.
The Greek Church, bowever, both exhorts
the people to read the Holy Scriptures, and
herselt distribates them among her spiritaal
children. It is true that: there are some,
even in the Greek Church, who have declin-
ed from the right way, and who Romanize
in respect to this subject ; but the usage of
the Greek Church is in favor of the Holy
Scriptures.

RELIGION IN THE HIGHER WALKS IN EDIN-
BURGH, SCOTLAND.

Dr, Leyburn, Editor of the Presbyterian,
who is sp:-nding the summer abroad, has
written some very interesting letters for that
paper from the last of which we take the fol-
lowing account of a breakiast in the Scotch
metropolis :

« Perbaps it inay not be amiss, in order
further to let ihe reader get a little glimpse
of people in this Scotch metropolis, to open
the.door into a circle of another kind, that
we may see how, in the ealovns of wealth
and refinement, piety bas taken root, and is
shedding its fragrance around. To the
mansion to which I am about to refer, we
were inviied several times to dine, but pre-
vious engAgements interfered, and we at iast
accepied an iovitation to breakfast. We
bad no acquaintance with the family, and
the invitation was sent simply because we
were strangers trom America, aud the ac-
complished Christian bostess desired for her-
self, and others who were to be present, in-
formation as to the American revival. This
excellent lady occupied a distinguished posi-
tion—being the widow of a Lord, and the
daughier of an Earl—and in her sweet ex-
pression, refined digaity, and gentle cour-
tesies, evinces her intrinsic title 1o an elevat-
ed rank in society.— Her home wears the air
ot wealth and style—the retinue of ser-
vants, the pacious stairway, the handsome
aloous, and 1he choice situation, command-
ing a most exquisite view of the suburbs of
Edinburgh. After the company were as-
sembled—probably some twenty guests hav-
ing been invited—we were led in morning
prayer, and by an old an intimate friend of
Robert Murray M'Cheyne. The servaots
of the household—the women, according to
universal custom here, in tidy white caps—
were arranged in a semi-circle, just outside
the large door-way dividing the parlors, each
of them Bible in hand. A Psalm was sung
a portion of Scripture was read, and com-
mented upon with an aptness and fervor of
piety most edifying, and we were carried to
the throne of grace in a prayer which was
the true utteramce of ingelligent devotion,
and which, | may say, for the first time in
our experience in Scotland, was not too
long.

After the conclusion of the breakfast, a
gentleman staied that the excelient Lostess
and her guests would be glad to hear some-
thing from their American friends in regard
to the work of grace of which they had been
hearing something for the last two op/three
years, and of ibe means which had béen used
for promoting it. Each of us being called
upon in turn, we stated whatever occurred to
us as most in point, they, in the meanwhile,
interspersing questions for further informa.
tion and elucidation. The rule of the Phila-
delphia Nooo-day Prayer-meeting, restrict-
ing prayers to three minutes, struck them
as very curious; and as to the practicability
of compressing aan intelligibly expressed
prayer within that small compass, they

seemed quite incredulous

at the conclusion of this delightfal Christian

conference (which, by the way, lasted sever- |

al bours), it was very delicately, and with
some hesitation, suggested that 1t wouid very |
much gratify them if one of their American |
brethern would lead them in a ¢ three-min- |

| ute prayer,’ as they desired a practical illus- |

tration of our method. This being compliied
with, we bade farewell 10 these Christian

time, purifies souls from the defilement of | friends, having never met with most ot them |

before, and never expecting to meet them
in this world again, but feeling assured that
we shall greet them in the ¢ better, even the
heavenly country.’

Such is an illustration of wbat is now be-
ginting to be seen of the prevalence and
power of the Gospel in circles of society
where, in former years, it was a thing either
scouted or unknown. Let us thank God
that, amongst the lofty as well as the lowly,
His name is beginning to be more and more
honored and glorified !’

The Sabbath in Edinburgh.

In a recent letter to the N. Y. Observer,
the Rev. Dr. Murray gives us a glimpse at
the quist of Sabbath life in that metropolis
of Presbyterianism. o

* Having tp preach for the Rev. Dr. Bu-
chanan, the present Moderator of the Free
Church Assembly, in order to reach his
church in time, a long way distant, we had
to start half an hour before the time. Nota
cab or carriage was~to be seen in the
streets ; nor a thing, save here and there a
person, like ourselves, having some distance
to go to the house of God. It would scem
as if we were walking through a city of the
dead |—Soon a few people were seen coming
into the streets from their houses; the
church bells commenced ringing, and in a
few minuates, not the sidewalks merely, but
the streets, were crowded with people, in
Sunday atlire, pressing their way to the
public worship of God. There was no rum-
bling of earriages,—no noise in the streets,
—uno servants and carriages in livery, as in
London,—no display of gew-gaws, as in
many, t00 many, of our own charches,—all
seemed sober, and serious, and appeared to
feel as if God and religion were realitics,
and as if public worship were a solemn and
ennobling duty. The people are in their
seats when worship codmences ;—they all
sing ;—they all open the Bible, and follow
the reading of it ;—they all rise in prayer ;
—they all turn to the text ;—and although
the services are often protracted to what we
would consider weariness, they seem all in-
teresied to the close. Never Lave we scen
such interested worshippers 2s in Scotland.
And when morning worship is ended in the
churches, the streets are again crowded with
those returning to their own houses from the
house of God; and soon again the streets
are as quiet and as empty as before. The
Sabbath scenes thos witnessed in Glasgow
and Edinburgh are very deeply impressive;
especially to those going there from London,
where the streets are thronged with car-
riages and people as on any other day of the
week."”

