The communists are also
on the qui vive, and dec'are that the next
time they will commit greater damage and
take their revenge on the foreigners who
quelled them the other day.

The fears here expressed of further trouble
are by no means exaggerated, and that they
are warranted is borne out by Limas, Callao,
Yoa, Pisco, Huacho, Chicla, Trujillo and
other towne, and more particularly Piura,
whence many families are repcrtcd to have
fled in alarm at the threatening aspect of
affairs now the negroes are trying to take
command of the town. The country really
seems to be breaking up ; and if Don Nicolas
de Pierola does not recognize this fact
and take control of it, I am afraid, in-
stead of a confederation, we shall see fight-
ing and trouble in every section of the re
public.

St. Petersburg, March 20.—The judi-
cial inquiry into the murder of the Czar
was concluded yesterday, and the
minutes handed to Procurator Muravieff,
who will be one of the State prosecutors
before the special tribunal appointed to
try the accused. The pereom}*o be
tried before this tribunal are: Nicolai
Roussakoff, who confesses that he threw
one of the bembs; Andrei Telejkoff,
arrested on March 11, who confesses that
he participated in the preparations for
the murder; Timofei Michaeloff, who,
on his arrest at Roussakoff’s domicile,
resisted and shot a policeman; and
lastly, a woman named Hesse Helffman,
charged with being an accomplice of
Navrotzky, who committed suicide when
a policeman entered his house.

THE FUNERAL PROCESSION,

The removal of the body of the late
('zar to the cathedral in the Petropaul-
ovski Fortress was conducted with great
pomp. The following was the order of
the procession: The Emperor's horses,
then functionaries bearing his 132
foreign decorations, and
others bearing his nine crowns, the last
of the number being the Imperial crown
of Russia. Following these came the
clergy dressed in black velvet, embroi-
dered with silver. Next came the
funeral car, richly ornamented with gold,
drawn by eight horses, the four oldest
generals in the army holding the corners
of the pall. Immediately behind the
ear walked the Emperor. Then came
the Grand Dukes, Ministers and foreign
princes on lhorseback, grenadiers and
carringes with the FEmpress and her
children and Grand Duchesses.

RUSSIA'S POLICY.

M. Giers, Minister of Foreign Affairs,
has addressed the following, dated March
16th, to the Russian representatives
abroad :—* His Majesty the Emperor on
ascending the throne of lis ancestors
assumes as his inheritance traditions
consecrated by time and their acts.

THE NEW ALLAN LINE STEAMSHIP,
Halifax, March 20.—The Allan steam-
ship Parisian arrived at half-past three
this afternoon from Liverpool. Thous-
ands of spectators lined Citadel Hill, the
wharves and other places from which a
good view could be obtained, and watch-
ed her steam majestically up the harbor.
Large numbers congregated around
Cunard’s wharf, but were refused admit-
tance until after the mails were landed.
Only a few were permitted to go aboard,
except Allan's officials and laborers.
She will be thrown open to the ins
tion of the public on her return from
Boston, when a fee of 10 cents will be
charged, the sum realized to be dis-
tributed to charities. With the excep-
tion of the Great Eastern, the Parisian is
the largest merchant steamer that ever
arrived in Halifax harbor.

GUY FAWKES AT WORK.

An Attempt to Blow up the Lord Mayer

TLondon, March §17.—At midnight a
policeman observed a fire en the wall of
the Lord Mayor's official residence, and
found a wooden box with a fuse, connect-
ed to which some lighted paper had
been recently applied. The officer
extinguished the fire. The box contained
forty pounds of gun powder,

At a meeting of the Common Council
to-day the Lord Mayorsaid the explosion
would not have injured the Mansion
House, but would have damaged the
Egyptian Hall and adjacent buildings
and entailed serious loss of life. e was
not at home at the time.

RIOT AT ALDERSHOT.

Irish Soldiers Celcbrate St. Patriek’s
Day in Donnybrook Fair Fashien.

London, March 18.— The riot at Al-
dershot yesterday occurred about five
o'clock in the afternoon, when soldiers
belonging to the Eighteanth Royal Irish
together with Irishmen belonging to other
corps commenced the disturbance in a
short-street—a  disreputable  place.

