THE CONCESSIONS
ON HUNKER CREEK

(Special to the Miner.)

VANCOUVER, B. C., July 7.—Van-
couverites as well as Dawson people
will rejoice at the announcement that
the government concessions on Hunker
creek are to be worked again. Robert
Anderson, who returned from London,
Eng., a day or two ago and sailed for
the north from Seattle on thea Cottage
City last week, has made the announce-
men that development work will be
resumed immediately.

For various causes these Hunker
creek concessions have been kept shut
while other properties have been adding
to the Klondike output. One of the chief
reasons why work was stopped shortly
after the beginning of the test of the
concessions was a lawsuit, which was
started in!| the courts here and also
taken to London, where it was heard
in the King’s Bench division. It is not
eagsy to /hurry the legal machinery,
and thus the months have passed with-
out anything being done to wrest from
the soil the riches that experts say
lie along Hunker creek.

Vancouver people obtained an inter-
est in these concessions early in the
Klondike rush, and have never ceased
to express confidence in the richness of
the government grant. Robert Ander-
son will soon show; them whether their
faith is justified, for he intends to open
up the properties as rapidly as possible.

The Cariboo Hydraulic Company,
which operates the biggest plant of its
kind in the world, has already sent
part of its clean-up to the bank at
Ashcroft, and before long a big chunk
of gold is expected to be received at the
assay office here. At latest advices the
clean-up was proceeding satisfactorily,
and the elevators had removed a vast
amount of earth. The company used to
ship its gold to New York, but since
it has been proved that the Dominion
office here can handle all the gold that
offers it has decided to forward the
valuable metal to Vancouvér. By this
means it receives the same price as
New York would give it, and also saves
the cost of freight and other charges
which took away part of the profit in
previous years.

LONDON, July 7.—Thé colonial sec-
retary, Joseph Chamberlain, was some-
what cut on the head today as the re-
sult of a cab accident in Whitehall.
His hansom was passing through the
Canadian arch when the horses stopped
and Mr. Chamberlain was precipitated
forward with great violence, His head
struck and shattered the ‘glass front
of the cab. When extricated it was geen
that his head was badly lacerated and
bleeding profusely, A policeman helped

Nevertheless, Mr. Chamberlain was
sufficiently injured to necessitate his
remaining at the hospital all night and
he was carried on a stretcher from
‘the room -where . his wounds were
dressed to a bedroom.

2700 CASES OF SALMON
WERE JETTISONED

VICTORIA, B. C.,, July T7.—Robert
Ward & Co., who were the local agents
of the salmon-laden ship Red Rock, the
vessel which was given up as lost af-
ter leaving here for London last fall,
in view of the gquantity of salmon be-
ing found on the coast, have been ad-
vised by letter that the vessel had to
jettison 2700 cases of her cargo, valued
at nearly $14,000. This accounts for the
salmon found along the coast during
the winter and spring. Coincident with
the receipt of the letter from London
came news from the north of the find-
ing of more salmon from the Red Rock
and also of life buoys, presumably from
the Condor.

Only 13 of the 21 schooners which
outfited for a seal hunt in Behring
Sea will get away, eight of them hav-
ing been unable to get Indian hunters.
This is the smallest fleet in years.

A telegraph line has been about com-
pleted along the west coast of Vancou-
ver island. Work is also progressing

WINNIPEG, Man., July 7.—London
cable: The annual meeting of the Hud-
son’s Bay Co. took place today, the gov-
ernor, Lord Strathcona, presiding. The
profits of the year were £138,197, com-
pared with £68,536 for the previous veT.
Adding the £45,650 brought forward from
last year the total available for distri-
bution was £183,747, out of which the
governor and his colleagues om the di-
rectorate of the company recommended
the payment of a dividend of nftgen
shillings per share and the payment
of a bonus of seven shillings six pence
per share, a total of twenty-two shill-
ings six pence per share, equal to eight

and three-quarter cents on the par
value of the stock. Ten thousand pounds
was added to the employes’  benefit
fund, and after making the foregoing
appropriations there remains a bal-
ance of £61,247 to be carried forward to
the next year.

Lord Strathcona took occasion to re-
fer to the present marked prosperity
of the Dominion, and dwelt upon the
great future im store for Manitoba and
the Northwest Territories.

The commissioner and the staff in
Canada were spoken of by his lordship
as deserving of all praise for their zeal-

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THREE MILES
OF WO0OD FLUME

Wext week will see the commence-
sment of work on the extension of the
ity waterworks to Rock creek. Major
wVanBuskirk, city engineer, is now con-
cluding the final arrangements for
the starting of construction, and the
work is to be pushed abead as rapidly
ms is compatible with 'good resulte.

The enterprise will give employment
to about fifteen men for a month or six
weeks, and the entire work is esti-
mated to cost some $7500. The men will
e boarded at Blue & Deschamps’ mill,
the size of the crew not justifying the
establishment of a regular camp along
the right-of-way.

From the centre of the city to the
point on Rocla creek where the new in-
take will be located is seven miles.
"The first three miles of this distance
is covered by the city mains and the
wood stave pipe between the refervoir
and the Stoney creek dam. The next
mile or a trific more will be bridged
By utilizing the channel of a fork.of
Stoney creek, while the last three miles
will be covered by a 12x12 wooden

flume. The grade between the Rock
creek intake and the Stoney creek dam
is uniformly one per cent, which guar-
antees the delivery of all water taken
in by the flume. 1
The corporation has a record of fifty
inches of water on Rock creek, and
this represents a flow of practically 8
million. gallons in each twenty-four
hours. This supply will not be res
quired, however, and it is omly pro-
posed to take the amount of water ac-
tually necessary for the city’s pur-
poses. The great point to be attained
in the extension fo Rock creek is that
hereafter the city will not be dependent
upon a single source of supply as is
now the case. While the Stoney creek
supply has proved adeguate to the
demands upon ‘it “in the past, it is
by no means impossible that some-
thing may transpire in the future to
reduce the quantity of water available
from thig source, in which event, un-
der the amended conditions, the city
will be in 4 position to fall back upon
the Rock creek supply, which is abun-
dantly adequate for aill purposes.

RAABE TAKES UP
MITCHELL’S “DEF1”

Gus Raabe, the Rossland sprinter,
has taken up the ‘“‘defi” issued by
Mitchell, Greenwood’s dust raiser. Yes-
terday Raabe signified to The Miner
his willingness to meet Mitchell at
any time in the future that will give
a reasonable time for training, but in-
sisted that before the negotiations went
further he must be satisfled that Mitch-
ell meant business, and the only guar-
antee of this intention that would be
acceptable would be a deposit in some
yeliable hands. He iz willing to race
for $500 or $1000 at the distances named
By Mitchell, and frames his reply in
the following manner:

Rossland, B. C., July 3, 1902.

