INLAND REVENUE 
RETURNS TO DATE

Hudson Jennings.
The Estimates.

To the Warden and Councillors of
the County of Brant:

Gentlemen.—Your Council in Com­
mittee of the Whole beg to report 
that the estimates of the expenditure 
and income for the current year be 
as follows:—

The monthly returns for the In­
land Revenue office covering the 
month of May, show a continuance 
of the general falling off in all lines 
of excise goods, now prevalent over 
Canada. For May, 1914. the figures 
are: Spirits, $3,450; malt, $650; to­
bacco, $1,575; meth. spirits. $405. For 
May, 1913 the figures were: Spirits, 
$3.550; malt, $960 ; ; tobacco, $2,250 ; 
metli. spirits, $473.

This general falling off in the re­
turns, Inland Revenue Officer O'­
Donahue stated this morning, was 
due to the general business depres­
sion now prevalent over Canada. The 
above goods are luxuries to the ma­
jority of people, and when there is 
but little money in the pocket, the 
sales of tobacco, etc., generally falls 
off.

BRANTFORD MAN
STRIKES BIGGEST GAS 

WELL IN ALL CANADABRANTFORD LABOR MEN ARE 
NOT FOOLED SO EASILY (Special to the Courier)

OIL SPRINGS, Ont.. June 5.—The company in which W. J. 
Aikens and other Brantfordites are interested has just struck the 
largest gas well ever discovered in Canada. It is estimated to have 
a capacity of forty million feet a day. which is a sufficient supply 
of pure gas now for Brantford. London. St. Thomas. Berlin, and all 
intervening towns. The roar of gas from the casing head can be 
heard ten miles away. Experts are now engaged endeavoring to cap 
in the well. When the gas was struck the pressure blew the drill, 
weighing thousands of pounds, through the top of the derricks, 
causing all present to run for their lives. They estimate a loss of 
ten thousand dollars already until the well is got under control.

1$£RBY. Eng.. June 5.—The an­

cient and historic' clmrch at Bread- 
sail, dating back to Norman times 
and containing many priceless relics, 
was destroyed by lire during the 
night. While m> direct evidence was 
obtainable that the lire vva< started 
suffragettes, they are suspected by 
the authorities as explosions similar 
t<> those caused by the bombs usual­
ly employed by the ‘arson squad’ 
were heard before the lire was dis­
covered. It also pointed out that 
some weeks, a suffragette meeting in

the village of Breadsall was broken 
up by boys and it is generally belie­
ved that the women destroyed the 
church for vengeance. Among the 
things consumed by the flames was 
an ancient chained bible which was 
unique in Derbyshire, while monu­
ments to Erasmus Darwin, the poet, 
and the grandfather of Charles Dar­
win. the famous naturalist, and other 
Derbyshire notables were ruined.

may homestead a quarter section of avail­
able Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskat­
chewan or Alberta. The applicant must 
appear in person at the Dominion Land 
Agency or Sub-Agency for the District. 
Entry by proxy may be made at any 
agency on certain conditions, by father, 
motler, son, daughter, brother or sister of 
Intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in each of three 
years. A homesteader may live within 
nine miles of his homestead oa a farm of 
at least 80 acres, solely owned and occu­
pied by him or by his father, mother, eon, 
daughter, brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader la 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter- 
section along side his homestead. Price 
$3.00 per acre. Duties—Must reside upon 
the homestead or pre-emption six months 

. in each of six years from date of home­
stead entry (including the time required 
to earn homestead patent), and cultivate 
50 acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted his 
homestead right, and cannot obtain a pre­
emption, may enter for a purchased home­
stead in certain districts, price $3.00 per 
acre. Duties—Must reside six months In 
each of three years, cultivate 60 acres and 
erect a house worth $300.00.

It hal made the open shelf system 
a part of its policy now largely, 
adopted.' throughout the province had 
secured greatly improved systems of 
cataloguing, and had helped mater­
ially in book buying. By its instru­
mentality the province had been di­
vided into 14 districts, and yearly in­
stitute meetings were held in each 
district, arousing new enthusiasm and 
each benefiting from the experience 
and suggestions of others. It had re­
sulted in a summe school being es­
tablished for training librarians 
which had given a great stimulus to 
library work in the province, 
voice of the association was a poyent 
factor in moulding legislation affect­
ing public libraries and was able from 
time to time to make valuable sug­
gestions for the improvement of 
libraries throughout the province.

