The Government Reduces Grant to Schooh Pubhc
Works and Agricultural Socleties and Increases

to the Sunday work on the legisla-
tive buildings. Mr. Turgeon admitt-
ed that his attention had been calied
to the work done on previous Sun-
days and’ had promised ' to'  allow
prosecution if the offense was repeat-
ed. He had been informed that the
contractors were working on Sunday
last and the Lord's Day Aliamce
were considering the ~matter ~and
some action would probably result in
a few days.
TUESDAY.

The government grant to schools is
to be reduced, on an average, about
one-third. Such was the information
conveyed ta the legrslature this after-

noon by the commissioner of educa-
tion in speaking to a resolution deal-
ing with the -question. An opposition
amendment was defeated.

Speaking of the degree of these re-
ductions the Commissioner said he
could only deal with averages which
he based upon the returns of 1908.
Tn that year the average amounts
paid to rural schools under the vari-

ous headings were as follows :

Average on assessable land 98 ¢ a
day:; average attendance 18c a day:
average extra days and first class
teacher 6c a day; average inspectior
6c a day. Total average grant $1.28
a day.

Amount to be paid under new bill
average 75c a day; extra days and 1st
class teacher -5¢c a day. Total aver-
age grant 79¢ a day.

provide for a certain redudtion in 'the
gtants. Dealing with rural school
districts he said that the grant vari:
ed according to conditions,. thers be-
ing only a few fixed grants. The
grant to rural school districts is bas-
ed upon the amount of assessable
land in the district. (1) where the
area is 6,400 acres the grant is 91.20
for each day the school iskept open.
(2) On attendance; (3) On the number
of days the school is kept open over
160; (4) Ten cents a day for every
district employing a first class teach-
er; (5) a grant of 15 cents a day bas-
ed on the inspector’s report. In the
town school districts the main grant
is (1) 90c a day; (2) On attendance;
(3) On the employment of a first class
teacher.

On the terms of the hill in rural
school districts the grant on assess-
ment is abolished; the reason assign-
ed is that the necessity for it does
not exist, the taxable  area having
been greatly increased. The attend-
ance grant is dropped, and the extra
days grant is reduced. Provided the
additional grant shall be made shall
total number of days for which such
additional grant shall be made shall
not exceed 50. An additional sum of
10 cents for every teaching day its
school is in ‘charge of a teacher hold-
ing a valid first class professional or
interim certificate issued by the de-
partment.

Hainor, the Margo Murderer,
Sentenced to Be Hanged in
Regina in February.

Yorkton, Sask., Dec. 12. —Saturday
was the first time/ in the history of
Yorkton that a murderer was Sen-
tenced to be hanged, when Sanford
Hainor, iound guilty by a JUry of
ten farmers and two merchants, was
sentenced by -Jludge .Johnstone to pay
the extreme penalty for the awiful
crime committed last July, when he
lirked in a blufi and shot to death an
unsuspecting peighbor, A. D. Fraser,
of ‘Margo. The case was concluded ou
Saturday mofning when after bearing
one mor'e witness for the defence, 3 R
A. M. Patrick, prisoner’s coumnsel,
madé an eloquent plea on his behali,
endeavoring from evidence to Pprove
that the prisoner, had
mind.

Letters produced in courl indicate
that on June 1Ist -and 17th Hainol
was mentally unbalanced, and the ev-
jdence of McLaren as to prisoner’s
actions immediatiély after committing
the crime would indicate that he
was unbalanced also on that day and
therefore not responsible for his act.

Fp#nk Ford, K.C., who prosecuted,
in g clear, logical address, contended
that the evidence of insanity submit-
ted was insufficient
quittal on that plea.
