TRAIN WRECK

On Southern Pacific Near Brad-
y ley, Cal.

San Mijguel, Cal., April 10.—The
night express from Los Angeles, ran-
the new Southern Pacific
coast division to San Francisco, was
wrecked near Bradley at anm early hour
this mgrning. One passenger and four
trainmen - were - injured. - Fire broke
out in/ the wreck“and nine care were
burned, including the mail car, bag-
gage car and seven tourist —coaches.

NOST EXPERT COUNTERFETER LIVING

Is Wantod in Swulen Wben He

of Civil Service—Complete Out-
fit Found on Skoog’s Partner.

From Baturday's Daily.

New York, April r1o.—It came. to
light today that a man supposed to . be
Albert Jensen, who attempted to com-
mit suicide by twice shooting himself
in the head while being pursued by a
crowd in West street yesterday is not
Jensen at all, and is wanted by the
government authorities in this country
and Sweden. He is in “reality Jobn
Albeért Skoog, a Swede, 35 years old,
born in Stockbolm, and - a son of a
wealthy family, He early began a
criminal career and is pronounced by
the officials of the United States secret
service one of the most expert counter-
feiters alive.

In March, 1897, he escaped from- the
penitentiary at Joliet, Iil., while serv-
ing a sentence there for making and
passing counterfeit $20 bills, and Chief
Hazen, of the secret service depart-
ment, has a bench warrant for Skoog’s
arrest, which has been issued from the
United = States cirenit court for the
vorthern district of Illinois. ‘

Skoog is wanted in Sweden for mak-
ing and passing a large number of
conuterfeit 100 kroner notes, such as
are issued by the Bank of Sweden.
This work was done early in 1899,
Skoog having gone to Sweden at once
after hig escape from Joliet:

One of the biggest raids in: the his-
tory of the secret service was made to-
night by Chief Hazen as & result of the
arrest of Skoog. Chief 'Hazen, after
talking with Skoog today, and after
following a clue he found in Skoog's
pockets, went to a building on Grand
avenue, Brooklyn, and arrested Emil
Mobert, a Swede) Ohe of the most
complete counterfeiting plants ever
found was discovered in the house.
The long sought plates for the 50 kroner
notes of the Baok of Sweden and the
100 kroner notes of the Bank of Copen-

re among those found.

the war,

8ir Godfrey’s own instuctions from
the high commissioner were as follows:
““That the chiefs be informed that this
was & white man's war, in which na-
tives were mot to take part that if
“Basutoland were .invaded by the Boers
the natives were entitled “to defend
themselves and hold the country for the
queen ; that the border was not to be
violated by the Basutos.'’

These instructions, personally com.
municated by the resident commis-
sioner to the whole nation, were
throughout obeyed in principle. But
receiving information of .the Boers’ de-
‘sign, after their first successes, to seize
and depose the Basutoland magistrates,
and recoguizing the importance of
holding securely Maseru, the head-
quarters of administration, Sir Godfrey
Lagden resolved to take some measures
for its defense, Some small forts were
constructed, armed and provisioned,
and the force of 37 white men and 50
native police was augmented ' by some
60 men under Lerothodi's . brother,
Mojela. The Paramount. Chief had
offered 1000 men, but the resident com-
missioner, wishing to avoid any war-
like demonstrations, was content with
the smaller number, keeping the rest
in reserve. His resolute attitude
effecually deterred the enemy from at- |
tempting an attack in conjunction with
some disaffected chiefs, which at one
time seemed  imminent. . When in-
formation was received by heliograph
by the beseiged British garrison at
Wepene: that the Boers contemplated a
flank movement which would necessi-
tate military use of roads and occupa-
tion of positions in Basutoland favor-
able to thé investment, the commiis-
sioner arranged _immediately with the
Paramount Chief to throw a large body
of Basutos upon that point of the bor-
def. In less than 24 hours several thon-
sand men were on the spot, a movement
which not only averted any violation
of the border, but also gave confidence
to the besieged garrison.

