Queen of Englend to Receive a Statue of
the Christ.

London, March 21. — The growing
cordiality between the Vatican and the
Court of St. James is exemplified by the
gift the Pope has just sent to Queen Vie-
toria.

GIVEN $400 AND COSTS.

Judgment im the Case of Hastings v.
Summerfeldt Handed Out.

Toronto, March 21.—Judge Falcon-
bridge yesterday decided that $400 and
costs was a fair equivalent for the elec-
tion trick which Deputy Returning
Officer Abhner Summerfeldt played on
Farmer Edward Hastings when the pro-
vincial elections were on last March.

The plaintiff, who is a farmer in the
township of Markham, near Almira P.
0., and a well-known Conservative,
went into the booth to vote, where Sum-
merfeldt avas the returning officer. Sum-
merfeldt tore the ballot paper out of the
book, and, drawing his pencil over the
name of John Richardson, the Reform
candidate, exclaimed, ‘‘Mark the cross
here!’’ indicating the end of Richardson’s

name.

. Mr. Hastings, who had intended to
vote for Mr. Moyes, then went behind
the screen, and, without reading the
names, marked the ballot for Richard-
gon. The moment he had done so he
realized what he had done, and called
out, “I have spolled my ballot; can I
have another?’’

The returning officer asked to seo it,
and, remarking that it wasn’t spoiled,
refused to furnish another. The ballot
was placed in the box, and the Grit
party thereby increased its majority by

two.

Hastings thereupon issued b writ
under the Elections Act to recover from
Mr. Summerfeldt the penal sum of $400
for malfeasance. The case came up in
October last, judgment being reserved.

Brings Out the Facts:

ALL SPEAKERS AGREE IN THIS,

Mr. Bell, the New Member for Wesb
Prince, Moves the Address im Reply
and Makes u Faverable Impresaisn
—8ir Charles Tupper Speaks for
Over Feur Hours — 8iv
Wilfrid Next.

Ottawa, March 231.—The address in
reply to the speech from the throne was
moved yosterday afternoon by Mr. Bell,
the new member for West Prinoce, P.E.L,
in an able speech, which won for him the
applause of his fellow-members and &
complimentary reference by Sir
Tupper. Mr. Martifeau (Montmagny),
who spoke in French, seconded the ad-
dress, endorsing the poliey of $he Govern-
ment in the administration of the Yukon
and #n the reform of the Sehate. Bir
Charles ‘Tupper followed in a speech of
four hours and a half, which he devoted
to an arrai of the
The adjournment was moved a$ 11 p.m.
by Sir Wilfrid Laurier, who will continue
the debate this afternoon.

At ten minutes past 8 Mr. Bell, the

Ottawa, March 21.—A$ 10 minutes
past 3 yesterday afternoon Mr. Bell, the
newly-elected member for Prince County,
Prince Kdward Island, rose to move the
address in reply to the speech from the
throne. Starting with the first paragraph
of the specch, he said no one would dis-
pute that thero had been an increase in
trade, which had risen from $289,000,000
in 1888 to $304,000,000 in 1898, and had ..
inoreased still $13,000,000 more since
June. Canadian trade had inoreased a$
two times the ratio of thas 6f the United
States. Canada could get along well
enough without being at all dependen$
on the United States. There had been &

b ial reduction in ! and
the Liberal policy had resulted in a sur-
plus of a million and three-quarters,
which would be increased to three mil-
lions and a quarter this year. The manu-
facturing industries had been improved
by the Government'’s policy, and manu-
facturers were really doing better than
under the National Policy. Canada's
immigration last year had increased 20
per cent. Immigration had been \|
but largest in British Columbias, and he
ventured on the prophecy that when the
ocensus of 1901 is taken it will be found
that British Columbia is third gst
the provinces, standing next %o Ontario
and Quebeo. Touching on the Washing-
ton comimission, he 'sald that the Cana-
dian commission had made an honest
eoffort to settlo all difficulties between the
two copntries, which he thought was a
better policy than leaving one point open.
As the speech only mentioned one point
of disagreement, he thought it was a fair
inference that on all other polnts there
was at least substantial agreement. He
recapitulated the points of difference en
the Alaskan boundary question, and
arguedl that in refusing the terms offered,
the Canadian commissioners had upheld
the honor and dignity of Canada.

Mr. Martineau seconded the motion im
French, speaking for half an hour in
general approval of the speech, and fel-
lu“l'{ng very'much the same lines as Mr.
Bell.

Leader of the Opposition.

