Mr. Phinney, who has rendered splen­
did service during the past two years in 
training the boys of the town in band mu­
sic, will be the leader of the new organiza­
tion and about a dozen of his pupils will 
form the nucleus around which the new 
band will be constructed.

All the available instruments, thirty in 
number, including those now ordered, 
have been assigned, but if there are other 
players who would like to start with the 
new band and purchase their own in­
struments they will be able to secure them 
at the same prices.

The School Board has granted the free 
use of a room in the old school for the use 
of the band and we feel confident that the 
citizens generally will gladly do all in 
their power to promote the interests of the 
new undertaking the existence of which 

means so much to the community.

The financial statement for the year 
was presented and the treasurer was 
asked to submit a more complete re­
port suitable for - publication at an ad­
journed meeting to be held later.

An interesting report of Scout acti­
vities, which included the trip to Chester, 
was presented by the Scoutmaster, who 
also gave valuable suggestions con­
cerning the work. A regrettable feature 
of the report was the intimation that he 
found it necessary for him to tender hia 
resignation and give up the direction 
of the Boy Scout work here which he 
has carried on with such splendid re­
sults for many years back.

A number of those present spoke ap­
preciatively of Mr. Brown's efforts in 
behalf of the youth of this section and 
the fine results that had been secured. 
Hope was expressed that he might be 
induced to reconsider his decision and 
a strong committee was appointed to 
canvass the matter thoroughly and en­
deavor to provide some solution, as it 
was deemed impossible to effectively 
“carry on” without Mr. Brown’s as­
sistance.

When this committee is ready to re­
port another meeting will be held at 
which it is to be hoped it may be ar­
ranged to continue the work without 
interruption.

Britain and Frence go hand in hand 
through the deluge of blood of 1914-1918 
and who had come to the conclusion 
that there would be a permanent alliance 
between the two nations. The secrets, the 
uncertainties, and the surprises of Euro­
pean ambitions, motives and diplomacy 
to the uninitiated appear at times to be 
past finding out. And a great many are 
no doubt wondering why France—the ally 
of Britain in the fight for freedom and 
civilization against Germany, Austria and 
Turkey—should now be found taking 
the Turk to her bosom and turning her 
back upon the nation that saved her 
from annihilation.

Having joined with Britain and Italy^in 
the policy of neutral water between the 
Mediterranean and the Black Sea, in­
sisting that the Turk should not again 
fortify or dominate that important 
avenue of commerce, France broke faith 
by entering into a secret agreement with 
Mustapha Kemal Pasha, and later has been 
suporting that enemy of world peace in 
his arrogant dèmands for restoration of 
Thrace and Constantinople and inciden­
tally control of the Dardanelles and Sea of 
Marmora.

A notable contribution to the complex 
situation is the communication of Bonar 
Law through the British press which is 
said to express the views of at least some 
of the members of the British Government. 
In effect it serves notice on France that 
if she intends to desert Britain on this oc- . 
casion Britain may consider it advisable 
to withdraw her forces from the German 
frontier and .leave France alone to fight 
out her quarrels with Germany. The En­
tente would come to an end. France can­
not expect to have Britain both coming 
and going. And if she prefers the friend­
ship of Kemal Pasha to that of Britain, 
she cannot complain if the latter looks 
elsewhere for allies.

Evidently she is jealous of the strength 
which Britain has displayed at the Dar­
danelles. She is unwilling to join in the 
demonstration— having made secret en- 
gagemeitts with the Turkish leader— and 
she is opposed to Britain becoming the 
sole dominating power at So important a 
strategical position. Of one thing we may 
be sure—Britain it forbearing and gener­
ous—but she will not be played for a pawn 
by France.

USING THE NEWSPAPERS MEN
C. H. Sawle, editor of the Omi- 

neca Herald, says that a news­
paper, whether weekly or a daily, 
is regarded as the one institution 
in the world which continues to 
draw manna from Heaven, and 
thps exists purely for philanthro­
pic purposes.

Owners of newspapers discover­
ed some years ago that the crop of 
manna was a failure and that 
there was no seed for further sow­
ing. In other words the press was 
so put in the brow-sweating class. 
In recent years the press has en­
deavored to impress upon the pub­
lic the difference between adver­
tising and news. Some success has 
been achieved, but nothing like 
general success.

Every person, every business 
and every institution loves pub­
licity favorable, but there are 
countlesss thousands who still ask 
for free publicity. The general 
public cannot conceive the number 
of requests for free advertising 
that the weekly press receives 
each week, not only from local 
sources, but from governments, 
political parties, manufacturers, 
corporations of all kinds, most law­
yers, and wild-catters.

The press asks only for fair con­
sideration. When money is to be 
made through publicity that is ad­
vertising, then the press is enti­
tled to be paid for its services.

