S TREE I PREACHING IN CAL_ 
CUTTA.

MISSIONARIES STOPPED WHILE 

SPEAKING IN THE OPEN AIR.
A correspondent writes to one 

-of the English journals : “The 
fact that missionaries in Calcutta 
have been stopped while preach­
ing in the open air might sug­
gest that the authorities had 
adopted a backward policy in 
this direction. The company 
Sahib Bahadoor, or the ‘Illus­
trious Company Esquire,’as the 
natives called the past govern­
ing power, were afraid of allow­
ing the popular mind to be ex­
cited on the subject of religion. 
They did not wish it to be 
thought that they had designs 
of tampering with the worship 
or caste prejudices of the Hin­
dus lest such an idea might re­
sult in fanaticism or rebellion. 
The great mutiny, caused in 
part by the belief in ‘greased 
cartridges,” may be cited as evi­
dences that this‘view,of them al­
ter had some foundation tore., 
commend it, and the Govern­
ment policy had always been 
against missionary efforts,or any 
appearance that the Sahibs 
wished to interfere with relig­
ious, or more particularly with 
the caste, notions of the people 
of India. Notwithstanding this, 
the missionary did find his way 
to the plains of Hindustan,and 
at last became a regular institu­
tion in the country. From Eng­
land more than one religious 
body sent their representatives; 
German missionaries also found 
their way, and even American 
men, anxious to convert the 
Hindu, came. The Roman Ca­
tholics had done great things in 
Southern India before our Gov­
ernment extended its power, 
and lately attention has been 
called te the itinerary of a monk 
called P- Maestra Fra Sebastien 
Manrique, ,#tvho visite# the 
N orth -Wprovinces in the 
seventeenth century—that was 
in the time of Shah Jehan—and 
he passed through Agra when 
the Taj was building, regarding 
which he gave some interesting 
details, new to us, respecting 
that celebrated structure. This 
missionary penetrated to La­
hore and Mooltau, and even 
reacllSfe Kandahar, of which we 
have heard so much lathly, as 
.being a very distant place. In 
his time there were Roman Ca­
tholic missions in the iVorth 
West who were sometimes fav­
ored, and at times persecuted, 
even unto cruel deaths. Now 
the head-quarters of the Roman 
Catholic mission is at Agra, and 
they have *t least one convent 
at Landour, in the Himalayas. 
There is also a curious Moravian 
mission in the bleak wilds of 
Lahoul, which has long main­
tained its place in that unprom­
ising region. If the Govern­
ment were now to change their 
policy and interrupt this pro­
gress which has thus widely 
extended itself, the seriousness

preacher appears in the Bazaar, 
he is not likely to raise a 
distubance; the people are 
usually quiet and undemon­
strative. If a preacher were to 
say strong things against 
Mohammed in Delhi, Agra, 
Calcutta, or any of the towns 
where the Mussulmans are in 
numbers, the case might be diff­
erent; but as a rule breaches of 
the peace seldom occur in India 
through this cause. So that in 
this aspect the practice is so far 
harmless. When a man appears 
and holds forth in a public 
place in India the natives look 
upon him as a curiosity, and a 
small crowd will gather around 
The probabilty is that he is far 
from being master of the lan­
guage, and hence his remarks 
are apt to excite laughter in the 
audience, and his arguments 
likely to lose their point from 
being badly, or j,t best but 
loosely, expressed. Mr. Atkin- 
.son’s ‘Guary and Rice,’ is a work 
which, even although it pre­
tends to be only amusing and 
sarcastic, gives'about the best 
notion that has yet appeared 
of life in India. Our missionary 
is presented as a worthy little 
man, but his efforts at preaceing 
in the Bazaar are stated to be 
very doubtful on account of hjs 
not being quite up in the langu* 
age. One custom is to get a 
native convert to do the preach 
ing, while the missionary stands 
by his side as a kind of censor 
to see that he puts the case in 
its correct light; but the natives 
have not the same respect for j 
one of themselvs as for * Sahib, \ 
and they are apt to make re- 
marks.and even jokes are uttered 
at the expence of the speakers, 
so that a profane and uprofi- 
table terr ‘ ation is often the 
result of i..ib mode of attempting 
to reach the native mind.”

