Referring to the question of assisted immigra-
tion, Sir Alexander stated that the Domion
was prepared to give $10 per head for each
adult bona fide settler, but that no special
provision could be made for British Columbia
as distinct from the rest of the Dominion,
Relative to fish hatcheries, Sir Alexander
said that the experience of the past had
Broved that they were not a success in the

ominion, but the deputation urged the ne-
cessity of the establishment of at least one on
Fraser river, and one on one of the rivers of
the north-west coast.

Sir Alexander said that steps were now being

A Hundred Years Cld.

Mr, G. E, Bull, of this city, says the Belle-
ville Ontario, has shown us a pair of snow-
shoes and a powder horn that came into his
hands 55 years ago, and were made in the
North-West 45 years befors that date.

Good disinfectants are as follows :—1st, solu-
tion corrosive sublimate, 0z to12 gallons of
water ; 2nd, sulphate of copper, 1} oz to 12
gallons of water ; 3rd, fumes of burning sul-
phur ; 4th, heat, 212° t0230° F.; and 5th,
copperas, 1} Ibs. commercial sulphate of iron
to 1 gallon of water. Extreme caution should
be used in the storing of disinfectants, espe-
cially those which are ocolourless aud odour-
less, as most of them are strong poikons, All
soiled bedding and clothing should be imme-
diately changed and dispostd of by placing
them in a tub containing a dimwnfectans,
Nurses and attendants should keep them-
selves and their patients as clean as possibie,
disinfecting their hands frequently, and
should wear ootton or linen clothing., The

BARNS AND HOUSES STRUCK BY LIGHTNING.

Crops Utterly Ruined in Low-Lying Sec-
tions of the Country.

CeEEMORE, Aug. 20.—Avening station, on
the N, and N, W, R., was struck by light-
ning during the heavy thunder storm yester-
day morning, and was burned to the ground
with all the contents, consisting of office and
waiting-room furniture, books of the N. and
N.-W. R. and Canadian Express Co,, and a
large quantity of freight.

Winegam, Aug. 20.—The wildest thunder-
storm of the season set in here early on Sat-
urday morning, and great quantities of rain
have failen. The railroad track between here
and Palmerston is washed out in more than
a dozen places, and several of the bridges
bhave been washed away, The train from
Kincardine reached here this morning, but
could not go'any farther.

have been out seven whole nights consecu-
tively, and never lay down to rest,
but my strongest liquor has been new milk.
I never yet saw, during my whole course of
life, such benefits arising from intoxicating
liquors to those who took them as would ever
tempt me to use them myself. I was earlyin
my life a believer in the motto, *Qut of no-
thing nothing comes,” and as I have 'been
taught that all alcoholic liguors were used on
account ot the alcohol they contaized, and
~that all alchohol, in whatever shape or form
you take it, is only the result of the decom-
Foeitxon of saccharine matter, I have yet to
earn that a process of decomposition, de-
struction, and decay can improve the
strengthening qualities of saccharine matter.

Anyone who
knows anything of chemistry will say
no; that it 1is entirely due to the
decomposition of sugar and saccharine
matter in some form or other. Here, then,
is a fundamental law of nutrition which
sweeps away all possibility of any nutriment
being in alcohol itself. Such is the resnlt of
decomposition. But people say, *'I have
known some benefit from the ~drinking of
malt liquors ”; but any little benefit whicn
has been derived from this has been entirely
due to an ‘accidental amount of sugar present
in the alcohol which has not been decomposed
by the fermentative process, and as you can
take that sugar without the alcobol, I say it
is not justifiable to nuse these liqunrs even in
a small amount. We can, inde
bring you an army oi teetotalers that will
bear comparison with the picked men of
moderate drinkers. Now, as to the medicinal
use of alcohol. I think Dr. Todd was quite
right in trying o pus a stop to the wholesale
bleeding of the people ; but in recommending
the use of brandy and wine in the place of
bleeding, if he meant to try that as a test as
to the best mode of treating disease, T main-
tain that the experiment was incomplete,
Side by side with the brandy and wine treat-
ment, instead of the bleeding, he should have
placed as many cases of the same nature of
disease under proper nursing and proper
medical treatment without the liquor,. This
must_bedone by the profession before they
can rightly claim any superiority for the al-
cobolic treatment. I have tested the matter
for myself-—for I have now treated 40,000
cases of disease entirely without alcoholic
liguors, I never prescribed it to that extent to
make men drunkards, and I am thankful to
say that for the last three years I have not
prescribed a single spoonful of apy intoxi-
cating liquor for any purpose whatever. There
are cases you have heard hinted at even to-
night 1n which medical men consider it abso-
lutely necessary to order some  stirnulant.
The observations made during my profes-
sional life teach me that alcohol is a stronger
narcotic than a stimulant. I demur entirely
to the name of stimulants being given to alco-
holic liquors. To test the quality of an arti-
cle, give a full and free dose, and yon will
have its principle effect manifested first.
Give a mana full and free dase of alcoholic
liquor, and what is the result? . He is struck
down directly, stupefied, and laid in the
gutter. I maintain that, if alcohol was stimu-
lating in small guantities, it would be stimu-
lating in large quantities. Did you ever try
tolift up a man out of the gutter? If you
have, you know he is not very much stima-
lated into activity,

