Seed Orders
And Supplies

The new seed catalogues are com­
ing with their lists of novelties and 
staple varieties attractively advertis­
ed, and one gpts much enjoyment In 
turning over the pages of one of 
these catalogues and nfentally pic­
turing the fine crops one will have 
next summer. Often, however, the
catalogue is laid aside without the 
order being sent, and nothing fur­
ther is done until spring, when it 
may be too late to get what is de­
sired. The quantity available of
the best strains of vegetables and 
flowers is usually small, hence it is 
very important to order early be­
fore the stock is exhausted.

There is a great difference be­
tween the best and the poorest
strains. The stock of the best has 
been rigidly selected so that à large 
proportion will come true to type, 
whereas stock which has not been 
kept up by selection may have a bad 
mixture of types, and the resulting 
crop will be very unsatisfactory. 
This is of so much importance that, 
with a crop like the cauliflower, for 
instance, where a strain that will 
give a large proportion of good heads 
means much profit and a poor srain 
may mean very little, it pays the 
market gardener when he gets a 

good strain to hold over what seed 
he does not use until another year as 
he will thus be sure of having a 
good strain next year. This method 
would not. however, serve with the 
onion, which loses its germinating 
power very rapidly, hence should be 
purchased every year. There is a 
wonderful difference in onions. 
Sometimes from the seed of one 
stock a large proportion will be 
tnicknecks while from another most 
of the plants make good bulbs. If 
one has had good success from 
a certain source one year, the safest 
plan will be to order from the same 
source another year. /

Sometimes novelties have not ap­
parently been compared very care­
fully with the best of the older var­
ieties before being offered for sale, 
as they do not prove superior, it 
as good. While it is interesting to 
test varieties, it is well not to spend 
much money on them until they have 
been tested at the Experimental 
Station.

Another advantage of ordering 
early is that one can test the ger­
minating power of a seed before 
spring so that there will be time to 
order again if the germination is 
poor. Often seed is ordered so lat^ 
that when it is sown and the plants 
do'not come up there is a shortage of 
many kinds of supplies, as there Is 
at present, it is very desirable to 
order early the material needed for 
next season’s operations.

The Airplane as a Decoy.
Ever since wars have been waged 

man has made use of decoys to outwit 
the foe. Even in the -recent war a 
decoy proved to be useful once in a 
while. An instance occurred at a point 
on the western front where the British 
trenches faced a salient of the Ger­
man trench system. At the time when 
the British staff determined to reduce 
the salient, the Dally Chronicle tells us, 
the Germans were expecting an ordi­
nary attack with Its primary bombard­
ment They promptly fell Into the trap 
set for them.

Early in the morning a British air­
plane flew very low over the front­
line trenches and passed parallel to 
the German line, but 500 or G00 yards 
behind It. The Germans thought the 
plane a target that could not be missed, 
and turned their backs on the British 
trenches to fire on the machine. While 
they were engaging the airplane, the 
British Infantry suddenly went over 
the top and in a few minutes captured 
the position and took a number of pris­
oners.

The machine returned to its air­
drome riddled with bullet holes, but 
both the pilot and the observer were 
uninjured.

The development of the coconut oil 

Industry In the Philippines has been 
very rapid, due to war conditions. The 
ekjjorte of oil in 1918 amounted to 
115)060 tons, as compared with 45,000 
tons In 1917 and 16,000 tons in 1916. 
There is a scarcity of shipping to take 
copra to Hull, England, and Marseilles, 
France, which are the great centers 
for oil crushing, hence It Is found more 
profitable to ship the less bulky oil to 
the United States. A number of new 

•nil mills have been constructed in the 
Philippines in order to fill the demand 
for oil, but it is a serious question 
whether the present crushing capacity 
of the Philippine mills is not In excess 
of the normal supply of copra.

