New Steep for Seeds.—“ La Presse,” 
of Paris, speaks of some marvellous wheat 
obtained by the Messrs. Dusseau, by steep­
ing the seed in some new preparation, 
which wheat is destined for the purpose.— 
The magnificence of this grain, both in 
straw and ear is represented as having ex­
cited universal admiration ; and it ia expec­
ted “ to do the greatest houour to French 
agricultureGardeners' Chronicle.

Harvesting and Storing Root Crops. 
—Carrots, sugar beets, end mangel wurt- 
zel should be well secured before the occur­
rence of heavy frosts. They should be 
perfectly matured, before they are pulled, 
which may be known by the yellowish co­
lor of some of their leaves. If allowed to 
remain unharvested beyond that time, a 
new elaboration of juice takes place, and 
much of the saccharine p> incipie, which is 
the fattening one, is destroyed.

Turnips and parsnips may be left in the 
ground u ntil there is danger of freezing, and 
the latter, if not wanted for winter use, are 
all the better for remaining unpullcd un^ 
til spring. In this case, all the water must 
be cercfully led away from the beds other­
wise they might rot.

Potatoes, for winter keeping, should 
nevbr be dug before they are ripe, which 
may generally bo known by the decaying : 
of the vines.

All kinds of culinary roots, after digging, 
should be protected from the sun, by throw­
ing over them some leaves or straw and 
as soon as the dirt attached to therii be< 1 
comes dry, let them be carried, at once, to ( 
the cellar or pit where they are to be stor- j 
ed. They should be kept from the air by 
putting them in barrels or bins loosely ! 
covered with straw ; and it would be still j 
better for them to sift in between the in-1 

terstices some fine, dry sand, or powdered j 
airelackcd lime. Such as are to be stored i 
in the fields may be put in pits, where the j 
ground is sandy and dry ; or they may be j 
piled up in conical or long heaps above the ( 
surface, at any height required. A coating j 
of straw should be first laid over them, in 
the manner of thatching the roofs of build- j 
ipgs, in order to shed off the rain. In parts 
of the country subject to heavy frosts or 1 
snow, the heaps should be covered with a 
layer of earth sufficiently thick to prevent 
the roots from freezing ; but care must be , 
observed not to expose them, if possible to | 
a temperature above 33 deg. or 40 deg. F., 
as they would bo liable to heat, grow corky ' 
and probably rot. The earthy covering for 
winter ntied not generally be completed \ 
until quite late in the season ; as, by leaving 1 
the straw partially bare, the escape of mois­
ture and heat from the roots will thereby be 
facilitated, which is all-important, immedi­
ately after they are stored. When finally 
covered over for the. winter, m hole should 
be left at the top of tho heap, or several if 
the pile be long, in each of which a whisp 
of straw should be placed, for the escape of 
moisture and gas. If the ground be stiff 
and clayey, the heap sho ild be surrounded 
by a ditch, at least a foot deep, eo as to car­
ry off all water that might accumulate 
from rain or melting snow ; otherwise the 
lowermost portion of the heaps would be­
come wot and spoil.— American Agricultu­
rist.

Wagon v. Carts in the Harvest Fibld. 
—[The following letters are from the Stam­
ford Mercury. ](!).! beg to hand you be- 
below the particulars of a match tried to­
day, in consequence of a challenge made by 
Sir John Thorald, at the last meeting of 
the Grantham Agricultural Association.— 
The trial was made in a 20 acre field of 
shorn Wheat, occupied by Mr. Fisher, in 
the parish of Barkston. The distance from 
the stack to the gate is half a mile, and to 
the further aide of the field nearly three 
quarters of a mile. The field lies on the 
aide of a hill, and is pretty steep ; and all 
the loads when full, were drawn upwards.— 
The etak-yard, also, in the most steep and 
awkward one to be found in the neighbor­
hood. The field waa fairly divided, and 
tbe men and boys were equal on both aides. 
The number of carts and of waggons used 
on either aide was four and the horses used 
in the waggons were eight while those in 
the carte were four. Each party had a se­
parate stack, and the two parties commen­
ced at once. The result waa that the 
whole field was cleared in two hours and 
*0 uiiuuiua ; a où mat wuen the cart party 
had cleared their half of the field, the wag­
gon party had atill two loads to take out.— 
Cors. Lvndie, Agent for Sir John Thor­
ald-—(i). The above match having been 
made in an un usual manner (the dri­
vers having been allowed to trot their hor­
ses whenever they could), and having been 
accomplished in eo short • time that a num­
ber of persona desirous of seeing the carte 
at work came too late, it waa arranged that 
the same parties (viz. Sir John Thorald and 
Mr. Fieher( should try the thing again at 
the ordinary rate of driving. The trial 
was accordingly made to-day in n field of 
mown Oats on Mr. Fisher’s farm. The ex­

