there, expecting success,hot tailinj; to achieve 
it, was forced to resort to flank movements. 
He then moved by a circuitous route to the 
North Arina, but found hie vigilant enemy on 
the south side .of that river. Tbe Federal 
army, however, after a spirited engagement 
on its left, succeeded in crossing, while on 
the right, the passage of the two other corps 
was not disputed. Subsequently they were 
savagely attacked but repelled the assault, 
the losses in all amounting to a thourand men. 
The close proximity of the two armies, and 
Gen. Grant’s reputation as a desperate figh­
ter, indicated an immediate battle. These 
conclusions were erroneous.

For some reason, as yet unexplained, the 
Federal army recrossed the North Anna for 
another great flank movement This consist­
ed in marching tbe army about fifteen miles'] 
to tbe Pdmunkey river, and crossing in safety, 1 
without opposition at ttauovertown. How­
ever strongly the eulogists of Gen Grant may 
contend that the loss of twenty thousand men 
at Spoltsylvania was necessary, they will dc 
fend the strategy which sacrificed a thousand 
men, or more, in crossing the North Anna, 
only tc recross it again.

The flanking process has caused the Fede­
ral commander to diverge considerably from 
the line by which he proposed to reach Rich­
mond. Indeed, it has carried him sd far that 
one other such movement would' flank him 
into the fatal marshes of the Cliickahommy. 
Hie forces now, in part, are on the line which 
Gen McLellan's troops occupied two years 
ago} and West Point which was then the base 
of supplies for the Federal army, will doubt 
less now be made to serve tie same purpose. 
But, whether it is by fighting or strategy, or 

‘both, Gen-Grant’s vast army in within twenty 
miles of Richmond, the fate of which must 
soon be decided by a gréât and decisive battle, 
or a series of battles.

Such matters ns mining regulations 
are changed with each change in the Minis­
try ; such great questions as the Reciprocity 
Treaty are prvscnted for settlement one way 
to-day and another way to-morrow : our mer­
chants have to pay canal tolls in the colony 
one week, another week tjiey are exempt, and 
the public securities, five years ago at 16 pre­
mium are to-day a little above 90. The 
whole thing is fast tending towards anarchy, 
as the Provincials themselves would see wqc 
they nut blind as moles.

A Self-Acting Boot and Shoe Maker by 
Steam Power.

which Mr, Southall's ingenuity seem to hav«?c . 
supplied. When the capabilities of his ma­
chine are fully developed, it may prove that 
Mr. Southall has made, the. greatest stride yet 
taken in automatic leather working ; and if 
is to be hoped the inventor will be rewarded 
with the 1 rails to which his ingenuity and 
perseverance entitle him.—English Paper*

W hoever, contrary to the provisions ot this

The National Debt ot Engle qd—Its 
Origin, History and Management-

From Maiauley’s History of England,
On the 15th of December, 1692, the House 

of Common* resolved into a Committee ot 
Ways and Means.- Somers took the Chair.— 
Montague proposed fo raise a million by w&y 
loan;'the proposition was approved ; and it- 
was ordered that a bill should bn brought in. 
Tiie detail's of the scheme weie much discus­
sed and modified; but the principfiT*seems to 
have been popular with all parties. Thu 
moneyed men were glad to have an opportu­
nity of mveating what they hud hoarded.

The mnded men, hard pressed by the -load 
of taxation, were ready to consent to anything 
lor foe sake of present case. No membei 
ventured to divide the House.

On the 20th of January, the bill was read 
» third time, carried up to the Lords by 
Soineis and passed by them without any 
amé.idmeut.

By thir~mcroorable law-, new duties weie 
| imposed on beer and other liquors. These 
duties were to be kept in the exchequer sepa­
rate from, all other receipts, and were to form 
u fund cn the credit of which a million was 
to be raised by life annuities. As the annui­
tants dropped off, their nnnuties were to he 
divided among the survivors till the number 
of survivors was reduced toseven. After that 
time whatever fell in was to go to the public. 
It was, therefore, certain that the eighteenth 
century would be fur advanced before the debt 
would be finally extinguished. The rate of 
interest was to be ten per cent till the year 
1700, and after that year, seven per cent-— 
The advantages offered to the public creditor 
by this scheme may seem great, but were not 
more than sufficient to compensate him tor 
the risk he ran. It was not impossible that 
there'might be a counter-revolution, and that 
those who had -le'nt money to William would 
lose both interest and principal.

