Meeting of
the Legislature

This afternoon His Excellency the
Governor will open the fourth session
of the Legislature. This may prove
the last session of ,the present ad-
ministration, although the Govern-
ment men have hopes of being able to
put in a session next year, before they
are forced to meet a wronged and out-
raged people. No doubt some at-
tempts will be made to palliate the
wrongs by providing money for run-
ning sanitoria, and by giving pensions
to teachers, but whatever may be
done in these directions will prove
no justification for reckless expendi-
ture of public moneys, and the givings
out of patronage and timber grants
among supporters. Indeed, when the
story of the timber deals comes to be
told, people will be shocked far be-
yond the measure of any suspicion
they have to-day. Meanwhile the
farce will go on, and attempts will
be made to blind the people as to the
sacrifice of their interests.

Many will regret that advanced age
has led to the resignation of the Hon.
Sir Edward Dalton Shea, as President
of the Legislative Council.

After Sir Edward Morris came into
power it was understood generally,
that in the event of the resignation by
Sir Edward of the Pgesidency
of the Legislative Council, the Hon.
John Harris would succeed him, and
the event has proved the truth of
this, Mr. Harris having been ap-
pointed to that office. Among the
sympathisers of the present adminis-
tration in that House, he is without
doubt the best of the bunch, and the
one least objectionable to opponents
of the administration. As such, the ap-
pointment is -appropriate, and his
well known common sense, geniality,
experience in that House and in
the City Council should enable him
to fill the position with acceptance
and dignity.

Hon. P. T. McGrath is the new mem-
ber of the House, and everybody
knows he is a partisan of the most
pronounced type.

Mr. H. Y. Mott succeeds Mr. Mc-
Grath as Clerk in the House of As-
sembly, and the Assistant Clerkship,
vacated by Mr. Mott, has been offered
to and accepted by Mr. P. K. Devine,
whose long connection with the Even-
ing Telegram is now being brought
to a close. The motion for a commit-
tee to draft an Address in reply to the
Governor's Speech will be moved in
the Legislature by Hon. W. C. Job and
the Hon. James Angel; and in the
House by Mr. P. F. Moore and Mr. T.
LeFeuvre, who was allowed to go in
unopposed for the Burin District last
fall.

Legion of
Frontiersmen.

CITY BRIGADES INTERESTED.

Last night, at the invitation of Dr.
Wakefield, representatives of the four
city Boys' Brigades met to consider
the proposition of forming a branch
of the l.egion of Frontiersmen in St.
John's. Lieut.-Col. Conroy was ap-
pointed Chairman and Adjutant Sum-
mers, of the C.C.C., Secretary. Dr.
Wakefield addressed the meeting ex-
plaining the object for which it was
called. He referred to the fact that
during the Boér campaign the British
troops, lacking guides or scouts, were
often ambushed, with dire results;
and referred also to the confusion
which occurred at the opening of
hostilities when half drilled and un-
qualified men were sent to the front.
It was in order to obviate such oc-
currences in future and to provide a
body of qualified men for such im-
portant duty that the Legion is being
formed here and has been established
all over the world wherever Britons
reside. There is a branch instituted
down north, 50 fine hardy fellows en-
rolled. The doctor said that he was
no jingo and that he did not preach
now, but he believed in the axiom “In
times of peace prepare for war,” and
with such a body as the Legion al-
ways ready for service nations would
not be precipitate in coming to blows
with the Motherland. Excellent
speeches in support of the movement
were made by Messrs. A. C. Good-
ridge, T. Hallet, C. J. Howlett and P.
C. Mars. It was then unvanimously
agreed that a branch of the Legion be
formed here, and a committee con-
sisting of Dr. Wakefield, J. McNeil,
P. Mars and a representative of each
Brigade was appointed to carry out
the project. A public meeting will
soon be called and the matter fully
discussed. To join the organization

one must have these three qualifica- |

tions: (1) He must have seen active
service; (2) have had training at sea,
or (3) he must have knocked about
in the wilds. Those who do not pos-
sess these may join the auxiliary force
attached to the lagion, entrance to
which is ensured by the applicant be-
ing over 18 years of age and of good
character.

The Rosalind
Arrives.

Suicide on
the Rosalind.

That was the last seen of him and it
is feared on board that he committed
suicide. Calls were made for him at
4 a.m. to go on watch again, but the
man was not to be found, and the
Capt. and steward after visiting his
room went through every part of the
ship twice in a vain search for him.
It is thought that he jumped over-
{ board. He was about 30 years old
and was born near London. He was
well liked by the crew, and not much
is known of his antecedents.
