War Legislation.

The Legislature has been in. session

three days. The first day was neces-
sarily devoted to the opening cere-
monies and the disposal of the Gov-
ernor's speech. During the past twn
days several measures have passed

both houses. With the exception of

two measures, those relating to wire-

less for sealing steamers when en-
gaged in sealing, and the empowering
of the Government to call for its in-
stallation on such other steamers as
may be desirable, and the Sealing Er-
quiry legislation, and the fiscal mea-
sures which are partly called for Ly
war conditions, but mainly shortages
due to other causes, the other mea-
sures are war measures pure ard
simple.

Among these is an enactment call-
ed War Measures, which will enable
the Government to take such pre-
cautions as are being taken in the
British Islands, if occasion arises.
Then there is a measure to control
extortion in prices of -food stuffs,
should it be necessary.

The Volunteer Bill has also been
put through. Among the fiscal mea-
sures is one providing for the placing
of stamps on certain mercantile in-
struments and another to collect rev-
enue cn estates left at death. A mea-
sure which is before the Assembly is
one to permit the export of pit sticks,
as the coal mines in Great Britain are
beginning to feel a shortage, owing
to the cutting off of supplies from the
continent. It is also proposed to al-
low pulp wood to be cut on the Lab-
rader next winter and to be exported
on the payment of an export tax of
one dollar a cord. 1t is hoped that
this measure will afford some em-
ployment during the winter and bring
something into the revenue. The Op-
position has assented to this amend-
ment of the Crown Lands Act for one
vear in view of war conditions. To-
day’s news shows the situation is
growing worsé in France, the Ger-
mans have forced their way so that
they are now comparatively near the
Paris forts on the east side. This
forebodes a circling movement meant
to culminate in the investing of the
French capital. Should German pro-
gress be as steady as it has been in
the past, the beginning of the siege of
Paris will be a matter of but a very
short time. All this points to a long
and costly war and it is well for'us
to prepare for it.

WAR SESSION OF
THE LEGISLATURE.

At 3.30 the members went to Gov-
ernment House and conveyed the Ad-
dress in Reply to His Excellency who
expressed gratification at. the unan-
imity existing among our people at
this grave crisis.

On returning to the House the Bill
respecting a Volunteer Force in this
Colony and the War Measures Bill,
conferring certain powers upon the
sovernor in Council, passed all
stages.

_ The Bill relating to the exportation
of mine sticks and pulpwood was in-
trcduced by the Prime Minister. Con-
siderable enquiries from the United
Kingdom for colliery pitwood whici
was very much in demand as the sup-
ply from Norway is being curtailed
owing to the war, gave rise to this
bill. The Prime Minister then read a
message received by Hon. E. R. Bow-
ring from Mr. Lorrimer, an Imperial
Commissioner who was here a short
time zfgo.

The Premier stated that similar
messages had been received by other
gentlemen. As to the exportation of
pulpwood the Premier said the policr
of all Governments had been to forbid
its c:g[)ortation, but in view of circum-
stances existing at present the Gov-
ernment propcsed to ask for power to
grant a license for a period ending
Dec. 31st, 1915, the export Jduty on
the wood per cord to be$1.00 and the
Governor in Council reserving the
right to prescribe the rate of pay to
men engaged.

Mr. Kent, on behalf of the Oppo-
sition agreed to the temporary license
to cut pit sticks. He thought every-

thing should be done to keep the col-

lieries at work, particularly those

which supplied the navy with steam
ccal. Every patriotic motive justified
it. As to the cutting of pulpwood on
the Labrador, he raised no objection
if the cut was limited to this winter
and the export limited to the close of
navigation on the Labrador next year.
He thought-the course was justified
by the need of providing all the work
we could for the coming winter.
Messrs. Coaker and Lloyd concurred
in this view. The bill was not pro-
ceeded with further, the Premier un-
tertaking to amend the bill to meet
these views..

The Bill for the raising of $200-
000 to provide for the Volunteer Forcs
was introduced by the Finance Minis-
ter. He said it was the first loan the
Colony was ever called upon to raise
and the reason it was asRed for was
to pay the expenses incurred for the
sustenance of 500 men. He emphasiz-
ed that this amount of a quarter of a
million dollars was not a significant
contribution cempared with the re-
turngs in the way of protection we
have and are getting at present from
the Britsh Empire. The Minister paid
a tribute to the young metn who were
enlisting for active service and con-

cluded by saying that the Loan asked.

for was only intended to be tempor-
ary and to be obtained from the local
banks.

