FOR ACTING PREMIER.

HALIFAX, December 7.
In answer to your enquiry, the Vice-President and 

General Manager of the Commercial Cable Company send 
the following and quote only meagre reports of the Hali­
fax disaster received. The newspapers say that thous­
ands of tons of munitions on the French steamship “Mont 
Blanc” exploded in the harbor at 9 a.m. yesterday as a re­
sult of a collision with the Belgian relief ship “Imo.” A 
conservative estimate is, eight hundred killed, thousands 
injured, millions of dollars of property destroyed and dam­
aged in the northern part of Halifax, known as Rich­
mond. Many fires. The situation is reported under con­
trol The collision occurred in thé Narrows leading from 
the harbor into Bedford Basin. The greatest loss of life 
is in the Richmond district. There is much suffering 
among the homeless. The temperature is below freezing. 
The telegraph and telephone wires were all down for 
hours. Emergency communication is now restored. Sup­
plies are being rushed from the neighboring cities to re­
lieve the situation. There are no details of specific losses. 
The cable ship Mackay-Bennett is undamaged but one of 
her crew was injured. Have not heard of any loss of other

In 
the area south of Bourlon Wood minor 
hostile attacks were repulsed with 
heavy loss to the enemy from the fire 
of our artillery and infantry. Hostile 
artillery has been active at a number 
of points south of the Scarpe and also 
in the neighborhood of Armentieres.

On the 5th inst. there was great 
activity in the air on both sides. Our 
aeroplanes carried out a great deal of 
work with our artillery as well as 
several long distance reconnaisances 
afld took many photographs of enemy’s 
back areas. By day bombs were drop­
ped and many rounds fired from ma­
chine guns on various ground tar­
gets. During the night of the 5th 
and 6th inst., Gontrode areodrome 
was successfully bombed and two di­
rect hits were obtained with heavy 
bombs on enemy aeroplane sheds.

Fighting took place 
yesterday. • Throughout the day four 
hostile machines were ’brought down 
out of control. One German machine 
was shot down in our lines by anti­
aircraft gunfire. Five of our aero­
planes are missing. To-day another 
successful raid was carried out by 
our aeroplanes into Germany. All 
machines returned safely, but no fur­
ther details have yet been received.

because of what they regard as the 
taint of capitalism, they favor the 
Government of Germany, though that 
Government is scarcely less autocra­
tic than that of the Czar which they 
have overthrown, and though there is 
no country in the world organized on 
a more distinctly capitalistic basis 
than Germany. There must be a pow­
erful reason for this treasonable in­
consistency, and undoubtedly that 
reason will fully appear when the full 
history of the Lenine and frotsky 
machinations is known.

It looks, perhaps, like a perilous 
experiment for the Allies to withdraw 
their official representatives from Rus­
sia, and to leave that country wholly 
to its fate of civil war and exploit­
ation by the Germans. What may be 
immediately involved in such a case 
may be inferred from the complacent 
oflicial record from Petrograd to-day 
that “south of Lake Narocz fraterniza­
tions were observed" between the Ger­
man and Russian Soldiers! It sug­
gests actual assistance by the Bol­
shevik! Government to the Germans. 
It suggests the Odessa grain ware­
houses adding their supplies of wheat 
to the German store. The danger has 
undoubtedly been considered by the 
Allied Governments. But there is an­
other side to the picture. The sever­
ance of all relations between the west­
ern world and Russia may well have 
the effect to make the Russian people 
think that what they gre;doing in per­
mitting the rule of these mischief- 
makers to go on. The consequences 
of Russia turning her back upon the 
western world would be appalling.

Civil war would soon prevail over 
the whole country. Every portion of 
the country would declare its inde­
pendence of every other portion. Rail­
road communication would be at end, 
and famine and its attendant ravage 
and rapine would prevail. Even the 
Bolshevik! would lose their grip in 
the general debacle of civilization. Is 
it possible that this is a thing that the 
people of Russia, even the ignorant 
soldiers, really desire? Would they 
not in fact welcome any voice of au­
thority and resolution which would 
bid them pause in their plunge into 
public and private ruin?

There are already signs that the 
abandonment of Russia by the Allies’ 
representatives, following the virtual 
delivery of the country to the Ger­
mans by Lenine will operate as a 
stimulant to Russia’s sober second 
thought. It may be observed that the 
Reds have thrown the Grand Duke 
Michael into prison, evidently in an­
ticipation of another counter-move­
ment. But if the people really are 
ready for a counter-movement, the 
Grand Duke Michael will not be nec- j 
cessary to it. The leader will be | 
found.—Boston Transcript.

