Lobsters Reported
Scarce in Cape Breton

COD FISHING IS GOOD.

LOUISBURG, May 23.—The -lob-
ster season on this ‘section of the
coast opened on the 17th of May, but
owing to the ice being still reported
on the eastern coast very few lob-
sters have been taken. In - this
neighborhood ' this has been a busy
week for the fishermen  getting - out
the lobster gear, -.and . they _report
lobsters not very plentiful but claim
they are oﬂ in deep water and will
not take the shoaler places unmtil the
water gets a little warmer. Easterly
of this place very few fishermen have
risked placing much lobster gear in
the water, as the ice is reported still
in sight'off Scaterie, and in spite of
the westerly winds of the past week
there has been a strong tide running
to the westward which has controlled
the ice movement. Until this body of
ice leaves the shore, fishermen on the
eastern shore will scarcely risk
placing all the lobster trawls in the

water. This will ‘shorten up the lob- |

ster season for them and reduce their

earnings, as the season closes on the

15th of July.
