Can Be Erected at Greatly Reduced
Cost Js Claim—Little ter Upkeep- 

Other Devices ter Using Liquid Con­
crete Also Suggested.
As a result of the assistance pro­

mised by the Minister of Health, a
number of steel house schemes have 
been brought from their experiment­
al stage into public light.

Details are Issuing regarding what 
Is knows as the Athol 1 steel housing 
scheme. The Duke of Atholl some 
t(me ago co-operated with the firm of 
Sir William Beardiuore in experi­
ments in the construction of steel 
houses, and the Housing Corporation 
of Great Britain has associated It­
self with the echeme.

‘The essential feature of the Ath­
oll house," said the general manager 
of the corporation to a press repre­
sentative, "is that it is a steel house 
In the strict sense of the word, and 
not a wood frame house lined with 
steel. It can be erected at a great­
ly reduced coat in comparison with 
the bricks and mortar building.

“The walls are constructed of an 
outer section of Beardraore pickled 
"sheet steel, 3-lSths of an inch thick, 
treated on the outside with a special 
preservative paint, and on the in­
side with a special thick preserva­
tive solution, which is impregnated 
with granulated cork, the effect of 
the treatment being to absorb the 
moisture within the hollow walls.

“The inside portion of the wall Is 
fixed at a space of four Inches from 
the outer portion, giving a hollow 
wall with free air circulation, form­
ing at the same time insulation 
against outside temperature varia­
tions.

"The cost of applying the preserva­
tive to the outer steel sheets often 
enough is only 12s. per house per 
annum.”

The Atholl house can be built In a 
month In various types—three apart­
ments (non-parlor) or bungalow ; 
four apartment, and the ordinary 
two-storeyed type.

Messrs. Beardmore have placed 
their works at Glasgow at the dis­
posal in connection with the scheme.

The Government committee which 
reported on the Weir steel houses has 
in the draft state a report dealing 
With the use of concrete for working- 
class dwellings.

Devices for using concrete In 
liquid form poured between shutter­
ing and left to solidify and in the 
shape of blocks have been consider­
ed.

OTTAWA, Ont.
Aerial photography in Canada has 
opened a nèw world to the map mak­
er, A. M. Narraway, controller of sur­
veys, * Topographical Survey of Can­
ada, told the association of Dominion 
Land Surveyors at the 18th annual 
convention opened to-day. Mr. Nar­
raway outlined the work undertaken 
by the Department of the Interior in 
surveying by air. “Inaccessible for­
est or mineralized areas are now ac­
curately mapped with ease and at a 
much reduced cost,” he said.

Such rapid progress had been made 
during the past year that over 40,000 
square miles had been eucceeefully 
photographed in various parts of the 
country from Nova Scotia to Alberta. 
Maps of the entire areas were In the 
course of preparation and would be 
issued early this year.

From the work already completed 
It was known that so many changes 
in the shapes of lakes had been dis­
covered and so much additional infor­
mation had been added that the maps 
of various parts of Canada, especially 
those in forested areas, would be al­
most completely altered, and an en- 
tirèly new impression of the country 
would be revealed.

Full information of the location of 
rock outcrops, the various types of 
timber, swamp and muskeg lands, 
was secured at very low cost. The 
progress made bad placed Canada in 
the front rank in this work and the 
development of its resources would 
be greatly expedited.

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Electricity in 
the Past and Now

tn view of the amount of dis­
cussion which has taken place 
lately over the electric light 
business, a word as to its history 
in St. John’s may not be unin­
teresting.

‘The first plant began opera­
tions about forty years ago, and | 
occupied the site where the Im­
perial Tobacco Factory now 
stands. The electricity was gen­
erated by means of steam in­
stead of by water power as it is 
at present, and was used almost 
exclusively for street lighting 
purposes. Until 1892 the only 
buildings lit by electricity were 
Government House, the Colonial 
Building, and the Army and 
Navy Depot on the corner of 
Cochrane and Duckworth Sts. 
After the Fire lights were in­
stalled in the other public offices, 
and the first hall to use the sys­
tem was the Temperance Hall on 
Victoria Street.

