THE FINANCIAL STATEMENT.

(Continued.) ,
Mr. Bose said he would now state what 

was the actual condition of our enu 
ments at the present moment—in other 
words—the amounts of the floating debt 
of the Dominion, and the course he pro­
posed to take in dealing with the floating 
debt. This floating debt represented the 
accumulation of a good many years. The 
statement he would now submit was 
made up to 31st October last. There 
were due to the fiscal agents in England, 
on Canada account—that is, on account of 
what was now Ontario and Quebec— 
$8,404,115 ; due to the fiscal agents of 
Nova Scotia $184,740 ; due to the fiscal 
agents of New Brunswick $203,980- 
making a total sum due to the fiscal 
agents in England of $3,980,835. There 
were due in Canada, principally to the 
Bank of Montreal, $2,575,000, and a fur­
ther sum on the redemption of circulation 
of $346,066, from which however were to 
be deducted bonds the Province would 
receive on paying that amount, amount­
ing to $196,980; leaving $149,086 to be 
added to the sum he had previously men­
tioned making as the total sum due to the 
Bank of Montreal, $2,724,086. There 
had also to be provided on account of the 
sinking fund—which was properly cliarg 
ed to revenue, but which had found its 
way into the accounts of the fiscal agents 
—a farther sum of $200,980, making the 
total floating debt of the Dominion on the 
31st October last $9,911.901, exclusive of 
Provincial Notes and Debentures. He 
would now state to the House the mode 
which Government proposed to deal with 
the floating debt. In the first place, 
there Were certain assets of the Govern­
ment of Canada which ought to be realiz­
ed in order to go in liquidation of that 
debt. There were £220,00 stg. bonds of 
the Province of Nova Scotia now in the 
hands of the fiscal agents in England. 
That one item represented about a million 
of dollars, There were due to the Do­
minion of Canada certain sums by various 
corporations, institutions and municipali­
ties, which, if all collected, would reduce 
in a very considerable degree the amount 
of floating debt. He did not presume it 
was possible with due regard to existing 
interests to force unduly or harshly the 
payment of those large sums, but a very

Suicide.—An offi- er of the 16th Regt., 
Captain Coocli, shot himself in Montreal 
on Friday morning hist. He was a young 
and promising soldier, and had been mar­
ried but three months. Pecuniary em­
barrassments are thought to have been 
the cause of the fatal deed.

Fatal Accident,—A sad accident oc­
curred in Collins’ Settlement, township of 
Huron, on the 2nd instant, which resulted 
in the death of Mr Richard Collins. The 
unfortunate man was engaged in taking 
oüt timber for a frame barn, along with 
several others, chiefly of his own family, 
when a heavy limb, falling from a tree, 
struck him on the back part of the head, 
fracturing and mutilating his skull in a 
fearful manner. He expired a few hours 
after the accident occurred.

Learned. —Brantford appears to be 
blessed with an erudite Town Council.— 
The Expositor learns that at a recent 
meeting the Mayor “ smiled audibly,” be­
cause one of the Councillors, in a motion 
he made, spelled “ canal” in this funny 
fashion, “ Kannell.” The councillor grew 
indignant at his worship’s lack of courtesy 
and was very much surprised when that 
dignitary told him he should have spell­
ed it “ Canawl.” Other members made 
objection to this mode, and a long discus­
sion took place in consequence. Even if 
the debate recorded did not occur, the 
Expositor, by pretendingj that it did, 
strikes the deliberative assembly pretty 
hard for their trifling.

