Chicago, Ang. 2 —Eugene V. Debs ar­
rived from Terre Haute at 10:45 yesterday. 
He returned to Chicago to preside at a con­
vention of the [A.R.U. at Uhlioh’e hall to 
decide whether the railway strike will be 
declared off or if it will be continued to for­
mulate a new plan of operation».

“ I will never again have any official con­
nection with a strike,” said Mr. Debs, and 
in what followed he admitted, for the first 
time, that the A. R. U. : strike resulted in 
failure. “ The organised elements of society 
are opposed to strikes,” he continued, “ and 
so long as strikes are repugnant to society, 
it is useless to Inaugurate them. We 
might start it now and organise a 
strike on a most extensive plan, but it 
would end inevitably as this one has. 
Under these qironmstanoes it is vain to 
hope that anything can be gained by 
striking.

THE U. S. TARIFF.

Washington, Aug 3.—Not one <rf the 
cabinet " officers who was spoken to on the 
subject of the tariff settlement would 
divulge the terms, bnt the inforenoe was 
strongly oeeveyed that no very material 
concessions constituted the baste of
the agreement. One of the para­
mount reasons that seem to have
brought about an adjustment was
said to be the absolute necessity for the, ces­
sation of the period of uncertainty In order 
that the government fi nan oca might recuper­
ate, gold exports stop and the country be 
given an opportunity to resume business 
which has almost ponte to a standstill be­
cause of the long drawn ont delay. From 
other socroes it is learned that the sugar 
schedule that will be agreed to and which 
has been accepted by the house conferee» is 
forty per cent, ad valorem on all raw 
sugars, and the same amount on all refined 
sugars. The duty is to be collected, how­
ever, on the basis of the saccharine strength. 
In addition to this there to to be a different­
ial to the refiner of one-fifth of a cent a 
pound and a discriminating duty against 
those countries that pay an export 
bounty on refined sngnr equivalent 
to the bounty eo paid. It to 
underotood that tbe government will 
»!•<>_ regulate in some way the prices of 
foreign sugar so as to prevent any attempt 
to joggle with the quotations. A radical 
free trade member of the house is quoted aa 
saying that if he were in a desert famishing 
from thirst he would not refuse to drink of 
a pool of water because it was not as dear 
as crystal, and that if the tariff bill was not 
altogether what was wanted he would ac­
cept it and hope for better In the future.

A dispatch to the Times from! Tientsin, 
doted August 2, 11:46 am., soys : The 
preamble of ea Imperial edict just issued re­
cites China’s claim in Keren, its hundreds 
of yeers’ euseralnty over that country and 
the constant assistance it has rendered the 
vassal king to subdue rebellions. China, it 
continue», recently lent forces to Korea 
with this object. Japan, without right, 
also lent troops and refused to withdraw 
them. She has, further, sunk . 
transport carrying Chinese soldiers, end 
her action has been condemned by other 
powers. The emperor places all the mill- 
tory authority under Viceroy Li Hung 
Chang, who will protect the rights of the 
empire. He also orders the capture and de- 
etruotion of Japanese ships wherever found.
It ia probable that e copy of the edict will 
be communicated to the representatives of 
foreign powers to-day.

A dispatch to the Standard says : It is 
reported that there has been a fresh col­
lision between Chinese and Japanese troops 
in Korea. It seems that after their recent 
defeat the Japanese assembled their avail­
able strength end took the offensive, achiev­
ing a decided victory over the Chinese.

A dispatch to the Times froto Tientsin 
says the thirteen Japanese forcibly taken by 
the Chinese from the British steamer Chun 
King were at onoe returned to the vessel by 
order of the viceroy, who lent an apology to 
the British consul, who ordered the punish­
ment of those responsible. The Japanese 
residents of Pekin have left.

The Shanghai correspondent of the Times 
•aye: The inquiry into the Kow Strang 
affair was conducted by the commissioner 
of customs In Tientsin in the presence of the 
foreign console. It was concluded to day.
Forty-five survivors stated that on the 
morning of July 25 the Japanese ordered 
the Kow Bhang to anchor off the 
island of Shops. The transport remained 
there till noon, being twice boarded, when, 
without having given any provocation, she 
was struck with , torpedoes and sunk. The 
Japanese fired with galling» at the swim­
mers long after the Kow Strang had foun­
dered.

