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BEATEN, BURST, BURIED,MUCH ADO ABOUT NOTHING.

The Second Night of the Irving company 
at the «rand Opera Home.

No greater contrast could be imagined 
within the confines ot the legitimate drama 
than that between the Merchant of Yen 
ioe and Much Ado About Nothing; and it 
speaks volumes for the versatility of Mr. 
Irving and his company that they have 
proved themselves equal to the task oi in­
terpreting with equal effect two comedies 
so different in their character. As one 
would suspect, Mr. Irving makes a much 
better Shylock than a B nedick. The lat­
ter character is too light for him, and 
though his conception of it is as nearly 
faultless as may be he lacks the mobility 
of voice necessary to make his represent­
ation perfect. His greatest defect as an 
actor is that his voice remains 
practically the same through all his roles, 
but his natural tones, which suit the aged 
and gloomy Shylock very well, are quite 
unsuited to the rollicking and light hearted 
Benedick. There is less to be said in other 
respects against his impersonation of the 
latter. There was the same careful atten­
tion to detail, the same conscientious work­
ing out of every part of the character, and 
fortunately there was in the broader com­
edy less room for conj cture as to the 
meaning of the by play. The change which 
comes over the woman-hater as the result 
of his love for his tormentor, and the lu­
dicrous quandaries in which he finds him­
self on account of his previous railing at'the 
sex in general and Beatrice in particular, 
were thoroughly appreciable and appreci­
ated.

It is needless to say that Miss Terry 
makes a model Beatrice. The caustic re­
marks and merciless raillery which torture 
poor Benedick flow naturally from her 
tongue, and she is in the early scenes the 
perfect embodiment of girlish recklessness 
and abandon. She never loses, however, 
the dignity of innocence, and though she 
pretends to be heart whole she has even at 
the opening of the play the air of one who 
thinks more of the chief victim of her 
shafts than she would care to admit even 
to herself. Her surrender, like Benedick’s, 
is complete; but neither admits to the 
other the willingness to capitulate, and up 
to the very last they indulge in mutual 
raillery, in which Beatrice, as at the first, 
comes off victorious. Her witticisms, 
though keen as ever, have lost their power 
to wound, and Benedick is able to submit 
to defeat without wincing.

The support of the company was superb, 
much of the acting being of a very high 
class. Miss Emery’s Hero, gentle, refined 
and lovable, was the perfect foil to Bea­
trice which Shakespeare intended her to 
be, and in the one tragic scene, of which 
she is the central figure, she proved her­
self fully equal to thedemandu made upon 
her. The subordinate parte of Margaret 
and Ursula were performed by Mis. 
Foster and Miss Payne with that intelti-i 
genoe and care which are the prevailing 
qualities in the company’s work.

The most prominent male character,next 
to that of Benedick, is Claudio, and to 
this justice was done by Mr Forbes, the 
less important rolee of Don Pedro, and his 
villainous brother, being well filled by Mr. 
Alexander an4 Mr. Tysre.

The eetting of the play was singularly 
fine, and notwithstanding its elaborate­
ness and the frequent and complete 
changes of scenery, the performance went 
off without a hitch from commencemeut to 
close. .

Hamlet is the play tr-night, the'per­
formance commencing at .45 sharp.

A BAKE SUPERIOR FATALITY.

A Towns Mae Drawee* sf the Owen 
Booed se Monday Sflgbt.

Colling wood, Oct. 9. —■ The City of 
Owen Sound, of the Collingwood and Lake 
Superior line, arrived this morning from 
Port Arthur and all north shore and Lake 
Superior porta.

THE SPORTIHB SURVEY.MILLS BLOWI INTO SPACE», ■ ,
PRATING FOR RAIE.

The Situation In Beelhslde Virginia «raw­
ing Very Serious.

Petersburg, Va., Oct. 7.—“Rain, rain, 
rain,” has been the cry in' S.mtktide Vir­
ginia, for the past tiro months, during 
which time none has failed to refresh the 
parched earth and revive the growing 
crops, which have been aiinoet completely 
mined by the piotracted and severe 
drought. The loss to the ftimers in con­
sequence of this long spell of dry weather 
will foot np many thousand dollars in Sus­
sex county alone. The damage that has 
been done to the peanut crop is estimated 
at over $50,000, and fully one-third of the 
tobacco and corn has been ruined in some 
sections. The streams are rapidly drying 
up and the beds of many of them are as 
dry as if no water had ever flowed over 
them. In the adjacent counties the mills 
have all been compelled to cease operations, 
while here in Petersburg the millers are 
not able to do more than half their usual 
work. Ti-.e water in the city leservoir has 
become so exhausted that all the city 
could not be supplied from that source, 
add in order to keep water throughout 
the place it has been f ound necessary to 
turn it on from the Upper Appomattox 
canal. Neither the water from the re­
servoir nor the canal Is considered healthy 
or fit for drinking purposes at this season 
of the year, bat those who are without 
wells are compelled through necessity to 

it. Many of the wells in the adjacent 
counties have dried, or are now drying 
up. and here in this city many of them are 
as dry as a powder-horn. In consequence 
of the drying up of the streams great 
difficulty is experienced in getting water 
for cattle, and unless there is an early fall 
of rain to replenish them many cattle 
must necessarily die of thirst. Tee under­
growth in the woods is so dry that the 
least spark of tire will set it ablaze, and 
within the past week the woods near this 
city have been on fire, and much loss has 
resulted. _

For several Sundays the most fervent 
and touching prayers have been offered in 
the different churches for rain, but so far 
these prayers have been without avail.

