to the excellent exhibit. Visitors from the 
United States are surprised at tho excellent 
stock shown. As one visitor remarked, 
“these Canucks are an eve-opener to us in 
the way of caring for cattle, I reckon.”

The directors entertained the judges at 
luncheon. Mr. H. Wade, who has just re- 
'turned from the Chicago Fair, said he was 
sfraid the Toronto Fair would have suffered 
from a dearth of exhibits, but he was glad 
to see such was not the case and that our 
great fair was bigger and better than ever.

Mr. Pears of New York State, the judge 
of the Jerseys, complimented the directors, 
and in speaking of the live stock said 
Canadian cattle were superior to the 
American. The Canadians took better 

’care ct their cattle in every way, which 
accounted for their much better appearance.

J URGING IN THE RING.

Every Class Except Thoroughbreds and 
Hackneys Exhibited.

The judging in the ring yesterday includ­
ed all classes from the Clydesdale to the 
roadsters, the thoroughbreds and Hackneys 
being abôut the only classes that were not 
exhibited. But few priais, however, were 
awarded, the judges reserving the decisions 
until to-day, when the tickets will be al­
lotted to the successful competi­
tors. Among the hunters’ two prizes 
wéçe contested for, the first being lor 
hunters’ showing the best performance over 
five successive jumps five feet high and an 
“in and out” 3 ft. 6 in. in height. Some 
half dozen competed for this prize which 
was won by George Pepper’s bay gelding 
The Dude, by Judge Curtis. Messrs. Gren- 
side & McGibbon captured the second with 
tho buckskin mare,. Lady Rosebery, the 
Westminster Stable securin 
the brown mare Melody, 
was anything but perfect, most of the horses 
being unequal to the task of negotiating the 
big obstacles.

A special prize was given for green 
hunters’ for the best performance over eight 
successive jumps four feet high, the out­
come of a protest which was lodged against 
M r. Beck’s horse Kensington, the winner of 
a like contest last week, on the ground that 
he fell while negotiating one of the jumps. 
There were five entries for yesterday’s con­
test, which was finally won by Messrs. 
Greuside & McGibbon’s bay gelding Listo- 
wel, there being only one prize. The West­
minster Stables’ brown gelding London, 
D. H. Grand’s First Flight and Pricilla 
and George Pepper’s Top Gallant being the 
other competitors.

The Winners of Four Races,
Four races were put down for decision, 

including a hack race at a mile and a 
quarter, open handicap at three-quarter 
mile heats, hurdle race and pony trotting 
race. The hack race resulted in an easy 
victory for Baronet, who led the entire 
journey and won by four lengths from 
Transfer, who was two lengths in front of 
Meg Dinmont.

The heat race was won easily by Colon­
ist, who captured both heataln easy fashion 
from Pisano, who finished second.

The hurdle race was also a one-sided 
affair, Athol disposing of Eblis and Laugh­
ing Stock in an easy manner. Topsy, bail­
ing from Georgetown, won the pony trot- 
ing race in straight heats very easily.

LITTTB PROSPECT OP A STRIKE OP 

STREET CAR EMPLOYER.

The Men May Purchase Their Uniforme 
Where They Choose—Buttons Will Be 
Supplied at Coat Fries and Men In 
Fault For Breaking Trolley Pole. Will 
Only be Charged the Actual Cost of 
Replaolng Same.

Every new step in the negotiation» be­
tween the union of the itreet railway em­
ployee and the president make* the pros­
pect of a strike itill further remote, and 
the probability now is that a strike will be 
averted. While refusing to lign the agree­
ment submitted or to give reasons for the 
dismissal of men President McKenzie has 
caused notices to be posted np to the effect 
that the men may purchase their uniforms 
where they deem"fit, so long as ills equal 
in atyle and material to the company’s 
sample, and men in fault for damage to the 
company’s property will only be charged 
the actual cost of repairing the same.

A conference between the union, repre­
sented bv its president and secretary, "and 
Mayor Fleming, E. Clarke, M.L.A., 
President Wilkie of the Board of Trade 
and President Mackenzie and Secretary 
Grace was held yesterday. Mr. Mackenzie 
positively declined to sign the agreement, 
but said he would adjust all complaint! 
made by the men as they came before him.

Increased Representation for Cities,

BEN PLOW MAN COMMITTED.

The Weston Manufacturer Must Answer 
to the Charge of Bigamy.

Benjamin Plowman of Weston 
terday afternoon held to the Criminal 
Court for trial by Justice of tho Peace 
Wingfield on a charge of bigamy. At the 
hearing Plowman did not make any defence 
beyond stating that he was not guilty.

The little knot of spectators in the 
County Court room gazed with interest at 
the defendant, as accompanied by wife No. 
2 he entered the room. Plowman is 
past middle age. His beard is gray and 
his brown hair ia streaked with white. 
Mrs. Plowman, or Miss Matilda Dixon as 
the Crown Attorney called her, is of 
medium height and was dressed in a 
fashionable gown of bine.

