' London, Aug. 12.—The fourteenth 
Parliament of Queen Victoria opened 
to-day with customary ceremonies.

Prior to the formal opening of the 
House there were the usual contests 
among the members for the seats 
they will occupy during the session. 
Mr. Hatch was the first of the mem­
bers to arrive. He reached the House 
at 5 o’clock in the morning and sat 
at the door for an hour before it was 
opened. He was followed at 6.30 by 
Mr. Ashcroft. Before 9.30 30 seats had 
been reserved on the Government ben­
ches by members placing their hats in 
them, the custom that is always fol­
lowed. The Opposition did not display 
great eagerness to obfain seats,as at 
9.30 they had secured only six.

The House was crowded with an ani­
mated throng of members when at 2 
o’clock the yeoman usher of the Black 
Rod requested the attendance of the 
House of Commons in the House of 
Lords to hear the reading of the Royal 
Commission and the proclamation 
opening the session of Parliament. 
Many members of the House of Com­
mons went to hear the reading. After 
their return to their own House the 
senior clel-k arose and pointed to Sir J. 
Mowbray, who had been selected to 
move the re-election of Mr. William 
Court Gully as Speaker of the House.

The Three Leaders Cheered.
At that moment the Right Hon. A. 

J. Balfour, First Lord of the Treas­
ury, and the Right Hon. Sir William 
Vernon Harcourt, Chancellor of the 
Exchequer in the last Administra - 
tion, arrived together and tbok their 
seats, Mr. Balfour on a front Gov - 
ernment ‘bench, and Sir Wiliam on a 
front bench on the opposite side 
of the House. As they entered they 
were greeted with cheers by their re - 
spective followers. Immediately there­
after the Right Hon. Joseph Chamber- 
lain, the leader of the Llberal-Uniop- 
ists, entered, and was loudly cheered 
by the Government supporters, while 
groans ascended from members oc - 
copying the Irish benches.
. The scene was a brilliant one. The 
sun streamed through the win­
dows of the House, changing its us­
ual dull aspect into one of light and 
warmth. The diplomats', strangers’ 
arid ladles’ galleries were crowded 
with distinguished Visitors,who watch­
ed the proceedings with close atten­
tion.
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D. Successful Test of Acetylene.
Major James Sutherland, the Liberal 

whip, had Sir Adolphe Caron and sev­
eral of the leading departmental offi­
cers view a test ip the Patent Office 
to-day of acetylene, the new illumin­
ant which is being manufactured for 
experimental purposes in this province. 
It is the product of the remarkable 
research of T. L. Wilson of Wood- 
stock, Mr. Sutherland’s home. The test 

• was made with a small improvised gas­
holder and a couple of reduced gas 
burners. Giving a steady, intense 
white light of 250 candles, it burned at 
the rate of 5 cubic feet per hour, or 
12 1-2 times more light than the equi­
valent of ordinary illuminating gas. 
The process of making this gas 
fully patented to-day, and it is prob­
able that Mr. Wilson will look up a 
site for its manufacture in this dis­
trict. His object is to get a suitable 
water power for cheap production of 
electricity, as fusion id only possible 
in electric heat. He Maims he will 
thus be able to manufacture acetylene 
for $50 a ton, or 50 cents per thousand 
feet for gas. The new material has 
created quite a sensation here.

Women, naturally, take the lead in 

an Industry to which their desultory 
and amateur education conducts them. 
I am not speaking, of course, about the 
accomplished author of David Grieve, 
whose education and knowledge are 
thorough and -manly, and who does not 
make hysterics her favorite motif. But 
hysterics really seem to be, the chief 
literary motive of some strangely pop­
ular lady authors. The tendency rep­
resented In their novels is the revolt 
of some women ugalnst the nature of 
their sex. They want to have all the 
freedom which men exercise, even 
that which they exercise contrary to 
the acknowledged laws of Christian 
morals. Licentiousness, the claim “to 
enjoy," as lady novelists call it, at 
random, is bad enough in men, but in 
men it does not cause a break up of 
the family, and a reduction of society 
to something much below the state 
of the Digger Indians. For women to 
"enjoy,” that Is, to behave like the 
nymphs of Otahelte In the Antijacobin, 
is, manifestly, to leave the new gener­
ation in the posture of young cuckoos 
bereft even of the comforts of a 
thrush’s or a sparrow’s nest. This ob­
vious facTf‘ in natural history has al­
ways been regarded as a bar to the 
indiscriminate license of women. Hor­
ace condoles with them; a miserarum 
est neque amori dare ludum, and so 
forth; but some of the hysterical ladies 
maintain their assertion of feminine 
equlity in these matters. Though their 
words make a talk, and are devoured 
as stolen fruit, it is not likely that 
this particular “tendency" will do 
much harm. "Offences must n^eds 
come,” but scandals about girls are 
not, perhaps, so numerous now as they 
have been in several other less earn­
est periods. ' Women are, on the whole, 
naturally averse to following the path 
pointed out by the more daring ro­
mancers of their sex.

same period. The largest proportional 
annual increase was in 1892, when the 
value of the total trade exceeded that 
of the preceding year about 11 
cent. During the years 1888 to 1891, 
inclusive, the trade of Canada with the 
United States exceeded that with any 
other country, but since 
United Kingdom of Great Britain and 
Ireland has taken first rank, with the 
United States second.

