He then askt: “Can our agricultural 
fairs be made successful without the aid of 
any of these so-called attractions? 1 believe 
they can. The Valley Fair Association cf 
Brattleboro, Vt., has shown that one can; 
there for twelve years a most successful fair 
has been held, both as an agricultural display 
and financially. The treasurer of this asso­
ciation, Mr. Julius J. Estey, of the famous 
Eetey Organ Co., says:

“It ia patronized by the. very best people 
in this Connecticut valley, extra trains be­
ing run from as far south as Springfield, 
Mass., and as far north, besides extra trains 
on the Fitchburg road. We started out 
with the avowed purpose of never permitting 
fakirs of any kind on the ground, no pool 
selling, no games cf chance, but a legitimate 
agricultural fair. We have adhered strict­
ly to our rules, and I am confident that all 
our managers believe it is far more profitable 
than any ether course. I believe that if this 
course were followed by other agricultural 
fairs in the country, they would prove not 
only beneficial to the people who attend them 
but also to the stockholders.”

Again the writer refers to a scries of very 
successful fairs, financial and otherwise, that 
were held for a dozen years or more at Coop- 
erstown, New York, but later, “so far as 
the exhibit of live stock, farm implements, 
or farm products were concerned it was a 
total failure. The only thing talked about 
was a horse race, and but a meagre repreeeL* 
tation was there to witness that.”

Is a Violent Death Painful.

Severe injuries to the body are seldom 
very painful at first. The severity of the 
nervous shock seems to paralyze the nerve 
centre, where consciousness of pain ia situa­
ted, and in fatal cases there is often no sense 
of pain, even when death is delayed a day 
or two. In such cases it may be supposed 
that the shock not only paralyzes, but even 
destroys the nerve centre. It may be com­
pared to a lightning flash along the tele­
graph wires, which, although of the Fame 
nature at the electric telegraph current, yet 
is so intense as to destroy tbe receiving in­
struments, so that no subsequent message 
can be received. In some fatal injuries tbe 
nerve that would carry the pain to the 
brain is destroyed, and such accidents are 
almost painless. Our sense of pain is great­
est in the skin, and deep wounds are there­
fore not more painful than shallow ones. In 
surgical operations tbe skin incision is often 
the most painful part, and those who have 
been run through the body say they were 
conscious only of something cold passing 
through them with just a prick at tbe point 
of entry and exit of thefweapon. On the 
other hand, some fatal injuries are very 
painful, especially those that interfere with 
breathing, such as injuries to the chest and 
throat.

pews, etc., and set off by a fine mantel in

An alarm was at once given 
and a search instituted which resulted in the 
finding of a footprint on the river bank. 
Search was continued till about 10 o’clock, 
when the body was found a short distance 
above the railway bridge, floating on the 
rising tide, having drifted over three miles 
from where she entered the river. Mrs. 
Daniels was 55 years of age and leaves a 
husband, two daughters and two sons, 
of whom is Bradford K. Daniels, a graduate 
of Acadia university, whose poetical compo­
sitions have sometimes appeared in the Ca­
nadian Magazine. The husband and family 
have the sympathy of the entire community 
in their bereavoient.

Coroner Morse, of Lawrencetown, held 
an inquest at West Paradise on Sunday 
morning on the body of Mrs. Alonzo Daniels, 
found floating in the river above and near 
the iron railway bridge at Bridgetown. Af­
ter several witnesses had been examined, 
the jury brought in a verdict, “That Mrs. 
Marjorie Daniels came to her death by 
drowning herself in the Annapolis River 
near her residence while temporarily insane.

New York. June 29.—British Consul 
Rameden cables from Santiago de Cuba: 
Hobson is in a spacious front room on the 
ground floor of the barracks, in which is a 
large window looking on the road. The food 
supplied him is good and not limited to reg 
ulatioa rations. Hobson has repeatedly ex­
pressed to me his satisfaction at the treat­
ment accorded him. Nobody here prevents 
his sending a message, but his rules of ser­
vice forbid. His men are in a room on the 
same floor with a large door, in the upper 
part of which are iron bars, facing the bar­
rack yard. The food is better than that 
given to Spanish soldiers, but the dearth of 
supplies causes very limited choice. I visit 
them frequently.

WEEKLY MONITOR.
The First Rea’ Settle Cubi.Cervera’s Fleet Destroyed.