The Boy Preacher of Louisiana.

Mark Boatner Chapman is now in his
14th year. He was born in Clinton, Louisia-
na, where his parents still reside. About two
years ago he was reccived in the Church ;
very soon after this he commenced instruct-
ng his father’s servaats on the afternoon of
every Sabbath. His custom was to read a
chapter and comment upon it, having first
closely studied the chapter, consulting Ben-
son, Clark and Weslcy on every pascage.

He at length began, says a writer to the
Memphis Advocate, to speak in the love-
feasts and class-meetings ; then to pray in
the public congregation. His appearance
is ‘tbat of the merest boy, and he seems
wholly unconscious of any superior gifts or
attainments. He now preaches regularly
every Sabbath at his father’s place near
town. His parents have refused to allow
him to enter the palpit and supply the place
of the regular minister on Sabbath,although
he i3 often =olicited to do so.

Recent Lunar Discoveries.

It is only very recently that the capital
notion so persistently maintained by certain
astronomers, of the utterly lifeless waste of
the moon’s sur{ace, has been exploded. The
way this idea got prevalence was in denying
the existence of an atmosphere around the
moon, & state of things that would of neces-
sity exclude the existence of water and or-
ganic life from our satellite. This theory
led to the further denial of heat in the lunar
rays,- from which flowed a muliitude of
errors.

But Koox and Melvia have proved, by
exact observations, that there i3 heat in
moonshine, and Zantodeschi Las measured
it in its effects upon the mimosa, while an
English scholar has demonstrated that the
earth is colder in the first quarter of the
moon than it is in the second. Again, moon-
shine exertsa wonderful influence on plants.
Light enables them to absorb carbon from
the carbonic acid gas of the atmosphere, and
as this 1s their daily work, they sleep at
night, except when the moon wakes them
up and sets them to work again. So the
farmer is right who sows the seed just before
the fall of the moon, for the plants come up
about the time of the new moon, and pass
their infancy under the dark nights, but
when the full moon comes its light tets them
to work, and thas the process of growing is
continued night and day, while a contrary
couarse is injurious to the tendeér plants, which
require sleep.

The sailors say that the moon eats up the
clouds, and Whewell and Ruetelet have
proved the trath of the observation, by show-
ing that more rain falls in the dark moon
that in its second and third quarters.

Webb has shown, by a careful comparison
of the present appearance of the moon’s
surface with that made by Maedler twenty
years ago, that it has undergone great
changes. Several of the minor craters have
assumed different shapes. These changes
indicate the existence of air and water.
Scechi has demonstrated that the peaks of
the highest mountains of the moon are
covered with snow. De la Rive has dis-
covered that what used to be regarded as
barren plains, are extenlive forests. Sch-
wabe the discoverer of fhée periodical times
of the sun's spots, sustains this discovery of
De la Rive's. After a careful examination
he found the furrows to consist of trees,
leafless at one season, and in full foliage at
another, for the changes in their appearance
are periodic. Hence another proof of at-
mosphere and water, and all the phenomena
incident to the existence of the elements

The photography of the moon's surface,
now going on in the American and Euro-
pean observatories, and the special attention
paid to the study of the lunar surface by
some of the most distinguished astronomers
of the day, cannot fail to resull in more won-
derful discoveries than these which we just
noticed. We have no doubt the mase of
mattcr of which the moon is made will be
found to be of the same character as that of
the earth, and subject to similar laws of ex-
istence, and that the surface will be found to
be capable of sustaining orgsnic life.—Bal-
timore Patriot.

The Catacombs of Palermo.

In the last nomber of the Iadependent,
George Allen Butler thus describes one ol
the s*range sights at Palermo—the Siciiian
city, which bas just come into the possession
of the victorious legions of Garibaldi :

The strangest of all the strange sights at
Paletmo are the catacombs of the Capu-
chins. We areall familiar with the charac-
ter of the Roman and Neapoliian catacombs,
underground excavations, remarkable for
their great extent, and for their associations
with the history of the early Church. The
Palermo catacombs have a frightful peculia-
rity of théir own. You descend [rom the
little church, just outside the walls, not into
deep, subterranean passages, bat into a suc-
cession of vaults, well lighted, and of no
greater depth than an ordinary cellar. These
vaults are long and parrow corridots, on
either side of which, in niches cut out of the
wall, rapged in long and ghastly ranks, are
preserved the bodies of the dead, not con-
fined out of sight, but each in the garb ap-
propriate to it while living, or else in a long
robe or winding sheet. ' Below these niches
are wooden coffins, with windows at the side
to show the face of the occupants. Over-
bead, nearer the ceiling, are the skeletons
of children sit:ing, or of men reclining ; all
perfectly preserved, some with the skin still
covering the benes, others haviog nothing
left but skull and shoulder, and rib-bones,
with the arms in front piously crosseg.
Some peculiar quality of the soil prevents
the ordinary decomposition, and men baried
nearly two hundred years ago still survive
in this skeleton company. Strange to say,
they are not permitted to rest in peace. On
the 20d of November, in every year, the
jour des morts, or festival of the dead, their
relatives flock to this dismal place, the well-
known mummies are taken out of their

lazed coffias, and dressed in gala costume.