Editor StaNparv—S8ir: I notice a
letter in your paper signed by Geo.
Follis, in which he states that the
lawyers' fees in the suit with the Great
Western Railway Company cost the
township of Wallace $458.08, which I
will find by the books of the township.
I must say that George Follis is
stating what is incorrect, with the view
of deceiving the ratepayers, and with
the object of drawing their attention
from his own actions. The facts of the
Gowanstown case are as follows: the
corporation of the township of Wallace
had to enter an action in the Court of
Chancery to compel the Wellington,
Grey & Bruce and Great Western Rail-
way Companies to carry out the terms
of their by-laws and agreement made
with the towaship; and after a great
deal of delay, caused by the ebstinate
action of the Railway Companies, the
township of Wallace was successful, and
obtained a decree in Chancery com-
pelling the Great Western Railway Co.
to keep open and maintain the Gowans—
town station the same as all other
stations on their line of road, and to pay
costs. But the G. W. R. Co. appealed
against the decision of the Court of
Chancery, heace the corporation of the
township of Wallace became defendant
in the case of appeal, Now, when Geo.
Follis had the books of the township
examined, why did he not cause the
search to be continued a little further,
if his object had been to gain informa-
tion instead of to find tault? Had he
done so he would have found that there
were two railway suits, and it is the
lawyer’s fees for gmecutin in Chancery,
and his fees for del township
in the appesl case, v amounted to
$458.08, Perhaps Geo. Follis did not
know that there were two cases entail-
ing lawyer's fees, but if he had tried to
be truthful in his answer to my question,
he would not have made such a reckless
statement, when the information could
be obtained so easily. Again, there is
another feature in those lawsuits that the
Reeve evidently tries to keep secret,
that is, the amount of costs awarded in
Chancery against the G. W. R, Co,
amounting to $266.76. The Reeve will
find that the two law suits referred to
enly cost the ratepayers of the township
of Wallace $191.32 tor lawyer's fees. To
find the actual cost, we would have to
divide the $191.32 by 2, as there were
two lawsuits, and we would have to
charge lawyer's fees paid by the town-
ship of Wallace in each case, $95.66,
which taken from the Reeve’s statement
of $458.08 would leave the Reeve in
an error of $36242. That is only a
small mistake for the Reeve to make.
As I don't desire to be cruel, I schall
only ask the Reeve which position he
intends to take—whether he intended
to deceive the ratepayers by his figures,
or did he do se uuknowingly? I trust
that when our Reeve again signs an
article giving figures that he will be a
little more accurate.

SUICIDE BY ‘CREMATION.

(New York World, Marck 8)

The details of a suicide of a novel descrip-
tion were made known in Flatbush yesterday
in an inquest held by Coroner Keller, of
King's county, and a jury, on the body of
Philip Truschel, who * shufiled off this mor-
tal coil” by roasting bimself in a furnace,
The deceased, who was about 18 years of age,
was & German, and came to this country
about twelve months ago. He made his way
to the Town of Flatbush, where he obtained
employment as | a laborer from Lonis
Schmutz, his uocle, who is a well-to-do flor-
ist, having several large greenhouses on
Clarkeon street, Flatbueh, Philip, who
proved to be an industrious and steady work

man, gained the respect of his relative and
«mployer. He was quiet in his demeanor,
sober, and exceedingly fond of reading. He
rarely asked permission te leave his work in
the greenhouees, preferring to pass his time
in the perusal of books and papers. His
knowledge of Eoglish was limited, owing to
his seeming dislike to bold communication
with others: On Tuesday night Alfred De-
men3sy, » laborer, who was also employed b,

Mr. Schmutz, remained in company wil[vl
Philip reading in the upper part of one of
the greenhounses until 10 o'clock, when, feel-
ing sleepy, he left and went into the adjoining
structure. He fell asleep there while seated
in a chair,and awoke after about an hour's

rest. He then rose and went in to see
Philip. The latter had disappeured,
| however, and, supposing that he had

retired %o bed for the night, the
man Jooked down into the furnace-room
to see how the fire was burning. Be was hor

rified at the sight that met his view. The
lower part of the body and the legs of his
companion protrud: d from the narrow open-
ing—about a foot square—of the furnace, tne
head, ehoulders, arms and upper part of the
corpee being thrust into the fire. Recovering
himeelf as soon as possible from the shock,
Pemensy ran down the short stairs of the
farnace room. and hastily dragged thecharred
remains therefrom. The head was burned al-
most entirely from the body, the upper por-
tion of which wasrapidly undergoing the pro-
cess of cremation. He imwediately gave an
slarm, and the loeal suthorities and the coro-
ner were notified. In the greenhouse near by
tho seat that decessed had oeccupied when
last seen alive by his fellow-laborer, was
found a eard upon which was seribbled with
lead pencil, in the German langnage, the fol-
lowing :

“ Fuatnusm, March 1, 1881,— Good-by all.
If any one is tir-d of life he need only do as
I am about to do. Pauie TR someL.

The writing was fully identified by the uncle
of the suicide,as well as by Demensy, as being
that of Truschel. On the inquest Demensy
testified : ** Deconsed often said if he bad
a revolver he wounld shoot himeself, or he
would hang himself,” * Mr. Schmutz said :
* Sometimes Philip said he would shoot
him: elf, but I always thought he was only
fooling.”

The jury rendered the following verdict :
* We find that Philip Truschel, the deceased,
came to his death by eevere burns received
by creeping into a burning furnace with the
intention ef destroying himself.”