«I hereby accept the challenge made
by J. F. Mitthell, of Greenwood, to run
200 yards, 150 yards, and 200 yards up-
on the following conditions:

«1  That Mitchell, as the challenger,
shall post with the Bank of Montreal,
or other absolutely bona fide person

or institution, the sum of $100 to be
forfeited to me in event of the balance
of his wager not being put up after

my deposit is made.

«9  That the balance of the wager
be deposited in a similar bona fide man-
ner at least a day previous to the races.

«3. That the races shall be run in
Rossland. As the challenged party I
deem this but a reasonable stipulation.

“4, That the 220 yard race be run
first, the balance to be run off as de-
sired by Mr. Mitchell.

“5. The judges and starters to be
mutually satisfactory to both contest-
ants. (Signed) GUS RAABE.”

As matters now stand, it would seem
to be up to Mitchell to “make good”’
by depositing the reasonable sum speci-
fied to bind the match. Once it is seen
that Mitchéll means business the mat-
ter of arranging the other details should
be easy in view of the apparent anxiety
of the men to come together.

MORE CARS

IN THE DITCH

The Red Mountain road is certainly
passing  through a period of trial and
tribulation. Yesterday saw a third ac-
cident on the road within three days,
this last being the ditching of six ore
oars near the Sheep creek falls tank
through the breaking of a flange on one
©f the cars. No one was injured and
the damage is comparatively light.

On Wednesday ten cars were ditched
at the Northport end of the line, next
day an engine was derailed at the scene
of the trouble, and yesterday saw- six
.gnore cars in the ditch, all the accidents
occurring through causes for which
there is no particular method of pre-
wvention. There is an axiom in rail-
zoad circles that accidents never hap-
pen singly, that one wreck is certain
ta precipitate a series of three, and
that when the three have occurred no
further danger may be apprehended

until another series commences. The
Red Mountain has had its series of
three, and immunity may now, be ex-
pected.

The trouble yesterday occurred near
the tank in the vicinity of the Sheep
creek falls. It was at or near the same
point that a box car loaded with ap-
ples jumped the track and went over
the precipice some time ago. The six
cars went off the track, but the com-
pany was again “fortunate, inasmuch
as no one was injured.’

DR. RAYMOND'S ANSWER

(Engineering and Mining Journal.)
Since my last article wasg written,
Mr. Mitchell has issued an address to

the public, to which I am obliged to
give a passing notice, though I am
thereby hindered from continuing my
analysis of elements in the situation,
more . important than the temporary
tactics of the combatants. But when
am agreement ig interrupted by re-
marks from a partisan in the audience,
it is sometimes best to notice the in-
terruption before proceeding further.
Mr. Mitchell is out of his depth in a
discussion of this kind. It would be
gdfer for him to issue orders and not
arguments—to address mass meetings
of those who agree with him (or tumul-
taously out-vote him, as the case may
be) rather than the public.

1. His excuse for not having estated
his case before is ludicrous. He was
s0 anxious mnot to irritate the other
party, and hinder a compromise, that
he kept silence! But the statement of
the other party, which he now unger-
takes to refute, was made, not to the
public, but in writing to him. He gpuld
have us believe that, in order to
irritate the operators, he refrained
from showing them in temperate lan-
guage, their errors of fact and judg-
ment, and took the milder course of
ordering their employes to stop work,
abandon property to destruction, inflict
loss and discomfort upon innocent com-
munities, paralyze industries not in the
!
reaten a general ‘ruin, fortunately
beyond their power to produce. Does
Mr. Mitchell - really * think, or - does
he expect some people to think, that
the way to dispose an opponent to
amicable settlement is not to argue
with him,/but to smite’ him, take
money frém him, call him names, and
maltreat his friends?

9. Nothing shows the tyro more
quickly than his handling of statis-
tics. They are dangerous tools in un-
trained hands. Mr. Mitchell’s statistics
give him away at once. Apparently he
does not even know that,“when an op-
ponent makes an assertion con ng
his own business, and offers his ks
for inspection in proof thereof, he can-
not be answered by an ingenious¢indi-
rect calculation, baged upon other and
unconnected evidence, to show that his
assertion is incorrect. The primary evi-
dence, having been offered, must be
directly controverted, or else admitted
true.

3. But to anyone acquainted with the
history and conditions of the anthra-
cite industry, Mr. Mitchell’s indirect
proofs are themselves pitiable. For in-
stance, he offers as part of his proof
of the average profits of the anthra-
cite industry, the reported testimony of
an individual manager concerning the
profits realized several years ago at
certain mines under private ownership.
This may be a mere newspaper report,
and therefore undoubtedly in “some
particulars incorrect; the testimony,
having been given for one side in a
Jaw guit, was probably cross-exam-
ined, controverted and more or less
explained away by the other side; and,
finally, if entirely and admittedly -true,
it would prove only, that for a certain
period certain mines were worked with
a certain amount of profit—though
whether this profit was net or gross;
that is, whether it did or did not re-
main after proper deduction for royalty
ot coal mipes, interest on capital, and
depreciation of plant, is still undeter-
mined.; Making, however, the assump-
tions' most favorable to. Mr. Mitchell’s
case, we must still say that the ar-
gument based upon this evidence begs
the fundamental question’ at issue. For
he assumes that the results at one
place represents the results at all,
ignoring the declaration of the opera-
tors that the anthracite collieries can-
not thus be lumped and averaged.
This declaration is not’ only true, but
obvious to all who know the anthracite
business. Mr. Mitchell’'s avowed pur-
posge of enforcing uniform terms of em-
ployment throughout the anthracite re-
gion requires him to ignore it; and,
perhaps, reasoning from the more uni-
form conditions in the bituminous coal
fields, he really believes his absurd as-
sumption. True, differences are permit-
ted, under his management, among the
“gcales” of different bituminous re-
gions. But, so far as I know, these
are wholly geographical. Perhaps Mr.
Mitchell does not conceive that in the
districts into which he has made ig-
norant intrusion, one colliery may be
profitable, while another in the same
country and coal basin may be losing
money, and that his dictation of iden-
tical terms to both may ruin one en-
terprise, while not “intolerable” (gx+f
cept as a matter of principle) fo ge
other. It is a pity that he did not per-
sonally, -or -through a competent ex-
pert, inspect the books of the ‘opera-
tors when they offered him the oppor-
tunity to do so. If he had done 86, he
would be wiser now, and less addicted
to “averagee.”