Your delegates were again impress­
ed with the value of these meetings 
to all interestd in library work, and 
take this opportunity of urging that 
all members of library boards should 
endeavor where possible to attend 
these meetings. They create fresh in­
terest and enthusiasm in the work 
of the library and give new view 
points of the field to be covered and 
of the best methods in achieving re­
sults. Trustees who confine them­
selves exclusively to the work of their 
local board must find great difficulty 
in getting thoroughly in touch with 
the spirit of advance characteristic 
of the library of to-day and miss the 
stimulus and encouragement afforded 
by contact with experts and their fel­
low workers in the broader field of 
provincial work.

A visit and inspection of the Col­
lege St. library where the meeting 
are held is alone well worth the time, 
if it be not indeed the duty of all 
members of local boards who wish 
to keep in touch with the trend of 
development in the library world.

The thanks of all delegates are due 
to Dr. W. J. Locke the librarian 
for the hospitality extended and for 
the work he is doing for public 
libraries; to Inspector W. R. Nur- 
sey for his ever ready helping hand 
and courtesy and to John Ross Rob­
ertson, Esq. for the Interesting lec­
ture given to the' delegates an the 
valuable collection of historical pic­
tures relating to this provincc.which 
at great labor and expense he has got 
together for the pleasure and instruc­
tion of the public.

Strong Suspicions That Capitalists Furnish Sinews 
of War-Lord Cowdray Has Denied Rumor 

of His Financing Huerta.

by the Constitutionalist army, led by 
General Pancho Villa. The low ly­
ing flats near the city are dotted with 
dericks and the banks of the river, 
which forms the harbor of Tampico, 
are lined with huge steel oil tanks. At 
Vera Cruz, the other great port of 
Meixco, where the American marines 
landed some weeks ago, there are 
smaller distributing plants.

iFor the immense wealth represent­
ed by these oil fields a silent strug­
gle, none the less bitter for its unob­
trusiveness, has been going on for 
the past six or seven years. On the 

side is the Standard Oil group' 
octopus, whose tentacles in that lo­
cality go under the name of the 
Waters-Pierce Oil Co., of Texas. On 
the other side is a British syndicate, 
headed by Lord Cowdray, known of­
ficially as the Conpana Mexicana de 
Petroleo el Aguila. Rumor points 
to Lord Cowdray as the man behind 
Huerta, and to the Water-Fierce 
people as the men behind Villa and 
Carranza. It is altogether probable 
that rumor has exaggerated their 
position—Lord Cowdray, in fact, has 
denied a story that went the rounds 
some time ago, that he was finan­
cing Huerta, but the cynically mind­
ed, who trace all political action to 
economic motives, are disposed to 
think that there may be some dis­
creet connectioon after all.

Start as Contractor

The continued burning of the 
flames of war in Mexico for the past 
three years has caused much specu­
lation as to the origin of the fuel 
which is keeping up the blaze. War 
even guerilla warfare, requires money, 
and none of the dominant forces in 
Meixco since the fall of the Dictator 
Diaz in 1911 have been sufficiently sta­
ble to get war loans of the kind that 
European nations of militaristic tend­
encies negotiate, 
been wanting those who hint, more 
or less openly, that the Mexican revo­
lutions, like the locomotives on Mex­
ican railroads, derive their motive 
power from oil fuel. Dark suspicions 
have been floating about that the war 
of the two groups which divide the 
control of the Mexican oil fields has 
not been unconnected with the war of 
the rival political factions.

Enormous Oil Production.

There have not

one

Mexico stands third in the list of 
oil-producing countries. Only Rus­
sia and the United States surpass her 
in the annual production of oil, and it 
is quite possible that in a few years 
more, when further developments 
have taken place, Mexico may stand 
second, or may even eventually lead 
the world.

Last year the production of oil in 
Mexico totalled 1,000,000 barrels of 
42 gallons each. The oil is some­
what darker and heaiver than the oil 
found in the United States, and is not 
so useful as an illuminant or a lubri- 

Great quantities, however, are Lord Cowdray and his associates 
have enormous interests in Mexico. 
The son and grandson of great en­
gineers and contractors, Weetman 
Pearson, as he was up to four years 
ago, got his start in Mexico as a 
big contractor. He built Tehuante­
pec "Railway, the harbor works at 
Vera Cruz, and the canal which drain­
ed the valley of Mexico. Some eight 
years ago he turned his attention to 
oil.