During the two weeks that our non-
destript force was in the field nothing
was done 'by it in contravention of
opders, The men took a keen interest

To such
an extent did Jomathan incur the
threats and anger ot the Boers by his
unreserved - professions of British 'sym-
pathy that, fearing anm attack upon him-
self, he joined the camp of the Thlotsi
magistrate with a strong body of men,
an action whieh did much to strengthen
the administration and sway mnative
opinion. Of the Paramonnt Chief Sir
A L-can -only
Fepeak- as of “a mmn - who had to “face &
trying ordeal and braced himself up to
endure it. He was threatened and ca-
| joled by Boer emissaries, was - tempted-
by his own people to throw off the
yoke"of government, and generally
taunted by all those who saw a favor-
able opportunity for gaining points out
of the white man’s struggle. ' But in
word and deééd  he never ~stirred from
his allegiance to the queen, deciding
to stand or fall by his choice.’’

SPEGIM NEETING s MB
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By Cquncil of Board of Trade kast
7 Night

When Proposed Miners Lien Law
Was Discussed and' Recommend-
‘ations Made to Yukon Council.

From Thursday and Friday’s Daily.

The counci] of the Board of Trade
béld a special meeting last night to
approve the proposed amendments to
the miner’s lien law. The committee ]
having the matter in charge presented
the amendments and the reasons there-
for, which were read and thoroughly
discussed and with a few changes in
minor points were adopted and ordered
sent to the Yukon council tomight.

The principal change over the amend:
ments as; proposed on Monday night
was made by Mr, Joslin who submitted
an additional améndment to the B
clause of seetion 20, placing a limit on
the costs in lien cases, and providing
for a settlement of the lien by the per;

son whose property is attached, by pay-
ing the amount of the claim and the
Lcosts of the action before judgment is
Mr. McGowan was appointed a com-
atittee to properly draft the proposed
ramendments -and- state the reasons-why
they are asked and forward copies of
same to the council. :

Mr, Timmins, as chairman of the
committee to investigate the transient
traders and the amount of revenue the
city had derived from them during the
past year stated that out of 150 scows
which had come in during the last sea-
son only three had paid any tax. He
also stated that he had spoken to sev-
eral membérs of the council with re-
gard to the subject and they were al
of the opinion that something should
be done and bad requested that the
Board of Trade make some suggestions
to them upon which they would be
pleased to-act. The legal adviser had
also been asked his opinion on the mat-
ter and he advised that a communica-
tion be sent to the council stating what
the boerd wished to have done. The
committee presented a communication
requesting the council to provide tor
the ensuing year a transient traders’
license which it was thought would be
the fairest and most equitable system
for all parties concerned. The com
munication was discussed at some
length but was finally adopted aud will
in all probability be considered at the
council meeting tonight. And adjourn-
ment was then taken.

Ancient Cities.

Paris, April 10.—~The French govern-
ment bas published the first volume of
the memoirs of Jacques -de Morgan;
which deal with his“explorations for
the site of the Cify Susa. M. de Mor-
gan ran a serie§ of tunnels into a
mound at varioys levels and  found
traces of five distinct settlements. One
of these he found to be the site of the
Graeco-Parthian [city which existed be-
tween.3oo and oo B. C. Beneath this
be found the [Persian city of Achae-
menian kings, /which existed between
500 and 300 C.; and beneath this
the older city,/which had been almost
wholly destrdyud in 640 B. C Tle
proved that the city,although wrecked,

had not been totally destroyed by the
Assyrian, |Asurbanital - (Asurbanital.
Sardanapalus)

In the dc‘hns he found a cylinder of
Nebuchadnezzar the Great,showing that
the city had beeu occupied during- the
Jewish captivity, and possibly that
Daniel had visited it, for tradition
says that he was buried there. The
memoirs go on to say that the discovery
of brick records and charters eof the
Kassite rulers show that this city prob-
ably duted from the year 1800 B, C., or
about the time when the Kassite rnlers
conquered Babylonia One inscription
supplies the whole details of the Corvee
system in Babylonia,

Inscriptions of much older date were
found in one chamber, the most impor-
tant of which was a fine stele of Narm-
sin, son of Sardon, who reigned in
3880 B. C., proving incontestibly the
historical character of the ancient
rulers. The king is represented as
wearing a horned helmet, carrying a
bow and spear and wearing a Jdng
beard, His countenance was of ‘thé
Semitic type. ~He has a foot on a dead
foe, while another is falling, wounded,
while trying to draw an arrow from his
breast. The work is most spirited.

Further down M. de Morgan found
traces of-a~ wood@n city whist: had been
destroyed hy fire. This contained stone
maces, a flint sickle and hand-made
pottery, There was no metal of any
kind and no inscriptions.