After recess, Sir Charles continued his
remarks on the Washington negotiations,
saying that it was to be regretted that an
adjournment, had been consented to after
the dishonorable proposal made by the
United States commissioners. He oriti-
oiged the statement made by Sir wiltrid
Laurier that the Atlantic fisheries diffi-
culty ought to be settled on the basis of
the treaty of 1871, namely free fishing for
free fish, because the treaty of 1871 pro-
vided far more than that. It provided for
an arbitration by which Canada recelved
five and a half million dollars.

Sir Charles then took up another vein
and told the Government something
about the policy the Opposition would
adopt, and in turn discussed a fast At-

“lantic service, the question of

export
duties on logs, pulp wood ahd nickel, the
question of inter-Intperial trade, the
Pacific cable scheme, the plebiscite on the
prohibition question, the Imj penny
postage schemne, the miserable serv-
ica in the Yukon, the threatened ‘‘re-
arrang t of the electoral districts,’’
and challenged the right of the Govern-
ment to make a change in the constitu-
tion, which already provided tha$ the
constituencies can only be changed after
each census. The announced ‘‘reform!’ of
the Senate ho stigmatized as an attempé
to break down the protection guarantsed
to the émaller provinces by the constitu-
tion of the Senate.

The gift is & handsome statue, and
a duplicate of it i8 also now being made
for presentagion by the Pope to Westmin-
ster Abbey.

WILL FIGHT FOR GOOD NAME.

W. E. Wellington Denies the Charges
by Which His Wife Got a
Nebraska Divorce.

Omaha, Neb., March 12.—A divorce
suit, very quiet], prosecuted, resulted re-
cently in dissolving the matrimonial
bonds between Helena Gibbs Welling-
ton and, William Kdgar Wellington,
Toronte parties. The decree was granted
by Judge Fawcett.

Wellington is a nurseryman of some
prominence in the Province of Ontario.
His wife charged him with infidelity
with unknown parties at the Yatos
Hotel, Syracuse, N.Y., and the Kitta-
tinny Hotel, Delaware Water Gap,
September, 1895, She alloged to have
lived here long enough to be a resident
of the country, the necessary time to en-
title her to an action in the courts here.
They were married in Toronto, Juno 11,
1888.

Local attorneys, representing Welling-
ton, vigorously opposed the granting of
the decree. The sult was heard in the
private room of Judge Fawcett and the
decree was made the very day the answer
of the husband’s attorneys was filed. In
this answer the husband denied that Mrs.
Wellington had been here long enough to
entitle her to a divorce in the Nebraska

courts.

1t is sald Wellington will insist that
his wifo was not lawfully divorced and
will go into the Canadian courts to com-
pel her to resume her marital relationg if
she ever puts foot upon Canadian soil.
He denied in toto n{l her allegations of
infidelity. In the Ontario capital social
gossips have indulged in a great deal of
soandal about the affair.

GIVEN 8400 AND COSTS.

Judgment in the Case of Hastings v,
Summerfeldt Handed Out.

Toronto, March 21.—Judge Falcon-
bridge yesterday decided that $400 and
costs was a fair equivalent for the elec-
tion trick which Deputy Returning
Officer Abner Summerfeldt played on
Farmer Edward Hastings when the pro-
vincial elections were on last March.

About three miles west of Oedar
Bayoun, Hurrie, county, Tex., is a re-
markable weil, When it was dog, no
one can tell, but it bhas been in exist-
ence for wore thyn 60 years. The well
is known as the *“singing well.””

In calm, fine weather- n sound like
that of an Aolian ocomes upward
between the tangles of vines below.
At times - the, 'sound seemsd ‘nearer
and clearer. Then agaip it recedes, as
‘it far away, and. fea ithe ear very
faintly. Tbese changes take place every
few minutes, and with great regularity.

With an east wind blowing the wa-
ter in the well gets very low and the
mysterious wusical sound very faint. A
strong west wind causes the water $o
rise and the sound to increase in volume
and clearness.

But it is just before a greas morther
that the old well 'plays ifs wildest
pranks. Then for several hours the wa-
ter rises to withim a few feet of the top
of the well and emits the weirdest,
wildest noises timt ever reached human

rs. At such times even the water

awn out ewith buckets moans and
wails as if in anguish,

The well is abomt 60 feet deep. A
few years ago the land on which it is
located was bought by & Mr.- Watkins,
who, not liking the sounds that came
from the well, employed two men to
fill it up. They shoveled dirt into the
well two weeks, but it did not affect
the depth of water perceptibly, and
they threw np the contract. From the
measurements of the exeavations they
had made it ‘has beem caloplated that
the well should bhave been filled upa
little more than twioe.

The water is very clear, with a blnish
tint, and is fairly palatable. No other
wells in the neighborhood show such
pranks as are played by the ‘‘singing
well.””—Fort Warth (Tex.) Oor. Ohi-
oago Inter Ocean.