There are two classes of free ad­
vertising seekers, viz., the posses­
sors or representatives of wealth 
who figure that their own estimate 
of their own importance will over­
awe the press; the next big class 
is the timid who have no faith in 
themselves, ideas, ware or products 
but hope to ride in at the expense 
of somebody else. Both classes are 
finding the press is no longer 
ducted without a cost system.

The fair, square, open'and above 
board advertisers find the news 
-columns of the press always open 
to them, in fact, the press goes 
out of its way to advahee their in­
terests.

One of the greatest pleasures 
the press has is advancing the in­
terests of individuals, corpora­
tions or institutions. But the press 
is a business and there are certain 
things money is needed for, such 
as wages, overhead, living ex­
penses, and then of course there 

. are taxes —-strange isn’t it? Yet 
many had an idea the press lived 
by good deeds alone. The Herald 
tells you that running a paper is 
no Garden of Eden existence.

And so does The Acadian.

While the question of fire pro­
tection and fire brigades is still 
uppermost in the minds of the 
citizens of Wolfville, the present 
is an opportune time to put for­
ward the suggestion that some 
method of remuneration be in­
augurated in regard to the men 
who form that necessary adjunct 
in every community, the volun­
teer fire brigade.

These men who are in every 
sense of the word public-spirited 
citizens, have to make consider­
able sacrifices in that capacity, 
practices in the evening taking up 
a certain amount of their time, ad­
ded to which is the liability to be 
called to a fire at any hour of the 
day or night and having to under­
go hot, hard, dangerous work. In 
addition to possibly losing some 
good working hours, they have to 
take the chance of having clothes 
and boots ruined, the expense of 
which they have to stand them­
selves.

As a general rule these men re­
ceive little or no recognition for 
what they do, certainly nothing 
of a tangible nature, and it would 
be a good thing to pay them a 
certain small sum for each prac­
tice they attend and a further sum 
for each fire they are called upon 
to fight. This would undoubtedly 
lead to greater efficiency in the 
brigade and consequently a re­
duction of the fire hazard, as the 
members would have some incen­
tive to belong to the force, be­
yond a sense of civic duty which 
as a rule, is only possessed by a 
few willing workers in a town.

Some payment is certainly due 
to these men, and believing that 
it will benefit every person in the 
community, The Acadian thinks 
that the matter should be ser­
iously considered by the author­
ities.

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W. C. T. U. Notes Yet despite all that had been done Cana­
dians had not a national outlook—they 
were still provincial. To develop Canadian 
life Mrs. Newcombe looked to the school 
children. Therein lay the hope of the coun­
try. The future of Canada was as a nation 
of the British Commonwealth of nations. 
As a link of that great chain, could Canada 
best assert herself in the world.

The two features of Thursday even­
ing ’s meeting were the brilliant organ re­
cital by Professor Hollis Lindsay, and the 
graphic description of conditions in India 
by Miss Archibald, a Nova Scotia mis­
sionary in that part of the empire. Mrs. 
T. L. Covey, of Halifax, assisted Professor 
Lindsay with a delightfully rendered solo.

Mrs. Powers was the recipient of a beau­
tiful bouquet of carnations in honor of the 
long service she had rendered the organ­
ization in Nova Scotia, Mrs. Powers hav­
ing completed eleven years as President. 
In her reply she expressed the wiph to 
hand over the reins of office to some one 
younger, in order, as she said, that the 
work might be more effectually carried on.

In introducing Miss Archibald, Mrs. 
Powers referred to the far extended work 
of the Women’s Christian Temperance 
Union. It was the largest, and in many 
respects the most powerful women’s or­
ganization in the world. It was active in 
fifty countries and they included India 
where work was very active!

Miss Archibald, who was dressed in 
Indian costume, touched upon the vast­
ness of the Indian Empire, às for instance 
if the message of temperance was to be 
preached in one village a day, it would 
take two thousand years before every 
place in India had heard the message.

She briefly described the political con­
ditions, the unrest evidenced in some 
places against British rule, the unison of 
political interests between Moslem and 
and Hindoo, and the danger which at 
times treatened the British residents of 
the country. The problem was, which, of 
the great religions, Hindoo, Moslem or 
Christian was to dominate India. With 
ninety per cent, of the men illiterate, and 
98 per cent, of the women unable to read 
or write, the conditions in India were 
not yet fulfilled for an independent re­
public.