DAHOMEY.

(Missionary Herald.)
The Rev. John Milam, of the 

English Wesleyan Missionary 
Society, has written a report of 
heart-sickening scenes he wit­
nessed in December last at Da­
homey. The king is accustom., 
echo go to war for the purpose 
of capturing men and women 
whom he may afterwards sacri­
fice to his ancestors. These sac­
rifices are made every night and 
at least one hundred and sixty 
men are required to meet the 
demand, Un December 10, Mr. 
Milumond his ' associate were 
summoned to the king’s palace. 
He writes: “On approaching the 
gate of the palace, we were 
again halted, when I observed 
a very strong smell of putrefy., 
ing flesh; and on looking round 
for the cause, discovered two 
big pots full ot sand on either 
side of the gate,in each of which 
were placed three human beads 
with their faces downward, 
whilst human blood was scat., 
tered upon the ground in front 
of the entrance. On the ground 
inside the gate as we entered we 
observed more blood and an­
other human head. The seven 
men to whom these heads be., 
longed were sacrificed on the 
previous night. On entering 
the palace square, we saw the 
various chiefs seated under 
their respective umbrellas, sur., 
rounded by their people, all 
dressed in very showy raiment, 
and each making a great display 
of ornaments. An umbrella was 
sent for us to sit under,and soon 
after the .king waited into the

the Abeokutans, ornamented 
with the jaw-bones of the poor 
people from whom they Were 
taken, whilst the tails of the 
horses captured at the same 
time were used by the umbrella 
carriers for beating off the flics. 
There were many other skulls 
displayed belonging to impor­
tant persons captured in war, 
some ornamented with horses’ 
tails, others placed upon stools 
and drums,and six flags had the 
top of their sticte surmounted 
with skulls. But the most sick­
ening and disgusting sight was 
that of six poor men,gagged and 
bound fast, in litters carried 
upon men’s heads, destined to 
be sacrificed. One poor man 
seemed to be in the deepest dis­
tress. My blood boiled with in 
dignation at the sight, bnt 1 was 
powerless to save the poor man 
from death. The next day we 
were requested to be at the 
palace again, when the same 
kind of thing occured, save that 
the processions were those of 
the women officers, and the hu.. 
man victims were displayed. 
There were fresh heads at the 
palace gate. 1

Some days after this a new 
market was opened, and many 
slaves were sold in the market, 
a grandson of the king buying a 
little boy for eight strings of 
cowries, equal in value to two 
pencé. During the week on 
which the ceremonies connect­
ed with the opening of this 
market were celebrated; the 
king was accustomed to throw 
cowries, clothing, etc., from a 
platform to the people below, 
and finishing up by throwing 
human beings, who were then 
sacrificed. Mr Milam states that 
intelligent natives affirm that 
the victims this year were taken 
from the town Mikkam, east ol 
Dahomey, and that^the captives 
numbered over seventeen 
thousand, besides seven thous­
and two hundred whose heads 
were brought in. He estimates 
that during King Gelele’s reign 
he has murdered in cold blood 
at least five thousand four hun­
dred prisoners of war. Mr. 
Milum well says that such atro­
cities call loudly upon the civi­
lized powers for suppression.

* We hpi^ read the speeches made 

by Mr. Blikfc, andliave no hesitation 
in declaring them to be master­
pieces. He who .ridicules a speech 
made by Mr. Blake, confesses himself 
a fool, who is incapable of appieciat 
inga “good thing” when ho hears it. 
Mr. Blakes speeches, we repeat, are 
masterpieces. There are deep and 
far reaching conceptions, shrewdly- 
laid down, and skilfully wrought, out. 
There is a philosophy, it we may use 
that term at the bottom of all Blakes 
statements—(he logic is rigid, the dic­
tion is faultless, the reasoning is 
above reproach. Bnt there is the 
very coldness of the grave about the 
speeches, as if they were crea­
tions of the' chisel, rather than things 
endued with life and soul. So far 
Mr. Blake is to us a perfect enigma: 
for he has never yet been known to 
betray warmth or enthusiasm, while 
any other great public speaker of 
whom we have ever read, cool and 
collected though he might naturally 
be, on certain occasions warmed, 
glowed and burst out into a flame of 
enthusiasm. Mr. Blake is always 
the speaking iceberg —always cold, 
clear, reasonable, logical, convincing. 
Even when he raised himself to all 
his strength to denounce a bargain 
which he said put an infant nation 
in chains, when he cried ont against 
“the deep damnation of the deed,” 
it was the same cold passionless voice 
that they heard in St. John, that they 
heard in Fredericton, and that now 
is making men in Nova Scotia won­
der and ask