TEACHERS IN COUNCIL.

Meeting of the Provincial Association,

At the annual meeting of the Ontario
Teachers’ Association, held in Toronto last
week, the following papers were submitted
and freely endorsed : —

LICENSING OF TEACHERS,

Mr. Jor~x Dearxess, of London; read a
paper on the * Licensing of Teachers,” He
founded his remarks upon the statement that
no one should teach that which he did not
understand himself. He pointed out thatsub-
jects not in the curriculum of examinations
were ignored by candidates in their prepara-
tion ; that in the fundamental branches, can-
didates were required only to get 20 per cent.,
while in ornamental subjects they were re-
quired to get 30 'per cent. He noticed the tests
applied to condidates for licenses to teach,
.and pointed out that they were examined
upon subjects they were not required to
teach, while they would be called upon to
teach what their license took no notice of,
He referred to the evil of having different
standards of certificates in different counties,
the holders of which were placed on an equal
footing. An effort should be made to secure
a uniform standard of examination for all
those receiving unlimited license to teach
anywhere in the province. In noticing the
matter of extension of third-class certificates,
he:thonght the county boards should decide
upon thesc, as they were good judges of the
capabilities of a teacher to teach a particular
school, g

CONDITION OF SCHOOL-ROOMS.

Dr. YzoMaxs then addressed the convention
on the subject of the sanitary inspection of
schools. said nothing had been done in
regard to the Province of Ontario. The Pro-
vineial Board of Health proposed that the
Health Officers appointed in each county or
snunicipality should be sanitary inspectors of
schools. Such a method would be produc-
tive of great benefit. He had little doubt
that nine-tenthsof the fatal cases of consump-
tion were generated in schools by defective
ventilation. He referred to the case of
a. particular school, in' which the pupils
only got ninety cubic feet of air each,
and in which disease broke out in comse-
quence. In the United States, 250 cubic
feet was allowed to each: pupil. The school
teachers would be of great assistance in giv-
ing information in regard to these matters to
the health inspectors. It was a gratifying
sign of the times that hygiene was now being
studied by both teachers and scholars in many
localities. If the subject of hygiene was
generally taught in the schools, it would lead
to impertant legislation in regard to the pub-
lio health. because when the people became
educated their legislation would also be en-
lightened in this particular subjeot.

HEATING AND VENTILATION OF SCHOOLS,

Mr. R. ALEXANDER, of Galt, read a paper
on ** Hygeine,” He dwelt extensively with
the importance and necessity of the proper
heating and ventilating of our school rooms,
as the health of both teachers and pupils was
directly effected thereby. He showed from
different anthorities that re-breathad air was
the great, if not the only, factor of consum
tion. Hence the great necessity of removing
all air from the room as it escapes from the
lan, He discussed fully and clearly the
various method ‘of heating and ventilating
school-rooms. Stoves he considered best for
raral echools ; hot air furnaces best for vil-
lage and town schools, etc., and in all cases
provision should be made for supplying heated
air wath proper moisture, and for allow-
ing (of fonl air, the latter being