Philippine Tobacco.
The Philippine Islands’ tobacco ex­

ports Increased greatly in 1918. In tflkt 
year 25.700 tons of tobacco were ex­
ported, as compared with 6,890 tons 
In 1917. The bulk of this tobacco was 
shipped during the early months of 
1918, and the later months showed a 
marked decrease. The exports of ci­
gars, however, showed a steady In­
crease during the entire year, the num­
ber shipped being 359,000,000, valued 
at $7,000.000, as against 284.000.000 
valued at $4.500,000. In 1917. Most of 
this production was absorbed by the 
American market. The increase Is 
largely due to government supervision 
In order to guarantee the quality of 
all shipments to the, United States.

Real War Scrap Book.
To keep a scrapbook on the recent

You would hardly think it possible 
to write a book about book collecting 
which would interest the rank outsider 
who doesn’t know a first folio from a 
side of sole leather, but Mi? Newton, 
whose style Is delightfully whimsical, 
has succeeded in doing it.

A copy of Ben Franklin’s “Cato Ma­
jor” was found in a Chester county 
garret not long ago and was afterward 
sold for $300, so Mr. Newton reports.

Of all the books and pamphlets 
Franklin turned off his Philadelphia 
press, that one, said the famous print­
er, was his best job typographically.

Franklin did so many things first 
that folks rarely remember that he also 
printed the first translation of a Greek 
or Latin classic that was Issued ia 
America.

No one has yet matched the old sage 
In another respect—400 reprints of a 
single work. Franklin’s “Way of 
Wealth” has passed that number. 
There have been 75 editions of it print­
ed in England, 55 in France, 11 in Ger­
many and 8 In Italy.

It has even been translated In Rus­
sian and Chinese.

All other best sellers have been back­
ed off the map by that unique output 
of the Boston lad who some one wittily 
said “was born in Philadelphia at the 
age of seventeen."

Big Strike On
February 17th

Detroit, Feb. 10—The Canadian 
members of the United Brotherhood 
of Maintenance of Way Employees 
and Shop Laborers will not be in­
volved in the strike of 300,000 rail­
way workers, which has been call­
ed for February 17, executive officers 
of the organization said today.

The call affects only the men em­
ployed on roads operating in the Un­
ited States.

The organization has a member­
ship of 28,000 in Canada, but they 
work under different wage agree­
ments, and are not directly interest­
ed in the demand for increased wag­
es made by the American section of 
the union.

Executives of the brotherhood this 
morning were going ahead with their 
strike plans while a committee of 
heads of the various divisions of the 
union were enroute to Washington 
where they will make a final effort, 
if called Into conference by Director 
General Hines, to avert the big walk 
out.

Washington, Feb. 10—President 
Wilson had before him tonight a 
cablegram from Frederick Wilhelm, 
former crown prince of Germany, 
suggesting that the allies take him 
as a ‘'victim,, instead of the 900 Ger­
mans demanded for trial.

The text of the message, which 
was sent to the kintfs of Great Brit­
ain, Belgium and Italy, the Emperor 
of Japan and the president of Fran­
ce, is as follows:

“The demand for the delivery of 
Germans of every walk of life has 
again confronted my country sorely 
tried by four years of war and one 
year of severe Internal struggles 
with a crisis that Is without preced­
ent in the history of the world as af­
fecting the life of a people. That a 
government can be found in Germany 
which would carry out the demanded 
surrender is out of the question: 
the consequences to Europe of an *>. 
forcement of the demand by vi.-l; 
are incalculable, hatred and revenge 
would be made eternal.

“As the former successor to the 
throne of my fatherland,. I am will­
ing at this fateful hour to stand up 
for my compatriots. If the Allied 
and Associated governments want a 
victim, let them take me instead of 
the 900 Germans who have commit­
ted no offence other than that of 
serving their country in the war.”

Editor Union Advocate 
Dear Sir:

I notice in the proceedings 
of the County Council, that it was 
proposed to send a protest against 
an Increase in rates to the N. B. 
Telephone . Co. I also noticed 
the complaint of a man re refusal of 
the Company to erect a line where 
it was so badly needed.