tent of the ground cleared ia 12 acre# ; the 
crop was a heavy one, and the distance 
from the stack-yard is a mile and a quarter.
On the way the river Witham is crossed by 
a ford, and the approaches on either side 
• re steep and almost frightful. Aa in the 
former case, the men and boys were equal 
oo both sides, and tbe number of waggons 
and of carts on either side was five; The 
horses used in the carts were five, while 
those used in the waggons were ten. The 
time occupied in clearing the ground was 
4] hours. Both parties began and finished 
together, and it was found, by measurement j extra to be et tuck off for circulation among tbe 
of (ho stakes, that the carte had conveyed 
about two loads more than the waggons—
The trial of last week proved favorable to 
carts on lovel and up hill ground, while 
this day's result is equally favorable for 
both up-hill and down.

High priced lands and high tariffs on imports re­
quired by farmers, would not help the early eet- 
tlement of young agriculturists and their sweet­
hearts, though it might tie them down by bond 
and mortgage for their lifetimes, perpetually pay­
ing their rulers and landlords.

I am asked whther it t* true that I intend to 
oppose this or that Canadate in 1851, in one or 
t’other of your Ridings. When the county was 
divided in 1834 I united with othei in a declara­
tion of principles, and although I cotfld have 
been elected in three Ridings,, perhaps over any 
other candidate, accepted a nomination where 
there waa a gieat risk of defeat. An old volun­
teer will never bow dissension in the reform 
ranks. Last session the government bad seem­
ingly resolved to i3d to and take from two 
Ridings, and to create a new county out of a 
third. The measure failed, but may pass next 
March, when we will see the shape the county