Such was the origin of that debt which has 
since become the greatest prodigy that ever 
perplexed the sagacity and confounded the 
pride of statesmen and .philosophers. At 
every stage in the gruwtflf of that debt the 
nation has set up the same cry of anguish and 
despair. At every stage in ti e growth uf 
that debt it has been seriously asserted by 
wise men that bankruptcy aud ruin were at 
hand. Yet still the debt went on growing ; 
an4 still bankruptcy and ruin were remote as 
ever. When the great contest with Louis 
XIV. was finally terminated by the peace of 
UtrechtViJw nation owed about £50,000,000 ; 
and that debt was considered, not merely by 
the rude multitude, not merely by fox-hunt­
ing squires and coffee-house orators, but by 
a rate and profound thinkers, as an incum­
brance which would permanently cripple the 
body politic. Nevertheless trade flourished, 
wealth increased, the nation became richer 
and richer. Then came the war of the Aus­
trian succession, and the debt rose to £80,- 
000,000. Eamphleteera, historians, and 
orators prqtftunced that now, at all events, 
the case wtis desperate. Yet the signs of 
inereasinarprosneiity, signs that could neither 
be counterfeited nor concealed, ought to have

And yet this great philosopher, for auch be 
wu, had only to open hie eyes sod to see ira 
pro veinent all around him—cities increasing - 
cultivation extending, marts too email for tie 
crowd of buyets and sellers, harbors iusuffi. 
cient to contain the shipping, artificial tivars 
joining the chief inland seas of industry to the 
chief sea ports, streets better lighted, houses' 
better furnished, richer wates exposed to sale' 
in atatlier shops, swifter carriages rolling^ 
along smoother roads. He hed, indeed, only 
to compare the Edinburgh of boyhood to foe' 
Edinburgh of his old age. His predictions re­
main to posterity, a memorable instance of 
the weakness from which the strongest minds 
are not exempt. Adam Smith saw a little 
and but a-little, further. He admitted that! 
immense as the burden was, the nation did’ 
actually sustain it and thrive under it in a 
way that nobody could have foreseen. * Bet 
he warned bis countrymen not to repeat so 
hazardous an experiment. The limit had 
been reached. Even a small increase might 
be fatal.

Not less gloomy wu the view which Geo 
Grenville, a minister eminently diligent and' 
practical, took of our financial aituatiou. The 
nation must, be conceived, sink under a debt 
of £140,000,000, unless a portion of the load 
was borne by the American colonies. The 
attempt to lay a portion of the load on foe 
American colonies produced another war.—
That war left us with an addition of £100,- 
000,000 of debt, and without the colonies 
whose help had been represented as indispen­
sable. Again England wu given over, and 
again tbe strange patient persisted in becom­
ing stronger and more blooming, in spite ol1-1— 
all the diagnostics and prognostics or state 
physicians. As ibe had been visibly more 
prosperous with a debt of £140,000,000 than 
with a debt of £60,000,0)0, so she wes visibly 
more prosperous with a debt ot £240,000,- 
000 than w:ih a debt of £140,000,000.

If the must enlightened man had boen told 
in 1792 that iu 1815 the interest on £800,000,- 
000 would be daily paid to the day at the 
bank, be would bate been as hard of belief 
as if he bad'tiçen told that the Government 
would be in possession of the lamp of Allad- 
din or of *he purse of Fortunate*. It was * 
in truth a gigantic, a fabulous debt; and we 
can hardly Wonder that "the cry of despair 
should have been louder than ever. But again 
that cry was Wfca found to be m unreasonable 
ns eve»-. After a few years of exhaustion 
England iccoterd heiself. Yet like Addi- 
sou’s valetudinarian who continued to whim-

Cr that he was dying of consumption till he 
came so tat he wn» shamed into silence, she 

went on complaining that she was sunk in 
poverty till her wealth showed itself by tokens 
that m.ide her complaints ridiculous. The 
beggared, thb bankrupt society not only prov- * 
ed able to incut all its obligations, but while 
meeting those obligations grew richer and 
richer so fast • hat the giowth could almost be 
discerned by thé eye,

In every county we saw wastes recently 
rued into gaidens ; in every city we saw 

ne w et. eels and squares, and markets, more 
brilliant lamps, more abundant supplies of 
water; iu the suburbs of every great seat of 
industry we saw villas multiplying fast, each 
cn.bosuroe(|$u its gay little paradise of lilacs 
and roses. While shallow politicians were 
repeating that the energies ot the people were 
wot u..dvs n by the weight of public Durdens, 
the fust journey was performed by steam on 
a railway. Soon the island was intersected 
by railways.'