Mr. Coaker who was the next speak-
er said he would do his utmost to ex-
pediate the work of the Government
concerning war measures. He refns-
ed to act on the Committee because he
believed that Government were hold-
ing meetings for, political ends. He

eulogized the St. John’s bdys for com-
inug to the front so nobly as volunteers
and endorsed the Finance Minister re-

marks that the outports would © do
their duty.
The Prime Minister replied that

there was a misapprehension is to the
meetings in r¢lation to the volunteer
movement. IHe said that the Govern-
ment had ncthing to do with them,
they were public and that he had been
appointed by the Nominating Commit-
tee.

Mr. F. J. Morris followed endorsing
he remarks of previous speakers on
the splendid response that ths volun-
teer call is mecting with. As a mem-
ber of a Committec he spoke enthusi-
astcally of the outports who were put-
ting forward thcir best endeavours {o
help the movement along. He said
that the response from the outports
would be more liberal when the young
men go home from the fishery; be-
sides the outportmen were better fit-
ted for the Naval Reserve in which
service a couple of hundred were now.
Mr. LloYd cffered a few observa-
tions on the obligations of the Domin-
ions to the Mother Country. It was
true our outport men were better fit-
ted to supply the fleet, but the great
need at present was for men to fight
on land. Without any loss of im-
portance the Navy had won a silent
victory, and the great ocean ways
were almost as safe during these days
of war as they were in days of peace.
But for the British Navy not a cod’s
tail could leave Newfoundland. for our
markets overseas. That was one of
the benefits we received from the
Mother Land. The fact that we lived
under the folds of the Union Jack
was owing to the men and money
spent in the past by the Mother Land.
To-day our home brethren were bear-
ing a burden of mnearly .$3,500,000,000,
largely incurred in the past in mak-
ing and keeping the Empire. This en-
tailed an annual interest charge of
about $120,000,000 a year. Of this, the
Colonieg bore nothing and paid noth-
ing. The upkeep of the Army and
Navy cost this year in the neighber-

hood of $400,000,000, over §8 a head.
The Colonfes paid but o trifle, I

Newfoundland we paid a few cents a
head. When war broke out the Brit-
jsh Parliament passed a war vote of
nearly $500,000,000, or about eleven
dollars a head. The people at home
are furnishing over a million men for
the Army and Navy. If we were fur-
nishing men in the same proportion,
we should be training 5,000 men.
These figures help us to realize what
our brethren at home are giving in
the way of men and money; and in
endurance, fortitude and bravery,
they are showing themselves worthy
sons of sires who won immortal re-
nown on both field and flood. We
share the fruits of these bounteous
gifts in manhood and money. They
should inspire us to measure up our
contributions to the obligations which
}ie upon us, and to do what we can,
though our population is small and
our resources scanty. This bill asks
us to assume an obligation for a
$250,000° for the 500 volunteers who
are to go to the front. For this: we
cheerfully vote.. It is but to assume
the obligations to pay interest on a
debt of a dollar a head. If more is
required, we will give it as cheerfully.

It has also left the Treas-
ury without the $100,000 a year ob-
tained through the ore tax and there
is little prospect of any improvement
as to this for some considerable time.
We are thus confronted with the fact
thah, as a consequence of these con-
ditions and of the general depression
which is overclouding the English-
speaking world at present, becauss of
the war, the earnings of our people
are likely to be greatly reduced. “ur-
chases by them will be confined al-
most wholly to necessaries of life, the
imports of other articles will be small
and the Revenue will be faced with a
gerious shrinkage, especially in the
item of dry goods. The policy of this
and previous governments has been
to remove the duty from articles of
food as far as possible, and in accord-
ance with that policy, we, in the regu-
lar session of 1914, removed.the du-
ty from tea, sugar, pork and salt beef,
effecting a reduction of $3%0,000.