WINTER HAIR TREATMENT.

Your Boys and Girls.
'Children should never he hurried 

off to school in the morning with an 
insufficient and rapidly eaten break­
fast. Their appetites are often poor 
at this hour and, if they are sub­
sequently kept at school for three 
hours work before luncheon is par­
taken off, they will be poorly pre­
pared to do their best at their les­
sons. The hours for both study and 
meals should be regulated so that ade­
quate time may be given to both. An 
Ill-nourished child is bound to make 
slow progress in studies, as well as to 
develop serious impairment of his 
vitality in the future.

Too much stress cannot be exerted 
on the cleanliness of the baby’s bot­
tle. Bottles should be thoroughly 
cleansed by rinsing first with cold 
water and then washing with hot 
soap suds and a clean brush. The 
brush used requires as much care as 
the bottles, a fact that is often over­
looked. Rinse the bottles, both in­
side and out. in an abundance of 
clear running water and examine each 
bottle carefully to see that there is 
no cloudiness or flecks of milk re­
maining in it.

One of the best mixtures for winter 
treatment for the hair consists of 
sixteen ounces of pure cologne and 
two ounces of refined castor oil.

TO THE RESCUE.

Thé Halifax 
Disaster.

THE FIRST BULLETIN.
HALIFAX, Dec. 6. .

A munitions steamship and Belgian 
relief ship collided in the Harbor; the 
former blew up. All windows in the 
city are smashed, many houses burn­
ed to the ground, probably fifteen 
hundred killed and thousands in­
jured. Particulars latgr. Among the 
dead is Fire Chief Condon.

LATER,—Halifax Is badly wrecked 
from end to end by the explosions. 
Many persons have been killed and 
hundreds injured.

HOW DISASTER OCCURRED.
HALIFAX, Dec. 6.

At 9.06 a.m. to-day a terrible ex­
plosion wrecked Halifax, killing over 
a thousand, wounding at least five 
thousand and laying in ruins at least 
one-fifth of the city. A Belgian relief 
ship coming down out of the Basin 
collided with the French steamship 
‘Mont Blanc.’ The French ship was 
loaded with nitro-glycerine and trin- 
itrual. Fire broke out on the ‘Mont 
Blanc’ and she was headed in for 
Pier 8. It was eighteen minutes after 
the collision when the explosion oc­
curred. The old sugar refinery and 
all buildings for a great distance col­
lapsed. Tug boats and steamers 
were engulfed and then a great wave 
rushed over Campbell road, carrying

Up to the moment of 
writing nothing further 
whatever has reached us 
in the public messages 

11 ^ concerning the appalling
disaster in Halifax. This is not sur­
prising, considering the confusion 
that must ' prevail there, but it pro­
longs the anxiety that is felt on every 
hand here for the safety of many in 
the stricken city, both Newfoundland­
ers and Canadian friends. Private 
messages are being received, however, 
most of which seem to show that out­
side of a certain range of the explo­
sion the damage done was confined 
mostly to the breaking of windows 
by the force of the terrific concussion. 
But enough is known to make it cer­
tain that the calamity is one of very 
great proportions. The loss of life 
will probably exceed the first estim­
ates and that of property must be con­
siderable. The first concern will be 
fell here for the fate of the Newfound-, 
land shipping and crews in the har­
bour, of which little definite is yet 
known.

In the meantime the ‘News’ strikes 
the right note, which is echoed by our 
correspondent “Old St. John’s,” whose 
words we cannot too strongly en 
dorse. Help will flow in to Halifax 
abundantly and from wealthier com­
munities than St. John’s, but that 
does not relieve us of our clear duty 
to provide it also in the fullest meas­
ure possible. Sympathy and human­
ity would demand it, but to those feel­
ings there is added the close com­
munity of our social and commercial 
life. Halifax is in a sense a sister city 
of St. John’s and there are many New­
foundlanders resident there. Most urg­
ent obligation of all, we are under a 
heavy debt of gratitude to Halilfax, as 
our correspondent points out, which 
we should lose no time in repaying as 
fully as we can. In 1818 and 1892 
she was the first to come to our as­
sistance. Let us not be the last to go 
to hers now. We hope the Mayor will 
hasten to cable the sympathy of this 
city and the assurance that it will 
open its purse to the widest for the* 
relief of the sufferers.