It will be of interest, par­
ticularly to the people in Con­
ception Bay, to learn that in 
those days the burning question 
as to whether there should qr 
should not be a meter installed 
did not arise. Householders were 
given the option of having a 
meter'or' a flat rate, and al-. 
though we are not in a position 
to speak with certairity, we feel 
safe in taking it for granted that 
they chose the latter, even 
though electric cookers, curlers, 
toasters, and heaters were un­
heard of, or at best, simply re­
garded as new fangled notions.

The meters which were used 
were somewhat different from 
the modern type and the unit of 
measurement was also different, 
but we are informed by one who 
is in a position to speak with au­
thority "in the matter, the unit 
corresponded approximately to 
the kilowatt measurement used 
to-da.v, and the charge was about 
10 or 12 cents. The olcl Electric 
Light Co. continued to operate 
until the plant was erected in 
Petty Harbour by the Reid Nfld. 
Co.

It would perhaps be unfair to 
make any comparison between 
the spacious days of the '90’s 
and these strenuous • times in 
which we are compelled to fight 
in order to live. The price of 
everything is so exhorbitant now 
that we take heart again whén 
we find that a commodity has 
been marked dotvn, say from a 
shilling to eleven, three-farth­
ings. It might have gone up. In 
fact, it would have surprised us 
far less if it had!

For the general advance in 
prices, the increased cost of la­
bour is said to be the main fac­
tor. This is not claimed*to be 
such a serious consideration in 
the production of electricity as 
in other lines excepting in the in­
itial stages. Mass production, it 
is claimed, lessens the cost of 
tbe unit, and the Light 
and Power Company contends 
that in making any comparison 
between the rates which apply 
here and those charged in towns 
like Montreal, Toronto and Hali­
fax, the great difference in con­
sumption should be taken into 
account.

We admit the force of the con­
tention, but the longer we con­
sider it the sorrier we feel for 
those shareholders in the or­

iginal Electric Light Company 
and even for the corporation by 
which it was succeeded.

‘ About a week ago the Public 
Utilities Board of Nova Scotia 
considered a proposed scale of 
reduction ‘ submitted by the 
Truro Electric Light Company, 
which suggested cutting the 
light rate from 14 cents per K. 
W.H. to 11 cents for the first BO 
K.W.H., and for the next 100, 
from 12 cents to 9. The popula­
tion of Truro is 7,582! Reckon­
ing on mass production, the 
Truro consumers should have 
been anticipating an advance.

The proposed reduction in 
light rates to take effect in St. 
John's this month is consider­
ably less than householders had 
anticipated, but as it is improb­
able that any other changes 
are likely to be secured by a fur­
ther discussion of the . matter, 
we can only trust to the assur­
ance of the Company that the 
present reduction is but an 
earnest of their intention to 
make further cots during the 
next fi-ve years, and in the mean­
time, we must possess our souls 
in patience.

Jury’s Verdict
Arouses Judge

The third trial of the present term 
of the Court of King's Bench ended 
yesterday in the acquittal of A. Char- 
lebois, charged with theft as a ser­
vant. This is also the third acquittal 
this term, and the jury's verdict 
caused adverse comment on the part 
of Mr. Justice Wilson. “Don’t you 
ever come to me complaining that 
you cannot get justice,” he told them.

"You represent the public and the 
public complain that crime is not be­
ing suppressed. You just get the kind 
of service that you seem to want.”

The accused was charged with hav­
ing stolen $100 wprth of furniture 
from an apartment house belonging to- 
Notary Georges Mayrand. The accus­
ed had been the janitor of the build­
ing for a month, and It was said that 
he moved Mr. Mayrand's furniture 
away when he left.