considerable portion of them he was satis­
fied might be made available within a 
not very remote period. He did include 
among these the liabilities of Muni­
cipalities under the Municipal Loan 
Fund. In stating what further provisions 
he proposed to make for this floating 
debt, he would say that ho did not pro­
pose doing anything which would inter­
fere with tho commercial and banking 
institutions of the country. (Hear, Hear). 
He did not think it would be wise to at­
tempt to deplete the deposits which 
were in the banks by obtaining from them 
a loan to Government of the very consid­
erable sum which he had mentioned as 
now due on the floating debt. He cer­
tainly preferred a domestic to a foreign 
loan. (Hear, hear.) There were consid­
erable sums in the country which indi­
viduals, trustees, and others would be 
glad to invest in Government securities, 
and he proposed to ask power to create 
a Dominion stock in which trustees and 
executors, corporations, Court of Chan­
cery, and others entrusted with trust 
moneys, might be able to make their 
investments. He believed that a very 
considerable proporrton of our indebted­
ness might be gradually absorbed in that 
way. The Government proposed also to 
give facilities for the purchase of termin­
able annuities. There was another 
means by which the Government thought 
that a considerable amount of money 
might he obtained and an additional 
security be afforded the public. He re­
ferred to giving the same guarantee to 
those who insure their lives as were now 
given by the Life insurance Companies. 
There was still another was in which 
some part of the floating debt might be 
absorbed—by further circulation of Prov­
incial notes. When the circulation was 
commenced, in September, 1866, it was 
about 19 per cent, of the total bank cir­
culation, and it was gradually run up to 
28§ per cent, of the total circulation. 
There was but one more moans, namely, 
tho issue of exchequer bills with some- 
provision in connection with silver.— 
Inquiries were now being made, 
but it was premature at present to 
state details. A plan is being con­
sidered but tlie information now being 
obtained led to the belief that this 
subject could be dealt with to the advan­
tage of the Government and great relief 
of the country. (Hear, Hear.) He now 
came the question of ways and means 
for the current year. In the position in 
which wo found ourselves at present, 
having to provide for the wants of New 
Brunswick and Nova Scotia, it was ex­
tremely difficult to get a correct estimate 
of what the expenditure was likely to be, 
and read the extract of a letter from 
Auditor-General Langton in support of 
this statement. He also called the atten­
tion of the House to the principle on which 
the estimates had been brought down. 
Government had arrived at the best con­
clusion they could as to the wants during 
the current year to the 30th of June next. 
They then estimated the amount riot pro­
vided for of that sum. The amount 
estimated in his statement was for 
three-quarters of the year ending 31st 
March not provided for by some Act of 
Parliament. The Government had felt 
that it would not be right to ask a gener­
al vote of credit for any longer period 
than till Parliament met next session, 
before which time they hoped to be able 
to place in possession of the House detail­
ed estimates of all branches of tho scX 
vice, but it was impossible to do thia 
till the appropriations had been rnadcJ 
He then went fully into detail in regard 
to the estimates for the year, poing fully 
into the estimated exjMjnditure and re­
venue. The result of these details was 
that the ordinary estimated expenditure 
for the current year, up to the 30th June 
next, was $14,301,801 ; and the estimated 
revenue $14,457, 400—leaving a surplus 
of $156,099.

Hon. Mr. Holton—But on the whole 
accounts of tho year there will be a de­
ficiency to be met in some way.

Hon. Mr. Rose denied that. They had

tercolonial trade. It was gratifyir 
know that commercial intercourse 
increased among ourselves. The exports 
in 1863 to British North American 
colonies from Canada proper was to the 
amount of $985,000 ; but it has increased 
in 1867 to $3,480,000—almost double the 
amount of exports the year previous. 
The imports from the Lower Provinces 
are increasing enormously. There were 
now three lines of steamers plying be­
tween the Lower Provinces and Montreal, 
coming up freighted with coal, &c., and 
carrying back flour. He concluded by re­
ferring’to the difficulties to be met in 
coming down to the "details of the ex­
penditure for the coming year, and he 
thought it would not be asking too much 
to ask the forbearance and assistance of 
this House to equalize our revenue and 
expenditure, and place the finances of the 
country upon a sound basis. In this he 
was quiet sure he would receive from all 
sides of the House the hearty co-operation 
of every man who wished to see the pros­
perity of his country. (Applause)