The Russian and British ministère in­
formed the correspondent that China had 
shown the utmost moderation and hati won 
the sympathy of foreigners.

■The Time» says editorially : «* If the de­
claration of the Russian newspapera that 
no power will be permitted to occupy a por­
tion of Korea is a hint to England, it is 
scarcely necessary, for not even the most 
sincere desire on oar pert to see Korea de­
cently governed would lead us to interfere 
with that interesting bat dangerous oonn-
'Washington, Aug. 4.—The Japanese le­

gation received to day a cablegram from 
the Japanese minister of foreign affairs, 
stating1 that on August 1 an imperial 
rescript wee issued by the Japanese em­
peror formally declaring war against China.
This was a supplement to the written notice 
given two deys previous to the foreign 
resentatives at Tokio, that a state of 
existed between China and Japan. The 
officiale of the legation in the absence of 
positive information on the eubjeot, dis- 
credit it. The statement is made that 
Japan haa consented to the joint occupation 
of treaty pointe of both Japan and China by 
the great powers.

The Japanese legation has also received a 
telegram folly confirming the dispatch an­
nouncing the defeat of the Chinese toroee In 
Korea. The telegram says that on the 
morning of July 20 the Japanese advanced 
on the Chinese entrenchments at Shengtug, 
routed the Chinese and captured the en- 
trenohmente. The Chinese loss was 600 
killed and wounded. The Chinese fled in 
disorder.

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FINAL COLLAPSE.

Railway Strikers in Cincinnati! Beg 
to Be Allowed to Resume 

Work.

Pullman Company Expect to Have 
Seven Hundred and Fifty 

Workers by Monday.
■

Cincinnati, Aug. 4 —Railroad strikers 
representing 1,600 idle men on account of 
toe sympathetic strike, oaUed to-day on the 
offiofabof the railroads entering this city, 
Mid asked for reinstatement. Speaking for 
their fellow strikers they admitted their 
mistake to joining the strike. President 
Ingalb, of the Big Four, promised to give 
the men a reply on Monday, but the officials 
of the other roads gave no assurance.

Pullman, Aug. 4 —Nearly 100 more men 
applied for work to day at the offices of 
the Pullman Company, and the nffi«i»i. 
claim there will be 700 .men at 
work on Monday next. The strike 
leaders ray tbe men who have applied for 
work are not «killed earbaUders, and that 
the company will never be able to get men 
to fill toe places of snob strikers.

Love is toe dream, 
marriage the waking. Quite pertinently 
does Byron ask:
Think you if Laura had been Petrarch’s wife 
He would have written sonnets all his life?

Of course not. There was something 
palpably artificial about Petrarch’s well 
sung devotion to the lovely Provencal 
But the world is agreed that this im­
mortal fantasy was worth quite as much 
as the solid reality possessed by Laura’s 
husband, M. de Bade, who was a com­
monplace and rather morose bourgeois 
of Avignon.

What is duty? That which we exact 
of others, wittily answers Dumas fils. 
Well one of toe things we are most 
certain to exact of others is good man­
ners. Good manners, like charity, should 
begin at home. We must set a good ex­
ample in this respect, especially we wo­
men, whose prerogative of administer­
ing toe unwritten laws in polite society 
and in matters of taste I believe even, 
our most churlish critics have not as 
yet challenged. The five talents of wo-1 
man, according to Buskin, am those 
which enable her, first, to please people; 
second, to feed them in dainty ways; 
third, to clothe them; fourth, to keep 
them orderly, and, fifth, to teach them. 
Pray, how is she to fulfill all or any of 
these duties if you deny her toe right to 
exercise her supreme talent, toe one 
which inspires all the rest, her ttiçnt 
for artificiality, for toe arts of affectation 
and dissimulation? Virtue itself fails 
to please unless it be clothed in gentle- 
ness and grace, and, as Miss Edgeworth 
has told us, even vice loses half its evil 
by losing all its grossness.