The liquor interest have given np the 

ghost as far as fighting the Scott act is 
concerned. They say there is no nse try­
ing to beat back the sweeping wave. Nor 
have they faith any longer in the way in 
which they have fonght the aqt in Halton 
and Simcoe. E. King Dodds-ie'a powerful 
speaker, a clever organiser, bat his efforts 
and plans are nullified by the legion of min­
isters who have taken up the cause of pro­
hibition. The day of heating the tem iter­
ance party by hurrah meetings is of the 
piait. The Scott act is carrying partly be­
cause the people want prohibition, and 
partly because they repudiate the way in 
which the liquor party stated its case.

Their last hope is in a reaction brought 
about by over-zealousness on the part of 
the temperance party or by upsetting the 
constitutionality of the Scott act.

It was stated in many places last bight 
that the act would soon be submitted in 
Toronto. The bulk of the clergy (even the 
anglicans and the catholics) are ready for 
the fight, and prepared to join with the 
prohibitionists.

A tavernkeeper came in from a town in 
Halton yesterday and assigned ; there 
was no hope of getting back into business 
and so he gave np. Taere are scores of 
men in the business in Simcoe who say they 
will be ruined now that the law has 
carried.

Eugene O’Keefe was np in Barrie yester­
day on behalf of the brewing interest.

A new point has just been 
raised against the constitutionality 
of the Scott act, namely : that 
the confederation act declares the 
provinces shall have, among other reven­
ues, such as they choose to impose on 
licenses of one kind or another. Tne prov­
inces now derive an income from liqnor 
licenses. If the dominion parliament pass 
a law (the Scott act) depriving them of 
that revenue, the law so parsed is uncon­
stitutional—it deprives the provinces of a 
power or source of income guaranteed 
them. A sound lawyer has given such an 
opinion. But it could only be raised by one 
of the provinces. Tne government of 
Ontario would not raise it it the majority 
of the people were in favor of prohibition.

The hotel men say they are sorry that 
the liqnor question has become so compli­
cated—partly by their own action. The 
Hodge expedition to Sir John Macdonald, 
asking him to upset the Crooks’ act, is now 
considered to have been ill-advised. It 
was that which harried on the present 
prohibition movement.

Hamilton, Oôfc 9.—Very few people in 
Hamilton saw the tvlrtte cloud of imoke 
that rose in the air above the ritountaio in 
the direction of Watardown. The white 
olond was followed by a dark cloud, and 
^hen down the mountain and across the 
bay rolled two doll reports. There was 
no more, but those who, saw this knew 
what it meant. The mills of the Hamilton 
powder company at Cumminsville had 
blown up. The shocks were felt all over 
the city, but less in the west end than in 
the other sections. Under the mountain 
and m the east end buildings shook and 
doors and windows rattled in their 
framee.

Hundreds of citizens rushed from their 
houses in alarm and looked in vain for the 
cause of the shocks. Many thought that 
they were caused by an earthquake, but 
when nothing more was felt the alarm 
ceased. It soon became known that the 
shocks were caused by the explosion of the 
powder mills, and many confused the mills 
with the magazine on the north shore of 
the bay. The long low red brick building 
which stands in a ravine between Bay 
View and Oaklands is not a powder mill.
It is one of the magazines of the powder 
company, from which powder and dnalin 
are shipped by water. There was no ex­
plosion at the magazine.

Four men were1 killed and two wounded 
by the expl

and seven small children; Henry Sibbles, 
leaves a wife and two children; George 
Matthews, leaves a wife and five children, 
and Wm. Heatherington is a single man. 
The names of the wennded are: Albert 
Culpbasty, badly burned about the face 
and lege; Daniel Daugherty, badly burned 
and some limbs broken. The Cause of the 
explosion is unknown, and the damage 
cannot now be estimated, though it will be 
considerable.

Not 
often to the publie does this great thinker 
convey the results of hto researches : a col­
umn, therefore, upon a subject to which he 
has devoted perhaps the greater part of hto 
energies to by no means to be overlooked.

G. P. Y. points out that Dr. Jardine to 
correct in differing from “a great part of 
the psychology of to day” in the import- 

which it attaches to feelings alone.

To deal with this subject few are more 
capable than G. P. Y., whether he treat it 
from the theoretical or from the practical 
point of view. That the short critique we 
have noticed will be a long way from the 
last of such contributions to the Week 
deubtiees all hope.