Humphrey Elliott was the first witness 
and testified to Plowman’s marriage with 
Mary Moore in 1856. The marriage cepti- 
ficate, signed by the Ret. John Gemley, 
was produced, and Mr. Elliott identified 
hia signature aa one of the witnesses.

The Rev. Morgan Wood of .Detroit said 
that on May 24, 1893, he had married the 
defendant to Matilda Dixon and identified 
both parties.

Morris Warshauer of Detroit said that 
he had known plowman for some time.

“When Plowman came to Detroit he told 
me he intended to get married to.Miss 
Dixon,” said the witness. “He asked me 
where to get a marriage license and I told 
him.”

A Letter From Secretary Streeter.

The Globe on the Mens’ Demanda

’The zeal which usually characterizes new 
organizations has prompted at least one de­
mand which the men will find It difficult to 
support, namely, that when a man is 
suspended or dismissed the reason shall be 
stated, not only to himself but to the union. 
The power to dismiss an employe without 
stating reasons is one which may be said to 
be essential to the conduct of a business of 
this kind. The handling of money and tickets 
offers many temptations to the men, and to 
suppose that some of them will yield is only 
to suppose that they are human. The offi­
cers ot the company may be morally cer­
tain that an employe is peculating. They 
could not establish their suspicions by legal 
proof, but they have enough evidence to 
justify them in discharging the man. They 
cauuot state the real reason publicly without 
leaving themselves or the company liable to 
an action for libel. On the other hand, it 
would be a hardship upon them to compel 
them to retain the man in their employ until 
they possessed legal proof as well as moral 

, conviction. What the men are probably 
aiming at is the possible dismissal of men as 
a punishment for identifying themselves too 
strongly with the cause of unionism. These 
cases could be dealt with if and when they 
arise, and it does not appear to be necessary 
to cover them by an agreement The union, 
we think, will be well advised to move some­
what slowly, and to unite moderation with 
firmness. If it succeeds in removing one or 
two real grievances in the first year it will 
have accomplished much, and will have pre- 
pared the way for the removal of others...

Not 
only is it a triumph of the publisher’s art in 
its handsome morocco binding, clear type 
and fine half-tone work, but every para­
graph of the contents is instructive and in­
teresting. One-quarter of the volume of

The Perambulating Crematory.
The people of Chicago are highly elated 

over the success of a perambulating garb­
age crematory that has been undergoing a 
test in that city. The Tribune says that 
the general adoption of this machine pro- 

, mises to be one of the most important 
municipal reforms introduced in Chicago 
during the lifetime of the present genera­
tion. The machine outwardly resembles a 
boiler eight feet long and four and a half 
feet in diameter, placed on a wagon. It is 
divided into three compartments^ the garb­
age being consumed by fire in the middle 
one, after having been dried to the combus­
tion point in the upper chamber. The 
furnace is fed with kerosene. The capacity 
of this furnace is ^something enormous. It 
devours the vilest and most dangerous kind 
of garbage as fast as it can be. thrown in. 
No odor is omitted from the machine other 
than that which comes cut in the form of 
smoke, and no one has yet complained that 

'' it is offensive.
j The machine seems to be a model of 

cheapness, both in construction and use. 
The prime cost of one is said not to exceed 
$350; it can take care of the garbage of an 
average ward every two days, is operated 
by six men besides the driver of a span of 
horses, and saves the cost due to employing 
15 to 25 wagons, since the refuse does not 
need to be hauled away many miles, 
but is burned upon the spot.

The ashes are taken away by 
another vehicle, which also carries off the 
tin cans, broken glassware and crockery 
and other rubbish, which it is not practic­
able to cremate. Istwddition to all this it

household receptacle the material in the 
shape in which it is deposited, does away 
with the willful and shiftless mixing of 
ashes and garbage by scavengers and 
enables the authorities to keep direct track of 
the way in which the refuse is deposited from 
each dwelling. The latter fact will be a pow­
erful incentive to reform the practice of mix­
ing ashes with garbage, asrthe leaving of a 
mixture in that stage would soon bring the 
householder to terms.

After one of these cremating machines 
has gone through an alley it (the alley) has 
the clean and tidy appearance of a well- 
kept street. The machine weighs nearly 
four tons, but can be taken wherever a 
a wagon can go. The Tribune says in regard 
to the machine:

The Tribune is rejoiced to see that its long and 
persistent advocacy of garbage purification by 
flro promises to be yielded to, and that very 
soon. For years it has urged cremation as the 
only available way of solving the garbage prob­
lem. It did not advise the erection of cremator-

proposed. The stationary crematory is now 
out of the question, as being far more costly 
than the movable one, besides having the disad­
vantage that it might be objected to in the neigh­
borhood, not on account of the burning process 
hut because of the team nuisance, which it 
would be hard to obviate near & structure that 
had to dispose of some 500 tons of refuse daily.