Of late years increased attention has 
been given by the Government of Can­
ada to dairy interests, encouraging 
the dairy associations throughout the 
country and passing strict sanitary 

Regulating the manufacture of 
cheese and butter. No adulterations 
can be used and th^ Importation, 
manufacture and sale of oleomargar­
ine and other similar substances is 
prohibited.

Though the quantity of butter ex­
ported decreased from ten and one- 
half million pounds In 1868 to five and 
one-half millions in 1894, nearly 50 per 
cent., the value declined from $1,700,- 
000, to $1,100,000, or only about 30 per 
cent. This Indicates improvement in 
the quality of butter exported. The ex­
port of cheese has increased notably. 
While in 1868 It was 6,141,570 pounds, 
valued at $620,543. In 1894 It rose to the 
large figure of 154.977,480 pounds, valu­
ed at $15,488,191. The-statistics of the 
fishing Industries and forest products 
show that the value of the former in 
1894 was over $30,000,000 and the latter 
over $80.000,000. ’

States alone Imported from the' Do­
minion $369,010.

There were unmistakable evidences of 
a skunk In the vicinity, and there was 
no doubt that It had done the deed.

"The sequel Is that a few days later 
the boy died a most horrible death of 
hydrophobia. I learned tht It was not 
a rare thing for the bite of these mis­
erable little cats to produce that dread 
ailment, aod several well-authenftic- 
ated cases of it occurred before I left 
the state. Some people think that hy­
drophobia finds its origin in these ani­
mals.

A A Burglar's Novel Way of Getting at the 
Jewelry in a Window.

The discovery that an ingenious bur­
glar was robbing the window of the 
Columbian loan office of diamonds, 
greenbacks and coins one night recent­
ly drew a crowd of 600 people to the 
vicinity, and it Was with difficulty that 
the police cleared away the blockade.

The lower floor of the building at No. 
9'Grant avenue is occupied by the loan 
office, the upper floors being vacant. 
The burglar got into the hallway ad­
joining the pawn shop, locked the 
street door and began his operations 
by sawing out a square section of the 
side of the paneling, which forms the 
end of the display window. •

The hallway runs in such a way that 
the wall on the right as one ascends, Is 
also the end board of the display win­
dow, a half-inch panel being the only 
barrier between a person ascending 
the stairs and the window wherein 
diamonds, greenbacks and coins to the 
value of 610,000 were on display.

An unknown pedestrian chanced to 
peep into the brilliantly lighted display 
window about 8 o'clock, whereupon he 
saw a deft hand manipulating a long 
wire with a hooked end in such a man­
ner as to fish the greenbacks and Jew­
elry to the aperture, from which he 
readily reached them with his hand. 
Without tarrying to see the result of 
his warning or to give his name, the 
stranger who discovered the operations 
thrust his head into the doorway, 
shouted, “Your store is being robbed,” 
and departed.

The proprietor rushed to the door, 
discovered what was being done, and 
blew a police whistle, whilst his clerks 
tried to break through the hall door, 
but it is a strong structure, and was so 
well locked that their assaults there­
upon were futile. It was nearly ten 
minutes before the police got it un­
locked, by which time the burglar had 
escaped, presumably climbing out of 
some upper window and reaching the 
street over the roofs of adjoining 
houses or by ropes.

A hasty examination of the upper 
floors by the police revealed nothing 
of importance concerning the burglar, 
who had folded up his fishing pole and 
silently gone beyond the reach of his 
pursuers. A hurried invoice of the 
contents of the window showed- that 
several diamond earrings and coins 
had been taken, though most, if not 
ail, the greenbacks remained. The pro­
prietors thought that 6200 would prob­
ably cover their losses. Had the dis­
covery been made five minutes later 
the daring burglar would doubtless 
have fished out several stacks of green­
backs, as well as a bowl of gold dust 
and coins.—San Francisco Chronicle.