Admiral Cervera’s fleet, consisting of the 
armored cruisers Cristobal Colon, Almirante 
Oquendo, Infanta Maria Teresa and Viscaya, 
and two torpedo boat destroyers, the Furore 
and the Pulton, which had been held in the 
harbor of Santiago de Cuba for six weeks 
past by the combined squadrons of Rear 
Admiral Sampson and Commodore Schley, 
lie at the bottom of the Carribean Sea, off 
the southern coast of Cuba. The Spanish 
admiral is a prisoner of war on the auxiliary 
gunboat Gloucester, and 1,000 to 5,000othèr 
Spanish officers and sailors, all who escaped 
the frightful carnage caused by the shells 
from the American warships, are also held 
as prisoners of war by the United States

Iu the face of overwhelming odds, with 
nothing before him but the inevitable de 
struction and surrender if he remained any 
longer in the trap in which the American 
fleet held him, on July 3rd he made a bold 
dash from the harbor at the time the Amer­
icans least expected him to do so, and fight­
ing every inch of his way, even when his ship 
was a blazing wreck, he tried to snap the 
doom which was written on the muzzle of 
every American gun trained upon his vessel.

The Americons saw him the moment he 
left the harbor and commenced their work 
of destruction immediately.

For an hour or two they followed the fly­
ing Spaniards to the wist ward along the 
shore line, sending shut, ufier shot, into their 
black hulls, tearing great holes in their steel 
sides, and covering their decks with the 
blood of the killed and wounded.

At no time did the Spaniards show any 
indication that they intended to do Otherwise 
than fight to the last.

They showed no signals to surrender, even 
when their ships commenced to sink and the 
great clouds of smoke pauring from their 
sides showed they were ou fire.

But they turned their heads towards the 
shore, less than a mile away, and ran them 
on the beach and rocks, where their destruc­
tion was soon completed.

Oae and another of the Spanish ships be­
came the victims of the awful rain of shells 
which the American battleships, cruisers and 
guuboats poured upon them, and two hours 
after the first of the fleet had started out of 
Santiago harbor, three cruisers and two tor­
pedo boat destroyers were lying on the shore 
ten to fifteen miles west of Morro Castle, 
pounding to pieces, smoke and flame pouring 
from every part of them and covering the 
entire coast line with a mist, which could 
be seen for miles.

Heavy explosions of ammunition occurred 
every few minutes, sending curls of dense 
white smoke a hundred feet in the air, and 
causing a shower of broken iron and steel to 
fall in the water on every side.

The bluffs on the coast line echoed with 
the roar of every explosion, and the Spanish 
vessels rank deeper and deeper into the sand 
or tLe the rocks pounded their hulls to pieces 
as they rolled and pitched forward or side­
ways, with every wave that dashed upon 
them from the open sea.

Admiral Cervera escaped to the shore in a 
boat sent by the Gloucester to the assistance 
of the Infanta Maria Teresa, and as soon as 
he touched the beach he surrendered himself 
and his command to Lieutenant Morton, and 
asked to be taken on board the Gloucester, 
which was the only American vessel near 
him at the time, with several of his officers, 
including the captain of the flagship.

Toe Cristobal Colon was the fastest of 
the Spanish ships, and she soon obtained a 
lead over the others after leaving the bar 
bor and escaped the effect of the shots which 
destroyed the other vessels. She steamed 
away at great speed, with the Oregon, New 
York, Brooklyn and several other ships in 
pursuit, all of them firing at her constantly 

Cand receiving fire themselves from her after

Captain Evans, who had been in the thick 
of the engagement up to the time he took 
the Visuaya’e crew from the shore said 
that to the best oHiis knowledge not one if 
the American ships had been struck.

The torpedo boat Ericson, which also re­
turned from tbe westward about the same 
time made the same report, saying it was 
believed no man was injured on board the 
American ships, though another report had 
it that one man was killed on board the 
Brooklyn, which could not be verified as 
this despatch is sent.

Tnere can be no doubt that Admiral Cer­
vera’s plan to escape was entirely unexpect­
ed by Admiral Sampson, and the beat evi 
dence of this is the fact that when the Span­
ish vessels were seen coming out of the har­
bor the flagship New York was seven miles 
away, steaming to the eastward.

The Spanish prisoners on the ships when 
they found they would be permitted to live, 
adapted ihemstdves comfortably to the situ­
ation, rolled their cigarettes and bfgan 
playing cards among themselves.