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The Massacres in Syria.

i that terrible outbreak of anti-
,m.:m bas drenched the soil of
Syria in the blood of the Maronite, the Greek,
and the Armenian, bas not yet been clearly
traced. Whilst bowever the papers of Chris
tendom bave naturally and eagerly adopted the
theory which covers the Druses with the infamy
of a premeditated plot, and bave attributed to
them a foul compact with the Turks and Arabs
fo exterminate the Christians of the coast and of
t{he Lebanon, it must be admitted thaj the latest
accounts do not confirm this view, but ratber cast
upon the Cbristians tbemselves the odiom of
conspiracy and aggression.

The first thing in order to a correct appreben-
sien of -this new “ Eastern Question” is to obtain
as accurate a view as possible of. the bostile par-
ties. “ Syria”—says ome, eminently qualified
by the residence, travel, and intelligent observa-

The characteristic of every one of these 1aces
is batred of almost every other. The Druses
are Arsbs, settled for centuries in Libanus and
Anti-Libanus. Religion, in our sense of the
term, they do not seem to profess in any form.
Their rites and ceremonies are rather of political
significance, and their assemblies more nearly
resemble the gatherings of a secret society than
meetings for devotion. They will profess with.
out scruple, when their interest demands it, tobe
followers of the Prophet, but to avoid the Sul-
tan’s conscription they have been known to as-
sume Lhe profession and seek the rites of Chris-
tianity. They are an unprincipled and viodic-
tive race. The Maronites are supposed to be
the descendants of the ancient Syrians. They
bave been more than a century in communion
with Rome ; and the election of their Patriarch
is submitted to the Pope for bis confirmation.

Those who bave given attention to events in
the East will remember that not very long since
a Druse and Christian quarrel cccurred which
was subsequently setiled by compact. A letter
in the London Times from a gentleman who bas
been twenty years in Syria, connects with the
belief, which that struggle produced in the minds
of the Christians, that ibey were capable of over-
powering the Druses, the formation of a society,
of which it is said that the Roman Catholic Bish-

Tobia and the Emir Kais Shebab were Prese

ts, for the purpose of effecting the entire de-
struction of the Druses of Lebanon. As soon,
this writer adds, as the Christian leaders thought
things ready, they began to assemble tbeir men.
aud it was evident that mischief to the Druses
was intended. The Druse chiefs began o look
about them, but being really averse to a fight,
being aliogetber unprepared, they did everything
in their power to prevent it, or at least 10 delay
it. They wrote to the Christian Emir, pointing
out the evil that would ensue to both parties by
the loss of the silk barvests (the most important
of the country,) and asserting their willingness to
seitle all things amicably; but the Cbristians
would listen to nothing; they were determined ;
and the only step taken by the Turkish authori-
ties to prevent bloodsbed and disorder was to
march a bandfu! of men from Beyrout to the foot
of the mountains near the new Damascus road,
where they encamped. The Christians pushed
on. fo Hadat and Babda, where they were joined
by the Emir Kais Stebab and some others. In
" the meantime the Druses, who are naturally bold
and high-spirited, and accustowmed to look on the
Christians as no match for- them in fight, did not
wait to be attacked, but made a simuitaneous rush
from Aleib, Aitat,’and Aipanib, down ihe Waady,
and on towards Hadat and Babds. The Chris-
tians made but a poor show of fight ; the Druses
carried all before' them, and destroyed by fire
Hadat and Babda. Thus the war began, and »f-
terwards the whole Mittu was one continued
scene of battle and burning, until the Druses
weré victorious at all points, with the exception
of Zableh and Deir-el-Kamar.

These statewents derive additiona! weight
from the language which Sir Henry Balwer,
with whom Consul Genera! Mocre of Beyrout
bas been in correspondence, uses in addressing
Lord Jobn Rassell. “ I cannot avoid,” be says,
“ expressing un opinion that the conduct pursued
by the Maronite Christians, and the manner in
which they have been urged on by their spiri-
tual authorities against the Druses, and the atti-
tude generally adopted by this Christian fribe,
bas, ia no small degree, contributed to light np
the smouldering embers of that religious strife
which hae s0 often desolated the province now
again its victim.”

The progress of the dreadful massacre has
aiready been pretty fully detailed in our columns.
Zihlah, the eastern capital of the Maronites,
with a population of 11,000, has fallen befora the
sword of the Druses, and the Christians of Da-
mascus were at the very latest accounts in great
Ppaacic, expecting death every moment. The
Moslems bave burnt and pillaged six villages in
the neighborhood, killing évery one who did not
embrace Islamism. *“ I would not,” says a wri
ter from Beyrout, « that your age should ever see
such a D'igbt of fugitives of all ages and both
::v ""°"f and orpbans, as the nomber of
poy that this war has left does not fall sbort of

1000.  Both these and the otber fugitives are

Letter from England
From our own Correspondent.
City Roap CuareL, LONDON,.
July 27, 1860.