4. Mr. Mitchell’s statements about
wages are similarly crude and inex-
perienced. His “average” of wages has
been determined, apparently, by divid-
ing the total sum paid to all
labor (including old men and boys
common laborers on odd jobe, etc.) by
the number of persons employed. His
number of days’ work i a year (which
is, I suppose, simply the mumber of
days on which each colliery is oper-
ated) id them multiplied by his average
“wages,” to show the pitiful sum upon
which the anthracite miner has to sup-
port himself and family.

Here are logical lapses almost, too
numerous to mention. Do all the lab-
orers counted in calk | the “aver-
age” wages stop worky every time the
colliery stops? If the sum named by
Mr. Mitchell §s an “average” years
earnings, many persons must earn far
less. How do these live ay all? Above
all, how do so many of the miners pros-
per, own their own houses, have large
sums in the savings banks—or, more
frequently, on deposit with their ty-
rants, who pay them high interest to
encourage them in their submission

pay for four or five hours’ work, on
less than 200 days a year, does not (a8
Mr. Mitchell seems to wish us to think)
sit down for the rest of each “day” of
work, and all day for the rest of the
year, and starve. There are other things
to do, even in Pennsylvania; and the
proposition is absurd for any part of
the United States where labor is in
guch demand. Tt is, and always will be,
true that certain industries are more
active at certain seasons. All employes
khow that it would be advantageous
to arrange so as to give steady em-
ployment at good wages, the year round,
to loyal workmen. Perhaps this could
not be completely done in anthracite,
mining; but I think an approximation
could be made to it, if labor could be
trusted to keep its contracts. The pre-
gent irregularity of employment in that'
business is due, partly to the irregular
nature of the demand for anthracite,
but chiefly to the attitude of ‘“‘organ-
ized labor,” which will not permit of:
the equalization of the conditions of’
product and shipment, and which has
hampered and limited the sale of an-
thracite by successive measures, ignor-
antly (but none the less effectively) ex-
tending the market for bituminous coal:

Nevertheless, even now, it is not
necessary for an anthracite miner to
be idle when he is not mining. Nor ig
he so idle. Let Mr. Mitchell, in cor-
roboration of his remarkable deduc-
tions, adduce instanced in which sober,
decent and industrious men, work=

ng as miners only a couple of hundred

'days in a year have done nothing sﬁ

the rest of the year—and he will have
shed some support.to an argument
which is now self-evidently lame.

Finally, Mr. Mitchell does not say
how great a part of the “idle time”
of last year was caused by more than
100 “local strikes,” for which “union
labor,” and nething else, was resopn-
sible.

5. Under the head of the efficiency
of “union” labor, Mr. Mitchell’s reas-
oning is equally superficial. He includes
in the total product of coal for recent
years all the product of the washeries,
which is simply a recovery of former
waste. Why does he not tell us how
many feet of galleries or air ways were
run last year, or how many feet of
shaft were sunk per man and day,
as compared with the former rates of
progress in similar ground? Even bi-
tuminous experts must know that this
is the simplest measure of a miner’s
efficiency. Whatever he may deduce by
curcuitous argument from general data,
the fact is notorious, and familiar
by daily experience to every mine man-
ager in the anthracite regions, that
gince the settlement of 1900, both the
discipline and efficlency of mining la-
bor have greatly declined. In the lat-
ter, the loss is stated bythe large com-
panies at some 12 per cent. I have the
testimony of an individual operator that,
at his colliery, it has been twice as
much.

6. The date which Mr. Mitchell fixes
for the beginning of his period of “in-
tolerable conditions”—namely, 26 years
ago—is highly unfortunate for him.
However uninformed as to the busi-
ness of mining, transporting and sell-
ing anthracite, he ought to have known

enough of American history to be

aware that the date he gives as the
beginning of the present tyranny of
capital coincides with the exposure
and overthrow of the most audacious
and cruel reign of terror ever main-
tained in this country in thé name of
organized labor. Did he ever know,

he really believe, or expect men of my
years to believe, that the hanging of
Jack Kehoe, after a score, more Or
less, of his agents and associates in
crime had been similarly hung, marked
the beginning, and not the end, of
“intolerable’” tyranny.

The story of the “Mollie Maguires”
deserves to be told again to a genera-
tion which seems to need its lesson;
and some day I may find opportunity,
as a witness acquainted with its lead-
ing characters, to tell it. Meanwhile, I
would advise Mr. Mitchell, and all the
other pleaders for the present claims
and demands of organized labor in the
anthracite region, to avoid alluding to
the situation of 25 years ago.

7. The foregoing remarks have been
based mainly upon sthe statements of
Mr. Mitchell, without controversy as
to the accuracy! of his data. But I do
not wish to be understood as accept-
ing his figures. On the contrary. I have
direct evidence of their incorrectness.
For this occasion, however, I have
preferred to show that, apart from
such refutation, they meither prove nor
improve his case.

Government’s Foreign Policy Came in
for Criticism.

P

LONDON, July 3.—When the vote for
the foreign office camé up in the house
of commons this afternoon the govern-
ment’s foreign policy came in for con-

siderable criticism. Sir Charles Dilke,
advanced radical, said he wanted to
know if there had been any real mego-
tiations with France looking to the
gettlement of the French #hore (New-
foundland) dispute, and he further de-
clared that British recognition of
French rights to the Hinterland of
Tripoli endangered the traditional
friendship of Great Britain and Italy.
The new arrangements between France
and Italy, he further asserted, has en-
tirely upset the British situation in the
Mediterranean and Eastern Europe.
The feeblenese of the government pol-
icy in China showed the absence of a
presiding mind. :

Sir Sharles also referred to the hos-
tility to Russia involved in the Jap-
anese alliance, as he advocated that a
clear definition of the respective inter-
ests of Great Britain and Russia could
possibly be served with some sort of
an arrangement with the czar himself.

Continuing, Sir Charles asked if there
was any secret understanding with
Germany regarding her accegs to the
Persian gulf, and urged the fostering
of friendship with France.