AMERICAN HUMOR.

An English Comedian Compares It
With the British Article.

George Grossmith, comparing Ameri-
oan humor with English, says: “A
New York gentleman was once chaffing
me about my pronunciation of certain
words, and I was very thuch amused at
it.

Death and Birth Time.

There are a great number of curious
superstitions as to the time of day when
a dying person is most likely fo draw
his last breath, and the tide, moon and
the wind have all been supposed to have
some share in the matter. According to
The British Medical Journal, Raseri,
who has analyzed 256,474 cases of death
and 36,515 of birth, where the exact
time of day was noted, finds that the
maximum unuinber of deaths ocour in
the early afteru®n (2:07 p. m.), ana
the minimum in the last hours before
midnight, while the maximum number
of births occur in the early hours of the
morning, and the minimum in the
early hours of the afternoon.

As regards the cause of this he points
out the hours of the maximum number
of deathe are precisely those when the
pulse rate aud the temperature are at

The National Mouse Olub of England
recently held an exhibition where sev-
eral bundred mice competed for gpld
medals, champion cups and various oth-
or prizes. These little creatares are not
the ordinary everyday mice which scare
the cock and drive the mistress of the
house to take refuge on a chair. They
are well bred mice that expected to be
petted and, caressed and trented as ten-
derly as a pet oat or dog. 5

By careful breeding they have de-
veloped great variety in ooloring and
sometimes in shape. One very choice
style of animal, calied the spiny mouse,
has a row of bristling hair for a spinal
ornament and is & very cute miniature
reproduction of a porcupine. The fa-
miliar white mice so often seen for sale
on the streets here have been bred with
black eyes instead of red gnes. It has
taken several years to produoe these re-
sults, but the socicty now claims to be
able to furnish mice in 12 or 18 differ-
ent shades. To any one who is able so
overcome the fear of mice they are
dainty, delicate little studies at any
time, but when they play areund in
suits of chocolate, sable, fawm, jet
black, tortoise or golden agousi they be-
,come perfectly fasocimating.

As in the case of all fadsef this kind,
the prices brought by these little peta
are extremely steep. : Fifteen dollags or
$20 is not a large price te pay fora
well bred mouse, and some of them
have been sold for as high as §38.

_ Until now no attention. has been
paid to this request.

Mr. German, of Welland, has now
introduced an amendment which in-
cludes all farm produce.

The effect of this will be to exempt
from fees those who stand the storms
in the open. squares or streets. An
equitable rent for shelter provided
bas not been objected to. Fees for
services rendered, as in weighing or
measuring, are quite proper, When,
however, farmers are fo to pay
‘or expensive city buildings on the
plea that. they in common with city
people at times use a certain portion
of them we think the plea is very
weak. When they ave called upon
to pay tor buildings for the privilége
of receiving the winds that blow
around their corners, the joke is
rather grim.

When, as is often the case, farmers
pay their fees year after year, without
the satisfaction of seeing any market
building at all, the case is harder yet,
Cities and town have collected thous
ands of dollars from farmers and have
used those thousands to lighten their
local taxes.

When ruralists want municipal
improvements, ruralists pay for them.
That is the honest wav. If the On
tarto Legislature is determined to tax
truck tarmers on the city markets, it
should at least require the cities to
expend the resultant fands upon those
markets in such a way as to benefit
these farmers. In  doing so they
wonld at the same time equally benefit
their own citizens who use the market.
Let us remember that townsmen
estallish, own and control markets
in tieir own icterest They are cute
enongh to wake others pay for them.

When farmers have paid for a mar-
ket building, they do not own a single
brick in it.

Occasionally cities and towns have
erccted expensive public buildings
with public halls and public offices,
and they are willing to have
the: farmers pay for them. They.
through market fees, have forced
tarmers to do this in the past.

It is time for a change.

As a rule public streets with their
sidewalks, public squares and parks
are free to all comers. Why are
farmers cornered in market places and
made to pav-a fee? In private busi
ness  spices for customers are pro
vided. 4

Cannot lowns and cities provide free
standing room for thoss who bring
food supplies and who in turn purchase
their own supplies in the town?

Many towns apd cities have volun-
tarily abolished mirket fees, much to
the advantage of all except the marker
clerks.

If market fees are the proper thing
why all these exemptions? If the man
with a few turnips is taxed why do
they exempt the man with a ffty
dollar load of dressed hogs ?

Dressed hogs bave too mnch in-
fluence. Shal' all farm produce he
taxed, or shall all farm produce be
made free

Shall we have discrimination
shall we have treadom ?