CANADA’S MAILSSOCIAL SERVICE COUNCIL mI
Five Hundred Million Utters and

Postcards Carried During a Year

Ottawa, Oct. 3.-More than five hundred 
million letters and postcards and some 350, 
000,000 newspapers are carried through 
the Canadian mails in the course of a 
year’s business, according to figures pre- 
•*nted by the Post Office Department to 
the conference of postal officials. In ad­
dition, 50,000,000 parcels and 250,000,000 
dfculars, etc., are handled. The statement 
giving approximate figures for a year’s 
bfsmess showed, in the course of twelve 
months, 10,000,000 money orders and 6,- 
000,000 postal notes are issued. There are 
12,200 post offices operated and 12,400 
mail routes.

e The summary of a year’s business was 
given to the local postal officials as indi­
cative of the place of the post office in the, 
business life of the Dominion. Translated 
into dollars, the mail service expenditure 
for a year was stated to be $15,000,000 and 
the annual cost of rural delivery service 
$2,750,000

Postage stamp sales in the course of a 
year, it was pointed out, reached the en­
ormous total of $28,350,000 while money 
order transactions entailed the changing 
hands of $270,000,000. Postal note tran­
sactions totalled $25,000,000 and there 
was op deposit in post office savings banks 
approximately $2,000,000.

Milk and dairy products generally are 
of inestimablé food value to the human 
race, and their comparatively moderate 
cost makes them accessible to practically 
every one.

Since 
the advent of prohibition, however, 
United States consumption pe capita has 
increased to three quarters of a pint, and 
there is evidence to show that Canadians 
are Iso taking a great deal more to the 
la teal fluid than former y.

THE CONTINENT

When all fruit is off the tree all cull ap­
ples and wind falls should be collected and 
used as pig feed, and whilst we are in the 
cleaning up mood, go over the entire or­
chard and vegetable patch. All rotten fruit, 
papers, weeds and trash of all kind should 
be removed or ploughed under to prevent 
the harboring of such things.as mice, bugs, 
fungi and bacteria. Fences and fence co-r 
ners should be cleaned up and, if you have 
time, clean up the road as well. It looks w 11 
and puts you in the up-to-date class. .The 
home vegetable garden is often situated 
in an odd corner; this should be g Ven care­
ful attention; late ploughing is to be ad­
vised as this has a tendency to turn up var­
ious insects that hibernate in the toil, and 
spoils their winter comfort to such an ex­
tent that they may cease to worry us next 
spring. Any mulches of mànure or weeds 
that may have been put round the trees 
to conserve the moisture should be spread 
away from the trunk to avoid mice gird­
ling them. If mice are known to be bad in 
an orchard with clover and alfalfa in it, 
place poisoned wheat under old pieces of 
board or in large necked bottles at each 
tree with sufficient room 1 ft under the 
board to allow a mouse to go under.

The mouse is a thing we can see and 
his work is very definite when we lose a 
splendid tree, but we have other enemies 
just as distinctive that do not show up so 
plainly as the mouse. Fire Blight, if pre­
sent in our orchards in the form of hold­
over cankers, has probably killed more 
trees than the mouse. These cank rs other­
wise wintered over in the trees, should be 
cut out and the wound disinfected by us­
ing one part, to five hundred parts water, 
of mercury bichloride and mercuric cyan­
ide, swabbing the wounds and disinfect­
ing the tools Bum all removed wood as 
soon as possible. Inseats and bugs are har­
bored in rubbish in the orcha d. Fun­
gus is often wintered in dead leaves and 
decaying matter of various sorts and if 
this is cleaned up much trouble will be 
avoided.

In clean cultivated orchards we like to 
run the spring tooth ultiva or over the 
ground to cover fallen leaves a nd prevent 
them from blowing away. We prefer to 
plough under any de aying vegetable 
matter which will make humus, which, in 
turn, is the greatest benefit to us from a 
water conservation point of view, and it 
helps to maintain bacteria in the oils, 
without which our soils become depleted 
in fertility.

David Friday, president of 
the Michigan Agricultural College, states 
that the persons engaged, in railroad 
transportation number less than 4| per 
cent, of the total working population of 
the United States and in 1921 received 7 
per cent, of the nation’s purchasing pow­
er, while farmers, numbering 26 per cent, 
of the working population, received less

What the farmer did with that 20 per 
cent, of the nations buying power is ad­
mirably told in a letter by a farmer’s wife 
to the Macon, Ga., Telegraph.

They sold $2)922.77 worth of pxftches, the 
railroads got $2,109.62, the picking and 
piacking cost $671.25, and they netted 
$141.90. Their total “profits” came ap- 
piarently to $466.36, but out of this came 
the cost of fertilizer, spraying matjrjal, 
etc., and the farmer’s wife is begging||r 
husband to give up the business—goj|n 
strike, as it were—declaring they were 
working only for the railroads.

She wants to know if the farmer as well 
as the railroad man is not entitled to some 
kind of “standard of living”.—Financial 
Post.

It is gratifying that a man with such a 
brilliant record of success in railway man­
agement has agreed to undertake leader­
ship in building up the fortunes of the Can­
adian National Railways: and credit is 
fairly due to the Government for obtain­
ing him. It is the right of Sir Henry Thorn­
ton to receive from the people of Canada 
whole-hearted co-operation in the great 
and arduous work that lies before him.