“What manner of man art thou?” 
What Hon. Edward Blake says is 

one thing, how he says it is quite an­
other thing. AYhile we do not at all 
agree with what he says,we from our 
heart admire the way he says it. A 
man who examines every proposition 
he lavs down in the "light of reason, 
and by the aid of a faultless logic is 
entitled to your respect though his 
theme be ever so repugnant to your 
wishes or your principles. This Mr. 
Blake does, and when we say this, 
we have said all that we honestly be­
lieve he is entitled to.

Upon the other hand Mr. Blake is 
a special pleader. He carefully avoids 
principles that lie right in the way of 
his line of argument, and often sets 
up as an [absolute proposition, that 
which is only a complement or a con­
tingent of another proposition. It is 
not for what Mr. Blake Says he is 
open to censure, but for what he does 
not say. He is an avowed FreeTrader, 
a theory for which many strong argu­
ments can be made; but in making 
these arguments he conspiciously ig­
nores conflict with the leading princi­
ples of protection.

Then be makes a number ol state­
ments which may be regarded asFree 
Trade axioms, or rather which he 
seems to suppose ought to be taken 
as truisms. For example he says 
“Trade ought to be free as the wind 
that olows,” and then passes on to 
another separate statement. And 
again “1 ought to have the privilege 
to buy where I please and to sell 
where 1 please,” and leaving that 
statement passes on to another sep­
arate one. Now why ought “trade be 
Free as the wind that blows?”

The answer would be beyond all 
comparison the most difficult argu­
ment that Mr. Blake has undertaken 
since his entry into public life; and 
the other axiom “1 ought to have the 
privilege to buy where 1 please and 
sell where I please” involves an an­
swer which Mr. Blake would far 
rather ignore than give. Mr. Blake 
lays down no proposition that ho 
does not carry to its logical conclu­
sion, and this beyond any question is 
the reason that he concerns himself

• only with the details of his opponents 
policy, or portions that in the nature 
of any and all the politics of men,are 
,,er se open to censure,-This is why he 
trades on the prejudices of this sec­
tion of the people and that,lays down 
schemes that glitter to the eye as they 
sound well to the ear, but which are 
uufltted to a world like ours, while

also false. The facts are simply these. 
The Service was put up to tender, and as 
the tender of Capt. Armstrong was for 
the same amount as that of Captain 
Albert of the ‘Tour Brothers,’’both were 
informed that their tenders were alike,and 
they were invited to^ender again. When 
the correspondence is published it will 
be found that no injustice has been done 
Capt. Armstrong. The perpetrator of 
these falsehoods must either have been 
ignorant of the facts, or else wilfully 
perverted what he knew to be the truth 
simply to have a malicious fling at the 
Local Government over the shoulder of 
the President of the Council.

The oceaq dory City of Bath arrived 
at TrespaaseysWN. F., last week, after 
performing the first portion of her peiV 
ilous voyage from the United States 
France. The frail and tiny ship is 
barely fourteen feet long, and was built 
at Bath, in the Stale of Maine, after 
which place she is named. Her crew 
are two meu. The rest of the little ves­
sel’s company consists of a cat. On 
July 5 the dory reached Georgetown, 
Me.