(2) Nevertheless, the proposal of their enfire
separation from our body in England causes
us deep regret and pain, and we are appre-
hensive that'such a separation would diminish
the influence and damage ‘the interests of
the connexion as a whole, '(3) That we re-
mind our friends in Caoadg of the evidence
afforded us that a¢ a section of the Church of

nation is not yet completed, (4) Lhat we
affectionately urge our Canadian friends not
to basten the consummation of this object,
for should it be of God no doubt it will yet
appear in a much clearer light ; by deferring
their decision for one year botter opportunity
would be afforded us for forming a matured
judgment on the subje¢t. (5) Should the
proposed union, however, be effected before
our next conference

THE ENTIRE RESPONSIBILITY THEREOF

must be borne by the brethren in Canada,
provision being made both for the sustenance
of those brethren who approach superannua-
tion, all reasonable claims on our annuitant
fund being duly met ; the settlement also of
all liabilities pertaining to the brethren who
belong to the connexion in Canada must rest
with our friends in that country.”

Rev. F. W. Bouxxsz, who, it will be re-
membered, was the delegate to the Canadian
Conference in 1882, moved in amendment :—
** That the consent of the conference be grant-
ed, and arrangements made for a settlement
of all affairs connected with the two bodies.”

This was lost, when

Rev. J. C. HoNey moved, ** That the con-
ference should withhold their sanction to the
proposed union until an opportunity was
afforded for forming & matured judgment on
the subject.” This was carried.

Thus the matter stands until the meeting
of the Canadian Conierence at Exeter on the
29th inst. The conference will then decide
whether to postpone entering the union for
one year or entering at once without the con-
sent of the English Conference, It will be
noticed, however, that the English Confer-
ence has not refused to assent to the Cana-
dian Conference entering the union, but has
merely postponed a decision. The Canadian
body, if they enter the union at any time,
would prefer to do #o at once, 8o that their
influence may be felt in preparing the dis-
cipline of the united body. !

Since the Spaniards

fought, by theé help of English arms, a

succesaful attle against Napoleonic aggres-

sion, and flung off the yoke the great con-

queror had placed on their necks, they
have been in & state of constant uncer-
tainty what do with themselves. This
statement might pethaps be limited to the
active forces in the government of the
country, the army, and the politicians ;
for the people would have been content
enough with their hereditary sovereigns.

The army and the politicians wanted a eon-
stitutiou ; and they got it in a way.

day to this there have been scoref of revo-

lutions, but no permanent form of govern-
From 1814 to 1819 there were nine
“ risings,” all of which collapsed; and
some of the ringleaders were shot, and
some hung, and others fled beyond the
borders. Ferpixanp finally brought in

the French, who after a bloody contest
established his yoke on the people, and
who had great cause to regret their aid
given to a king whom CHATEAUBRIAND
denounced afterwards as an odious prince.

FerniNaxD not only re-sold Spain by bad

Let it be granted, for the moment, that
thore is no wide-spread unbelief in the
being of God, or in immortality.- Never-
theless it must be conceded to us that

It pervades much—far too much—of our
literature; it is whispered by immo-
rality, anxious to escape from the final
nssize ; it is the plaything of all who hope
for enjoyment in sin. To represent the
unpromsing current as of no importance,
is to be unfaithful to duty. Those who
do 8o may be sincere; but they are, be-
yond question, censurably remiss.

If our religion be a reality, then there
can be no parley with agnosticism—no
recognition of it. If it be an enemy to
Gon it is a foe to society, because society
has its origin in the Divine will. It eprang
from design, and would perish ‘without its
sustaining power. Withouf religion there
can be no stable commonwealth. If there
be no eternal source of morality, then not
only is faith a vanity, but human obligatien
perishes from its basis. The foundation
gone, there remains neither ethical rest-
ing-place, nor auy standpoint for society
itself. The fate of Ischia would bé that of
humanity. {

Reflection will prove this to be true even
to men who make light of irreligion.
Let us begin with society. No one wiil
certainly deny that its routs rest in Chris-
tian soif All our institutions .dwe their
vitality to religion. It -was the ‘virgin
mould from which all things have grown.
Man has planted, and watered, but the
increase is from Gop. Throughout the
centuries which have passed in turn over
the historic scene, there has been no pause
in the work of Providence. Human
agencies have “ often marred the design ;
evil passions have temgzrarily impeded it;
still, through all, the beneficent work has
been wrought out. Modern : society has
emerged through heathénism and barbar-
ism to its culminating point.