Our experience in Williamstown 
Settlement has been similar to this 
man's. Last winter we got up a pet­
ition with the names of eleven pros­
pective subscribers on a line of about 
six miles, and sent it in or had it
sent in to Head Office, St. John 

which elicited the proposition from 
the company that we would practi­
cally have to build the line, pay for 
the material, hand the whole thing 
over to the Company and pay our 
yearly rate besides, in order to op- 
tain telephone service. This Of 
course we could not do with the re- 
sul that we still remain, in a manner 
out from the outside work.

This does not to me appear to be
fair. EJvery community, especially 

rural in order to be livable should 
have the telephone. The telephone 
has long outgrown its classification 
as a luxury and has become a ne­
cessity. It not only saves the busy 
man many steps and is indispensable 
in case of sickness, but also during 
the winter months, together with the 
mail service, is practically the only 
means of communication which the 
country Qiome has with the world 
at large, and I think rural commun­
ities should be considered and fav­
ored in this regard. But instead of 
that, under the present system of 
monopoy by a telephone company 
the rural places are totally disre­
garded. It seems as though the Gov 
eminent should take some steps in 
this matter and supply some of the 
people of this country with the 
much needed service. A company 
gets after a while so self centered 
that it forgets to consider the well 
being of its patrons and regards only 
its own interests, and considers the 
installing of new lines only on the 
ground of most financial gain fof it­
self and not on the ground of best 
service where it is most needed. I

I sincerely trust, Mr. Editor, that 
this deplorable condition of things 
will not continue, but that some 
consideration may be given to the 
equalizing of conditions rural and 
conditions urban to make the coun­
try more livable, attract settlers, and 
build up a hitherto neglected and dis

Buy Red Clover
Seed F:

Prime red clover seed was quoted 
at $35.55 per bushel on the Toledo 
market of the 6th instant. Toronto 
prices then ranged about $3.00 per 
bushel In advance of Toledo prices. 
Clover seed that would grade “Prime 
on the Toledo market could be 
bought in Toronto at $38.50 and, be­
cause of exchange conditions, deliv­
ered to United' States points at ap­
proximately $33.00 per bushel, or 
about $2.50 less than the Toledo 
price. The money situation, short 
supplies, and an earlier demand in 
the United States will explain the 
heavy exports of clover seed.

The price of red clover seed has 
advanced almost $14.00 per bushel 
on the Toledo market since May last 
The world supply will not be suffic­
ient to meet normal requirements. 
In these circumstances, Canadian 
farmers who delay the purchase of 
their red clover seed requirements 
until seeding time may be unable to 
obtain supplies at any price.

Inter Church Forward 
Movement Returns

The Inter-Church Forward Move 
ment Campaign ended offically last 
Saturday night but it will be 
perhaps a week before the 
loose ends of the canvass 
are picked up and an announcement 
made of the actual totals. In the 
rural districts the heavy storms of 
the past fortnight have seriously In­
terfered with the canvass and the 
work will be continued for some 
time.

The Presbyterians in Newcastle, 
report a total so far subscribed of 
$2911.25, with some more subscrib­
ers to hear from. The books will be 
kept open f r the receipt of pledges 
and first payments until February 
29th, and all those who have not as 
yet sent In their cards are requested 
to do so on or before that date to 
the Treasurer, Mr. Allan J. Ferguson 
The objective of St. James* Church 
was $2472.00, which up to the pre­
sent has been over subscribed $439.- 
25, or about 25% more than objective

The W. M. S. of St. James also 
-collected last Wednesday evening 
$215.00 with returns yet to be recei­
ved.

This is a great showing for St. 
Jakes' considering the drive which 
was, made in December on account 
of Wfe Church Debt, which netted 
$20d0.00.

The Value Of
A Newspaper

Beauty may be only skin ^eep, but 
the impressions it makes extends 
much deeper.