Ova readers will learn, from a notice in our 
advertising columns to-day, that a portion 
of the Public Lands in this County are a- 
gain opened foj sale. “ Better late-thrive 
than ncrcr-t/o-trc/f,” Snd hence, we bail this 
notice as an installment oftho coming pros­
perity of these United Counties. The sale 
of these lands has been stopped since the 
month of June 1849, and although the Gov* 
eminent or th^i Department is, in all likeli­
hood, ignorant of the fact, i» it a fact, nev­
ertheless, that this apparently trifling act 
of stopping the sale of these lands, has been 
the means of serious injury—nay of partial 
ruin to hundreds, yea thousands of our fel­
low countrymen ! This will no doubt ap­
pear a very startling and a very rash étale­
ment to those who are noacquainted with 
the circumstances. But to every man of 
ordinary sagacity, resident in or about 
Goderich, the statement is perfectly intelli­
gible, without further explanation. The 
expectation excited by tbe free-grante in 
tho new county of Bruce, and the more ge­
neral expectation that abundance of good 
land was to be purchased in Huron and 
Bruco for tho reasonable price of eight shil 
lings per acre, havo had the effect of bring­
ing whole shoals of settlers from other 
Counties of the Province, with the view of 
settling on the public lands. Hundreds of 
these, without any previous preparation or 
arrangement, brought their families, their 
luggage, and, in some instances, their stock 
with them—thinking they had nothing to do 
but purchase a portion of the public lands 
and enter immediately into possession of it. 
The number of this elaee of persons that 
have arrived in Goderich during the last 
eighteen months, is really incredible, a* 
mounting certainly to thousands. And we 
regret to say, that disappointment, incon­
venience and difficulties have been the lot of 
nearly all this vast number. On arriving 
in Goderich, they learned from the District 
Crown Lands Agent that he had no lands 
for sale, save a few lots of the Clergy-Re­
serves in the Townships of Aehfield and 
tVawaooeh, and these were either so remote 
from anything in the shape of a road, or bad 
been so often culled and picked, that they 
had become in a manner, onworthy of no­
tice. In these circumstances, the poor 
strangers found themselves in a state of 
comparative destitution, and were forced ei­
ther to run the risk of squatting, or to cross 
over to the adjoining State*, or adopt the 
only other alternative, namely, Lease from 
the Canada Company. We do not, by any 
means, charge the Government with an in­
tention to produce the multitude of injuries 
and evils which have resulted from the with­
drawal of the public lands from the market. 
The error, we think, is attributable solely 
to a want of proper information on the sub 
ject. But we do say, that, though the Go­
vernment had intentionally studied a policy 
for the interest of the Canada Company,the 
object could not have been more substan­
tially accomplished than it has been by 
stopping the sale of the Public Lan^e !— 
The Company have thereby been furnished 
with hundreds of respectable and industrious 
Lessees, who certainly did not remove from 
their former homesteads with the intention 
of becoming tcnants-at-icill to tbe great 
Landlord Corporation on the shores of Lake 
Huron, but were reluctantly necessitated, 
by unexpected circumstances, to barter 
their independence as freemen, for a mesa 
of pottage. And however favorably we 
may have thought and spoken "of the 14 leas­
ing system,” formerly—personal observation 
and acquaintance with the system during 
oar residence in Goderich, have brought us 
to tho conclusion that it is “partial rain” to 
i large proportion of all those who are un 
fortunate enough to -get entangled in its 
meshes. Experience bas now convinced 
every observing man in Huron, that the 
low price of farm produce in this part of the 
Province, and the difficulty of bringing it to 
market, will not allow a man to pay even a 
nominal rent for bush land, and hence the 
current opinion throughout the Huron 
Tract is, that tee years hence a very large 
half of all the leased lands now in these coun­
ties, will have reverted into the bands of the 
Company, and the poor Lessees, after hav­
ing spent ten years of the best part of life 
in hardships and hard labor, will just be for­
ced to make another attack upon the wilder­
ness, in order to secure a more permanent 
home for their children. Under the influence 
of ihuso views we feel sorry when we eee 
honest, industrious settlers compelled by 
unforeseen circumstances to come under 
the trammels of tbe Company's leasing eye* 
leui-—and ai < huug )« tho pof Hurl of the-public 
lands now oj,en for sale, will prevent, to s 
certain extent, tho evil of which we com 
plain, yet, as it is only a very limited portion 
of the public lands which is put into the 
market, the good effect must also be limit­
ed. We understand, that previous to tbe 
receipt of this notice from the Crown Lands 
Department, Mr. Clark, tho resident Agent 
here, had applications for from fifteen to 
twenty thousand acres, so soon as the lands 
should be opened for sale; and it is probable 
that the portion now brought into the mar­
ket will do little more than supply the im­
mediate demand. We also learn that the 
large quantity of the public lands which