A sum exceeding the whole amount of the 
national debt at the end of the American war 
was, in.a few years, voluntarily expended by 
this ruined people in viaducts,tunnela,bridges, 
embankments, étalions, engines. Meanwhile 
taxation wus a'most constantly becoming 
lighter and lighter. Yet still the exchequer 
whs full. It inay now be affirmed without 
fear of contradiction that we find it as eaef to 
pay the interest on eight hundred millions as 
our ancestors foun I it a century ago to pay 
the interest bu eighty millions.

It can hard I jr be doubted that there must 
have bc?n great fallacy in the notion of those 
who uttered, and those who believeed, that 
long succession of confident predictions so 
signally falsified by a long succession of in­
disputable facts. To point out that fallacy ia 
the office rather of the political economist 
than of the historian. Here it is sufficient to 
say that the prophets of evil were under a 
double delusion. They erroneously imagined 
that there was an exact analogy between the 
case of an individual who is in debt to another 
individual, and the case of a society which ia 
iu debt to a part of itself; and this analogy 
led them into endless mistakes about the 
effect of the system of funding. They Here 
under an error not less serious touching^* 
resources of the countiy. They made no 
allowance for the effect produced by tbe 
incessant- progress ; of every experimental 
science and by the incessant efforts of every 
man to get on in life. They saw that tbe debt 
grew, and they forgot that other things grew 
as well as the debt. *

Bulwer eloquently says: “I can not be­

lieve that eaitb is man’s abiding place. It 
can’t be that our life i> cast up by the ocean 
of eternity to float a moment open iu waves 
and then sink into nothingness I Else,why is 
it that the glorious aspirations, which leap 
like angels f rom the temple of our heart, are 
forever wandering about unsatisfied 7 Why ^ 
is it thst the rainbow and clouds come over V 
with .a beauty tty is not ot earth, and then 
pass off and leave us to muse upon their 
favored loveliness ? Why is it that the stars, 
who hold their festival around tbe midnight 
throne, are set above the grasp of our limited 
faculties, forever mocking us with their un­
approachable glory ? And, finally, why is it 
that bright forms of human beauty are pre­
sented lo our view, end then taken from os, 
leaving the thousand of our affection to-flow 
back in -Alpine torrents upon oar heart? We 
are born for a higher destiny than that of 
earth ; there is a realm where the rainbow 
never fades—where the stars will be. spread 
before us like islands that slumber on the 
ocean—and where the beings that pass before 
us like shadows will stay iu our presence

The utility of bran in bread, at tending 
tot id. digest ion — It appears that a certain" 
constipation is inore'frequcst than formerly. 
One of ti e great causes ot this is our mode of 
eliting corn, the result of which is, the extrac­
tion .of all the bran contained in the flour 
when done, os it how is, to 20 or 25 per cent, 
which used to he the amount removed 20 
ycâ’rs ago. M Mou iet corn-Mers,-that in the 
internal part of.the pellicle there exists a fer­
ment which renders starch fluid, and which 
has the property of converting this substance 
into sugar, which otherwise would be rejected 
by the intestines as unassimilable. Thus, if 
bread i i which bran is left is not so nourish­
ing as bread which is deprived of it, this in­
feriority is compensated for by qualities 
w hich are impôt taut with respect to digesti­
bility; it is also more rapid. Moreover, 
whether from its fermenting properties or by 
'a mechanical effect of the ligneous maltais 
which tt contains, it has the effect of increas­
ing the peristaltic movement of ti e intestines 