We must therefore face the
fact that at the end of June next we
are likely to have a serious shortage
again on the existing tariff schedules.
In this, however, Newfoundland is
not alone. The newspapers of the
past month have shown how the Un-
ited States, a country not involved in
the war at all, was figuring to meet
a loss of a hundred million dollars
the year, which it is expected the war
would cause that country, because of
the non-receipt of duty-paying goods
from ‘the several countries involved
in the present war. Canada, in a
like fashion, estimates a loss of abou®
fifteen million dollars and we, in our
turn, are certain to find a serious
shortage as well. What the shortage
is likely to be it is next to impossible
for us to forecast at this juncture, but
there are many who consder it ‘will
approach a half a million dollars. We
have, therefore, to make provision for
that contingency and we propose to
make that provision by imposing the
following duties:

It is regrettable that we have to tax
the necessaries of life again, but this
is an exceptional condition, one that
arises from conditions over which this
Colony and the Empire of which we
form part, have no control. War is
facing us and we have to make the
best of the situation. We have, how-
ever, so planned these changes that
while we are obliged to re-impose
taxes on the poor and on the working
classes, we are also proposing to se-
cure substantial addition of Revenue
from other sources, and in addition *o
the duties which we propose to levy
on: imports, we also propose certain
schemes of taxation locally which we
hope will yield us the sum of at least
$100,000.

Even, however, if
our expectations of receiving this
amount of Revenue from these sources
are not realized, and it is always well

to have such a consideration in one's

mind, we expect to be able to cope

with any shortage that may arise
tarough the balance of the cash re-
serve which now lies to the Colony’s

credit in the Bank of Montreal. This
amount, as honourable memebers well
know, is $500,000. We propose to
take from that the sum of $237,000 nr
whatever sum is found:to be the ex-
act deficit on the account of the past
fiscal year, when that amount is
ascertained in October and io liquid-
ate the debit balance with this sum.
That will leave us about $262,000 still
available, and with the duties which
we now propose to impose 2nd that
$263,000, we should be able to meet
all claims against the Colony on ac-
count of the fiscal year now ensuing,
and after that we believe that th2
restoration of trade and commerce
in the Colony will enable us to re-
gain our former fortunade position of
having a surplus every year.

LONDON, Te-day.
Premier Asquith, yesterday, made
tite first series of appeals for increase
of the British land force at a meet-
in in the Guild Hall. He described
the Empire as involved in a bloody
arbitrament of “Might versus Right,”
and urged every able Briton of mili-
tary age to join the colors. The Na-
vy, the Premier indicated, was al-
ready doing its part, It had sealed

up the fleet of Germany, he said, and
was thirsty .for a trial of strength in
the open. British warships, Asquith
said, had hunted German mercantile
marine from the high seas. When the
few German cruisers which still in-
fested the distant ocean had been dis-
posed of, as they would be very soon,
the Navy would haye - achieved  for
British neutral commerce a . security
as complete as it had even enjoyed in
days of unbrokem peace. ‘We rely
upon the Navy, he said, with the mest
absclite * confidence to - guard our
sheres against the pogsibility of in-
vasion and scal up the gigantic bat=
tleships of the enemy in the glorious
seclusion of the forts, whence from
time to time they furtively steal forth
to sow the sea with murderous snares
which are more full of menace to
neutral shipping than to the British
fleet. While the British Navy does
this it is thirsty for a trial of strength
in a fair open fight. Reférring to the
Indian troops., Asquith said, two di-
visions of that magnificent army are
already on the way. Their assistance
to the Home and Dominion troops. he
declared, would maintain the flag
which symbolizes unity which ne
arms cculd dismember or disarm.

Referring to affairs at home, the Min= |
ister said, with regard to the Overseas |

Dominions, our seif-governing Deo-
minions throughf)ut the Empire with-
eut any solicitation on our part, de-
monstrated a spontaneous unanimity,
unparalleled in history. Their deter- |
mination affirm their brotherhood
with us.

The chief of . these is . the
greatest crime against . civilization
and. culture, the shameless holocaust
of irreplacable. treasures, lit” by. blind
barbarian: vengeance at Louvain, un-
pardonable and inexcusable, and:fol-
jowing the murder of non-combat-
ants’ in Belgium. It emphasizes. the
blood lust of our enemy. I woulld
sooner see England blotted out of ex-
istence than to have seen her remain
silent ih this tragic triumph of force
over law and freedom. That was just
what Germany meant when she fore-
ed this war. That was what was be-
hind her invasion of Belgium and her
violation of Belgian neutrality. Ger-
many’s ultimate*aim is to crush the
independence, not only -of Belgium
‘but of Holland and Switzerland as
well. It is England’s duty to crush
this aggression. - It must do it though
in accomplishitig it, it is necessary to
utilize every resource of the Empire.’