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men who were at work on the piers 
and steamers. Without the loss of a 
moment hundreds of survivors rush­
ed to the rescue of those buried in 
the ruins. Fire broke out in scores 
of places and soon a great mass of 
wreckage was in the grip of an un­
controllable fire, checking the work 
of rescue. The military and naval au­
thorities almost immediately took 
charge of the situation, fearing that 
the fire would reach the local maga­
zines of explosives. Military messen­
gers were sent over the city warning 
the people out of buildings and ad­
vising .them to take to the Citadel and 
open spaces. This was not by au­
thority. Practically every house in 
the city was damaged, the entire 
business district was windowless, and 
to prevent pillaging patrols from war­
ships in port were paraded through 
the streets. All along Gottingen 
Street and throughout the northwest 
part of the city there was a pitiful 
scene as women and children, lacera­
ted with flying fragments of glass 
rushed from their homes. At the 
naval hospital many of the sick 
sailors were badly cut, and fearing an 
explosion from the magazine at Wel­
lington barracks they were taken 
from the locality to other places of 
refuge. Every pane of glass in the 
Deaf and Dumb Institute were shat- 
terd and many inmates were injured, 
but none seriously.

Nfld. Shipping In 
Jeopardy by Exp’osion

Naturally there is grave concern 
felt in the capital and other places in 
the Island for those on board of shlp- 
ing, as it was generally known that 
several steamers and schooners, loc­
ally owned or Canadian, were in Hali­
fax harbour, loading for St John’s at 
the time of the explosion. As far as 
we could gather to-day none were 
seriously affected by the disaster, 
Several vessels sustained damage, 
such as the smashing of glass, but not 
a single human life was lost, in fact 
we are informed no serious accidents 
occurred to anyone on board of them.

According to late issues of Halifax 
papers, the following schooners were 
there loading general cargo :—Aban* 
cera, Burgeo; Admiral Drake, Capt. 
Benson, owned by G. M. Barr; Albert 
A. Young, Penney, loading for here; 
Douglas Adams, Garier, loading for 
Burgeo; E. J. Reddy, Kilfoy, loading 
for here; Hazel, Guy, loading for 
here; new schooner Irene Corkham, 
Corkham, loading for here; Lelia, Guy, 
loading for Burgeo; Minnie E. Mosher, 
loading for Burgeo ; Nellie Moulton, 
loading for Burgeo; R. L. Borden, 
loading for here.

Yesterday afternoon when first the 
news of the awful horror was flashed 
over the wires into the city and last 
night it was circulated freely that our 
well known steamers Nascopie, Vik­
ing and Ranger were in the harbour 
when the explosion occurred, and the 
report, partly without foundation, 
caused great anxiety to relatives and 
friends of those on board the ships. 
Inquiries made by us this morning 
elicited the fact that the Nascopie is 
now in certain distant waters. She is 
gone there on a special mission, but 
the name of the place we are not al­
lowed to give, owing to censorship. 
As to the S.S. Ranger and Viking, 
both of which carry crews, virtually 
all Newfoundlanders, we learned this 
morning from the owners, Messrs. 
Bowring Bros., Ltd., that the Ranger 
left Halifax at 9 a.m. on Wednesday 
last with a general cargo and was due 
to reach here some time to-night. The 
Viking arrived at Halifax from St. 
John’s on Wednesday evening last at 
5 o’clock and was in the harbour when 
the explosion happened, though she 
fortunately escaped serious injury. 
A message received by her owners 
this morning states that the vessel 
had pulled off in the stream (presum­
ably before the explosion), that an 
amount of glass had been shattered 
aboard, but that nothing of a serious 
character had occurred. This will, 
no doubt, relieve the apprehension 
expressed for those on board the 
three steamers mentioned.

Just pne hundred years ago A.D. 

1818 St. John’s was destroyed by fire. 
It was one of the severest winter’s in 
the history of the Colony. We had 
had a bad fisherÿ, and famine and 
starvation was universal over the 
whole Island. Many of the mercantile 
establishments went into bankruptcy. 
The importation of food-stuffs, was 
frightfully inadequate. It was the 
plackest year in our whole history. In 
mid-winter the town was burnt down. 
Thousands of people were thrown on 
the streets in the bitterst winter 
weather. They had neither shelter, 
food nor clothes, in fact contemporary 
history tells us, the inhabitants were 
starving in rags. So bad was the 
state of the people that they broke 
into the stores, to get food for their 
starving children.

In the darkest hour the City of Hali­
fax loaded a ship with provisions and 
rushed her to our relief. The sight 
of her put renewed hopes into the 
hearts of the people. It was the first 
rift in the dark cloud. The British 
Government afterwards sent ten 
thousand pounds; the citizens of Bos­
ton rushed a relief ship, and in a few 
weeks things brightened up and the 
worst was past.