Notary Mayrand swore that the fur­
niture was missing. M1*- Mayrand 
was on the street, recognized it, and 
swore she saw it being carted away 
by the accused. So did Miss Cecile 
Chevalier, the daughter of the new 
Janitor, according to her testimony. 
Her father swore that he saw it piled 
ie the hall ready to be taken away, 
and a tenant of the building swore 
that the furniture was missiig from 
the apartments.
'The Judge summarized the evidence 

telling the jury that Notary Mayrand 
had evidently been robbed of some 
fnrnlture, and that two witnesses had 
seen the accused carting it away. 
Tha jury deliberated for about 45 
minutes, and then gave their verdict 
of “not guilty.”—Montreal Star/

Looking After War
the East,ives in

The Time toOttawa, Out.—(By Canadian Press). 
—Shaded from the scorching sun by 
the cool, green, swaying branches of 
native trees, and enclosed within 
high stone walls that afford, access to 
mourners and sympathizers alone, 
the remains of Britishers who* gave 
up their lives in the Great War while 
serving in far-off Macedonia, Greece 
and the Balkan States, lie tranquilly 
at rest, while inscribed on each shill­
ing headstone above the grass* grown 
mounds are the words “Their Naihe 
Liveth for Evermore.”

This was the reassuring picture 
furnished by Captain A. F. Menstee, 
deputy director of works, Imperial 
War Graves Commission, in an inter­
view on hie return from Salonica, 
where since 1921 he has been ac­
tively engaged with the Commission. 
Capt. Menzles, Who is an Ottawa 
man, reached Salonica in the Christ­
mas of 1920 as assistant deputy di­
rector of works with the Imperial 
War Graves commission. Since thet 
time until his recent return he has 
been steadily engaged In the work of 
establishing cemeteries and' gather­
ing together the graves of British 
soldiers Who gaVe up their lives for 
the cause of world peace and world 
freedom.

The Memorial to the Missing, on 
Colonial Hill overlooking Lake Doi- 
ran and facing the Grand Coroune 
in front of which the Allied Forces 
were held up for a considerable time 
owing to the inaccessible position 
held by the German and Bulgarian 
troops, is to be unveiled about April 
12, 1925, when all British cemeteries 
will be officially opened.

Some idea of the ^difficulties and 
hardships that presented themselves 
to the commission can be gleaned 

i from the fact that when Capt. Men­
âtes arrived at Salonica in 1920 two 
officers connected with the commis­
sion had died from malaria and sun­
stroke. Added to other difficulties 
were those encountered in locating 
the graves throughput such a vast 
section. In some cases peasants had 
ploughed up the land which had been 
used as burial plots during the war. 
While these Conditions were lament­
able they were unavoidable as such 
actions had been perpetrated before 
the commission reached the areas in 
which the burial grounds had thus 
been destroyed. Nevertheless much 
work had been accomplished add 
many graves which had been un­
touched were removed and placed in 
the concentrating burial plots.

Construction in Greece started dur­
ing the summer of 1921, but as con­
centration work in the northern 
Balkans was still under way con-1 
struction in that area did not com­
mence until the following summer. 
In _March, 1923, the services Of Col. 
Jarvis wfere required at London and 
Capt. Menzles was appointed Deputy 
Director of Works.

All construction was practically : 
completed by the spring of 1924 in j 
the area about Salonica, and in Jiïne 
Captain Menzies took over from the 1 
Gallipoli Commlssfon the construe- j 
tion of three cemeteries on the Island'] 
of Lemnos. Most of this work has 1 
been completed.

The cemeteries are enclosed by a 
four-foot stone wall, finished off With j 
a 15-Inch peaked stone coping, the 
whole being neatly painted. In the 
cemeteries of the Salonica district 
each grave has a headstone with I 
regimental particulars, badge ani 
cross inscribed, while, all nuriing 
sisters and soldiers buried therjin 
are commemorated by the Cross of 
Sacrifice, executed in Greek marble, 
and the great War stone bearing the 
inscription : “Their Name Liveth for 
Evermore.”