Mr. Holton and Mr. Howe compliment­
ed the Finance .Minister on fais elaborate 
and candid statement. Mr. Howe said 
that with regard to the future, he rather 
liked the announcement made by his hon­
ourable friend. If the country would not 
rush too fast into reckless expenditure; 
if the expenditure was kept within rea­
sonable limits, he believed its natural 
growth and prosperity would soon relieve 
us in a great measure from our floating 
debt. He trusted for the honor of the 
country it would be so, and if the hon. 
gentlemen, while he holds his present 
position, comes down, as he has done 
to-day, concealing nothing but deal­
ing candidly and fairly with the House, 
he would always receive that considera­
tion without which no finance minister 
could well perform his duties.

BY ATLANTIC CABLE.
London, Dec. 9—It is thought that the 

scheme of a European Conference for the 
settlement of the Roman question will be 
defeated by the speech of the Minister 
Rouher, which indicates that the French 
Government has already prejudged the 
whole case.

At a large meeting held in Dublin on 
Sunday, a powerful speech was made by 
John Kilbomey, whicn is generally con­
sidered to have contained sentiments of » 
treasonable nature.

Martin Ivas, formerly a prominent 
member of the Young Ireland party, was 
associated with John Mitchell in the pub­
lication of the United Irishman, and was 
exiled for participating in the rebellion of 
1848 ; he has since been an adveate of 
the Repeal of the Union, and is the chief 
of the Irish National League, an organi­
zation but indirectly, if at all, connected 
with the Fenian movement. His arrest 
is announced.

Limerick, Dec. 9th—The funeral obse­
quies in honor of the Fenians, Allen, Lar­
kin and Gould, who were executed at 
Manchester, took place here yesterday. 
The proceedings passed off quietly. Over 
ten thousand persons walked in the pro­
cession, which marched through all the 
principal streets of the city.

Dublin, Dec. 8—The obsequies of Lar­
kin, Allen and Gould, were performed 
here today, and were the occasion of an 
immense manifestation of sympathy. The

said he would move that the resolutions 
be not concurred in. but referred again to 
Committee of the Whole, in order to make 
certain amendments.

He 
said it was not necessary to admit the 
title of the Company ; if they had any 
legal rights, these would be respected.— 
But their charter only covered a small 
portion of the country, and on the rest 
they were mere trespassers. For years 
Canada has felt the necessity of room for 
expansion, in looking forward to the fu­
ture. The Western prairies of the United 
States had drawn away 30,000 from Lower 
Canada alone, because we at present had 
not equally attractive lands. Delay 
would jeopardise that Territory, as Ameri­
cans would take possession. In a matter 
of such national importance, a few mil­
lions should be no bar. The Quebec re­
solutions clearly contemplated the union 
of all British America, and now was the 
most suitable time^to incorporate the 
Northwest.

Dr. Tapper, Mr McKenzie and others, 
also strongly supported the resolutions, 
and after a speech in opposition by Mr. 
Dorion, the Committee rose and reported 
the resolutions with the amendments.

The people were 
dashed together ; the consternation was 
terrible, and cries of women and children 
were heart-rending. The panic at Santi­
ago about the cholera had subsided, and 
the reports from Havana no longer cause 
alarm.

Detroit, Dec. Oth-^Col. Little, of East 
Saginaw, committed suicide yesterday. 
He was one of the wealthiest men in the 
Saginaw valley.

Philadelphia, Dec. 9—While a number 
of persons were skating on a pond in this 
city yesterday afternoon, the icé broke, 
and three boys were drowned.

New York, Dec. 10th—The Herald's 
Lima correspondence say's the revolution 
was spreading. Fresh risings north and 
south were reported every day, and in 
Lima distrust and discontent were daily 
increasing.