On the masculine side take the Due 
de Momy’s succinct illustration of po­
liteness. “A polite person,” he declar­
ed, “is one who listens with interest to 
things he knows all about when they 
am discussed by a person who knows 
nothing about them. ” Then toe polite­
ness of the man of the world, which in 
truth stands for our modem chivalry, 
is obviously incompatible with out­
spoken unartifioiality.

In toe matter of hospitality thig ques­
tion touches us very nearly. Did you 
ever feel your heart warm to toe win­
ning effusion of a southern welcome 
ahd half unconsciously contrast it with 
toe glacial “sincerity” of toe reception 
you got when you first presented your­
self as a stranger somewhere in Eng­
land, for instance? Not. but that toe 
English hospitality was true hearted 
and genuine, but, alas! it was masked 
in that stony British formality which 
as a matter of fact is quite as preposter­
ous an affectation as the superficial ex­
travagance with which all Anglo Sax­
ons reproach all Latina If you desire 
really to appreciate them both, to enjoy 
your visit for all it is worth, you must 
never dream of taking either one or toe 
other of them literally at his word.

Let us deprecate so far as we can the 
conventional tirades against convention­
ality, against artificiality. If by force 
of repetition they end by almost1 per­
suading ns against our own conscience, 
we can take refuge in the sterling max­
im of Amiel that human iriiifliMa is the 
first principle of tact, and respect for 
others’ feelings the primary condition 
Of savoir vivre.

Compare thé wild flow­
ers with the cultivated exotic 
with the favorites of the garden and 
see how splendidly nature acknowl­
edges, with what richness of bloom add 
incense of odor, the ministering atten­
tions of art. How immeasurably the ex­
quisite Parma violet surpasses the 
modest dogtooth of toe wood ! While 
that dainty wild rose, toe eglantine, 
when called by some other 
Jaoqnemitiot, for example, with a fine 
pedigree of artificiality behind It—real­
ly does smell far sweeter. This, of 
course, is no disparagement to toe dewy 
eglantine, which is charming in its na-' 
live wilds.

Civilized life at this present stage of 
tiie comedy is as full of intricately in­
terwoven artificialities as a bank note 
is of silken threads and fibers. Paradox­
ically speaking, these assure its genu­
ineness. From the most trivial affecta­
tions of speech and personal adornment 
to the awfuleet concerns at ttte, death 
and the hereafter we progress through 
such a series of discoveries of things be­
ing not at all what they seem that we 
may well ponder over Berkeley’s theory 
of the unsubstantiality of the universe. 
Form and fact bear about the same re­
lation to each other as the lines to a 
perspective drawing do to those of ma­
terial objects.

Why, then, rail at artificialities or 
vanities, as they are called to the case 
of most women, or hypocrisies or foi­
bles, to the case of some men? For peo­
ple, particularly writing and lecturing 
people, of both sexes, do rail at them 
constantly, though un profitably enough 
unless to a pecuniary sense. Most at 
these take their one from Carlyle; of 
whom R. EL Hutton significantly re­
marks to a recent essay that he was for­
ever fulminating in righteous wrath 
against shams, but never became enthu­
siastic over any tenth.

After all, the main motive of the thou- 
eand and one amiable little deceptions 
practiced by everybody ex 
guid is to please us—to 
least to avoid displeasing, toeonlooking 
world.

Quebec, Aug. 0—A letter has been re­
ceived here from Mlngan containing dis­
tressing intelligence as to the condition of 
many Indians to Central Labrador.

Dispatches from St. Petersburg say that 

the Russian newspapers are unanimous in 
deobing that,’ whatever the results may he 
between Japan and China, Russia will not 
tolerate any diminution of Korean territory 
or alienation of Korean independence upon 
the part of Great Britain or any other 
power, if snoh interference endangers Rus­
sian interests.