Electricity In Japan.
American electrical engineers are re­

ceiving large numbers of Inquiries 
from Japan about the fnost modern 
electrical appliances. An electri# rail­
way is about to be laid between To- 
kio and Yokohama, with double rails 
throughout the whole length of 18 
miles. The plans are prepared with 
great intelligence, and it is noticeable 
that every part of the installation is 
to be absolutely up to date. The trains, 
which will run every five minutes, will 
be made up of one car of the first, sec­
ond and third grade. The velocity be­
ing 30 miles an hour, the distance will 
probably be covered in 35 to 40 min­
utes. A passenger will be allowed to 
alight at any place along the line, so 
it will not be necessary to construct 
stations, except, perhaps, at such im­
portant places as Kawasaki. It is es­
timated that if nine passengers of the 
lowest grade and three passengers of 
each of the two higher grades be as­
sumed to ride in each train, and the 
number of trains per day be 40, be­
tween 6 a.m. and 11 p.in., a satisfactory 
profit will be secured, even at a 10- 
cent fare for the lowest grade. The 
capital will be 2,000,000 yen, to he divid­
ed into 40,000 shares of 60 yen each. 
The yen is the equivalent of the sil­
ver dollar. An electric line from Osaka 
to Kioto, via Kobe, is also talked of. 
It would accommodate a population of 
fully 2,000,000 people. The Japanese are 
great travelers. They make long ex­
cursions over the country to visit the 
most sacred Buddhist * temples and 
Shinto shrines, and the roads are often 
thronged with whole families, making 

7^jt> the round of their pilgrimage. The 
electric lines would pick up many par­
ties out on these trips of combined re­
ligion and pleasure.—New York Times.

A TORONTO WOMAN'S STORY.
Mrs. Hartwell, One of the Victims, Tells 

of the Chengtn Riots.
New York, Aug. 12.—A Victoria, 

B.C., special, says : Mrs. Hartwell of 
Toronto, one of the victims of the 
Chengtu riots in May, arrived from 
China yesterday on her way home. 
She says ; "Chinese authorities are 
now over-anxious to make money re­
paration for the injuries inflicted, al­
though the attacks upon the missions 
were deliberately planned by the 
Governor of Sechuen Province, 
carried out under directions of his 
officials.

The feast of the 
fifth month was made the excuse for 
the assembling of the rioters, and 
during the festivities the walls were 
placarded that Dr. Stevenson, the 
head of the Mision Hospital work, had 
been killing Chinese children for the 
laboratory experiments. Then came the 
attack upon mission homes, their loot­
ing and destruction by fire, Inmates es­
caping with their lives, to be thrown 
into prison for Inciting the disturb­
ance of which they were the Innocent 
victims.

“The British Consul has displayed 
exceptional vigor to prosecuting the 
demand for reparation, and Minister 
Denby acted wisely to placing the 
American Interests also to his hands,"

$280,000 OONR VP IN SMOKE.

Laekporr, Ill.. Has a Narrow Escape From 
Total Dentrnctlon.

Lockport, Ill., Aug. 12.—This town of 
3000 people had a narrow escape from 
destruction by flames Saturday. The 
loss is probably $250,000. One half the 
business buildings of the town were 
consumed, Including the City Hall and 
Records, the Post-office and contents, 
the Chicagj tnd Alton Rtllway depv 
and freight houses and the telephone 
exchange. The fire started in the 
Phoenix newspaper and printing build­
ing, owned by Mayor Lem McDonald. 
Twenty-dwo buildings were burned. 
The insurance is about two-thirds. 
Two men were hurt by falling walls. 
The largest individual loss is to the 
burning of the school-house, which cost 
$25,000. The flames spread so fast that 
the postoffice employes had to flee for 
their lives—without saving anything.

Trinity College Scho tw
Keeve Hill Re the York Roads.

Reeve Hill of the Township of York, 
who Is at the head of the movement 
for the abandonment of the York 
roads to the municipalities through 
which they run, interviewed yesterday 
afternoon In the matter, said that the 
bylaw providing for the same carried 
In the county council by a vote of 
29 to 17, would be submitted for the 
approval of the Lieutenant-Governor- 
ln-Council about Sept. 1. Of the 13 
municipalities Interested, York, Scar- 
boro, Etobicoke, Whitchurch, East 
Gwlllimbury, North Toronto town and 
East Toronto village had declared in 
favor of the bylaw. That of King had 
given the bill the six month’s hoist, 
and Markham had returned the copy 
of the bylaw sent It, with a refusal 
to comply. The township of Vaughan 
the towns of Richmond Hill 
and Aurora and the village 
of Holland Landing were yet 
to be heard ti-om. Asked If Mark­
ham was not^-to hold a meeting to 
protest against the proposed disposal 
of the roads, the reeve replied that 
at the request of 60 ratepayers of the 
district, Markham, Vaughan and 
Richmond Hill had called a meeting at 
Woburn at 6 o’clock on the evening of 
the 20th Inst., to consider the action 
of the representative of Scarboro in 
the matter. Mr. Hill said that the de­
ficit of $22,000 last year In the funds 
set aside for road maintenance in the 
county had made the step advocated 
an absolute necessity. The question 
had been coming up now for 16 years, 
and with one exception, when Its 
adoption was defeated by a difficulty 
between the city and the county with 
reference to the Lake Shore, had 
been lost on each occasion. It was only 
when he had dropped the principle of 
maintaining the roads by a general 
county tax and adopted that of mainte­
nance by Interested municipalities that 
the present understanding had been ar­
rived at. The reeve says he now has 
full faith in the ultimate success of 
tke movement.