Washington, July-3.—A*\uu» i be neat and 
of the battlefield, off Santiago, wherecarnage

for the last three days the Americans have 
pressed forward against an intrenched enemy, 
General Shafter to-day sent the following
despatch, summarizing the situation :

" Camp Near, Sevilla, Cuba, July 3 — We 
have the town well invested on the north 
and east, but with a very thin line. Upon 
approaching it we find it of such a character 
and the defence so strong it will be impossible 
to carry it by storm with my present force. 
Our losses up to date will aggregate a thou­
sand, but the list has not yet been made. 
Little sickness outside of exhaustion from 
intense heat and exertion of the battle of the 
day before yesterday and the almost constant 
fire which is kept up on the trenches. 
Wagon road to the rear is kept up with some 
difficulty on account of rains, but I will be 
able to use it for the present. Gen. Wheeler 
is seriously ill and will probably have to go 
to the rear to-day. Gen. Young also very 
ill ; confined to his bed. Gen. Hawkins 
slightly wounded in foot during sortie enemy 
made last night which was handsomely re­
pulsed.

The War Balloon.

New York, July 2.—A despatch to the 
Press from Siboney says:

" For the first time in the history of 
the United States, a war balloon was sent up 
on the afternoon of June 30, making obser­
vations of incalculable benefit to General 
Shafter’e forces in the field occupied by the 
enemy and over the doomed city of Santiago.

It was manned by two members of tbe 
Signal Corps. The balloon w as sent up from 
an open, even space not far from General 
Sbafter’s headquarters, near Siboney. While 
it soared in the air, seeming to almost touch 
the cloudless sky, at fully 1,800 feet above 
ground, it was in plain view of the American 
army and the men on the warships lying off 
the coast. With them the men carried 
powerful telescopes, which enabled them to 
see the cou’htry for a radius of nearly forty

mated. The men in the balloon were soon 
aware that they had been sighted by the 
Spaniards, for messengers ran about and 
shots, evidently from machine guns, wire 
aimed at them.

The swaying motion of the huge gas bag 
and the effect of gravity, however, pr-_ 
ed any of the pr< j ctiles from hitting ir, 
the Spaniards soon gave up, evidently not 
wishing to waste ammunition.

Everything that could be desired was to 
be Been by the men in the balloon. The bal­
loon remained up until dark, when it was 
slowly hauled down to earth.

News from Manila.

Madrid, June 28 —Tbs government has 
received the following dispatch from Cap­
tain-General Augusti, dated frr m Manila on 
Junee23: "The situation is still grave. I 
continue to maintain* my position inside the 
line of block houses, but the enemy is in­
creasing in numbers as the rebels occupy 
the provinces, which are surrendering. Tor­
rential rains are inundating the entrench 
meets, rendering the work of defence diffi­
cult. The numbers of sick among the troops 
are increasing, making the situation very 
distressing and causing increased desertions 
of the native soldiers. It is estimated that 
the insurgents number 30,000, armed with 
rifles, and 100,000 armed with swords, etc.

Aguinaldo has summoned me to sur­
render, but I have treated his proposals 
with disdain, for I am resolved to maintain 
the sovereignty of Spain and the honor of 
the flag to the last extremity.

"I have over a thousand sick and two 
hundred wounded. The citadel has been in 
vaded by the suburban inhabitants, who 
have abandoned their homes owing to the 
barbarity of the rebels. These inhabitants 
constitute an embarrassment, aggravating 
the situation, in view of the bombardment, 
which, however, is not seriously appre­
hended for the moment.”

Millions in License.

Petrolia, Lamb ton Co., Ont., 
June 25, 1898.

Mr. Editor—Having got through prun­
ing in the vicinity of Sirathroy, Middlesex 
County, I left on the 23d for Michigan, 
and so take in this place — 30 miles from 
Strathroy—on the way. This is the great 
oil region of the Dominion of Canada. At 
least 0000 derricks are up where wells have 
been bored or drilled, and most of them are 
yielding oil at the rate cf half a barrel per 
day, thus averaging in the aggregate about 
3000 barrels daily. While much of the oil 
is carried away in huge tanks on the cars, 
in a crude state there are three or four 
.refiteries preparing it for use in the city. 
The city has grown wonderfully in 20 years, 
so that it numbers now about 6000 inhabit­
ants. It is said that the best machinery 
and tools are made here for all the oil works 
in North America. Josiab, son of Ezekel 
and Mary Saunders Woodworth, of Corn­
wallis, N. 8., lives here and is doing well 
as carpenter and builder of oil tanks—some 
of them holding more than 1000 barrels.

In anticipation of a bountiful harvest, 
farmers who have been storing up their 
grain for years have lately sold out. Deacon 
Edmund Chute, near Strathroy, sold over 
500 bushels of wheat at an average of 95c. 
per bushel.

Small fruits are now coming into market. 
Strawberries were at first 9c. and 10c. per 
quart ; are now down to 3c.