We are now hard at work at the business
of the one hundred and seventeenth annual
Conference of the Ministers of Wesley-
an Metbodism. We are assembled in the
great Cathedral of our Church,—the time-
nonoured and God-bonoared City Road,
Chapel. Around us, covering the walls like
the escutcheons of heroes, are the memorial
tablets of the mighty dead of Methodism
Within the communion rails are the tablets
of the Wesleys, Fletcher,. Coke, Clarke, and
Benson. All around are memorials of otbhers
whose names are graven in a higher and
holier sanctuary. Lessey, Grindrod, New-
ton, Fowler, are names upon which none
can look without inspiration. The pulpit
hanging over the platform is that from which
John Wesley preached often to anxious
crowds, and which has been the arena of
the mightiest and grandest eloquence which
the world has known since the days of Paul.
The chapel has been maintained by the
Trustees with sacred care, in all the inte-
grity of its old associations,—and there is
very little material difference beiween the
place as it now ic, and the place in the grand
old days.

A London Conference, however, with all
the inspiring associations of the City Road
Chapel, has not the interest about it which
aitends & Confercnee ia the proviness. To
many of the ministers, who have never scen
the great metropolis, the opportunity of visit-
ing Londen is of course very tempyng,—
but to those who know the city,—and koow
too how long a walk or ride they must bave
from ibeir lodgings and back agsin, the
prospéct is not quite so inviting. The tes-
dancy of all the people of large towns to
emigrate from their shops and warehcuses
to sauburbau residences renders a Loodon
Conference especially wearying to flesh and
blood. Then the excitement of a provin-
cial town during the Conference Session is
always greater than in London. If ten
thousand Methodist preachers were to drop
into London, nobody would take any account
of it. Instead of the chapel being almost
surrounded by wondering crowds as is gene-
rally the case, an idle vagrant or two, und
pow and then a country Methodist, are all
that are to be seen. It is almost provoking
to see how little stir the session of one of
the most important ecclesiastical assemblies
in the worid occasions in this unwieldy
London world.

The Preparatory Committees, by means
of which the business of the Conlerence a
very materially simplified, have been meet-
ing for some time. They bave been, as
usual, full of interest,—and more than ordi-
narily full of hopeful anticipation. The
continual and tremendous drain upom the
energies and pockets of Methodism does not
by any means exhaust or even weaken the
desire of the people to help the work of
God. At every succeeding Committee some
new scheme of liberality seems to be put
forth, and to meet with prompt response.
The machinery of Methodism is already
gigantic,—but the plans that have been de-
vised during the last week or two transcend
all past propos_tions.

The Home Mission Committee was one
of the most nteresting of the session. Oar
Home interests are now growing upon the
general notice, and awakening considerable
attention. ‘T'be annval meeting of what was
called the Contingent Fund Committee was
once a very small and unattractive affair
Now it bids fuir to be the most attractive
Committee of the Conference. It appears
from the report of the excellent and indefa-
tigable Secretary, the Rev, Charles Prest,
that the prospects ot the mission are most
encouraging.  Sixteen Home Missionary
ministers were sent out last year, and appli-
catiops bave been mpade to the present Con-
ference for twenty-eight more. The labours
of this new staff of workers have been at-
tended with results of a most encouraging
character. It is to be feared that the Con-
ference will not be able to carry out all the
projects of Mr. Prest at present,—but he
must be gratified to find how great a work
he has been the means of developing so far.
It would be a great comfort to his friends to
see him in beatter healih and working order.
A man of so much en-rgy of character is io
danger of exceeding the limits of his physi-
cal power.

The ficaucial position of the Home Alis-
gion work is healthful. In seven yearssixty-
five dependent Circuits have ceased tc apply
(or grants, and the income bas increased by
more than four thousand pounds. Nearly
one thoasand eoldiers are reported a7 si-
tending the Wesleyan church at Aldershott.

Methodist soldiers are pronocunced by the
authorities to be the best men in the camp,
and there is good hope that the Methodist
Chaplainey will be recognized as holding
that civil rank which its moral character has
long since secured

Mr. F. A. West called the attention of
the Commistee to the case of many of our
fashionable watering places, in which there
18 no adequate provision for the chapel ac-
commodation of visitors. It is time that
this subject was thoroughly taken up and
looked at Many members of the Esta-
blished Chureh, as well as Dissenters, when
visiting at watering places, resort to our
chapels,—which in most localities of this
sort are utterly unworthy of our pame and
position. Mr. West’s remarks were very
well received, and will doubtless produce
abiding results. The building of respecta-
ble chapels at watering-places will havé to
be regarded as a Connexional matter,—and
for the dignity as well as the usefulness of
Methodism, a general effort must be made
in that direction.

The proceedings of the Chapel Commit-
tee were full of interest. Daring the year
a very large sum h-s been spent in the erec-
tion of new chapels and schools,—more than
one hundred and five thousand pounds.
Permission bas been granted for the outlay
of one hundred and fifty thousand more. A
large amount of debt bas been wiped off, —
and in many Circuits the Trastees of Cha-
pels are granting considerable sums to the
Circuit board. Debt is gradually ceasing to
be a characteristic of Metbodism. One case
of considerable interest came before the Cha-
pel Committee. It appears that the ground
on which the Chapel premises at City Road
stand is only |easehold,—and the term of
the lease expires in a very short time. The
property belongs to the Dean and Chapter
of St. Paul’s cathedral,—and cannot be se-
cured for less than tea thousand pounds.
This is & large sum, and considerably be-
yond the means of the congregation. But
it will never do to allow City Road chapel
to pass from the Connexion,—and it is there-
fore proposed to raise the sum among the

Methodists at large.