Sir Charles concluded with moving
a reduction of the salary of the for-
eign secretary, Lord Lansdowne. |

Thomas Gibson Bowles (Conservative)
seconded the motion. He said he re-
gretted the subserviency of the for-
eign office towards Germany, declaring
that she was the disturbing influence
in China, and that Emperor Williams’s
telegram to Mr. Kruger was largely
responsible for the feeling which pro-
duced the Boer war.

Henry Norman (Liberal) wanted to
know if the government realized that
Germany had practically secured ex-
clusive rights in the Caissian Tung
peninsula, and that Germany had a
complete monoply of the enormously
valuable mines of Mongolia.

During the course of a general reply,
the under gecretary for the foreign of-
fice, Lord Cranborne, declared that the
great questions affecting Newfound-

land were not being allowed to sleep.
They were, perpetually before the for-
eign offices of both countries.

Great Britain’s national friendships
were never aggressive, Her friemdship
with ‘Italy belonged to that class. It
was based on something stronger than
treaties, namely, identity of interests
and sympathies.

There had been a passing coldness
on such subjects as Tripoli and Malta,
but Great Britain had given Italy as-
surances on both and the coldness was
healed. Great Britain had no designs
on Tripoli. She was only anxious to
maintain the status quo,- and intended
to adhere to treatly obligations con-
cerning Tripoli as well as other mat-
ters.

The agreement with Japan, Lord
Cranborne asserted, was founded on
mutual interests, Therefore, it had a
strong foundation. Regarding the com-
plaint as to the lateness of the treaty,
Lord Cranborne said it was not for
Great Britain to offer a  treaty, she
granted them and she was delighted
to grant this treaty to Japan.

Lord Cranborne further. remarked
that he did not believe that China was
likely to be misled by the advances of
variougs powers. She knew it was the
true policy of Great Britain to main-
tain the integrity of China and increase
her resources. He was not in the slight-
est afraid, therefore, of the small ad-
vantages which had been gained by
other powers.

Lord Cranborne quoted the denial of
the German imperial chancellor, Count
von Buelow, that Germany had ex-
clusive rights in Shan Tung and
claimed, therefore, that the door re-
mained open.

As to a Russian concession in the
Pei Ho valley, the government, said
Lord Cranborne, was not in a position
to say Ruseia was not entitled to a
concession, but when it came to the
question of a site and the area there-
of Great Britain had a deal to esay
and said it with considerable effect.

B, C. Copper Co.'s Smelter at Green-
wood Out of Coke.

GREENWOOD, B. C.,, July 2.—Both
furnaces at the B, C. Copper com-
pany’s smelter at Greenwood were
blown out this morning, the coke sup-
ply having given out. As practically
no coke has been shipped to this smelter
by the Crow’s Nest Pass Coal com-
pany since the occurrence of the disas-
ter at that company’s mine in May, it
will be seen that the local company
must have had on hand a compara-
tively large supply ahead of immediate
needs, otherwise it could not have con-
tinued smelting for more than a
month after the coal company had
ceased shipping coke to Greenwood.
The smelter has not yet closed down
entirely, for the sample mill is still
running and will probably continue at
work throughout the week.

Some work is still in progress at the
B. C. Copper company’s Mother Lode
mine, in preparation for an increased
output of ore when the smelter shall
resume reduction work, but for the
time being nearly all the men who were
employed breaking down ore in the
mine have been discharged.

Numbers of the employes who have
been temporarily thrown out of work
by the suspension of operations as

Coast Indians Are Being Taught the
‘Bible in a Most Unique Way.

VANCOUVER, B. C., June 30.
One of the most marvelous sights in
the world is the “Passion Play,” which
the Coast Indians of British Colum-
bia are now giving at the little mission
north of Vancouver, right opposite to
this city. It is the newest and most
effective method of teaching the gos-
pel to the Redskins. A solemn and in-
spiring way it is. One might also say
that in no other part of King Edward’s
empire could the scene be produced.
There are several thousand Indiang
gathered at North Vancouver, includ-
the remnants of thirty tribes of the
natives.

The whole arrangement is under
Bishop Dontenwill of New Westmin-
ster,” who does not like the use of the
phrase “Passion Play,” but calle the
representation tableau. But call it
what you will it is marvelous. North
Vancouver nestles at the foot of the
mountains that come down almost to
the edge of Burrard Inlet. It has the
character of being perhaps the most
orderly Indiam village in the whole pro-
vince. The whole of the life, torture
and death of Jesus Christ is depicted
by Indians.

\ NEW; PELLY RIVER DISTRICT.

Party of Men Start in for a Two Years’

DAWSON, June 21.—(Mail Corres-
pondence.)—The encouraging news that
there are indications of gold on all the
bars along the long and little explored
Pelly river, tributary to the Yukon,
was brought yesterday by the steamer
Lafrance, just back from landing an
expedition 400 miles up the stream. Ten
men, who intend to prospect one or two
years in the country, were taken to
Hoole canyon, the farthest - point
reached, and intend to pole farther.
The officers of the Lafrance report that
as high.as $5 a day to the man is be-
ing taken from some of the Pelly bars,
and that everywhere the steamer stop-
ped they panned and got colors. They
feel that possibly another gold camp
will be struck in the Pelly basin.

Twelve tons of goods for a trad-
ing post being built at the mouth of
Ross river, 20 miles below Hoole can-
yon, wag taken up. on the Lafrance.
Henry Henderson, one of the pilots
of the steamer, and brother of Bob
Henderson, the KXlondike discoverer,
says:

“The tributaries ot the Pelly are nu-
merous and the valley seems to be of
great width, fertile and productive.
Game is plentiful, We saw moose and
bes¥ from the steamer, and tracks are
nuifierous all along. It must be a grand
pla¢e for a hunter. We captured a
young moose and brought him down
the river, but he died when we reached
Selkirk.

“McKinnon and two old men at Ross
river are the only white men we saw
on the entire stretch along the upper
Pelly. They had spent the winter at
Ross river, building a post for the trad-
ers we took up. On the way down we
saw several parties of Indians appear
at points along the shore.

“Indications of coal were also seen
along the Pelly by our party. It is un-
derstood the police will likely establish
a post on the Pelly, probably) at Hoole
canyon, tl

“The river was navigated without the
least trouble. We traveled day and night
continuously, and did not once strike.
From the time of traveling, as com-
pared with the time required ‘in going
up’ the Yukon, we estimated we had
gone farther than had we traveled up

the - Yukon from Selkirk to White
Horse.”—Nelson News.

that the naval forces on the dsiatic
station have been singularly. fortunate
or-careful during the prevalence of the
formidable outbreak of cholera in the
east. So far there have been only three
deaths from that disease reported to
Rear Admiral Rixey, surgeon-general
of the army. Two were privates of the
marine corps and the other was an offi-
cer of the navy. Moreover, there have
not been, it is said, over half a dozen
persons attacked by the disease in the
United States naval establishment in
China and the Philippines. This is un-
usual, considering the fact that the men
cannot be cooped up aboard ship, but
must be given shore liberty, with its
attendant danger of contracting the
disease.