She took her departure from that 
port for Havre on the 7th of July, with 
Segmn light bearing West-North-West. 
At eight o’clock on the evening of the 
same day the City ot Bath was headed for 
her trans-Atlantic destination. On the 
15th a heavy gale was encountered, 
blowing first from the Westward and 
then suddenly changing, to the North- 
West. The storm wag accompanied by 
a very heavy sea.to which the little dory 
nearly succumbed. The position of the 
little vessel at this time was " in latitude 
42 deg. 49 min. North, and longitude 
59 deg. 30 min. West. The dory could 
not be laid to, and her crew were com 
pelted to run her before the wind and 
sea. Several large ships were passed 
lying to under lower and close reefed top­
sails. On the 17th the wind veered 
ronnd to the southward and the City of 
Bath was headed for the Newfoundland 
coast. She was severely strained, and 
was in a perilous leaky condition. The 
clothes of the crew, their wraps and all 
their provisionr were drenched and sat­
urated with sea water. On the 19th 
the feline element of the ship’s company 
was washed overboard, aud although 
every effort was made to rescue her, 
“poor pussy” had to be abandoned to her 
fate. On the 21st Cape Race was 
sighted, and at five o’clock on the even­
ing of the 22nd the harbor of Trespassey 
was safely entered, and the hospitable 
land was once more taken possession of 
by the wet and weary tars.

Petersburg!! despatch says the 
epidemic among cattle has extended to 
Livonia, and the ravages caused such 
alarm that immediate aid has been sent 
with all haste from Sorpot. It is be­
lieved to be the Siberian plague, as in 
one case the peasant took the disease and 
died.

A GREAT RUN OF SALMON.

The ran of salmon in the Fraser river, 
B.C., this season’snrpasscs all precedent. 
Steamers and row boats laden to the 
guards with the fish are arriviug at the 
canneries faster than they can be packed. 
Hands are scarce, and labour is high. 
Many fish must be thrown away, as they 
cannot be packed. One boat has just 
arrived at New Westminster bringing 
nine thousand large salmon. Tile pack 
will be enormous. Eight canneries, re­
presenting five hundred thousand dollars 
capital, are in full blast.

John assembled last evening in the Ex­
hibition Building to greet Messrs. Tapper 
and Tilley. The Hon. S. L. Tilley 
was the first speaker. A clear silvery 
voice, a choice selection of words, and a 
judicious use of impressive gestures create 
ed at once an enthusiasm in hie favor. 
For over an hour he defended the policy 
which he was so instrumental in form­
ing, and in a singularly lucid manner he 
answered the charge that the Mari­
time Provinces contributed more than 
their share towards the revenue of the 
Dominion et large. He treated at some 
length on the Sugar industry,and devoted 
a few minutes to the consideratio n of the 
duty upon cotton which he claimed was 
beneficial rather than injurious to the 
poorer classes. Some were surprised that 
he touched not tbe flour, lumber,or ship­
ping interests which are so vitally con­
nected with the prosperity of Saint John, 
but doubtless it was owing to "the very 
limited time at his disposal.

Mr. Tilley has lost none of his old 
time energy and as a campaign-speaker, 
whose peculiar province it is to stir np 
men’s feelings, he stands unrivalled. In 
action he reminds one strangely of tbe 
ambitions Conkling and in words he re­
calls Cartwright to mind, but in popular 
oratory he resembles none of our Cana­
dians for the simple reason that he is 
superior to them all.

T he Amu, 
with whom I afterwards talked, acknow­
ledged no change of intention in the 
matter ; nor indeed, the having of any 
definate intention, after they once be­
gan to move that night, except to follow 
where Yabweh led the way. As I said, 
they turned with the turn of the shore. 
This turn of the shore was along the 
edge of an indentation of land, repre­
sented in the Mohar's improvised map by 
the indentation between bis palm and his 
wrist where the two joined. Following 
the shore-line, some on the shore and 
some still in the sea-bed, they came to 
the reef and boldly struck across the sea 
upon it.

Now that the water was gone from the 
reef, it presented the appearance of a 
great cape of land extending but into the 
water. When they had come far enough 
on the cape for ns to distinguish tbem, a 
long stretch of racing water lay between 
them and ns. Their rear and out front 
were overhung by dense, bewildering 
darkness,through which the wind howled;