Are we to take the path of retrogression
That is the-momentous issue before us. If,
it 'be true-that-unbelief has-secured s hold
upon our dayand generation—and that it
has we have 1o doubt—is there any wis-
dom in making light of it. ' Let our readers
understand what it means. There is the
denial of Gop and His providence—the
surrender of immortality—with all that
compensates for the-ill-balanced accounts
of this life's good and.evil. The probiem
of thes universe is to be given up as in-
solubler «That is the outcome of unbelief,

Not i8that the sum of the whole matter.
Disguise the truth as they may, there still
remains the naked fact that there can be
no responsibility apart from a supreme
Judge. , It 18 easy to speak of expedxenc{,
and philanthropy ; but théy aré not obli-
gatory motives. Inany case they admit
the right to obey kindly instinets, or to
repudiate them. There is no voiee; like
that which was heard amid the thunders of
Sinai, to impose the imperative ‘‘ Thou
““shalt not.” or ite aflirmative equivalerit.
Obedience dies with the belief in obliga-
tion, and, with it. morality expires.

There is nothing more easy than to argue
about beliefs : but when it comes to prac-
tice, the crucial test must be applied. Can
there be any stable morality without reli-
gion ] Is there any basis for the one without
the other? If so, what is it, and wherein
reposes its sanction? It is idle to say that
one ought to do this, or abstain from that.
Where is the necessity, and who has im-
posed the obligation? There can be no
guide for practical life if there be no reli-
gion. The essence of morality is respon-
sibility, and that denied, theré remaius no
further basis for ethical obligation. The
fancy that a notion of general utility will
make men moral is perhaps the idlest no-
tion that ever took possession of human
brains.

Morality is not a matter of caloulation.
It has not been the product of evolution,
or of any other human thwriii It was
the inevitable product of the Divine na-
ture, and will rule the universe in spite of
utilitarian theories. Like gravitation, its
seat is embedded in nature; in the one
case, it reveals itself in the-material uni-
verse ; in the other it is revealed in the
conscience of men. Both are witnesses
of the Gop who made all things—witnesses
whose evidence cannot be impeached.

KANT made the observation that two
things struck him with awe. The one was
the & universe ; the other, the human
mind. th, to a contemplative niind, are
beyond fathoming ; pethdps the latter
more 8o than the former, yet He who made
them both, the stars and the humanity,
holds all in the hollow of His hand. Our
surest guide in the perplexities of practical
life lies in  obedience to the ‘Divine com-
mands—our hope in death in reliance upon
Him, through the Saviour he has merci-
fully vouchsafed to us.

you find it 1s wénk ia any particular point, do
tiot press and harass the weakness, but show
it indulgence. Do not urge it to do more
thao it is well able, as the more it is com-
pelled o do to-day the less it will do to-mor-
row. When he begins to slacken his speed,
do not recklessly compel him to maintain it,
but think now you yourself would like to
be thus nrged beyond your strength, Do
not wofry your herse by repeated whip-
strokes ; as every blow robs the ‘animal of
some of its strength, and continued blows
rob it also of the motives o exertion by the
violence of the strokes om the skin, and aléo
affect the muscles nnderneath on which the
motions depend. If any person doubts this,
a slight blow on his arm or leg will soon con-
vince him of the truth. If you have two
horses working together, and one horse is
slower and weaker than the other, do not
force it to do as much as the other, but rather
slacken the speed, if even it is done by keep-
ing the other horse back.

The secretary of the British Dairy Fariners’

method of packing butter than that adopted
by the consignors of Brittany butter.

Th
butter is madé up in two-pound rolls, and is
wurped in muslin, with ah outside covering
of clean white paper. The boxes measure 14
inches in length, 10} by 8} inches'deep, and
as the lumps of butter are made in uniform
length and diameter, 12 of them can be easily,
but closely, packed on end in each box. This
butter arrives in London beautifully fresh,
perfectly clean, unbruised and uninjured in
any way.