Petersburgh Examiner:—For the 
past three days the people of Winni­
peg have been without daily news­
papers, owing to a famine in news­
print. The absence of their favorite 
sheets has already taught the public 
to appreciate how big a part the news 
papers play in their daily life. Nat­
urally when there is no authetic 
method of distributing news the city 
has been flooded with foundationless 
rumors of happenings in the world at 
large. Stories that lose nothing in 
vividness as they pass from one to 
another have been circulated, and as 
a result the telephones of the news­
paper offices have been kept constan­
tly busy by citizens anxious to as­
certain the truth about s me of the 
stories that spread through the city. 
The experience of ,Winnipeg calls 
attention to the value of the dally 
newspaper In keeping its readers in­
formed of the real facts of whatsis 
occurrring In the world. The ser­
vice that Is given in this respect is 
not understood until a crisis like that 
in Winnipeg shows how effective ij 
the work of the newspapers in the 
prevention of wild rumor and falsb 
reports that would be dally feature** 
were it not for the corrective influ 

of the press. Again the absence 
of i_a newspapers has had a discour 

1 j effect upon business, 
and upon every other line of the 
city s activity. Three newspaperless 
days have been enough to give Win 
nipeg people a much higher opinion 
of the press than they have hitherto 
entertained.

One of the most frequent <pÿuses of 
trouble between married people is 
money.

Preparing For The
Breeding Season

By this time it should be fairly 
well decided what birds are to be 
used in the breeding pens.

In the main, dependence should be 
placed on hens but It is always well 
to use some of the best pullets as by 
so doing a year’s time is very often

As none but the best pullets Should 
have been carried over the second 
season there should be very little 
culling of the hens required. How­
ever there are always a few that 
have not kept in prime breeding, 
condition, some may have put on too 
much fat, others may have shown a 
tendency to colds or others undesir­
able. These should not be put Into 
the tmeed'ng pens.

The hens intended for breeders 
should he rarrieuj through the winter 
in a normal condition without forcing 
or stimulation of any kind, so that 
they came to the breeding season 
fall of vim and vigour. To obtain 
and retain this condition, green 
feed should be plentifully supplied. 
Chopped clover, sprouted oats or 
mangels are all good.

The pallets used should be early 
hatched, vigorous and well matured 

• To these selected females should 
be mated either vigorous cock birds 
that have already been proven as 
breeders or strong, vigorous, well 
matured cockerels that are not only 
the sons of high producing hens but 
the brothers of pullets that have 
shown by their performance that 
they carry the quality for high pro­
duction.

Do not make the matings too large 
A good, vigorous cockerel of the gen­
eral purpose type on free range may 
successfully look after 16 or 20 or 
even more females but the same bird 
in confinement might “fall down’’ 
lamentably with more than half that 
number. Do not expect a cock to 
attend to the number of females that 
a cockerel would and If you are look­
ing for early chickens, use cockerels 
at the head of the breeding pens as 
they are much more reliable early 
in the season. *

British Girl Claims That Conditions 
Following War Have Made Old 

Ideas Look Foolish.

Among the last fights of women te 
be fought is the right to propose.

It Is the inevitable consequence of 
the vote and of thé war. The position 
ef woman with regard to marriage has 
entirely changed, and the sooner It Is 
recognised the better. Up till new 
nice women have properly not pro­
posed, because It meant virtually : 
“Will you keep met”

Now that a woman can be as Inde­
pendent as a man she need have no 
scruples on that score. “A Girl From 
the War” writes la the continental 
edition of the London Mall.

In every other direction the position 
of men and women, with regard to 
marriage, Is equal. It Is quite ridicu­
lous that It should be an honorable 
thing in a man to love a woman who 
does not return his affection, and yet 
be a disgrace to a woman to love un­
asked. A proposal from the man clears 
the air, and It would be the same with 
one from the woman.