have been eet Apert for School purposes 
will sot be offered for sale till they here 
first been subjected to the eld formel eed 
expensive process of “ inspection end valu­
ation.” We really feel sorry that the 
goerdiene of tbe publie interests even in 
this comparatively embarrassed Colony, 
should incline to be bound neck and heel to 
the absurdities of “ precedent legislation,” 
even when experience hae shewn that the 
precedent was bad. We have no sympathy 
with this process of inspection and valua­
tion. It keeps the lands out of the market, 
to the detriment of the public interests, and 
to the serious injury of a large number of 
our fellow Coloniale, who are waiting an 
opportunity of purchasing them. It incurs 
a very heavy expense immediately on the 
public, and aubsr neatly on the individual 
purchasers, and, above all, it is a mere use­
less shanu Some four or five years ago, 
the Clergy Reserves were subjected to this 
preliminary process of inspection and value 
tion, tbe substance of which, in many in* 
stances, was the report of two men whose 
knowledge of bush land had perhaps been 
acquired in squirrel hunting or partridge 
shooting. Thee# two pan travelled along 
the concession lines of the Township, amo 
king their pipes and refreshing themselves 
occasionally with a horn, and jogging on ae 
leisurely as if they bad resolved to econo 
mise a good job, and eo they had. We are 
not aware that the value of the lande were, 
in the aggregate, increased by this process; 
but we are aware that some of the best lots 
in the Townships of Aehfield and Wawa 
nosh, in this County, were valued and ac­
tually sold at two shillings and sixpence per 
acre ! The “inspectors” judged from the 
quality of the little portion which came nn 
der their observation as they passed along 
the concession line, and if the specimen 
chanced to be swampy, the whole lot was 
put down as a swamp, and valued at half a 
dollar per acre. Thie inspection and valu 
ation process was eventually stopped, we 
think, in consequence of tbe enormous ex­
pense. And certain it is, that the purcha­
ser of 100 acres of Clergy Reserve land has 
now to pay twenty shillings over and above 
the price of tbe land, as his portion of the, 
“inspection and valuation” fees ! This is 
certainly very ridiculous, and therefore we 
regret to think that the public lande are 
aboqt to be subjected to the same pepper- 
and-salt process. We will return to this 
this subject in our next.

Wi have just read tbe Hon. Henry Sher­
wood’s Letter on the Federative Union of 
the British North American Provinces. It 
has been neatly printed at the Colonist of­
fice, in pamphlet form for distribution. It 
is certainly a very remarkable production. 
There ie no statistical information in it— 
no detailed statement of advantages likely 
to result from a Federal Union—in fact, it 
contains scarcely one argument in favor of 
the great constitutional change on which it 
professas to be written. And on reading it 
over, one would be almost forced to the 
conclusion, that tbe learned writer had in­
curred the labor of writing, and the expense 
of printing it, merely for the purpose of in* 
forming the public that hie political views 
had recently undergone a considerable 
change for the better—and that he was now 
fully aware of the important benefits of Mr. 
Baldwin's Municipal Act, and had even got 
reconciled to the “Godleee University” Bill. 
Taka tbe following extracts, which are, by 
far, the best part of the production

“ But I am now satisfied that the further 
“ local self-government can he safely and 
“ consistently extended in these Colonies, 
“ the more closely will our ties of connec- 
« tion with the parent state be cemented. 
“ All our institutions and laws are founded 
44 upon the broad principles of real and aub' 
“ atantial freedom.”

“ Hitherto the exertions of public men 
“ have been confined within tbe limite of 
44 contracted localities ; hut now, as every 
44 avenue of learning it thrown open to the 
44 young men of the country, and the op- 
44 portunity of obtaining a liberal education 
44 is far greater than it was a few years ago, 
44 a more extended stage of action should 
44 be afforded to them.”

We have sometimes felt a partial leaning 
towards a Federal Union of the Provinces 
but wc candidly declare that our predelic? 
tiona have not been strengthened by the 
perusal of Mr. Sherwood's Letter. In 
short, we conclude that this production is, 
either a great hoax or a great failure.

THE DIVISION COURTS.

In giving some remarks which the Globe 
lately made on an article of oure on this 
subject, the Niagara Chronicle says

44 We think the 'Hurou Signal” must be 
44 very much mistaken in his estimate of 
44 the emoluments of the officers of Division 
4* Courts, as given in the annexed para- 
“ graph; from the little information we pos- 
“ sees on the subject we should say that 
“ the Clerks of these Courts do not realize 
44 an average of £100 per annum each and 
44 if this be so they are by no means ov 
44 paid.”