•and consequently of aiding their evacuations, 
ltran has at all times one inestimably "ad van 
•Age over medicinal drugs : it does not fatigue 
the digestive organs, and frustrate the intes­
tinal contraction, which is, to the degree do 
sired by nature, necessary fi r’the regularity 
of functions. Finally, it has not the disad­
vantage of medic inal substance, of losing iis 
efficacy ftom habit, and thus requiring in-, 
creasing doses to keep up its action. Liebig 
says, that the separation of brail from the 
flour is rather injurious than useful to nutri­
tion. In many parts of Germany and almost 
all over France, the peasantry use the bran 
with the flour, and there are no people whose 
dige tion is in a better state. It should be 
remembered, too that by using unbolted flour 
for bread, we increase the product at least n 
filth or sixth.—Journal de Chime Medicale 
—

On hii arrival there (still in custody 
of the United States officer) he was met by 
Mr. Myers, who waa given to understand that 
on the following (Saturday) morning Mr. 
Levey would be brought before Major Gen. 
Dix,the Military Commander. On Saturday, 
instead of being brought before Major Gen. 
Dix, he was placed in a cell, locked up, and 
ho communication with his friends permitted. 
His papers, which had been also seixed, and 
minutely examined, were restored to him, 
nothing having been discovered in them to 
■criminate him in any manner. Mr. Mvers 
laid the case before the British Consul at New 
York, who communicated with Lord Lyons 
on the subject ; but up to the present time no 
definite action has resulted from the comrau- 
mention.”

Counties of Huron & Bruce,has resolved 

to grad», gravel and improve curtain roads 
and.highways. with the necessary Bridges for 
the same, within tfie said County of Huron.

And whereas the^epKinprovcments are eu 
tircly within the ComnV of Huron, and the ex­
pense of making the same to be defrayed by 
the said County, irrespective of ihu County 
of Bruce, the loan or debt will be paid by the 
said County of Huron,and the rate hereinafter 
mentioned will be raised’ solely upon the 
rateable property within the said County of

A hd w hereas to carry into effect the said 
recited object, it will be necessary for the t'aid 
Corporation to raise the sum of Twenty 
Thousand Dollais in the manner hereinaf cr 
mentioned.

And whereas it will require the sum of 
Three thousand two hundred dollars to be 
raised annually by special rate fur the pay­
aient of the said loan or debt and interest is 
also hereinafter maintained. .

And whereas the amount of the whole ra.e- 
able properly of the said Municipality irrespec­
tive of any future increase of the same, and 
irrespective of any income to be derived 
from the temporary investment of the Sink 
ing fund hereinafter mentioned, or any part 
thereof, accord'ng to the last revised assess­
ment rolls, being for the year one thousand 
eight hundred and sixty three; was eight 
millions, three hundred and. ninety six thou­
sand three hundred and forty-five dollars. 
"“^And whereas for pacing the interest and 
creating an equal annual Sinking fund for 
paying the said sum of Twenty thousand dol­
lars ar.d interest, as hereinafter mentioned, it 
will require an equal annual special rate ol 
four tenths of a mill in the dollar, in addition 
to all other rotes and taxes to be levied in 
each year.

That it shall be lawful for the said 
Warden to cause afiy number of Debentures 
to be mode,' for such sums of money as may 
be required, net les» than one hundred Dol­
lars each, and that the said Debentures shall 
be sealed with the seal of the said Corpora­
tion, and signed by the said Warden.

III. That the said Debentures shall be 
made, payable in ten years nt furthest from 
the day hereinafter mentioned for this By 
Law to take effect either in London in Eng­
land or some place in Canada, to be desig­
nated in the said Debentures, and shall have 
attached to them coupons for the payment 
of interest.

IV," That the said Debentures and cou 
pons shall be made out in either Sterling 
money or Provincial currency, of this Pro­
vince, at the option of the snid'Warden, so 
that the whole amount of said Debentures 
•hall not exceed the before mentioned sum 
of Twenty Thousand Dollars,.and they shall 
bear interest at and after the rate of eix per 
centum per annum, which interest shall be 
payable on the first day of .January and firs* 
day of July in each and.every year during 
the continuance of the sajd Debentures, at 
the place where the Debentures arc made 
payable.

V. That for tho purpose of forming a 
Sinking Fund, for the payment of the said 
Debentures, and the interest at the rate 
aforesaid to become due thereon, an equal 
special rate of Four-tenths of a mill in th% 
Dollar shall in addition to all other rates and 
taxas be raised, levied and collected-in each 
year solely upon all the rateable property 
within the said County of Huron, during the 
continuance of tho said Debentures or any 
of them.