It must always be remembered to 
the credit of our sister city that she 
was the first to rush to our assist­
ance.

When*the big fire of *92 devastated 

the city, Halifax broke all records, 
and in the incredible space of 36 hours 
H. M. S. Blake, loaded with relief from 
the citizens of Halifax, came through 
the Narrows.

It is now our privilege as well as 
our duty to respond in kind. Every 
man, woman and child in St. John's 
should show their practical sympathy. 
Every workingman especially should 
make an effort gnd contribute his 
share, as it was principally the work­
ingmen of the town who were glad­
dened by the practical sympathy of 
the citizens of Halifax every time 
that any calamity happened us.

No doubt some regular Committee 
will be appointed to help. In the 
mean time our worthy Mayor will 
telegraph messages of sympathy and 
assure the people of Halifax that their 
misfortune is ours.

Our 
motto should be that of our boys in 
the trenches : “Newfoundland to the 
rescuef” I enclose my pnte regret­
ting it is not ten times as much.

Reuter Messages.
BOURLON WOOD TOO COSTLY TO 

HOLD.
LONDON, To-day.

Reuter’s correspondent at British 
headquarters in France, telegraphing 
last night, in explaining General 
Byng's withdrawal around Cambrai 
says: We have fallen back deliber­
ately and successfully on a well chos­
en line which rules out the salient 
made by Bourlon Wood and should 
enable us to maintain our hold upon 
the captured length of the Hinden- 
burg line against whatever pressure 
the Germans may apply in order to 
recover this loss. Bourlon Wood cer­
tainly possessed certain advantages 
as an observation post but such ad­
vantages may be very much too cost­
ly to retain unless they are immedi­
ately utilized. The phenomenally 
fine weather may change any. day and 
this will finally break up the cam­
paign season. Bourlon Wood is six 
hundred acres in extent. The typo­
graphical condition renders it ex­
tremely undesirable to attempt to 
hold it in wet weather. Apart from 
this fact it forces an enclave into ene­
my territory subject to enfilade as 
well as direct fire. That the enemy 
did not know of our withdrawal in 
the morning seems proved by the fact 
that during the night they were pay­
ing down a heavy barrage upon the 
abandoned positions. Their infantry 
advanced in the morninng in large 
bodies but were repelled by our gun­
ners with great losses. “The area we 
deemed it militarily desirable to aban­
don is probably less than one-third of 
the total amount gained during the 
tank drive of a fortnight ago.”

WHY TIRPITZ IS GLOOMY.
LONDON, To-day.

The Westminster Gazette, in a 
leading article on Admiral Von Tir- 
pitz’s recent admission at Essen that 
Great Britain had hitherto won more 
than she had lost, nays: “His gloomy 
view is particularly appropriate on a 
day when news was received that the 
German forces had been cleared out 
of East Africa. Germany now sees 
all her colonies in British hands, all 
her ships swept off the seas by the 
British. Von Tirpitz’s gloom is due 
to his knowledge of the meaning of 
sea-power. He sees no future for Ger­
many if sea-power succeeds in shut­
ting her in and employing the tre­
mendous economic weapon in its 
grasp and that of the Allies. Yon Tir- 
pitz throws a saluting douche of 
cold water on Von Hindenburg’s and 
Ludendorff’s recent assertions about 
Germany's strength by saying that 
nothing would be decided until Brit­
ish sea-power was broken, and point­
ing out the incontestable fact that 
this power was everywhere victor­
ious in its own sphere.” The West­
minster Gazette emphasizes the dif­
ference between British Naval power 
and German Militarism. Though the 
Germans naturally pretended that the 
former is as aggressive and threaten­
ing in the world as the latter, “our 
worst enemy cannot contend we em­
barked on this war ’to extend our 
power or increase our possessions” 
says the paper. “We came in because 
Germany compelled us and what we 
hold of tlieir territory we hold in 
trust on our behalf and that of our 
Allies for a guarantee against future 
attack.”

EDUCATING CANADIAN SOLDIERS.
LONDON, To-dpy.