A great United States naturalist, 
Dr. William Beebe, is now urging 
that the huge tortoises of the Gala­
pagos Islands (off.Ecuador) should 
be moved to a desert island near the 
American coast before they are all 
killed off by natives. The one point 
in doubt is whether they would sur­
vive the removal.

In this connection the amazing 
case of the Mauritius Elephant Tor­
toises may be quoted. In the year 
1768 they Mere discovered in the 
Seychelles Islands by the Chevalier 
Marlon de Fresne, who took five of 
them to Mauritius, then under the 
French flag. Here is their Wonderful 
story in a nutshell:
1766—Deported to Mauritius.
1810—Mauritius came under British 

flag.
1898—Three tortoises still alive. No 

increase of growth since 1810. 
1901—One surviving tortoise remain­

ing.
1914 (about)Survivor dies.

Sir Hesketh Bell, K.C.M.G., lately 
Governor of Mauritius, says that the 
reptile remained on the strength of 
the garrison until its death. The 
creature was stuffed and is now a 
trophy in the Gunners' Mess at 
Vaeota.

tained ln b6er and other malted 
liquors does not exceed 2.51 per cent 
Weight measure and provided the 
maximum of alcohol contained in 
wine and cider 6.54 per cent weight 
measure?’ The Provincial Treasurer,
Honourable waiter Mitchell, in his 
speech on the second reading of this 
Bill, stated that “on account of the 
many representations that have been 
made, on account of the thousands 
of petitioners and telegrams that we 
have received from all over the coun­
try, We believe that this question is 
of such paramount Importance, and 
the opinion of the public, that we do 
not think we should be called upon 
to speak for the people.”

The result of the referendunh was 
as follows : For wines and beers 178,- 
112 and against 48,443, a majority of 
129,699. Accordingly, under the terms 
of the Act proviing for the referen­
dum, authorised vendors were ap­
pointed for the selling of liquors, and 
the quantity of beer permitted on one 
certificate was not to exceed one dozen 
pints or one half dozen quart bottles.

Î6 1920 the chief development was 
that under thé vendor system for beer 
and wines much alcohol was sold by 
illicit dealers now known as “boot­
leggers," and on February 7th a dele­
gation waited Upon the Government, 
representing the Anti-Liquor League, 
the Provincial W.C.T.U., the Royal 
Templars of Temperance, a.nd the 
Montreal Temperance Union, and pre­
sented the view of their organiza­
tions aa being that, So long as beer 
and Wine Were sold for beverage pur­
poses ahd alcoholic liquors for other 
lawful purposes, the proper enforce­
ment of the License Law would prove 
a failure; that high licenses were 
conducive to abuse and immorality, 
because they forced the licensee to 
push his sales. "^TheSe oi^anlzations, 
therefore, asked the Government to 
take over the exclusive ownership of 
all alcoholic liquors made in or im­
ported into the Province for sale, 
and to control such sales, either di­
rectly or through a Commission. It 
was only under a Government owner­
ship system, they believed, that an 
effective educational campaign ln the 
interest by voluntary* total abstinence 
Could be carried on.

The Government, however, decided 
that the Law ought to have a trial 
of at least 18 months and resolved to 
make no amendments during the ses­
sion of 1920.