Famine in Sweden.—The famine in 
the northern part of Sweden, above lat. 
62, in a province called Norrland, has now 
reached its climax. Tho sufferings of its 
people, with their dwellings surrounded 
in midwinter by snow from 10 to 30 feet 
deep, are so great, according to official 
reports, that immediate relief is needed 
to prevent the whole number of these 
sufferers, over 300,000 souls, from dying 
of actual starvation.

The Reform Leader in England, 
—In consequence of the defection of a I 
large number of the Reform members of 
the House of Commons, during the last 
session of the British Parliament, Mr. 
Gladstone ceased to be the active leader 
of the party for a time. He has, however, 
again accepted the position which no 
other man could so ably or so suitably
fill.

Now and Then.—In 1792, when 
William Pitt was Prime Minister of Eng­
land, and when all the nations of Europe 
were arming, the British army amounted 
to only 18,000 men. and the' army esti­
mates were only £1,800,000. What are 
they now ? £14,000,000 for the estimates, 
and about 120,000 men, irrespective of 
the native troops of India.

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THE NORTH-WEST TERRITORY.
The resolutions proposed by Mr. 

McDougall in, reference to the North­
west Territory ire important, not 
merely in that they propose to annex 
• vast extent of country to the new 
Dominion, which in itself is a work 
not light of accomplishment, but also 
In that they propose to solve a very 
difficult problem—the settling of the 

Claims of the Hudson’s Bay Company 
—before the chief work can be begun. 

/It is a momentous question how the 
territory shall be reclaimed, and it has 
evoked a parliamentary debate, the 
length at least of which is proportion­
ate to the magnitude and importance 
of the subject. Why this expansive 
tract of fertile soil should be annexed 
to Canada, we are sorry to observe, 
has also become matter for discussion. 
The means whereby its incorporation 
should be most quietly and advanta­
geously effected wc did expect would 
be carefully and maturely considered, 
but we were not prepared to hear the 
expediency of incorporating it ques­
tioned, for wé considered, that that 
was a point which had been agreed 
upon mem con. We are inclined to 
endorse the opinions delivered before 
the House byan honorable gentleman, 
who was at a loss to comprehend how 
any person could be in favor of Union 
and opposed to the carrying out of a 
policy without which the Union is in­
complete. The Act of Confederation 
foreshadowed the time when the 
North-west would form an integral 
part of Canada, and it provided for its 
admission. Deny this territory such 
an union—treat its inhabitants as 
strangers—turn a deaf ear to their 
entreaties (for they have entreated)— 
let its wide-stretching prairies still lie 
in a state of nature,—let its gold and 
its other precious minerals still remain 
hidden in the earth, and let the sur­
plus of European population seek 
homes, not where a more genial sun 
shines, or where a more productive 
soil invites their laborious hands—and 
one of the chief aims of Confederation 
shall have been defeated, or left unac­
complished.

We admire a prudent administra­
tion of finance, but we despise that 
system of false economy which bears 
the name of parsimony. It is true 
that the present condition of the ex­
chequer of Canada warns us against 
extravagance in most emphatic terms, 
and we admit the acuteness of the 
gentlemen who have been pleased to 
make it known that they have heard 
these àdmonitions, but if they would 
please to draw a distinction between a 
lavish expenditure and a necessary 
outlay, they would perhaps speak with 
much more hesitancy—if they spoke 
at all— their disapproval of the admis­
sion of the North-west territory into 
the Union. Britons have a two-fold 
foiling with regard to forms of govern­
ment—they idolize monarchy and de­
test everything else. They are per­
haps extreme in both cases, for no 
institution can be perfect of which 
humanity constitutes the materials. 
But of all forms of government which 
they hate there is perhaps none so 
repugnant to their tastes as republi 
canism. We, for instance, lay our 
laws and institutions alongside those 
of the Americans, and smile at the ad 
vantages we possess as shown by the 
comparison, but yet there are one or 
two points in their policy which it 
would be to our benefit to imitate. 
They are extending the boundaries of 
their country, not by conquest as em 
pires were formed of old, but by pur­
chase ; and they are inviting popula­
tion from other shores, and appending 
to their invitations inducements which 
have secured, and will continue to 
secure, their acceptance. With all 
their vanities—their vagaries, and 
their nonsense,—they show true wis­
dom in this respect, for population, 
the cause of poverty in some European 
countries, is exactly what is required 
to make North American countries 
rich. But some of our legislators 
deny the truth of this, at least the* 
do so indirectly by making no efforts 
to retain in the country the thousands 
of hardy and thrifty emigrants who 
year b/year go to swell the millions 
that people the States, and who would 
be as content and as willing- to sow 
and reap in the valley of the Saskatch­
ewan, if they were permitted to do so, 
as they are to perform these labors in 
the country that they seek. Canada 
has money to spend on a railway that 
it is admitted will not pay the working ; 
she has cash on hand for any absurd 
project, but not a penny to invest in a 
scheme that would profit her inealeu 
lably. Let not members from the 
West flatter themselves that their con: 
stituents will endorse that economy 
which would prevent our limits reach­
ing from the Atlantic to thv Pacific, 
if it can be done at anything like a 
moderate price, nor let not carping