Russian interests ! What are they, or 
how do they concern Korea? That un­
happy country has long been a debatable 
land aa between China and Japan, but we 
have never been informed until now that 
Ruaeta had or olaimed any more interest in 
Korea than .the United States has or claims 
in, bt na say, Madagascar. It haa been an 
open secret that Russia haa desired to secure 
the control of a winter port on ■ the western 
shore of the Pacific, and, possibly, 
able terminal port for her Siberian railway, 
but until now she haa not shown her hand 
openly, nor claimed to have any interest in 
the fete of Korea.

Up to the prenant time it has not appeared 
that Great Britain haa any interest in the 
result of the contest between. Japan and 
China over Korea. Of course England wants 
to preserve her prestige in the Orient, and to 
influence China from Hongkong, aa she haa 
done heretofore, but beyond that there have 
been no signa that she haa derired to inter­
fere with the independence of Korea or to 
diminish the territory of the “ sick man of 
the Orient.”

If the attitude of Rnssfo be meant as a 
challenge to Great Britain, the chances are 
that the gaunttot will be taken up, especially 
if Russia intends to use the present difficulty 
aa a starting point for a war which shall in­
volve the possession and control of India.

New York, Ang. 8.—A Colon cable aaya 

General Ortiz haa relieved General Cabezas 
at Bluefields, and proposes, with the help of 
General Regis, to attack Chief Clarence, 
who haa fortified himself in Bluefielda. The 
Mosquito Indiana are getting reinforce­
ments from the interior, The steamer Para 
bft Panama yesterday for New York, 
carrying two commissioners appointed by 
Chief Clarence, and C. Barries, a Nicar­
aguan plenipotentiary, on the way to Eng­
land.

During the 
centuries this, It is said, was the only 
sion on which an organized attempt was 
made to invade Japan, but the two peoples 
have time and again fought each other in 
Korea. In the former wars they were 
always suooessful ; but they could not drive 
out the Chinese for as one army became 
annihilated another body of Chinese roan.

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THE WAR AND OPIUM-
The Seattle Telegraph says : “ The

owners of the opium factories or oookeried 
in British Columbia, according to the local 
easterns officers, are rejoicing over the fact 
that China and Japan are jnst now engaged 
in cruel war. They have a good reason for 
rejoicing. When war was declared between 
the two great nations China forbade any 
exports leaving the country. As e oonae- 
qnenoe opium from the China factories can­
not be obtained and the British Columbia 
factories have a grand opportunity to dis­
pose of about fifteen tone of opium, whioh le 
awaiting shipment fa the warehouses -end 
whioh, by the passage of the Wilson tariff 
bill, would not find a ready market. ’

“A government offioer who has been 
spending several days fa British Colombia 
wie fa Seattle yesterday. He said that per­
sona who were to a position to meek intelli­
gently on the subject had informed 
that the opium manofaotnrere in that 
country have already opened negotiations to 
dispose of the greater portion of the dope 
whioh they now have on hand. It will be 
disposed of at a very email price, the manu- 
factarera being only too glad to get a email 
profit on it instead of losing everything. 
It ii an open secret that the British Colom­
bia manufacturers ,have to depend solely 
upon the smugglers fa order to find a 
market for their product. The staff is 
usually given to the smugglers on com­
mission, When it became known some 
months ego that the Wilson bill provided for 
the redaction of the duty on opium from 
$12 to $6 per pound the British Columbia 
manufacturera became soared, for they well 
knew that with the duty so low they would 
find it impossible to compete with the China 
manufacturers. Hence they raised a big 
parse and et present have representatives in 
Washington oity et work endeavoring to 
have congress continue the $12 duty on 
dope. It la hardly likely that they will 
succeed in keeping up the duty. The 
ufaotUrers realize this and until the Chinese 
government ordered that no goods be ex­
ported from that country they thought that 
they would not. only lose future profite, but 
fail to sell the (took already on hand. Chin­
ese will not buy British Columbia opium ex 
oept when .they can’t. get the stuff whioh 
comes from the China factories. The Brit­
ish Columbia opium is much inferior to that 
made to the Orient. In China good opium 
can be bought for $1.76 per five-tael can, 
while an inferior quality In British Columbia 
costs $3. Then, too, the British Columbia 
factories have a muoh greater expense.