Baptist associations and other religious 
gatherings have been numerous, and picnics 
are the order of the day.

Iu Ontario many will celebrate July 1 and 
12, while iu the United States July 4 will 
be celebrated with great eclat. I am en 
route to North Branch, Mich., to celebrate 
with brother John M. and others.

Cheese factories are doing well iu Ontario, 
and many of them are making over 1000 lbs. 
per day. Some farmers are now haying, 
and many will be next week.

A great agricultural show was held in 
Strathroy lately, when 100 wagons loaded 
with Frost & Wood’s mowers, reapers, 
binders and rakes passed through the town 
with two bands of music, one an Indian 
band. We are having hot weather and 
showers of rain.”' More anon.

A New Gold Field.

From Eastern Manchuria comes news that 
an apparently rich gold field has been dis­
covered. Just a year ago, travellers having 
bowls full of gold became tolerably frequent 
visitors at the small inns in the -district. 
They proved to be farmers and laborers who 
had discovered gold in a valley in the neigh 
borhood, and who were carrying their * piles ’ 
to the nearest city. Of course a rush was 
made for the place, and it was found on the 
western slope of a hill traversed by a small 
stream, which disclosed, along its bank", a 
substratum of richly auriferous soil. Very 
soon 2,000 diggers were working. A great 
rush to the place was expected when the 
frost broke up this spring. It is an interest­
ing question whether the region in the neigh 
borhood of the river and even the adjoining 
mountains may not prove to be rich in gold. 
—Japan AIail.

The Hawaiians.

Washington, D. C., June 29.- In the 
Senate Mr. Roach (North Dakota) delivered 
an argument against the annexation of Ha­
waii. After protesting against the bringing 
under the United States Government of such 
people as formed the bulk of the Hawaiian 
population, Mr. Roach advanced the novel 
argument that the United States should not 
annex the islands as their existence was 
problematic. They were liable to be swal 
lowed up by the sea in an earthquake. 
Further along he maintained that if annex­
ation was to be effected by resolution, the 
proposition ought to be submitted first to the 
Hawaiians themselves for ratification. Any 
other course would tend to destroy the very 
foundations of the United States Govern 
ment by a subversion of the principle that 
this government is based upon the consent 
of the governed.

Teasing Children.

NO WONDER T1IE LITTLE ONES BECOME IR­
RITABLE AND PEEVISH.

[From the Popular Science Monthly.]
The young child, with its fresh, innocent 

ways, is not infrequently regarded as a play- 
thing for the entertainment of its elders, and 
so is teased and tormented in all sorts of 
ways because its response is so novel and in­
teresting. Of course, parents would not call 
such treatment teasing, but that is precisely 
what it amounts to from the child’s stand­
point. Just recently the writer was witness 
to a scene which is typical of much that may 
be observed in one’s environment if he has 
an occasion to look for it. A little child dis­
liked very greatly to have anything touch 
its nose, and would make the liveliest efforts 
to dispel whatever came in contact there­
with. The sweet baby movements were nat­
urally enough, very amusing to an adult, 
who did not see anything in them but fun 
fdr himself.

Frequently some mature person, who 
knew the child’s characteristic in this re- 
gard, would place a finger or other object 
near the delicate member to see the little 
strive with arms, head and body to drive it 
away. On one occasion a grown woman, 
whose years should have taught her better, 
was seen to tantilize the child for a few 
minutes, finally throwing it into a state of 
fatigue. When it grew restless and began to 
cry, it was grabbed up, tossed and thrown 
about and talked to in a loud voice. This 
violent stimulation overcame the impulse to 
ci y for the moment, but had the effect to 
further fatigue it which was shown later 
in continual ciying until it fell asleep. If 
one will think of suÿh things going on day 
after day throughout the early life of a child, 
the irritable, unbalanced, disagreeable chil­
dren of one’s acquaintance may be accounted 
for by at least in part.

Food for the Aged.

At the latter extremity of life little trouble 
is taken to suit the diet to the changed re­
quirements. Sir Henry Thompson 
that old age—the time when digestive forces 

the wane— is not the period for increas­
ed richness of food and condensed forms of 
alimentation. This is an error leading to 
much misery in old age. Less meat is re­
quired after middle age and the food should 
be light and easily digested. Dishes difficult 
of mastication arc also to be avoided, for al­
though the modern dentist has done bis part 
toward removing this necessity, yet the abil­
ity to assimilate the hearty foods is greatly 
lessened in advancing years. Undoubtedly 
many elderly persona suffer from anaemia 
through lack of suitable food. Plain joints 
they can no longer eat with pleasure or ben- 
ifit and such things as nourishing soups, min­
ces and appetising made dishes containing 
various cereals and vegetables not bejng al­
ways available, the appetite not being clam­
orous, they go without, thus becoming blood­
less and suffering from lack of vitality. 
Fruit, both cooked and raw, is an invalu­
able food for those past middle life as in­
deed it is at all ages.