The
services of Mr. Kelk can never be over-es-
timaed, and the feeling of deep regre: at
the failure of his bealth was very strong. In
Lall probability the Rev. J. Bedford, a man
of great business ability, will be appointed
as Mr. Kelk's successor.

In the Missionary Committee of Review
the principal item of interest was the resig-
pation of the Secretaria by Mr. Arthor.
The members of the Committee were not
prenared for the announcement, and seemed
most anxious to retain Mr. Arthar’s ser.
vices. The case will be produced in Confer-
ence, and will give rise to considerable dis-
cussion.

Time fails to give a further account of
Commuittees. The Conference sescion pro-
per commenced on Wednesday morning,
July 25th. A very large number of Minis-
ters were in attendance. Indeed there can-
pot have been less than seven hundred. The
first few minutes of the Conference are al-
ways of thrilling interest Those who have
not met for years greet one anmother with
heart and gladoess. From the plains of In-
dia, from the islands of the Pacific—from
the dreary deserts of Africa, from the yet
more deadly swamps of the African coast,
men appear as if they bad risen from the
dead. It is a grand thing to mark the
hearty grasp,the glistening eye, of old (riends
on meeting thus aiter a protracted absence.
ln no Charch of the earth is there so much
true feliowship as among the ministers of
Methodism.

Not for many years bas there been such
an uncertainity about the Presidency as there
was on Wednesday morning. Many candi-
dates were before the Conference. The
amiable and talented Editor of the Maga
zine had many supporters, bat it was thought
that he would be sure of the chair in future
years. Mr. Prest’s friends, too, felt fearful
of imposing upon a man already overwork-
ed, the tremendons responsibility of the Pre-
sidency. Had it not been for this, Mr. Prest
would undoubtedly bave been elected to s po-
sition to which his talents and services just-
ly entitle him. The race therefore was be-
tween Mr. Rattenbury and Mr. Stemp. The
counting up of ihe votes declared in favour
of the latter, who had the .uffrages of one
hundred and eighty-six of the ministers. Mr.
Rattenbury was supported by upwards of
one hundred. TLe majority was not very
great nor was Mr. Siamp’s reception enthu-
siastic. But when he was chosen, those
who Lad voted for another readily yielded
allegiance to him, for nothing is more un-
usual in the Methodist Conf-reace than the
retaining of anything like animus towards
the elected President. The Conference is
loyal in every sense of the word.

The ncw President is a gentleman of
somewhat imposing appearasce  Tall, ath-
letic, with closely cut and almost white hair,
with & face indicative of determination and
wearing the lines of thoughtful toil,he isa man
of no mean figure. His abilities as a Superin-
tendent and Chairman of Districis arc of a
bigh order. He shines rather in these depart-
ments than in the pulpit. He is far less
known than his very able predecessor, but
Maethodism can hardly look for a President
of Mr. Waddy’s ability every year. At
present Mr. Stamp evidently feels the nov-
el.y of his position. A few days more of ex-
perience will doubtless develope bis “talents
und energy. Mr. Farrar, by an almost
unanimous vote, was again chosen as Secre-
tary.

The Conference Prayer Meeting was
largely attended, and was blessed to the
hearts of those present. The retiring Pres-
ident was greeted with great enthusiasm, and
left the chair under the highest encomiums
The first business, after the usual vote of
thanks, was the reception of the addresses of
the various affiliated Conferences.

{ barp of Erin gave forth music at the lightest
breath from an oppressed Ireland, but was
silent when brushed by gales from lialy. It
would be well for Ireland bad she only with-
beld ber sympathy from lialy; bat when
sbe did more than this, when she raised
money and troops to assist-in fastening upon
the Italians a despotism far worse thac that
of which she had complained, che committed
an act which drew forth the condemnation
of all right-minded men. She then prov-d
how false a notion she had ot true hberty.

“ Though Irishmen in Ireland might
feinish (he means for assisting despotism in
ltaly, it would bardly be believed that Irish-
men in this country woald sustain the act
It is but nataral to infer that a recidence
here wou!d have given them just ideas of
liberty, and have taught them that those who
really love freedoms must sympathize with
the oppressed who are fighting for it. It
would seem thatit is not so. The Irisk
News is the organ of the Irish in this city ;
and when speaking of the Irishmen, who
have gone to fight for despotism in Italy,
it finds pothing to condemn. Viewing the
matter in a purely selfish light, it says that
these Irish may learn in ltaly what will be
of use to their country hereatter and it is a
question of secondary consequence—as mat
ters stand—where they learn the trade of
soldiership. Tbe response in this country to
80 outrageous a sentiment as this will be,
that if Ireland caonot gain the position she
aspir-s to, save at the sacrifice of right and
justice, and by assisiing tyraony ia other
lands, then the longer she remsains as she is
ihe better.