R. W. Raymond’s letter in reply to the
statements of Mr. Mitchell, the presi-
dent of the Mine Workers’ Association,
the members of which are now on
strike. Dr. Raymond’s remarks are
worthy of careful perusal by all, and
especially by those resident in indus-
trial centres where the injudicious ac-
tion of a few irresponsible men may
fcad to strikes which disorganize busi-
pess and bring want and suffering to
fnnocent parties, and this, tooz with-
out yielding any compensating advan-
tage to those directly involved.

Here in Rossland we are at such a
distance from Pennsylvania that we
can study the great anthracite strike
without that feeling of prejudice and
partisanship which would be associated
with a closer view, and we are there-
fore better able to draw conclusions

from its results.

THE ERA OF STRIKES.

‘What is to be the outcome of the ser-
fes of strikes that is spreading over the
whole land? Nothing like it hae ever
occurred on the North American conti-
ment. True, the people of the United
States and Canada have witnessed many
strikes in the past, accompanied by
disorders and loss of life, but nothing
that exactly compares with the present.
3t geems to be contagious, spreading
without apparent cause in many in-
stances. And all this in face of the fact
that business conditions were never bet-
ter throughout the land, the wage scale
mever higher nor the hours of work
#horter. The history of strike eras in
the past shows that strikes are most
prevalent during flush times. When
business is depressed and work hard to
get we seldom hear of strikes. During
the dark financial period from 1893 to
1897 scarcely a strike crossed the path
of the business world in the United
States, and we do not think that one
took place in the Dominion of Canada,
unless it might have occurred among
the fishermen on the coast. But let times
brighten up and money flow freely the
spirit of discontent is soon sown and
strikes follow. There is no denying the
€act that many of these strikes are fool-
ish. The history of most of them, after
the heat and passion has worn away,
shows that little or no principle was in-
wolved and that they mever should have
occurred.

No one at all
acquainted in labor circles will deny the
Zact that labor leaders are responsible
for most of these strikes. As a matter
of fact the rank and file have little to
#say in the matter. There is a certain
class of the labor leader whose stock
fn trade is to foment trouble; by it he
magnifies his own lmp.ortance in the
eyes of the world, a cheap notoriety that
@reatly tickles his personal vanity.

But it must not be construed from
this that we condemn all labor organi-
Zations and their leaders. For it ig well
%nown that there are labor organiza-
tions and leaders whose influence has
been in the direction of peace, and the
promotion of good-will between employ-
‘er and employe. Chief Arthur, of the
Brotherhod of Locomotive Engineers,
may be mentioned as an example. Since
he has been at the head of this organi-
mation we have geldom heard of strikes
among its numbers, and what misun<
derstandings have oceurred have been
settled without resorting to extreme
measures,

months. In part he says:

“The excitement gotten up over this
district is not justified by what has
been found. The country is barren of
mineral, as a rule, and the basalt and
porphyry does not carry gold. I panned
for 25 days along the creek wash and
porphyry and never\ got a color. Four
Colorado experts thoroughly prospected
Rainbow mountain and they had the
same experience.

«It is true that the rock on the De-
wey ming pans gold. But they seem to
have a blanket formation there, from
which values have been obtained. Even
on that property no preparation are be-
ing made to work extensively. ThereJ
are but three men employed on the pro-
perty, and, in fact, there are not more
than a dozen men working in the dis-

the Sunnyside four or six, and the
others are at different places. That is
the development work that is going on
in the camp at the present time.
“Phe Big Cree properties are nearly
all base propositions, with low grade
ore and small ledges. These can not pay
without a road, and it will be fifty
years before there will be showing
enough there to justify one being built.
The reports of rich strikes being made
are generally fictitious.

“More men are now going out of the
country than are coming in. As a general
rule when a prospector gets bit and
finds that he has gpent his money for
nothing he. keepe silent and lets the
rest spend their money the same way
he did his. The advertising the coun-
try has had, however, is doing a great
Adeal of harm, Men have gone in there
by the hundreds and none of them have
found anything but disappointment.
One could believe in the district, even
if he found mothing, yet know that
others did. The truth of the matter is,
however, that no one is finding any-
thine.

“There are at the present time be-
tween 600 and 700 people in the camp.
The towng of Thunder Mountain and
Roosevelt have about 100 people each,
while Marble has about 150. The rest of
the population is scattered along the
creeks, .

“No attempt is being made to put up
permanent buildings in any of the three
towns. The structures are made with
logs and covered with canvas to keep
off the rain and sun. There i= nothing
permanent in the camp, and everything
is done to provide for the present alone.
As for the Dewey mine starting a 100-
stamp mill, it will never start. It is
stated by some that more ore will have

10 be found to keep the 10-stamp plant
going that is now on the mine.”

But there are
thousands of people in all the congested
centers that are without homes, in the
true sense, as well as without the
means of securing one. To them th

unoccupied lands of the West is an in-
viting field, and it is no wonder t
many of them turn this way with long-
ing desire. But how to give them the
correct information about this part of
the world is the problem. Almost any
person can read a glowing description
of any plaee, accompanied by good half-
tone pictures, and feel the strongest
desire to visit it. That is the reasen
books of travel are so interesting and
s0 much soaght’ dfter, But.when it
comes to actual settlement, where peo-
ple are to live and make their homes,
the whole truth should be known, the
bad along with the good. That is some-
thing you never get in descriptive liter-
ature. It is all of an exparte nature.
The same can be said of our mines.
The Financial Times advises that a
Canadian commercial office be estab-
lished in London, all of which is very
good, but the actual output of our
mines is the best advertisement that
can be sent broadcast. Facts speak in
all cases, as well in regard to agricul-
tural land as to mines, and to present
the actual facts to the world should be
the aim of those seeking to advertise
the West. Some will say that the min-
ing industry languishes and the facts
should not be stated. Why does the
industry languish? No one at all ac-
quainted with the history of mining in
this province but can at once tell the
reason for the low-water ebb we haye
reached, Several years ago a staid
old banker back East advised a young

LOCATING COAL LANDS IN CAN-
ADA.