Feed of Cow Before and After Calving,

. Smat in Corn,

A correspondént of the New York Times
says :—I have been making some experi-
ments in planting corn in regard to the pre-
valence of smut, and I think I have discover-
ed something, The fitst appearance -of smut
isin the tassel thutis in the male flowers.
The dust from these smut balls is the seed of
the fungus, As it falls it drops upon the silk
and also into the stem at the joints wheré the
leaves clasp it. The seed is thus impregnated
with siut, as well as with the pollen, and be-
comes, in fact, disessed seed. The stalk is
also infeeted and breaks out with smut. . As
regirds the seed, it is precisely the same as
with the eggs of a hen that is infected with
choléra, The germs are in the egg and of

Smut may be stamped out, Itke tiie oon-
tagious diseasés of animals, which aré con-
veyed aud produced in precisely a gimilar
manner. It is the same &s some of these—
hereditary just as tuberculosis, scrofula, and
syphilis are in animals. The remedy, then,
is to oure it in the parens corn,” ‘Avd this
may be done by cutting out all the smut from
the tassels or even cutting off the whole tassel
#s soon a8 it is seen to be diseased. This is
destroying the source of it. It is too late
to do this at the harvesting, because the
seed has already been infected. Bat there is
anothér remedy even thea, and that 1 to
treat the seed to a ohemical solution which
destroys the virus. A strong solution of
hyposulphite of soda destroys the germs of
chicken cholera and hog cholera. 1t seems
to destroy them in corn. A solution of four
ounces of sulphate of copper in a gallon of
water will destroy it in wheat, The grain is
steeped in it for twelve hours, until it has
absorbed what it will, when it is sown im-
mediately, If it is to be drilled it is well to
dry it with plastér. 8o far as wheat is con:
cerned, this is a timely thing to consider now,

cupful of milk and then dilute with a gallon
of watar, It can be applied with a syringe,
sfter which the plante should be rinsed with
clean water. 2

 There is one objection against saving the
remunants of garden peas for seed after the
table has been supplied, and thatis that the
later ripening peas have not so much vitality
as the first Flcking. In the very hottest
weather a mildew fungus attacks the vines,
which undoubtedly injures the vitality of the
seed,

The Baldwin apple is reported by western
growers to be an uncertain bearer and not
equal to some varieties originated in' their
own locality, But then, the Baldwin has
been an uncertain bearer for two or three
seasons in many places where it has long
grown and been esteemed as the most produc-
tive and profitable fruit. Longer trial at the
west may show its good qualities,

The blighting of young twizs on apple trees'
is often caused by the larvie of the twig
borer, intite, slender, brown beétle known
to entomologists as Blaphidium. 1If the twig
b split, the larvee may be found, if they are
the cause of the Wouble. The only remedy is
to cut the twigs and burn them. These in-
sects do not often do sufficient damage’ to
warrant such precautions, however. A closely

The OnAIRMAN in Upening the proceedings,
stated that he sympathised with the ebjects
of the meeting, and expressed his surprise
that the directors of the Exhibition Associa-
tion had taken the action that they had. The
great exhibition in London in 1851 was held
without intoxicants being sold within its
limits, and he could not understandswhy a
fair in this city ¢ould not be conducted on
the same temperance principles.-

After a general discussion a committee
composed of Meésars, Spence, O’Hara, and
Fleming was appointed to draft a resolution
in avcordance with the views of the meeting.

The committee appointed having returned,
and presented the followihg resolution r—

*Thata deputation be appointed to wait on
the Board of Directors of the Toronto Indus.
trial Exhibition Association to remonstrate
against their action in appointing Mris Hill,
their manager, to apply for & licenme to seil
intoxicating liquor at their annual exhis
bition ; that the said deputation be also
requested to wait upon the Teronto Board

Studebaker, of South Bead, Ind., Col. Le-
mert, of Ohio, and John A. Witter; of Den-
ver, Col. They have invested $500,000 in
ranges and stock in Colorado, and have now
in breeding 2,000 mares and 21 imported
Percheron stallions, These gentlemen have
reconﬂg'“rlturncd from Ouloradovwhere they
bave u spending some time increasing
their stock and extending their ran
next year they will have 40 importe
eron stallions in breeding.

Forsythe was a clerk in the dry goods house
of John V, Farwell & Co,, at Chicago. He
was oue of the first men to enlist, and was
twice rejected because of bis age ang slight
physigde, being but a mere steipling.  But
persistence got him into the army, aand
courage and military skill secared his promo-
tion, until he finally attracted the attention
of Gretl, Sheridan, who gave him a place on
bis staff, and kept him there until 1882, when
Forsythe was called to the command of the
Fourth Cavalry, Fort Cummings, N.M.