In the present condition of things a 
woman often wastes the best years of 
her life on a hope. It would be much 
better If she could say In the begin­
ning: “I like you, and If you like me 
as much as I like you. let ns spend our 
lives together.” It would be quite sim­
ple for the man to reply, if he were 
of a different mind : “I am sorry. Of 
course, I like you, but I do not feel like 
going Into partnership.”

The woman would then put him out 
of her mind and go about her business. 
Broken hearts heal In time, and it is 
possible that hearts would never get 
beyond the wounded stage If this plan 
were adopted.

There is a serious reason why it 
should be adopted. Some badly wound­
ed men are feeling much as If they had 
changed places with the women. They 
de not have to say, “Will you keep 
me7” when they propose, but what to 
them is almost as bad, “Will you keep 
yourself T”

It would be a great relief to many 
a crippled man in love if proposals 
were taken out of men’s bands.

In the present circumstances no nice 
gtrt could bring herself to propose, 
however willing she Is to keep herself, 
however much she levee the man.

There le no need to fear that the 
new right would give added license to 
the other kind of girl. She proposes 
new, although not in so many words.

Chinese Salvation Army.
A new element ban been added to 

the night life of Peking and Hen-tain, 
strange and yet familiar to occasional 
sightseers from western countries. 
The “Chleu Shih Chan,” or “Save- 
World Army,” Is conducting Its open 
air meetings on the street corners of 
the Chinese cities, and the spectacle 
reproduces In China a scene that was 
equally strange in the great cities of 
England and America when the Salva­
tion army first came Into existence. 
For “Chiou Shih Chun” Is Chinese for 
“Salvation army” in a land where the 
language has no exact verbal equiva­
lent for “salvation” and must do its 
best by the combination “save-world.”

Less than three years ago the Salva­
tion army made its start in China, 
and a party of forty officers from the 
West tackled the job of mastering 
enough of the language to begin oper­
ations. At present there are five corps 
of the “Chiou Shih Chun” in Peking, 
two corps In Tlen-tsin, ahd fourteen 
scattered throughout the country as 
far north as the border of Mongolia. 
In organization the “Chiou Shih Chun” 
Is Identical with the Salvation army 
elsewhere and the Chinese salvation 
soldier lives under the same rules of 
discipline.—Christian Science Monitor.

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Fertilizers For
The Potato Crop

Of all ordinary farm crops that of 
the potato Is probably the most pro-, 
fltably responsive to liberal feeding.
The acceptance of this statement 
does not In the least ignore the fact 
that there are several other factors 
that play a very important part to­
ward success In potato growing, type 
of soil, character of season and the 
cultivation and spraying of the crop, 
but It means that with these factors 
favourable the crop Is a very res­
ponsive one to applications of plant 
food and that the yield will be ap­
proximately commensurate with the 
available plant food supply.

It is generally conceded that there 
ts no better preparation for the crop 
than a clover or alfalfa sod well 
manured (10 to 20 tons per acre) and 
ploughed in the late summer or early 
autumn. This practice of fall plough 
In? ensures the decay of the sod and 
manure and provides & good supply 
of humus which is so useful in keep 
Ing tho soil moist, and at the same 
i^e allows for the preparation of 
^lant food in forms available for the 

j use of the crop. Spring dressings of 
I manure are not desirable, as they 
tend to encourage the developement 
of scab.