The Editor of the ChVoniele has either 
not read our article, or has misunderstood 
us. We did not assert that the average 
annual income of Division Court Clerka is 
three, four, or five hundred pounds—-we 
said that some of them were in the receipt 
of emoluments to these amounts. And we 
further said that one hundred pounds would 
be a sufficient remuneration for the talent 
and qualification necessary to fill thie office 
in any Division Court in Canada. It is 
possible that the litigione disposition may 
be comparatively weak in Niagara—but 
certainly Huron ie neither the moat popu­
lous nor the moat law-ridden County in the 
Province, and we assure our friend, that 
oven in Huron we have both Clerka and

Bailiffs of tbe Division Court who would 
look rather cool if their aeveral emoluments 
were about to be reduced to 100 pounds a 
year. It is noneenee to talk about avera­
ging different men’s salarias,—If one man 
does labor equivalent to one hundred pounds 
and receives that amount, that does not 
apologise for the injustice of giving another 
man a hundred pounds for doing ten pounds 
worth of labor. The truth is, that the fees 
that will be received by the Clerka and Bai­
liffs of the Division Courts, under the 
extended jurisdiction, would sufficiently re­
munerate them for their services, and leave 
a surplus adequate to the whole expense of 
tbe Administration of Justice—and the Gou­
vernaient cannot too toon take the matter 
into consideration.

ARRIVAL OF THE NIAGARA.

By telegraph from Now York last night, 
we lean that the JViagara arrived yester­
day at twelve o'clock. „

The war in Germany was at an end.—

The Niagara brings a copy of a letter 
from Lord John Russell to the Bishop of 
Durham, on the subject of the late acts of 
the Pope, in which the Premier looks upon 
the aggression as insolent and insidious, 
and promises that the laws on the subject 
shall be examined. He chargea the protes­
tant Clergymen in a great measure as be* 
ing the cause of it.

No further movements have taken place 
between the Schleswickers and Danes. It 
ie said the latter have received an increase 
to their forces of 42,000 men.

It ie reported that the Portugeses gov­
ernment have invited Spain to interfere in 
the adjustment of their difficulties with 
Great Britain.

Changea are taking place in the Miniatryi 
at Berlin.

ELECTIONEERING RUMORS.

Since our last issue, electioneering ru­
mors have been very rife, and we have heard 
at least of half a dozen candidates who in­
tend to take the County by the hand, and 
demand that attention to our interests it so 
imperatively requires. But as yet we have 
no electioneering addresses—*no candidates 
have come forward to test their popularity. 
Nothing but rumors as various as the 
Townships in the United Counties, each of 
which Thownships seem to have the idea of 
bringing forward its Reeve, so far compli­
mentary to the Municipal Act of last ses­
sion in pointing out the way of arriving at 
the quintessence of the Township wisdom. 
Tho truth is they are all waiting for each 
other to start, we aro convinced that 
should ono offer, the candidate market will 
immediately become glutted, and as the 
question is likely to be one entirely confine 
ed to local interest, each peculiar claim will 
be rival to the rest.

All these things doubtlessly our ambi­
tious friends have well considered. The 
amor patria ie a very honorable feeling af­
ter all and we see no particular reason why 
another's self interest should be quarrelled 
with ; except that it interferes with our 
own. That self denial would lead to tbe 
improvement of your neighbor's property 
rather than your own, is a virtue which has 
never been appreciated. In practice ill's all 
moonshine. In theory it is pleasant to read 
about, and a candidate offering himself from 
a peculiar section of the Counties, whatever 
bis theoretical views of Çdiffusing justice 
may be, we can only say that if, when per* 
milted, he fully acts up to bis professions, 
he deserves, in this age of electioneering 
tactics, far more renown than tho most ri 
gid votary of the blind goddess that we ever 
read of amongst thé ancients.

In an electioneering contest, (which will 
come sooner or later J we may look forward 
to its being reduced to a contest between 
the localities. Tho election of a member 
from Kent, will be considered by Lambton 
as prejudicial to her interests, and tbe elec­
tion of a member from Lambton, is not the 
most pleasant thing for the inhabitants,of 
Kent to contemplate. And while this state 
of feeling with regard to the Honorable M. 
Cameron is not exemplified inasmuch as no 
complaint can be made on the score of bis 
partiality for either section, we are at a loss 
to conjecture what candidate is likely to 
como forward within the Counties, who will 
like him be unobjectionable ae having, an in­
terest in both.

As for the PoWtics of the candidate, that 
does not seem at present to constitute the 
subject of hie necessary qualifications. We 
all know however that when the time drew» 
near the sympathies of either party will be 
enlisted, and with violent men these cir­
cumstances will have weight. But the days 
of violent contests are at an end. A con­
servative now comes into the field with 
words so very like a Reformer, and with 
promises so similar, that the latter has only 
the advantage of referring to former acts to 
place him in a better position than hie oppo­
nent.