Four thousand Canadian soldiers 
have volunteered'for classes which the 
Canadian Military authorities are 
conducting at various English Camps 
under the supervision of Sir Richard 
Turner, assisted by the Representa­
tive Committee. Instruction is given 
in all subjects desired, including 
agriculture, business,. English and 
modern languages and classes of 
Officers not available for active ser­
vice from the instruction staff, pro­
vided they were promirient in edu­
cational work to Canada. These class­
es are designed to form the basis of 
a work which the Canadian Univer­
sities planned for the vocational train­
ing of troops which Dr. Torry of Al­
berta University was appointed to 
organize. English opinion holds that 
Canadian authorities are very ad­
vanced in all concerns affecting the 
welfare of the soldiers.

T. J. EDENSTHE PEANUT.
The peanut is a humble and unos­

tentatious member of the great Nutt 
family, which has become one of the 
principal industries of this rich and 
fertile country. It is one of the most 
nutritious imitations of real food that 
has ever sprung from the soil into 
the capacious maw of the American 
tourist.

The peanut was introduced into this 
country by the late P. T. Barnum, 
who liked to stand in his justly cele­
brated menagerie and toss a few pea­
nuts with the shucks on into the ap­
pealing face of tho Himalayan orang­
outang and watch the expression of 
gratitude which flitted o’fer the count­
enance of the latter. Mr. Barnum 
found that this was cheaper than buy­
ing baled hay and produced less 
asthma to the square inch, so he al­
lowed all who bought reserved seats 
to disburse peanuts to such animals 
as had a sound, drain-tiled constitu­
tion.

If credence were to be given to the 

numerous and contradictory reports 
reaching the New York market as to 
Newfoundland ' herring, there would 
be no way of judging conditions fair­
ly. Some advices quote a price of $14 
per barrel; others declare offerings 
are being made at $16. It is stated 
that there has been a good run of her­
ring in Placentia .Bay and other 
points along the south coast. Others 
declare with equal certainty that the 
only run of herring has been on the 
west coast The fact Is, that the her­
ring fishery has opened with good 
prospects, and at Middle Arm and 
North Arm, Bay of Islands, packing is 
now in full swing. At other points 
operations have only begun. Accord­
ing to advices from Bay of Islands, 
fish are selling at $4.25 from the nets. 
There will be little salt iralk herring 
this year, according to Newfoundland 
reports collected from many sources, 
three-fourths of the entire pack going 
into Scotch cure. There arc a num­
ber of new firms and individuals en­
gaged in this branch, and it is ex­
pected that the pack will be large if 
thç fish run. Split herring will likely 
open at $8 and $)7 in St. John’s, and 
Scotch cured herring is reported to be 
selling in-a small way at $14.50 per 
barrel. There is little Newfoundland 
herring on the spot in New York, but 
operators continue to maintain prices 
on what they have tq sell. As the 
market is almost cleared of stocks 
and a good demand is in evidence,

A Revolution in the Technique of Ar­
my Supply; Facts and Figures that 
are Intensely Interesting.
Behind British Lines in France, Nc- 

: vember 15.—The British army ration 
; scale allows one pound of meat to 
i each man daily to the troops in the 
I trenches, and three-quarters of a 

pound to those at home. It further 
requires each soldier at the front to 
carry a pound of (Beat in his kit.

The measures by which an army 
equal to ohe-fifth of the male popula­
tion of Great Britain before the war 
has been supplied with meat on this 
scale amount to something like a re­
volution in the technique of army sup­
ply.

At the very beginning of the pre­
sent war it was decided to provide 
frozen meat for the army, and the 
Boards of Trade at once entered into 
negotiations with ' firms importing 
meat from the Argentine for a month­
ly supply of 15,000 tons. Later a 
“Meat Committee’.’ was set up, and 

: entrusted with the work of importing 
‘ meat, not only for the British army,
I but also for the French and Italian 
I governments and for the British civil 
j population.
i The principal source of supply at 
present is the Argentine, with assist­
ance from Australia and New Zea­
land. Both Australia and New Zea­
land have reserved their entire sur- 

j plus supply of meat for the use of the 
1 imperial government, and over $200,- 

000,000 worth of beef, mutton and 
lamb has been brought from these 
countries.

To carry these enormous quantities 
of meat to the troops the Board of 
Trade requisitioned all the shipping 
engaged in the frozen meat traffic.
Some of the meat is taken to Eng­
land, but the greater part of that re- 

* quired for the armies is landed di- 
I rectly at the base-ports, where it is 
^ discharged into cold storage ware­
houses specially erected for the pur- 

•• pose. In this manner there is de­
livered monthly 30,000 tons of meat 
for the British armies and 25,000 tons 
to the armies of Great Britain’s allies.

The cost of this meat up to the be­
ginning of 1916 figured out at an 
1 average of about 12% cents a pound,
1 but;It has since risen to about 16%