In 1921 the Quebec Liquor Act, as 
at present enforced, was introduced.
Premier Taschereau and Treasurer 
Mitchell argued that the movement 
for prohibition had failed, chiefly be­
cause in the city of Montreal, With 
three-quarters of a million people, the 
test majority WÔfe opposed to A pro­
hibition act, and that this feeling 
existed to a Certain extent elsewhere 
throughout the Province, the senti­
ment of the people being in favour 
of a measure of Government control.
This new law, in effect, created a 
Commission of five members, with taken from a pile Of 
powers similar to those given to our 
Own Liqubr Control Boafd recently 
appointed, and it provided that ln 
licensed establishments) hotels, res­
taurants and taverns, Wines and 
beers could be sold, but that no 
stronger liquors could he sold except 
through stores operated By the com­
mission in the, different cities and 
towns throughout the Province. One 
of the Commissioners appointed by 
this Act Was Sir William Stavert, who 
was Some SO years ago manager of 
the Bank of Nova SOOtia in St. John’s 
and the Chief Accountant wis Mr.
T. S. C. Saunders, whg was about the 
same time assistant manager of the 
Sank Ut Montreal’s branch herfe. This 
Act hU Since been Operating . with 
What its supporters claim is a general 
measure of success, and so far as our 
bBsertatiOB went, there did not seem 
to be any serious abuses. It is signi­
ficant, also, that other Provinces of 
Canada have since abandoned Prohi­
bition tor the equivalent of thig-Quebec 
Law, and that in Ontario, last Septem­
ber, when a referendum was taken on 
the question of maintaining the Pro­
hibition regime there the measure was

Through the courtesy of Senator
Casgrain, who, as Mr. Bennett re­
marked, in his address to you 'net 
month* Was In Newfoundland 4e years 
ago as a surveyor on the original 
line of railway line; Mr. Behnett and 
I were able to spend an afternoon in 
the warehouse of the Liquor Commis­
sion Tat Montreal, ahd to get en intel­
ligent idea of how this huge depart­
ment is operated. The Province of 
Quebec has a population of about two 
and a half million* and being *ot 
French attraction, is inclined toward 
the drinking of Wines and beers, as 
is the habit of Old France. HehCe the 
Commission ha» to operate on a large 
scale, the largeness of which can be 
best resized by remembering a few 
figures:

In July, 1922, Premier Taschereau 
said:—i

“In the first year of operation 
'‘$4,000,080 had been turned over to 
“the Treasurer and $15,000,000 worth 
“of alcohol had been sold to a popu­
lation of 2,500,000. This averaged 
“$6.00 per head per year, or 80 cents 
“per month, or 1)6 cents per day. All 
“the alcohol Sold dlu not go to Que­
becers. There were Americans who 
"came to see Quebec, and this brought 
“down the average of alcohol in the 
"Province for Its citizens to a cent a 
“day per head.’'

Hon. Jacob NichoL Provincial 
Treasurer, in his Budget Speech, on 
January 22nd, 1922, stated this meas­
ure, during its first year of operation, 
provided a trading profit of over four 
million dollars.

Out of this profit the Government 
proposed, he said, to use One million 
to reduce the debt, another million 
for better highways, and a third mil­
lion for education.

Again in its Report for the year 
ending April 30th, 1928, the Quebec 
Liquor Commiaeion showed that the 
increase in sales had reached the sum 
of $4,485,972. The Commission an­
swered public criticism in regard to 
prices by the statement that these 
were due to customs and excise dut­
ies, which “show a tendehey to in­
crease rather than decrease.” The 
Federal Excise duty and Salés Tax 
alone on Canadian AlcOldl, of 65 over- 
proof strength, reached $14.86 per Im­
perial gallon, and on the imported 
liquor there was "the Still higher cus­
toms duty. For purchasing purposes 
the Commission maintained an office 
at Paris. A large inàrease in the con­
sumption of wine was reported for 
the year, and a -decrease in the sale 
of liquor. The balance Of revenue 
and expenditure for the year was $4,- 
314,756.

In the above paragraph is embod­
ied the kernel of the liquor policy of 
the Quebec government. It is to dis­
courage the drinking of hard liquors 
and to induce the people to drink 
Wines and beers. Accordingly, the 
prices of hard liquors are very much 
higher, relatively, than those of wine 
and beer.