rection, at the same time that 
predict utter ruin by the opening of 
the North-west, has escaped the most
obtuse observation- 

It was a flimsy argument of a certain 
member, that the people did not desire 
to be annexed to the Dominion. Wej
have been ail taught something quite
different lately, and that too from 
numerous, and, we believed, well in­
formed teachers. There is no doubt 
an obstacle in the way of the union of 
the region with Canada—the Hudson’s 
Bay Company are there, as terrible by 
their charter as the Aaakims in days 
of old were by reason of their stature. 
We think it pretty evident that they 
have some claims to possession of that 
tract of country which bears their 
name—claims which how unjust soever 
they may be, might not be easily 
wrested from them. They would be 
like an inveterate distemper—slow to 
disappear though vigorously combat­
ed. If Britain would, as it has been 
suggested she should, extinguish these 
claims, it would of course make mat­
ters much easier for us, but we ima­
gine it is rather too late to request 
such a favor, nor are we sure that the 
newly found plea, that Charles had no 
right to grant a charter of a country 
that belonged to the King of France, 
will avail to deprive the Company of 
their monopoly. Canadian statesmen 
then have three courses open to them ; 
to satisfy the claims of this corpora­
tion, to engage in litigation with it, or 
to allow the territory to remain as it 
is. To give the Company ten million 
dollars, or whatever other sum they 
might be pleased to value their special 
privileges at, would of course be the 
climax of folly, but a moderate com­
pensation for the relinquishing of 
what usage, if nothing else, must have 
converted into a right, would be pre 
ferable to either of the other alterna­
tives ; and by all means if there must 
be a purchase let the terras be submit­
ted to Parliament, to be by it approved 
or rejected. It is a shame that indif­
ference on our part should tend to 
foster an inclination on the part of 
British subjects in that territory to 
seek a more generous recognition, a 
less equivocal friendship where an­
other than Britain’s flag, they have 
long revered, would flaunt above them. 
Let those millions of acres of fertile 
plains that lie waste at present be con­
verted into habitations for an indus­
trious and numerous population ; let 
them be annexed peaceably if possible, 
but if the Hudson’s Bay Company 
should be unreasonableÀxf their de­
mands, as they threaten to be, let 
them be taught that the rights and 
claims of civilization are paramount 
to, and must extinguish those of 
avarice. If we are to establish *a new 
nationality let us begin on a wide 
material basis, as well as on broad 
catholic principles, let the boundaries 
of our country be oceans, let us look 
-upon the honest emigrant as a brother, 
accord him a hearty welcome, and ex­
tend to him the kindness of which all 
who have sought a foreign strand 
stand in need, and with a country and 
policy such as these we may reasonably 
hope, that our aspirations to become a 
great nation are not unreasonable, nor 
will be ultimately disappointed.