A Scotchman, though born in England, 

Gladstone entered Parliament when a young 
man and attached himself to Sir Robert Peel. 
His first great speech was delivered on the 
death of Peel, and was pronounced a master­
piece. Perhaps the most brilliant speech be 
ever made was when at two o'clock on a De­
cember morning in 1852 he lept to answer 
Disraeli. Old Parliamentary veterans said it 
was the grandest effort ever made in the

It was an event in our student life in Edin- 
- burgh when in 1880 Gladstone came to Scot­

land on a great political campaign. It was 
a general election, and he came North to con­
test Midlothian, for years a political preserve 
for the ducal house of Ruccleuch. During 
this campaign Gladstone delivered some of 
his greatest speeches, which roused the whole 
country, and made him once more Premier 
of Britain. Only one of these speeches we 
heard, and what a treat that was to be sure! 
It was in the Music Hall, George street,

• We leaped the barricade—and at least two
Canadian ministers were in our company— 
dodged the policemen, and gained entrance 
to the hall just as Gladstone was being escort­
ed to the platform. And such an ovation 
he got from- that surging crowd! Tell it to 
the winds that Scotchmen are undemonstra­
tive. Those wild cheers, again and again re­
newed, gave the lie to such an insinuation. 
The speech lasted by the clock two hours and 
and three quarters. We have heard a few 
really great speeches, but ^e give the palm 
to that one. Some one said that Gladstone 
was the only one in his day in the House of 
Commons who could speak in italics. That 
speech was all in. italics. How pure, clear, 
and resonant was the voice, never exactly 
loud, but strong and vibrating, and heard eas­
ily by every one in that huge audience. 
Then lying behind the speech, and giving 
tone to it all, there was the deep conviction 
of a noble Christian man. We can yet see 
his gleaming face, and hear that rich voice 
clear as a bell, as sentence after sentence of 
peroration rolled forth calling the nation back 
to eternal principles of justice and rectitude.

On the following Sabbath we were pass­
ing along George street on our way to St. 
George’s Free Church, where we worshipped.
Jnet as we approached the Earl of Rosebery’s 
town residence the front door opened, and 
out stepped the Earl and Gladstone also on 
their way to church, which happened also to 
be Free St. George’s. We sat in the gallery 
where we had a splendid view of Gladstone 
in the pew underneath. He took copious 
notes of Dr. Whythe’s sermon, a magnificent 
one on King David, which he afterwards de­
clared to be one of the beat discourses he ever 
listened to.

On the evening of the election day after 
Gladstone’s victory was announced we were 
among the vast crowd that blockaded the 
street in front of Rosebery’s residence.
G ladstone came out to the balcony and thank­
ed the electors for the position in which they 
had placed him, Mrs Gladstone holding a 
candle on her hand on one side of him and 
Rosebery one on the other. That was the 
last time we ever saw Britain’s Grand Old 
Man. After repeated calls Rosebery also 
spoke. We can vividly recall his opening 
sentence: “Gentlemen the election ia over and 
I am unmuzzled. (Peers not being allowed 
to take part in a general election). As a Mid­
lothian man I feel proud of this victory. 
This is a proud day for Midlothian, for Scot­
land, aye, for the world.” It was during 
that campaign that Rosebery became Scot­
land’s favourite peer, dn the crest of that 
wave he rode into the popularity which has 
been his ever since.

These are a few of the reminiscences the 
above paragraph recalled. We are loath to 
lose our great men, and Gladstone is the 
greatest Roman of them all. With him dies 
the last of our parliamentary leaders with 
whom oratory was an art. A leading critic 
has called him by far the best orator of his 
age, and first of scholars as well. “ He was 
an essayist, a critic, a Homeric scholar; dil­
ettante in art, music, and old china, he 
a theological controversialist; he was apolit­
ical economist, a financier, a practical admin­
istrator whose gift of mastering details has 
hardly ever been equaled; he was a states­
man and an orator.”

And now his work is done, others will tell 
the story of his life, and point the moral.
By and by, with many others, we may lay 
a wreath upon the grave of by far the great­
est man we have ever seen. —Rev. Marcus 
Scottt R.A., Detroit, in Toronto Presbyterian