Beyond the influence of the aggres-
sive civilization of the West, in a region of
reat fertility, and wide enough to ailow any
probable future expansion, and isbabited
only by races too weak (0 oppose their pro-
gress, the Mormon chiefs might hope to be
left to experiment at wili upon the greal
social problem of which their system and
common-wealth is the most complete, and
therefore the most odious.modern exslpple.
To be rid of them at ulmost any rate will be
agreeable to the people of this country, and
for them to be rid of us is essential to the
realization of the ambitious purposes of those
leaders ; that they should depart, u.crel'qre.
and not stop within the range of "nanne’st
destiny,’ is 10 be desired by ail parties. We
will give them a hearty farewell on their
exit, without inquiriog very closely what
may be the effects ot their new settlement,
whether upon themselves or ihe people to
whose regions they may go. Whether the
whole thing is to perish ike the reign of the
crasaders, or to expand, and ripen, and die
like the empire of the Caliphs, is among the
mysteries of the future.

The Prince of Wales in New
Brunswick.

By Wednesday's mail we were furnished with
full particulars of the arrival and reception ol
the Prince at St Jobo and Fredericton

H M.S Styz arrived at ber moorings off
Reed's Point on Tbursday night at 10 o'clock.
The annoancement of iLe Prince’s approach was
made by the discharge ot three guns in rapid
succession, from the barracks. His Royal High-
ness was to have landed at 10 o'clock on the
following morning. Delay arose by waiting for
a rising of the toaters to adjust 1he floats and
staging. The point of landiog appears to have
veen somewhat nterfered with by the vdstinancy
of the Captain of the Admiral, wbo, the L'reeman
says, refused (0 move his vessel when requested.

The decorations in the ciy are reported as
being very extensive, appropriate, and bighly
creditable. At Reed’s Point, the place oi
landing, a pavilion was erected to which (he
public were admitted for a swall fee.

At balt-past 10 o'clock the Prince left the
Styz, under a salute from that veseel, the yards
of which were mannad, aud from severa! points
on shore. The Prince was received at the land-
ing by a guard of bornor, compused ol 18 men
from each of the Volunteer Companies, the
whole commanded by Colonel Thurpar. The
Band of the 63rd Regiment playing the Nationai
Anthew. His Royal Highness was received by
the Lieutenant Governor, and the Civic and
Provincial Autborities. A procession formed
of all the Societies, the Voiunteers, the Fire
Company, Trades, &c., was formed 10 open hne,
through which the Prince and attendants passed
to the Chipman House, the qua ters selected as
his residence—on the approach to which be was
met by about 5000 children of the various Sab
bath Schools, who welcomed him by singing the
National-Anthem, strewing his path with flowers
and vociferous cheers,

The number of strangers who witnessed the
demonstration at St. Jobu, s reported at from
15 to 20,000, At the landing the entLasiasm
does not appear to have been very great, but as
the Princg passed up the l:ne the air was rent
with loud and bearty huzzas,—and quite a dis-
play ot bandkerchiets by the ladies.

At the Chipman House the Prince was recciv-
ed by a guard of honor of the 631 Regiment.
About one o'clock the Prince arrived at the
Court House, and took his position on the steps
of that building. Tbe Procession consisting ot
those who formed the two lines above mentioned,
passed His Royal Hizbaoess, and he repeaiedly
acknowledged the compiment so bandsomely
paid in the most affable manner.

After tha Procession,a l.cvee was beld in the
Sapreme Court Room, at which a large number
of persons were present. .

An address from the Corporate Body, and
ore from the Justices of St. John, was then pre-
eented,

In the afternoon the Prince visited the Falls at
Iodian Town. Great preparations bad been
made by the people of Carleton, who had been
led to expect that the Prince would pay that
town a vizit, For some unexplained reason the
route was changed, and the iarze numbers as-
sembled there 10 do uium bovor bad not an of«
portunity afforded them,

On Friday evening there was a briliiant illu~
mination, and a bandsome display of fireworks.

Awful Flood in Australia.

The New York Tribune publishes a pri-
vate letter from Illawarra district, New
Sonth Wales, dated March 31, 1860, in
which the following account of a terrible
flood which recently occurred in that vicin-
ity is given:

We have recently had®tropical torrents
of rain that were fearful. Bat in February
the flood-gates of heaven seemed to be open,
and all the fountain-beads of the rivers to
have barst their bonds to overflow us, These
districts have been devastated by one of the
most fearful floods known in Australia. Life
and property have been sacrificed to an ex-
tert truly appalling. The damage done can
not be estimated. Whole tamilies, with
every living thing on their homestends, crops
and all, were swept into the sea of the resist-
less flood, and no ove left to te!l what they
bave lost,

At Bell’s Creek Diggings the claims have
all been filled. The poor miners were
whirled away clear over a fall of a thousand
‘eet deep, at the bottom of which the re-
mains of many were found No one at the
dizgings escaped to tell how suddenly the
waters came down upon them, or of the gold
that was lost. One littie girl was found
alive in the region of Bel'’s Creek, who had
lost her father, mother, five brothers and
sis'ers, and home. All that she possessed
and loved in the world werc swept away.
In one nizht this poor un‘ortunate was dash-
ed down to poverty and orphanage. The
face of the country is so changed that she
can not point out the place where their

Near the source of the Stial Haven ri-
ver, at one point, the water was seen to
come rushing down upon the plains, like a
vast pyramid. The river rose in a few
hours one hundred feef. The upland flats
were like great lakes. On and on swept the
avalanche of waters in its deeolating path.
An immense belt of richly-cultivated lands,
smiling with plenty, has been left like a
ruined desert, filled or covered with sand
and rocks. Houses, gardens, crops, eatile,
hor:~s, fences, trees, coila, men, women, and
children were swept over precipices, down
through valleys, and on into the surging
sea, and thrown back upen the coast in in-
describable confusion. For many miles the
shore was covered with the awful wreck.
Boats were rowed or steamed over where a
town had stood, in endeavoring to save soma
of the drowning people, who had gone up
to the tops of the highest buildings. In this
way some were rescued just before their
houses were swept away. Some
boats now stand high gnd dry in the midst
of where the town once stood, The Shoal
Haven river-bed has been filled up. The
waters have found another channel.