New regulations have ben adopted by
the Dominion government for the dis-
posal of the coal lands of Manitoba,
the Northwest Territories and British
Columbia. They provide that lands con-
taining anthracite coal may be sold at
an upset price of $20 per acre, and coal,

 other than anthracite, at an upset price

‘of $10 per acre, or, if the minister of the
interior so decides, may be sold by pub-
lic competition. A royalty at the rate
of 10 cents per ton of 2000 pounds will
be collected on the output of the mine,
and the operator. must furnish the
government with sworn returns ac-
counting for the full quantity of coal
mined. Not more than 320 acres can
be sold to one applicant.

Payment for the land in cash or
script is to be made when the appli-
cation is granted, or payment may be
made of one-quarter of the purchase
price only, and the balance in three
equal annual installments, with inter-
est at the rate of 5 per cent upon the
unpaid balance.

Permission may be given to prospect
for minerals upon land patented or
entered, on which the coal mining rights
have been reserved, upon payment of
a fee of $10, and undertaking to recom-
pense the owner or occupant of the
sofl for damages that may be done to
his land. — Engineering and Mining
Journal.

THE ISSUE TO, THE PUBLIC.

The statement put forth to the mine
operators on June 11 and the miners’
answer of yesterday are in conflict,
though the points made by Mr. Mitch:ll
do not meet those made by the opera-
tors squarely. He may be right, or they
may be right. Or both may be right.
Or both may be wrong. None of these
possibilities, however, touches the
merits of the situation that now con-
fronts the public.

What concerns the public is the ®act
that the strikers have compelled the
mine owners to guard their property
behind barricades, manned by private
defenders; that against every man who
desires to work in the mines lawless-
ness raises its hand in violence or in
the threat of it; and that Mitchell and
his men are employing every influence
and method within their reach to stop
anthracite coal from coming tc the
public markets.

About 6000 tons of anthracite coal ere
still being produced daily in certain
washeries. The last effort manifested
by Mr. Mitchell is to drive off the work-
men engaged in mining or in trana-
porting that coal. And a soft coal
strike, aimed at a complete stoppage
of all bituminous mining, looms in the
background.

The plain truth is that the Miners’
Union, formed to cope with the owners
of the mines, has been transformed
into a 'vast conspiracy against the pub-
lic, in the presence of whose power
and willingness to cause public injury
no wage dispute between employer and
employed can properly or wisely have
a moment’s consideration.—New York
Sun. ; &

CANADIAN COMMERCIAL OFFICE.

There is little doubt that a Cana~
dian Commercial office in London,
properly officered, would be of immense
advantage to both countries. There
gseems to be a great lack of knowledge
as to what Canada is able to produce,
although her recent exhibits at the
cclonial exhibition in the Royal Ex-
change opened the eyes of many people
who previously were in the habit of
associating not a few of her products
with the United States. Should the
Canadian government, however, come

A SEARCH FOR
IRON ORE FLUX

Captain J. R. Gifford, general man-
ager of the Hall Mines at Nelson, and
expert in connection with the smelter,
is spending a day or two in the city
on business. Captain Gifford is well
known in Rossland, having been a more
or less frequent visitor to the city in
the ranks of the Nelson Masons.

Since his services at the Hall Mines
have not been required continuously,
Captain Gifford has visited a number
of points throughout the Kootenays and
Boundary with a view to examining
the present and prospective resources

for fluxing purposes. This]
ftem in the interior économy of “the
smelting industry of the district is a
somewhat vexed question, although
most people would probably be prome
{0 believe that the abundant showings
of iron in many places would render
a molution comparatively easy. This is
not the case, however, Iron ore for flux-
ing may be magnetic or non-
magnetic, but it is essential that it be
free from sulphur. The presence of sul-
phides in iron ore imtended as a flux
is fatal, and this is where the greatest
difficulty is encountered. Various large
deposits of iron ore in the Boundary
have been examined by Captain Gifford,
but with one exception the ores have

been found to contain sulphur ppon an-
alysis, and this promptly placed them
beyond the stage of consideration. One
of these is that the ore should contain
some value in precious metals, because
the iron in passing off with the slags
from the furnace will carry a percent-
age of values with it, and it is desir-
able that there should be compensation
for this possible loss. The questions
of cost, of mining, shipping and team-
ing also enter into the smelter’s calcu-

'lations when determining upon & sup-

ply of fluxing ore.

At the present time the Hall smelter
obtains its supply of iron ore from
Kamloops, where the smelter operates
a mine on the royalty basis. The Kam-
loops iron contains no values whatever,
and is therefore capable of being im-
proved upon, although as a flux it is
admirable.

'W. YOLEN WILLIAMS
TAKES HOPEFUL VIEW

(Special to the Miner.)

VANCOUVER, B. C., July 7—W.
Yolen Williams, mining superintendent
for the big Granby Mining, Smelting
and Power company of the Boundary,
is visiting Vancouver. He came here
to meet President Miner, who arrived
on Sunday. Mr. Willlams speaks very
hopefully of the mining outlook, saying
there is no reason to be downhearted.
‘This is because the problem of the
profitable reduction. of low grade ores
is being gradually solved and “the
eventual success of our mining and
principal industry is assured,” as he
put it himseif.

Speaking of conditions in the Boun-
dary he stated that the Granby smelter
at Grand Forks was treating 1500 tons
daily and additional furnaces are to
be put in to bring the capacity up to
2000 tons per diem. He does not anti-
cipate that the difficulty caused by the
shortage of coke in consequence of the
strike at Fernie will long continue.

“Of course,” he added, “the problem
of mining in the Boundary country is
the reduction to the lowest possible
limit of the cost of the treatment of

ore. While the ore bodies are generally
very large the average grade of values
is small. . However, I believe that most
of the Boundary mines will be worked
at a profit and there can be no doubt
that the district will be a great .pro-
ducer for & long time:"”

that the p;lncipal mines, will all turn
out well and is convinced ~that the
trouble with the miners is now, quite a
thing of the past.

‘While on the coast Mr. Williams took
advantage to visit the now famous
Mount- Sicker camp.

Within the next day or two work
will be started on the extension of the
city waterworks supply system to Rock
creek.

SCORCHED BY FIRE

Prompt aection on the part o
city fire department and a ndid
exhibition of intelligent fire-fighting
saved the city from a disastrous;con-

flagration Thursday morn‘ng. A blaze
in G. A. Millar's photographic studio,
the premises formerly occupied by Car-
penter & Co., did $150 damage to the
building and several thousands damage
to Mr. Millar's stock and apparatus.
The building was insured for $1500, and
Mr. Millar carried $3000 insurance,
which he states will not cover his loss.