Berides “thie company of _frontiersmen,
Sheridan had the famous Seventh Cavalry,
under Gem. Custer, the Fifth and Third
Regiments ef Iofantry, and a battalion of
Pawnee and Osage Indian scouts, thirsting
for the blood of the Chéyennes, Kiowas and
Arapahoes, their ancient enemies,

Forsythe’s scouts were called into action
before the command was ready to move. A
Government waggon train was boldiy raided
and captured by the Indians in the very
vicinity of the fort, and Forsythe started out
to interceps their retreat. He followed their
trail closely, and the second night out
bivouaced on s little island of sand, ih what
is known as the Arrikarree fork of the Re-
publican river, The scouts were exhausted
and slept like logs oun the ground, but the
lirst man who awoke next morning shouted :

“Great God! General, look at the In-
jnns‘ » .

And well might he be astonished, for dur-
ing ghe night the camp had been entirely sur-
rounded by thousands of savages. The odds
were abont fifty to one, but the little band"
never quailed for an instant. They did not
know exactly how they were going to get out
of the gerape, bt they did not propose to be

PRODUCE. v
The past week has been a very quiet od in
the local market, from the fact &‘:‘t :K:: has
been verty little of either flour or grain offered.
Stocks of old gramn are aow- run low. and new
has not yet begun to offer ; besides which old on
hand s generaliy held very firmly; in_some
cases, indeed, an advance is iooked for. Thus,
quietude has been the rule, and & seems likely
to continue to be so for two or three weeka more,
or until the new crop has begun to offer.* As to
the yield of that crop the significant fact should
be noted that few complaints has as yet
heard from farmers. The general opinion of
unprejudiced parties seems to be that althongh
the wheat crop will be below that pf last year,
the total yield of the land will be tonsiderably
in excess of last year’s yield. And tothis we may
add as an element of some importance, that the
prospects seem to be in favour of rather an ad-
vauce on prices of wheat, Stocks in store here
have gone on declining very slowly, and stood on
Monday morning as follows:—Flour, 1.575 bbis.;
fall wheat 74,706 busn.: spring wheat, 40,721 bush.;
oats, 700 bush. : barley, 22032 bush.; peas, 772
bush.; rye, 341 bush.; against, on the correspond-
ing date last year, fiour,/ 475 bLbls.; fall wheat,
50,712 bush.; spring wheat, 33,765 bush.; oats,
1,100 bush.; barley, 5,432 bush.; peas, 4,723 bush.;
and rye, 6,284 bush. Stocks in Montreal have
increased somewhat during last week. Outside
advices show a fail of apenny on red winter and
No. 1 Californian wheat, and a rise of 4d. on corn
in England during the week, with the tendency
of English markets downwards for the last three
days. During last week the feeling was rather
firmer than either before or since, though foreign
wheat was quiet. The imports for last week have
not reached us ; but the total supply in the pre-
ceding week ending on the 11th 1inst. is stated to
have been equal to 561,000 to 575.000 quarters of
wheat. The quantity of wheat and flour in tran-
sit on the 16th inst. was equal to 1,725,000 quar-
ters aganst 1,677,000 on the 9th inst., and 2,391,-
000 last year. Prospects of supplies during the
rest of the season scemed fairly good ; but re-
ceipt of new wheat on the lst prox. seems
very improbable. Continental advices show
nearly all authorities agreed in estimating
the French wheat harvest very low. Ks-
timates va from 75,000,000 hectoliters,
or 47,000.000 hectoliters (about 128,000,000
bushels) less than the official report of the crop
of 1882, which was 122,000.000 hectoliters to 85,
000.000 to 95,000,000 hectoliters. The latter esti-
mate, if correct, would still leave the crop short
27,000,000 hectoliters, or about 76,000,000 bushels,
During the season of 1882-3 France imported
about 40,880,000 bushels of wheat. Existin:
French stocks of wheat are in excess of those oi
last year at the corresponding time ; but it is,
nevertheless, believed that French imports dur-
ing will necessarily exceed those of the
current year when they sdeem likely to reach
about 40,000,000 bushels, “These facts cannot fail