As is well recognized, soils differ 
greatly as to their productiveness, a| 
quality largely dependent upon rich-1 
ness in available p:ant food, indeed 
there are no two soils exactly alike 
in this respect, and this fact makes 
it impossible to lay down hard and 
fast directions for fertilizing or to 
give a formula that would be equally 
applicable for all soils. But with 
fairly good soil, from a well manur­
ed clover sod as described, we 
should consider 350 to 700 pounds of 
3; 9; 6; commercial fertilizer would 
represent the limits that may be 
deemed desirable and profitable.
This would mean an application of 
mitrogen 10% to 21 pounds, of phos 
phoric acid 31% to 63 pounds and 
of potash 21 to 42 pounds, per acre.
If the Ingredients are purchased 
rather than\ the ready mixed fertil­
izers, (generally the more economi­
cal plan) the amounts would be nit­
rate of soda 75 to 150 pounds, super 
phosphate 200 to 400 pounds and 
sulphate of potash 40 to 80 pounds, 
per acre. On light and very poor 
soils scantily manured the maximum 
amounts here given may be some 
what raised, dressings to 1000 
pounds or more per acre frequently 
proving profitable. For soils rich in 
nitrogen, as from clover and liberal 
manuring, the nitrogen In the above 
recommendations may be cut down 
one third. On clay loams the potash 
may likewise be reduced one third.

It is considered good practice by 
many experienced potato growers to 
supply a part of the nitrogen in the 
form of an organic nitrogenous ter 
tilizer, as dried blood. As both fer 
tilizers contain approximately the 

same percentage of nitrogen this 
may readily be done by an replacing 
half the nitrate of soda In the above 
recommendations by an equal weight 
of dried blood.

Probably the best plan of applica 
tion Is to broadcast the fertilizer 
mixture on the prepared land when 
reworked In the spring and harrow 
in. If the method of putting the fer 
tilizer in the drill or furrows Is oon 
sidered more direct and more econ 
oraical, care should be taken that

Comb Honey Production
Several circumstances have caus 

ed the production of comb-honey in 
Canada to lag. Of late years there 
has been a heavy demand for ex­
tracted honey, and a colony will 
produce more extracted-honey than 
oomb-honey, requiring less attention 
from the beekeeper. On account of 
the fragilê nature of comb-honey, it 
does not ship so Well as extracted 
honey. The higher price that comb- 
honey brings is not always high 
enough to compensatè for these dis 
advantages. But, for many who 
keep only a few colonies, comb 
honey production is best, because it 
is a clean job and requires less expen 
sive equipment, and it is a pleasure 
to produce sections of honey-comb 
the finest product of the apiary. 
Moreover, it has been Remonstrated 
that oomb-honey can be produced 
profitably on an extensive scale both 
in the St. Lawrence Valley and in 
Southern Ontario. In every city 
there is a demand from the better 
class of trade for good section i < f 
comb-honey at a fair price. As the 
world’s food /heeds become baUt.r 
satisfied, we 'may expect the demand 
for oomb-honey to Increase.

Oomb-honey production requires 
skill in the managment of the bees 
than extracted-honey production. Too 
often the small producer does not 
take sufficient care to- produce a 
well finished article, kM sells the 
Inferior product at a price that mak­
es It unprofitable.

The most favourable conditions 
for producing comb-honey are a 
heavy honey bow. such as < 
from dover, and strong colonies. 
T*e bees should be crowded in the 
■Are, the brood chamber reduced

Each section must be fitted with a 
sheet of thin super foundation. To 
help the bees start work promptly, 
a “bait comb” consisting of an un­
finished section from which the 
honey has been extracted may be 
placed In the first super given.

The chief problem in producing 
comb-honey in Canada is the control 
of swarming. To prevent swarming, 
plenty of veptilation should be given 
below, and it is a good plan to ex­
amine the brood chamber every 
week during the honey Row and des­
troy all the queen celJuJ If, how­
ever, the colony sx^àrms, the parent 
colony should be removed to a new 
place and the swarm should be put 
in a new hive placed on the old 
stand, this hive to contain only six 
or seven frames fitted with founda­
tion, and one comb to receive the 
pollen, the spaces at the sides being 
filled with division boards, and the 
partly finished supers should be 
transformed to the new hive.

Comb-honey can often be econom- 
cally produced in combination with 
extracted honey in M shallow super, 
the extracting frames being placed 
on the outside.