If the contest is to be carried on betweon 
the North end the South, (end we fancy 
there are few men who have given the sub­
ject a thought, who- have not arrived at 
the conviction that such will be the case) 
cannot the Southern electors agree upon 
their man ? In qimiiar cases in the United 
States, by this time they would havo had 
their meetings, their conventions, and their 
County conventions, and the friends of 
either party proposing, would have been 
pretty accurately ascertained.

There is perhaps time enough for all 
this, Mr. Cameron may yet reconsider his 
determination, and may yet conclude to 
serve the remainder of the present Parlia­
ment as our Representative. In fact a late 
rumour has reached us, that he intends to 
delay his resignation, but as it appears eo 
recently after the apparently well founded 
rumonr of his retirement, we are at a loss 
which to believe. It is to be hoped that he 
will soon put some authentic information 
on the subject in the possession of bis con­
stituents.

The Jlmherstburg Courier hae a short 
article on the subject, and also copies from 
the Hamilton Spectator a few remarks of 
the latter journal. Both of them mistake 
hie reasons for resignation and with a 
strong political finimus the Courier ex­
presses its highly figurative and elegant re­
marks to the effect, and with regard to 
"Mr. Cameron offering for Eseet that44 he
would stand about as gsr-d à ....... H":
as would a mammal of the foiine species 
divested of her natural pedal weapons of 
offence in the inferior sulphure igneous 
portion of creation,” all which is very intel- 
ligibleand excessively witty, and the Ham­
ilton Spectator under the authority of 4 u?e 
understandstates that Mr. Cameron has 
resigned hie seat for the County on the 
pretext that it is impossible for him to 
effect anything for his constituents or the 
Province whilst the assembly is controlled 
at present by the French ridden executive.” 
This is very ingenious of the Spsctator, 
but not exactly the fact. What the Specu­
lator understands ie not understood in 
the County of Kent, in other word* tbe 
common sense of the latter is not the un­
common sense of the former with regard 
to this subject.—Kent Advertiser.

* A NEW DODGE.

The Tories, after endeavoring but in vain 
to rule the Province , and the majority of 
the people in it for the benefit of a few in* 
dividual#, and after having driven some of 
our beat men out of the country, and pro­
duced the rebellion of 1S37, were obliged 
to accept the eyelem of Responsible Go­
vernment ; they did so, however, with the 
full intention of obstructing it, and render­
ing it# benefit# nugotory. The struggles 
that ensued from 1841 op to 1849,—the 
burning of the Parliament buildings in that 
year,—and the laahing of the country into 
turmoil and excitement, all proceeded from 
the same cause, vis., a desire to deprive our 
people of the bloosing» and advantages of 
the British Constitution. The tyrants, as 
in all each contests, were not only de­
feated in their designs, but their party was 
completely overthrown, and from being a 
powerful combination it has* now dwin* 
died down into insignificance, and ie at the 
present moment divided into a doxon little 
cliques, each, presided over by persona wh o 
conceive themselves formed by nature to 
act ae leaden and legislators. There are 
eome parsons in the Tory party ifeverthe 
lees who are alive to its forlorn situation, 
and are determined if possible to better ita 
condition at all hasarda, and at every risk. 
These individual# are not the annexation 
Tories, or the Tories who go for Canadian 
Independence, but they are men who from 
the mere force of circumstances are com­
pelled to put oa the appearance of liberality, 
with a view to catch converts ; but if wo 
look farther than those professions, we 
shall find that they are not only acting 
hypocritically, but that they are the very 
worst men in a political point of view* and 
the moat illiberal ia their conduct too, of 
•II those against whose efforts the Reform 
party had to contend in linv n pant. When 
the lion. Henry Sherwood, O. R. Gowan, 
and the Toronto Patriot, are found profes* 
sing extreme liberality, it is time for real 
Reformers to inquire what is meant, and to 
oa amine carefully the acta and professions 
of those who at bast are nothing but wolves 
in shesp's clothing. The parues we refer 
4o are those who have been active in accu 
sing the Ministry of corruption and ex* 
travagance. They have endeavored to sow 
disunion in the Reform ranks* and have 
blamed the Government for the retention of 
officers arid salaries which they or their 
party fixed when in power, and when they 
could not obtain their purposes in this way, 
these outs rsisod the cry of retrenchment, 
a cry which like many others, will always 
take with persona in the country, no matter 
how insincere or ill-founded the assertions 
of these who expect to benefit by it. Fin­
ding that their efforts hitherto have not 
been attended with success, they have 
come out aad pretended to be the real, true 
aad only friends of the people. The last 
dodge ef these Tones ie a pretended desire 
to extend the power of the people, and 
place the nomination and election of all 
officer# in their hands. Is there a Reform 
er in the country who, possessed of com­
mon powers of observation, will believe 
these converted Toriee sincere ? Mr. Gow­
an, in hie speech to the Johnstown County 
Council the other day said,