The principal warehouse of the 
Commission is a huge building in the' 
East End of Montreal, where enor­
mous stocks are carried of every kind 
of beverage which the Commission 
deals in. Hard liquors and wines are 
handled there and also beer for ship­
ment to different parts of the Province 
but the breweries in Montreal and 
other large cities are licensed and fill 
orders direct under permits from the 
Commission. Whiskey Is the intoxi­
cant which is in chief demand, and 
the Commission has effected an ar­
rangement with many of the Scotch 
distillera, whereby it is allowed to bot­
tle and label the brands of these com­
panies just as if the companies did 
the business themselves. In other 
wofds whisky is not all imported in 
cases and sold by the bottle, as with 
us, but largely in casks, and it ia then 
bottled and labelled, and afterwards 
wrapped in a special package with 
the label and seal of the Quebec Com­
mission, without which it is not legal 
to sell it, and the forgery of this is 
ah offence visited with a very severe 
penalty. Going through the ware­
houses We found large rooms filled 
With liqndr of different kinds piled in 
tiasefc id Some rooms and in bottles in 
others. The System under which the 
Department is operated is a card in­
dex one. Cards are affixed in con­
venient places in front of each stack 
and it some 50 cases, for instance, ere 

Johnny Walker” 
that is noted on the card and deduct­
ed from the numbér there the previous 
day. The same system is pursued in 
Other rooms Where the liquor is in bot­
tles and stored oti ^shelves, yid a note 
is made of every bottle removed. Like­
wise this is the practice in the lower 
Store rooms where -other liquors and 
wines are kept in casks. It is thus 
possible to make an audit of the en­
tire contenta Of this enormous ware­
house in the course of a couple of 
hours, we were tola by Mr. Kaltie, 
who showed us around the building, 
that od the day we Were there the 
Commission had in stock over $5,000,- 
000 Worth Of liquors, Wines and beers.

Thé system has another feature in 
that It provides for the taking in of 
all liquors at one aide of the building 
and the sending ont Of them at the 
other side, and It Is so worked as to 
completely replace the contenta of 
the warehouses Within two or three 
months, no old stocks being permitted 
in remote corners, where they might 
lie for years otherwise.

The Commission has some five hun­
dred employees engaged at headquar­
ters and the place is like an ordinary 

merctal warehouse, everything be- 
run on a most effective system.

The washing, filling and corking are 
done by machinery .and the wrappers 
are then affixed. On each bottle 
is an outside label showing a spec­
ial number and the price of the 
package. . The tiUttlber is to enable 
a more effective check on the var­
ious stores opBfated by the Commis­
sion throughout the Province, as 
the numbers Show Where the liquor 
has gone, *o that if any complaint 
is made or any Shortage develops, it 
can he checked, it the sam^ way the 
price of the contents beifig on each 
bottle prevents the possibility of 
overcharging. The price of every 
brand varies: thus "Johnny Walker,” 
(black label) sells for $6.40, the same 
with gold label for $4.50 and so on. 
It IS the Bamê with the other liquors.

We were shown ln the sample room 
of the commission, a bottle of brandy 
whieh said for $16.00. A special fea­
ture of the business of the Commis­
sion is the Selling of Canadian port 
wine. This is. made from grapes 
grown In Niagara Peninsula, and 1 
might say that it found a place on 
the table of Premier McKenzie King 
on the night hé entertained ns to 
dinner at Ottawa, it being the only 
Witte the use of Which Is permitted 
in Ontario. This Canadian port sells 
in Montreal very cheap, and we 
were told the demand tor it was grow­
ing rapidly.