An island at the mouth of the "Shpal Ha.
ven was inhabited by about ninety fhmilies,
probably nearly four hundred personp. The
pecple, seeing thegraters rising up s ddenly
all around them, fled to the highkst hills.
Sson all they hdd was gone, and the waters
kept creeping up after them. The people
were wonderfally preserved. A vessel at
sea saw them, and sailed (o their relief.
They were saved just before the island was
submerged.

Tae Japraxese TreaTy —The particular
provisions of this treaty have at length been
made known. It provides fof the residence of a
diplomatic agent at Yeddo, and of consular
agents at other ports, and of similar Japamese
officials at Washington and our commercial cities.
The ports which are opened to us are declared
to be Simoda, Hakodadi, Kanagawa, Nagasaki,
Nee-e pata, and Hiogo. In all these American
citizens may freely reside, lease ground and
purchase buildings, on the condition that no for.
tress or military building is to be put up, and
that the Japanese authorities may at ali times
i t their contents.” In Yeddo and Osaca
they will be also permitted to reside, but par
ticular quarters will be assigned them, as mav be
arranged between the agen's of the respeictive
governments. Americans in Japas, are to be
allowed a free exercise of their religion, and for
that parpose to erect places of worship, which
will_be under the complete protection of the law ;
but they must not injure the Japanese temples,
nor interfere with the ceremonies, nor offer insult
of any kind to their gods. How far this provi
sion may be interpreted to allow or prevent the
preaching of missionaries, its future operations
alone can disclose. The Japanese are autho
rized to purchase or construct ships of war in
our ports. and to engage also the services of
American scienfific men, and artisans, for 1beir
own purposes. In case he is applied to, the
President is to act as mediator between Japan
and otber powers.—N. Y. Christian Advocate &
Journal,

Tuk “ GREAT EasTERN.”"—The people of
Poriland bave been most scurvily treated by the
Directors of the “ Great Eastern.” On the
faith of a distinct arrangement, privately agreed
upon, and publicly advertised, they incurred
very considerable expense in making preparations
for the reception atPortland of the mammoth ship.
But when, alter many delays, she was got ready
for sea, she wassent to New York nstead of
Portland.. Even since ber arrival at New York,
a sort of semi-official announcement was made
that after remaining there a tew weelks, she
would proceed to Portland. This was, perbaps,
put forth simply to keep the Portlanders quiet
in the meantime. At all events there seems no
intention now of fulfilling the promise. The
conduoct of the “ Great Eastern’s’” Directors in
this aflair does not speak much for their being
actuated by that high sense of honour, for whick
the public men of England generally receive
credit.— Globe.

A BritLIANT MeTEoR.—~On Friday night,
July 30:h, a meteor of surpassing brilliancy was
observed -in various parts of the United States,
&hiefly between Detroit river and the District of
Columbia. Tke papers are full of descriptions.
The Cleaveland ﬁuder, July 234, eays of it :

To the observers bere the meteor seemed but
a’littie distance above the earth. This proves,
hovever, not to be the fact, for the body was
observable st Buffalo and New York. We see
no note of it in our Cincinnati, Toledo, Detroit,
or Chicago exchanges, and therefore conclude
that it was not visshle further westward. A citi-
zen who saw it on Friday evening noted the
time, and found it to be precisely filteen minutes
pas: nine o'clock, and that it occupied about ten
seconds in passing across the range of vision.
The Buflalo Courier rays that it passed that city
at half past nine, and was the grandest meteor
we ever bad the fortune to see. It was about
thirty seconds in pa:ceing across the sky there
The New York papers saw it, and tc them it
Rp;xuru] to pass near the earth, and to pass over
but a small section. Tbe Tribune says it passed
at 945. New York time. is just balf an hour
faster than Ceaveland time, so we have the asio-
pishing fact that it appeared at Cleaveland and
New York at the same moment, or even if we
allow five minutes difference of time in the
watches, it then passed from bere to the eastward
at the amazing speed of five or six tbousand miles
an hour ! It must then bave been at a very great
distance from the earth, noiwithstanding a cor-
respondent of the Tribute thinks it was only a
quarter of a mile above. While over that city
1t burst into two distinct heads The light, as
here, was of a dazziing blue and white, The
World says it was one mninute and lhrm--q'ur!ern
in passing across the sky. In all the places
where it was s<en, it had about the same altitude
over the horizon

At half past six o'ciock, on the evening of July
221, a tornado from the north west, passing over
Louisville, Ky , unroofed several buildings, pros
trated trees, blew boa's from their moorings,
causing considerable damage.

The French Army.