The fire occurred about 9 o’clock
and was discovered by Mr. Millar, who
found his premises full of smoke. The
blaze was located in a workroom in
the rear of the building, and is pre-
sumed to have been caused by the stove
or from exploding chemicals. Mr. Mil-
lar endeavored to extinguish the flames
gingle-handed, but was driven out by
the flames after having his eyebrows
singed. An alarm was turned in from
the corner of Queen street and Colum-
bia avenue, and the department reached
the scene in short order. The chemical
hose was taken up the front etairs
and a line of hose -laid through the
alley at the rear. The men fighting

the flamed from the back of the build-
ing made thein way up a narrow stair-
way and reached the spot where the
trouble originated. From there water
was played on the blaze until it was
subdued.

The interior of the studio was badly
wrecked from fire and water, Mr. Mil-
lar had much valuable stock on the
floor and this means to be hopelessly
destroyed.

The Kking
received many telegrams of thanks and
congratulationd from the scenes of
these festivities, declaring that the
pleasure of the occasion was vastly en-
hanced by the tidings that his majesty
was out of danger. .

On his arrival at York House this
evening, after a Jong tour of the many
dining rendezvous, the Prince of Wales
telegraphed to the Lord Mayor of Lon-

don, Sir Joseph C, Dimsdale, that the
program wag everywhere carried out
without a hitch. The prince in this dis-
patch commended all the mayors and
all others concerned for the arrange-
ments for the dinners and thanked the
people for the hearty welcomes accorded
himself and the princess.

Sir Thomas Lipton, the general chair-
man of the dinners, has transmitted his

thanks to all responsible for organizing
the feaste for their painstaking devotion
in carrying out the wishes of the king.

The appearance of Queen Alexandra
as she drove out in an opemgarriage for
an hour this evening, accompanied by
some of the royal guests at the palace,
occasioned enthusiasm, in the park and
in the streets which her maljesty tra-
versed.

SUSPENSION OF CAPE
COLONY CONSTITUTION

LONDON, July 5.—The reply of the
colonial secretary, Joseph Chamber-
lain, to the petition for the suspension
of the constitution of Cape Colony was

published in a parliamentary paper this
evening. It says there is no precedent
for the suspensibn of the constitution
of the governed. The suspension could
be effected only by an act of the pro-
vincial parliament. The government
believes such a step is not called for
unless it is proven that the constitution
is a positive danger to the colonies’
peace, or that a great majority of the
whites desire that the authority be
completely transferred to the imperial
government. Such a desire could only
be constitutionally expressed by a reso-
lution of the Cape parliament. It will
be necessary fo pass an act of indem-

COLONIAL CONTINGENT
WILL SAIL TODAY

TORONTO, Ont., July 2—The Even-
ing Telegram’s London cable says: It
i# glaringly apparent that arrange-
ments made by the war office for the
Canadian contingent entirely disregard-
ed the convenience of the officers and
men. In the first place the location of
the camp at Alexandra palace yas un-
wise. When the contingent arrived
from Live 1 the officers and men
were divided, It required the united
protest from the Canadian officers to
gecure the cancellation of the order
separating them from their men. The
Duke of Connaught, in inspecting the
Canadians, expresred surprise that men
should march past in fatigue dress.
He was informed that the new uni-
forms were in the tent. The general has
ordered the dress fatigue uniforms the
same as worn aboard ship. The men
marched past in fours in stead of full
front, which placed them at great dis-
advantage. According to the original
arrangements there was no place for
the entire contingent in the procession,
not even Col. Pellatt and staff. The
command was given to Col. Turner
of the artillery. The Quebec infantry
were to be used to .line the streets and
the cavalry of the contingent was di-
vided up to escort the different prem-
jers to their carriages. Premiers were
to be bunched together. Sir Broderick
Borden, the Canadian minister of mi-
litia, exerted the strongest pressure to
bring about a modification of these
plans.

IN MICHIGAN

SAGINAW, Mich., July 2.—The ef-
forte of President Mitchell, of the
United Mine Workers of America, to
effect a settlement of the differences
in the Michigan district in which the
miners have been out on strike since
April 1st have not been as yet entirely
successful, President Mitchell addressed
a joint conference of mine workers
and operators here tonight and made
an appeal to both parties to come to
terms. The scale was then turned over
to committees appointed by each side,
and they wrested with the subject
until after 5 o’clock, when it became
apparent that no aggreement could be
reached. The men contended for the
same scale of wages as they received
last year, for an eight hour day for
all men working above ground, and

the abolition of the system whereby the
men push the cars from the entrance.

'The operators conceded the wage
scale, offered to increase the pay of
firemen twenty cents a day and to
adopt a uniform wage schedule for all
help above ground in lieu of the de-
mand for eight hours, but refused to
abolish the pushing of cars from the
entries.

The matter was then referred by the
joint conference back to the local un-
ions to vote upon, and if they accept
the proposition a joint conference is to
be called, otherwise the strike con-
tinues.

OF PEACE

IN THE PHILIPPINES

All miners
or others having tools in No. 1 mine
are notified to remove them therefrom
on Thursday or Friday, on which days
the mine will be open for that purpose
Credit will only be given for tools re-
turned. After Friday the fans will be
stopped and the mines closed.”

*The above notice caused consider-

able comment about town, but nearly

CONCENTRATOR
FOR THE VELVET

The first of the Rossland mines to be
equipped with a concentrating plant is
the Velvet. The plant has been or-
dered and is now on the way west from
the manufacturers. It is expected to‘ar-
rive at the Velvet siding almost daily
and arrangements have been made to
transport the machinery to the mine
promptly. A site has been prepared
for the building, and no time is to
be lost in commencing construction. Of-
ficials of the Velvet are credited with
the statement that within a compara-
tively short time a crew of 250 men
will be employed at the property, a
considerable portion of whom, it is
presumed, will be engaged in construc-
tion work in connection with the var-
jous additions to the working plant.

The new 100-horse power boiler re-
cently ordered by the management of
.the Velvet has already been delivered
‘at Velvet siding, and yesterday the

work of moving it up the hill was com-
menced. This will be placed in the com-
pressor building and its presence will
substantially facilitate the working of
the lower levels of the mine. Since the
development work was started below
the 400 foot level, the old plant has not
furnished all the power that could be
utilized to advantage, hence the addi-
tional boiler.