No. V.—Musical Scales 
From a musical magazine I read 

from the “Music Questions Answer­
ed” the following:—Question: ‘‘Why 
do people make such a fuss over 
scales? They make me quite tired 

I for there are none in any of the pie- 
| ces I have ever played.” Answer:

I “Any more than there are examples 
of the alphabet in any books you 

I have read. The scale is the foun.la- 
j tinn of music and it is because you 
don't know your scales that you are 
such a wretchedly bad reader of

That Is pretty straight, and we do 
not need t wonder how it was 
known that the questioner was a 
wretchedly bad reader of music. This 
reminds me of the proverb : "The 
Jess one knows, the more he shows 
off." You know much when you 
know how little you know.

“We know that many think and 
some pupils say, “What’s the good 
of all these finger exercises and 
scales.” It is natural for them to 
think it, because it is a little tire­
some at first and needs concentra­
tion of mind. I must answer, that 
to play scales and finger work, is a 
good essential habit and absolutely 
necessary to one's future musical 
success. It is tiresome at first, but 
when mastered, what wonderful re­
mits! A child first attempting to 
walk—Is it not tiresome at first? 
It needs practice to acquire the art, 
but oh the wonderful result when 
-mastered !

Let it be known that scales are 
great time savers, the modes avoid 
difficulties, provides ease and a na­
tural passing and the fingers do not 
get mixed. Enough has been said to 
show that concentration means suc­
cess, system brings results, and slow 
practice means fast progress.

I will endeavor to interest you in 
the scale, how it came about, and of 
different nations' method, etc. First 
what is a scale? The word scale is 
taken from the Latin word “scala" 
meaning a “ladder.” It refers to -a 
series of tones taken in direct succès 
slon through the Interval of an octave 
You are, of course, acquainted with 
the diatonic scale—a succession of 
notes which occur in the key indi­
cated by the signature; and chroma­
tic scale—made up entirely of semi­
tones.

Pentatonic Scale
The pentatonic scale is made up of 

a five toned scale, same as our major 
scale omitting the 4th and the 7th 
note, or you may understand it bet­
ter by taking only the black notes, 
(sharps), of the piano, beginning on 
C sharp to the next C sharp, that 
forms the pentatonic scale. This 
scale is used by the Chinese and it 
is also called the Scotch scale.

You may think that music was 
made from the scales, but that is not 
so, for music was in existence long 
before any scale, yet the ART of 
music was not until a scale was for 
med.

The First Scale
The first scale which history gives 

to us is of Greek origin and simply 
a group of 3 notes, the interval of 
fourth below a given note, and 
note above that fourth. Turn to the 
key board and strike C. then A flat 
(below) then G (a note lower) keep 
playing these in any order, one after 
the other, and when you are through 
make G. the final note, and A flat 
second last, and thus you have the 
total number of notes used, and a 
sense of the tune as It must have 
sounded.

but the Chinese Octave is out of 
tune to our ear; so is the Siamese 
fifth. You are familiar with the 
major third and also minor third, yet 
some have a third that is between 
the two. The Oriental System think 
of scales and intervals as tending 
downward. We recognize them as 
ascending, particularly the leading 
note which is next to the Tonic, 
(most important) mote, and which 
leads up to it which forms a cadence 
Think of the natural cadence of 
man's voice. It tends downward, for 
when a man raises his voice at the 
end of a sentence he is either asking 
a question or expressing astonish­
ment. Thus it does not form a final 
cadence.

The lesser Important notes of the 
scale we think of them being brought 
about by the wavering of the voice of 
the important note; a tremelo, or up 
and down method of singing forming 
an Indefinite developed ornamental 
note to the essential note.

The Pentatonic (5 note) scale used 
by China, Japan, Java and the Paci­
fic Islands, have some of the other 
notes but only as oramental, but the 
pentatonic, or 5 notes within the oc- 
tava is the unmistakable original 
system.