" With regard to the republican part of 
the business, he could not see that the 
mere fact of the Council being able to ap­
point a sheriff or a Constable, would make 
them more republican than the appointment 
of their Warden, Clerk or Treasurer. He 
maintained that if. the people paid tho offi 
cere, the Government paid them, then let 
the Government appoint them.’*

This is prettv welcoming from tho auth­
or of the.Beverley riots, and who voted in 
Lord Metcalfe’s time repeatedly to keep 
men elected by a majority of the people 
out 0f Parliament, and succeeded too.

The Hon. II. Sherwood, in hie letter to 
the Patriot on a Federal Union, eaye “ he 
is convinced of the necessity of introducing 
the elective principle into our institutions 
mere than he, 10 or It years ago, thought 
wan compatible with our form of govern­
ment.** He further eaye that “ he ia new 
satisfied that the further local eelf govern­
ment can be eafely and consistently exten­
ded in thee# Colonisa, the more closely 
will oar ties of connexion with the parent 
elate he cemented.” He then goes oe to 
advocate an Elective Legislative Council, 
ft ie really wonderful that this love for 
elective institution» wae nei exhibited by 
the»» gentlemen when in opposition, and 
it ie more wonderful still that, holding these 
opinions, they did not eland up for the 
right of self-government when ita ptincU 
pie was invaded in the efforts made to re- 
repeal the Indemnity Bill. Another sign 
or the adoption and endorsement by the 
Toronto Patriot, a conservative journal, 
of the political creed of the North Aintri­
cate. a Clear Grit journal. The Patriot 
geee for an Elective legislative Council,— 
the election of all local officers, subject to 
a vota en the part of the Government, in 
nemo few inataneoe,—the abolition of a 
property qeaRScatton for Members of Far 
lisaient,—the extension of the Household­
ers end housekeepers,—fixed Parliaments, 
—no expenditure of public money without 
the eeneenl of Parliament,—and all the 
other articles of the Clear Grit creed. The 
Patriot, ashamed it would appear of thus 
adopting out-and-out Radical opinions so 
enddenly, excuse# himself by asserting 
11 that be holds it to be the duty of Cana­
dian»—whether Tory or radical—to con 
form themselves to tho circumstances of the 
times, and to study the want» of the Pro­
vince without regard to mere party organi 
xation, which at present fairly sticks ia hie 
neetrila.”

It behooves true Reformers to be on 
their guard against those who have eo end 
denly veered round to liberal opinions, now

that they are in opposition. That section 
of the Toriee who ere represented by the 
pertiee wo have named, would ally thems 
•elves with any persons or any party that 
would aid their return lo power. This sud­
den contorsion to what they have opposed 
all their lives, shews the utter want of prin­
ciple of the Tories io politics. Our friends 
would therefore do well to be on their guard 
against the new-fledged liberalism ; it is all 
bunkum. Many of the measures named 
are good, and will prove beneficial to the 
country at the proper time. Reformers 
should just coalesce with Tories in those 
cases where their aid is necessary to estab* 
lish Reform principles, but io none other ; 
any connection other than this will end as 
did the compact between the lamb and the 
wolf.—Hastings Chronicle,

SCHOONER SUNK IN LAKE HURON.
Detroit, Nov. 11, ,1850.