The accounting system of the De­
partment is very perfect. Hundreds 
of accountants, clerks and stenogra­
phers are maintained in a section of the 
warehouse handling the orders from 
all over the Province. The scene there 
Is Just like one of the big banks ln 
the centre of Montreal city. Every

Ing the stocks held and the cash re­
ceived therefor, and the poeeibtlitiee 
of a fraud have been reduced to a

minimum. The Commission imports 
all"its supplies of Liquor, its bottles, 
corks, labels, wrappers, etc., and 
every essential for the carrying on 
of ita work just as a business organi­
zation does and sends out shipments 
of orders just as a business house on 
Water Street would do with drygoods, 
provisions or hardware, or anything 
in which it deals. Yet another fea­
ture of the Department is the scien­
tific equipment winch the Commission 
possesses. It has its own analyst and 
experts for testing the different 
brands of liquor, and everything 
which is not of the most perfect 
quality is rejected. So thorough is 
the scientific feature of the work 
that the spirits whieh saturate the 
wood of the casks in which the al­
coholic liquors are imported, are ex- 
trâeted from the wood àfter'thé casks 
are emptied, and $66,000 Worth of 
spirits were reclaimed last year in 
this fashion.

In the same Way; in a special room 
in the warehouse, is a sample bottle 
of every stock of liquor of every kind 
which the Commission buys from 
time to time, hundreds of bottles each 
appropriately labelled, with Its an­
alysts, and by tbib means It is pos­
sible to keep a check on the pttrity 
and fitness Of eVefÿ ounce of the var­
ious “drinks” in Whieh the Commis­
sion deals.

mineral resources were made before , 
1864, although the first recorded of jr 
previous operations dates back as far 
as 1779, when a mine was opened near 
Petty Harbor on a vein of Copper.

Even at the beginning of the past - 
century, the importance of geological : 
examination as a preliminary to op­
ening up mineral lands was perceived, 
and In 1*39 our Government employed 
a noted English geologist named 

I Jukes to make a geologcal reconals- 
1 sance of the country. Systematic 
geological work, however, was not at­
tempted until 1863 when Murray, a 
Canadian Government Geologist be­
gan his exploration of the island. In 
this he was later assisted by Howley, 
who contnued the work until 1909, 
when for some unknown reason the 
Geological Survey was discontinued. 
Thanks to the labours of these inves­
tigators, we have to-day much Im­
portant Information on krtir Mineral 
Resources and also a geological map 
of the island. The latter Is, in the 
main correct, and is of great value at 
the present time. The fact remains, 
nevertheless, that great tracts of land, 
especially In the interior, are as yet 
unexamtned geologically and are 
practically unknown.

Coincident with the Inception 6f 
the Geological Survey under Murray, 
Copper ore was discovered at Tilt 
Cove in Notre Dame Bay. Mining op­
erations ensijed and their success 
gave Impetus to prospecting in that 
region, which resulted in the discov­
ery of the Little Bay and Sett’s Cove 
properties. These also became Im­
portant producers of Copper ore. In 
addition, numerous other properties 
such as Baie Verte, Sunday' Cove Is­
land, Robert’s Arm, The Colchester, 
Lady Pond, and Whalesback, all In 
Notre Dame Bay, and later York Har­
bor on the West Coast, were located, 
some of which were worked success­
fully.

It was thus that In the ’eighties 
Newfoundland became an important 
mineral country and for some time 
ranked sixth among the Copper pro­
ducing countries of the world. With 
the depletion of the high grade Cop­
per areqs in the known properties of 
this bay, however, the various mines 
were forced to close down, due to the 
fact that In these days it was impos­
sible for them to make use of any­
thing hut what to-day would be con- I 
sidered extremely rich ore.

Lead is another mineral that has 
been mined to some extent in New- i 
foundland In the past. Placentia Bay 
was for some time the scene of con­
siderable activity, and the LaManche ; 
mine has a recorded production of

than usual. Profits declined from 

in October to $8,903,576 in 
November, while December showed a 
moderate , gain at $9,622,641. These 
monthly Warnings compared with $10,- 
186,625 fa September and $19,065,475 
to March#-the best month of the year.