The French army at this time is compured to
amount, even !n time of peace, to the enormons
fizure of 700,000 men. (ne hundred thousand
men are summoned to the French banners every
year, and their term of eérvice lasts seven years,
The maintenance of euch a mass of troopsis a
crushing weight for the Budget, at the same
time that it 1s a great injury to all the branches
ot vational industry, by depriving them of so
many young and vigorous arws ; but more or less
avowable, political and financial reasons force the
Imperial Govercment to maintain this prodigious
estat lishment, which exbausts the pcople hat
pays for at, and which is a perpetnal menace to
the neighbouring nations.

Could Napoleon lII ever reduce the army
whicl he potgesses, or could he sowe day content
bimsclf, ke the Restoration of Louis Philippe,
with 250,000 or 300,000 men ? It is not at all
probable; and sceing tha spirit of bis policy,
both within and without, it 18 believed, on the
caxirary, that the 700,000 which he has at pres-
eig~wiil rot suflice bim, for he has not hesitated
for the last two years to add. 40,000 imen to ihe
‘annual levy, which would soon bave brought this
formdable army to a million of soldiers. For
the rest, it 's necessary not to be deceived by tbe
false pretenses 3t reduction, which from time to
tine attempt to reassure Eurcpe, and to make it
bel:ave ip a disarming.

With ibe strong and flexible organization of
the French army, nothing is more easy iban to
send a nomber of men, for a hmited time, to their
homes; but they are nevertueless still soldiers,
and in less than a week, tfianks to the celerity of
the ralways, they can again )Giu the flag, and
forn: again their regiments. There is only one
case when the reduction would be real; namely,
the duninution of officers. But the lmperial
Government, with the views of which it alone
baa the secret, far from reducing the number of
cflicers, bas incessantly increased it ; and- this is
woat it is now doing, in creating three new reg
men's of aruliery,
great and jnst alarms, the Government bas en-
deasonred id palhate the effect thereof by declar-
ing fbat the nuwber of batteries was diminished
i the entire army, aud thus France, far from ic~
creasipg ber armawents, bad reduced th m. This
explanation is perfectiy false, lor the resson we
bave just given. ‘1 he number of batteries isno
thing ; they can aiways oblain as many as they
wish ‘tom wel-furnisbed arsenals; and the arnl-
lery hofses, as will be - membered bave becn
put in o the care of the farmers. What is of im-
portance 18 the increase in the number of cfficers,
which is very great,in con:equence of the forma-
tivis of three new regimants  This is what the
Inperial Goverument understands by redaction,
a..d it is condemned never to understand it otber-

These last were engaged in digging
out some loose stones from the mounds in ques-
tion, when they came upon, first one, and then a
secoud biouzs plate, thickly embossed with
cuneiform inscriptions, interspersed with rude
angaular figures of men and animals. Not know-
ing what to make of this talisman treasure-trove,
the discoverers hastened with it into town, where
news of tbe incident soon reached tbe Pasha,
who speedily calied the men before him. Through
no love of art, but 1 evident bope of lighting on
sowething more convertible than metal pilates,

smail Pasha despatched a party of expiorers to

the mounds where the antiquities had been found.
Th-mltdlfcvdl;:'quh was the disco-
very of a splendid bronzs buman-beaded bull,
about three quarter life size, a large winged
eagle, and (wo elaborately-carved serpents, ail of
seemingly the purest bronze Fancying that
the metal of these might be something more
valuable than copper and brass, the Pasha stop-
pedtl;e exploration il this point was setiled ;
but, indifferent assayists as are the ‘ cunning
workmen’ of Van, a little chipping and filing
soon showed that copper and brass were all that
could be made out of the image. Since this
damping discovery, the exploration bas not been
carried further, though there is every reason to
believe that, if it were, the results woald more
than repay every trouble incurred, and add
many a precious leaf to the bistory unburied at
Nineveh and Nimroud. To complete the crime
of his Vandalic indifference to these invalaable
discoveries, the Pasba bas banded over plates,
bull, eagle serpents, and all, to the Karabash
(Bishop) of the Armenians, who is about, ] am
mldi’!o melt them dowa, for the sake of the cop-
per!”

MoxsTroUs PETRiFiED TREES IN CaALL
FORNIA —Capt. J. E. Stevens, who conducted
a silver prospecting expedition from Marysville
to the Black Rock country, informs (he Marys-
ville Democrat of an extraordinary discovery
f which the expedition made of a petrified tree.
Thbe tree is iying in a desolate region about 60
miles north of Black Rock Iis length, so far as
measured, the top being deep under ground, was
666 feet, and the general opinion of the pany,
looking at it, was that it was from 40 to 60 feet 1o
diameter. Enormous tree ! Capt. Stevens thinks
it ia of the same species as the trees of Mariposa,
Fragments of other trees of the same kind, but
smaller, are visible bere and there—stumps and
butts of thirty feet length—all petrified. And it
is more than probable that a little excavation
would discover a vast primeval forest there buris
ed. This tree lies exactly where it fell centuries
ago, for there are the up-turned roots,in the posi~
tion they would most naturally be, and the prose
trunk bears no evidence of baving been disturb-
ed. It seems strange that the remains of a great
forest should thus found in a country, now
wholly destitute of any sort of living growih
whatever, except sage, brush and greasewood,
for a bundred miles around — Boston Traveller.