The Velvet promises to come to the
front among Rossland mines at an
early date. It will be remembered that
last winter a contract for shipments
was closed with the Hall smelter at
Nelson, and for some weeks ore was®
sent out steadily on a substantial basis.
The returns were of a satisfactory na-
ture and the results obtained have been
guch as to justify the management in
proceeding with the important additions
to the plant now in the course of be-

ing realized.

TEACH MINING
IN LOCAL SCHOOLS

Within a day or two the Rossland
school board will receive a case of min-
eral specimens from Ottawa to be ad-
ced to the school of mines collection
row at the Cook avenue school. These
two collections will be made the basis
of a collection which is expected to
grow constantly and to form the nuclues
of a course on geology and chemistry
that will be of special benefit to the
school children of the city in the avo-
cation to which the majority of them
will eventually direct their attention—
that of mining.

Since the city has acquired control
of the local school system it is more
than likely that a strong effort Will be
made to put on a practical basis the
theory advocated by various eitizens
and held by members of the school
board, Chairman McCraney in particu-
Jar, that the curriculum of studies in
the schools should have a practical side
to it with respect to the great industry
of the Kootenays. It is argued that in
Rossland, where the workaday side of
the industry is daily exemplified on its
Lbroadest ‘scale, that the educational
gystem should be revised to admit of
the study of subjects that will be use-
ful to the children when they leave the
schoolrooms for the arena of life. Prin-
cipal among these subjects are geo-

logy and chemistry, and already a start
has been made in connection with the
high school cless inaugurated last year.
In the high school geology is taken vp
together with chemistry, and the sub-
jects are easily among the most popu-
lar on the entire list. Before either
subject can be thoroughly gone into
more facilities in the shape of appar-
atus is needed for the schools, and it is
the desire of many that special steps
should be taken to provide this addi-
tional apparatus at the earliest possible
moment. As the subject is opened up
practical work on the hills might he
gone into, followed by theoretical
within the class room, and in a sense
the line of work mapped out for the
school of mines could be followed to
good advantage. At the same time it
is argued that a strenous’effort should
be made to revive the school of mines
and maintain it continuously, even iZ
the effort should be somewhat costly
on the start.

With the specimens from Ottawa the
collection at the public schools will as-
sume important proportions, and as
additional specimens are added from
time to time, the schools will eventu-
ally be in possession of a collection
second to none in the Kootenays so far

as domestic ores are concerned.

IRON QUARRY
NEAR ROSSLAND

Malcolm Mclver and Samuel For-
teath of this city are the fortunate own-
ers of a group of claims near this city
that may prove most desirable property.
The claims are the Lord Roberts, Lord
Kitchener andl Baden-Powell, iron pro-
positions, carrying an immense body of
specular iron ore of considerable value
to the smelters of the district. It is
more or less generally known that the
smelters at Nelson, Trail and elsewhere
utilize large quantities of) iron ore for
fluxing purposes, and that they exper-
jence no little difficulty in securing &
quality of iroii ore clore at hand that
is sufficiently high grade and.free from
sulphur to make a desirable flux. The
Rossland men: specified believe that in
their claims they have found the right
ore, and from their report of the situ-
ation the tonnage available must be
extremely large.

The Lord Roberts group is located a
few miles north of the city on Maggie
mountain and not: far from Murphy
creek. The group has been staked at the
top of the summit at an elevation of
5300 feet, but the conditions are such
that the ore can be quarried out and
handled at slight cost to a wagon road
at a somewhat lower level. If the pro-

lieved at this time the road will be
built to handle the ore.

Messrs. MclIvers and Forteath have
done some development work this
spring on the property and returned to
the city a few days ago for the pur-
pose of looking after the representa-
tives of several smelters who desire to
inspect the iron ledge. The ledge, ac-
cording to Mr. Mclver, is traceable for
a distance of at least 400 feet across the
group and is believed to extend much
further. An open cut 8 feet deep and

50 feet in length has been run across

the lead and the ore is solid for the
entire distance. The quantity of ore
represented by this showing, as will be
geen, is immense.

Samples of Lord Roberts ore have
been tested at various points, Roy H.
Clarke, formerly of Rossland, found 22
ounces of gold per ‘ton valued at $4.40,
and 62 per cent specular hematite;
the Trail smelter found 52.2 per cent
iron and traces of the precious metals;
Granby smelter found 60 per cent iron
and traces of other metals. The per-
centage of sulphur is stated to be with-
in the minimum allowed by the smelt-
ers, in which event the ore should be
in demand for fluxing purposes.

W. Y. WILLIAMS HOME
FROM ALASKA

William Yolen Williams, superinten-
dent of the Granby mines at Phoenix,
arrived in the eity today on the way
home after a three weeks' absence on
a trip to Douglas Island, Alaska. He
is accompanied by O. B. Smith, Jr.
the company’s mining engineer, -with
whom the trip was made. Mr. Williams
spent ten days at the properties of the
Treadwell company and other proper-
ties affiliated under the management
of Mr. Macdonald, a brother of Ber-
nard Macdonald of Rossland.

Referring to his trip in a general
way Mr. Williams states that its most
impressive feature was the sea journey,
replete with wonderful and ever-chang-
ing scenes. At Douglas Island he was
naturally deeply interested in the
method of operating the remarkable
free milling ore bodies that have made
the properties of the Treadwell mines
among the greatest gold propositions in
the world. He inspected the mills of
the affiliated companies, one containing
a battery of 300 stamps, the third and
fourth 120 stamps each and the fourth
35 stamps. The ores, on which the mills
run day and night, average $2 per ton,
yet with this trifiing sum the company
by handling the product of the mines
on a huge scale and reducing costs
through scientific handling succeeds in
grinding out profits which enrich the
shareholders on a substantial basis.
Wages are fairly high—$3 and $3.50 to
miners, $2.50 to laborers, board always
included. The method of operating the
“glory holes” or great quarries from
which the major portion of the ores are
stoped is practically the same as is
followed by the Granby mines at Phoe-
nix, in Butte and elsewhere, although,
of course, the scheme is on an infinitely

larger scale than is practiced elsewhere.

ing the same class of work.

Despite the immense tonnage of oreé
bandled by the Treadwell mills the
force of miners, all of whom are white
men, is comparatively small, only some
400 being thus engaged.  The ease with
which, large masses of ore are quarried
accounts for this apparent disparity
between the tonnage and the strength
of the crew.