There was a time when the Greek's 
musical system was the most import 
ant and different modes were inven­
ted of the scale as the following will 
show, but you must think only of the 
white keys of the piano. Doric arran­
ged the scale beginning on the note 
E to the Octave E. The next was 
the Phrygian mode commencing on D 
The Lydian mode Aeolic beginning 
on A; tho Hypolydeon beginning on 
F and so on.

Play these scales over and you will 
soon realize that the Lydian is what 
we use as our standard scale, and 
that the Aeolic is the relative minor, 
that is, after we have raised the 
seventh note to make it a leading 
note.

Chromatic Scale
The Chromatic scale as we under­

stand it is made up of 12 semitones 
from C to C (octave). You may be 
surprised when you learn that a 
famous lute player In Greece formed 
the octave into 17 equal divisions, 
and also that the Indian scale at one 
time had 22 equal divisions, and the 
Persians had a remarkable system 
of 24 equal parts.

The last stage of reflnemènt in the 
development of our scale system was 
the assimilation of the keys to one 
another of the tuning of the 12 semi­
tones so that the same mode may be 
started from any note as the tonic.

Until the 16th century musicians 
did not use more accidentals than B 
flat and E flat, F sharp, C sharp, C 
sharp and G sharp. J. S. Bach gave 
expression to his faith in his well- 
known works “Preludes and Fugues” 
in all keys, calling It the well temp­
ered Clavier. We are thankful that 
the beautiful music that we hear 
every day from the Plano, Talking 
Machine, Pipe Organ, Bands and 
Orchestra just makes one feel like 
this little poem:

Did you ever stou to think
How dreadful it would be,

If all the music in the world 
,Were thrown into the sea?

The world would be a horrid place 
If such things were true.

1 would not want to live at all 
If that were so; would you?

But that must never come to pass, 
And you must help along 

And do your bit by practicing 
Your Instruments and song.

In an interview with a Standard re 
porter, last Wednesday evening, ,W B 
Snowball, cf Chatham, stated that 
this winter had been an exceptional­
ly good one for lumbermen on the 
North Shore and that probably this 
year’s cut will exceed that of last by 
at least twenty five per cent.

The wharves and yards along the 
Miramichi are piled high with Ad 
mi rally and other overseas stock, 
which will have to be moved early in 
the sc-a.-'i n to enable the shipping ot 
tills year’s cut which is destined 
largely for the American market. I

Pi ices in the lath market are very ! 
high this year, from $14 to $15 . a j 
thousand is being offered for round I 
wood laths, and quUe a few mills j 
have already started sawing. Mr. j 
Snowball said this is the first year j 
that such, operations have ever been j 
conducted along the Miramichi, but 
the prevalent high prices have afford | 
ed operators an opportunity to dis­
pose of the smaller logs in this man 
ner at a good profit.

Mr. Snowball said that the bulk of 
the cut would go to the States, not 
withstanding the unfavorable rate of 
exchange, for the Americans would 
pay the rate themselves in some 
Vases they would pay for the goods 
în Canada.

The last storm with its heavy fall 
of snow has assuretfc^good brook driv­
ing, and as everything else has been 
favorable, the lumbermen are looking 
to a very successful year.

Asked as to Whether the industrial 
unrest had reached the lumber 
camps, Mr. Snowball said that agita­
tion didn't reach the tall timbers; 
wages were high there, from 15 to 
20 per cent, over last year, and men 
plentiful, while the best cf relations 
existed between employer and em­
ployee.

Leave every trained nurse possible 
for work among the poor.

To clergymen—Advise your con­
gregations about dangers from cough 
ing or sneezing without covering the 
face with a handkerchief. Person 
wfo find it impossible to refrain from 
coughing or sneezing should remain 
at home. Tell the congregation to 
avoid fear and to practice the ordin­
ary rules of the slmnle life.

To the public—Observe the rules ot 
simple living. If feverish or other 
wise ill, go to bed and call a physi­
cien. The ill should net come in con 
fact with the welt.