The schooners Telegraph and S.F. Gale, 
a few nights ago came in collision on Lake 
Huron, about five miles from Bois Blanc. 
The bulwark of the Telegraph was carried 
away, and the Gale went down so rapidly 
that those on board of her could not tell 
where ehe was injured. Fifteen minutes 
had not elapsed from the time they discov­
ered each others lights, before the G. went 
down. The crew of the Gale were lucky 
enough to save the small boat and a com­
pass, by which they were enables to reach 
Mackinac, from whence the steamer Key­
stone State transported them to Chicago. 
The officers and crow lost everything they 
had on board. The oargo, consisting of 
beef, tallow, be., wae .partially insured.

that, however diplomacy may elate it off for a 
lime, a quarrel will inevitably grow out of this 
question at last.

The ministerial journal* here ha-led the ad­
vent of Mr. Webster’s Cabinet to power, aa if 
Cuba was quite Mfe io consequence of this event, 
and lavished their praise» on the new President 
of the Union ae they had on hia predecessor 
shortly before. But they are now beginning to 
assume a different language; and the Espana to­
day haa a long article, the object of which ia to 
ebow, from a multitude of cooaideraiione, that 
there ie no dependence to be placed on the policy 
of Mr. Webater’a cabinet, the “ astonishing 
lenity ” of which towards the conspirators 
againet Cuba it explains by the position of the 
American government, and the power whicti 
popular feeling and national desire of aggrandise­
ment poseras io that country. Wifiiout discus­
sing the merits of the Espana's view of the case,
I believe that those who have the beat know­
ledge of the subject consider that, if any tenable 
ground be afforded for it, all Americans will be 
found on the eame side on thia question. All 
desire Caba, more or 1res: and those who would 
not sanction an invasion hv adventurer» in a 
time of peace, might consider a quarrel for 
which a good pretext was furuialied mem. as 
ra:her a godsend than otherwise; and it has been, 
therefore, the policy of Senor Caledrnn de la 
Barca to steer aa wide as possible from such a 
rock khead. The Spanish government, irusmig 
probably to the large force, naval and military, 
wh'ch they are accumulating in Cuba, and also, 
perhaps, to the prospect ol burning European 
alliances in cace of need, are taking a high tone; 
and I see one of the New York pai-era, as quoted 
liy the Espana , alludes ;o a report dial •* Spain, 
in her official communications wi-h this country 
haa taken a tone to which we canuot give way 
with honor.”

Generale J. Concha, Leymerich, Manzano, and 
other chiefs, destined for Cuba, arrived at Cadiz 
on the 10th to embark for Havana.

exhausted animals: that footmen subsist on 
the putr'lied flesh of the dead animals along 
the road, and disease and death are conse­
quently sweeping them down. The cho­
lera made ils appearance on the 8lh, and 
eight persona out of a email train, died of 
it in three hours, The Indians take every' 
advantage gto steal their animals, and 
thus many are left more than six hundred 
miles beyond the settlements. Fighting 
between them and the imigranle occurs al­
most daily. Twenty thousand persons are 
yet beyond the Desert, of which number 
fifteen thousand are now destitute of all 
kinds of provisions, yet the period of their 
greatest suffering has not arrived. It will 
be impossible for ten thousand of this num­
ber to reach the mountains before the com­
mencement of winter.

From the Truckee to the head of the 
humboldt the cholera is killing them oft'; 
the sick surround the Truckeo station un> 
able to proceed. Capt. W. was about 
starting to try to persuade such as are from 
four to six hundred miles back, to return to 
Salt Lake—He calls for ten thousand pounds 
of flour for the station at Truckee, and the 
same amount for the Summit. He save 
that those back several hundred miles will 
die by, starvation unless relieved.

We regret our inability tog've as much 
of Ilia communications as we could wish. 
Ileaxks for contributions, and offers to the 
city council his claim to ten thousand dol­
lars worth of property, if they will forward 
that amount in fl iur and articles for the 
sick to thitl place. His report is fearful.