Decline between October and Nov. 
was attributable to three factors. 
November had only 25 working days, 
against 27 the previous month. Lake 
shipping shut down in November, re­
ducing or eliminating railroad earn­
ings. These three factors more than 
offset the gain in operations, from 
65% to 70%. j

Operations Increase.
That December made a better show­

ing than November is encouraging. 
Average operations increased, but 
these gains were largely in semi-fin­
ished departments, as finishing mills 
were generally closed down over the 
holiday season, and total shipments 
for the month were probably no larg­
er than November. Furthermore, lake 
shipping was closed the entire month.

Indications are that January will 
- show a decided gain in profits over 

December. Operations this month 
have ranged between 85% and 95%, 
and the average will probably be 92%' 
against 78% last month. Shipments 
are going forward freely, and average 
prices -received Are doubtless slightly 
higher. Further, increased operations 
make possible slightly lower opera­
ting costs and distribute overhead 
over a large tonnage. It is not un­
likely that January profits will ex­
ceed October’s $12,236,014.

Better Prices Expected.

UNITED STATES STEEL. 
Investors Hare Sold Some Stock on 

Rise.
(From Boston News Bureau, Feb. 10.)

N. Y.—Floating supply of United 
States Steel common at the end of 
last year, 1,382,113 shares or 26.21% 
of outstanding issue, was largest 
since first quarter Of 1923 when it 
Stood at 1,333,884 shares.

In quarter from October 1 to Dec' 
31, 1924, floating supply increased 
171,960 shares. This increase simpiy 
means that the usual happened. In­
vestors sold their holdings on the 
rising market.

The gain of 171,950, shares in float­
ing supply was considerably smaller 
than might have been expected in 
view of the advance in the price of 
the stock in the meantime. Compar­
ed with the first quarter of 1923, 
when brokers’ holdings were much 
the same, the figures indicate that 
Steel investors are not as willing tô 
let go their holdings as they were in 
the past. In the first three months of 
1923 Steel did not sell above 110, 
whereas in the last quarter of last 
year it reached 101.

Accompanying chart shows fluctua­
tion in price of steel quarter since the 
Steel Corporation was organized: 

j It has frequently been pointed out 
; that floating supply of Steel always 
' fluctuates in close sympathy with the 
; market price of the stock. At the 
same time the number of stockholders 
fluctuates in inverse ratio with mar­
ket price. Thus in the last quarter 
of 1924 number of Stockholders de- 

: dined from 96.517 to 96,317, or by 200. 
But as the years pass and Steel adds 

; to its earning- power and assets, as 
' as well as to its popularity with the 
interesting public, more.investors buy 
on declines and fewer sell on advan­
ces. As a result the trend of stock- 
distribution is upwards and of float­
ing supply downwards.

In the past eight years not only 
have investors in this country taken 
a great deal of Steel common out of 
the market hut they have absorbed 
heavy selling from abroad. Foreign 
holdings of Steel common were 1,241,- 
128 shares just prior to the war. At 
the close of 1916 'they had been re­
duced to 502,632 shares and at the 
close of 1924 stood at 198,050 shares. 
Brokers’ holdings declined between 
1916. and 1924 by .1,618,323 shares so 
that total takings of investors here, 
in the eight years, allowing for some 
slight duplications, were around 1,- 
900,000 shares. ••

HUDSON MOTOR.
January Net Over $1,000,000.

BOSTON—Hudson Motor earnings 
for January amounted to over $1,000,- 
000, running 60% ahead of the month­
ly average for the record year 1923.

The 
second century was a discouraging 
period, and in it came the dogma of 
superstition. After many years came 
light and religious discussions took 
place on the subject, the Arabs be­
ginning to gather crumbs of science. 
In the sixteenth century the seat of 
learning was at Paris and anatomy 
was studied. Later on there was dis- j 
covered the science of the circulation 
of blood which was classed as being ;
