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 INTRODUCTION.

N contemplating the tapid progrefs of im.
provement in the fciences, and the general
diffufion of knowledge fince the commencement
of the eighteenth century, we are unavaidgbly
led to obferve, with admiration, that a&ive {pi-
rit of difcovery by medns of which the remoteft
regions of the earth have been explored ; a friendly
communication opened with their inhabitants;
and various commodities; of a moft valuable na-
ture, contributing either to relieve their necef-
fities, or éugment “théir . comforts, introduced
among the lefs-enlightened- part of our fpecies.
A mutual intercourfe has been alfo eftablithed, in
many inftances, on the folid bafis of a reciprocity
of benefits ; and the producive labour of the ci-
vilized world has found new markets for the dif-
pofal of its manufactures. Nor has the balance
of trade been wholly againft the people of the
newly-difcovered countries ; for, whilt fome
have been enabled to fupply their vifitors with an
__abundance of food, -and-the moft- valuable r¢«———— (&
Vor.I. C frefhments, -3
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frethments, in exchange for iron, copper, ufeful
implements, and articles of ornament ; the in-
duftry of others has been ftimulated to procure
the fkins of animals, and other articles of'a com-
‘mercial nature; which' they have found to be
eagerly fought for by the traders who now refort
to their fhores from Europe, Afia, and the eaf-
_ietn fide of North Arherica.'

‘The great naval powers of Europe, infpired

with a defire not only of acquiring, but alfo of
f:ommunicating, knowledge, had extended their
refearches, in the 16th and 17th centuries, -as
far into the Pacific Ocean as their limited infor-
mation of the geography of the earth, at that
time, enabled them to penetrate.  Some few at-
tempts had- alfo _bc;:n made by this country to-
wards the conclufion of each of thefe centuries;
but it was not until the year 1764 that Great
Britain, benefiting by the experience of former
enterprizes, laid the foundation for that vaft ac-
ceffion of geographical knowledge which fhe
has fince obtained, by the perfevering fpirit of her
- fucceffive diftinguifhed circumnavigators.
By theintroducionof nautical aftronomy into

marine
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marine education, we are taught to fail on the
hypothenufe, inftead of traverfing two fides of
a triangle, which was the ufage in earlier times;
by this‘méa.ns, the circuitous courfe of all voyages
from place to place is confiderably fhortened;
~and it is. now become evident, that fea officers
' of the moft common-rate abilities, who will take
the trouble of making themfelves acquainted
with the principles of this {cience, will, on all
fuitable occafions, with proper and corre& ‘in-
ftruments, be enabled to acquire:a knowledge of
their fituation in the Atlantic, Indian, or Pacific
Oceans, with a degree of "accuracy fufficient to
fteer on a meridional or diagonal line, to any
known fpot; provided it be fufficiently confpi-

Fuous to be viﬁblc at any diftance from five to

. F
ten leagues.

This great improvement, by which the moft
remote parts of the terreftrial globc' are brought
fo eafily within our reach, would neverthelefs

‘Have been comparatively of little utility, had
not thofe happy means been difcovered, for pre-
ferving the lives and health of the officers and
{feamen engaged in fuch diftant and perilous un-

Cz2 dertakings ;

o
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dertakings; which were fo fuccefsfully pradifed

by Captain Cook, the firft great difcoverer of this
falutary fyftem, in all his Jatter voyages round
the g}obc. But in none have the effe&s of his
wife regulations, regimen, and difcipline, been
more manifeft, than in the courfe of the expedi-~
tion of which the following pages are defigned
to treat. To an unremitting attention, not only
to food, cleanlinefs, ventilation, and an early ad-
miniftration of antifeptic provifions and medi-
cines, but alfo to prevent, as much as poffible,
the chance of indifpofition, by prohibiting indi-
viduals {rom carelefsly expofing themfelves to
" the influence of climate, or unhcal}:hy indul-
gences in times of relaxation, and by relieving
them from fatigue and the inclemency of the
weather the moment the nature of their -duty
would permit them to retire; is to be afcribed
the prefervation of the health and lives of feafar-
ing people on long voyages. Inftead of veflels re-
turning from parts, by ne means very remote, with
the lofs of one half, and fometimes two-thirds of
their crews, in confequence of fcorbutic and other

contagious diforders ; inftances are now not want-

~ing
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ing - of laborious fervices having'been performed
in'the moft diftant regions; in which, after an
dbfence of more than three or four years, during
which time the veflels had been fubje@ed to all
the viciffitudes of climate, frem 'the fcorching
heat of the torrid zone to the freezing blafts of
the aréic or antar&ic circles, the crews have re-
turned in perfe@ health, and eonfifting’ nearly
of every individual they had carfied out; whilft
thofe who unfortunately had not furvived, cither
from accident or difeafe, did not exceed in num-
ber the mortality that might reafonably have
been expeed, during the fame period of time,
in the ‘moft healthy fituations of this country:
To thefe valuable improvements, Great Britain
is, at this time, in a great meafure indebted, for
her prefent exalted ftation amongft the nations
of the earth; and it thould feem, that the reign
of George the Third had been referved by the
Great Difpofer of all-things, for the glorious tafk
of eftablithing the grand key-ftone to that ex-

highly beneficial to the untutored . parts -of the
human race, and fo extremely important to-thdt
large proportion of the fubjedts -of this- empire
who are brought-;up to theifea fervice, déferve
to be juftly appreciated ;- and it becomes- of very
little importance-to the bulk=of fociety, whofe

fion of commerce, -what may be the animadver~

ceflary, for the purpefe: of bringing the. reader
acquainted with what-had  been accomplithed,
previoutly’ to- my beihg honered .with. his Ma-
jefty’s cemmands to follow up the labours of that
Hluftrious naVigatQ;_fCVaptai‘rlx. "Jamc;‘s‘ Cook; "to
whofe fteady, ’gn:iforin, .and indefatigable atten-

Thofe benefits did not long remain unnoticed
by the commercial part of the Britith nation.
Remote and diftant voyages being now no longer
objeds of terror, enterprizes were projeéted, and
carried into execution, for the purpofe of eftab-
lithing new and lucrative branches of commerce
between North Weft America and China ; and
parts of the coaft of the former, that had not been

C4 minutely
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minutely examined by Captain Cook, became now
the general refort of the perfons thus engaged.
Unprovided as thefe adventurers were with:
proper aftronomical - and nautical . infiruments,
and having their views dire@ed almoft intirely
to the obje& of their employers, they had neither
the means, por the leifure, that were indifpen-
fably requifite for amaffing: any certain geogra-
phical information. This became evident, from
the accounts of their feveral voyages given to the
public; in which, notwithftanding that they
pofitively c_ontradi&ed;cach\ other, as well In
geographical and nautical facts as in thofe of a
commercial nature, they yet agreed in filling up
the blanks in the charts of Captain Cook with

as we had failed together with:Captain’ Cook on’
his voyage towards the fouth pole, and ‘as both-
had afterwards accompanied him with Captaih.
Clerke in the Difcovery during his laft voyage;
I had no doubt that we were engaged in an-ex-
pedition, which would prove ‘no- lefs interefting
to my friend than agreeable to.my withes.
.. A thip, proper for the fervice under contem-
plation, was ordered to be provided. In the yard
of Meflrs. Randall and Brent, on the banks of
the Thames, a veflel of 340 tons burthen was
nearly finithed; and as fthe would require but

for the pdrpoﬁ:, the was purchafed ; and, on.hexj
being launched, was named the Difcovery. .
The firft day of the year 1790 the Difcovery
was commiffioned by Captain Roberts ; fome of
the other officers were alfo appointed, and the
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thip was conduded to His Majefty’s dock-yard
at Deptiord; where .the was put- into a ftate of
equipment ; which was ordered to-be executed
with all the difpatch that the nature of the fers
vice_required. R

For fome time previous to this perwd the Spa-
niards; roufed by the fuccefsful efforts' of the
Britith nation to obtain a more extended know-
ledge of the earth, had: not only ventured to
vifit fome of the newly-difcovered iflands in the
tropical: regions of the Pacific Ocean, but had
alfo, in the year 1775, with a fpirit foméwhat
_analogous to that which prompted their firft dif-

c5§7ery of America, extended their refearches to
the northward, along the coaft of North-Weft
America. . But this undertaking did not feem

to ‘have reached beyond the acquirement of a
very fuperficial knowledge of the fhores; and
though thefe were found to be extremely broken,
and divided by the waters of the Pa’ciﬁc,,yct- it
does not appear that any meafures were purfued
by them for afcertaining the extént to which
thofe waters penctrated .into the interior of the
American continent.

This
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. This dpparent.indifference in exploring new
countries, aughtnot, however;: to be a.’ttributédAto
a dcﬁciencyf in 1kill, or to a want of fpirit for en-
terprize, in the commander * of that expedition;
becaufe there 1s great reafon to believe, that’thc
extreme caution which has fo.long and:fo nigidly
governed the court of Madrid, to prevent, as
much.as poffible; not only their American, but
likewife their Indian, eftablithments from being
vifited by any ‘Europeans, (unlefs they were fub-
Je&s of the crown of ‘Spain, and liable to a mi-
litary tribunal) had greatly confpired, with other
confiderations of a political nature, to reprefs that
defire of adding to the fund of geographical
knowledge, which has fo eminently diftinguifhed
this country. And hence it is not extraordinary,
that the-difcovery of a north-weftern navigable
communication between the Atlantic and  Pa-
cifi¢ Oceans; fhould not have been confidered as
an obje_&— much to be defired by the Spanifth
court. Since that expedition, however; the Spar

niards feem to have: conﬁdcred-y,thcir former na-

tional charaéter asin fome meafure at ftake ; and

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‘they have certainly become-more acquainted than
they wete with the- extenfive countries immedi-
ately ‘adjoining to' their immenfe empire-in‘the
new world; yet the meafures that-they adopted
ih order to obtdin that informatiofi; weré ‘ex~
ecuted in fo defe@ive a manner, that all the im-
portant queftions-to geogfaphy ftill remained ur-
decided, and in the fame-flate of uncertainty.
Towards the end of April, the Difcovery was,
in moft re‘fpe&s,s in a condition to prdce'éd down

the river, when intelligence was received that

the Spaniards -had committed ‘depfedations ‘on
different branches of the Britifh:commerce ‘on
the coaft of North-Weft America, and that tbey
had feized on the Englith'veflels and faQories in
Nootka found. This in-télvl-igen!ce. gave rife to
difputes between the courts of I.oadon and. Ma-
drid, which ‘wore. the - threatening -appearance of
being-terminated by no other.means: than. thofe
of reprizal.. In confequence of this an-armament
took place, and the further pacific equipment of
the Difcovesy 'was fufpended; her ftores.and
provifions were returned to the refpe&ive offices,
and her.officers and men were engaged in more

active
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adtive fervice.  On this occafion I refumed my
profeffion under my highly-efteemed friend, Sir
- Alan Gardner, then captain of the Courageux,
‘where ] remained until the 17th of the Novem-
ber following ; when I was ordered to repair to
town for the purpofe of attending to the com-
mands of the Board of Admiralty.

The uncommon celerity, and unparalleled dif-
patch, which attended the equipment of one of
the nobleft fleets that Great Britain ever faw, had
probably its _duc'inﬂuenc;e upon the court of Ma-
drid, for, in the Spanifh convention, which was
confequent on that armament, reftitution ‘was
offered to this country for the captures and ag-
greflions made by the fubje@s of his Catholic
Majefty ; together with an ackn,owledginent of
an equal right with Spain to the exercife and
‘profecution eof all commercial undertakings in
thofe feas, reputed- before to belong only to the
Spanifh crown. . The extenfive branches of the
fifheries, and the fur -trade ‘to China, being con-
fidered as obje@s of very material importance to
this country, it was deemed expedient, that an
officer thould be fent to Nootka to receive back,

n
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in form, a reftitution of the territories on which
the Spaniaras had feized, and alfo to make an
accurate farvey of the coaft, from the 30th de-
| gree of north latitude north-weftward toward
Cook’s river; and further, to obtain every pof-
fible information that could be colleéted refpe&-
ing the natural and political flate of that country.

The outline of this intended expedition was
communicated to me, and 1 had the honor of
being appointed to the command of it. At this
juncture it appeared to be of importance, that all
poffible exertion fhould be made in its equip-
ment; and as the Difcovery, which had been fe-
le&ed on the former occafion, was now rigged,
fome of her ftores provided, and the herfelf éqn-
fidered, in moft refpets, as a veflel well calcu-
lated for the voyage under contemplation, the
was accordingly direted to be got ready for that
fervice; and the Chatham armed tender, of 135
tons burthen, built at Dover, having been def-

tined to accompany the Difcovery on the former

occafion, was ordered to be equipped to attend

on the voyage now to be undertaken, and was
Vor. 1. D , fent
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fent to Woolwich to receive fuch neceffary re-
pairs and alterations as were deemed réquiﬁ’tc.r '

The Difcovery was copper-faftened, theathed
with plank, and coppered over; the Chatham
only theathed with copper. The former mount-

ed ten four-pounders, and ten fwivels; the latter,

four three-pounders and fix {wivels. The fol-
lowing lift will exhibit the eftablithment of the

officers and men in the two veffels.

I bad
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I had great reafon to be fatisfied with thefe ar-
rangements; the fecond and third lieutenants,
and the mafter of the Difcovery, whom I had the
honor of being allowed to name for this fervice;
had all ferved fome years with me, under the
command of Sir Alan Gardner, both at home
and in the Weft-Indies ; the other officers were

men of known chara&er, poffefling good abilis

ttes, and excellent difpofitions, which their fub~
fequent conduc and zeal, exhibited on all occa-
fions, fu‘ﬁicicntly demonttrated.

" In the former equipment of the Difcovery,
Captain Roberts and myfelf had undertaken to
make all fuch aftronomical and nautical obferva-
tions, as the circumftances occurring in the
voyage might demand. This tatk now devolved
upon me alone; but with the affiftance of Mr.
Whidbey, I entertained little doubt of accom-
plifhing the propofed obje&, at leaft in an ufeful
manner; for which purpofe we were fupplied by
the Navy Board with fuch an affortment of in-

{truments as I confidered to be neceflary.
It was with infinite fatisfa&ion that I faw,
amongft the officers and young gentlemen of
D3 the
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the quartcr;dcck, fome who, with little inftruc~
tion, would foon be enabled to conftru& charts,
take plans of bays and harbours, draw landfcapes,
and make faithful reprefentations of the feveral
head-lands, coafts, and countries, which we
might difcover ; thus, by the united efforts of our
hittle community, the whole of our proceedings,
and the information we might obtain -in the
courfe of the voyage, would be rendered profitable
to thofe who might fucceed us in-traverfing the
remote parts of the globe that we were deftined
to explore, without the gﬁiﬁancg of profeflional

perfons, as aftronemers or draft{fmen.

Botany, however, .was an obje&t of fcientific

inquiry with which no one of us was much ac-
quainted ; but as, in expeditions of a fimilar na-
ture, the moft valuable opportunities had been
af{orded for adding to the general ftock of bota-
nical information, Mr. Archibald Menzies, a
furgeon in the royal navy, who had before vifited
the Pacific Ocean in one of the veflels employed
in the fur trade; was appointed for the fpecific
purpofc of making fuch refearches; and had,
doubtlefs, given fufficient proof of his abilities,

to
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to quelify him for the ftation it was intended he
thould fill.  For the purpofe of p;gferving, fuch

new or uncommon. plants as he might.deem

worthy of a place anion-gfc his Majefty’s vcr\y‘v_é.-
luable ’c_olle&i'on of exotics. at Kew, a glazed
frame was crected on the after pirt_ of .the quar-
ter-deck, for the reception of thofe he might have
an oopportunity of colleéting. ..

The Board: of Admiralty, ; greatly, attentnc to
our p_erfqna.l, comforts, .gave: dxre&xons that thc
Difcovery é.jn_d' Chatham {ho.uild‘ each be fupphed
with all fuch articles as might b@:ﬁ_cqnﬁdered_,irn
any way likely to' become neceflary,. during i:h_c
execution of the long an(:l arduous. fervice in
which we were about to‘,engagc. - Our ftores,
from the naval.arfenals,- were ordered to bc fe-
le&ted of the very beft fozts, and to be made
with materials of the beft, quality. . In addition
to the ordinary cﬂabh{hment we were fuppued
with a large affortment of feines and other ufeful
fithing tackle of various kinds. The prouﬁons
were furnithed at the vicualling-office with the
greatefl care, all of which p'r,Q\"cd to be excellent,
and manifefted the judgment which ‘had been

. Da exercifed
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exercxfcd—xn the fele@ion and preparation of the
" feveral articies. To thefe were added a large
praportion of four-krout, portable foup, wheat
inftead of the ufisal fupply of catmeal for break-
faft, the effence of malt and fpruce, makt, hops,
dried yeatt, flour, and feed muﬁard “which may
2ll be confidered as articles of food. Thofe of a
medicinal nature, with which we were amply
fapplied, were Dr. James's powders; vitriolic
elixir, the rob of lemons and oranges, in fuch
quantities and proportions.as the ﬁzrgeon tbought
requifite ; togcthcr with an augmcntatzon to
the ufual allowance, amounting to a hundred
wéight, of the beft péruvian bark.

To render our vifits as acceptable as pbfﬁble
to the .inhabitants of the iflands or continent in
the Pacific Ocean, and to eftablith on a firm bafis
a friendly intercourfe with the feveral tribes with
which we might occafionally meet, Lord Gren-
ville dire@ed that a liberal affortment of various
Eui'opean commoeodities, both ef a ufeful and or-
namental nature, thould be fent on board from
the Secretary of State's office. From the Board
of Ordnance the veflels were fupplied with every
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thing neceffary for our defence, and amongft
other articles were four well-contrived three-
pound field pieces, for the protection of our little
encampment againft any hoftile attempts of the
native Indians, amongft whom we thould necef~
fanilly have frequent occafion to refide on fhore;
and for the amufement and entertainment of
fuch as were peaceably and friendly difpofed to-
wards us, we were furnithed with a moft excel-
tent aflortment of well-prepared fireworks. So
that nothing fecmed to have been forgotten, or
omitted, that might render our equipment as
complete as the nature of the fervice we were
about to execute could be confidered to demand.
But as I have hitherto only pointed‘ out in ge-
neral terms the outline of the intended expedi-
tion ; the various objeds it propofcd to embrace,
and the end it was expefled to anfwer, will be
more clearly perceived by the perufal of the in-
ftru&ions under which I was to fail, and by which
I was to govern my conduct ; and the reader will
be thereby enabled to form a judgment, how far
his majefty’s commands, during this voyage, have
been properly carried into execution.

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“ By the Commiffioners for executing the
office of Lord High Admiral of Great

Britain and Ireland, &c.
¢« The KiNe having judged it expedient, that

an expediﬁon fhould be immediately undertaken

for acquiring @ more complete knowledge, than
has yet been obtained, of the north-wcﬁ coaft of
America; and, the {loop you command, together
with the Chatham armed tender (the Lieutenant
commanding which, has been directed to follow
your orders) having been equipped for that fer-
vice; you are, in ﬂpur‘fuance of his Majefty’s
pleafure, fignified to us by Lord Grenville, one
of his principal Seccretaries of State, hereby ré:—-
quired and dircéted to procced, without lofs of
time, with the faid floop and tender, to the
Sandwich iflands in the North Pacific Ocean,
where you are to remain during the next winter;
employing yourfelf very diligently in the exami-
nation and furvey of the faid iflands: and, as
foon as the weather fhall be favorable (which
may be.expected to bein February, or at lateft in
March, 1792) you are to repair to the north-weft

tioned.

It having been agreed, by the late conven-
tion between his Majefty and the Catholic King,—
(a printed copy of which you will receive here-
with) that the buildings and trads of land, fitu-
ated on the north-weft coaft above mentioned,
or on iflands adjacent thereto, of which the fub-
Jje&s.of. his* Britanmic Majefty were difpoffeffed
about the month of April, 1789, by a Spanifh
officer, fhall be reftored to the faid Britith {ub-
je&s, the court of Spain has agreed to fend orders
for that purpofe to its officers in that part of the
world ; but as the particular fpecification of the
parts to be reftored may ftill require fome further
time, 1t 1s intended that the King’s orders, for
this purpc;fe, fhall be fent out to the Sandwich
iflands, by a vefiel to be employed to carry thi-
ther a further ftore of provifions for the floop and
armed tender above mentioned, which it is meant
thall fail from this country in time to reach thofe
iflands in the courfe of next winter.

« If, therefore, in confequence of the arrange-

ment to be made with the court of Spain, it’

“courfe, as hath been already mentioned, could
be eftablithed ; it will therefore be neceflary, for
the purpofe of afcertaining this point, that the
{urvey thould be fo conduéted, as not only to af-
certain the general line of the fea coaft, but alfo
the dire@ion and extent of all fuch confiderable
inlets, whether made by arms of the fea, or by
the mouths of large rivers, as may be likely- to
lead to, or facilitate, fuch communication as is
‘above defcribed.

« This being the principal objet of the exa-

Nootka. The difcovery of a near communication
between any- fuch fea or ftrait, and any river
running into, or from the lake of the woods,
would be particularly ufeful.

¢ If you thould fail of difcovering any fuch
inlet, as 1s above mentioned, to the fouthward of
Cook’s river, there 1s the greateft probability that
it will be found that the faid river rifes in fome of
the lakes already known to the Canadian traders,
and to the fervants of the Hudfon’s bay company ;
v.'h/ich point it would, in that cafe, be matenal to
afcertain; and you are, therefore, to endeavour
to afcertain accordingly, with as much precifion
as the circumftances exifting at the time may al-
low: but the difcovery of any fimilar communi-
cation more to the fouthward (thould any fuch
exift) would be much more advantageous tfor the

purpofes
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purpofes of commerce, and thould, therefore, be
preferably attended to, and you are, therefore,
to give it a preferable attention accordingly.

“ With refpe& to the fecond obje& abeve
mentioned, it is probable that more particular
inftruétions will be given you by the veflel to be-
fent to the Sandwich iflands as aforefaid; but,
if not, you are to be particularly careful in the
execution of that, and every other part of the fer-
vice with which you are entrufted, to avoid, with
the utmoft caution, the giving any ground of
Jealoufy or complaint to the fubjeéts of His Ca-
tholic Majefty; and, if you fhould fall in with
any Spanifh thips employed on any fervice fimi-
lar to that which is hereby committed to you,
you are to afford to the officer commanding fuch
thips every pofiible degree of affiftance and infor-

. mation, and to offer to him, that you, and-he,

fhould make to each other, reciprocally, a free
and unreferved communication of all plans and
charts of difcoveries made by you and him in
your refpe&ive voyages.

If, in the courfe of any part of this fervice,

you,
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you, of the officers or the people under your
command, fhould meet with the fubjeés or vel=
fels of any other ?ower or ftate, you and they
are to treat them in the moft friendly manner,
and to be careful not to do any thing which may
give-occafion to any interruption of that peace
which now happily fubfifts between His Majefty
and all other powers. .

¢ The whole of the furvey above mentioned
(if carried on with a view to the objeds before
ftated, without too minute and particular an exa-
mination of the detail of the different parts of
the coaft laid down by it) may, as it is under-
ftood, probably be completed in the fummers of
1792 and 1793 ; and, in the intermediate wiri-
ter, it will be proper for you to repair, and yqu

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Amongft other obje&s demanding my atten-
tion, whilft engaged in carrying thefe orders into

" juftice to the original intention; by detailing the
information that arofe in the execution of it, in
a way calculated to/ffruc?, even though it thould
fail to entertain. And when the writer alleges,
that from the age of thirteen, his whole life, to
the commencement of this expedition, (fifteen

| ‘ months
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months only excepted) has been devoted to con-
ftant employment in his Majefty’s naval fervice,
he feels, and with all poffible humility, that he

has fome claims to the indulgence of a generous

public; who, under fuch circumftances, will
not expect to find elegance of diction, purity of
ftyle, or unexceptionable grammatical accuracy :
but will be fatisfied with “ a plain unvarnithed”
relation, given with a rigid attention to the truth
of fuch tranfactions and circumftances as ap-
peared to be worthy of being recorded by a naval
officer, whofe greateft pride is to deferve the ap-
pellation of being zealous in the fervice of his
king and country. .

Valparaifo, on his return to England in the year
1795. He had alfo prepared the introduction,
and a further part of the journal as far as page
408 of the laft volume. The whole, therefore,
of the important part of the work, which com-
prehends his geographical difcoveries and 1m-
provcments,-is now prcfentcd to the public, ex-

actly
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aftly as it would have been had Captain Van-
couver been ftill living. The notes which he
had made on his journey from the port of Val-
paraifo to his arrival at St. Jago de Chili, the
capital of that kingdom, were unfortunately loft;
and I am indebted to Captain Puget for having

affifted me with his obfervations on that occa-
fion. -

Ever fince Captain Vaneouver's laft return to
England, his health had been in a very debilitated
ftate, and his conftitution was evidently fo much
impaired by the arduous fervices in which, from
his earlieft youth, he had been conftantly engag-
ed,* that his friends dared to indulge but little

hope
* The late Captain Vancouver was appointed to the Refo-
lution by Captain Cook in the autumn of the year 1971, and.
on his return from that voyage round the world, he underteok
to afit in the outfit and ecjuipment of the Difcovery, deftined
to accompany Captain Cook on his Iaft voyage to the North
Pole, which was concluded in Cé&ober, 1780. On the gth of
December following he was made a lieutenant into the Martin
floop ; .in this veflel he continued until he was remcved into .
the Fame, one of Lord Rodney’s fleet in the Weft-Indies,
where he rc'named until the middle of the year 1783. In the
year 1784 he was appointed to, and failed in the Europa to
Jamaica, on which ftation he continued until her return to
England in September 178g. On the 1ft of January 1790,
he was appeinted to the Difcovery, but foon afterwards was
removed to the Courageux : here he remained unti] Decem-
ber, 17g0, when he was made mafter and commander, and
sppeinted to the Difcovery. In Auguft, 1794, hé was, with-

out
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hope that he would continue many years amOﬁgé
them. Notwithftanding that it pleafed the Di-
vine Providence to fpare his life until he had
been able to revife and complete the account of
the geographical part of his late Voyage of Dif-
covery, a circumftance which muft ever be re-
garded as moft fortunate by all the friends of
fcience, and efpecially by thofe profeffional per=
fons who may hereafter be likely to follow him,
through the intricate labyrinth which he had fo
minutely explored; yet it will ever be a con=
fideration of much regret, that he did not furvive
to perfect the narrative of his labours. He had
made many curious obfervations on the natural
hiftory of the feveral countries he had vifited, and
on the manners, cuftoms, laws and religion, of
the various people with whom he had met, or
amongft whom he had occafionally refided; but
had been induced to poftpone thefe mifcellaneous
matters, left the regular diary of the voyage
thould be interrupted by the introduction of fuch
defultory obfervations. Thefe he had intended
to prefent in the form of a fupplementary or con-
cluding chapter, but was prevented by the unfor-
tunate event of his illnefs.

oat folicitation, promoted to the rank of poft-captain, and was
paid off on the conclofion of his laft vovage in November,
1795. After this period he was conftantly employed, until
within a few weeks of his deceafe, in May, 1798, in preparing
the following jourhal for publication.

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Moft of the papers, which contain thefe inte-
refting particulars, are too concife and too uncon-~
nedted for me to attempt any arrangement of
them, or to fubmit them to the. reader without
hazarding Captain Vancouver’s judgment as an
obferver, or his reputation as a narrator, rigidly

"devoted to the truth. But as fome of the notes,
which he made upon the fpot, are of too valuable
‘a nature to be intirely loft, I fhall venture to
fubjoin them to the Hiftory of the Voyage, as
nearly as pofiible in his own words, without at-
tempting amy fuch arrangement of them, as
might tend to diminifh their authenticity, or
bring into doubt that fcrupulous veracity from
which Captain Vancouver never departed.

The whole narrative of the Voyage of Difco-
very having been brought'to its conclufion at
Valparaifo, by Captain Vancouver himfelf, there
only remains for me to add, that in preparing
for the prefs the {mall remainder of his journal,
comprehending the paffage round Cape Horn to
St. Helena, and from thence to England, I have
ftrictly adhered to the rough documents before
me ; but as no new incidents occurred in this
part of the voyage, and as the infertion of log-
book minutes, over a fpace which is now fo fre-
quently traverfed, cannot either be ufeful or en-
tertaining, 1 have endeavoured to comprefs this

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portion of the journal into as few pages as pof-
fible.

In performing this painful tafk, I have had
fevere and ample caufe to lament the melancholy
office to which I have been compelled, by the
death of him whofe carly departure from this
life has deprivedhis Majcfty of an a&ive and able
officer, truth and {cience of a fteady fupporter,
{ociety of an uniformly valuable member, and in
- addition to the feclings of many who live to re-
gret the lofs of a fincere friend, I'have to deplore
that of a moft affectionate brother.

N:the 15th of December, 1790, I had the -

honor of receiving my commiffion as com-

mand:t of his Majefty’s floop the Difcovery, then

lying at* Deptford, ‘where, the next morning,

Thurfday the.

been fele@ed as a proper officer to command the
Chatham, he was accordingly appointed ; but the
repairs the demanded prevented her cqulpmcnt
keeping pace with that of the Difcovery ; which
in moft refpe@s being completed by Thurfday
the 6th of January, 1791, the fails wcrebcnt,
and the fhip got in readinefs to procced down the
river.  With a favorable wind on the follomng
day, Friday the 7th,” we failed, and anchoed in
'Long Reach about five in the evening. Altlough
this trial of the fhip may appear very inﬁéniﬁ-
cant, yet as fhe had ncver been under fail, § was
not made without fomc anxiety. The conffruc-
" tion of her upper works, for the fake of dding
to the comfort of the accommodations, dit‘r:g
‘materially from the general fathion, produdd an
unﬁghtly .appearance, and gave rife to x# tous
opinions “unfavorable to her qualities as § fea-
boat ; for which reafon it was natural to
minuteft attention to her fteering and othegpro-
perties when in motion’; and we obtainedig the
courfe of this thort trip, the pleafing prof]
her proving handy, and in all other reff
~ very comfortable veffel. Various neceffef oc-
cupations detained us in Long Reach until

T e s, i e
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orders for this purpofe were accompamed by-

another, to receive on board and convey to his
native country, Towererco, an Indian, from one
of the Sandwich iflands, who had been brought
from thence by fome of the north-weft American
traders, in July, 1789. This " man had lived,
whilft in England, in great obfcurity, and did

‘not feém 1in the leaft to have bcneﬁted by hlS re-
~fidence in this country. o :

Unfavorable winds prevented our reaching the
Downs until Sunday the 30th; where they ftill
continued, -and, being attended with very boif-
terous weather, detained us until Thurfday the

 3dof Fcbruary ; when, mth a ﬁrong galc frorn '

About noon we paﬁ'ed the’ South Forcland and
had the misfortune to lofe John Brown, who fell

~ overboard and was drowned. He was one of the

carpenter’s mates; an- cxcccdiﬁgly good man, and
very much regretted. About noon on Saturday
the 5th, we anchored at prthead ‘where Rear-
Admiral Goodall’s flag ‘was flying on board his
Majefty’s thip Vanguard, in company with twelve
fail of the line and feveral frigates,

Some defets in - the thip’s head were already
evident, as the bumkins and a confiderable part
of the head were now wathed away. Thefe re-
pairs, with fuch other duties as were neceflary, |
gave orders to have executed; and my prefence

Fa3 - bcing .
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being required in London, I repaired thither;
where I remained until Sunday the 27th, when
I returned to Port{fmouth, with orders to- procced
to Falmouth. - e

On former voyages of thzs defcrxptlon, it: had
been cuftomary to pay.the:officers -and thip’s
company the wages that had become due whilft
they had been employed in the equipment of the
veflels, which in general had occupied fix months
or upwards ; -enabling them by fuch means rhore
effectually to provide themf{elves with thefe com-
forts which fuch long:and femote fervices ever
demand. But as a fimilar payment ta the crews
of the Difcovery and Chatham, {whofe comple-’
ments were. now complete) for “the - fhort time
they had been in pay, would havc been of littie
~ affiftance; the Lords of the Admiralty, -at my
folicitation, had the goodnefs to grant them three
‘months pay in advance; which was accordingly
received free of all deducions, -

I have already mentioned that the Navy Board
had fupplied me with an affortment of mathe-
matical inftruments; and the -Board of Longi-
tude, in com‘pliafrég:c with the -wifhes of the Ad-~
miralty, provided fﬁﬂadﬂition» two chronometers ;
one .made by the late eminent Mr. Kendall, (the
excellence of which had been manifefted on board
the Difcovery during Captain Cook’s latt voyage,
and which had lately been cleaned and put intq

order
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‘order by its very worthy and ingenious maker, a
thort time before his deceafe;) the other lately
made by Mr. Arnold.: Thefe had both been de-
pofited at the obfervatory of the Port{fmouth aca-
demy, for the purpofe of finding theéir refpe@ive
errors, and for afcertaining their fate of going.
The former was delivered to me, with fuch
obfervations as had been made to -that effe&;
whence it appeared ‘to be faft of mean time at
Greenwich; on Tuefday the 1ft of March at
_-poon, 1/:30" 18", and to be gaining on mean
“time at the rate of 6" 127 per day. - ‘The latter
was dire@ed to be put on board the Chathar,
which veffel had now arrived from the river. -

Having ‘completely finithed our bufinefs with
the dock-yard on the evening of Thurfday the
3d, we dropped down to St. Helen’s, and the
next morning, Friday the 4th, proceeded down -
channel, leaving the Chatham behind; not as yet
quxtc ready to accompany us; in our ‘way we
ftopped at Guernfey, and on Saturday the 12th
arrived at Falmouth, where I was to wait-the ar-
rival of the Chatham, and to receive my final
inftru&tions for the “profecution of the voyage.
An Admiralty meflenger prefented-me with the
latter on-Sunday the 20th; but the Chatham
did not arrive until- the 31{t, when Licutenant
Broughton, who had orders.to put him{elf under
my command, received fuch fignals and inftruc-

Fa : tiong
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tions as were neceflary on this occafion. He in-
formed me, that they had -experienced a very -
boifterous paflage from ~Spithead, and that the
Chatham had proved fo very crank, as, in fome
inftances, to occafion confiderable alarm. Tle
- length -of time I had already waited for her ar-
rival rendered this- intelligence very unpleafant ;
as, demanding immediate attention, it would
caufe further delay, which I much wifthed to
avoid ; efpecially as a favorable gale for cléézing
the channel now prevailed.. - The apprehenfion
of further detention by contrary winds, fhould we
lofe the prefent opportunity by breaking up the
Chatham’s hold for the reception of more ballatt,
induced me to refort to -another expedient, that
‘of lending her all our fhot, which when ftowed
amidfhips as low down as poffible, and every
weight removed. from above, we flattered our-
felves would be the means of affording a tempo~
rary relief to this inconvenience.
A gentle breeze from the N. E. at day dawn
~on Friday the 11t of April, enabled-us to fail out
of Carrack road, in company with the Chatham;
and at midnight we took a long farewell of our
native fhores. The Lizard lights bore by com-
pafs N. N. W. 1 W. about eight leagues; and
the wind being in the weftern quarter, we ftood
" to the fouthward. Towards the morning of Sa-
turday the 2d, on the wind’s fhifting to the fouth,

we

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we f{tood to the we{’cward clear of the Enfrhih
channel ; with minds, 1 it may eafily be concelved
not intirely free from ferious and contemplatnc
refle&ions. The remote and barbarous regions,-—
which were now. deftined, for fome years, to be
our tranfitory places of abode, were not likely to
afford us any means of communicating with our
native foil, our families, our friends or favorites,
“whom we were now leaving far behind ; and to
augment thefe painful reflections, his Majefty’s
proclamation had arrived ‘at Falmouth, the even-
ing prior to our departure, offering bounties for
manning the fleet; feveral fail of the line were
put into commiffion, and flag officers appointed
to different commands : thefe were circamftances
fimilar to thofe under which, in -Auguft; 1776,
I had failed from England in the Difcovery, com-
manded by Captain Clerke, on a veyage which
in its object ncarly refembled the expedition we
were now about to undertake. This very unex-
“pected armament could not be regarded without
caufing various opinions in thofe who, from day
to day, would have opportunities of noticing the
feveral meafures inclining to war or peace; but

to us, deﬁmcd as it were, to a long and remote
exile, and precluded, for an indefinite period of
txmc, from all chance of bccommv acquainted
with its refult, it was the fource of inexprefiible
{olicitude,
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{olicitude, and our feelings on the- occaﬁon may
be.better conceived than deferibed. -

Having nopartxcuiar route to the Pacific Ocean
‘pointed out in my inftru@ions, and being left at
perfet liberty to purfue that which-appeared the
moft chigible, I did not hefitate to prefer the paf-
fage by way of the Cape of Good Hope, intend-
ing to vifit. the Madeiras, for the purpofe of pro-

curing wine and refrefhments.  Ovr courfe was.
accordingly fo directed againft winds very unfa.-:

yorable to our wifhes. "At noon on Sunday the
3d we reached the latit,izd,e 48° 48’ north, longi-
- tude by the chronometer 6% 55" weft ; where the
cloudy weather preventing aur making the ne-
ceffary obfervations on the fun eclipfed, produced

no fmall degree of concern; as with the late im=~ “*% -

provement.of applying deep magnifying powers
to the tclefcopes of fextants, the obfervations an

folar eclipfes.are rendered very eafy to be madeat’

fea; and although we were not fortunate.cnough

on this occafion to procure fuch, at the intereft- i
ing periods of the eclipfe, as would have put this

improvement fully to the teft,” yet it was evident
that thefe obfervations to perfons not much ac-
cuftomed to aftronomical purfuits would be ren-
. dered plain and eafy, by the refle@ted image of
the fun being brought down to the horx7on fa
that the beginning and, the end of the cclipfy
would be afcertained by the help of thefe deep

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magnifying tclefcopes with great precifion ; and
probably it may not be unworthy the attention
of the Board of Longitude to contrive, and caufe
fuch calcu}atxons to be pubuﬁacd as would tend"

to render thefe obfervations generally ufeful in the _

various parts of the globe; without t he tedious.pro-
cefs of calculating eclip{és. The wind, continu-
ing in the fouthern quarter, rendered our progrefs
flow ; the weather, however, being clear, afforded
us employment in taking fome good lunar obfer-
vations; which, reduced to the noon of Tuefday
the 12th, gave. the mean refult-of four fets, taken
by me, 12°24 weft longitude; four fets taken

by Mr. Wlndbcy, 12° 30%; the chronometer at -

. the famc time fhewing 12°¢’; and as [ confi-
dered the latter to be neareft the truth, the lu-
nar obfervatigns appeared to be 15’ to 217 too far
to the weftward. The longitude, by dead reck-
oning, -13° 22’, and the latitude 44" 22" north.
The error in rcckoning ambunting almoft to a

- degree, feemed moft likélyzto have been occa-

fioned by our not having made. fufficient allow-
ance for the variation of the compafs on-our firft
failing, as, inftead of allowing from 22'to 25°,

which was what we cfieemed, the variation, our

cbfervations for afcertaining this faét, when the

thip was fufficiently fteady, fhewed the variatien.

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as I could have withed, owing to a conftant ir-

“regular fwell that had accompanied us fince leav-

ing the land, and caufed=fo much motion and
pitching, that the whole head railings, bum-
kins, &c. were again wathed away.

On Saturday the 10th, in latitude 42° 34" north,
longitude 12° 31" weft, the variation of the com-

- pafs, by the mean refult of fix fets of obferva-

{

tions taken by three compafles differing from 25°
57 to 27° 35/, was obferved to be 26°2¢9" weft-
wardly. The current was found to fet in a di-

-re&ion E. N. E. at the rate of a- quarter- of a

mile per hour. ‘The whole of the day being per-
fectly calm, with remarkably fine wcather, in-
duced me to embrate the opportunity of unbend-
ng all our fails which-wanted alteration, and to
bend an entire new fait ; thefal caufed to be
foaked overboard for fome hoursl that the fea
water might diffolve the fize ufed in making the
canvafs, and by that means act as a preventive
againft the mildew in hot rainy weather, This
proc.efs might probably be found ufcful in the

operation of bleaching.
©On our departure from England, I did not in-

-tead ufing any antifeptic provifions, until the re-

frefhments which we might be enabled to procure
at the Madciras fhould bc exhau"tcd but light
baffling wmds, tog;:th?:r with the crank fituation
and bad failing of the Chatham, having fo re-

tarded
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tarded our progrefs,. that, by Thurfday the 211,
we were advanced no further than the latitude
of 35° 7’ north, longitude 14° 40’ weft: four
krout and portable broth had, for fome days, beea
fcrved on board each-of the veflels; the fiore-
rooms had been cleared, cleaned, and wathed with
vinegar, and the thip had been fmoked with gun-
powder m1xed with vinegar. As had ever con-
fidered fire the moft likely and efficacious means
to keep up a conftant- circulation of freth and
pure air throughout a thip; in the fore part of
every day good fires were burning between decks,
and in the well. Both decks were kept clean,
and as dry as poffible, and wrotwithftanding the
weather was hot, and the {moke and heat thence
arifing was confidered as inconvenient and dif-
agreeable, yet I was confident that a due atten-
tion t6 this particular, and not wathing tco fre-
quently below, were indifpenfable precautions,
and would be produ&wc of the moft falubrious
and happy effeésin preferving the health and lives
of ourpcople. Thefe ‘preventive meafures be-
coming the ftanding orders of the Difcovery, it
will be unneceflary hereafter to repeat that they
were regularly enfor ced as they were obfcrved
-throughout the voyage with the ﬁn&d’c atten-
tion. It may not, however, on this fub_]c&, be
improper to remark that, if inftead of bifcuit, fea-
men were provided with frefh foft bread, which
can
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can cafily be made very gqod at fea, and a large
. proportion .of wholef'o;né' water,” where the na-
ture of the fervicgs/vﬁll admit of fuch a fupply,

they would add greatly to the prefervation of that

moft valuable of all bleflings, health.’

The evening of Saturday the 23d, being re-
markably fine and ferene, brought us in fight of
the ifland of Porto Sanéto, bearing by compafs

S. W. 1 W. 20 leagues diftant; the next after- -

noon we pafled its meridian, when the chrono-
meter fhewing its longitudc to be 16°24' 15/,
varying only onie minute to the weftward of the
true longitude of that ifland, proved it was going
- very well. As Madeira was our obje&, every ef-
fort was exerted to gain Funchal Road, until the
evening of Monday the 25th, when the wind
‘becoming exceffively variable, and the weather
gloomy and unfettled, that ftation feemed ineli-
gible for executing the fervice of which the Chat-
hanr {tood i1 neced ; namely, the breaking up her
hold, fr the pufgofe of receiving a large portion

of ballaft. Confidering therefore the roa-dftead:’
of S® Cruz as better calculated for this bufinefs,

- we proceeded towards. Teneriffe.  The wind
svhich had been gencrally from the weft, veered
round by'the north, as we advanced to the fouth-
ward, and- fettled in the N. E. trade, accompa-
nied with fine pleafant weather, which, on Fuef-
dey the 26th; 1 latitude 30° 54 north, afforded
s me
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“me an opportumfy of obtaining fev eral- fets of
lunar diftances with the different fextants in the
A ﬂnp Thefe were twelve in number; of the fol-
lowmg eminent makers in London, (viz.) Ramf-
den, Dollond, Troughton, Adams,. and . Gilbert,
though the greater number were made by Mr.
Ramfden. They all agreed exceedingly well to-
gether, and their mean refult fhewed -the longi-
tude to be 16° 21/ 32" the chronometer made
the longitude 16° 31’ 15" weft; and as there
could be nodoubt of the latter being neaveft the
truth, the refult of the lunar obfervations, by. the;
feveral fextants, appeared to be 9’ 43" too far tor
the eaftward. On the other fide of the moon,
my lunar obfervations were 157 to the weft of the
true, ot nearly the true, longitude, as was proved
on our making the Madeiras. This evinces thc
“accuracy with which thefe oblerv ations are im
general capable of being made with good m{’cru-.
ments, and by a-careful obferver. T e
. I’ the morning of Thurfaay the- 28th thc
pca_k__ of Teneriffe was feen bearing by. compafs
S. W. about fixteen leagues diftant ; -and, in the.
evening, as we approached ‘the roadftead of.-§3
Cruz, we were et by the mafter attendant, wha:
placed the fhip in what; he faid, he conceived
-the beft birth in the roadftead, and the Chatham .
in our immediate ncxghbourhood T 2
- Whenthe fhip was fecured, an officer was fent:

to
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to inform the governor of our arrival, and to fo-
Hcit his permiffion to take on board fuch wine,
and refrefhments as we required ; but having un-
derftood that he had waved a return of falute to
fome of his Majefty’s thips that had lately vifited
Teneriffe; 1 did not choofe to rifk a refufal,

however polite, to comply with this compliment.
The officer was civilly received, and the con-

tra&or was, the next morning, dire&ed to fupply
the different articles of which we ftood in need.

Accompanied by Mr. Broughton, Mr. Menzies, -

and fome of the other officers, on Friday the 29th,
in the forenoon, I waited on his Excellency Sen*
Don Antonio Guitierres, th‘c‘governor general of
the Canaries, who then refided in the city of §*
Cruz. His excellency received us with the po<
litenefs ufual on thefe occafions, and aflurcd us
of his readine(s to afford us every affiftance; but
ZPOIOO'IZCd that "the poverty of the country pre-

" vented his inv mn« us to his fable. Attended
" by the fame party, 'on Sunday, the 1t of May, I

vifited the city of Lagoona, and after fatisfying

our curiofity with its external appearance, we re=,

turned to S* Cruz, and dined with Mr. Rhoney,
an Irith gentleman, to whofe hofpitality we were

_greatly indebted. Had we not fortunately met

with him immediately on our landing, we fhould
have be#h much inconvenienced, as there did

not appear another perfon on the ifland who was
mchmblc
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inclindble to offer-us fhelter from the feorching
rays-of the fun, or.to afford us the ﬁnalleﬂ: re-
frethment.. =~ ..

“We had the mortification, thS morning, of
finding the fmall bower cable cut through nearly
in the middle, which feemed to have been oc-
cafioned by an anchor lying at the bottom. The

- lofs.of an anchor in a fituation where no other

could be procured, was a matter of ferious con-
cern ; no pains were fpared to regain it until the
afternoon of Thurfday the 5th, when all our ex-:
ertions proved ineffeGtual 5 and being apprehen-
five that other loftanchors might be in its vici--
nity,”we weighed, .went further out, and again
anchored in -30 fathoms water on a foft dark
oazy bottom intermixed with fmall white fhells,
having the northernmoft church fteeple in a line
with.the centre of the jetty, bearing by compafs

. N..48 W, and the fouthemmoﬁ: fort S. 71 'W.

about three quarters of a mile from. the town.
This anchorage appeared to be far preferable. to
our former fituation, being necarly.as convenient
for the landing place, without the hazard of da-
maging the cables by anchors which fmall veffels
might have loft nearer in thore; and which is
the only danger to be apprehended here, as the

bottom is good - holding ground, and, to all ap-

pearance, perfe&ly free from rocks.

‘The furf that had beaten with great. vwlcncs ,

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on the fhores for fome days paft, and for fhelter-
ing againft which the pier of S* Cruz is but ill
contsived, had much retarded the Chatham’s bu-
finefs of taking on board thingle ballaft, zind(prc—
anted the completion of .that obje& until late
en Saturday night the 7th, when we put to fea,
a%d dire&ed our courfe to the {fouthward.

~ The ballaft which the Chatham had now taken
on board certainly prevented her being fo very
crank, but it (did not feem to have contributed

to her failing, as the Difcovery fill preferved a

great fuperiority in that refpe@.

Not having fuppofed we fhould have been fo
long detained at Teneriffe, I tock'no ftepsfor
_making aftronomical obfervations on fhore; thofe
taken on board fhewed the. longitude by the
chromometer to be 16° 17/ 5/, only 50 t6 the
weftward of the true longitude, as laid down in
the requifite tables: the latitude by our obferva-
- tions was 28°28” 38", and the .variation, by the
mean refult of all our cards and compafles, was
16° 387, dxﬁ'cnng from 15°.58' to 17° 17’ weft-

wardly. C S
- For the information’ of. thofc who may be in-
duced to vifit Teneriffe at this feafon of the year
with the hope of procuring refrethments, I muft
remark, that we found the wine, water, and beef
exceedingly good, and were induced to take fome
days fupply of the latter to fea’; but fruit, vege-
_"tables,
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tables, poultry;.and all kinds of -live ftock were
very indifferent, and moft extravagantly expenfive..
Towards noon of Sunday the 8th, we: loft-fight
of the Canarigs. The trade wind blew z pleafant
gale, the fea was fmooth, and the weather, being
fine, enabled us to make fome excellent -lunar
obfervations; thofe I took thewed. the-longitude

. -Our courfe from the Cananes was: d1re£’ced to
the weftward of the ca‘)e-dc Verd Iflands, whzcb,
we gained fight of and paffed on the forenoon of
Saturday the 14th.  The.N. W. extremity. of
the ifland of St. Antonio appeared by:our obfer-
vatiops, to be fituated in.17° 10’ north latitude,
and 25° 3/, 22”;;.Wc&‘longi'tudc; the variation of
the compafs 12° 22" 15" weftwardly. The frefh A.
beef-that we had brought from Teneriffe being
exhaufted, on \Vedncfday the 18th, -portable
broth and four krout were again ferved to the
the fhips’ crews; at this.time we had reached
the latitude of g° 35’ north, longitude 23° 27/
weft, when the weather, which had been plea-

fant andattended with a freth gale from' the

N.E. very materially altered :. the wind flackened _
G2 - and
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and veered reund to the north; and the atmof=
~ phere, though not cloudy, was encambered withe
4 bright -haze nearly approaching to a fog, but
without the leaft dampnefs or humidity. Through

this mediutn the heavenly bodies were fufficiently -

%ifible whilft terreftrial obje@s were only dif-
cermible at fmall diftances. This very fingular
appearance continued a few days until Saturday
the 21{¥, when, in latitude 6° 20’ north, and lon-
gitude 22°940” weft, the northerly breeze died
away, the denfe atmofphere difappeared, and they
were fucceeded by calm, cloudy, hot weather,
the thermometer ftanding from 80° to 83°, at-
tended with fome heavy fhowers of rain and
gufts of wind in various direions, though ge-
nerally from the eaftern quarter between N. E.
and fouth. Our progrefs, with this kind of wea-
ther, was flow until Tuefday the 24th, when, in
- latitude 4° 25’ north, longitude 21° 36/ weft, we
fezmed to have pafled the line of thofe unplea-
fant and frequently unhealthy regions. The
fteadinefs of the gentle gale, and thie ferenity of
the weather indicated our having reached the S.
E.trade winds; thefe conjectyres were {foon eftab-
lithed by the wind gradually increafing, fo that,
about midnight on Friday the’ 27th, we crofled

the equator in 25° 15’ weft longitude. -The va-

riation to this point had gradually, though not
vcry regularly, dccrcaﬁ:d to about ge weftwardly;
and
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and the Iunar obfervations, lately taken, had cor-
refponded within a few minutes with the 10101- '
tude thewn by the chronometer.

Crofling the equator fo far to the weftward has
been frequen tly objeéted to, as being liable to
entangle fhips with the coaft of Brazil. I am,
however, of a different opinion, and conceive
many advantages are derived by thus croffing the
line; fuch as, purfuing a track deftitute of thofe
calms and heavy rains, which are ever attendant
on a more eaftwardly route. By every informa-
tion I have been enabled to colle&, 1t does not
~ appear that much is to be gained in point of dif-
tance by croffing the equator in a more eaftwardly
longitude ; fince it feems that veflels which have
purfued their foutherdy courfe to crofs the line
imder the 10th, 15th, or 20th meridian of weft
fongitude, have, by the trade wind blowing there
in a more foutherly direGion, been driven equally
as far weft, to the 25th, 26th, and 27th degrecs
of weft longifude before they have been enabied
to gain the variable winds, without the benefit of
3 conftant breeze and fair weather, which with
_the very little interruption between the 211t and
24th, was experienced during this paffage.

From the chator, with a brifk trade wind, we
fteered with a full fail and flowing fheet; which
by the 1t of June brought us to the latitude
of 7° 52'. fouth, longitude 2¢° 7’ weft; whence

Gs3 we -
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we ceafed ftretching further to the weftward,
and made a good courfe a few degrees to the
eaftward of fouth; fo that on Thurfday the gth
we had reached the latitude of 1g° 47’ fouth, lon-
gitude 27, 27/ weft, approaching to the parallel
of the iflands Trinadada and Martin Vas.. The
wind now permitted our fteering well to the
eaftward of fouth; but left an error fhould have
exifted in ourlongitude, or in that of thofe iflands,
T dire&ted the Chatham to increafe “her diftance
from us by holding a fouth courfe, for the pur-
- pofe of gaining a view of that land; by fun-fet
- we were ‘in the latitude of 20° ¢ fouth, the pé-
rallel of thofe iflands, but faw nothing of them.
The longitude of the former is ftated to be 28°.
50, that of the latter 28° 34’ weft; allowing
their longitude, and that of the fhip, to have been
accurately afcertained, we paffed them at the dif-
tance of 24 and 19 leagues.

On Sunday the 12th we croffed the fouthern-
tropic in 25° 18’ weft longitude; the varation
of the compafs had now gradually ‘decreafed to
4° 30’ weftwardly, and having lately taken many
very good lunar diftances of the fun and ftars on
different fides of the moon, I affumed their mean
refult as the truc longitude, or nearly fo; by
which, the obfervations-for the longitude, ac-

cording to the chronometer, appearcd to be 14"
25" too far to the eaftward; whence it fhould
: appear,
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appear, that it was not gaining quite fo much as
had.been allowed in.confequence of its rate, as
afcertained at Portfmouth. "After crofling the

' tropic of Capricorn, the wind became very va-

riable, as wéll 1n point of ftrength asin dire¢tion,
fo that-on Tuefday the 28th we had only ad-
vanced to the latitude of 31, 56/ fouth; longitude
4018 weft. ‘
The weather was in ’gehcral very pleafant:
and the Chatham, to ‘our great mortification,
continued to fail cqﬁally flow 1in light as in- frefh
gales, which materially affedted the progrefs of
our voyage ; the obje¢t of which was of fuch a
nature that it would allow of no opportunity of

being paffed by, that, with propriety, could be -

embraced for the advancement of geography and
navigation ; and as Captain Cook’s chart of the
Sandwich iflands prefented little field for any im-
provement that could occupy the feveral winters
we were likely to pafs in their vicinity, I refolv-
ed in our way to the Pacific Ocean to wifit the
5. W. part of New Holland, and endcavour to ac-
quire fome information of that unknown, though
interefting country. Having much bufinefs te
perform at the Cape of Good Hope in the car-
penter’s departmient, it became expedient, for the
carrying into-execution the whole of my plan,
that no time fhould ‘be loft; particularly as our
paflage from "England had already exceeded the

e G+ . limits
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me to make the beft of our way ‘in the Difco-
very to the Cape of Good Hope, and thould the
Chatham be able to keep-up with us, the was
direed fo to do; if otherways, Mr. Broughton
was provided with fufficient inftrutions.

The wind was light and variable, until Friday,
July the 1, in latitude 33° 54’ fouth, longitude
58’ 40" wett, it blew a fine gale from the N. N. E.
attended with pleafant weather; the Chatham
until this evening remained in fight, but in the
morning was not within the limits of our hori-
zon. - As we approached the African thore the

weather became very unfettled, with fudden

tranfitions from calms to heavy gales, attended
with much Yhunder, lightning, and a heavyffwcll
from the weftward and S. W.  One of thefe
gales, on Tuefday the 5th, reduced us for a few
héurs to our courfes. ~ The wind became: fouth-
wardly with pleafant weather on Thurfday the
7th, when a ftrange fail was defcried to the N.E.
- holding a courfe, as if intending to pafs the Cape,
and fome of us thinking the fea was difcoloured,
we tried for foundings, but found no bottom with
140 fathoms of line. After paffing the 27° of
fouth latitude, many oceanic birds were our con-
ftant companions, confifting of three kinds of
atbatroffes, the quebrantahuefios, pintadoes, the.
footy, the black, and fmall blue petrels, with
’ ' o fome

limits of my expe&ations. Thefe reafons induced
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fome few other fmall birds of the fame tribe;
amongft which were but few of the ftorm petrel,

~ which in thefe regions are generally numerous.-

Moft of rthefe,';"by the 7th, had difappcarea,' and,
in their place,” were feen the blue petrel of the
larger fort,-though comparatively in {mall num-
bers ; atnoon the obferved latitude was 35° 13”7
fouth, longitude 14°eaft. The wind blew a .

ftrong gale from W. S. W. in the afternoon of

Friday the 8th, when judging the Cape of Good
Hope to bear from us N. 66 E. true, diftant 18
leagues, we experienced, for the fpace of about
feveri miles,a moft extraordinary agitation in the
fea, to be compared only to a large cauldron of
boiling water; this was fuppofed to be the effe
of two contending currents, and for that reafon
I did not try foundings. I was alid particularly
anxious to gain fight of the land, which, in the
event of the chronometer proving corre&, there
was great probability of doing before dafk ; but
not feeing it we ftood on till ten in the evening,
when, by our lunar obfervations, fuppofing the
Cape land to be about eight leagues diftant, we
hauled to the wind, and plied in order to pre-

 ferve our then fi tuatlon until the morning of Sa-

turday the gth. At day light the Cape was in
fight, bearmg;ca,g by compafs, eight Ieggues dif=

- tant. -This inftance will, I truft, be not the only
“one ] fhaH be able to adduce, to prove the utility

At this {eafon of the year, the boifterous wea-
ther and the prevailing winds from the N. W.
rendering Table Bay not only exceffively unplea-
fant but infecure, our courfe was direéted to

Falfe Bay. At noon, the obferved latitude was -

34°:26' fouth, the Cape of Good Hope then bear-
" ing E.N. E. five or fix milesdiftant. This pro-
montory, and the dangerous rocks that lie in its
neighbourhood, we paflfed, and ftood into Falfe
Bay, where in the evening, the weather falling
calm, we anchored in 40 fathoms water; the
Cape bearing weft by compafs, ten miles diftant;
Simon’s Bay N. N.W. and the Falfe Cape S. E.;
n this fituation the chronometer thewed the lon-
gitude to be 18” 52’ 45", making an error, or va-
riation in its rate of going, as afcertained at Port{-
mouth, of 18" 307 equ‘allto 1’ 14" of. time fince
the firft day. of March; which will; Without

doubt, be received and confidered as being very

corre¢t ; it alfo correfponded with my "6b{érva-
tions, and what on that ﬁ.b_)e& I had notxccd on
the 12thof June. '

. - Our paffage hd’Ol;gh thc Atlantxc Ocean being

thus accomplifhed; it becomes rcqmﬁtc in com-
pliance with the method ‘propofed.in- the intro-
duétion for corré®tisg the errors of navigation, to

have
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have fome retrofpet to this paﬂave, efpecxally
fince paffing the Cape de Verd iflands.

From the ifland of St.- Antonio, until we had
croffed the latitude of cape St. Auguftine, we
were n’iatcrially affeted by currents; and be-
tween the latitude of 6% north and the equator,
ftrong rlphn g5 were confplcuous on the furface of
the fea. Thefe currents, contrary to the general
opinion, feem to poffefs no rcgularxty, as we
found ourfelves, day after day, driven in direc-
tions very contrary to our expectations from the
impulfe we had experienced on the former day,
and by no means attended with that periodical
uniformity, pointed out by Mr. Nicholfon in his
lately revifed and corrected Indian diretory, pub-
lithed in the year 1787. On the contrary, in-
ftead of the currents at this feafon of the year,
agreeably to his hypothefis, fetting to the north-
ward, the moft prevailing fiream we experfenced
fet to-the fouth, and more in a fouth-eaftern than
a fouth-weftern dire¢tion. This very able ma-
riner, ftill wedded to formerly adopted opinions,
ftrongly recommends the variation of the com-
~ pafs as a means for afcertaining the lengitude at
fea: yé't, had we been no better provided, we
might have fearched for the Cape ot Good Hope
agreeab"l'y with his propofitions, to little effet:
for when we were in latitude 35° 7 fouth, with
209716’ ‘weft variation, we had only reached the

: ‘ longitude
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longitude of -6° 30’ caft; and again, when in la-
} . titude 35° 22/ fouth, with 22° 7/ weft variation,
' we had only advanced to the longitude of 11° 25’

eaft, inftead of being, according to Mr. Nichol-

fon’s hypothefis, in the firft inftance nearly under

the meridian of the cape of Good Hope, and in

~ the fecond, under that of cape Aguilas; and it

was not until we had near 26° of weft variation,
! , that we approached the meridian of the Cape of
‘ R Good Hope. The obfervations for the variation
. were made with the greateft care and attention ;

and though generally confidered as very correct,

they differed from one to three, and fometimes

four degrees, not only when made by different

- compafles placed in different fituations on board,
[ - and the fhip on different tacks, but by the fame
' compafs in the fame fituation, made at moderate
intervals of time; the difference in the refults of
fuch obfervations, at the fame time, not preferv-
ing the leaft dcgree of uniformity. Hence the
affertion amounts nearly to an abfurdity, which
{tates, ¢ that with 20°to 20° 10/, or 20° 30’
« weftwardly variation, you will be certain” of
fuch and fuch longitude; and it is greatly to be
apprehended, that navigators who rely on fuch

i e
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be attended with the moft fatal comfequences.
Othér methods are, I trufl, in a fair ‘train for ac-

! mcans for afcertaming their fituation in the ocean, -
will render themf{elves- liable to errors that may-

complithing
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complithing this defirable objelt ; and Iyet hope |
to fee the period arrive, when every fea-faring
perfon capable of ufing a quadrant, ‘will, on due )
inftruction, be enabled by lunar obfervations to

determine his longitude at fea. It has been al<

ready obferved, that fuch information may be ac-

quired with eafe, and without laborious ftudy or

tedious application ; this was further warranted

by our example on board the Difcovery; where,

on our departure from England, Mr. Whidbey

and myfelf could be confidered as the only pro-

ficients in this branch of fcience; but now,

'amonrrﬁ: the officers and gentlemen of the quar-

ter deck, there were feveral capable of -afcertain-

ing their fituation in the ocean, with every de-

gree of accuracy neceflary for all the important

purpofes of navigation.

With a light fouthwardly breeze in the mora-
ing of Sunday the 1oth, we Wezghed anchor,
and with the affiftance of our boata a-head, tow-
ing the fhip, we reached Simen’s bay at about
feven in the evening, where we anchored in
twelve fathoms water; Falfe ‘cape bearing by
compafs in a line with the fouth point of the
bay, S. 37 E. Noah’s ark, S. 51 E. the Roman
rocks, S. 86 E. and the flag-ftatf on the battery,
S. 89 W. about a quarter of a mile from the
fhore. B

The day before a brig was feen in fhore of us,

110 A VOYAGE OF DISCOVERY [sory,
which was fuppofed to be the Chatham ; but as

the private fignal was not acknowledged by her,

‘we concluded ourfelves miftaken.  Our firft con-
jeQures, however, proved to be right, as Mr.
Broughton now informed me the fignal: had ef=
caped their attention. ~ Since we had. feparated;
~ the Difcovery had outfailed ‘her confort only the
night’s run; the Chatham not having hauled her
wind or’ thortened fail on Friday night, the was
the next morning within the fame diftance of
the land as.the Difcovery.: Nothing had occur-
red during this feparation worthy of notice. . [
was made exceflively happy to underftand:from
Mr. Broughton, that the officers-and crew of the
Chatham, like thofe of the Difcovery; were in
general very healthy. Befide the Chatham, we
found here his Majefty’s thip the Gorgon; the
Warren Haftings, and Earl Fitzwilliam India-
men from Bcngai; two port Jackfon tranfports
from China bound home; three with convui&s
bound to port Jackfon; two American, and fome
Dutch and Danifh merchant fhips; the total

amounting to feventeen fail in the bay.
In the morning of Monday the 11th, an of-
“ficer was fent on fhore to acquaint the refident
commandant of the port, Mr. Brandt, of.our ar-
rival, and to requeft his permiffion .to procure
fuch refrefiments and f{tores as our wants now
demanded, and to ere& our obfervatory and fuch
tents

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teats on fhore .as might be requifite for carrying -
;into execution the neceffary reBtment of the vef-
fels ;- with all ‘which Mr. Brandt very politely
complied ; and, on the return of the officer, the |
garrifon. was faluted with eleven guns; ‘which
compliment being equally teturned, attended by
“Mr. Broughton and fome of the officers, I waited
on Mr. Brandt, who received us with the.great-
eft polite_nefa" and hofpitality, the well known
bhara&criﬁ_ics of that gentleman. "Having, on a
former occafion, benefited by his good offices in
the excellency of the fupplies. provided for the
Refolution and Difcovery, I concerted meafures
with him, on the pfefent, for the like purpofe.

- Mr. Brandt .undertook, in conjunétion with Mr.

De Wit, of Cape Town, to fee all our neceffities
provided for with the beft of the fexeral comme-

_dities the country afforded. The Difcovery's
' f)owfprit, being found infinitely too weak, was

taken out in order to be firengthened by onc of
the fithes we had on board; the whole ‘of the
head railing, bhaving been wafthed away, was to
be replaced; the veflels wanting caulking fore
and aft; the rigging, overhauling; cafks to be
fet up for receiving provifions and water; the
fails repairing, and fcveral materielly altering;
the powder airing; and the fkids and booms
railing, for the better enabling of the people to
work upon deck; the ‘fhigg proving fufficiently

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fuff to admit.of fuch accommodation. : Artificers

were hired tc aflift. our own in thefe feveral du-
ties; which being in a ftate of forwardnefs by

the 14th, Mr. Broughton and myfelf paid our-

refpeéts to Mr. Rhenias, the aéting governor at
Cape Town, with the further view of infpe&ing
the ftores and provifions, the major part of which
were.to come from thence. Four of our fea-
men, whofe cenftitutions feemed unequal to the
fervice in which they had engaged, and whom I
had :now an opportunity of replacing, were fent
on board the Warren Haftings; and, with her,
on Monday the 18th, failed for England.

All our ftores and provifions being forwarded
from Cape Town by Friday the 5th of Auguft,
we took leave of the governor and our Cape
friends, from whom we had experienced the
moft attentive civility; and having completed
fuch obfervations as were wanted, the obfervatory
with the inftruments were, on Tucfday the gth,
{ent on board. oy

By Thurfday the 11th, all our tranfa&ions
were finithed with the fhore; having obtained
for each veficl a fupply of provifions, which com-
pleted our ftock for eighteen months at full al-
lowance, and a due proportion of ftores for the
like period. I took on board alfo feven ewes
and {ix rams; an affortment of gardén {eeds, vine

cuttings, and other plants that were likely to
| o ‘ grow,
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grow, and prove valuable acquifitions to cur

friends in the South-Sea iflands. As I intended
putting to fea the next day, we were bufily em-
ployed in preparing the fhip for that purpofe,
which, on the morning of Friday the 12th, we
attempted ; but the wind fhifting to the S. S. E.
permitted our taking only a more outfide birth for
the better convenience of failing when thc wind
thould prove more favorable.
- Itis cuftomary at the Cape of Good Hope for fo
‘many of the officers as can conveniently be fpared |
to take up their refidence on thore. In this re-
fpect 1 had conformed to old pratices, but was
exceffively mortified, at my return on board, to
find that feveral of our people had, within a few
days, become indifpofed with a dyfentery, which
at firft feemed of little importance, but had now
put on a very ferious appearance; and fome of
the patients were extremely 1ll. The caufe of
this unfortunate malady it was hard to afcertains
the crew had not been fubje&t to inebriety; their
provifions had been of the beft quality, and moft
wholefome “nature; and every precaution had
been taken to prevent their fleeping on deck, or
expofing themfelves to the dew or night air. No
negle&t of the falutary meafures generally ob-
ferved, or individual indifcretion of any fort feem-
ed to have produced this lamentable vifitation,
whofe contagious -influence fuffered no one to
Yor. L . H - efcape

-
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efcape unattacked ; although myfelf and officers
did not feel its effects fo violently as they were
experienced by the people. The fame diforder
had not only appeared on bhoard the Chatham;
and the tranfports bound to port Jackfon, but on
fhote ; and at length 1t was attributed to a 1ar0'e
Dutch fhip latciy arrived from Batavia; from
which many men had been fent on fhore to the
hofpital very ill, and dying with that and other
infe&ious diforders. - The furgeon of the Difco-
very was feized in # very fudden-and fingular
manner, and reduced to an extreme ftate of de-
lirium, without any other fymptoms which indi-
cated fevers

To perfons, ﬁtuated as we were, on the eve of
quitting the civilized world, and deftitute of all
help and refources, but fuch as we carried with
us, fuch a calamity was of the moft ferious and
diftrefling nature; and was not only feverely felt
at the moment, but tended to deftroy the good
effets we had every reafon to expedt from the
very excellent and abundant fupply of refrefh-
ments the Cape had afforded. I now became
cxceflively anxious to get to fea, left the Bata-
vian thip thould communieate any other diforder,

or a worfe fpecies of that with which we were
already attacked. - This carneft .defire, a S. E.’

wind and calms prevented our accomplifhing
antil W c;dncfday the 17th, when, about noon,
o , a hght

-
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a light breeze {pringing up from the N. W. we=
failed, in company  with' the .Chatham; out of
Simon’s bay, and faluted the garrifon with eleven-
guns, which were equally returned. _
Few of our tranfa&ions, whilft at our-laft fta-
tion, appeared worthy of recording excepting the
occurrences at the obfervatory, where I did not
think "any obfervations were at all neceffary for
afcertaining the longitude; as that muft have
been accurately determined long ago by perfons
of greater information and fuperior abilities. The-
latitude ; the rate and error of the chronometer;
- and the variation and dip of the magnetic needle,
were the principal objects that occupied our at-
tention. The former would not have attraéted
much of my notice, had it not appeared by the
firft day’s obfervations, that a very material dif-:
ference exifted between the latitude thewn by’
my obfervations, and the latitude of Simon’s bay
as ftated by Captain King in the 3d vol. of Cook’s
Voyage to the Northern Hemifphere, where, in
page 484, it is faid that ¢ the latitude of the an-
¢ chorage place in Simon’s bay is, by obfervation,
“ 34° 20’ fouth.” This, however, is moft pro-
bably an error of the prefs, fince, immediately
afterwards, we find the Cape point is faid to be
in 34" 23’ fouth ;- which point is at leaft 12 or ®
13 ‘miles to the fouthward of Simon’s bay. Our
obfervatory was fituated necar the fouth point of
‘ H2 " this
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this bay, and its latitude, deduced from 26 me-
ridional altitudes of the fun andftars, ﬁas 34° 11
40”; -this, on allowing the diftance to the Cape
point, will be nearly found "to agree with its la-
titude ; which- was further confirmed by our ob-
fervations on paffing it the day we entered Falfe
bay. ‘

By the firft obfervations, made on thore, the
chronometer fhewed the longitude to be 18° 3¢
45", which was 177 45" to the caftward of the
truth, and correfponded with what has been
ftated before, that it was not gaining at the rate
we had allowed : further obfervations, however,
demontftrated that, although it might have been
gaining lefs during the paflage, it was now evi-
dently gaining on its Portfmouth rate, and was
found on the 8th of Auguft at noon, to be faft of
mean time at Greenwich, 17 49" 6, and gain-
ing on mean time at the rate of ¢” 28" per day.
Mr. Amold’s chranometer was found to have
gonc but indifferently on board the Chatham ;
and, at the obfervatory, it was faft of mean time
at Greenwich 1" 18’ 48" 6", and gaining on mean
time at the rate of 16”7 117 8" per day. The
variation of the magnetic needle, taken at the
ebfervatory by our different compafles and cards,
in twenty fcts of azimuths, varied from 24° 3’ to
27°-48'; the mean refult being 25° 40’ weft va-
rigtion.

The pofitive or relative fituations of all coafts,

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CHAPTER IL.

Departure from Falfe Bay—Deatli of Neil Coil by
the Flux—Proceed towards the Coaft of New
Holland—- Difcover Ki\ng George the Third's
Sound—Tranfactions there—Leave kz'ng George
the Third s Sound—Departure, fz om the South-
weft Coaft of New Holland,

, THE nature of our voyage rendering every
precaution neceffary to prevent, as far as
“was poflible, a feparation of the veffels, Mr.
Broughton, in cafe of parting company; was pro-
vided with a lift of rendezvous ; and, the better
to infure our rejoining, I now decmed it expe-
dient that he fhould be furnifhed w1th a copy of-
my inftructions, and the route I intended to pur-
fue; together with ample dlrectlons, that, n
the event of a total feparatxon, he mwht be en-
abled to carry the objects of the expedition into
execution. | - o
Although our ﬁay at the Capé had far excc'>ded
my expectations, yet I did not abandon the de-
fign of vifiting the S. W. part of New Holland.
The feafon would probably be too far advanced

. for acqumnb fo much information as I could
have

. - ;
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have wifhed, yet there flill remained a fair prof-
pect of obtaining {fome intelligence, which would
render the tafk lefs difficult-to thofe, whofe par-
ticular object it might hereafter be to cxplore
_that country. " I therefore on failing out.of Falfe
“bay, appointed our next rendezvous off, ‘what
in the charts is called Lyon’s Land, in about
the 35th decrrec of fouth latitude—in cafe of fe-
paration to criife there two days; and, not
mecting. with the Difcovery, then to. procccd
agreeably to other inftructions.

% The Albemarle, Admiral Barrm'rton, and Bn-
' tannia. tranfports bound to port Jackfon, followed
us out of the bay of thefe -thips, as well as of
the African coaft, we took leave in the even=

ing, and directed our courfe to the fouthward. .
During the mght the wind veered to the N. W.
and blew fo hard a gale that we were obliged to
double reef the topfails and take in the forefail,
as the Chatham was a great diftance aftern; and
not being in fight at day-break, we hauled to the
wind : about feven {he was feen to the weftward,
and, "having joined company, we fteered to the
8. 5. E. together, The N. W. wind. gradually
increafed, attended with violent fqualls and heavy
rain, until Saturday the 20th, when it became
a perfect ftorm, obliging us to ftrike the tap gal-
lant mafts, and reducing us to the forefail, which
we were neceflitated to carry, though undergreat

L H4 appre-
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apprehenfion of its being blown to pieces, in ors
der that we might reach a more temperate re- -

. gion. The fea ran exceffively high, and the
wind in vielent flurries raifed the fpray into a kind
of fog, or mﬁ wh1ch at intervals was quite falt,
when not mxxed with the thowers of rain, which
were frcquent, and very heavy : in one of thefe
we again loft fight of the Chatham, and feeng
nothing of her on its clearing away, the forefail
was furled, and the thip brought to, under the "

frorm ftayfails. In this fituation, the Difcovery -
proved much eafier and drier than we had reafon
to expe&, as the was now extremely deep. with
ftores and provifions. At this time, we were viz
fited by many albatrofies, and an innumerable
variety of birds of the petrel tribe. About noon
‘on Sunday the 21t our confort was again in fight,
and on her joining company, we refumed our
courfe to the S.E. under the forefail. This
very boifterous weather, accompanied with much
thunder and lightning, continued with intermif-
fions fufficient only to tempt our {preading fome
additional canyas, (which was {carcely unfurled
before it was again neceffary to take it in) until
Monday the 22d; when it fo far moderated as
to permit the clofe recfed topfails to he kept fet.
In the afternoon, we paffed the Albemarle and -
- Admiral Barrington. The fight of thefe veffels
~ was very grateful to our feclmgs, pamcularly of
the
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the latter, which we had underftood was an old
debilitated fhip, for whofe fafety during the late

~ wiolent ftormy weather we had been greatly ap-
prehenfive. The wind, in the morning of Tuef- -

day the 23d, being moderate, the top-gallant,
and ftudding-fails were fet ; the weather, how-
ever, was unfettled, with thowers of hail and rain ;
and a heavy irregular fwell rolled at the fame
time from the nerthward and fouth weft. ‘In
the intervals of fine weather, I got fome lunar
obfervations which fhewed the longitude at noon
to be 31° 55%; the chronometer by the Port{-
mouth rate 31° 2¢9’; by the Cape rate 31°42%;
the latitude 39°8. Many whales were now

playing about the fhip, but a lefs number of -

pceanic birds attended us than ufual.

‘The weather being tolerably fair on Wednef=":.

day the 24th, epabled me to make fome further

lunar obfervations. The mean refult of thefe,

and thofe taken the preceding day brought for-
ward by the chronometer, thewed the longitude at
noon to be 34°13. By this expreffion is to be
underftood the fpace eatt or weft, which the thip
may have paffed over in the interval of time be-
~ tween the taking one fet of lunar obfervations

and that of another; the extent of which fpa(':c‘

1s afcertained, not according to the vague mode
of the ﬂ_lip’s run, as appears by the log, but from
the diftance thewn by the chronometer; whereby

: ‘ the
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the refult of many obfervations made in different
fituations are reduced to any one particular point.
The chronometer at this time, by the Portf-
mouth rate, thewed 33°50’, by the Cape rate
34° 5’, the latitude 39° 28, and the longitude
by account 36° 17’. The weather continued very
changeable ; but the wind béing gentle in the
northern quarter afforded an opportunity of fend-
ing on board the Chatham, whence we under-

ftood that, in confequence—of-a violent fea hav-

ing ftove in the midfhip ftern window on the
morning of the 20th, it had been neceffary to
bring to until that damage was repaired.

The wind frefhened, attended with frequent
{qualls, on Friday the 26th; when, having reached
latitude 39°.45’, longitude 37353', we were able
for the firft time fince our departure from the
Cape to obferve the variation ; which, by the
mean refult. of two compafics, differing from
32° 53 to 35° 57, was found to he 32° 59" weft-
wardly. ‘In the fpace we were now approaching,
namely, between the meridians of 38°33/ and
43° 47 eaft longitude, and the parallelsof 34°24’,
and 38°20’ fouth latitude, feven different thoals
are faid to exift. To acquire fome information
refpeding a circumftance {o interefting to navi-
gation, 1 had held this fouthwardly courfe ; but
the very ftormy weather we had lately contended
with, and the appearance of its again returning,

rendered
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rendered a fearch for thefe thoals not altogether
prudent. To attempt the examination of the
whole fpace I' confidered as not more neceflary
than difcreet ; but fince in the event of their ex-
iftence, it was highly 'probably thecy would be
found conne&ed, I was induced to thape a courfe
fo asto fall in with the fouth-eafternmoft; faid
to lic in latitude 38°2¢’, longitude 43°48’, which
had been reported to have been feen by feveral
Dutch veflels.” On Sunday the 28th, in lati-
tude 38°56/, longitude 42° 30/, the wind at W.
S. W. increafing with great violence obliged me
to defift from this enquixjy, and* for our own
fafety, in the event of thefe thoals having exif-
tence, to hawl to the S. E. - The gale foon be-
came a ftorm, attended with heavy fqualls, hail,
rain, and a moft tremendous fea from the ‘weft-
ward and S. W. which made 1t neceflary to ftrike
" the top-gallant mafts, and reduced us to the fore-
fail ; which, with great apprehenfion of lofing it,
we were obliged to carry in order to pafs clear of
the fpace afligned to thefe hidden dangers. Itis,
however, worthy of remark, that, notwithftand-
1ng our courfe was directed fo wide of the allot=
ed fpot, we certainly paffed it at no great dif=
tance in the night, as by our obfervations the
neéxt day, Monday the 29th, inftead of making
tourteen miles fouthing, “which the reckoning
gave, we found ourfelves twelve miles to the
north
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north of the latitude we were in the preccdmg
day, the longitude 45° 4/.  Whether thlS diffe-
rence is to be afcribed to any current produccd
by the interrnption thefe thoals may give to the
oceanic waters, when prefled eaftwardly by the
prevailing. weftwardly winds, or to the bad fteer-
age of the fhip, cannot be pofitively determined ;
but as the Chatham fteered precifely the fame
courfe, the inference feems.rather favorable to
our having been influenced by a current occa-
fioned probably by the exiftence of fuch thoals.
On the violence of the ftorm abating, we made
fail and refumed our eaftwardly courfe, intending
to pafs in fight of the iflands of St. Paul and Am-
fterdam. During the gale we were vifited by a
great number of the various kinds of oceanic
birds; yet thefe by no means feemed to indicate
the vicinity of land or fhoals, fince they are con-

ftantly met with throughout the fouthern ocean.
The weather that fucceeded this ftarm being
delightfully pleafant, attended with a fmooth
fea, and a gentle gale between the north and
N. E. made me regret that we had not experi-
enced this favorable change fomewhat earlier, as
it would probably have enabled us to have ac-
quired fome fatisfatary informatian as to the ex-
iftence of the fhoals in queftion; but having now
no leifure for this inquiry, I was obliged to reft
contcnted with havmfr cxertcd our fruitlefs en-
deavours
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deavours in the attempt, and embraced this va~

- Inable opportunity of getting ourfelves and thip

clean, dry, and _comfortablc; which fince our
leaving the land had been very ill effeited.
The flux ftill continued amongft us, and fome

_of our patients were yet very much indifpofed ;

we however were in hopes that the prefent fair
weather would foon reftore to us the bleffings of
health. -Some good obfervations were procured
in the courfe of this day, Tuefday the 3oth, and
of the preceding day with our different compaf-
fes: thofe taken on the 31ft differed from 30° 45¢
to 35°45'; and thofe on Thurfday the firft of

September from 30°58' to 35° 7/; the mean re- -

fult of feven fets of azimuths was 32° 47/ weft-
wardly variation; the latitude at noon 38°1¢’,
and the longitude 51°21’. We were not long
indulged with 2 continuance of the fine weather :
the wind gradually veered to the N.-W. and

- weftward, and increafed to a frefh gale; which,

however, did not reduce us below the top-fails ;
although the weather bore a very threatening ap-
pearance ; the {ky was obfcured with dark gloomy
clouds, from which fome rain fell; yet the fea
was fmooth, and the weather altogether was in-
finitely more pleafant than we had lately expe-

rienced. '
At noon on Sunday the 4th, in latitude 38°6/,
longitude 610 36', the firft {zal we had feen fince
our
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-our departure from the Cape amufed “itfelf in'
“playing about the fhip for fome time; but our
companions, the oceanic bxrds, ‘had not. lately
been very numerous; thefe vifitors were moftly
pintadoes, and other fmall birds of the petrel
tribe.

Four fets of lunar obfervatxons were obtained
on Monday the 5th, which fhewed the longi-
tude to be 64° 14’ 40”; the chronometer by the
Portfmouth rate 63°46', and by tlie Cape ratc
64°10', the latitude 37°52'. The variation on
Wednefday the 7th, in latitude 38°15’ and lon-
~ gitude 69° 33’, was obferved to be 25° 52/ weft-
wardly. The fame gloomy weather continued
with a frefh gale at N. N. W. In the night we
had the misfortune to lofe Neil Coil, one of tlie
marines, who fell a facrifice to the baneful ef-
fe&s of the flux caught: at the Cape, which at-
‘tacked him with much greater violence than any
other perfon on board. He was an exccedingly
good man; his lofs was fenfibly felt, and much
regretted. In addition to this calamity, difafters
of the fame nature feemed not likely to termi-
nate : another of our people, who had fuﬁ'e;cd
very feverely by this dreadful contagion, but who -
was fo much recovered as to be ncarly cqual to
his duty, was fo affc@ed by this poor fellow’s
diffolution, that he relapfcd with very unfavor-
able fymptoms. Our convalcfcents were fhill

~ numerous;
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numerous; and the work of death having com-
menced, we knew not where it might ‘end, or
where we could recruit the ftrergth which we.
might thus lofe ; our whole complement being,
{carcely equal, when in the higheft health, to the
-fervice we had to perform. One refle&ion was,
however, highly fatisf‘a&dry;' that, in point of
comfort, -and profeflional affiftance, no one thing
within our power to fupply, had been omitted
for the prefent relief of the diftrefs, or for. the
prevention of any mclancholy confequences ‘in
future ; and we trufted, with the Divine blefling,
and a fteady adhcr_éncc_ to” the condué, which

we had obferved, finally to fubdue and extirpate.

this dreadful malady.

In the evening of Thurfday the 8th I took
fome lunar diftances with the ftar Antares, which,
with thofe taken on the 5th, thewed the longi-
tude by their mcan refult, to be 73° 447; the chro-

nometer by the Portfmouth rate 73°1/, and by

the Cape rate 73°277; the latitude 38° 45/, and
the variation 23° 3¢/ weftwardly.

The next evening, agreeably to our reckoning,
we were pafling between the iflands of St. Paul
and Amfterdam, diftant from the latter. about
five or fix leagues. The weather was. thick and'

rainy, yet I continued to hope that a favorable -

interval would enable us to'fee one or both of
thefe iflands, having fteered this.eaftward! ly courfe

with
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with a wifh to corre® an error that appears in.
Captain Cook’s charts of the fouthern hemi-
fphere. In thefe the ifland of St. Paul islaid down
in the latitude of 37°50’, correfponding with
the fituation afligned to it in the requifite tables/
and to the north of this ifland, in about the lati-
tude of 36° 40’ is placed another called the ifland
of Amifterdam: now the ifland which Mr. Cox
in the Mercury ftopped at, and called Amfter-
dam, is in fight of and fituated 17 leagues to
the foutk of the ‘ifland of St.Paul. Captain
Bligh, in the Bounty, alfo faw the fame ifland,
and allots to it nearly the fame fituation as does
Mr. Cox. For thefe reafons, if there be an ifland
to the north of St. Paul, in latitude 36° 40/, there
muft be three inftead of two of thefe iflands,
which I beheve has never been underftood to be
the fa&t. The weather, however, precluded my
forming a juft opinion as to this point, which I
fully intended to afcertain, could we have feen
cither of the iflands; but the rain and haze con-
tinuing to obfcure every obje& at the diftance of
two leagues, we perceived no indication of the
vicinity of land, notwithftanding the immenfe
number of whales and feals which are faid to fre-
quent thefe iflands. Of the latter we did not
fee any, and of the former but one; which was

-the only whale we had obferved fince that men-

tioned on the 23d of laft month. From hence
towards
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towards the coaft of New Holland, our courfe
was directed between the tracks of Dampier and
M. Marion, over a fpace, I believe, hitherto un-
frequented. In this route, affifted by a fine gale
between north and W. N. W. we made great
progrefs, {o that our obferved latitude on Sunday
the 18th was 36° 4¢’, longitude 103° 48': for
fome days paft we had experienced a very heavy
fwell from the S. W. though the wind prevaxled
from the northward.

The fituation of that part of Ncw Holland for
which we were now fteering, being ill defined,
and a probability exifting that banks might ex-
tend a confiderable diftance into the ocean, we
tried, but gained no foundings with 180 fathoms
of line. On Monday the 19th, in latitude 36°
45', longitude 105° 47/, the variation was obferv-
ed to be 14° 10’ weftwardly. The wind at N.
N. E. attended with heavy fqualls and rain, in-
creafed with fuch violence, as to oblige us to
ftrike the top-gallant mafts, and to furl the top-
fails. The pintado birds that, for fome days paft,

had nearly difappeared, again vifited the fhip,

accompanied by a great variety of the petrel
 tribe, with fome albatroffes; and it now feemed
" evident, that the appearance of thefe inhabitants
of the ocean, was increafed in point of numbers
and in variety, in proportion to the violence cf
the wind ; as in moderate weather few only were

Vor. L I vifible,
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vifible. We continued to try for foundings at
certain intervals, but did not rzeach bottom at
the depth of 180 fathoms. The wind.at W. S.

“W. blew a ftrong gale, and the night of Tuefday
“the 20tk being dark and {qually, we hauled to

the wind, and plied ; left the land, which is re-
prefented as very low, or thoals, might be nearcr
than we expe@ed; at day-break we again re-
fumed our eaftwardly courfe, obferving every
night the like precautions.

In the morning of Friday the 23d, conceiving
that the land could not be at any great diftance,
and that the coaft might lie to the north of the
courfe we were fteering; the Chatham’s fignal
was made to look out on the larboard beam. The
wind from the weftward blew a ftrong gale, ac-
companied with a very heavy fea; but the fky
being clear, permitted me to obtain fome good
lunar obfervations, which, with thofe taken on
the 211, fhewed the longitude at noon to be
114° 14'; the chronometer, by the Portfmouth
rate 113° 32/, by the Cape rate 113° 55, the la-
titude 35° 7. Soon after mid-day, the wind at
W. S. W. increafed to a very heavy gale; and
not choofing, under fuch circumftances, to make
too free with a coaft entirely unexplored; we
hanled the wind to the fouthward, under the
forefail and florm ftayfails, Towards fun-fet,
land was faid to be feen from the maft-head to -

K the
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the E. N. E. and, alt'hougﬁ' this was not abfo-
lutely certain, yet it was extremely probable, as

we had paffed feveral leagues over the fpace af-
figned to Lyon’s Land in moft of the maps. A
prefs of fail was now carried in order to keep to
the windward, having no bottom at the depth
of 120 fathoms; in confequence of which, and
a very heavy fea, the larboard fide of the head,
with the bumkin, &c. was entirely torn away.
On the gale’s moderating the next morning, Sa-
turday the 24th, we ftood to the north, in queft
of the land; but fome of the officers conceiving
they faw land to the S. E. we hauled our wind
again in that dire&ion until noon, in latitude 35,
28’, longitude 115° 10, when, being difappoint-
ed, we again ftood to the north, under double
reefed topfails, until eight in the evening: we

then tacked to fpend the night, which bore a’

very threatening appearance, over a fpace we
were already acquainted with, and fodnd bottom
at 70 fathoms depth, compofed of white fand,
and broken fhells; the latitude at this time was
34°51', the longitude 1i5° 12°. The very gloomy
appearance of the night rendered our carrying a
prefs of fail indifpenfably neceffary to preferve an
offing, as the foundings firongly indicated the
land not to be diftant. During the night we did
not reach the bottom with 100 fathoms of line; 3
and the morning of Sunday the 25th, evinced

I2 our
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our conjectures refpeéting the weather not to be

‘1l founded'; as, -about four o'clock, the »ﬂings of

the main -yard were carried. away; to replace
which, we ‘were compelled. to furlall the fails on
the main-maft; but,:before this. could be ac-
comphfhed,.,thc increafed. violence -of .the ftorm
obliged us to:take in:all our canvas but.the fore-
fail, to ftrike the top gallant-mafts, and to get in
the jib-boom and fprit-fail yard.. - In-this fitua-
tion we .continued ‘until towards fun-fet; when
having no bottom with 110 fathoms of line, we

" {tcod to the N.-W., under clofe-reefed tob{ails,

in the-full'affurance of meeting the land in that
direction. ' In the courfe of the night, the gale
gradua}ly'-fabated, and in the forenoon of the next
day, Monday. the 20th, the wind becoming per-
feétly calm, an opportunity was afforded us of
repairing the many damages which our rigging
had fuftained in the late boifterous weather. At
noon the obferved latitude was 35° 23/, the lon-
gitude '115° 52/; in this fituation, foundings
could not be gained at the depth of 220 fatlioms.
In the af,tcrhoor‘x a light . breeze fprang up, from

_the northward, with which we fteered to the
north-eaftward, and foon difcovered land from

the maft-hcad, bearing b) compafs from N, E. to

N.27 E. It feemed of a moderate. height,_ re-
_fembling .in " appearance the land in the Britith
‘Channel,-and was fuppofed to be -about ten .ar
L ‘ twelve
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twelve leagues diftant—No foundings with. 120
fathoms of line. The wind veering: to the N:

W.. enabled us: to fteer for the land, and having
neared. it about three lcagucs, it: was feen from |

the deck bcarmg from' N. 7 E. to N.- 73 E. by

compafs ;at: which time, bottom was found at -

thé depth of 85 fathoms, compofed of coarfe fand;
and broken coral. - The depth of water had, at
eight in the evening, gradually decreafed to 50
fathoms; when, having advanced about four
miles ‘nearer, we tacked and plied in order to pre-
ferve our fituation with the land until morning.
* By the Trefult of our foundings during the

night, 70 fathoms would feem to be the edge of .

a bank about nine leagues from the thore, con-
fifting of fine fand, and’broken fhells, orrefpond-
mg “with' the foundings we had found on the
24th; for had that depth of water been nearer in’
thore, we could hardly have avoided feeing the
land before dark on that evening. :

At the dawning of day on the 27th; we made
all fail for the land, havinéa gentle gale from
the N. W. with a fmooth fea and pleafant wea-
ther. The depth of water, as we proceeded,
gradually decreafed to 24 fathoms, with a bottom
of coral, coarfe fand, and fhells; about nine we
were well in with the land, and bore aw. ay along
the coaft; keeping within a league or two of the

~fhore ; thch by.the compafs ftretched from N..

13 414 W.
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41 W. to N, 81 E. and appeared nearly firaight
and compa&, confifting of fteep rocky cliffs to
the water’s edge, interfperfed with, here and
there, fome {mall open fandy bays, and.a few
iflets and rocks, which extended near a mile from
the main.. The wefternmoft land now in fight
(being the northernmoft feen the preceding night)
is remarkable for its high cliffs, falling perpendi-
cularly into the fea; and if it be detached, which
is by no means certain, is about a league in cir-
cuit. It forms a confpicuous promontory, to
which I gave the name of Care CHATHAM; in
_honor of that noble earl, who prefided at the
Board of Admiralty on our departure from Eng-

land. The land to the weftward takes a direc-

tion from cape Chatham N. 50 W. and the land
to the eaftward S. 81 E.. This Cape, by our ob-
fervations -is fituated in latitude 35° 3’, and in
116° 35’ 30" of longitude.

The flux ftill continued to affe@ the health of
fome in both veflels; and although the patients

- were daily aflifted with freth provifions, and
might be confidered in 4 ftate of recovery, yet

they remained in a very debilitated and reduced
condition. In the hope that a little recreation,
from change of fcene and what the foil of this
‘country might afford, would prove falutary to
their enfeebled conftitutions, I determined to put

‘-;m'éo the firft port we fhould be fo fortunate as to
difcover;

,
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difcover; and, that an eligible fituation might
.not efcape our vigilance, we ranged the coaft
~within three or four miles of its ‘thores, which
are of moderate elevation, and may in general be
-deemed fteep and bold. The verdure on all the .
proje@ing points is removed to a confiderable
‘height -on ‘the rocks, whofe naked bafes fuffi-
cicntly prove how exceflively they are beaten by
a turbulent ocean. The country, immediately
along the fea fide, confifts of a range of dreary
hills, producing little hérbage, of a brownith
green hue, from a foil that feems principally
.compofed of white fand, through which protrude
~large ‘mafies of white rock of various fizes and
~forms : thefe fingular protuberances on the fum-
mits of many of the hills, ftrongly refembled the
remains of lofty edifices in ruin. The interior
country afforded a. more agreeable appearance,
. being pleafantly interfperfed with hillsand dales,
and covered with lofty foreft trees of confiderable
-magnitude, which our glafles plainly diftinguith-
ed; though we could no where perceive any
fmoke or other indication of the country being
inhabited. Towards noon, the Chatham made
the fignal for having difcovered a port to the
northward ; into which they were direed to
lead; but finding it only a thallow bay, we foon
‘bore away along the coaft. Our obferved lati-
tude was 35° &, longitude 117° 6’ 30”. In this
| 14 fituation,
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fituation, the coaft, by compafs, extended from
N. 68 W.to S. 83 E. the nearcft thore bearing
N.6 W. about a league diftant ; in the morning
the variation by our furveying compafs was ob-
ferved to be 6° 30" weftwardly. The coaft we
_paffed along in the afternoon differed little from
that noticed in the morning, but the “inland
country was not fufficiently elevated to be feen
- beyond the hills near the fea fide. At fix in the
evening, a fmall detached iflet bore, by compafs,
S. 87 E. the eafternmoft part of the main in
fight N. 86 E. a proje&ing point whence extends
weftward a:long range of white cliffs N. 76 E.
‘the neareft thore N. 24 E. diftant five miles ; and
the wefternmoft land " in fight, the fame which
formed the eaftern extreme at noon, N. 45 W,
‘The wind 'was very gentle with alternate: calms,
and .the weather, during the night, was mild and
pleafant. -In the morning of Wednefday the
28th, we found-our. progrefs. had been very flow
along the coaft; although' our diftance from the
fhore had increafed, with:foundings from 40 to
50 fathoms. We had “again “an- o‘pportunity of

.obferving the fun eclipfed, but were not {o fortu-

nate as to notice" its cgmmencement or greateft

" obfcuration ; the end: was however obferved by ‘

Mr. Whldbey to be at “19® 437 53";.and by my-
felf 19" 43/ 46" apparent: time; this was afcer-
tained by our fextant telefcope, as reCcommended

: = - on
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on a former occafion. I much regretted that we
had not gained a port on' this coaft, where, on
‘fhore, we mxght have comparcd fuch obferva-
tions with the refults from better inftrunients,
‘which would have tended to cﬁabhfh the utility

of the procefs. The latitude at this jun&ure .

was 35°25°. It was now proved, that the white
~ chiffs feen the preceding night, formed the fouth-
 ernmoft point of this part of the coaft, which I
diftinguifhed by the name of Care Howe, in
honor of that noble earl. It is fituated in lati-
tude _35° 17', longitude 117°52'. The {mall de-
tached iflet lies from cape Howe S. 68 E. diftant
three leagues. The land confidered on T'ucfdziy
‘night as the eafternmoft part of the main now
appeared to be an ifland, beyond which were feen
a high -rocky bluff point, and a high moutitain
forming the eafternmoft’ land in fight.” A light
‘breeze from the N. N.W. permitted” s to draw
in with the coaft; which at noon bore by com-
pafs from N. 50 W. to N. 37 E. the high moun-
tain N. 35 E. to the eaftward of which, a round
hummock, feemingly detached N. 52 E. the land
appearing like an ifland from N. 16 W.toN.
2+ W. was now feen to compr‘éhcnd a clufter of
barren rocky ifles, which being the neareft land
was about ten miles diftant ; and the high rocky
bluff point N. 8 E. In this fituation, the ob-
ferved latitude was 35°-22, longitude 118° 167;
' which
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which was eight miles furtker fouth, ‘and eleven
miles further eaft than the log fhewed. Many
whales were playing about the thip during the

morning. The high mountain confpicuoufly re-
.markable for its fuperior elevation above the
.ncxghbourmg hills, I diftinguithed, after my
highly efteemed friend Sir Alan Gardner, by the
name of MouNT GARDNER; and the barren

rocky clufter of ifles, by the name of EcLipsE
IsLaxps. The weather was pleafant; and aided

bya gentle breeze, a port, round the hwh rocky
bluff point, foon prefented itfelf, into which the

Chatham was dire&ed to lead, and, by four, was

. fufficiently advanced to determine on its eligi-
bility. . The wcather by this time had become

thick. and rainy, vmh much thunder and light-
ning ;. but as the foundings continued regular,we
ftood into thc port, and pafled the high rocky
bluff point in thirty fathoms water ; direting

.our courfe clofe_along its thore, which is a high .

and npearly perpendicular cliff; the founding fud-
denly fhoaled to twelve fathoms, and gradually
decreafed afterwards, until abreaﬁ of the fecond
white fandy beach ; ‘where we anchored in fix

fathoms water, having a clear bottom of fine
“white fand. '

A continuation of the thick wcathcr prevented

our feeing about us until the morning of Thurf-

day the 29th; which being delightfully ferenc
: . and
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and pleafant, difcovered our fituation to be very
fnug and fecure in a fpacious found, open 13° of
the compafs only to the fea. The high rocky
bluff point forming the S. W. extremity of the
found, which, from:its fmooth appearance, and
being deftitute of verdure, obtained the name
Barp-Heap, bore by compafs S. 85 E.; a high
rocky ifland in the entrance, which, from its
beaten appearance by its oppofition to the fea,
and S. W. wind, obtained the name of BREAK-
Sea IsLanp, from N. 82 E. to N. 6g E.;

~ Mount Gardner, N. 70 E.; another high- ifland

named MicHaeLMASs IsLanp, N. 62 E.; a

fmall high ifland called Sear IsLaxp, being a
. great refort of thofe animals, north; a low flat

rock, S. 75 W.; and to the N. W. was an ex-

tenfive white fandy beach ; which promifing fuc- s
. cefs to the feine, a boat was dxfp’atchcd with - T

Lieutenant Puget on a fithing party. After
breakfaft, accompanied by Mr. Broughton in the
Chatham’s cutter, Mr. Menzies, Mr. Whidbey,
and myfelf, proceeded in the yawl, firft to attend
the fuccefs of the fithermen, and-then to examine
if the found would afford a more eligible fitua-
tion than that which we now occupied. The
feine was hauled on the third fandy beach from
Bald-Head with little fuccefs. A ftream of
freth water drained there through thé beach,
which, although nearly of the colour. of brandy,

was
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was exceedingly well tafted; by this ftream was
a clump of trees, fufficient to anfwer our prefent
want of fuel. At the borders of this clump was
found the moft mifcrable human habitation my
~eyes ever beheld, which had not long been de-
ferted by its proprietor, as on its: top was lying
a freth {kin of a fith, commonly called leather
jacket, and by its fide was the excrement of fome
carnivorous animal, apparently. a dog> The fhape
of the dwelling was that:iof half a'beehive, or a
hive vertically divided "into> two equal parts, one
of which formed the hut; in" height about three
feet, and in diameter about fout feet and an half;
it was however confiructed with fome degree of
uniformity, with flight twigs; of no greater fub-
ftance than thofe ufed for large baker’s bafkets:
the horizontal -and -vertical ‘twigs formed inter-
L vals from four to fix - inches ‘fquare, and the lat-
- E ter ﬁiéking a few inches into the earth, were its -

fecurity, and fixed it to the ground. This kind

of bafket hut was covercd with the bark of trees,

and fimall green boughs; ‘its back ‘was oppofed

to the N. W. whence we concluded’ thofe to be

the moft prevailing winds; juft within its front,

which was open the whole of its diamcter, a fire
. ~had been made, but excepting the {kin of the
s 7 fifh before-mentioned, there were neither bones,

1“;: ' o fhells, nor other indication on what its poor in-
b -habitant had .fubfifted. Thec rcfig@tions which

4 o S : - naturally
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naturally arofe on fe¢ing {fo miferable a contriv- 4
ance for fhélter againft the- inclemency of fea- i
fons, were humiliating in the higheft ‘degree;
as they fuggefted, in the ftrongeft manner, the
lowly condition of fome of our fellow creatures,
rendered yet more pitiable by the apparent foli-
tude and the melancholy afpe& of the furround-
Ing country, which prefented little lefs than fa-
mine and diftrefs.

The fhores confifted either of ﬁeep naked

- rocks, or a milk-white barren fand, beyond which
dreary boundary the furface of the ground feemed
covered by a deadly green herbage, with here and”
there a few groveling fhrubs or dwarf trees fcat-
tered at a great diftance from cach other. This
very unfavorable appearance may not, however,
originate from the general fterility of the foil, k

~ fince it was evident, fo far as we traverfed the -
fides of the hills, that the vegetation had recently

\uadcrg%thc action of fire; the Iargeﬁ: of the
trees -jggiibcen burnt, though flightly; every
fhrub had. fome of its branches completely char-
red; and the plants lying clofe to the ground had
not efcaped without injury. Thus entertaining
no very high opinion of the country, but in the
hope of meeting with fome of the wretched in-
habitants, we . proceeded along the thores of the
found, to the northward, to a high rocky point,
that obtained the name of PoixT Possession;
‘ ' and,

it
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and, on reaching its fummit, we gained an ex-
cellent view of the found in all direétions. When
on board, we had fuppofed that the found branch-
cd into three arms, but it now became evident
that there werc only two. One, immediately
behind this point, which is alfo its fouthern point
of “cntrance, extended in a circular form, about
a league acrofs, bounded by a country much re-
fembling that before defcribed, though producé
ing more trces, and "with verdure of a lhivelier
hue, and approaching nearer to the water’s edge.
The other, lying about three miles to the N. E.
feemed almoft as fpacious, though its entrance
appeared very narrow. The furrounding coun-
try in its neighbourhood Pprefented a far more
fertile and pleafing afpe@. Nearly in the centre
of ‘that harbour was an ifland covered with the
moft beautiful herbage ; and inftead of the naked
rocks and barren fands that compofe the coaft of
the found, the cliffs which bounded thefe thoses
feemed to be of a reddith clay, and-$ilsgeneral
texture or charaéer of the foil appeared to be '
more favorable to the vegetable kingdom, as
from the fummits of the hills to the water fide
was feen a ftately and luxuriant foreft.

The neceflary obfervations being made at this
ftation, the Britith colours were difplayed, and
having drank his Majefty’s health, accompanied
by the ufual formalities on fuch occafions, we

: took
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took pofleffion of the country from the land we
faw north-weftward of cape Chatham, fo far as
we might explore its coafls, in the name of his
prefent Majefty, for him and for his heirs and
fucceflors. This port, the firft which we had
difcovered, I honored with the name of Kine
Georce THE THIrRD's Souxp; and this day
being the anniverfary of her Royal Highnefs
Princefs Charlotte Augufta Matilda’s birth, the
harbour behind point Pofleffion I called Prixn-
cess RovarL Harsour; which with the found
formed point Pofleflion into a peninfula, united
to the main by a very narrow barren fandy beach.
Here although we could not difcover the leaft
trace of its having at any time been the refort of
the natives, yet in every part where we ftrayed,
were feen the fame effets of fire on all the ve<
getable produions. ;
The ceremony of taking pofleflion being finifh-
ed, we found a paflfage, narrow and thoal for fome
diftance, into the north-eaftern harbour; where
a bar was found to extend acrofs its entrance,
on which there was only three fathoms water.
Within the harbour, the deep water feemed to
occupy fome fpace to the N. E. and N. W. ; but
the day was too far advanced, to permit our
making any particular examination. The ver-
dant ifland covered with luxuriant grafs and
other vegetables, terminated the extent of our

refearches ;
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- refearches; and as the fituation of the veffcls
fcemed as convenient as any other for- procuring
what the found might afford, I determined to
return on board, and lofe no time in availing
myfclf of the benefits it prefented. In our way
out of this harbour, the boats-grounded on a
bank we had not before pcrcci‘ve’d'; this was co-
vered with oyfters of a moft delicious'flavour, on

which ‘we fumptuoufly regaled ; and, loading in .

about half an hour, the boats for our friends on
board, we commemorated the difcovery by call-
mng it OvsTeEr HarBOUR.

~ In the moming of Friday the 30th, we began
cutting wood and providing water, which fufh-

ciently employed all our healthy men; whillt -

thofe who were flill mdxfpofcd were direfted to
amufe themfelves on fhore. Finding it pra&i-
cable to place the fhip much nearer to the fpot
whence the wood and water were procured, the
next da_}", Saturday the 1t of O&ober, fhe was
removed ; and, by Sunday the 2d, we had made

fuch progrefs, that the yawl could be fpared for

the further examination of the found. In her I
procceded to Princefs Roval harbour, where, near
a rocky chiff, on the S. W. fide, was found a fmall

thallow ftream of cxcellent water. On tracing
its meanders  through a copfe it brought us to.a
deferted village of the natives, amidit the trees,
on nearly a level fpot of ground, confifting of

about
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about™ two dozen miferable” huts moftly of - the
fame fathion and difitenfions, with  that beforé
defctibed, though no orneof them feemed fo res
céntly ereed. - -This »vxllagc hiad ‘probably beént
the refidence of what may in this country be ef2
teemed a confiderablé tribe ; and the conftru&ion
of it affordéd us an opportunrty of concludmg,
that iowever humble the Ftaté of their exiftence
might be, they were not def¥iite of diftin@ions.
Two or three huts were lafger, and differed in
thape from the reft, as if a eouple” vécrc fixed clofe”
to the fide of each other; but-the parts which in
that cafe would have caufed a feﬁaration, were
removed, and the édgcs join'cd c‘Ioi?: together, as
defcribed in the plate, leaving the ' whole of their
fronts open, and increafing their diameter about
one third more than the refti: Yet were théy -
not an inch loftier, nor were they of greater ex-
tent from 'the front to the. back than the finglé
one before-mentioned. * Fired had been madc in
the fronts of all, but not" recantly, ‘and, excepts
ing fome branches of trées that féemed to have -
been lately broken dowm; there were riot any
figns of this place having been- vifited for- fomé
time; and although we were vefy'~induﬁriou's to
afcertain the food on which the inhabitants of
this village fubfifted; we ftill remained in igno=
rance of it; as neither fhells, bones, nor any
other relis, which might fcnc as indications,
- Vor. I, K could
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cguld .be found,::notwithftanding- this place;had
the appearance ‘of a principal refort; for befides
the habitations’ ah‘ead,y mentioned, which were
1n, pretty good repair, there were many others;:in
dlﬁ'crc'lt ftates  of- dccay This -{pot. was_inter-
feQed with feveral fmall fireams of water, yet
the fame marl\s, of fire wére evident omrall-the
vegetable kingdom ; “although none of. the: huts
feemed to have Jesn affected by it, which led me
to fuppofe that t,hgs» gencral fire Was of a lefs re-
“cent datcthan ap firft I had imagined. In one
‘of the. larger, huts, probab]y the rcﬁdencc of a
- chyef, tqyya;gl_s._yvhlgh were _feveral paths.leading
m different directions, fome beads, nails, knives,
looking glafles, and medals, were dcpofited. as
tokens of our frigndly difpoﬁtiqh, and to induce
agy of the natives, who might, unperceived. by
us, have been in,the neighbourhood, to favour us
with a vifit.”. Having, gratified our . curiofity,
‘ théugh‘ at the ~expence of ‘our feelings,. in con-
templating thefe-vesy wretched and humiliating
efforts of human ingenuity, we returned on board,
and having by the morning of. Tuefday'v}ré 4th,
replenithed our water, and taken on board a fup-
ply of firewood, Meflrs. Puget and Whidbey went
to Oy{’cer harbour, with three boats, for the pur-
pole of hauling the feine, and obtaining a quan-
 tity of thofe thell fith, previoufly to our proceed-
ing the foll>owing morning to fea. In this part of
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our plan;fﬁhowcver,.-;-wé were difappointed, as the
wind which: had blown a fteady moederate breeze
from ‘the: N.: W, towatds - the~ evening -blew &
%ﬁi'ongl"ga;l,é- from_ the S. Ei. with a heavyfwell,
and - ‘prevented: the returi of the ‘boats; atithe
famie time that®the cloudinefs of the weather
‘precluded mé' from makidg thofe lanarisbfervas
tions; for-'the fole purpofc of - obtaimﬁg w?}ncl!f :I
had remained on-board. - RN L N
The:gale moderating the next morﬁmg,aWed-
—hefday ‘the 5th, the boats: returtied; mot having
been: very faccefsful with the feine; ‘but bringing
a fufficient: fupply of  oyfters :not” only.for out
convalefcents, "but. for the affording alfo of two
or three excellent meals for.all hands. ii As the
S. E. wind and a heavy fea in t}l}g}ﬁingi}ii‘éi;éﬁt»
ed our departure, Mr. Broughton was employed
in examining the ‘eaftern fide . of the found from
: «'Ofﬁér.?.harbour» to ‘mount Gardner: #this. was
‘found nearly-a’ ftraight and compa& fhote, on
which Mr. Broughton landed in feveral places,
where the fame effes of fire -were ievident, al-
though there were not any traces:of the natives
or of their habitations to be difcovered.: . -7~ «
The like caufes of detenfion ftill operating, on
Friday the 7th, a party was made for the-further
cxamination of Oyfter harbour, and: by a little
excurfion into the country on that fide to-acquire
fome information of its natural produ&ions;and,

In the noithem corner of the harbour; we landed ’
near a rivalet mavigable: only for canoes and fmall
‘boats. .. It meandered in a northern direction be~ -
tween the hills, which, opening to the eaft and
weft, prefented a {pacibus-plain with foreft trees -
occupying the banks of the rivulet, and the fides
of the hills, even to their very fummits. We
proceeded about a league by the fide of the rivu-
Iet, which flowed through fo dead a flat, that its
motion was {carcely perccptible, and continued
to be brdckith, although in its paffage it received
feveral ‘other fmaller ftreams of mioft excellent
water.  In it were an abundance of very fine fi(h;
and on 1ts banks were many black fwans, ducks,
curlews, and other wild fowl. On the fides of

‘ this ftream; as well as on the fhores in Oyfter
harbour, were feen the remains of feveral ﬁ(h
weats,: abodt eight or nine inches high, evidently
the. forry contrivance of the wretched inhabitants

of thc/country fome of thefe were conftruted
; vuth"

N
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with loofe ftones, others with fticks and ftumps

of wood; but none of them were likely to be of,

much utility at this feafon, as feveral were placed
nearly at, and others. above, what now feemed
the high water mark’; but we fuppofed at times,
when the rain or other caufe thould extend the
“rrvulet beyond its prefent bounds; which in width:
did not exceed thirty yards, and in depth four or
five feet, thefe humble contrivances might arreft
. fome fmall fith. Great bodies of water-evidently
pafs down this fiream at certam feafons, as ap-
peared by the river’s courfe occupying from two
to three hundred yards on each fide the rivulet,
the foil of which was compofed of fea fand and
broken fhells, and was deftitute of any vegetable
produ&ion. This fpace when overflowed mutft,
_from its winding courfe, form a moft beautiful
fheet of water. The wears for the taking fifh,
and fteps made in ‘the bark for the purpofe of
afcending fome of the largeft trees, though both
exceflively rude, were undoubtedly the effets of
‘manual labour, and, with the huts, formed the
only indications of the ' country being inhabited

that we were able to difcern. There were no -

. paths in the woods, nor were any {mokes to be
{feen over the extenfive country- we beheld, which

fully fatisfied us that any further fearch for

the natives would be fruitlefs; and therefore we
retyrned by a different route to the boats, In
K3 - our
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our way we faw the remains of two fimilar huts.
Near thefe was an ant’s neft much of the fame

thape and magnitude, though finithed in a very -

fuperior ftyle and manner, and thewing how very
“humble is the ftate of Human exiftence, when
" unaffifted by civil fociety, and undirected by the
fciences.  Having eaten our falt beef we pro-
ceeded homewards, much mortified that- the
many wild fowl we had feen had efcaped our
vigilance ; but that we might not return empty
handed, we ftopped at one of the oyfter banks,
where, in about half an hour, we loaded our boat,
and returned on board about nine o'clock in the
cwcnmg. The bank on which we found them
in greateft plenty and the beft flavoured, is that
which extends from the morth or low point of
the entrance towards the little verdant ifland.

The wihd::blc'wl a ftrong gale from the E. S. E.

and a very heavy fea ran without the found ; but
the veffels within rode perfectly quiet. This fort
of weather, with much ram, continued until
Monday the .10th, when we éntertained hopes of
getting to {ea, as the wind' veered to the fouth ;
but foon again. refuming its former dire&ion, at-
 tended by the heavy fea in the offing, we remained
at-anchor untyl- the next day,vTuefda,y'thc 11th;
which - being more fayorable to our purpofe,
though the wind was fill adverfe, -we wéighed,
and turned out of the found. ; - About four in the

afternocon’

.
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aftcrnoon we regained the ocean; but the wind
at E.N.E. prevented our fteefing along the coaft,
and obiiged us- te ftand to the fouth-eaftward.
Whilft we were getting under weigh, I caufed

‘to be depofited at the hut near the watering place

fomebeads, knives, looking-glafles, and other

_trinkets, a_s:a compenfation to its folitary owner,

thould he ever return, for the wood we had cut
down, and deprived him of : and to commemo-
rate our vifit, near the ftump of one of the trees
we had felled, in a pxle of ftones raifed for the
purpofe of attrading the attention of any Euro-
pean, was left a bottle fealed up, containing a
parchment on. which were infcribed the names
of the veflels, and of the commanders ; with the
name given to the found, and the date of our ar-
rival and departure. Another bottle, containing
a fimilar memorandum, was likewife depofited

on the top of Seal Ifland, with a ftaff erected to

conduét any vifitor to 1it, on which was affixed
a medal of the year 1789. Thofe who may meet
with the ftaff will moft probably difcover the
bottle hidden near it. This precaution was here
taken, on a prefumption that Seal Ifland was en-
tirely out of the reach of the inhabitants, which
might not be the cafe where the firft bottle was

. {fecreted.

At fun-fet the Eclip{e Iflands by compaf's bore
N. r4 W. Bald-head N. 45 W. Mount Gardner
K4 o N.13
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N. 13 E. the hummock mentioned on the 28th,
now evidently an ifland, from N. 56E. to N. 51E,
and the-eafternmoft part of the main land in fight
- N. 42 E. whence the coaft appeared to take a
) tharp turn to the northward.-As we ftood to the
' S. E. the wind gradually veered to the north,
which, by day light of Tuefday the 18th, led us
out of fight of the coaft; but as in the forenoon
it was calm and the atmofphere very clear, Mount
Gardner was feen bearing N. W. 18 leagues dif-
tant. In this fituation we had much fwell from
the eaftward ; and foundings could not be gained
__at the depth of 200 fathoms. The obferved la-
B 'tltude was 35° 37/, longitude 119° 24/, which
£/ ‘was 2/ to the fouth and 16’ to the eaft, of what
i the log fhewed. The wind was light and vari>- :
o able until the evening, when it fettled in a fteady - ~
breeze at S. W.; the {well from the eaft, and E\.
j S. E. ftill continuing,indicated the land in that
i dire@ion to be at fome diftance. Our unexpe&ed
i detention by the late eaftwardly winds, and the
advanced feafon, confpired greatly againft profe-
cuting refearches on this coaft; I determined,
. ~ however, not to abandon that favorite objec, pro-
vxded the tafk fhould not prove too dangerous,
and intricate ; ; or that the dire&tion of thc coaft
fhould not lead us too far out of our way ; as, 10
rcfpe& of the former, I ated without any autho-
nty in the inveftigation; and in refpe& of the |
latter,

e 71 et e
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latter; our time would not now admit of {uffi-
c-ic-nt‘ leifure to perfevere in the purfuit.  Under
thefe confiderations our courfe was directed to
the N. E. during the night, in hopes of paffing -
within fight of the land lying to the eaftward of
Mount Gardner, {o as to connelt our furvey. Not .
gaining bottom with 110 to 140 fathoms of line;
and there being at day-break of Thurfday the
20th no appearance of the coaft, we fteered north,
which foon brought us within fight of land to the
N. W. makinglike three iflands ; but ona nearer
approach, the two wefternmoft were ’cvidently
conneited by a low ifthmus to the main land :
but the connelling of the northernmoft being
‘uncertain, ‘it obtained the name of DousTrUL
IsLaxp. .

From the wefternmoft land feen this morning,
to the eafternmoft land feen on Tuefday evening,
is a fpace of 14 leagues, ftretching S. 58 W. and
N. 58 E. in which no land was feen. The depth
of water was at this time 30 fathome; the bot-
tom coarfe fand, with broken fhells and coral.
The weather was delightfully pleafant ; and, with -
a gentle gale at S. W. we fteered along the coaft,
which now took a direction N. 55 E. our diftance
from the thore from two to four leagues. Doubt-
ful Ifland, and the fhores to the S. W. of it, nearly
refembled the reft of the coaft ; but to the N. E.
the coaft prefented a very different profpedt be-

ing
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ing compofed of high detached clufters of craggy
mountains, on a bafe of low and to all appear-
ance level land, well wooded, particularly to the
N. W. of Doubtful Ifland, where the land falls
back to a confiderable diftance, forming either a
deep well-fheltered bay, or a low flat country.
At noon, a high bluff point,.extending from the
northernmoft clufter of mountains, the eaftern-
mof} land then in fight, bore by compafs N. 24 E.
the moft weftern and confpicuous clufter of ap-

parently difunited mountains N. 67 W. about ‘

nine leagues diftant; and the eaft point of Doubt-
ful Iffand, the wefternmoft Jand at that time vi-
fible, S.73W. This land forms a remarkable
point on the coaft, and is in latitude 34° 23/, lon-
gitude 110° 49'; which, after Admiral "Lord
Hood, I diftinguifhed by the name of Poixt
Hoop. In this fituation, our obferved latitude
was 34° 18/, longitude 120° 14/; being 13’ more
to the north, and ¢/ more to the caft, than ap-
peared by the log. Soon after mid-day, low land
was defcried, ftretching out from the high bluff
* point, which we found fituated not immediately
on the fthore, but fome diftance inland, whence
a very low country extends to the fea coaft, which-
takes a direction S. 70 E. breakers in two de-

tached places were difcovered at this time lying

at fome diftance from the land; the neareft of
thefg about one o’clock, bore by compafs N. E.
tour
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four miles diftant; the other, vifible only. from
the maft-head, appeared to lie from the former
E. by N. two leagues diftant. At this time the
depth of water was 35 fathoms; and as the wind
blew directly on the fhore, and the main land,

though not more than four leagues off, was not

_fufficiently high to be diftinctly feen from the
deck ; we hauled our tacks on board, and ftood .
to the S. E. increafing our diftance very flowly."
At fix in the evening, the neareft land wes a
rocky ifland, about two miles in circuit, - which
bore by compafs N. 13 E. eight miles diftant ;
and from the maft-head, the flat low coalt was
vifible as far as E. N. E.; at nine the depth of
water had gradually increafed to forty fathoms.
Confidering our prefent as the moft prudent tack
to remain upon until we thould meet fthoals, or
-other impediments, I direted the Chatham to
lead and found ; our depth gradually increafed to
54 fathoms, and the coaft in the morning of
Friday the 21ft was in fight from N. E. to eaft.
The wind blew a light breeze from the S. S. E.
with which we ﬁeercd for the land until about
nine, when we tacked i m 60 fathoms. The land.
in fight, at that time, from the maﬁohcad bore,
by compafs from N. N. W. to E. by N. each ex-
tremity five or fix leagues diftant; all this was
fuppofed to be the main, though bctWeen north
and L N. E. the land apocared fomewhat bro-
~ : ken,
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ken, occafioned perhaps by fome of its parts be-
ing clevated a little above the reft of the thore,
off which breakers were feen to lie at fome dif-
“tance; and the land, which in the morning bore
eaft, and now bore by compafs N. 87 E. eight
smiles diftant, was evidently a rocky ifland about

a league in circuit, much refembling that which-

we pafled the preceding evening. It proved the
termination of our refearches on this coaft, and
thence obtained thc name of TERMINATION
IsLaxp; on it the fea broke with much vio-

lence; and between it and the main was a fmall

low iflet. The great depth of water indicated
that the bank of foundings which we had hi-
therto found extending along the coaft, termi-
nated alfo on its approach to this ifland, as we
had no wherc found fo great a depth of water at
this fmall diftance from the fhore ; which, on be-
‘ing increafed a few miles only, put the fhip in-
tirely out of foundings. At noon, the obferved
" latitude was 34° 34/, longitude 121° 52/; twenty-
‘two miles further eaft, and four further north
than thewn by the log. In this fituation the
main land from the maft-head was fecn bearing
by compafs N. N. W. to E. N.E. 1 E.; and Ter-
* mination ifland, fituated in latitude 34° 32¢, lon-
gitude 122, 83’; N. 84 E. Between the. eaftern-
moft part of the main, feen the preceding even-
g, and the wefternmoft feen this morning, is a
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fpace of ten leagues, which we pafled in the night
without obfervingland ; yet, from the regularity
of the foundings, there .can be little doubt of its
being-one continued coaft; and that the courfe by
us made good S. 76 E.:is nearly parallel to its di-
rection. The whole of this low country prefented
a; dreary afped, deftitute of wood, or herbage,
and interfpcrfcd with white and. brown patches,
occafioned, .moft probably, by the different co-
lours of fand or rock, of which it is compofed.
We here roticed more coaft and oceanic birds,
than we had fecn on any other part of the fhores:
as, befides gannets, and two or three different
forts of. tern; albatroffes, and petrels, particu-
larly the black and footy, were in great abun-
dance. The weather continued very fine, with
a light variable breeze in the eaftern quarter;
which drew us, not orily out of fight, and fome
diftance from the coaft, but prevented our mak-
ing much progrefs in the dire&ion, in which it
feemed to bend, until Sunday the 23d, when the
wind, fettling in the weftern board, we fteered
to the E. N. E. in hopes of falling in with the

land; and in the event of its taking a more nor-
therly direétion, the Chatham was ordered to
look out three leagues on the larboard beam. At
noon, the obferved latitude 35° 30, the longitude
122° 40°. At this time, the wind {uddenly
thifted to the fouthward, and was accompanied

by
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-by a very heavy fwell in that diretion; which
ftrongly indicating the approach of . boifterous
weather, the Chatham’s fignal was made to join,
and our courfe was dire@ed. E..S. E. ; :-not dar-
ing under all:the circumftances of our fituation,
to run the ritk of encountering bad weather on
an unexplored coaft, that prefented to us {fo.many
dangers. Befides, as the lownefs of the: thores
which we had lately feen, and the:d'iﬁant thoals
that we had found extending from them, would
exact particular caution as we proceeded,: more
time would neceflarily be required in the  profe-
cution of fuch an inquiry, than the main object
of our voyage would at prefent allow.i--I-was
therefore compelled to relinquifh, with ‘great re-
lu&tance, the favorite proje& of further examm-
ing the coaft of this unknown though interéfting
‘country ; and, dire@ing our. route over an hitherto
untraverfed part of thefe feas, we proceeded with-
out further delay towards the Pacific Ocean..
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CHAPTER IIL.

Remarks:on the Country and Produltions on Part '
- of the Southe-weft Coaft of New Holland— Extra-

. ordinary Devaflation by Fzre—-ziﬂronomzcal and .
“ nam‘zcal Obfervations: .. LT

LTHOUGH ‘the confiderations adverted to

. 1in the foregoing chapter, rendered it im-
pra&xcablc to. explore the S. W. coaft of New
Holland to the extéent-:my withes firft led me to
ix:nagine,,-and' p’révented'éur afcertaining its boun-
dary and conneion with, or feparation” from,
Van Dieman’sland ; yet the information we have
acquired, will open a field to thofe whofe duty
it ,ma'jf hereafter be ‘to perform that tafk; by
fhewing, that its S. W. part may be approached -
with the greateft fafety, as its fhores are bold
with regular foundings to the difiance of eight or
nine leagues, and by the difcovery of the very
excellent harbour in King George the Third’s
found. Confidering therefore its fituation and
conveniences as likely to become of material im-
portance to thofe whofe purfuits may . induce
them to navigate this and the Pacific Ocean, it
may not” be uninterefting to detail, in a more
particular
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particular manner, the circumftances that occur-
red during our vifit to a country hitherto fo httle
known to Europeans. -

Our furvey comprehended \/extent of 110
leagues; in which fpace we faw no other haven
or place of fecurity for thipping, than the found
before mentioned ; notwithftanding the opinion
of Dampier, who has confidered ‘the whole of

the weftern part of New Holland as confifting of -

a clufter of iflands.  He was undoubtedly a judi-
cious obferver, of very fuperior talents; and, it
is moft likely, formed his opinion from.th¢ many
iflands which he found compofing the exteriot
- coaft of the N. W. part of this extenfivd eountry.
However juft may be his conclufions as- to that
part of New Holland, they certainly do:not ap<
ply to its fouth weftern fide, as no-very matefial
fcparation, either by rivers, or arms of the fea,
-was difcovered in the neighbourhood of our fur-
vey. Had fuch breaks- in the coaft exifted, and
had they efcaped our obfervation, it is highly
probable we thould have met in the fea, or feeri
driven on its fhores, drift wood and other pro-
ductions of the interior country. The very deep
colour alfo of the feveral fireams of water may
poffibly be occafioned by the quality of the foil
through which they flow; whence it may be in+
ferrcd that, if any confiderable inland waters had -
their fource far in the country, or if any great
body

o~
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- body defcerided fr_om its thores; the fca along the
coaft would in. fome meafure havé been difco-
loured ; but neither of thefe evidences exifted, for
on our approach to the lard, theré was no pre-
‘vious appearance to indicate its vicinity. This
opinion was further corroborated on infpe&ing
the habitations and places of the natives’ refort ;
where not the leaft remains of canoes, or other
circumftance prefented itfelf, which could con=
vey the moft- diftant idea of thefe people having
ever trufted themfelves on the water; a circum-
ftance which it is reafonable to fuppofe would
fometimes have hapiae'r'xed, had their country been
infulated, or their travelling been interrupted by
large rivers or arms of the fea; efpecially as all
appearancés favored the conjeture of their being
by no means a ftationary people. There was
great reafon, howe'ver, to conclude, that the
country was well fupplied with freth water ; as

wherever wé chanced to land, we eafily procured
that valuable article, not only whete the foil was
of confiderable depth; but from ftreamlets iffuing
out of the folid rocks.  ‘This feemed to be the
cafe even on the moft elevated land s which caufed
a very fingular appearance when the fun fhone
in certain direéions on thofe mountains whofe
furfaces were deftitute of foil ; for on thefe, made
humid by the continual oozing of the water, a

bright glare was produced that gave them the
refemblance of hills covered with fhow.

Our refearches affordegd- little matter worthy
of notice excepting fuch as appertained to King
George the Third’s Sound.” This port has its
entrance in latitude 35° 57, longitude 118° 17",
It is “eafily known on approaching it from the
weftward, as it is the firft opening in the coaft
that prefents any appearance like an harbour,
caftward of cape Chatham. The Eclipfe Iflands
being the only detached /and that can be fo re-
garded, are an excellent guide to the found, hav-
ing, between them and Bald-head, fome rocks
on which the fea breaks with great violence. The
port is fafe, and eafy of accefs any where between
its outer points of entrance, Bald-head, and Mount
Gardner, lying N. 62 E. and S. 62 W, 11 miles
diftant from each other. Mount Gardner is not
lefs confpicuous and ufcful in pointing. out the
found from the eaftern quarter, than in its being
rendered very remarkable by its handfome fhape,
and its rocky, and almoft uninterrupted polithed
furface to its fummit. Its bafe may be faid ra-
ther to form the eaftern extent of the coaft, than
the oppofite point of the found, there being
within it a projection which more properly forms
- the N. E. point of the found, lying from Bald~ -
Lcad N. 30°E. about five miles diftant. Between

- o - thefe
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thefe latter points are Michaelmas, and Break
Sea iflanids, each about 2 league in circuit, one
mile apart, nearly equidiftant between.the two
points, and affording to all appearance*good
~channels on every fide. The water fuddenly de-

creafes in its depth from 30 to 12 fathomig; the &

latter depth uniformly continiing acrofé from
) point to point, I fhould conceive, muft be an
additional theans of preventing any very heavy
Aea from rolling into the found; which, in the
moft expofed place of arichorage. convenieiit to
the fhore, is only open from E. by N. to S. E.
by E. Between thefe limits are fituated the two
iflands above-mentioned, whence the found ex-
tends W. by N. about two leagues to point Pof-
feflion, and from our anchorage ‘to Oyfter har-
bour, north about the fame diﬁ:aﬁcé, with regu-
lar foundings 1n mid-channel Q‘f 12 to 15, and
10.to 6 fatboms clofe to the fhore; excepting
near Seal iflind, where there is a hole of 21
fathoms. The Difcovery and Chatham were
moored in a fituation, not only very convenient
as to communication with the thore, but I be-
lieve, in perfe&@ {fecurity as it refpected the ele-
. ment : foralthough the fea broke fometimes with
fuch violence on Break Sea ifland, that the fu:f
tanged to its elevated fummit, during a conti-
nuance of the boifterous weather; yet it did nct
occafion us the leaft inconvenience. A more

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eligible fituation if required in the(oundmight

very probably be -met with above the flat rock,:
as veflels would be there more completely land-
locked; and a convenient fandy cove, eafily to
be difcovered in that neighbourhood, is furnithed
with a ftrecam. of excellent. freth water, which
though to all appeatance not better in quality
- than the water we reccived on board, was yet
more pleafing to the v)e, not bcmg of fo dccp a
colour. :

Princefs Royal harbour admits of a paffage
into it about a quarter of a mile wide; neareft
to the northern fhore the depth is five or {ix fa-
thoms, but on the fouthern, not more than 2
and three fathoms water ; occafioned by banks of
coral rock which are very confpicuous, and, not
“ being liable to any of the violent agitations of the
fea, are by no means dangerous. Within the
points of entrance, the depth is regularly from
four to feven fathormss, and the bottom clear, good
holding ground. This depth, though occupying
part only of the harbour, yet affords a fufficient
{pace for feveral veflels to ride in fafety.

Oyfter harbour is rendered admiffible alone
for veflels of a middle fize, by the fhallownefs of
"the water on the bar, extending from fhore - to
fhore, on which ‘we found 17 feet water only,
although the depth increafed from five to feven

fathoms on ‘each fide. The deep ‘water -within .

the
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27" the harbour did dot feem of any great extent. In

both thefe harbours the communication with the
country- is- rendered unpleafant by the fhallow
depth of water in “Ioft places extending to a
great d;ﬂ:anc_:e‘» from-the fhore. = This inconve-
niency could eafily be remedied; - thould it ever
be an obje& .fo to do, by wharfs ;: although it is
not unlikely that on- a-mere miinute - infpection
- the neccﬁity for fuch a. meafurc Would ceafe to
appear..x -t , :

In navigating the found we d1d not obfcrvc
any danger. that was not fufficiently confpicuous
to be avoided ; circumftances however did not
admit of our acquiring that fatisfactory informa-
tion refpeding Princefs Royal and Oyfter har-
bours which ‘fall into. it, that could have becn
withed ; yet fo far as relatesto-the found, the
annexed tketch will I believe be found to contein,
no very material error.

- The appearance of thxs country along the
coafts, refembles, in moft refpe&s, that of Africa’
about the Cape of Good Hope. The furface
fzemed to be chiefly . compofcd of fand mixed -
with decayed vegetables, varying exceedingly in
peint of richnefs ; -and although bearing a great
fimilarity, yet indicating a foil fuperior in quality
to that in the immediate neighbourhood of Cape
Town. - The principal component part of this
country appeared to be coral; and it would feem,
L3 ' that

that its elevation above the ocean is of modern
date, not only from the fhores, and the~bank
which extends along the coaft bcxng, generally
fpcakmrz, compofed of coral, as was evident by
our lead never defcending to the bottom. -without
~ bringing up coral on its return; but by coral
being found on thc hxgheﬁ hxlls we afcended;
partxcularly on thc femmit of Bald- Head, whlch
is fufficiently above the level of the fea to be fccn
at 12 or 14 leagues dxﬁancc. Here the coral
was ent1rely 1n its onglnaLﬁate partlcularly in
one level fpot, comprehending about eight acres,
which ‘produced not the leaft herbage on the
white fand that occupied this fpace; through
which the branchcs of coral protruded, and were
found 1tandmg eza&ly like thofe feen in the beds
of coral beneath the furface of the fea, with ra-
mifications of dxﬂ’c;cnt ﬁzes, fome not half an
* inch, others four or five inches in circumference.
In thefe fields of coral (1f the term field be al-
lowable) of which there were feveral, fea fhells
were in great abundance, fome nearly in a per-
feét ftate ftill adhéring fo the coral, others in
different ftages of decay. The coral was friable
In various -degrees; ; the extremities of the
“branches, fome of Wthh. were nearly four feet
above the fand were eafily redaced to powdcr,
whxlﬁ thofc cIo;e to, or under the furface, re-
qmrcd fome {mall force to break them from the
’ rocky
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rocky foundation from whence they appeared to
fpring. I have feen coral in ‘many places at a
confiderable diftance from the fea; but in no
otlter inftanée have 1 feen it fo clevated; and in
fuch a ftate of perfeioi.

Hi-the lower lands we frequently met with ex-

tenfive tfaéls occupted by a kind of okerith

{waihpy" peat, of moorith foil of a very dark .
brewh €olour, forming as it were a cruft, which
thook and trembled when walked hp‘on; with
water oozing through, or running over the fur-

© face,~irt all diréQions. Throtgh this foil moft

of the ftreams také their courfe, 4nd it is to their
1mpre<rn ation in the paﬂ'a«e, that the general high
colour of the water is to be attnbuted Thefc
{fwamps were not” always conﬁned to low-and
level fppts, but were found on the acchvxty of
the higher lands; and where thefe did not oc-
cupy the fides 6f the hills, the {oil was Geep, and

' appéared infinitely more- produdive than the fur-
face of the plains ; ‘efpecially that through’ whicle

the rivulet in-Oyfter harbour kas beén mention-
ed to flow. -In that plain we found; at- irregular
intervals, jutt beneath the furface, - a fubﬁ:ratum'
of an apparently imperfe& chalk; or 2 rich white
marle, feemingly formed of the: fame- decayed
thells, with which the courfe of the river abound-
ed. Thefe ftrata, about eightor ten yards broad,
run perpendiculaily to the rivulet; their depth

~ we had not leifure to examine, although there

feemed little doubt of finding this fubftance i in
fufficient abundancc for the purpofes of manure,
fhould the cltivation of this country ever be in
contemplatxon. The general ftru&ure of it feems
very favorable to fuch an attempt, as the moun-
tains are neither fteep nor.numerous ; “nor do the

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fo fhort a vifit, feemed delightful: for though
we contended with fome boifterous weather on
our approach to the coaft, nothing lefs ought
reafonably to have been expe@ed at the feafon of
the vernal equinox, and breaking up of the win-
ter. . The gales we experienced in King George
the Third’s Sound, were not of fuch violence as
to put veflels at fea paft their top-fails; although
whilft the S. W. wind continued a ‘moft violent
fea broke. with incredible fury on the exterior
fhores. This however can eafily be imagined,
when the extenfive uninterrupted range which
the wind in that diretion has over the Indian
Qcean is takcn into confideration: during the
continuance of this wind the atmofphcrc was to-
" lerably clear, though the air was keen. Faren-
keit’s thermometer, at’the time of yc‘ar anfwer-
ing to the beginning of April in the northern
hemifphere, ftood at 53°; but at all other times
durmg our ﬁay,—w aried between 58°and 64°, and
the barometer from 20" 90 to 30" 50. Slight
colds were caught by the crew, which ought
rather to be imputed to their own want of care
than to the climate, as on getting to fea the par-
ties foon recovered. Our convalefcents in the
fiux teceived much benefit, though their health
could not yet be confidered as thoroughly re-efta-
biifhed. Thefe circumftances induced an opi-
%’31;Qn’~that the chm te and fo1l bade fair to be ca-

pabl_e
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pable of producing all the effentials, and many
of the luxzuries of life ; although on the fubjeét of
agricultural improvement, I felt myfelf as unqua-
hfied to determine, as to enumerate feientifically
the {cveral trees, thrubs, and plants with which
the country abounds. Of the two latter there
appeared a great variety, and I believe afforded
“to Mr. Menzies much entertainmerit and em- |
ployment. ~ Amongft the moft- remarkable was
the gum plant, found every where in greatabun-
dance, and anfwering, in all its charaéters, to the :
defcription and reprefentation of that plant found T
~ at port Jackfon; as mentioned in Philips’s voyage.
Wiid cclery was found in-quantitiés fufficient for
cur pea-foup, and daily to fupply the people by -
way of fauce to their falted meat : this with fam-
phire weree the only eatable \fegctabl'es we pro- d

curcd. QOther plaats werc numerous, and af-
forded a great veriety of beautiful flowers.  The
ﬁ)rub_s alfo were abundant, and of many fpecies ;
but ncither thefe nor the trees grew fo clofely
together as materially to-incommode travelling, ,
cven 1a the neighbourhood of Oyfter harbour, ‘
where the country is very well wooded; aﬁd.ag_
thie brancheyot the trees do not approach within
feveral feet of the ground, an extenfive view is
admitted in.every direétion. The foreft trecs 5
fcemed of four diffierent forts.  The moft com- . i

mon much refembled the holly, but thefe were s
‘ ‘ not
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not of thi"cmlargcr’ Afort; that which I took to be

the gum tree of New-South Wales; by its foliage
and its producing a confiderable quantity of gum,

feemed to be ‘a hard, ponderous, clofe-grained

wood: of this dcfcription the larger trees feemed
chiefly to confift; one of thefe meafured nine

- feet four inches in gir'th, and was of a propor-

tionable height.. Thofe from which our fuel was
procured ‘were of the myrtle tribe, not unlike the
pimento of the Weft Indies, in fhape, appear-
ance, and aromatic flavor of the foiiagc ; and 1n

- the hard dnd clofe texture of the wood, which

makes an. excellent and pleafant fire, burning
cheerfully yet confuming flow ; whilft; from the

fmoke, a Very fpicy agreeable fragrance is exhal-

ed. Thefe 'do not, in general, grow to large
‘timbers; but there is another fpecies much re-
fembling them, with rather broader leaves, and
poflefling like them an-aromatic flavor, which
grow to a confiderable fize. Thefe, with a 1pe-
- cies not unlike the filver tree of the Cape of
Good Hope, were the trees that were found ge-
nerally to compofe the foreft. ‘

For the benefit of thofe who may vifit the
country hereafter, fome ving-cuttings and water-
crefles were planted on the ifland in Oyfter har-

bour, and at the place from whence we procured- .

our fuel ; and an aflortment of garden feeds, with
fome almonds, orange,” lernon and pumkin feeds

were
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were fown. The- whole being the produce of
z*f'rica,_l_ fhould have entertained little doubt of
their fuceefs, had it not been, that there was
much to r‘appre'he'nd in -their being over-run by
‘the na_fugal produ&ioﬁs of the country. -

Of the animal king"dbm, fo far as relates to the
tenants of the earth, little information was de-
rived. The. only quadruped feen was-one dead

kangaroo ;  the dung, however, of thefe or fome

other animals feeding on vegetables, was almoft
every where met with, and frequently fo freth
as to indicate that' the animal could not be far
removed. - :

Of the birds that live in or refort to the woods, *

the vulture may be faid to be the moft common,
as we faw {everal of this fpecies, or at leaft, birds
that were {o confidered. Hawks of the falcon
* tribe, with feveral others of that genus; a bird
much refembling the Englith crow, parrots, par-
roquets, and a variety of fmall birds, - fome of

which fung very melodioufly, were +hofe which -

attra@ed our attention the moft; but all were fo
exceflively wild and watchful, that few fpeci-
mens could be procured. Of the water fowl,
the black {fwan feemcd as numerous as any other
fpecies of aquatic birds in the neighbourhood of
Opyfter harbour, but they were feen in no other
place. There was alfo black and white pelicans
of a large fort, feen at- a diftance; and though

ducks
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ducks were 1n great numbers, we were very un-
fuccefsful in takmg them. A very peculiar one
was fhot, of a darkith grey plumage, with a bag
like that of a lizard -hanging under its throat;
which fmelt {o intolerably of mufk that it fcented
nearly the whole thip. There was alfo many
gray curlews, and fea-pies; of the latter we pro-
cured a few, which were excellent eating. The
aquatic birds before enumerated, with fhags, the
common gull, two or three forts 6f tern, and a
few {mall penguins of a blucifh colour, included
the whole of the fcathered tribc in the v 1c1mty of
the fthores. . - \ :? *

With the produ&ions of the fea, we were not
much more acquainted; which is rather to be
attributed to our want of {kill as ithermen than .
to its want of bounty. Some of the few fith we
caught were very cxcellent, particularly of the
larger fort ; one much rcfcmbling the fnook, and
another the calipevar of Jamaica, both of high
flavor; as. was a kiud of fifh not unlike, nor in-
ferior in quality tq} the Englifh red mullet. Thefe,
with the common white mallet rock fith, mack-
erel, herrings, and a variety of {mall fith, were
thofe we procured, though not in any abundance.

Whilft on the coaft, whales and feals were
frequently playing about the thip; of the latter,
we faw about a {core at one time on Seal ifland.

The little trouble thefe animais took to avoid us,

'ndicated
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__—indicated their not being dccuftomed to fuch vi-

" fitors. The throat and belly of thefe feals, which

were of a large fort; were nearly white ; between

thc head and fhoulders, the neck rifes in a kind

of creft, which, with the back, was of a light

brown colour ; their hair was exceedingly coarfe ;

the carcafe very poor, and afforded little blubber;

which, howcvcr, may - putable to thc fea-

fon. ' .
Reptiles and noxious animals feemed by no
means. to be numcrots, as only -two or three
yellow, and bronze-coloured fnakes were feen;
“which were good eating; thefe, with a few li-
zards of the common fort, and fome about cight
or nine inches long of a thick clumfy make lark
colour, and altogether exceflively ugly, were what
"compofed that race of animals. Some beautiful
beetles, common flies, and mufkitoes, were oc-
cafionallymet with, but not in fuch numbers as to-

produce’inconvenience. ‘

It would now remain to fay fomethmg of the
human {pecies, the inhabitants of this country;
but aswe, were not fo fortunate to procure_an
interview with any one of them, aIl that cam be
advanced on this fubje& muft be founded oni
conje&ure or nearly fo, and confequently- very
liable to error; it may, however, not be unac-
ceptable to ftate fuch circumftances as, on the
fpot, occurred to our obfervation.

The bark was firipped off, and the thickeft end,
after having been burnt in the fire; was fcraped
and reduced to a blunted point, on one of which
fome blood was found ftill adhering, '

Deftitute (as they feemed) of the means; and |

 totally ignorant of every mode of embarkation;
it is not likely that they place much depéndence
on marine produéions for their fubfiftence ; yet
_1t was evident from the wears on the fhorcs, and
ﬁom the mouths of .the brooks near the villages
Bemg ﬁopped up; that they fometimes rcfort to
the rivulets and to the fea for provifions: On
- this - account, it was confidered rather®éxtraor-
dinary, that the bones of the fifies on which
- they had fed were.no where to be found and
this led to a fuppofition that thofe thch their
endeavours enabled them to procure were very
fmall. It appeared ftill more extraordinary that;
fince they drew a certain proportion of their food

_ from the {fea, they fhould not have difcovered fo -
cxcellcnt a part of its produce as oyfters and’

thcmfe‘h es on.the. beaches over which they muft .

frequcntly walk; and that the former at low
water require only wading half-leg deep- on the

~ thoals that extend from the main land to gathet

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in 4 few minutes a day’s fubfiffence. Neither
did it appear that they had any kr>wledge of
thefe, the limpets, nor any other fheii fith found
amongit the rocks; orif they had, for fore rea-
fon not eafily to be imhagined, they certainly made
no ufe of them ; otherwife their thells in all hu-
man probability would have been feen near the
places of their refort. Hence it may naturally
be- inferred, that the land principally fupplies
their wants, or hunger would long fince have
. conducted them to fuch excellent refourccs This
opinion is fupported by the extremeé ihynefs of
- the feathered- ¢reation, and the wildnefs of the
quadrupeds, whofe footing, and the other figns
of their being at no great diftance without our
obtaining ‘any fight of them, fufficiently proved-
that they were conftantly purfued. This circum-
. ftance may fuggnfh a-probable conjelture on the

caufe of the ‘vfe;':ﬁ, extreordinary devafiation by fire,
which the {;eg‘{ctable' productions had fuffered
throughout the whole cduhtry we had traverfed.
Fire is-frequently reforted to by rude nations,
either for the purpofe of encouraging a fivecter
- growth of herbage in their hunting grounds, or
as toils for taking the wild- animals, of which.
they are in purfuit. When the foreft isfet on
fire for fuch purpofes in a dry feafen, its ravages
may become very extenfive; and the inflam-
mable qual‘i‘ty of the gum plant, which is herein’
“Vor.I. M great
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great abundance, may operate to promete that
gcneralﬂhavoc‘k' which we-obferved in the vege-
table kingdom. B ‘ ,
.- The deftru@ive operations of fire were, how-

ever, evident in places where the gum-plant was
not found for a confiderable diftance; and, po-
fitively fpeaking, in our excurfion on thore, we
did not fec a fpot that produced any vegetables,
which had not vifibly felt its effe@s.  'Where the
_ country was well wooded, the l@timbers

" < had the topmoft of their branches burned; yet

none feemed totally deftroyed by it; and where
- the luxuriance of the foil had obliterated its bane-
ful appearance amongft the growing fhrubs and
plants, the ground, on. examination, was found
{trewed over with the remains of branches and
ftumps that had been pattially confumed by fire.
Had this conflagration been occafioned, as fome
of us fuppofed, by repeated ftorms of violent
lightning and thunder, it is reafonable to imagine
we fhould have feen the foreft trees much torn
and fhattered to pieces; which in no infance
was obferved. ’ SR
As nothing further occurred worthy any parti-
cular notice, I fhall conclude my remarks on this
country by ftating the aftronomical and nautical

fteeréd to the S. E. and without 'd‘c occurrence

CHAP"‘ER IV

Wlth thls we
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experienced the fame fort of mﬂuence in our
reckoning as on the coaft of New Holland, in
finding the fhip every day further advanced than
we cxpé&cd. A continuance of fine weather al-

Jowed feveral lunar obfervations to bc"taken,,

which were dire&ed to the. purpofe of afcertain-
ing the longitude of our laft ftation. The brecze
from the S. E. was very light, and it was not
unti} late in. the day that the land could be plain<"
ly diftinguithed. At feven o’clock in'the even-
ing we tacked .and ftood to the S. W.; the
Mewftone bearing” by compafs S. 88 E.; the
cafternmoft part of the main land in fight N.
821 E. the fouth-weft cape being the neareft land
N. E. three or four leagues diftant ; land appear-
ing like an -ifland, N. 11 'W. and the weftern-
moft part of the mainland N. 5 W. Thisland .

lies from the fouthf-weft cape N. 16 W. about
nine leagues diftant: between thefe points the
coaft feemed to be much broken, with fome fmall

be procured with fo much facility, together with
timber for planks, fpars, tent poles, &c. &c. of”’
which we ftood in great nced, I was induced to
maka choice of Dutky bay,»notv& ithftanding the
mconvcmencc it labours under from the great
depth of water, and want of anchorage in its en-"
_ trance. : : o

- A favorable wind attended in general with to-
lerably fine weather, varied between the N. and
W. and afterwards between the W. and S. with
freth galcs, until Wednefday the 2d of Novem-
ber; when about nine in the forcnoon we werg
brought within fight of the coaft of New Zea-
land, bearing by compafs E. N. E. 12 or 14
leagucs diftant. We ftood for the land mak-ng
~ajl fail with a freth breeze at S. W.; but the
weather was fo exceedingly hazy, that it was one
a'clock in the forenoon before it was plainly dif~
tinguifhed; when Five Finger point was fcen
bearing by compafs N. E. 7 leagues diftant, and
~ the weft cape E. by N. § N.  The wind in the
c.cmn« vecred round to thc N. N.W, and bcmo-

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Light, with alternate calms, the boats were hoift-
ed out to tow; by which means, and with the
additional affiftance of a heavy fwell rolling up
Dufky bay, we anchored about nine that even-
ing in 40 fathoms foft bottom, in ‘the arm lead<
ing into Facile harbour. Five Finger point by
compafs bore S. 38 W.; the weft point of Par-
rot-iflard N. 35 E.; and the neareft thore W.
‘N. W. half a mile diftant. About eleven the
Chatham anchored, and, though within us, was
in 60 fathoms water.

Although in the year 1773 I had viﬁted Dufky :
bay with Captain Cook in the Refolution, I had
never been in Facile harbour; for this reafon I
deemed it expedient, previous to moving the vef-
" {cls, to’ cxamine and determine .on a fituation
there moft convenient for our feveral employ-
ments. On this occafion I was accompanied by
Mr. Broughton and Mr. Whidbey. Having
made our choice, we were greatly alarmed on
our return by the report of two guns; but as the
wind had much increafed fince our departure
tfrom the fhips, we were not long at a lofs how
io account for this fignal, and concluded that one
or both of the veficls had driven from thcu' an-
choravc.

7 ' \V ¢ were no fooner clear of the iflands than
our conjc&urcs were ‘in part confirmed. The
Chatham was, ftatxonary but the Difcovery was

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moving ; and by the time we reached her, about
ene o'clock, the was nearly abreaft of Five Finger
point. We found that, on the fhip’s driving, a
fecond anchor had been reforted to; but the
depth of water bci?‘ng‘ upwards of 70 fathoms, the
was not brought up; that anchor was again at
~ the bows, and the other nearly up; fo that we
were thortly enabled to fet the fails; and, having
a ftrong gale at the N. N. W. though attended
with hea\y fqualls, I was not without hopes of
reaching our deftination in Facile harbour before
dufk. But about five, a very violent guft of
~ wind carried away the- ftrap of the fore-topfai
fhect block; the ftayfail fheets and haulyards
gave way; and the fore-topmaft ftayfail {pht:
the gale feemed to be increafing, and as we were
in too narrow a channel to repair thefe damages
before vve thould have loft all the diftance we had -
- gamed it was exceedingly fortunate that we had
Anchor xﬂand harbour to leeward of us, for which
- we 1mmcdlatcly fteered ; and running in by the
v»eﬁcrn entrance, anchored at the mouth of the
coxc n "6 fathoms, foft muddy bottom ; and
after veering to half a cable, our ftern was in 13

Our appre-

henfions for the fafety of the Chatham were not

rclieved until, by rowing over to the Petrel iflands

the next forenoon, Friday the 4th, and by walk-

ing acrofs the land, we had the happinefs to fee

‘her ride in perfect fafety ; but as the was dire&ly
to windward, and the gale continued to increafe,
Mr. Broughton was unable to get on board. Sa-

tisfied with the fecurity of her ftation, we re-
turned to the Difcovery, when the violence of
the gale from the N. W, obliged us to ftrike the
topmafls, it not being in our power to veer more
~ cable, or allow the fhip to drive, without her
- being on the rocks aftern’; of which, even with °
thefe precautions, we entertained fome fears; al-
though 1in a fituation perfedtly land locked, and
the weather fhores not more than five cables
length diftant. The violence of the gale ftill
continuing, the fmall bower anchor was dropped
under foot. In the evening the wind moderated
a little, which feemed to be for the fole purpofe
of acquiring and refurning with new vigor, as,
by two on Saturday morning the 5th, the gale in-
creafed to fo violent a ftorm, as to oblige us to
lower the top-mafts clofe down to the cap, and
to get our yards and top-gallant mafts fore and
aft on the deck. From five o’clock until eight, -
it blew a perfe® hurricane, attended with tor-
rents
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rents of rain. We were happily i1 4 veiy fnug,
fecure little harbour, yet the fea beat with fuch
unremitting violence againft the rocks immedi-
ately aftern of us, that had either the anchor ot
cable given wayj, little elfe but inevitable deftruc-
tion muft have followed: Our anxiety was ins
finitely increafed by our folicitude for the welfare
of the Chatham; but as the ftorm with us at
N.W. by W. wasdirely from off the high land
under which fhe rode, we comiforted ourfelves
with the hope fhe might not experiencé its fury
to the degree it affe@ted us. About nine a moft
tremendous. guft caufed the fhip to roll excef-
fively ; this was immediately followed by a flath.
of lightning, and a heavy crafh of thunder, which
broke up the ftorm; and in the fpace of half an
hour, the weather might be confidéred, compa-
paratively fpeaking, as fair and pleafant. Mz,
Broughton immediately repaired to the Chat-
ham, and had the inexpreflible pleafure of find-
ing that the had rode out the gale in a manner
far beyond all expe@ation. At her ftation the
ftorm had blown from the N. N. E, dire&ly
down the arm in which fhe was at anchor; the
fea broke intirely over her, ‘though it had not a
fetch of three miles, and in a channel not three
quarters of a mile wide; yet with her yards
and topmafts clofe lowered, and two anchors
down, fhe rode out this heavy ‘(’cox(m in perfect

ccurity.
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~ fecurity. - Mr: Broughton loft no time in getting
" under weigh, anid worked into Facile harbour;
to which place, notwithffanding our having been
obliged to feek fhelter here, it was my inteation
to have gone; but as we were now completely
difmantled, and finding that from thefe thores ali
our wants could be conveniently fupplied, I de-
termined to remain quiet, and to fet about the
feveral repairs we required with all poffible dif-
patch. Parties were immediately employed on
the different fervices of cutting wood for fuel;
timuer for fpars and planks ; brewing fpruce beer;
repairing the fails and rigging, catks, &c. &c.
which neceflary and efential duties engaged every
perfon on board. A {mall boat with four men;
daily employed in fifhing, never returned with<
out an abundance of excellent fith for prefent ufe,
and a fupply for every one who chofe to falt them
for future occafions. The N.W. gale did not
intirely abandon us, it again blew with confider-
_able violence on Sunday the 6th, after which it
moderated, and the weather became fettled, fe-
rene and pleafant, particularly when the wind,
-which was generally the cafe, had its dire&tion
fiom the fouth or weftern quarters; by which
rmeans our feveral duties were executed pleafantly

and with great eafe.
By Sunday the 13th, thefe neceﬁ'ary opera-
tions were m fuch a {tate of forwardnefs, as to
allowgt ,
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allow a large party of officers_and gentlemen in
two boats, accompanied by Mr. Broughton in
the Chatham’s cutter, to attend me on an excur-
fion over this fpacious bay, with the hope of be-
- coming acquainted with fome of the inhabitants;
and if circumftances permitted, to explore the
upper part of the northern arm, which by Capt.
Cook was called, “No BoDY KNOWS WHAT,
‘and the only part he did not thoroughly examine.
OnMonday the 1ath we found the arm in
which Captain Cook places Apparent ifland, to
‘be divided into two branches, leaving that land
a peninfula joined to the main land, by a very.
high, though narrow ridge of mountains. The
perpendicular height, and wery extraordinary
thape, of the rocky part fronting the arm, rendec.
it a moft fingular and majeftic promontory. Mr.
Broughton undertook the right hand, or fouthern
branch, which he found winding, firft in a di-
re&ion nearly N. E. by E. about 3% miles; then
E. S. E. about half a league ; arnd there, in a nor-
thern dire@ion, terminating in a fmall cove,
"The northern arm we found to run nearly ftraight
zbout N E. for five miles, then turging round to
the northward, for half a league further, and ent-
ing in a {mall cove with very fhallow.water, iz a
-porth-weltern dire@tion. The headsof thefe arms,
in copformity with Captain Cook’s name of their

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wHAT. We were exceedingly fortunatc i hav- -
ing moft delightful weather for thefe examina-

' t'igm's, and returned on board in the afternoon of
Tuefday the 15th; though not without fome dif~
appointment that; after three days excurfion, and
landing in many places; particularly in Cafcade -
and Indian coves; which were formerly the re-
fort of the natives, we no. where found any traces -
of them, or any circumftance that in the leaft
indicated the country being at prefent inhabited ;
if one or two miftrable huts be excepted, whick
the officers ‘of the Chatham met with in the
nieighbouthood of Facile harbour, but which had
not the appeararice of having been lately occu-
pied. Pleafartt weather ftill continuing, on Wed-.
nefday the 16th I took a furvey of Anchor ifland
harbour. It appeared to be perfeily fecure, and
may be found convenient; when actident may
prevent veficls getting into Facile harbour. It
has two entrances; that to the north of the Pe-
trel iflands 1s a fair and clear charmel, though of
great depth; its general foundings being from
23 to 38 fathoms; in the narroweft part it is
about a cable’s length wide, ‘arid; Ibelieve; free
from any danger; as the theres aré fteep, with-
out any funken rocks or fhoals, excepting within
the paflage clofe under the fouth fide of large
Petrel 1ﬁand wher¢® thcy arc difcoverable by the
weeds grow ing upon them, and are quite out of

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the. Way of its navigation. . The other paffage is
to the i’buthward of - the Petrel iflands; and as,
in-all probablhty, a-ftrong northerly wind would
alone induce any:perfon to make choice of this

- Moft of, ou;:&buﬁnr:fs thh the ﬂiorc bemv
~ --ﬁmfhed, our ‘rigging .overhauled, fails bent; and
*the thip ready for fea, with.very fine -weather
:and a gentle breeze from:S. S: E.; on the:morn-
ing of Friday the 18th we failcd out of the cove.
The Chatham was not yet in readinefs to .depart;
in order, however, that we- might be conveni-
‘ently ftationed to proceed togetber when circam-
ftances fthould admit, I intended to place the fhip
abreaft of Facile harbour ; but the bregze failing,
and. the tide fetting us towards: the iflands that -
lic from it, we were obliged. to ancher. fooner
than I withed in 38 fathoms foft bottom. Five
~ Finger point by compafs'bore S. 40 W.; weft
point “of Anchor ifland S 12 W.and the fouth
point.of Parrot ifland. N. 53 W. a quarter of a
mile diftant. The day was nearly calm, but the
next. morning brought with it-a frefh breeze from
the fouthward. The Chatham having completed
her bufinefs, ftood out into the roadftead, which
obtained the name of TeMPEST RoaD, from the

turned into Facile harbour. The gale increafed
‘towards noon, but in the evenirg- the weather

became delightfully pleafant. L
On the morning of Sunddy the- 20tH, about
feven o’clock, a frefh breeze ‘from the  S. W fet
in, accompariied by an ,unﬁfually heavy fwell,
which giving us reafon to apprehend fome vio-
lence from the wind in that dire@&ion, we weighed,
ran into Facile harbour, and anchored abreaft of
the paffage leading out through Parrot and Pi-
geon iflands, in 38 fathoms foft bottom.. This
paflage, though not exceeding a cable’s length
in width, we found to be a very excellent one,
with foundings from nine to five fathoms clofe to
“the fhores. Thefe foundings are on a ridge from
ifland to ifland, as the water deepened to up-
wards of 30 fathoms immediately on either fide.
‘The Chatham was at anchor near us, and both
“veflels were conveniently ftationed for proceed-
ing to fea on a favorable opportunity prefenting
itfelf. ~The wind continued to blow very ftrong
from the S. W. and brought with it a furf which
broke very heavily on the fhores in the bay; yet
the veffels rode perfectly quiet. On Monday the
211t, the fky became intirely obfcured, with dark
«loorny weather, and the wind bccamc variable
‘with much rain.  The next morning was per-
fedtly calm, "and 'élthough.ﬂ« it did not rain, the
heavy atmofphere continued. We were now em-
N2 ' ployed
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- ploy=4 "a completing aur-ftock of water, and in
‘procuring wood, fpruce, or rather a fpecies. of
cyprefs, and the i:sa"plant;» for brewing at fea.
Towards noon, a breeze fpringing up from' the
N. W. both veflcls failed-out of Dufky bay. A
very-heavy fwell rolled: from the S. W. and wefke._
ward; but having a frefh breeze, by four o’clock
Five Finger point bore N. by E. a league diftant.
Thus we quitted Dufky bay, greatly indebted -
" to its moft excellent refrethments, and the falu-
brity of its air, "The good effeéts of .a. plentiful
fupply of fith, and {fpruce beer; were evident in |
the appearance of every individual in our little
fociety.- The health of our convalefcents. was
perfe@ly re-eftablithed, and excepting one .with-
a chronic complaint, and two wounded by cuts
in their legs, we had not a man on the furgeon’s
lift ; though, on the moft triﬂ'irixg occafion of in-
difpofition, no perfon was ever permitted to at-
tend his duty. Some wild fowl were procured,
-though they were by no means found in fuch
numbers as when the Refolution was here in the
Year 1773, owing, in all probability, to the dif-
ference of the feafon; to which, poﬁibl}, is. to
be afcribed, our being unable to afcertain’ whe-
ther the geefe then left here had propagated.
Captain Cook’s very excellent defcription of
this place precludes ‘any material additions;. and-
leaves me, as a tranfitory vifitor, little elfe than
. the
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the powcr of conﬁpfnmg his )udlcmus remarks
and opinions. One circumftance, however, may
not be. unworthy of mnotice. . ‘Mr. Menzies here
found the true winter’s bark ; exa&ly the fame
plant. as that found at Tierra del Fuego; but -
which efcaped the obfervation of Captain Cook
~ and: our botanical"geut'lcmen in 1773 : of this,
with the antar&ic birch, flax, and one or two
other plants, we took fpecimens on board, though
the period of our reaching England feemed too
ditant to entertain -hopes of their continuing
alive, Captain Cook’s recommendation of Facile
harbour to veflels bound to the fouthward, is high-
ly judicious, as it is in all refpeds a fafe,- com-
modious, and convenient ftation ; capable of fup-
plying every article that ‘can be expeted from
this country, without going out of fight of the
veflel : and it is rendered fill more eligible, by our
having found fo good an outlet with northerly or
N. W. winds, between Pigeon and Parrot iflands;
as, in confequence of the high land drawing thofe
winds dire@®ly down the harbour, the weftern
entrance will be found lefs convenient. No time
“thould be loft on atriving in this bay,- to feck fe-
curity in fome:of its harbours : ‘which, as’ Cap-
tain Cook very. truly obferves, ¢ are numerous, .
« fafe, and convenient.” Foralthough the wea-
ther we experienced after the fiorm on our arri-
val, may juftly be confidered as dchghtful fum-
- N3 _mer
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“mer-weather, yet it cannot be denied  that the
northerly winds blow with incredible fury ; and
as they always take the direction of the arms of

the bay, they caufe in them, though they are very.

narrow, a confiderable. fea, which, in addition to

their great depth.of water; render ﬁich anchoring

places neither pleafant nor fecure. . I'fthould not,

however, fuppofe. thefe ftorms to be very fre-

quend for two reafons. Firft, during our ftay

here, from the 26th of March until the 11th of

May in the year 1773, which may be confidered
as comprehending part of the winter feafon, we

had no gale of wind comparable in point of vio-

lence to that which we:had lately experienced.

This was my fifth vifit to New Zealand and its

neighbourhood ; and although 1 haye-tcrtainly '

feen much boifterous and tempeftuous weather,

I never before contended with fo violent a ftorm.

Secondly, the mountains in Anchor ifland, Refo-

lution. ifland, and all thofe of moderate height

round the bay (the land of Five Finger point

alone excepted), swhich on our arnival were per-

fe@ly free from fnow, were. after the ftorm co-

yered with it a confiderable way. down, Were
‘fuch falls of fnow, to happen-frequently, it is na-
tural- to conclude that vegetation .would. be fe-

verely checked,. and that. its’ produions would -
not have been found to flourifh, as they, certainly

do in a moft luxuriant manner, A few days fine

-~ As we increafed our diftance from the land, -
the N. W. wind increafed alfo. A {well at this’
time coming very heavily from the S. W. ‘made:
me apprehenfive the wind would fhift round, and
blow hard in that dire&tion. The ftate of the
mer¢ﬁi§'«vin the barometer, the gloominefs of the -
weather, and every other appcarancé of the even~
ing, indicated more wind from the S. W. than
would be pleafant to be caught in on this dreary
coaft : we therefore fteercd fouth, under as much
fail as we could carry, and made the neceflary
fignals to the Chatham for the like purpofe. Our
lofty canvafs -was, however, fpread a very thort
time before it-blew fo hard a gale, that we were
under the neceflity of clofe reefing the topﬁnls,
getting down the: top- gallant yards, and ﬁnkmg
the mafts.. - The night was extremely- dark;
which, by ten, prevented our fecing the Chat-

ham,
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ham. The W1nd was now at N.N. W. very hap-. -
pily not on the fhorc, as by three in the morning
of Wednefday the 23d its increafed violence gb-.
lLiged us to-furl the topfails. At this moment we.
were alarmed by finding fix feet water in the.
hold, which the thip felt’ exceflively, labouring
much by bcing‘pféifed"db‘v&n fbfward'with that
weight of water. . This very unpleafant circum-
ftance obliged us to fcud dire&ly before thé wind
and fea, for the purpofe of frecing. the thip;
when, by receiving much water in .the watte,
the cafks of beer and water ftowed upon- deck,
broke from their fecurities and. were ftove to
pieces. The caufe-of {fo much water:.in the hold,
at firft a matter of great furprize,-was foen ac-
counted for.. The hand pumps had been,and
werc {uill, choaked ; which-induced,_thﬁﬁ;egipena
ter to beheve, that becaufe they difcharged no
water there was none in the fhip. This, in.all
probability had governed his cxamination all the -
latter part of the time we had-béen in:_poxrt, and.

The gale had now in--
creafed to a moft furious ftorm, nearly equal to
that ‘we had experienced in Dufky bay. The
torrents of rain which fell, mixing with the fea
raifed by the violent flurries of the wind, kept us
fo much in darknefs that we could not perceive
any thing at the diftance of an hundred yards in. -
any direGtion; nor were we able to refume our
fouthwardly courfe; the wiad and fea obliging
us to fteer S. S. E. orright before the ftorm. We.
had not feen the Chatham fince eleven o’clock.
the preceding evening, but concluding fhe would
ftand on if able to purfue a fouthwardly courfe, 1
did not wifh to bring to for her; particularly, as
the wind was fuch as would foon fet us clear of
the coaft of New Zealand, which was doubtlcfs
a very defirable ob.]eé’c '

Towards nine in the forenoon of Thurfday
'the,‘>4th the ftorm began to abate; at ten the
wind veered round to the W. S. W.; the rain |
ccafed, and the atmofphere became clear, but the
Chatham was not to. be.difcovered in any direc-
tion. There was, however, great probability of
her being to windward ; and as I was ftill appre-
henfive of a S. W. gale before we fhould be clear
of this .coaft, I determined-to lofe no time in
getting far’ enough to the" fouthward to enable
~ us to fail round the land’ and the Traps with fuch
a.wind. As Matavai bay' in Otaheité was the

next
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next - appoin»ted' rendezvous, I concluded Mr.
Broughton would do the fame, and make the
beft of his way with the Chatham to that pert.
The mainfail and clofe-reefed topfails (all “the
fall the thip would bear) were now: fet,-and keep-
mg the ' wind on the beam, ‘we fteered S.S. E;;
when about eleven o’clock, to our great aftonifh-
ment, land was dlfeovcred bearmg eaft four or
five leagues-diftant. We knew of no land nearer
than the fouth cape of New Zealand; and; by
the courfes we had fteered there was fcarcely a
}S‘oﬂibﬂity-qf our being within lefs than 18 or 20
leagues of the Cape : but being flattered with the
profpe& of ‘@ meridional obfervation for the lati-
tude, our decifion was poftponed until that thould
be afcertained. Noon -brought us nearer the
land, which by compafls bore .from N.E. by E.
to E.N.E. at the diftance of three of four Ieagues
enly.. By a tolerably good obfervation in lati-
tude 48° 5' it was clearly proved, that this land
could not, from its fituation, be any part of New
Zealand, as'it was nearly three fourths .of a de-
gree to the fouthward of the moft fouthern pro-
- montory of that country. Our longitude by the
chronometer, was at-this time 166° 4'; which
fituation was 18’ more fouth; and 13! more eaft,
than the log ‘gave. The weather, though very
hazy, being fomething clearer than before noon,
we beheld, as we pafled this land at the diftance
RS | of
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of two or threg leagues, the fea breaking upon its
thores with g?cat violence, and difcovered it to
be compofed of @-clufter of feven craggy iflands,
-extending about fix miles in a dire&ion N. 70 E. .
~and-S. 70 W. They appére@\dcﬁitﬁtc of ver-
" dure, and it is more than probable. they never
produce any.. The largeft, which isthe north-
eafternmott, I thould fuppofe to be in extent
equal to_all the reft; it is about three leagues in
circuit, f;fﬁéiquy elevated to be feen in clear
weather cight or nine 'léagues off, and is fituated
in latitude 48° 37, longitude 166°.20'. The lati-
" tude was afcertained by three fextants which
nearly agreed; and the longitude reduced by
the chronometer from Dufky bay, by three fets
of altitudes in the afternoon ; viz. one fet before
we pafled its meridian; another under it; the
- third after we had paffed it. As thefe feverally
correfponded within a mere trifle, when reduced ™
to the fame point, Ithould prefume that the lon-
gitude above ftated is not likely to be materially
incorreét. It was matter of fome furprize how
thefc iflands could have cfcaped the attention of
Captain Cook ; but on laying them down in his
chart of New Zealand, 1 found his tracks had
not at any time reached within at leaftten leagues
of them. From the fouth cape they bear S. 40
W. 19 leagues, and from the fouthernmoft part -

30 W. five or fix leagues diftant.’® At day-light
the next morning, Friday the 25th, we hauled to
the N. E. By noon, the gale had fuﬁicmntlymo-
derated to admit the fpreading of all our canvafs;

at noon the obferved latitude was 48218, lon-

gitude 16g° 33’. - I cannot avoid here mention-
ing the concern I felt in beholding the laft of
‘our fheep thrown overboard; the race of ani-
mals "of ‘the brute creation on board the Difco-
~very, ‘had certainly been very ill fated; out of
thirty theep’ taken on board ‘at Portfmouth, no
more than two came to the table, the reft died
‘before we reached the equator; nor were we
much more fortunate in the like number of we-
thers received at the Cape; two thirds of thefe,
. ‘with feven_ ewes and fix rams, intended as pre-
~ fents toour friendsin the South Sea 1ﬂands, were
at this time dead ; notwithftanding they were all
taken on bofrd in “exceedingly high condition,
‘and had neither wanted care, plenty of whole-
fome food, nor good-lodging. '
With a pleafant favorable gale; fometimes in
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~ the NJ'Wi'but chiefly from-the’S. W. quarter,

-and—*w_'iéfrtélcfab,ly fine ‘weather, weftood to the

- .E. N:'E}; 'and made fuch’progyefs, that by noon
‘on the 8th of December-we had reachicd the lati-
tude of ‘37227 'longimde 20‘7° 14’. The wind

~ veered'iround ‘to:the -north with a moderate
‘breeze; attended by dark- gloo—my weather and
fome rain.: On Saturda‘y"the 10th we ‘were fur-

_-rounded by a vcry thick fog, which, with much
Tain ‘at: intervals, continued until Tuefday the
.13th; when having a fine breeze at'S. S. W. the
fog cleared-away, butit ftill remained very cloudy.
‘We were however enabled to afcertain our fitua-
“tion for the firft time fince the 8th,to be in lati-
tude 36°13’, longitude 214° 33/, -varying fince
that day '53’ ‘more to the north, and 28" more to
the eaft, than was thewn by the log. We ftood
to the north; under-all the fail we could fpread, -
but were not fuffered long to purfue this coutfe.
In the latitude of 31° 43/, longitude 214 17/, at
noor on Thurfday the 15th the wind vecred
round, and fettled between the N. E. and--N.
N. E. obliging us ply with a moderate breeze to
the northward; in doing which fo little was
gained, that on Saturday the 17th we had only
“reached the latitude of 31° 8/, longitude 214°34".
The wind now blew a frefh gale from the north,
the topfails were reefed, the weather was vcry
dark, gloomy, and excrﬁivelv fultry, with con-

tmued

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tinued. lightning and thunder at fome. diftance,
until the morning, when the wind died away,
and in its ftead, extremely vivid forked lightning,
“with inceffant peals of thunder, accompanied by
torrents of rain, attended us, without intermif-
fion, until noon of Sunday the 18th. The thun-
‘der and lightning then ceafed, but the rain: fill
cortinued ; and, contrary to.our expeétation,
the wind fefumed its N. N. E. direcion, and
- blew fo hard as to make the firiking our top-
gallant yards neceffery. A remarkably fmooth
fea, with heavy, damp, clofe, clondy: weather,
and little alteration in the wind, attended us until

Since the 17th we had not obtained any cor-
rect obfervations ; but, by our reckoning, the la-
titude at noon was 30° 17/, longitude 215° 22°.
Although the wind from the northand N. N. E.
" was attended with fudden and violent flurries,
yet the fea continued fmooth, which indicated,
that land, probably of fome extent, exifted not
vcr.y\_“far‘ diftant in that dire&ion. After noon,
we ftood to the eaftward about four leagues:
when, fuddenly, a very heavy fwell was met from
N. N. E. which was foon followed by fuch an
increafe of wind from ‘that quarter, as reduced
us to our clofe-reefed topfails.

the language of the Great’South-Sea natien, to/
go'nearer to the thore. Webore:away with'that:
intent,-but foon again: brought to, dn obferving
that two"or three canoes fwere: paddling in-great
- haft2
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hafte towards the fhip. :After fome ‘pérﬁia‘ﬁon,
four men in one of the.canoes came near enough
to: receive fome prefents, which feemed to ‘plcaﬁ;
them. exceedingly;-and ithough: their countrymen
appeared. to. rebuke them for their rafthnefs, the
‘example was.fhortly followed. by feveral others.
It was-not, however, without thewing every de-

‘monttration of friendthip,.that any could'be pre=
vailed .upen to come .on’ board, until a¢ Tength;
the man who had.brought about this intercourfe
feemed determined to eftablifh it, by complying
with our Eﬁﬁres. - On his entering_the thip, he
trembled and was. much agitated ; apprehenfion;
aftonithment, and admiration, equally appearing
at the fame inftant; and though, on his being
made welcome after the ufual fathion, and pre-
fented .with a fmall iron-adz, his countenance
became more ferene and. cheerful, yet he ftill ap:

" peared in a ftate of great anxiety. He foon com-
municated his reception and treatment to his fur-
rounding countrymen ;. and we. thortly. had as
many vifitors as- it was pleafant to entertain.
They all feeméd perfe@ly well acquainted with-
the ufes to which they could apply iron, and how
to eftimate its value amongft themfelves ; as'élfonk»
the manner in which.it was regarded by Euros

~ peans. . They made o ferupls, even with fome

~ force, to take articles,of iron out_of: our hands;

and, in lieu of them, with great courtefy and ad-
02 . dreis
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drefs prefented, in return,, fome few fifh, fithing-
hooks, lines, and other trifles, whlch they feemed
to with thould be’ accepted asprefents, and not
received in exchange. ~ Looking-glaffes, -beads,
and other trinkets of little importance, at firft
attracted theif atterition, and were gladly accept-
ed; but: no fooner did they difcover that articles
made of “iron were common amongft us, than
they refufed all other prcfents, and wanted to

barter every” other gift for iron. I could not’

prevail on any of them to accept a few medals.

_Their vifit feemed prompted only by curiofity,
as they were completely unarmed, and brought
with them (except the few fith, &c.) neither ar-
ticles of food, nor manufafure. A few fpeass, and
a club or two, were feen in one or two of the ca-
noes only; two or three indifferent flings for
ftones were alfo noticed ;. with which they parted
thhout the leaft reluctance:

- We lay to until five o’clock in the. hopc of
obtammg the name of this ifland, or of any other
which might exift in its neighbourhood. Thefe
people were evidently of the Great South-Sea
nation ; fpeaking, with fome little difference of -
diale&, the fame language; and refembling the
Friendly iflanders, more: than the inhabitants of
any other country. On this occafion, Towereroo
the Sandwich “iflander was of little affiftance;
having been taken at an early period from home, Vs

and”
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and having been long abfent, he had fo much for-
- gotten his mother tonguc,-as to be fcarcely able
to underftand the language of thefe people better
than ourfelves.  Two or three of them remained
on board nearly an hour; but fo unfixed and un-
fteady was theirattention, which wandered from
object to objed, thdt:it was impoflible to gain
from them any informiation. Their anfwers to
almoft cvery. | "‘quc&ionv were in the affirmative;
and our enquiries as to the name of their ifland,
&c were contmually interrupted by inceffant i n-
vitations to go on fhore. At length, I had reafon
to believe the name of the 1ﬂand was Opaxo and
that of theit chief Korie. - Although I could not
pofitively ¢ determine that thefe names were cor-
rectly afcc:rtamed yet as there was a probabxhty
of tncxr/’bcmg; fo, 1 diftinguifhed the ifland by
the nafnc of Oraro, until it might be found
more/ propcrly entitled to another. By fix in- tftc
ev§n1nv ‘we had nearly feen round the 1ﬂand

which s’ of little extent; and not chooung to
/lofe the advantage of .a fine fouthw ardly wind,
we proceeded to the N. N. W. under all the fail
we could fpread.

As it was not my. intention to ﬁop at Oparo,
no delay was occafiored by examining for an- -
chorage, which probably may be found on both
fides of its N. W. point, To the fouthward of
that point is a {mall bay with a ftony beach,

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nearly from their fummits-to the fea ; the vacan-
cies betwee‘n‘thé‘m.omitains would more probably
‘be termed chafms than vallies, in which there
‘was- no - great appearance of - plenty, fertility or
cultivation; they were chiefly clothed with fhrubs
.and dwarf trees. Neit her the plantatxon, nor other
i{'I:yojntan::c»u.s veget ch praduéhons common to
.the mhabited tropical iflands, prefented. thems-
Aelves. The tops of fix of the higheft hills bore
-the appeéranccpf fortified places, refembling fe-
.doubts; hawvinga fort of block houfe, in the.ihapgc A
.ofan Engﬁfh ‘glafé-hoizfc, in the centre of each,
.with rows of pallifﬁdoejs‘a confiderable way down
the fides of the hills, ncar-ly, at equal diftances.
Thefe, overhanging,: feemed intended for ad-
ranced wof‘ks, and apbarently capable of defend-
-ang the citadel by afei«v againit a numerous_ hoft
.of afailants. On ail of them we noticed people,
as if.on duty, conftantly mioving, about. What
- we confidered as block: houfes, from their great
- fimilarity in appearance to that fort of f building,
Wwere. fufficiently large to -lodge a ,_(:Onﬁée{ablc
_namber of perfons, and were the only habitations
-we faw. Yet ffom-the aumber of cances that in
{o fhort a time afflembled 'arbund us, 1t isfn&t,u.l’?l
‘to ;éoncl_udc ‘that the inhabitants a_ré’ver;yf fre-
-quently afloat, .and to infer from this circum-
_ftance. ’tna.t the thores, and not thofe fortified
‘mls whxch appeared to be in the center of the
‘ O 4 ifland,
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ifland, would be preferred for their general refi-
dence. . We faw about thirty double and fingle
‘canoes, though moft of them were of the double
fort : ‘the fingle canoes were fupported by an
outrigger on one fide, and all built much after
‘the fathion of the Society Iflands, without having
‘their very high fterns, though the fterns of {fome
-of thefe were confi iderably elevated ; and their
~ bows ‘were not without fome little ornament,
" They were very -neatly conftruded, “though the
marroweft canoes-1 ever faw. When it is con-
fidered that the builders of them are nearly defti-
tute of iron, and poffeffed of very few imple-
ments of that valuable metal; and when the
miferable  tools they have generally recourfe to
for fuch operations areregarded, the mind is filled
“with admiration at their ingenuity, and perfever-
ing induftry. The ifland did not appear to afford
-any large timber; the broadeft planks of which
‘the tanoes were made, not exceeding twelve
inches, confirmed us in this opinion, as they were
- probably cut out of the largeft trees. Some of
the ftouteft double canoes accommodated from
twenty-five to thu'ty men,; of whom, on a mode-
. rate computation, three hundred were fuppofed
“to have been feen near the thip. . Thefe were all
adults, and apparently none exceeding a middle-
~age; fo that the total number of inhabitants on
~the "ifland can hardly be eftimated at lefs than
- - fifteen
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fifteen hundred.. In this refpe@ it muft be con-
fidered prolific, notwithftanding its uncultivated

appearance. - The natives, however, appeared to

‘be exceedingly well fed, of middlingftature, ex-

'trémely well made ; and in general, their coun-

~ -tenances were open, cheerful, and ftrongly mark-

-ed with indications of hofpitality. They were all,

- toa man, very .folicitous that fome of us fhould

accompany them ‘to the fhore ; and thofe who
laft quitted the thip, endeavoured with all their

powers of perfuafion, and fome efforts of com-

pulfion, to effe& their purpofe. - On their depar-

ture they took hold of the hand of every one near

- them, with a view to get them into their canoe.

They-all had their hair cut thort ; and, excepting

a wreath made of a broad long-leaved green plant,

worn by fome about the waift, they were intirely

without clothing. Although the cuftom of ta-
‘towing prevails fo generally with all the iflanders
of this ocean, thefe peoplc were “deftitute of any '
fuch marks.

-Independent of the prote@ion their fortlﬁed
retreats may afford, it did not appear that they
were fubje@ to much hoftility, as fcarcely any
fcars from wounds. or other marks. of violence
were obferved on their bodies. Their elevated
fortified places (for certainly they had -every ap-
pearance of being fuch) led fome of us to con-
_]e&ure, that they were frequently annoyed by

: troublefome
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troublefome neighbours from fome other iflands
7ot far.diftant. - Bat, as the canoes we faw were
aot even furnithed with fails, nor had any ap-
Ppearance of havingbeen ever equippedfor an ex-
pedition beyond their own coaft, it may reafon-
ably be inferred, that they were not accuftomed
to.voyages of any' length. = Yet, on the other
“hand, when the fmall extent of their ifland is
taken into confideration, it is -hard to reconcile
-that it is not the fear of forexgri enemies, but the
-apprehenfion of domeftic infurrection, -that has
-induced the laborious conftruction of their forti-
- fied retreats; and as to the S. E. of ‘this' ifland
.there is an extenfive fpace in the ocean hitherto
.but little frequented ; ‘it is not improbable that
fome iflands may ezift there, . the inhabitants of
~which may occafionally make unfriendly vifits.to
- thefe people. -
Leaving Oparo, we had pleafant weather with
4 gentle breeze from the S. E. At e1ght in the
‘morning of Fndgy the 23d, the ifland was fill
vifible from the deck, bearing by compafs S. S.
‘E. § E. at the diftance of 18 lcagues. The breeze
between E.and S. E. carfied us rapldy to the
“N.N.W.and brought us on the evening of Sun-
“day the 25th into the vicinity of fome low iflands
dxfcovered by Caotam Lartexct and named-the
" Duke of Gloucefter’s iflands. - The evening was

dark and Oﬂoomy, and not choof.n<T to pa;is,th'e
fpot
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fpot affigned to' them in the might, we contmucd
to’ make fhort trips under our top-fails, until day-e :
hght - after which we again refumed our courfe.
- Our latitude -at noon of Monday thé. 36th avas
19°58', longitude ‘211° 46", which was ¢/ further
fouth, and 23’ further weft, than was thewn by -
the log. <At about 1° 33" to the weft of the fitua-
tion of the Duke of Gloucefter's iflands accord-
ing to Captain Carteret, we pafled their latitude;
without feeing any appearance of land. “Having
now a frefh gale at eaft, we entertained the pleaf-
ing hope of reaching Otaheite the next day ; this
flattering profpe& was of fhort duration. - To-
wards the evening; the wind veered to the N. E.
and its violence obliged us to clofe recf-the top-
fails. The gale was attended- with very heavy
{qualls, and a torrent of rain continued almoft
without intermiffion until the evening of Wed-
nefday the 28th, when it ceafed, and the wind-
ftill at N. E. became moderate. - By ftanding en
to the N. N. W. day-light the next morning,
Thurfday the 39th, prefented us with a view,of
M tai'ai, or Oi’nab\iro‘h ifland, at.-the diftanée of
{feven or cxu“t‘lewucq bearing by compafé N. E.
by E. Our courfe was.immediately fhaped. for
Otaheite, the fouth polnt of which was vifible by
eleven o’clock, bearing by compafs.S. 70W. eight -
-or nine lezgues'diftant. The wind coming to.the
~north prewented our- nach ing Ma;avax bay, and
‘ obliged
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obliged usto ply to windward during the night.
In the morning of Friday the 3oth, with a gentle
breeze from the N. E. we ftood for Matavai
under all the fail we could fpread. About eight
o'clock, a canoe came alongfide with two pigs
a!}d‘fome vegetables ; a prefent from a fifter of
-Otoo, refiding in that part of the ifland of which
we were then abreaft. The natives informed -
me that we had been expedted, and that they had
been looking-out for us two days, in confequence
" of information they faid they had received from
an Englith veflel, then at anchor in Matavai bay; ..J
* . and their defcription of her being perfeély intel-
ligible, I did not hefitate to believe it was the
Chatham, of which we thortly experienced the
happinefs of being convinced. Mr. Broughton
foon vifited us, and_ brought with him an early
and acceptable fupply of the excellent produ&ions
of this fertile country. About ten, we anchored
in Matavai bay.  Our mutual . gratulations on :
meeting were extremely heightened, by receiving
and communicating the happy tidings, that every
individual compofing the fociety of each veffel was.
in a moft perfe@ ftate of health. Mr. Brough-
~ ton had, fince hisarrival, received repeated marks
of friendthip and attention from the goed people
'.of the ifland.  Having deemed it expedient to
Sefablifh the following regulations on board the

Dxfcmcrv, I delivered a copy of them to Mr.~
Broucrhton,
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Broughton, and directed that the rules might be

friétly obferved and attended to on board the
Chatham ; after which, Mr. Broughton prefented
me .with a narrative of his proceedings during
the time of our feparation. ' '

RuLEs and OrpERs for the guidance and condud
of all perfons in, orbelonging to his Majefty’s
{loop Difcovery and Chatham tender; enjoined
to be moft ﬁ:ri&ly obferved in all.intercourfe
‘with the natives of the feveral South Sea
iflands.

“The pnncxpal ‘and indeed fole deﬁgn, of the

- Mr. Broughtor’s Narrative, from the Time of his
- Separation, to his being joined by the Difcovery
at Otaheite;, with fome Account of Chatham
Wand, am[ other Iflands difcovered on his Paf-
Jige.

YHE wood we had recexved in Facile harbour,

(on Tuefday the 22d of November) with

the fpruce-beer and water upon deck, had brought
the veffel fo much by the head, that, together

with the high fea now running, obliged us to de.
‘viate from our fouthwardly courfe and keep be-
- fore the ftorm, which raged with great violence ;
and notwithftanding every precaution a wave

ftruck our ftern, about fix o’clock on Wednefday

- morning, wathed away the jolly boat, and fat us
all afloat upon deck. Having, about nine, run

by eftimation to the fouth of the Traps, to pre-

vent our thipping fo much water, I brought to,

under a reefed tryfail, and fore ftayfail. By noon,

" the gale had canfiderably abated, the fea fubfided,
and the horizon became tolerably clear; but the

_ Difcovery was not to be feen in any dire@ion.

Aftcr duly weighing all circumftances fince the
: commence- .
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commencément of the gale; our feEaranon from
-the Difcovery appeared now completc and the
chance of our meeting again until onr arrival at
our next rendezvous in Otaheite; feemed little
1n our favor. | T -

» About two’in thc aftcrnoon, Iand was dif-
. _covered from the deck, appearing! like a high
 ifland, bearing by compafs-S.-S. E. three or four
leagues diftant; about an hour afgefwards, we
.had fight of "more land lying to the fouthward
and detached from the former ; ouir utmoft en- /-
deavours were ufed to weather 'th!}s land, but.’
. finding it impra&icable, we bore up for a paﬁ'agp
\ between the high ifland and the detached land,
which was found to be compofed 'ojféa‘cluﬁer of
fmall iflets and rocks, greater in extent though
about the height of the Needles; their tops or
ridges are much broken; and from the high
. ifland bore by compafs N. E. and S. V’ forr‘"mg
| a-paffage thrée miles wide; about - one third of
:‘gthe, pafifage over, on the fouthern ﬁde, lies a
 fmall black rock juft above water; on all thefe
‘rocks and iflets the fea broke with great, violence.
In this paffage we had a confufed irregular fiell,
with the appearance of broken water; large
bunches of fea-weed were obferved, af‘nd the
~whole furface was covered with birds of a bbacmfh
colour. The N. E. part of the ifland in the even-
mg, ‘bore by compalfs north; the §. W. part, N.

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‘W. by N.; the paffage N.'W.; and- the rocky

‘two and ‘three leagues diftant: 1in this’ ﬁtuanon L

we had no bottom at the depth of 60-.and-80 - far
thoms. Some parts of the ifland prefented 2
~very barren appearance, not ‘unlike the S.W.
fide of Portland, compofed of whitith rocky chﬁ"s.
“The rocky-iflets are five in number, fome of
‘which wore a pyramidical form. On account
of the hazinefs in the atmofphere, the north-eaft-
-ernmoft part of the ifland was feen o very indif-
tin&ly, thatits extent could mot be afcertained.
We had no reafon to fuppofe it inhabited, -and
its defolate appearance made that very impro-
bable. This ifland, i honor of Captain Knight
of the navy, I named KniguT's IsLanp. Its
fouth point lies in the latitude of 48° 15/, longi-
tude 166° 44’, afcertained by the watch the laft
time the bearings were taken;, allowing its error
to be 30 weft, as determined at Duiky bay.
Knight’s ifland, fo far as we could fee of its ex-
tent, and the rocky 1ﬂcts, lie'in the dire@ion of

N.E.byE.ZE. and S.W. by W.2W. allow-
ing a pointand a half variation eaft > thcy cxtend
about four lcagucs.

In the moming - of Thurfday the 24th, with
a fine weftwardly gale, we altered our courfe and
‘made all fail to the N. E. The wind which
varied in point of force, veered gradually round
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/hyf-t"hg;ndrth. - Orni_Saturday the,,z;ﬁzth our’ lati-
" tude was' 46° 43/, longitude 173°30'. In the
evening the wind fhifted fudderily to the S; W.
and.blew with fuch violence, that ftriking our
topgallant mafts and yards became neceflary. A
‘remarkably heavy following fea,. kept: the vef-
fel conftantly under, water ; but the gale'was at-
-tended with clear weather: -At noon:on.Sunday
the 27th our latitude by-obfervation Waé.:145° 547,
longifude’ by account 176°13’. . The gdle now
‘moderdted; which p’efmittc‘drus agamn to.refume
our N. E. courfe, with a fine breeze between
weftand N. W. Early'in the morning of Mon-
day the 29th, low land was difcovered, _bearing
by compafs from N.E. toE.N. E.; and being
then in 40 fathoms water, we ‘brought to until
day-break. - About four o’clock we had 38-fa=
thoms, bottom of fand and broken thells, when'
the N. W. point of this land, which is low, bore
by compafs S. 7 E. dbout three leagues diftant, and -
which, after the man who fortimately. faw it from:

2 Accompamed by Mr Ji ohnﬁon thc maﬁcr,
and one of the mates, we proceeded towards the
fhore in the ¢utter. The rocks projed 4 little at
each extremity of thebay'; within them we found
fmooth water; and lan'd“é‘d upon the rocks on the
ftarboard thore; where’ we had firl percexvcd the
inhabitants’j who were,- at this time, onthe op-
poﬁtc fide; but fcemg us- examlmng their- canoes,
the} haﬁﬂy ren round the bay; on which we.re-.
tired to the bbat; to wait their afﬂvalf ‘As'they
~approache‘el ""thé’j' fade much noife, and having
foon joined us, we entéred‘ihte a converfation by
ﬁgns, geftures, and fpeec‘n “without undesftand-
ing what each ‘other meant. - We prekntedtbem
with {cveral artmlcs, which: they rccewed with
great. eageme sy gnd féemed ! plcafe(¥ th’h what-
ever was® grve& ‘them’;’ bist- wonld maké no ex-
¢hanges, - Yet 4§ 'we - had r,eafon to beheve they
o -~ . were
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. were very folicitous that we fhould land, Mr.

Sheriff, leaving his arms in the boat, went on
fhore ; but he feemed to excite the attention of
two or three of them only, who attended him.
towards the canoes on the beach, whilft the reft,
amounting to forty or thereabouts, remained on
the rocks talking with us, and whenever the
boat backed in, to deliver them any thing, they
made no fcruple of attempting to take whatever
came within their reach. - Having repeatedly
beckoned us to follow tbcm round to where their
habitations were fuppofed to be, as-foon as Mr.
Sheriff returned, we proceeded to comply with
their withes. They had been very curious: in
their examination of Mr. Sheriff’s perfon, and

feemed very defirous of keeping him, as they fre-

quently pulled him towards the wood, where
we imagined fome of them refided.. - On meet-
ing them on the other fide, they feated them-

~ felves on the beach, and feemed very anxious to
receive us on thore ; but as all our intreaties were

ineffeGual in obtaining any thing in return for
our prefents; perceiving many-lof them to be.
armed with lorig fpears, and the »ﬁtu'ation‘bcing
unfavorable to us, in cafe they thould be difpofed
to treat us with hoftility, we did not think it
prudent to. venture amongft them ; and finding
our negociation was not likely to: be attended

-with fuccefs, we took: eur leave ; butin our way-

P4 off,
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off, as the natives remained quietly where we’
left them, - Ithought it a good opportunity to
land once more and take another view of their
canoes. Havmg again reached the fhore without
any interruption, we difplayed the Union flag,
turned a turf, and took pofleflion of the ifland ;
Wthh I named CHATHAM ISLAND, (in honor
of the Earl of Chatham,) in the name of His
Majcﬁ) King George the Third ; under the pre-
, ~fampt10n of ‘'our being. the firft difcoverers. After
drinking his Majefty’s health, I nailed a’ p1ecc of
lead to a tree near the beach, on which was in-
{cribed, His Britannick Majefty’s Brlg Chatham,
Lientenant William "Robert Broughton com-
mander, the 2gth November, 1 /gl Andina
bottle fecreted near ‘the. tree, was d Poﬁted an
mfcnptxon in Latin to.the fame effe®.
- -:The canoes. we examined were more in form
of a fmall hand-barrow without legs, than any
other thing to which they can be compared, de-
creafing in'width fiom the after to the fore part.
They were made of a light fubftance refembling
bamboo, though not hollow, placed fore and aft
on’each fide, and fecured ‘together by pieces of
the fame.wood;  up and- down, very neatly faf-
tened with the fibres ‘of  fome plant in the man-
ner’:of batket work: = Their bottoms “flat ‘and
conftru@ed in the fame way, were two feet:deep
and: eighteen inches in breadth ; the openings of
- the
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the feams ‘on the infide and bottoms were ftuffed
— with long fea weed ;. their fides meet not abaft,
nor forward, their extreme, breadth aft is three,
and forward, two feet; length eight and nine
feet. In the ftern is a feat very neatly made of
the fame material ; which is moveable. They -
appeared calculated alone for fithing amongft the
* rocks near the fhore; were capable of carrying
"two or three perfons, and werefo light that two
men could .convey them any where with eafe,
and one could haul them into fafety on the beach.
Their -grapnéls were. ftones, and the ropes to. (
which thefe were made faft, were formed of mat-
ting, worked up in a fimilar way with that which
is called French finnet. The paddles were of
hard wood, the blades very broad, and gradually
increafing from the handle. The nets of . thefe
{landers were very ingenioully made, terminating
in a cod or purfe ; the mouth was kept open by
a rim of fix feet in diameter, made from wood of
the fupple jack kind; the length from eight to
ten feet, tapered gradually to one; they were
clofely made, and from the center attached to
the rim by -cords, was fixed a line for hauling
them up. They were made of fine ‘hemp, two
- {trands 'tWIﬁCd and‘k_nmted.l ke a reef knot, and
{eemingly very ‘ﬁrong.' They: had alfo fcoop nets,
made of the bark or fibres.of fome tree or plant, -
'mthout any preparatxon, and netted in equal .

mefhes.
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mcihes. We penetrated a httle into the woods,
but did not find any huts, or houfes, though large
quantities: of fhells, and places where fires had
been made, were obferved.
The woods afforded a delwhtful iha,dc, and
' being clear of undergrowth, were in many places
formed into arbours, by bending the branches
when young, and clofing them round with fmaller
trees. Thefe appeared to have been flept in very
lately. The trees of which the woods are. com-
pofed grow in'a moft tuxuriant manner, clear of
fmall. branches to a confidérable height ; and .
confift of feveral forts, fome of which, the leaf
in particular, was, like the laurel. Anbther fort
was jointed like the vine, but. we did not fee one
- that could be dignified by ‘the appellation of a
‘timber tree. On our return, a few of the na-
tives were feen approaching us, and as they ap-
peared peaceably difpofed, we joined the firft
fJarty, and faluted each other by mceting nofes,
according to the New Zealand fathion. They
were prefented with fome trinkets, but feemed’
to entertain not the leaft idea of barter, or of
obligation to make the leaft return, as we could
not prevail upon them to part with any thmO'
excepting one fpear of very rude workmanﬂnp
On maklng a bargain with him who, had parted
with the fpear, for his coat, or covering of fea-
bear fLm, he was fo dehghted with the reflec-

txon
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tion of his face in the looking’ glafles propofed in
cxchange, that he ran av"ay ‘with them. Previ-
oufly to ‘this, with g view to thew them the fu-
perior effe¢t of our fire-arms, I gave them fome
birds'which I had- killed, and pointed ocut to them
the caufe of their death. On firing my gun they
feemed much alarmed at its report; and all re-
trcatcd as we advanced towards them, excepting
one.old man, who maintained his ground; and
prefenting his fpear fide-ways, beat time with
his feet; and as he feemed to notice us in a very

threatening manner, I gave my fowling piece to-
one of our people, went up to him, thook him by
-the hand, and ufed every>r‘ncthod I could devife
to obtain his confidence. Obferving fomething

in his hand: rolled carefully up in a mat, I was
defirous of looking at it, upon which he gave it
- to anothcr, who walked away, with 1t; but who
. did not prevent my feeing that it contained ftones
fathioned like the Patoo Patpes of New Zealand.
They feemed very anxious to get my gun and
‘fhot belt, and frequently exclaimed Tookata.
Some of their {pears were ten feet, others about
fix feet in length, one or two of which were new,
with carved work tovyards the handle; whenever
thefe were pointed 'to, they were immediately
gn en to thofe behind, as.if afraid of our taking
them by force. Finding llttl_e was to be procured
or learned here, we made figns of going to their

' . fuppofed
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fuppofcd -habitations, and endeavoured to make
them underftand we needed fomething to.eat and
drink. As they continued very friendly, three
men armed attended Mr. Johnfton and myfelf
along the water-fide ; theboat with four hands
keeping clofe by the fhore as we walked, left we
might require fupport, or it thould be neceffary
to retreat. Every one had orders to be prepared,
but on no account to make ufe of their arms,
until I thould give diretions, which, at this 'time,"
I had not the moft diftant idea would become . .
neceflary.  When our little party firlt fat off, fe-
veral of them collected large fticks, which they
fwung over their heads, as if they had fome in-
tention of ufing them. He who had reccived
the ftones from th€ old man, had them now fixed,
anc at each end, to a large ftick about two feet
m Icngth; Not liking thefe appearances, we had
fomne thoughts of embarking; but, on our fud-

* denly facing about, they retired-up the beach to
a fire which fome of them had juft made. M~

time to difcover the method by which: it had
been 1o quickly produced. His prefence feemed
tather to difpleafe them, on which. he returned,
and we again proceeded along the beach, making
figns of our intention to accompany them on the
other fide of the bay. Fourteen only followed,
the reft remained at the fire. Thofe who had

not
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not fpears fubftituted the dnft wood on the beach
for their weapons; yet as our party confifted of -
‘fmnc, all well armed, we entertained no fear for
our perfonal fafety, efpecially as every thing had
_been ftudioufly avoided that we imagined might
‘give them offence, and the various prefents they
had received had apparently purchafed their good
-opinion and friendfhip, until now that we had
reafon to believe the contrary by their providing
themfelves with bludgeons. Having walked
about half round the bay we arrived at the {pot
- behind which, from the maft head, inland water
Had been feen. As we proceeded up the beach’
we found it'to be a large theet of water, which
‘took a weftern dire@ion round a hill that pre-
vented our feeing its extent. At the upper e’xd
of this lake, the country appeared very. plcafant
and level. " The water feemed of a reddith colour,
and was brackxﬁl, Whl(.h was moft probably occa- ‘\\
fioned by the falt water oozing through the beach,
which at this- place 1s not more than twenty
yards wide; or by its having fome communica-
tion with the fea to the weftward, which we did
not perceive.  We tried to explain to the natives
who ftill attended us, that the water was not
"\ﬁt to drink, and then returned to the fea fide;
,uhen, abreaft of the boat, ’t‘aev became very cla-
morous, talked extremely loud ¢o each other and
divided fo as rearlv to furround us., A vou*w
\>

- ' ' man
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man firutted towards me in a very menacing at-
titude ; ‘he diftorted his perfon, turned up his eyes,
made hideous faces, and created a wonderful
fiercenefs in his appearance by his geftures.  On
pontmO‘ my double-barrelled gur towards him
he defifted.  Their hoftile intentions were now
too ev 1dcnt to be miftaken, and therefore, to
avoid the neceflity of reforting to extremities, the
boat was immediately ordered in to take us on
board. During this interval, although we were
ftriGtly on our guard, they began their attack, and
before the boat could get in, to- avoid beéing
knocked down I was relu@antly compelled to
fire one. barrel, which being loaded with- fmallk
thot, I was in hopes might intimidate thhout )
materially wounding them, and that. we fhould
be fuffered to embark without further molefta-
tion. Unfortunately, I was difappointed in this
hope. Mr. Johnfton received -a blow ﬁpon his- .
- mufket with fuch force from é—n,u‘nwieIdy club; -
that it fell to the ground, but before his oppo-
nent could pick it up, Mr. Johnfton had time"
to recover his pofition, and he was obliged to fire’
on the blow being again attempted. A marine
and fearhan near him, were, under fimilar cir<
cumftances forced into the water, -but not before’
ihcy’h’a?d alfo, juftified alone by felf-prefervation,-
ﬁrcd their pieces without orders. The gentle~

man having charoc of - thc boat feeing us much:
prefled
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prefled by the natives, and obliged to retreat,
fired at this inftant alfo, en which they fled. 1 -
ordered -the firing _inﬁahtly to ceafe, and was
highly gratified to fee them depart apparently
unhurt. The happinefs I enjoyed in this reflec-
tion was of fhort duration,-one man was difco-
/vcred to have fallen; -and I am concerned to add,
wis found lifelefs, a ball havmg broken his arm
and paffed through his heart. - We immediately
repaired towards the boat, but the furf not per-
mitting her to come near enough, we were ftill
under the neceflity of walking to the place from
whence we had originally intended to embark.
As we retired, we percexvcd one of the natives
return frorn the woods, whither all had retreated,
and pIacmg himf:lf by the deceafed, he was dif-
tinétly heard in a fort of dxﬁnal howl to utter his
lamentations,

. As-we approached our firft landing placé we
faw no figns of habitations, although women and
children were fuppofed to have been looking at
- us from the woods, whilft talking to the natives
on our arrival.” On tracing fome of the foot-
paths, nothing was difcovered but great numbers
of car fthells, and recefles formed in the fame
manner with a fingle pallifade as thofe feen on
our firft landing. We diftributed amongft the
canoes the remaining part of our toys-and trin~
kets, to manifeft our ‘kifid intentions' towards

' them,
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them, and as fome little atonement alfo for the
injury, which, contrary to our inclinations, they
-had fuftained, in defending ourfelves againtt their
unprovoked, unmerited hoftility.  In our way
to the fhip, we faw two natives running along
the beach to the canoes, but on our arrival on
board they were not difcernible with our glaffes.

The men were of a middling fize, fome fout-
1y made, well limbed and flefhy ; their hair, both
of the head and beard, was black, and by fome
was worn long. The young men had it tied up

—1n a kneton-the-crown of their heads; intermixed
with black and white feathers. Some had their
beards plucked out; their complexion and gene-
ral colour is dark brown, with plain features, and
in general bad téeth. Their fkins were deftitute
of any marks, and they had the appearance of

" being cleanly i their perfons. Their drefs was
either-a feal or bear-fkin tied with finnet, infide
outwards, round. their necks, which fell below
their hips; or mats neatly made, tied in the fame
manner which covered their backs and fhoulders.

~ Somie were naked, excepting a well woven matt
‘of fine texture, which, being faftened at each
end by a ftring round their waifts, made a fort of
deceiit'garment. We did not obferve that their

“ears were b'oréd, or that they wore any ornaments

-about their perfons, exccpﬁing a few who had a

fort of nécklace made of mother of pearl fhells.
S ~—Several
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Several of them had their fithing lines, made of
the fame fort of hemp with their nets, faftened
round them; but we did not fee any of their
hooks. We noticed two or three old men, but
they did not appear to have any power or autho-
rity over the others.. They feemed a chearful
race, our converfation frequently exc1t1ng wolcnt
burfts of laughter amongft them. On our firft
landing their furprize and cxclamatmns can hardly
,be imagined ; they pointed to the fun, and then
-to mrayﬁwﬂcﬂetmme frorn
‘thence. The not ﬁndmg a fingle- habxtatlon, led
.us to confider this part of the ifland as a tempo-
rary refidence of the 1nhab1tants poﬁibly for the
purpofe of procuring a fupply of fhell and other
fith. The: former, of different kinds, were here
.to be had in great abundance : claws of cray fith
were found in their canoes; and as the birds
about the fhore were in great numbers, and flew
about the natives as if never molefted, 1t gave us
reafon to believe that the fea furnifhed the prm—
- cipal means of their fubfiftence. Black fea- pies

- With pleafant weatherand a fine gale between
‘the’ S/E. and S. W. quarters, we proceeded,
without any thing occurring worthy of notice,
until Saturday the 3d of December, when, in
the afternoon, our latitude was 38° 52'; the mean
refult:of eight fets of lunar obfervations taken the
two. preceding days, and reduced by the watch,
gave the longitude this day 192°43”33". The
watch, by its rate, and error, as found at Dufky
bay, thewed 102° 457 37", The mean variation,
by .azimuths and amplitude, 11° 56’ ea{’cwardbly'. .
The watch and obfervations having agreed. fo
well, little error is to be apprehended in the lon-
gitude afligned to Chatham ifland. ,

‘Our pleafint weather was of no long con-
tinuance ; on Tuefday the 6th, in the latitude of
35° 43/, longitude 197° 20’ towards evening it
fell calm. A breeze next morning, Wednefday
the 7th, fpraﬁg up at N. E. with which we fteer-
ed to the E. S. E. between which, and the N.
N. W. the wind continued with hazy, rainy,
foggy and very unpleafant weather until Sunday
the 11th, in latityde 36° 53/, longitude 200°:
having been vifited by few oceanic birds. The
wind now veered round by the weft to the fouth-

d ' Q2 ward,
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ward, and btought Aus;.t'olcrably pleafant weather,
with which, until Thurfday the 15th, We COIt=
tinued to fteer- north by eaft; when, in latitude
30° 17/, longitude 208° 46, the wind again re-
fumed its northern diredtion; varying a point or
two on either fide of north. - The atmofphere
became dark, heavy, fultry and gloomy; the

A The watch, with its error, gavc the longxtude,
atthe time the above bearings were ‘taken, 211° 6/,

this time 23, 36". The fun being: within a few
mxnutcs of the zenith at noon, our obfervation
was indifferent, and could by no means be de-
pended upon. 1 did not think it proper, on the
prefent occafion, to give any name to this ifland.
I had fome reafon to doubt the accuracy of our
longitude. On our arrival at Otaheite I thould
be enabled to determine whether thisifland might

The wind principally between E. N. E. and
S. E. blew very frefh, attended with fqualls, a
gloomy atmofphere, and an almoft inceflant rain,
until feven in the morning of Monday the 26th,
when the weather clearing, gave us a view of
Maitea or Ofnaburgh ifland ; bearing, by com-
pafs, E. S. E. diftant only about fix or eight
leagues, We immediately fteered for Otaheite,
which was feen about eight bearing W.% N.
The wind was now eaftwardly, accompanied by
ﬁlowcxs of rain. At noon, the land over point
Venus bore weft, diftant feven or eight leagues.
The latitude now obferved (being the firft time
fince the 23d) varying only 5/ from  the dead
réckoning, was 17° 2¢’, longitude 21 1°45', by
the watch 210° 3¢% In the afternoon, the wind
became fouthwardly, with dark gloomy weather.
Having reached, by five o'clock, within four or
five miles of the thore, a little to the eaftward of
pomt Vcnus, fome canoes came off, and brought
fome cocoa-nuts, and two fmall hogs, which
were inftantly purchafed.

About nine we
" .anchered in etght fathom, black muddy bottom-
point Venus bearing by compafs N. 15 E.;
Dolphin bank N. 70 W.; and One-Tree ,hlll
S. 31 W. Thus being the place of rendezvous
appointed by Captain Vancouver, we experienced
no {mall degree of difappointment on rot finding
the Difcovery m port; and our folicitude for
her welfare was grca:tly increafed, when we ad- '
verted to her fuperiority in failing, which had
given us reafon to believe her arrival would havc
prccedcd ours, at leaft a weck. T

We fcarcely anchored, when the natives
flocked arcund us in the moft civil and friendly
manner, bringing with them an amply fupply of
- the different retrefhments their country afforded.
Some trifling thefts being committed by fome of
our numerous vifitors, we were under the necef-
fity of obliging them to retire to thcir canoes |
alongfide, with which they complied in the
greateft good humour. The whole of the after-
noon was a continued rain, as heavy as any._one
on board ever beheld, accompanied with a very
fevere tempeft.  On our firft arrival, the whole

of the fthore was one uninterrupted beach ; but,

towards evcning, the torrents of rain which had
fallcn, caufed an inundation of the river, which

Q4 - ' broke
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br/okc its bank about half way, between pomt
Vienus and One-Tree hill; and through the
breach'an immenfe quantity_ of water was“dif-
cfharged which brought with it a great number
af large trees that were fcattered in various direc-
tlons over the bay. A great concourfe of the
inhabitants had affembled and beheld the bank
give way, upon which they all thouted, feemingly
with acclamations of great joy ; for had not this
event taken place, their houfes and plantations
would probably have been much incommoded
by the overflowing of the river. .

Our cutter was moored alongfide. In the
courfe of the night one’ of the trees drifted
athwart her, broke the iron chain with which
‘the was fecured, ftove 1n her broadfide and ftern ;
and, on her filling, the furniture was wafhed
away. This circumftance, little to the credit of
the gentlemen who had the watch on deck, was
not difcovered until the morning of Wednefday
the 28th, when, after fome hours fearch in the
launch, the p.érty returned without finding the
. loft materials. ‘
‘ From young Otoo, T received this morning a
prefent of two hogs, and fome fruit. Oroo the
elder, now {hlcd Pomurrey; we underftood,. was
at Eimeo, whither the meflfengers requefted we
- -would fend to acquaint him with our arrival, on
which he would inftantly to repair to Matavai.

' His -
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His ab(énce; however, had produced not the leaft
inconvenience ; for notwithftanding we had not
been vifited by any chief, yet the behaviour of
the people was perfe&ly civil and friendly. They
fupplied us with as much provifion as we could -
poffibly ufe, on very reafonable terms. The
greater part of this day, and all the fucceeding
night, the tempeft continued with unabated tor~
rents of rain. ‘

OnThurfday morning the 29th I received from
Oparre a very bountiful prefent, ‘confifting of
‘hogs and fruit, from young Qtoo, with a meflage
to fignify that he might be expeéted next day at
Matavai. In the evening, the weather being a
little more temperate, though the furf continued
to run too high to admit of our approaching the
beach in the bay, we landed at the back of point
Venus, and were received by the natives with
- great cheerfulnefs and cordiality. They treated
- us with the utmoft hofpitility, and vied with
cach other to be foremoft in friendly attentions.
The wind having fhifted to the eaftward, the
“weather became ferene and pleafant; and being
informed the next morning, (Friday the 3oth)
by fome of the natives, that a fhip was in fight,
I repaired inftantly on fhore, and had the un-
{peakablc pleafure of perceiving it to be the Dif-
covery ‘to the eaftward, fieering for the bay.

~ About
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About ten o’clock, as fhe hauled in betsveen the
reef and the Dolphin bank, I went on board to
" congratulate Captaxn Vancomer and to inform
him of our welfare and proccedmgs fince our fe-
paration.

It may not be improper to obferve, that the ’
feparation @f the two veilels was occafioned, as
was firft conjc&ured, by circumances unavoidable,
which occurred during a very heavy and violent
ftlorm. As fome recompence, however, for the
anxiety attendant on lofing the company of our
little confort, we had to refle&, that, eventually,
the gale had been the fortunate. means of our
making fome additions to geography. - -

The iflands firft difcovered by the Chatham,
and named Knight's ifland by ‘Mr, Broughton,
were the Snares, which we had paffed in the

‘Difcovery a few hours before. As Nir. Brough-

~ ton confidered our means for afccrtaxmng their
_ true pofition fuperior to what he pofleffed, their

pofitive fituation as placed by us may be received

as corre& ; but as the Chatham paffed through: > .

- them, the relative fituation to each othcr, accord-
ing to Mr. Broughton’s, obfervations is to be pre-

ferred.
The Difcovery paﬁ'ed about twcnty leagues.to
the no;t‘x of Chatham 1ﬂand as did Captain
Cook
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Cook in March 1777, who alfo paffed,- about
the fame diftance to the fouth of it, in June
1773: on all thefe occafions, it was not obferved,
nor did we, in the Difcovery, fee the iflands dif-
covered by the Chatham on the 23d of Decem-
ber, lying more to the eaftward than Tobouai,
and in latitude 23° 42, longitude 212° 4¢’.
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CHAPTER VL

Vifit Otoo—Arrival of Pomurrey and Mateoara
Mahow—Arrival of Tacw, Pomurrey’s Father
—Interview between Taow and his Sons—Sub-
miffion of Taow to Otoo— Entertainments at the |
Encampment—Vifit of Poatator—Death of Ma-
how—Excurfion to Oparre.

Y the time we had anchored, the thip*was
furrounded with canoes laden with the dif-
ferent produdtions of the country. - The natives,
with every affurance of friendthip, and with ex-
preflions of the greateft joy at our arrival, were
crowding on board. One or two amongft thém,
although not principal chiefs, evidently affumed
fome little authority, and were exceedingly ear-
neft that we fhould not fuffer the multitude to
come on board, as that would be the beft means
to prevent thefts, and infure that amity and good
fellowfhip which they appeared very folicitous
.to eftablifh and fupport. We complied with
their advice, and found no difficulty in carrying
it into exccution. We had only to defire they
would return to their canoes, and they immedi-
ately complied. I had the mortification of find-

€
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ing on inquiry, that moft of the friends I had-

left here in the year 1777, both male and female,
were dead.  Oroo, with his father, brothers, and
fifters, Potatou, and his family, were the only
chiefs of my old acquaintance that were now
hving. Otoo was not here; nor did.it appear
that Otaheite was now the place of his refidence,-
having retired to his newly acquired poffeflion
Eimeo, or as the natives more commonly call
that ifland Morkea, leaving his eldeft fon the
fupreme authority over this, and all the neigh-
bouring iflands.’.- The young king had taken the
name of Otoo, and my old friend that of Pomur-
‘rey; having given ‘up his name with his fovereign
jurifdiction, though he ftill feemed to retain his
authority as regent. Mr. Broughton had reccived
fome prefents from Ofoo, who being now arrived
from Oparre, had fent defiring that gentleman
would vifit him on ﬂ_mre at Matavai. I had re-
ceived no invitation ; but, as fome of the natives

gave me to underftgnd that my accompanying

" Mr. Broughton wgtild be cfteemed a civility, 1
- did not*hefitaté to comply, efpecially as Mr.
Broughton had prepare®a prefent in fo handfome
a way, that I confidered it a fuflicient compli-
ment to the young king from us both. As foon
as the thip was fecured, Mr. Whidbey and my-
felf attended Mr. Broughton, with intention to
fix on an cligible fpot for our tents, and for tranf-

adting
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acting our neceflary bufinefs on thore ; and after-
wards to pay our rcfpe&s to his Otaheitean ma< -
Jefty.

The furf obliged us . to row round the point
near the mouth of the river; where we landed,
and were received by the natives with every de-
monftration of regard. A meflenger was in-
ftantly difpatched to inform the king of our ar-
rival, and intended vifit. The ftation of our
tents on my former vifits to this country, was
not likely, on the prefent occafion, to anfwer our
purpofe; the beach was confiderably wathed
away, and the fand being removed from the coral
rocks rendered the landing very unfafe. The
furf had alfo broken into the river, and made it
very falt. Thefe circumftances induced me to
fix on a fituation about a quarter of a mile fur-
ther along the beach, to the fouthward. “The
meflenger that- had been difpatched to inform
Otoo of our landing and propofed vifit, returned
with a pig, and a plantain leaf, as a peace-offer-
ing to me ; accompanied by a fpeech of congra-
tulation on our arrival, and offers of whatever
refrethments the country afforded. This fhort:
ceremoeny bemg finifhed, we proceeded along t
beach in cxpectation of meeting the young fove- |
rexgn, until we arrived near to the place where
the river had broken its banks. There we were

dire®ed to halt, under the fhade of a.palm
treey
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tree, to which we readily confented, the weather
being neariy calm, and exceffively fultry. After
waiting a fhort time, we were acquainted that
the king, having fome objedtion to crofs the
river for the purpofe of meeting ftrangers, re-
quefted we would go to him. A canoe was in
- waiting to take us over ; and having walked about
an-hundred yards on the other fide, the interview
took place. "'We found Ofoo to be a boy of about
nine or ten years of age. He was carried on the
fhoulders.of a man, and was clothed in a piece of
Englith red cloth, with ornaments of pigeons”
feathers hanging over his thoulders.  When we
bad approached within about eight paces, we
were defired to ftop : the prefent we had brought
was exhibited ; and although its magnitude, and
the vahic of the articles it contained, excited the
admiration of the by-ftanders-in the higheft de-
gree, it was regarded by this young monarch with
" an apparently ftern and coolindifference. It was.
not immediately.to be prefented ; a certain pre-
vious ceremony was neceflary. Not confidering.
myfelf fufficiently mafter of the language, I ap-
_plied for affiftance to an inferior. chief named
Moerree, (who had been ufeful to Mr. Broughton )
to be my proiﬁpter. - At firft hé ufed fome pains,-
but not finding me fo apt a fcholar as he expe&-
ed, he foon took the whole office upon himfelf:
He anfwered for our peaceable and friendly in-

tentions,,
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" tentions; and requefted fupplies of provifions, and
*a pledge of good faith towards us, with as much
- confidence as if he had been intimately acquaint-
“ed with our withes and defigns: Our fituation
-on this occafion was fimilar to that of his Otahei-
tean majefty, who condefcended to fay but a few
words, a perfon by his fide fparing bhim that
trouble by going through all the formal orations. ™’
A ratification of peace and mutual friendfhip
being acknowledged . on both fides, and thefe ce-
remonies -concluded, which took up fifteen or
~twenty minutes, the different European article
compofing the prefent, were, with fome little
form, prefented to Ofeo; and on his thaking hands
~with us, “'hi,fch he did very heartily, his counte-~
.nance beccame immediately altered, and he re-
ceived us with the greateft cheerfulnefs and cor-
diality. He informed me, that his fatber, my -
former acquaintance and friend, was at Morea,
.and requéfted I would fend thither a boat for
“him; for, as the iflanders Were much accuf-
-tomed to raife falfe reports, Pomuirey would not
belicve that I wasarrived without feeing fome of
us, by whom he would be convinced. He alfo
added, that if we fhould fail without feeing his*
father, he would not be only very much concern-
ed, but very angry. This language‘bcing in the
- mouths of every one around us, and feeling a

great defire to fcc“hn‘ old friend who had ever-
condu&ed
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conduded himfelf with \gropnety, and appeared’
firmly .attached to our intereft, I promifed to
comply with .the young- kmg s réqueft.. “The
fuffufions of joy; and a readm%o oblige, were
evident in the-countenances 0f/ll whom we
met... Their inftant compliance with all:our re-
quéfts, and their eagernefsto: be: foremoft'in pers
forming any little friendly. office, <could: not be
obferved without . the moft grateful -emstions.
Each of us was prefented with aquatitity of cloth]
alarge hog, and fome vegetablésy after which
we returned on’board extremely-. wcll plcafed
- with our.vifit and rcceptlon' P SN
My original intention in:callirfg: heré. was for
the fole purpofe of recruiting.our -water, and ob-
taining a temporary fupply of frefhprovifions;
but-on further confideration:d iwas convinced;
‘that we fhould ‘not find: any-iplace this winter,
where the neceffary dutics we had to.perform be-
fore. we could proceed to-.the coaftvof America,
would be+o well done; or executed: with-fo much
eafe and convenience, as in Gur-prefent fituation:
A fmall boat forthe Chathans wastabebuilt, and
a-great repair was neceflary to‘her iarge. cutter.
The timber cut in Dufky bay wanted to be fawn
into planks for many othér effential purpofes. -
Thefe matters rcquxred imupediate: attention,and .
could not fo properly be execirted on:board;: be-
fide which, the known accuracy with which the
Vor.

fituation of this ifland:is fettled, made me anxious

to land our chronometers, for the -purpofe of

efcertaining: their error; and rate of going, which

had- lately ‘become fomewhat.equivocal..

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During the night, the fwell in the bay had
greatly increafed, and conceiving we were nearer
the Dolphin bank than was imagined on our ar-
rival, we warped nearer in fhore, and moored in
13 fathoms black fg‘nd; -and muddy bottom :
One-Tree hill bearing by compafs S. 26 W.; and

‘point Venus N. 14 E.  The furf breaking with
‘great violence, had hxtherto prevented our land-
ing the camp party; but as I had been accuf
tomed to fee this place Aperfyc&ly {mooth, I enter-
tained no doubt that the bay would in a day or
two refume its ufual tranquillity.

Sunday morning ufhered in the new year. The
furf had in fome meafure fubfided, though it fill
broke with great violence on the thore; which
induced me to make new year’s day a holiday.
Every one had as much freth pork, and plum-
pudding as he could make ufe of ;" and left in the
volintuous gratifications of Otaheite, we might
forget our friends in old England, all hands were
ferved a double aHoWé’ncc of grog to drink the
healths of their fweethearts and friends at home.
It is fomewhat fingular that . the gunner of the
Difcovery was the only married man of the whole

: party : ‘

The weather becommg plcafant on the morn-

ing of Monday the 2d, the tents, obfervatory,

&c. were fent on fhore. Thefe were conftantly

protcéted by a guard of marines, and cur field
Rz pleces ;
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pieces;; “which weré very properly conftru@ed for
our occaﬁons, and anfwered every expe@ed pur-
pofe. Mr. Puget was charged with the encamp-
ment, and Mr. Whidbey was particularly to at-
tend the ebfervatory. My attention and refidence

was divided between the fthip and the -fhore. -

On pitching our tents, a great concourf of the
natives in the moft friendly and orderly manner
attended.. Their numbers, in: fome mcaﬁirc,
proved inconventent, by i interrupting our labours;.

but, on-a. line being drawn on the ground, denot-
ing the fpace’ we " intended to occupy, not one:
attempted:to trefpafs; and thofe who were per--

mitted to-help in the debarkation. of our ftores,. .

condu&ed themfelves with: the utmoft decor‘um,

and feemed amply repaid with a few beads for:

their affiftance.

Towards noon Mr. Mudge retnmed with my .

old friend Pomurrey, who was faluted, previoufly

to-his coming on boar'd,.‘w’ith four gunsfrom each
veflel, which gratified him extremely. With:

him came Matosare Mahow, commonly called

Mahow'; the reigning prince, under Ozos, of Mo~
fea. There was however little probability of his -

long enjoying this' honorable ftation. as he ap-

peared to be in the laft ftage of a decp and rapid

deeline ; his perfon was reduced to a mere fkele-

ton;, which he was not able to raife without great’

affiftance. He was hoifted on board-in a chair,.
) and:

)
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:and fupported ‘by fix people down to the cabin®
»th}c,_ unable to fit up, or to ftand, a ,bed was
prepared for lim on the lockers. “The reafons
that could induce .a man in his deplorable con-
.dition to undertake fuch a vifit, fnuﬁ; without
-doubt, be not lefs curious than .ex{:raordinar_y !
Pomurrey had perfect recolleétion of me; and
-every expreffion, and a&ion, indicated the fince-
ity of the happinefs he profefled on our arrival.
He frequently obferved, 1 had grown very much,
and looked very old fince laft we had parted. In
the afternoon, his two wives and youngeft fifter
arrived ; the former were the ﬁﬁe%s, and the lat-

ter .the wife of Mahow. His two brothers alfo

accompaniad the ladies, with many chiefs aﬁd
.attendants, .each pscfcntmg me on their comlng _ '
.on board with cloth, hogs, fowls and vegetables,
in fuch abundance, that we had now meore than
we could well difpenfe with. This prefufion,
however, and the manner in which it was be-
ftowed, was very grateful to our feelings, as it
plainly evinced the kind- heart@d dlfpoﬁuon of
the inhabitants, and that we could not experi-
ence any want were ous, ftay to be protracted far
beyond the period of . my prefent inteation. E
pnow became neceflary that a handfome rcmx;h
fhould be made to the wholc group, agreeably
to the rank and fituation of each individual. In

‘felc&mcr the prefentsl was fortunate erxough at

©. R3 once
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once to fucceed, far béyond their moft fanguine
expe&ations,

As Pomurrey and Muahow, with their wives,
were to fleep on board, their donations were not
to be exhibited to public view until the crowd

_was difperfed; and I was inftru&ed, in the event

of inquiries being made concerning the prefents
I propofed to make thefe illuftrious perfonages, to
enumerate but few of the articles. Amongft
thofe intended for Pomurrey were two axes. Thefe
he defired no one thould know of; and to pre-
vent even fufpxcxon, hid them under my bureau,
where they remzined fome days, until he fent hts
elder wife Pomurrey Whaheine for them. This
degree of fecrecy feemed inexplicable. ’

Amongﬁ the feveral chiefs who vifited us, was’

Poeno, chief of Matavai, who brought with him
a portrait of Cc.ptam Cook, drawn by Mr. Web-
ber, in the year 17 77. This pl&urc is always
depofited in the houfe’of the chief of Matavai,
and is become the public regifter. On the back

of it ‘was written, that the Pandora had qultted :

this ifland the 8th of Ma), 1791.

It is natural to fuppoic we thould be very foh-
citous to become acquainted with the circum-
ftances that had attended the veflel and thé un-
fortunate perfons belon"mg to the Bounty Cap-
tain Edwards, who in the Pandora was difpatched
from England in queft of them forai¢ months prior

to
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to our failing, had, we underftood, arrived here,
and taken on board thofe of the crew who .were
jeft at Otaheite, amounting to thé ‘number ‘ot
thirteen, at the time Mr. Chriftian with -the reft
of his party failed from the ifland, ‘which was .
fome time before- the arrival--of the Pandora;
fince which period I was not able to procure any
intelligence of Mr. Chriftian or his companions, '
~ ‘Whatever particulars could be. colle&ed from
the natives, refpecting this no lefs criminal than
melancholy event, 1 thought it an incumbent
duty to procure and-tranfmit to England, left any
accident fhould befall the Pandora. But as a le-
gal inveftigation has fince taken place, Ftruft I
fhall neither incur the difpleafure of the humane,
nor the reproach of the curious, by declining any
further digreffion on this fad fubject : - the former
will readily find an“apology for me in their own
bofoms; and the latter may refort to: the publi=
cations of the day, for any other particulars ‘witii '
which they may be defirous of bccornmg ac=.
quamted : e
A large party of royalty, and chiefs, honored
us with their company at dinner, which failed ‘of
being a pleafant circumftance in confequence of
the weather being extremely hot; and-the cabia
exceflively crowded.” On this occafion, the wives
of Pomurréy and the wife' of Ma/ww were pers
mitted to fit with usat table, and partake of the
R4 repait,
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Tepait. - Thls mdulgence, however, is by no
means comipen, and, | belxeve, granted to no
- otber of the women on the ifland. Our atten-
tion was partlcularly attracted by the great defire
which the generality of them, both male and
femalc, exhxbltcd, in their cndcavours to adopt
our manners and cuftoms, and the avxdxty thh
which they fought fpmtuous liquors.

- Pomurrey, in the courfe of dinner and after-
wards, drank a bottle of brandy, without d11ut-
ing it. This threw him i into fuch violent convul-
fions that four ﬁrong men were required to hold
him down, and to perform thc offiee of “Roome,
roome,”* whichis done by fqueczxng the flefh of
the limbs, and body of the intoxicated perfon

with their hands. . On thefe convulfions fubfid-
| mg, he ﬂept for about an hour, ‘and then arofc
to all appearance as much refrefhed with his nap,
as if he had retired pcrfcé’dy fober.. I expoftu-
lated with a defire tQ convince him that mcbnety
was hxghly pernicious to health but in vain ;. his
only reply was, Nowe none, a term ufed for
every thing that dchghts or plcafcs, fuch ds mu-
fic, &c. &c. accufed me of bemg a ﬁxngy {cllow,
and that I- was not ¢ Tio tio"- a phrafe lately
adopted to fignify 2 jolly companion. ' This de- -
tcrrnmed me that hc fhould have his own- way,

.md orders wcrc gwcn that he ﬂ10u1d have as

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brandy or rum, as he chofe to call for; con-
cluding, that in a few days he would be con-
vinced of its ill effe@s.. In this I was not mif-
taken ; before the week expired he ceafed calling
for {pirits ; .and a few glafes of wine, at and after
dinner, completely fatisfied him ; frequently fay-
ing, that all I had told him of the * _A4vz Bri-
tarne” was perfe@ly true. Spirits and wine are,
however, in great requeft with all the chiefs, as
‘1s fugar; and there can be no doubt that thefe
articles might be rendered amongft them confi-
derable branches of traffic.
We were bufily employed on Tuefday the 3d
about our nggmg, fails, and other matters on
~board ; and in landing the chronometers, inftru-
ments, and other neceflary articles and imple«
ments for the execution of our bufinefs on thore;
from whence the boats returned with fome water ;
and we began falting pork. R _
The Wcathcr continued to be very fuitry ; the
thermometer generally ftanding between 83. and
86, -my royal guefts, with a crowd of attendants,
{ill remained on board, and their company be-
came no lefs unpleafant. than inconvenient.. I
was given to underftand they intended to make
the thip their place of refidence, until they thould
réturn to. Morea. This arrangement “was very
incommodious, and to which it was impofiible
_to obyz& I was therefore under the neceflity of
- reforting .
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reforting to fome little addrefs, which fortunately
was attended with the defired fuccefs. I took
an opportunity of acquainting Pomurrey that my.
attendance at the obfervatory would now be con~-
ftantly required, which would oblige me to dine
on fhore; but that I had ordered a dinner on
board, and plenty of brandy, for him and his
friends. A confultation fhortly took place, and-
as I was about to leave the fhip, he faid, if I
would call for him after dinner, the whole party
would difembark, defiring at the fame time, that
he might be faluted on his landing, from the en-~ .
campment ; which in the evening was done ac-
-cordingly. Our royal friends took up. their abodc
m a wretched houfe brought for'the exprefs pur-
~ pofe to point Venus, where our ‘tents'on former
vifits had been pitched. - Pomurrey was-not in a
condition to favor us with his prefence that even-
ing; but, in the morning of Wedne{day the 4th,
we had the honor of ‘his company at the encamp-
ment. He regarded with inquifitive attention,
and great admiration, the feveral works in which
our people were engaged. A!large piece of tim~
ber which was fawing into plank, greatly.attra&-
ed his notice, and drew me into a icrape; he
faid it was impoffible we could be in immediate
want of {o great a quantity, and did not.doubt
that ereclong - we thould be in a country where

we could agam be fupplied, having underftood
that
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that this ftick had been cut at New Zealand.
Thefe confiderations led him to requeﬂ: that 1
would order a cheft of the plank to bé made for
him, fix feet long, four feet broad, and three
feet Vdeep I excufed rnyfe}f by replying that I
could not with any conveniency .part with fo
much plank, nor could the carpenters be well
fpared from the bufinefs on which they were em-
ployed; but that, before we failed, I would en-
deavour to have a fmall cheft made for him.
Pomurrey, however, was of opinion, that a largc
cheft would take little more time to finith than
a {mall one, and offered to find plank for the top
and bottom, if I would fupply the fides and ends,
and allow a carpenter to make it. In fhorf:, he
was fo prefling and earneft, that much againft
my inclination, having great demands for the
plank, and conftant -employ for the artificers, I
was under the neccﬁity of- complymg with his
withes.
Malzow, though extremely feeble, paid us a
- vifit on fhore ; being-undble to walk, he was car-
* ried about in'a kind of litter. Many other chiefs
were now conftantly attendant upon us with ‘a
numerous party of the natives, who all conducted
themfelves with the ftriGteft propriety, and feem-
ed highly delighted with the new mode of fpend-
-ing their time, in obferving and animadverting
on our different employments. _

The wind, fince our arrival, had been eaft-
wardly, blowing a moderate breeze ; it had now
veered to the north with fqualls and fhowers of
rain, attended by a very heavy rolling fwdl in
-the bay. The Difcovery’s yawl wanting repair
was hauled up for that purpofe. In the evening
we had much rain, with frequent gufts.of wind;
which fo much increafed the furf, that all com-
munication with the thore muft have ceafed, had
rot the good offices of our kind friends on the
#land, enabled us to keep up a cerrefpondence.
They. fuccefsfully contended with the boifterous
clements, by {wimming to and from the fhip;
and, to manifeft their attachment, fupplied us

- by this means with bread-fruit, cocea-nuts, and
other refrefhments.

On the morning of Thurfday the 5th, the
N. W. wind, which is the moft boifterous and
unpleafant known in this country, brought with
it a fea which broke with fuch gzeat violence on
the fhore, as to infulate the-fpot on which our
royal friends had taken up their,abode. The wind -
could not be confidered as a ftrong gale; yet fo
~violent was the fea that accompanged it, that it
broke with unintermitted force in every part of
the bay, excepting where the veflels rode; and,
even there, we did not intirely efcape its fory;
two feas broke on board the Difcovery, although
in cxght fathoms water, which nearly filled the

waift.
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waift. Towards eight o’clock, the clouds ih the

N. W. bearing a very threatening appearance,
the fheet anchor was dropped underfoot. This

difagreeable weather contmnued all day, and the. -

furf ranged fo high on the fhore as to make it ne-
eeflary to remove the obfervatory further back
feveral paces; notwithftanding which, the kind
" offices of the friendly natives, regardlefS of dan-
ger, were urﬁntcrfuptcdly contmued.

It became calm, and the weather appeared
more fettled on the morning of Friday the 6th.
The theet anchor was weighed and replaced;
and all hands were bufily employed in their re-
fpeive departments: After breakfaft, F went
on thore, and underffood that Oroo had, in the
courfe of the laft two days, been: carried, as when
we firfs met him, about the encampment. On
his approach, I invited him into the marquee,
and requefted-he would vifit the fhips. Both thefe
mvitations he declined; and k was immediately
given te underftand, that fhould he enter the
tents or fhips, neither his father, mother, or any
inhabitant of thefe iflands, could again be admit-
ted ; that cvery thing.is and muft be deftroyed
out of which he thould eat or drink, aithough
veflcls or utenfils belonging to us.  As the young
monarch was about the encampment moft part
of the day; whilft at dinner, I demanded of his
father if I might fend him a glafs of wine; he

seplied,
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replied, if I chofe to have the glafs b1:ok¢‘n, I was
at libcrty fo to do; and enquired if I had an
abundance of fuch articles to fpare. Some wine
was therefore fent in the fhell of a cocoa-nut;
which being emptied by the young king, wasin-
ftantly broken and thrown in the fea. Pomurrey
had, early and frequently, afked if we hagd not
fire-works on board, and being informed that we
had, Saturday evening was fixed for an exhibi-
tion, after which the royal party, with their dying
chief Malow, were to return 'to'Morea, and hav-
ing landed him, Pomurrey and his wives were to
return, and remain here until we fhould depart.
The intended difplay of fire-works was made
known to all around us, and meflengers with the
intelligence ‘were difpatched to various parts of
the ifland. - .
Pomurrey’s father, who was formcrly Lnovm
by the name of Happi, ow called Taow, had ars
rived from Morea, on Saturday the 7th, and was
on board the Difcovery, where he defired to fee
me ; on which, Pomurrey: with Urripial and
Whytooa, his two next brothers, accompanied me
to pay our réfpeds to their old fire, who had juft
“arrived in @ large canoe, laden with the produc-
tions of tHe ‘country as a prefent. This interview
was exceffively affecting. 1t was with great fa-
tisfaGion that I becheld the affetionate regard

with which the threc fons embraced their aged
' ‘ and
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andivenerable. father ; who, n acknovulcdgtfrg a.
grateful fenfe, of their dutiful congratulations,
exhibited feelings which drew tears from the
wholc party. ‘When thcfc filial effufions; which

would have done eredit to the {enfibility of the

~ moft polifhed nations, had fubﬁdcd I prefented |

Taow with a fuitable return; and; on 1nc1ud1ng
fome articles for his foé, who was ftill living at
Morea, he was highly dehghted ‘and-the value
of the prefcnt in his eftimation feemeéd thcrg:by
mﬁmtcly increafed. .
. Some of the rpyal f f'cmalcs ‘had now Jomed onr
~ party ;and s, I’.omurrev had not yet paid-Mr.
Brgfighton a. wﬁg, we all went on board the Chat-
ham Prcﬁ:nts were neceﬁhry on this occahon s
“and although I confidered that Mr. Broughton
“had been very liberal, our royal guefts feemed of |
& very dl&érentsqpmlon but.on ex.plammor that
there was nat the fame abundance of valuable
thmga on board the {mall veflel that there. was
in the large Ihlp, and having fome retrofpe to
the numbet and value of thofe obtained from the
Difcovery, - we- left the Chatham, and “went on
ﬂ:orc tolerably well fatisfied. - o
Soon. after, ‘oar arrival at the cncampment I
thne{Tcd a feene; very different from that which
had been exhibited on board .on the meptmg ot
three fons with their venerable' parent. . It was
thortly announced that G/oo was ,,appzoac}ging
' On
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On this occafion, it ‘became neceflary ‘that the
grandfather fthould pay homage to his grandfon.
A pig and a plantain leaf were inftantly pro-
cured, the good old man firipped to the waift,
and when Ozo0 appeared in the front of the mar-‘-
quee, the aged parent, whofe limbs were tottermg
~with the decline of life,-met his grandfon, and
on his knees acknowledged hxs own infetiority,
by prefenting this token of fubmxﬁion which,
fo far as could be difcovered, fecmed offéred with
a rmxturc of profound refpe&, and: parental re:
gard e ceremony feemed- 6 ‘have little effe@
on the young-monarch, who appearcd to noticé
the humiliating fituation of his® gtandf ire ‘with
the moft perfe& indifference @nd unconcérn:
.This mode of behaviour i 1s, howevcr, rather to-be
attributed to the force of educatlon, than to a
want-of the proper fcntimegft:s?.:af' iffe@ion ; as 1
perfe@ly recollected that, whén I was here with
Captain Cook, Pomurrey treated his brothers with
the moft cool indifference, although, on the pres
{fent occafion, there are few fcxém‘ples of three
brothers living in greater harmony, or regarding
each other with more fraternal affec¢tion: it{hould
therefore feem, that this fort of diftant deport-
ment is a neceffary appendage to the high office
of fovereign. Another royal fon and daughter
honored us with their company. - Thefe, with 4
daughter remaining at Morea, are all the chil~
| dren-
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dren of Pomurrey now living. His family origi-
nally confifted of five, but one of his daughters
was deceafed. All thefe children were by his
eldeft wife, known by the name of Pomurrey
Whaheine, or the female Pomurrey ; this lady I
thall hereafter diftinguifh by the appellation of
Queen Mother. By his youngeft wife he has
had no children; fhe is called Fier rete. Our
_new vifitors were, each like their brother Dzo0,
carried on men’s thoulders; and for the fame
reafons which interdi®ed him, they could not
enter our h!fbltatlons The youth feemed to be
about threg or four years younger than Otoo, and
had taken the name of W#yeadooa, in confequence
of his being the acknowledged fovereign of Tia-
rabou, under his brother Ozoo; the daughter ap-
peared to be about two or three years of age, to
whom, or to the young lady remaining at Morea,
"1 did not underftand that any particular titles or
confequence were at prefent annexed; yet this
child feemed trcatcd with much refpe& and at-
tention.
We had a very largc party of the royal farmly
- and of the different chiefs to dinner at the mar-
quee; after which it was propofed, that the
“ Heava no Britarne,” that is, the Englith en-
tertainments, thould commence. Pomurrey re-
quefted that fome guns from the fhips thould be
fired as a prcludc, that the marines on thore
Vor. I.” S thould

’4;.,
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fthould go through their exercife, and fire; and
that the efforfs of the field pieces fhould be ex:
hibited. From the latter were fired both round
_and cannifter fhot, which the furrounding muls
titude beheld with furpnze, admtration, and ter-
tor, imanifefted by their expreffions, particularly
on obferving the diftance to which the fmall
three pounders threw the round fhot; and the
execution that cvrdcntly could be done by the
canmﬁtcr, which was fired at a rock in the fea;
Iymo' at a convenient diftance. On firing with
fome difpatch, three rounds from the-field pteces,
the fear of Pomurrey completely overcame his
curiofity, and he exclaimed ¢ Ateerara,” fignify-
ing he was perfectly fatisfied.
" In the evening, we were very fortunate in our
difplay of fire-works. They had been well pre-
pared and 'prcf'crvcd; and were, without excep-
tion, of their various kinds, equal to any I ever
faw difcharged m Europe. © A numerous crowd
affembled-on the occafion exprefled as much as-
tonifhment and admiration as if thefe had been
the firft exhibited in the ifland. I endeavoured
to prevail on Pomurrey to affift in the perform-
ance. He.onge took the port fire in his hand,
but his heart failed; and calling his youngeft wife
Fier re te, defired 1 would inftruét her.  She was
by no means fo alarmed as her hufband ; and,
with a little of ‘my affiftance, fhe fired feveral
rockets,
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rockets; a catharine wheel, fome ﬂower—pots;'and'
balloons. Having difplayed an affortmhent of
thefe, together with fome water rockets, &c. the
exhibition was clofed; and the natives retired in
"the moft perfe& good order to their refpe&ive
‘habitations, exceffively well pleafed with their
entertainment; although it was eyident, that the
major part had been as muchaffeted by terror
as admiration. Pomgcrrgl,' with his two wives
and fifter, came to breakfaft the next morning,
- Sunday the 8th, and -exprefled great fatisfaction
and ma’r'xy thanks for the pleafure which the laft
evening had afforded them. The young king;
with his brother and fifter, honored the encamp-
ment alfo with their prefence. Undcrﬁandmg
that our royal party were about to leave us for
fome days, prefents were made them on the oc~
cafion; with which, highly delighted with their
excurfion, and their reccptxon by us, thcy de-
parted. - : :

. The chronometers and other mﬁmments haa
now been landed nearly a week ; but, owing to
the very unfettled ftate of the weather, until this
day, we had not been able to get correfponding
altitudes. The like caufe had operated alfo in
getarding the general tranfadtions at the encamp-
ment; where whilft I was bufily employed. at
the obfervatory, Poataton arrived; having fent
bcfore him a magnificent ptefent of hogs, vege-

tables, cIotl{, mats, &c. I had been very inti=
mate with this chief on my laft vifit to this coun-
try ; we perfe@ly recolle&ed cach other ; and the
fincerity of my friend, and his wife alfo, did not
fpare me the mortification of being informed a
fecond time, that I was grown exceedingly old.
He much regretted that he had not arrived in
time to partake of the entertainments of the pre-
ceding day and cvcnirig; as he had never been
fo fortunate as to be prefent at fuch an exhibi-
tion. This induced me to promife; that, on the
return of Pomurrey from Morea, a fimilar difplay
- thould take place.
E Poatatou, who was now called Hidiea, with
his wife and fifter, accompanied me on board,
Amongft the valuables with which I prefented
my old acquaintance and friend, was an axe, of
which his fifter became fo enamoured, claiming
to herfelf a part of the prefent 1 had. received,
that Hidiea was under the neceflity of ufing fome
force to prevent her wrenching it out of his
- hand ; but, on my making a fmall addition to
the articles the had received, the lady became re-
conciled. ’ N

Our bufinefs in the feveral departments was
now in great forwardnefs; yet we were likely to
experience an inconvenience in procuring fire-
wood, as we had few trees in our_ncighbourhood

. but fuch as bore fruit. On mentioning this
' ‘ circumftance

i v g s il
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circumftance to Urripiah, he undertook, with -
Whytooa, Poeno, and Moerree an ir;fcriorschief, to
fupply more than the thips would contain, pro-
vided they were furnithed with ‘two axes each,
as, on fuch an occafion, they could not afford to
wear out their own ; which, on my part, was
readily acceded to.

“The fea had broken fo'much into the river as
to render it brackith and unfit for ufe near our
encampment ;, this obliged: us fo. have our catks

_ filled neara mile off,;oppofite Urripiak’s habita-

tion ; who ordered them to be emptied, and fil-

led, for the purpofe of feafoning, as often as we
defired ; and giving them in charge to his trufty
domeftics, they remained in his cuftody feveral
days in the moft perfe@ fafety. - This conduct
was not fingular; forit is-but juftice to acknow-

ledge, that-every:cne of the inhabitants behaved

~ with an uniform propriety,. as deferving of our
thanks as’of our commendations. - In every tranf-
a&ion, they :were emulous to afford-us affiftance’
to the utmoft of their power ; and feemed amply

and fatisfactorily rewarded for their exertions in
our fervice,. by the humble return of afew bcads,

or {mall nails. e I

The departure of .Pamurrﬁy s fhmxly was daily
put off, Mahow -being very defirous that we.
thould convey him home in one of our boats; but -
as thefe, as well as our men; were too much em-

S 3 -~ ployed
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ployed to be fpared for this purpofe, we were
- daily honored at.our-meals' with moft of this
good .company ; and -it muft be acknowledged,
that their deportment at table was now fo much
improved, that the major-part conduéted them-
felves ‘with great confiftency. . Excepting the
~daughter of Opoone, who reigned over-.Bolabola,
and its two neighbouring ifles, we had .now the

prefence: of all’ the. fovereigns of this group of

ilands, . Oposne had formerly conquered and an-
nexed the iflands of Ulietea’and Otaha to the go-
vérnment of Bolabola; -but, on his death; the
fovercignty of thefe iflands had, in right of na-
tural, ar original fucccfﬁon, fallen to a' chief
whofe name was Mowree. He was a threwd fen-
fible fellow, affe@ed. to be well acquainted with
the Englith language, and. certainly had acquired
fome words which he pronounced 1o as to be un-
derftocd, He¢ was. a brother of Pomaurrey’s mos
ther, was on a vifit to the royal family here, and
was by them. trcatcd mth much. rcfpc& and at-
tention.. :

Hlthc:to I.had reccwed a few tnﬂmg prefents
of provifions only from ‘Pomurrey, who had lately

exprefled fome regret that he had not-made mea

return for the many ufeful matters I had beftow-
ed upon him, and had fixed thlS day to make an
acknowledgment. -

Towards ‘noon Pomurrey came to the marquee,.

_ attended
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attended by a confiderabletrain.- He was- pre-
teded by three men, each bearing a parri, or
mourning drefs, efteemed the moft valuable pre-
fent the country can afford. .Many of the reft
were. laden with cloth, fowls and. vegetables’;
thefe with fome - very large hogs which brought
up the. rear, madealtogether a very fuperb and
grateful compenfation. . Pomurrey and his wives
dined with us; after which they took leave of
the.encampment to embark for Oparre, there to
join Mahow, who had departed early in the
mominéf«fo;Mbrea,; for which ifland the whole
of the royal party were to fail the next day; there
they propofed to land Ma/iow, and, in the courfe
of four or five days, return; having given t_hg:r,i;
to underftand we fhould; about that time, be on
the eve of. our departure. They were faluted
from_our ftation on fhore, on their way on board
the Difcovery, where a canoe was waiting to re-
ceive them ; and in which were two large hogs,
that Pomurrey had defired might be fent me from
Oparre.. Confidering myfelf; -on- this occafion,
his debtor, I endeavoured to difcover what would
be moft acceptable in return. He had promifed
to folicit a file for 2 man in- his..canoe, and he
could not be prevailed upon to accept any other -
article. After a fhort ftay on- board,. they- bade
us farewel, and were faluted- with eight guns
from the veflels, -Moft of the chiefs left us, in

' S4 order
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order to procure fuch articles as they confidered
might be acceptable to us previoufly ta ourde-
parture.

Mz, Broughton, Mr. Menzies, and feveral of-
ficers of the Difcovery and Chatham made an
excurfion on Friday the 13th to-the weftward,
towards Oparre, and the country in its vicinity 3

which, together with the abfence of the chiefs
and their attendants, fo much reduced our fo- .
ciety, that the encampment had the appeamncc
of being almoft deferted. - -
At day-break the next morning, Saturday thc
14th, I received a meffage from Pomurrey, ac-
quainting me with the death.of Mahow ; in con-
fequence -of which their voyage to Morea was at
an end. - - Little concern could poffibly be felt-on
this occafion. Makow's relief from the wretched
condition it which he exifted, ‘was dire&ed by
humanity to be efteemed a moft happy event;
particularly when the very fingular treatment is
confidered, which this poor being endured whilft
- in our neighbourhood. Almoft every evening,
and fometimes twice in the night, he was brought
in the litter from the royal habitation near the
‘point, and placed in fome one of our tents for a
thort time, and then carried back again. In the
»day-tunc he was either vxﬁtxng the encampment,
or, in the heat of the fun, or in the midit of rain
wyas rowed round the thips, and infifted one even-

ing
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ing on fleeping on board the Chatham. He was
very fond of tea, and extremely defirous that

" whatever nourithment he took fhould be drefled

in the Englith fathion. The condud obferved

‘towards this dying man, feemed calculated,. if

not. intended, to baften his diffolution. This

- however, was not to.be reconciled with the ge-

neral deportment of the whole royal party, and
efpecially with that of Pomurrey, who appeared
to regard him with great tendernefs and affec-
tion. I was particularly inquifitive why he was
fo harafled about ; and they all agreed it was in
confequence of his own defire, which, fo far as
could be learned, fecmcd dictated by fuper&xtloud
notions. '

- 1 defired the meﬁ'enger to inform Pomurrey,
that ] would attend the funeral folemnities of
the deceafed the next day: On the morning of
Sunday the 15th he again returned with a requeft
from Pomurrey, that I would ‘not vifit Oparre
until Tuefday, when the religious interdiction
under which that diftri® had been laid would
be at an end, no communication at prefent being
permitted between the inhabitants of Oparre and
thofe of the other parts of the ifland. This was
made generally known by the difplay of flags in

the feveral path-ways; nota canoe was fuffered

to move along the fhores ; nor was a fire allowed

to be made; which produced a degree of folem-
nirty,

R
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nity, that was very expreflive of the concern felt
for the death of this chief, and of his.confequence
and refpe@ability. Numerous fires had been ob-
ferved the preceding day all over the diftu& of
Oparre. - Thefe,-we were- given to underftand;

weére ceremoniés of a religious nature: confequent
on the demife of Mahow; and it is reafonable to
fuppofe that the mourners took advantage of this
ordinance to cook fufficient provxﬁons for the
_ time of the interdiction.

Our provifions. having been- fupphed in th.c
greateft abundance, permiffion was now: gr.antcd
for the purchafe of curiofities, agreeably to my
promife contained in the reftritive orders of the
25th of December laft.  And as nothing. worthy
of attention had occurred in our-neighbourhood
during the abfence of Mr. Broughton and. his
party, I {hall infert fuch obfervations made during
their excurfion, as were communicated to me on
their return. .

Our gentlemen embarked in a canoe belonging
to Mowree, the fovercign of Ulietea, who toge-
ther with Whytooa and his wife accompanied "
them towards Oparre. On their way they landed
for the purpofc of fecing the morai of Tapeota-
pootatea. Mowree, who attended them, on ap-
proaching the “facred - fpot, defired the party
_wonld ftop until he fhould addrefs the Eatooa.

For this purpofe he feated himfelf on the ground,
. and
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and began praying before a watta, ornamented .
with a piece of wood indifferently carved, on
which was placed, for the prefent occafion, a
bundle of cloth and fome red feathers. During
this ejaculation, which took up a confiderable
time, the names of the party were twice men-
tioned.” He likewife repeated the names of the
feveral commanders who had vifited the ifland ;
together with thofe of ¢ Keene Corge” (that is,
King George) and ¢ Britarne,” thch were fre-
quently exprefled. When thefe introductory
ceremonies were finithed, Mowree attended them
to every part of the morai, and explained every
particular. He appeared to be well verfed in ail
the ceremonials ‘and rites appertaining to their
religion, which -made- the party greatly lament
their want of a competent knowledge of the lan- -
guage, as they were unable to comprehend his

' meaning, except in a few common inftances.

Having'left the morai, and proceeded weftward
about a2 mile, they arrived at a houfe furrounded
by a plantation of ava belonging to Ulrripiak,
who was then at dinner with a numerous com-
pany of our Matdvai friends ; and whilft our gen-
tlemen were taking fome refrethment, a mef-
fenger arrived from /¥ hytooa, whofe guefts they
were to be, and who had gone before them from
the morai, requefting their attendance at his ha-
bitation, which they found fituated on the verge

- of
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of the fea thore. In the front of it was an ava
plantation, interfperfed with fugar canc, and ba-
nanas; near the houfe ‘was a fmall thrubbery, of
native ornamental plants. The whole furrounded
by a well conftructed fence of bamboo, neatly
interfeCted with clean paths, that led in dif-
ferent direCtions, produced an effet that was ex-
tremely pleafing, and redounded much to the
credit and ingenuity of the proprietor. ~# &yzooa
had taken very effeGual means to provide: for
their entertainment; for'a large hog had been
committed to the oven, and was nearly ready
for the table, with an-abundance of other re-
frethments. The manfion was large and airy.
By lines firetched acrofs, they. had quiet poffef-
fion of one half of the building ; -and this parti-
tion prevented the idle curiofity of the affembled
natives from- mtcrruptmg the comfort of -their
repaft. In .the afternoon .they were vifited by
Urripiah and:fome of his attendants. He ob-
ferved, that, in the abfence of his royal brothers,
and other principal chiefs, it was not improbable
“that fome of the natives might take advantage
of this circumftance, and difcontinue their pre-
fent orderly behaviour in’ the neighbourhood  of
the veflels and the encampment. He"therefore
requefted Mr. Broughton would, in his name,
write to me, recommending the five following
chiefs to be admitted into our fociety on board

=
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and on fhore; whofe prefence would be the
means of effeGually reftraining the populace,
Their names were Poeno, Matiapo, and Moerree,
of Matavai; and Tatoah, and Arrekheah of Hapi-

no ; in the protection and good offices of whom -
we may place the fulleft confidence. Matiapo

being prefent, he was charged by Mr. Broughton
with this embafly. From our earlieft acquaint-
ance with this royal and worthy chief, his-mind

had appgarcd to be wholly engroffed in deviﬁng :

the means for our comfort, and for preferving a

friendly and good underftanding between us and’

his countrymen ; and even here, though retired
“to his cottage, he was found equally zealous in
the fame laudable purfuit. They were alfo com-
plimented by the young king Oteo with a vifit.
His approach was announced by the ufual cere-
mony of all the natives prefent uncovering their
thoulders; and as he could not with propriety
enter W hytooa's fence, they paid him their re-
fpe@s on the beach; whence, after réceiving
fome trinkets, he haftened with his royal fifter,
each carried as before, to mcet’Pomtrrqy, who

was about to land at the morai. Towards the

evening, a fcene was prefented that gave a very
different turn to the feelings of the party. Oa
'Payirig their'rcfpe&s.to the royal family, who had
landed near them, the forrow and dejetion which
appeared in the countenance of Pomurrey, in-

o ) ' duced
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duced an Inquiry into the caufe of his melan-
choly; he rcphed in a low tone of voice, that
¢ Matocara Mahow was dead.” Urripiah on
bearing the news burft into a flood of tears; and
a forrowful gloomy fadnefs foon overfpread the
whole aflembly. On advancing a little further,
we obferved the queen-mother and Frer re tein
tears near the canoe from which they had landed,
fearching a bundle containing fome thark’s teeth,
with which the women of this country torture
themfclves, to manifeft their grief on fuch ocea-
fions. After each had made choice of an inftru-
ment for this purpofe, they retired in filent afffic-
tion to a neighbouring plantation.

’Fhe next morning, (Monday the 16th) they
were again honored by a vifit from Otos and fe-
veral of the chiefs, in their way to the morai. Soon
after, a canoe covered with an awning was feen
coming from the weftward, paddling in a flow .
and folemn manner towards the morai, in which
was the corpfe of the deceafed chief. On-their
exprefing great anxicty to fee Pomurrey for the
purpofe of obtaining permiffion to attend the bu~
rial ceremony,’ thcy were informed that he was
gone to the morai, but would have no obje&tion
to their being prefent. They proceeded; and,
near the rivulet that flows by Urrzpzah s houfe,
they faw the queen-mother, Fier re te, -and - the

* widow of the deceafed Makow, fitting all in tears;
~ and
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and in the 'parokyfms of their affli&ion, wound-
ing their heads with the fhark’s teeth they had
ptepared the preceding evening. The widow hada
{mall fpot fhaved on the crown of her head, which
was bloody, and bore other evident marks of hav-
ing frequently undergone the cruel effect of her
defpair. Being apprehenfive that the prefence of
ftrangers might be unwelcome, they took leave,
and repaired to the morai, where the priefts had
already begun their funeral folemnities.  Pomur-
rey, Urripiah, and others, filently affenting, they
moved quietly through the affembly, and were
feated with as little interruption to the duties, as
on entering a church in England after the fervice
is commenced. Five priefts were feated before
Pomurrey, chanting a prayer, with their faces
towards Otoo, who fat on a man’s lap. About
ten yards from him was held a bundle of, cloth;
which contained emblematically the Eatooa; a
general name for their deities. The body of Ma-
. how, wrapped in Englith red cloth, was depo-
fited under an awning in a canoe, whofe- bow
‘was drawn up a little way on the beach.near the "
morai, and was attended by one man only at her
ftern up to his middle in water, to prevent her
driving from the fpot. The pricfts continued
chanting their prayers, frequently exalting their
voices; until they ended in avery fhrill tone. He
whe, on this occafion, performed the office of
oo ‘ chief
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" chief prieft, was difcovered to be our friend Mow-
ree, whofe prayer was equally_fervent, and con-
tinued nearly half an hour longer than the reft;
during which he was occafionally joined by ano-
ther prieft in a very fhrill tone of voice. This
prayer of Mowree's feemed at intervals, like an
expoftulation with the Divinity, by adverting to
the different produ&ions of the ifland remaining,
and fiill flourithing in the greateft plenty, and
yet Matooara Mahow was {uffered to die:

. The addrefs being ended they all rofe up, and

‘proceeded weftward along the fhore, followed by
the canoe in which was the corpfe, to the mouth

.of the rivulet, where the three royal ladies ftill
continued to indulge their exceflive grief; and
who, on perceiving the canoe, burft forth into a
loud yell of lamentation, which was accompa-
nied by an accelerated application of the fhark’s
teeth, until the blood, very freely following, min-
-glcd with their tears. The canoe entered the
brook, and proceeded towards another morai at
the foot of the mountains, where the ceremonies
to be performed -on the body of the deceafed re-
qmrcd fuch fecrecy, that, on no account, could
our gentlemen be permitted to attend, although
it was moft earneftly réquefted. As fome allevia-
tion to this difappointment Pomurrey promifed
they fhould fee the manner in which the remains

'would be dcpoﬁted tnc next day, and carneftly
intreated
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_intreatéd they would defift from following. the
" proceffion. any.further. on the prefent occafion.
As it -was. generally: fufpected that the body was
now to undergo the procefs of embalming, ‘the
. party much lamented Pomurrey’sinterdiction, as it
"deprived them of the only opportunity that pof-
fibly might ever occur: of becoming acquainted
with the nature of this.operatiorn ;. whence might
be derived not only curious, but:ufeful anatomi- -
ccal information. - This promipted: Mr. Menzies
to renew his folicitations. to . Pomarrey to be ad-
mitted alone ; but as thefe were.attended with
no better fuccefs they determined: to abandon
thefe melancholy folemnities, and: extend -their
excurfion a few miles: weftward to Pomurrey’s
refidence ;. which they found: pleafantly fituated
near the thore, confifting of ‘twolarge houfes
lately.erc&ed. Here they were entertained with
a heava performed by a-number of very young
girls, in the wanton manner of the country. ‘At
a particular part of the dance, -a fellow ﬂ'cpt n
amongft the ‘performers, and in a very obfcene
_ though ludicrous manner enteftained the native

audience; but, on our gcn'tlcm'f:n"expreﬁ}ng their
abhorrence of fuch indecorous behawiour, the
girls, in finithing their parts, did not expofe
their perfons below the waift. After diftributing
fome prefents to the young aétrefles, they retired ;-

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and directing their route back, through the plan-
tations, foon-arrived at the houfe of a chief, where
Whytooa havmg provided an excellent repaﬁ: thcy
were fumptuouﬂy rcgalcd

~In the evening, as they returned to our friend’s
‘houfe, they obferved many fires were burning at
Oparre, -as if a grand entertainment was prepar-
ing ; they however fared as ufual; and after fup-
per, on requefting their worthy hoft would join
in-a glafs of grog, to the health of friends in Bri~
zarne, he, though extremely fond of the liquor,
very politely declined the invitation ; faying, there
wis buit little for them{elves, and he would there-
fore drink < Britarne” in a bowl of Otaheitean
ava, which was ‘immediately prepared. -

‘Before break of day, Mowree acquainted them,
that, as religious reftritions were laid on.all the
canoes in that part of the ifland, his could not be
launched ; he was-informed this would not be
any inconveanience, as it was the intention of the
party to return by land; and requefted, that
Whytooa would prepare them an early breakfaﬁ:
This, Whytooa hoped they would excufe, as. fires
were interdi®ed, and cooking could not. be fuf-
fered at his houfe; but that he would endeavour
. to provide them with fome refrethment on their
journey, when out of the diftri& of Oparre. Ac-

companied by their worthy hoft and hoftefs, they.
' . now
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now fét.forth on their return, highly imprefled
with the attentive kindnefs and- hofp1tahty thcy
- On rcachmg the nvulet they requcﬂ:cd to be
fhewn the morai to which the remains of Malow

‘had been: carried the preceding day. The road

was poin_tcd_;out,: but “having advanced a- litile

-way a- meflage was_delivered, requefting they

would return.. On explaining the promife made
by Pomiurrey, much heﬁtatlon enfued; after which
Whyteoa dire&ed one of the natives .only to ac-
company them, giving him at the fame time very

sparticular injun@ions.. . Mr, Broughton and Mr.

Menzies followed this. man, who appeared’ €x-

.ceedingly cautious and apprehenfive of every ftep

he took, - They had not procceded far when a

general folitary gloom -prevailed ;- all the houfes

were deferted, and not a‘living creature, -except-

ing two or-three dogs,-were. to be feen- until they
_arri’ved near the morai; where, in a {mail houfe,
three men were cbferved, who, moft- probably,
were the centinels of.the facred place. Thefe

queftioned ‘the gtide in a very particular manner,

‘and then acquainted him, that the body of Ma#ow

had been removed to the morai, where it had
ftopped the day before ;- and that Pomurrey was
there alfo. They now took a curfory view of

-the holy fpot, which afforded little worthy of

notice. It was terminated by high perpendicu-

bundles; which; although" éomp‘nfed of many ar-
ticles highly valuable to- them,- yet; in _}uﬁiéexto
‘their honc{’cy, it muft'be rccorded that ‘the meﬁc
trivial afticle was not: miffed:

I fhall take leave of this excurfion by addmga
few rdeas which, though prxncrpally foundcd ‘on
conje&ture, may not be- unimportant, as they re-
fpc& thefe pecuhar rchgxorus ceremonies.  The
: opinion
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opinion that the operatlon of embalmmfr ‘com- .
menced at the morai near the mountains was.
moft probably correct.. One of the principal parts
of this ceremony [ have been given to underftand,.
is always performed in great, fecrccy, and with
much religious fupcrﬁmon this is the difem-
bowelling of the. body. - The bowels are, by thet
people, confidered as the immediate organs of
fenfation, where the firft impreffions are received ,
and by which all the operations of the mind are
carriedon: it is therefore natural to conclude, that.
they may efteem, and venerate the inteftines, as,
bearing the greateft affinity to the immortal part.

I hawe frequently held. converfations on this fub-
jecty - with a view. to.convince them, that all in-
telle@ual operatlons were carried on in the head;
at which they weuld gcncrally fmile, and inti-
mate; that they had frequently feen men reco- |
ver whofe fculls- had -been fra.&urcd and whofe
heads had otherwife. been. much mjurcd but
that, in all cafes mwh;ch the mtcﬁ'lncs had been,
‘wounded, the perfons on 3 certainty’ died. Other
arguments they would: alfo advance. in favor of
their belief; fuch as the effe&@ of fear, and otheJ:
paffions, which caufed great agitation and unea-
finefs; and would fometimes producc ficknefs at
the ﬁ:omach, which they attributed intirely to
~ the aéhon of the bowels. If therefore this rea-
fomng be admitted, it would appcar probablc
" Tz that
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that the inteftines of Ma#otw were depofited at -
the morai under the mountains; and as it is na-
tural to imagine they would confider the foul
moft attached to thofe mortal parts which bore |
to it the greateft affinity, {o wherever thofe patts
were depofited, there they may probably fuppofe-
the foul occafionally reforts. ~ And hence it may
be inferred, that it is in the places made facred
by the depofit of thefe relics, that the ceremony
of chief mourner, habited in the parie, is per-
formed ; whofe bufinefs it is to keep off the inqui-
fitive, and to maintain as far as poffible a profound
filence over a certain fpace in which he parades,
having a kind of mace, armed with fhark’s teeth,
borne before him by a man almoft naked, whofe
duty is to affail any oné-with this formidable
weapon, who may have the temcrity to venture
within his reach.. This" may account for Why-
2ooa’s difinclination’ to pcrmxt our gentlemen to
vifit the morai; the apparently deferted houfes;
and the apprehenﬁons of thé guide, who ftarted
at the leaft interruption of the profound and fo-
lemn ﬁlcncc wh1ch prcvadcd n that nc:ghbour,
hood. '
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CHAPTER VILI. .

Two ‘Natives punifhed for Theft—Obfequies of
Mahow—Several Articles flolen—Meafures for
their Recovery——Towereeroo the Sandwich
Hlander abfconds—Brought back by Pomurrey
—Sail from Matavai Bay—Characler of Po-

- murrey—His  Wives—Changes in the Govern-
ment of Otaheite—- 4fironomical and nantical

- Obfervations,

N the morning of Tuefday the 17th we

were vifited by the young king, his uncles,
and feveral other chiefs from Oparre.” Two men
had been detected in ftealing 2 hat from on board
the Difcovery; and, ‘as feveral other petty thefts
had been committed at the encampment, I'de-
fired the delinquents to. be feng on fthore, that
they might be punifthed in the prefence of their
chiefs; and countrymen,: which* was done by
thaving - their heads, and bcﬁowmg on each a .
flight manual corre&ion. B :

‘A meflage was received - from' Pomurrgt res
qaeftmg my attendance at Oparrc, to ¢ tzehak," :
that is,-to mourn for the death of Mahow. It
was underftood to be much wifhed, that: w.§

T 4 ’ {hould
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thould be prov1ded to fire fome vollies ; and that
I thould prefent on this occafion, a piece of red
cloth as an offering to the deceafed. I was in-
formed alfo that moft of the néighbouring chiefs
were to pay their laft tribute of refpe to the re-
mains of Mahow, and thdt the cerembny would
confequently be attended with ‘many formalities;
but on our arrival at Opatre there did riot appear
the leaft foundation. for any.fuch report. Mr.
Broughton and. Mr. Whidbey- accompanied me.
On our landing, we were conducted to a tempo-
rary habitationof Pomurrey, where we found hlm,
his wives, and fifters, in readinefs to ‘receive us.
Some little concern was certainly apparent for
the lofs of their friend and relation; though very
unequal to the affliCtion 1 cxpe&ed to have wit-
nefled, fiom the great care, and tender rega.rd
manifefted to Mahow by the. whole party when
alive:, -‘The grief of thefe people is of two de-
fcriptiohs, natural and. artificial ; it is exceffive
on the firft: 1mpulfe, but foon moderatcs and
wears away.: T L-
. ‘The- corpfe was laxd .on: thc tapapaoo, w’hxch

.fccmcd to have been ereéted for the exprefs pur<
pofe about a quarter of 4. mil,e_,to the eaftward pﬁ
the grand morai; (or-as it-is _C,é_llcd,;"‘_. tapoota-
¢ pootatca”} and appeared to be ‘then u'z_l,dcrgq'-j
ing the latter part of the embalming procefs, an.
the fame manner a,svd_cfcribcd. by Captain Cook
S - in
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. in the inftance of Tee. The body was ‘expofed
to the fun; and, on our approach, the covering
was taken off, which exhibited the corpfe in a
very advanced ftate of putrcfaétion' The 1kin
thone very bright with the cocoa-nut oil, with
which it had been anointed, and which, we un-
derftood, was highly impregnated with ¢ achigh,”
or fweet-fcented wood. One of the arms and a
leg being moved, the joints appeared perfedtly
flexible. The extremely offenfive exhalations that
- were emitted, rendered it natural to conclude,
that the whole mafs would foon be completely
d’ecompoféd; but, if credit may be given to their
affertions, which were indubitably confirmed by
the remains of 7ze, and to which I could myfelf
bear teftimony, this will not be the cafe. Po-
murrey informed us, the corpfe was to remain a
moxa_th in this place; then a month was to be
employed in its vifiting fome of the weftern dif-
triéts; ‘after which it was to be removed to Tia-
raboo for another month; whence it was to be
carried to Morea, and there finally depofited with
his forefathers in the morai of the family. In
the ‘coutfe of a few months after its arrival there,
~ it would -gradually begin to moulder away, but
by fuch very flow degrees, that feveral -months
would elapfe: bcfore the- body would be cntlrely'

confumed.

* This method of. cmbalmmg, or rather of pre-

ferving
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ferving human bodies, is certamly an ob_]c& of
great curiofity; particularly, when it is confi-
dered that is performed under the influence of a
yertical fun ; fometimes in the rainy feafon ; and
that the operators are totally ignorant of the pro-
perties of fpices, falts, &c. &c. as antifeptics.
Whether their preparations be fimple or com-
~ pounded, or what may be the peculiarities ob-
ferved in the procefs, remains, I believe, intirely
unknown to Europeans; and it 1s much to be re-
gretted, that their religious interdictions precluded
our att%nding the whole of thefe myfterious ob-
féq_uies, as many veflels may vifit this country
without meeting fo favorable an cpportunity,
with perfons on board qualified and inclined to
dire& fuch enquires into effect. : '
The boat’s crew were ranged before the pal-.
ing that encompafied the tapapaoq; the piece of
red cloth was given to the widow, who fpread it
over the dead body ; fome vollies were then fired,
and I was direced to pronounce * Tera no oca
_Mahow,” that is, For you Mahow. QOn fome
rain falling, the body was taken under cover, -
and carefully wrapped up. We had but a few
yards to retire to Pamurréy’s habitation, where
himfelf and. family had taken up a temporary
abode for this occafion ; but the exceedingly. of-
fenfive fmell of the corpfe obliged us-to proceed.

to an cxcellent new houfe of Whytooa's, a_little
to
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- to thc weftward of Pomurrey’s former habltatlon,
which had been deftroyed during the late wars, »
and had not been rebuilt ; nor did it appear that
he had any other houfe at prefent in this~part of
the diftn&. Here we dined, and returned to
Matavai with two large hogs, prefented on this -
mournful cccafion by the widow of Makow.

Our friends with their axes made fa little pro-
grefs, that on the morning of Wednefday the
18th, I requefted Urripiah would point out fuch
trees' as we might cut down ourfelves. - This,
with . Whytooa's affiftance, he fhortly did; and.
we procured of the apple, and bread-fruit, fuf-
ficient numbers to fupply our wants. Parties for
this fervice were fent on {hore, and the axes lent
to the chiefs for this exprefs purpofe, were di--
redled to be forthwith returned ; with which Ur--
ripiak, Whyteoa, and Poeno, immediately com-
plied. A

The mourning for Makhow being now at an
end, the royal females paid us a vifit, and returned
after dinner” to Oparre. Pomurrey, his father,
wives, brothers and fifters, with our feveral
friends, were again about-us the next mormng

erfectly cheerful and in high fpirits. As Sun-
day was now determined upon for our. dcparturc,
the preceding evening was fixed for a further dif-
play of fire-works, in which all our friends feemed

to anticipate much pleafure.” Pomurrey returned
- in
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the in evening to Oparre, for the purpofe of pro-.
curing us. fuch fupplies as he thought .would be-
acceptable previoufly to our failing: ©

A great number of prefents were received on
board on the mornmg of Friday the 20th, con-
ﬁﬁmg of hogs, fowls, goats,* roots and cha-
tables, from our feveral friends; who had uni-.
formly conduted themfelves with -the -greateft
propriety, and who all appeared to regret that the
period of our departure was now {0 near at hand,
In the midft of thxs happy mtercourfc and defir-.
able harmony, a circumftance unfortunately :oc-
curred, which' 6ccaﬁoned much concern. A bag,
contammg a large quantity of linen belonging to
Mr. Broughton, had been artfully taken out of
the marquee. Moerree, who had offered to be a
cutter of wood, had ncxthcr fent any down fince .
the firft or fecond day, nor had be returned the
axes with which he had ‘been furnlfhcd This
Jed me to fufped he mtcndcd fomethmg unfalr ;
“of which, as well as of the theft, I acquainted
Urrzpmlu who 1mmcd1ately replied he would go
_in queft both of the axes and the- hncn -He
feemed, by no means, to be xgnorant of the theft,
and requefted .- T would apply to Whytaog,. v.vho,.
having in a more particular manner attached him-
felf to Mr. Broughton, was thc moft proper per-

- Produced from the ﬁock ongmally eﬁabhfhed by Cap-

tain (,ouk
fon
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fon to. exert ‘himfelf.on - this occafion’; ‘efpecially
as he had reafon to-believe the linen ‘had been
 taken to: af;part-'of the ‘country where #hytooa’s
influence “was very corifiderable. Several fhirts
alfo had. been, the preceding evening, reported
iniﬁ'mg from- the people’s tents.; but as circum-
{ances -induced’ me to believe. the:-inhabitants
* were little concerned in their removal, no means
were purfued for their recovery. - M. Brough~
ton’s linen was, however, too ferious a.lofs, and
was a robbery too audacious to be pafled over.in
filence ; particularly; as -it-became .evident - the
chiefs knew of the lmen having been folen be-
fore we difcovered the theft ; whickwas ftrongly

fafpeded to have been projecied by themfelves. .

* Urripiak had prepared. a hesva; clofe to the
lines of. the: encampment, for our amufement;
but; to thew. my difapprobation, I deemed it ex-
pedient. to forbid the performance;-and told Ur-
ripiak, that, whilft- his people condultéd them-
felves fo-treacherouily,  the lefs connezion there
fubfifted between us the moreagreeable it would
be; .and that, unlefs the-articles purloxﬁed were
immediately returned; 1 fhould be under the dif-
agreeable: neccﬁity,“though_ gredtly:. agamﬁ my .
inclination, of enforcing the reftoratin of them .
by the adoption of very ferious meafures. “On
this he immediately:departed ; and about noon
returned ‘with one of the axes, and faid that he

had
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had dlfpatched people in fearch of the linen,which
he hoped would foon be found ; but that Msers
ree would not ‘give up the other axe, alledging
as an excufe for with-holding it, that he had left -
‘an adz with me to be altered, which when done
and fent to ‘him, he would fend back the other
axe; but this was a kind of bargaining with
which I -did not think proper to comply. . The
queen-mother, who was our gueft, informed-me
that Pomurrey would be at the tents the next
morning, and for that reafon I deferred any fur-
thér proceedings until his arrival. :
A favorable opportunity occurred in the everi-
ing to fend on board the obfervatory, chronome:
ters, inftruments, togcthzer with a large'quanfity
of lumber. from the encampment; and appic-
“hending that the natives might attempt to com=<
mit other depredations.orr our moveable property;
additional centinels were pofted ; and, as‘a fam«
mary ard.immediate punithment when: caught
i the fa&, feemed moft ikely to prevent in fu<
ture a repetition of crime, orders were iffued to
fhoot any: perfon who might hé found in the a& .
of ftealing ; -but, on no pretence, ‘to fire without
the' prefenee of an officer, who had the ftrieft
imjunétions ¥o be extremely circumfpe&.
On going on board the next morning, (Satur-
day the 21ft) I had.the additional mortification

¢n~-underftand that a much more material circum-
. ftance
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@ance thar the lofs of the linen had occurred to
-interrupt the harmony whxch had fo long fub-
fifted. :

Towereroo the Sandwich 1ﬂander had, in the
courfe of the preceding night, found means to
elope from the thip. Of this his intention; we
had not for fome time been frée of fufpxcxon but
1 did not like to impofe abfolute confiriement
upon him without fome proof. -He had formcd
an attachment with the daughter of Poeno, thc
chief of Matavai, on whozn, by cnarnmatron, We
now found e had km[‘lly beﬁowed ncarly all hc

many p c{ents had been miade him ,ALo Wthh
his want} of principle had added, by making too
free with fome valuable articles belongmv to the
gunner, {with whom he had meffed previoufly
to his dcparture, Towergroo was a boy of ‘weak
intelle@, of a fullen difpofition, and exceffively
obftinate ; and though his condition was foﬂ*ér_y
fubordinate at the Sandwich iflands, that there
was little probability of his fervices being i 1mpor-
tant to us or to our countrymen hereafter yet
his example ' was a matter of fuch confequence,
as to render it highly expeédient that his return
fhould be infifted upon; left the'crew might fup-
pofc I had not fufficient influence with the chiefs
to prdcure 1t, and fcme of them be tempted to’

. abfcond

-
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abfcond from the veflels. On my return on thore
Pomurrey and his wives were at the encamp-
ment, and feemed not at all ignorant of what
‘had. happened, therefore little explanation was
‘neceffary. A fervant of - Moerree  being fent for
by Pomurrey, delivered the fame meflage Urri-
pial: had brought refpc&mg the wood axe, and
with which Pomurrey requefted I would comply.
1 ﬂlcwcd him a "the adz, but infifted on the refto-
ration of the axe before it thould be returned. -A
thort. conference now took place, on which he
fald he, -would himfelf go for the wood axe, and
. gave dlrcéhons that proper perfons thould be fent
in qucﬁ: of Towereroo, who he moft folemnly pro-
mifed ihould~bc given up; and added, that he"
would 1mmed1ately ‘take meafures - for the reco=
very. of the linen, but requefting, as Urripiah had
before done, that I would refort to #7ytooa for
this efpecial purpo, as it lay in his particular de-
partment. About noon Pomurrey returned with
_the wood axe, and the adz was accordingly re-
ftored to its owner. ,

‘In the prefcncc of Taocw his father, h1$ two
brothcrs,. Poataton, and feveral other chiefs, Po-
murrey inquired if, agreeably.to my promife, I -
intended a difplay of fire-works that evening; to-
which I replied in the negative, and explained,
that when that promife was made there was no
reafon to expect the treatment we had fince ex-

| perienced, |
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- | “perienced, from: thofe whofz duty it was to have
obferved a very different condu@ with refpe& to
the theft of the linen, and the elopement of To=
wererco; in both of which unpardonable tranfac- -
tions many of the principal chiefs were materially
concerned. ‘Pomurrey inftantly replied, that Towe-
reroo fhould the next day be brought back, either
to the tents or to the Difcovery ; and, on inter-
rogating him refpe&in’g the linen, a very warm
argument took place between the three brothers,
in which” Pomurrey in particular accufed Why-
tooa of a want of exertion and friendfhip on the
occafion. In the courfe of this debate, the name
of Arreheah was frequently mentioned ; and fo
far as I could underftand, Pomurrey feemed con-
vinced that he was very principally concerned.
This man was an inferior chief in Hapino, one of
the diftriéts belonging to W &ytoga, who, as well
as Urripiah, had recommended himfelf to our
notice ; in confequence of which, he had lately
been a conftant attendant on the encampment :
a man, who had -alfo been recommended by
fome of the chiefs to affift in cooking, had been.
obferved with Arrehieak to have flept near the
marquee on the night the robbery was commit-
ted. On this circumftance being made known
to Pomurrey, he replied, that one,if not both,
were certainly guilty. Thg dinner being now
ferved, ended the debate; after which the three
Vor. I U- brothers
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brothers fallied out in queft*of the ftolen linen,
and foon-returned: with the fervant who had ab-
fconded. :-On his being examined he accufed
Ayreheal as. the thief; but being confcious of
the robbery, he had fled, left-he fhould ‘be fuf-
pe&ed and punithed. This man’s evidence al-
though tending to acquit himfelf, as the prin-
cipal, cleasly -proved him an accomplice ; and,
not being without my fufpicions that he was in 3
reality the thief; I ordered a halter ‘to be put
about his neck iu ferrorem, and fent him on board
the thip, there to be confined in irons ; with the
aflurance, that if the linen was not reftored, he
fhould certainly be hanged. <
A fhort debate, nearly to the fume purport,
again took place between the three brothers, in
which BWhytopa feemed much affedted by Po-
murrey’s rebuke, "As the thief was now known,
I embraced this occafion to inform the royal par-
ty, that very confiderable prefents were intended
to have been made to them an,d the feveral chiefs;
but not one fingle article would be prefented un-
lafs Towereroo and Mr. Broughton’s linen were
forthcoming. - On this they again departed, fay-
ing every thing {hould be reftored. .
. The furf being tolerably {mooth in the after-
noon, the large working tent, with various other
articles were fent off; leaving the marquee, the -

guard’s tent, and cannop, only to be embarked.
ST . : Whilft
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Whilft thus employed, the chiefs had all, i 1mper-
ceptibly, withdrawn’ themfelvés ; fowards fun-
fet, moft of the canoes that had been on thé
banks of the river were obferved to be roving
off, and the houfes on the oppoﬁte fide, which
had been fully inhabited, were mtu'ely firipped
and deferted. We were foon grven to under-
ftand that the Erces and people Were « mattaw-
_ed,” that is, dlarmed, becaufc T wasan ry - which
mtel]rgence a man named Boba wis extremely
urgent to communicate. He had, on the even-
ing the linen was ﬁ:olen, come oveér the ruer
ander a flimfy pretence, with which at the tlme
I was by no means fatisfied; and fince ﬂien ke
had not been feen. Sufpedting him to be an ac-
ceflary, I gave du'e&lons that he ﬁuoﬁld bé fécur-
ed; and that the remaining canoe, thch chanced
to contain many ‘of their’ moﬁ Valuable arhcles,
fhould be detained s that we rmght have fome-
thing in our power 1n cafe the chiefs fhould Bave
&efcrted us, which I Begag to apprehend as’a
* general mattow feemed to have takén p]ace Mr.
Broughton, who had been with the natives on
the other fide of the river, informed ‘mie that the
principal caufe of the mattoiv, Was the ¢onfine-
ment of Boba; and that they conceived, I had
alfo confined the queen-mof.her Thls Gdod lady
had been our conftant compamon. even in the
‘abfence of her hufband;- ard was; on all" occas

- Uz fiens,
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fions, -very- fohc1tous to imitate our manners.
Having carried her pohtcnefs rather too far, in
takmg a few 'glafles more at dinner than was
qmtc agreeable, fhe had been fleeping. in" the
marquee moft of the afternoon.. On this 1nfor-
mation, I requeﬁed the would inftantly repair to_
Pomurrqy, who, with {cvcral chiefs, and a large
concourfe of thc mhabltants, were affembled on
the oppoﬁtc thore of the river. She complied,
though grcatly agamﬂ: her inclination, faying fhe
well knew that I was the friend of her Pomur reys
and all the chiefs, and it was his and their bufi-
nefs to come to me. This converfation took
place at the river fide, whilft Pomurrey and the
natives were accufing me of detaining his wife,
who, with all imaginable fpirit contradicted the -
aﬂ‘crt@bﬁ. _The crowd replied, the was inftructed
by me to fay fo; afferting that I well underftood
their language. Matters thus fituated I infifted
the thould crofs the river, with which at length
the complied, and was received on the oppofite
ﬁ:dAc' with great demonftrations of joy. On her
- afluring Pomurrey that I was ftill his friend, and
that I 'éairneﬁly withed to confer with him on the
unpleafant circumftances that had occurred; he
attempted to come over the river, but was pre-
vented by the crowd. On his affuring them his
mtentlons were not to crofs, bnt to be fuﬂicmntly i
ncar to underﬁand me pcrfe&ly, he was allowed
to
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to advance a few paces, when he again queftion-
ed my pacific intentions, and whether I would
confine him if he croffed the river. After re-
ceiving the moft unequivocal aflurancesof a con-
~ tinuance of my friendfhip, and his own perfdﬁal
- liberty, he difengaged himfelf from thofe who
forcibly attempted to ftop him, and came over
to us much againft the general voice and opi-
nion of the multitude, who murmured excef-
fively on the occafion ; but this fhortly fubﬁdmg,
his wives foon follow ed his example. Tacquiint-
ed Pomumgy with the dctcnnon of the canoe,
and the man I had confined. The mﬁant ‘he
{faw 1t was. Boba, he aflured me he was innocent,
and requefted he might be releafed ; and, as he
had been arrefted on fufpicion ‘only, Idxd not
hefitate to comply with “thc'réqﬁéﬁ of Pomurrey,
who. ‘had gratified me exceedmgly by the confi-
dence he had fo recently repofed in my mtc-
grity. |
Our royal gucﬁs became pcrfe&ly reconciled,
fpent the evening with us, arid flept in the mar-
quee. Earlyon the morning of Sunday the 22d
they departed " Pomurrey informed me; he was
then going-to Oparre in queft of Towereroo, who,’
it was reported, had fecreted himfelf in the moun-
tains of that diftric; that in the courfe of' the
day he would be takeri, and that, with hlm, hc;
* would return to Matavai ; he further added, that

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W ould lrkc;vxfe bc rc&ored

It was an exceffively mortifymg reﬁe&lon, now
that we were in every refped ready for fea, after
having livcd three weeks on terms of thc ftriGeft

eve _of our departgrg, th_ey thould _{o condu&
themfclyes, as materially to incur our difappro-
bation and cendure, and prevent our bidding them
farewel with that. cordiality and good-will, to
which they were fo highly intitled by their former
good behaviour. ,

. Having nathing further to tranfa& on thore,
every thing was fent on board excepting the
marguee, at which, with a guard, Mr. Puget re-
mained for the more cafy communication with
the chiefs, thould they be iniclined to renew their

- vifits; as no one perfon of any diftinétion had ap-
peared fince the depasture of Pomurrey in the
morning. Mr.. Broughton having ftrolled over
the tjver, .found. B Ayteea in foft dalliance with
his wife at home, inflead of being in fearch of
the linen. - Mr. Broughten invited them to the
marquee, but W hytesg replied he was « mattquw-
ed.” . After fome perfuafion he complied, and

haying come oppofite the encampment, he re-
quefted fome affurance of friendthip on my part;
which being complied with, he confented, and
having gained about the middle of the river, e

was
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was compelled by the natives to return. Anothet
converfation now took place; and on'Mr. Brough-
ton propofing to remain W1th ‘them durmg W liy=
to0a’s abfence, he came over, and being foon re-
conciled after his arrival, to his fituation, he fent
a fervant to defire Mr. B‘roﬁghton'-vx’*buld crofs
the river.  On this occafion W, /zytoaa s wife acs
compamcd him, and we afterwards went all on
board to dinner. On myenquiring, he faldPomur-
" rey and Urripiah were at Oparre, but would rcturn
the inftant Towereroo was taken. With refpe& to
the linen I could gain no fatisfa@ory account ;
and, as 1 withed to encourage him in the confi
. dence he had manifefted, T did net thmk it right
to puth this inquiry further ; withing to detain
- him and his wife, in cafe their: 1mprxfonment
hereafter fhould be deemed neceffary to eﬁ"eét
our purpofe ; but defifted fromr any further mea-
fures, until I thould fee or bear fomething of tie
other royal brothers. The canoe and goods we
had arrefted the preceding evening now :éppeafi‘n'g
to belong to a chief of Uhetea, who could not
have had any concern in the late i improper tranf
actions, juftice dz&atcd its - rcﬁ:oratron to the
proper owner, and dlrec’hons to that cPfc& were
accordingly given. R
Neither Pomurrey nor Urripiak having amved
on the morning of Monday the'23d, M. Brough-
ton propofed that W hytooa and his' wife, wha
U4 . Werg
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were ftill -with us, thould . accompany him to
Oparre, in order to procure an interview with Po-
murrey, and learn how our affairs ftood in. that
diftri®.  To this Whytooa readily agreed, and
whil{’c the boat was preparing for their convey-
) ance, the ;gya_,l,fcn}ales paid usa vifit, They faid
Pomurrey was {till at Oparre, but would return
bthé'ﬂaip the inftant that Towereroo could be
found The. ladics were immediately informed
oer Broughtons errand and told, that, until
h%s;ﬁcturn, they were to remain on board. With
this arrangement they feemed perfe@ly fatisfied ;
and fro_m;their mirth, and joking with each other
as to their being carried to fea, their reception in
England, &c. &c. I began to conjc&ure that To-
Z0ereroo was in reality taken, though it was their
plcafurc to. kecp me in fufpence. We did not
long remain in this ftate. About noon, the boat
réthrncd'with the three royal brothers, and To-
iz}ereroo. Mr. Broughton met them on their
way towards the fhips, attended by a fleet of ca-
noes, Iaden with -every fpecies of provifions as
prcfcnts from the ‘royal family and our feveral
other friends, who all flacked on board with fuch
a prgfqﬁpr_l of: their .various valuable commodi-
ties, that unable to difpofe of their bounty, fe-
veral laden canoes returned to the thore,
Pamzzrrqy and Urripiah obferved, on the deli-
very of Towererss, that they had now reftored
. every

.
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every thing in which they confidered I was par-
ticularly interefted, and that it was Whytooa's
bufinefs to recover the linen for Mr. Broughton.
W hytooa protefted that, if we could remain until
the morning,- it fhould certainly. be brought on
board; but as we had been repeatedly inftru&ted
to place little reliance on affurances of this naturé,
had the wind been favorable, we fhould not have
waited to.put his integrity to the teft. -

Poatatou, with many other chiefs of the diftant
diftriéts, were made extremely happy by the pre-
fents which each of them received; and, finding
we were to fail with the firft favorable iwind,
took their leave in the evening, with much ap-
parent regret for our departure; -which was evi-
dently increafed by their being difappointed of a
fecond difplay of fire-works. From the inordi-
nate love of pleafure which thefe people poflefs;
I do not believe it were poffible to have caufed,
by any other means, {o general and fo great a de-
gree of mortification. Many chiefs, and num-
bers of the inhabitants; had come from the moft
diftant parts of the ifland; and from Morea like-
wife, forno other. purpofe than to gratify their
curiofity, and to be prefent at the expected exhi-
bition. Thefe, in particular, complained much
of their difappointment ; to which I i'cplied,' their
concern was by no means unpleafant to me, asit
gave me reafon to hope it would operate to pre-

' " vent
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vent the caufe of it in future; and that, if thefts,
and other breaches of confidence had not been
commttted, .and fan&ioned, as I was confident
they bad been by the chiefs themfelves, I thould
not have been under the painful neceffity of de-
n}mo them the promifed entertainment, and we
fhould have parted much better friends. On the
arrival of another fhip, I trufted, from this difap-
pbintment, they would all be taught to condu@
themfelves with more fidelity. . '
Pomurrey and his wives remained on board all
night. The next morning, Tuefday- :Ehc 24th,
brought no tidings of the linen. On reflecting
that, without ufing nigorous meafures, which, in
all probability, would fall more on the innocent
who were n our power, than on the.guilty who
- were dt a diftance, there did notappear the moft
remote profpect of regaining this property ; and
as we had now a favorable brecze from' the eaft-
ward, and could ‘ill afford a longer. detention,
about ten in the forenoon. -we failed out eof the
bay. Pomurrey and his wives were our guefts until
we ‘were beyond the reefs: they were now pre-
fented with an affortment of valuables, which
afforded them the higheft fatisfaction; and Po-
miirrey tequefling as a particular favor that they
might be faluted on leaving the: fthip, they. took
a very friendly and -affectionate’leave; and were
complimented agreeably to his withes. Wiytooa
had

had alfo accompanied Mr. Broughton in the
Chatham; who, after we were out, brought him
on board the Difcovery, with an aflfortment of
fuch articles as he conceived W Zytooa intitled to,
for his hofpitable attention, and the large quan-
tity of provifions, &c. &c. which he had fupplied,
without having as yet received the leaft return:
but as I had repeatedly declared #yto0a thould
receive no prefent, unlefs the linen was reftored,
my ultimate decifion was now requefted. On
confidering, that poflibly it might not have been
“in his power to recover the linen, and that equity
demanded . he fhould be ‘paid for the fupplies
which he had furnifhed, I confented to his re-
ceiving in return, fuch articles as-were : deemed
fairly equal in point of value; but he was not
prefented with any ‘thing from me, although I
had promifed him feveral valuable implements.’
Thefe were again enumerated, the reafon of their
. being with-held fully explained, and thewn to
have arifen. from his not having acted: towards
Mr. Broughton' with thdt propriety. which had
been obferved in the condu& of his- royal brothers
towards me, - »—

I am well aware that our- vxﬁt to thxs country
will fill the inquifitive mind with the expeétation
of acquiring much additional information, rela-
tive to a_people whofe fituation and-condition
have been long thgfubj_é'&s of curious inveftiga-

tion ;
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tion; but the fhortnefs of our ftay, and various
concurrir®¥ circamftances afforded little opportu-
nity to gratify fuch defires.

The veneration thefe. people entertain for the. -
names of their fovereigns, has been. alrcady very
juftly related by Mr. Anderfon. But no example,
" I believe, had then appeared to “that judicious
obferver, of the extent to which this refpect is
carried. - On -Otoa’s ‘dcceflion. to the: Maro* a
very confiderable alteration took place in their
language, particularly in the proper names of all
the chiefs, to which however it was not folely
confined, but extended to no lefs thap‘forty' or
fifty of the moft common words which occur in
converfation, and bearing not the leaft affinity
whatever to the.former expreffions.

. This new language every ‘inhabitant is under
the neceflity of adopting;.as any neghgencc or-
contempt of ‘it is pl’miihcd with” the greateft fe-
verity. Their former expreflions were, however,
retained in their recollection ;. and for our better
commiunication, were, I'believe, permitted to be
ufed in conyerfation with us, without incurring
difpleafure. Pomurrey however would frequently
correct me on my accidentally ufing the former
mode of expreffion, faying; I knew it.was wrong,
and ought not to practife-it. "Were fuch a per-
~ nicious innovation to take-place, gcncra.lly; at the

arbitrary .
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arbitrary will of the foveréig;}srthroughout the
South-Sea Iflands, it would be attended with in-
furmountable difficulties to ftrangers ; but it ap-
pears to be’a new regulation, and, as yet, con-
fingd. to thefe iflands, or it would be impoffible
to reconcile the affinity which has been hitherto
found to fubfift in the language of different parts
of-the Great South-Sea nation. Thq; new-fa-
fhioned words produce a very material difference
in thofe tables of comparative affinity which have
been  conftructed. with fo much attention and
labour; and may, pofiibly, when the reafons for
the alteration are known and developed, be a
‘matter of interefting political inquiry. This,
however, required more leifure, and a more inti-
mate knowledge of the language, than I poflefl-
ed.  Circumftances of greater importance to the
expediting the various fervices here, which the
‘grand obje&;of our voyage demanded, and on
which my mind was every hour anxiouily en-
gaged ; augmented by the difficulties we had to
.encounter, in the new modification of fo rnany»j
terms, rendered moft of my inquities ineffeGual.
Thefe perplexities and 'difadvantages were alfo
materially increafed, by the difficulty of obtain-
' ing the truth from a race who have a conftant
* defire to avoid, in_the flighteft degree, giving of-
fence ; infomuch, that, on the leaft appearance
of difpleafure, even in converfation, to difengage

themfelves
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themfelves from any fuch inconvemience, -they
would . oftc_n, by that extenfive and - fpaeigus
comprehenfion, which their ]anguage: admits of,
feemingly fo qualify, what they before had af-
ferted, asto-contradi&, according to our aecepta-
tion, a pofitive matter of fact; or, what amounted
to nearly the fame thing, a completely different
conftruion was by us very frequently put on a
fecond converfation, from that which we had
conceived from, or had attributed- to, the firft.
Had we been more competent- linguifds, we
might, in all probability, have found both their
modes of expreflion tending to the fame point,
and differing only in the figurative relatien of the
circumftances, to which thefe people are much
accuftomed. . This deccptién I have more than
once experienced, and have on refleion, thus re-
conciled the apparent incongruity. Such, and
various other important circiunftances muft ever
occur, to render the acquirement of knowledge
in the language, manners, and cuftoms, of new-
ly-difcovered countries (beyond a certain fuper-
ficial extent) a bufinefs of much labour and ftudy,
although aided by a feries of minute obfervations.
Under fuch evident difadvantages, Low far my
abilities might eor might not have empowered
‘me to.diret fuch inquines to-effe&, had time
and other objects permitted; muft fill remain to
be proved. 1 fhall therefore refign the palm to

: thofe
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" thofe gentlemen who have preceded me, and to

whom the world is indebted for many pertinent
" and judicious obfervations contained in their ge-

neral defeription of this country.
~ Notwithftanding I muft concur with Mr. An-
derfon in opinion, that much information re-
mains to be acquired which would be extremely
acceptable to the contemplative mind, yet it re-
mains with mé to record faithfully thofe circum-
ftances only which arofe 1n our tranfactions and
intercourfe with thefe people. }

The changes which. have taken place in their
government, {o far as I have been able to'under-
ftand from the chiefs, with fuch other matters
worthy attention as have fallen under my own
immediate obfervation, I fhall proceed to relate;
as the preceding narration would be incomplete
without fuch an explanation.

We have become acquainted by {fubfequent
ﬁﬁtors, that, fhortly after the laft departure of
Captain Cook from thefe iflands, confiderable
difputes had arifen between Mazleine the ufurping
chief of Morea, and Poinurrey (then Otos) 1n
fome of -which wars (for there had been many)
Maheine was joined by Towha, and other chiefs.
of the weftern diftri&s of Otaheite; by which
means, for a confiderable {pace of timc,’ Pomurrey
was materially worfted, and his own diftricts {aid
intirely wafte. Thus his Majefty’s benevolent.
- intentions -
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intentions of -adding to the comforts of thefe
people, have been nearly fruftrated. Moft of the
animals, plantsand herbs, which had caufed Cap-
tain Cook fo much anxiety and trouble to depofit
here, have fallen a facrifice to the ravages of war.
The black cattle were carried to Morea, where
they ftiil remain; and having bred, are now five
in number, four cows and a bull. The latter has
very unfortunately received a hurt in his loins,
which renders him an intire cripple; confequently
their further propagation will bé at an end unlefs
fome additional affiftance is afforded.

In the midft of thefe hoftile engagements, Po-
murrey married the queen-mother, a near relation
of his moft inveterate enemy Maheine. This
lady having taken a very material part in the ad-
vantageous change of Pomurrey’'s government, I
thall obtrude a few linesas a fketch of her cha-
ralter, and alfo-that of Fier re ze her fifter, and
conjugal partner in the royal affection.

The queen-mother, although deftitute of any
pretenfions to beauty, and having in her perfon -
a very, mafculine appearance, hés yet, in her ge-
neral deportment, fomething exceffively pleafing
and engaging ; free from any auﬁérity or pride,
fhe is endued with a comparative elegance of
manners, which plainly befpeaks her defcent, and
the high fituation in which fhe 1s placed. Al-

though her figure exhibited no external charms
. of

of feminine foftnefs, yet great complacency and
gentlenefs were always confpicuous ; indicating,
‘in the moft unequivocal manner, a mind pofief-
‘fing, and alone actuated by thofe amiable quali-
ties which rgoﬁ: adorn the human race. - All her
adtions feemed directed to thofe around her with
an unalterable evennefs of temper, and to be
guided by a pure difinterefted benevolence. Self,
which on moft occafions is the governing prin-
ciple in the conduct of thefe iflanders, with her
was totally difregarded; and indeed, fuch was
her very amiable difpofition, that it counterba-
lanced any difadvantages the might labour under
in a deficiency of perfonal attractions.

The portrait of Fier re fe on canvas would moft
probably bé generally thought intitled to a pre-
ference ; yet fhe appeared by no means to-poflefs
either mental endowments, or other excellent
qualities, in the  fame degree with the queen-
mother; if the had them, they were latent, and
required fome particular exertion to bring them
into action. Her foftnefs and effeminacy af-
forded her fome advantage over her fifter; yet
there was a thynefs, want of confidence and man-
ner in her general demeanor, that evinced ker
motives to be lefs difinterefted. We were how-
ever led to believe, that the was not deftitute of
the amiable qualities, thdugh to us they did not=:
appear {o confpicuous as in the character of the
- Vor. L X ' queen-
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queen-mother.  Of the two ladies, Fier re tewas
now the favorite of Pomurrepy at leaft we had
every reafon to think fo by the general tenor of
his conduct. Notwithftanding this preference,
he was obferved in feveral inftances to abide im-
plicitly by the advice and opinion of the queen-
mother, and to treat her with great affection and
regard ; who m return never appeared jealous or
diffatisfied at the marked attention, or evident
partiality, with which her fifter Fier re te was
treated by Pomurrey.

In confequence of the very fuperior rank and
condition of thefe two ladies, they poffefled pri-

vileges which I had never before feen conferred

on any of the women of the Great South-Sea
nation; as they were not only permitted to eat
- of all the good things of the country, but al-
lowed to partake of them in company with men;
as well the chiefs of the ifland as ourfelves; and
of the identical difhes at any repaft of which men

had eaten, without incurring difpleafure or dif-

grace ; thefe were honors to which we had rea-

fon to believe no other females of the ifland could -

afpire.
‘Thefe two Iadlcs, w1th the deceafed Matooara

Mahow, were the children of a fifter of Maheine,
and his only near relations. Mahow 1 confidered

to be the fame perfon mentioned by Captain

Cook, under the name of T7areetaboonosa; as, on
our

our firft arrival, he was introduced to me by the
name of Areetaboonooa, which appellation was

~ almoft immediately dropped, and he was after-

wards called Makow ; occafioned moft likely by
‘the recent alteration in their language, which
has before been ftated to have taken place on thc
acceflion of the young king Ozoo.

As Makeine was an Ereeoi, whofe advanced
age precluded the expe&ation of his having chil-
dren, little doubt was entertained that his con-
fequence and power would foon -defcend to his
family, which had become more firmly attached
to the Otaheitean authority by the intermarriage
of the late Matovara Mahow with Pomurrey’s
youngeft fifter. This conneion appears to have
been an important political meafure, to infure a
permanent eftablithment of peace and tranquil-
lity between the two iflands, on the conqueft or
death of Makeine. The event was however long
looked for before it arrived, for we underftood it
did not happen until about fifteen months pre-
vious to our arrival ; at which time Makeine was
killed in a battle fought at Athoora by him and
{fome of the weftern chiefs, againft the partizans
of Pomurrey, who, I believe, then for the firft

time came off vi&orious.

Maheine having fallen in this confli&, and -
Towha being dead, little was neceflary to com-
plete the conqueft, which was finally accom-

X2 . plithed
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plithed by the excurfion of the Bounty’s people
in a vefiel they had conftruted from the timber
.of the bread fruit tree; and as good or bad for-
‘tune is generally attended with corroborating
events, other circumftances intervened to fofter
‘and indulge the ambition of Pomurrey. At this
time W hyeadooa the king of Tiarabou died, leav-
‘ing only a very diftant relation to affume his
name and government; who was by Pomurrey
~and his adherents obliged to” relinquith all pre-
tenfions to fuch honors, and with the people of
- Tiarabou to acknowledge Pomurrey’s youngeft
fon as their chief, under the fupreme authprity of
his eldeft fon Otoo; which on their aﬂ'enﬁng to,
the youth afflumed the name of W hyeadooa as a
neceflary appendage to the government. By this
acquifition it thould appear, they have more ef-
fetually eftablithed a firm and lafting peace
amongft themfelves than has been e‘njoyed for a
long feries of years; and to infure this inefti-
mable blefling to their dominions, the royal bro-
thers have fo difpofed themielves as completely
to watch over and protect the two young princes
during their minority.
Urripiah, the next brother to Pomurrey, having
acquired the reputation of a great warrior, has
aken up his refidence on the borders of Tiarabou,
“to watch the condu of thofe people in their al-
legiance to his nephew W 'hyeadooa ; and on the
’ leaft
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leaft appearance of difaffetion or revolt, to be at
hand for purfuing fuch meafures as may be re-
quired to bring them back td their obedience.
Whytooa, the next brother, refides for the like
reafon at Oparre, near the young monarch ; and
Pomurrey with his wives has retired to Morea,

where the inhabitants are, in all refp'e%is, perfedtly.
reconciled ; firmly attached: to his intereft; and

ready to afford him and his children every fup-

- port and affiftance they may require. From the

relative fituation of this ifland with Otaheite,

~ there is but little probability that Pomurrey could

long remain ignorant of any diffentions that might‘
take place, or that he would be prevented afford-
ing fuch fuccour as the nature of the occafion
might demand. =~ - o "
There is yet a fourth brother whofc infignifi-
cance has hitherto precluded his name, which is
Tapahoo, from appearing in any of our tranfac-
tions with thefe worthy people. Although in the-
pofleflion of a very confiderable property, Tapa-
foo feems little regarded by his family, and lefs
eftecemed by his people.” This want of refpe& is
greatly, and poflibly wholly, to be attributed to
a natural imbecillity of mind ; as, to all appear-

ance, he is a young man of an exceedingly weak

and trifling chara&ter.. -

On the late deceafe of - Makow, his daughter
by Pomurrey’s fifter fucceeded to the fovereignty-
. X3 of
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of Morea, under the fupreme authority of her
_coufin Oroo. To this young princefs Pomurrey _
became regent, and in courfe, the inhabitants of -
Morea were intirely at his command. In con-
{equence of Pomurrey’s.connexion with Mahow's
- - family, his fon Otoo in right of his mother was
acknowledged as the fupreme fovereign of Hua-
heine ; and Matuarro the king of that ifland, had
- confentpd to the fuperiority of Otoo over him,
as ¢ Aree Maro Eoora;” -but that he Matuarra
was ‘¢ Aree de Hot.”

Qrnai having died W1thout children, the houfe
which Captain Cook had built for-him, the lands
that were “purchafed, and the horfe which was
ftill alive; together with fuch Europeanscom-
modities as remained at his death,’ all defcended
to Matuarrg, as king of the ifland ; and when his
majefty i1s at home, Omai’s houfe is his conftant
refidence. From Matuarra we learned, that Omai
was’ much rcfpe&cd and that he frequently af-
forded great entertainment to him, and the other
chxcfa, ‘with the accounts of his travcls, dnd de-
fcribing the various countries, obje&s, &c. that
had fallen ‘under his obfervation; and that he
- dicd univerfally regretted and lamented. His
" death, as well as that of the two New Zealand
boys left with him by Captain Cook, was occa-
fioned by a diforder that is attended by a large
fwelling in the throat, of which very few reco-

' ver,
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ver, but die a flow lingering death. During the
latter part of our ftay feveral perfons were pointed -
out who feemed much afflied with this fatal
malady, particularly thofe bclonging.to Tharabou,
who faid the difeafe had been imported by a Spa-
nifth veflel which had anchored near the fouth
part - of Otaheite. i :
Otoo, in right of his grandmother by his fa-
ther’s fide, on the death of Mowree will claim
the fovereignty of Ulietea and Otaha. Mowree,
who is brother to Pomurrey’s mother, is an Erecol
of an advanced age. He feemed extremely fond
of Otoo, and proud of his fucceeding him in the:
government of thofe iflands ; \faying, that, at pre-.
fent, there were two fﬂ%\rﬁigns,, that ¢ Maw ta.
Tarta”” but when he fhould die then there would
be but one, meaning Otoo. This expreffion, in’
its literal fignification, means « to eat the Man;"-
the idea, however, which n this fenfe it is in=.
tended to convey, is to point out thofe, whofe.
rank and authority entitle them to prefide at hue.
man facrifices{ a power which at prefent is:pof=.
fefled only by Mowree and Qzoa. | ‘ '
In confequence of the extenfive daminion that
has devolved upon this young manarch, he is not -
now diftinguithed by the title of Aree de Hoi, but:
by one which is confiderably more eminent and
comprehenfive ; fince they fay there may be many-
Arees de Hoi, but there can be but one Aree Mara
X4 Eoora;
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Eoém; which means the chief of the red fea-

thered Maro; and under which title, Oroo’s
authority is acknowledged in Otaheite, Morea,

Mattea, Tetero, Tupea-mannoo, and Huaheine.
But the people of Ulietea and Otaha, feem much
averfe to this fubmiffion; and it does not appear,
that even Mowree himfelf has much influence in
thofe iflands, notwithftanding that he is their ac-

knowledged fovereign. Since the death of Opoony,

the government of the iflands under his late au-
thority appears to have been ill adminiftered ;
the inhabitants having been very turbulent and
much difpofed to anarchy: and in confcquence

of the difinclination which the people of thefe

Mlands have manifefted to fubfcribe to the fu-
preme authority of Oros, an expedition was in

contemplation from Otaheite,  to enforce the

power of the Aree Maro Eocra over them, and
little doubt was. entertained of its fuccefs. Ano-

ther faverite object was the annexing to Otoo’s

prefent dominions by. conqueft, (for no right was
fet up) the iflands of Bolabola, Mowrooa, and

"Tapi, which, fince the déath of Opoony, had been.

governed by his daughter, and were faid, in a

great meafure, to ha,irr:.lo{?c their. former high re-"

putation as a martial and warlike natjon.

! :Romurrey -and -his brothers having progcured
from the veflels which bad lately vifited Otaheite,
fcyt;rgl muikets and piftols, they confidered them:

, _ {elves
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felves invincible ; and the acquiring of new pof=
feflions for Otoo, now feemed to occupy the
whole of their ftudy and attention. They were -
extremely folicitous that I fhould contribute to
their fuccefs by augmenting their number of fire-
arms, and adding to their ftock of ammunition.
Of the latter I gave Pomurrey a fmall quantity ;-
but of the former I had none to difpofe of, even
if I had feen no impropricty in complying with
his requeft. ' Finding there was no profpe& of
increafing their armory, they requefted that I
would have the goodnefs to conquer the territo-
ries on which they meditated a defcent, and hav~
ing {o done, to deliver them up to Ozoo; and as

_an excufe for their fubjugation, infifted that it

was highly effential to the comfort and happinefs
of the people at large, that over the whole group.
of thefe iflands there fhould be only one fove-
reign. On fatisfying them that the iflands in
queftion were quite out of my route, and that

1 had no leifure for fuch an enterprize, Pomurrey,

in the moft earneft manner requefted, that on my
return to England I would, in his name, folicit

- his Majeﬂ;' to order a thip with proper force to

be immediately fent out, with direions, that if
all thofe 1iflands were not fubjected to his power
betore her arrival, fhe was to conquer them for
Otoo ;  who, he obferved, I well knew would ever

lith.
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lith. This requeft was frequently repeated, and
he did not fail to urge it in the moft preffing
manner at our parting.

I cannot take leave of my friend, for to fuch
an epithet from me Pomurrey’s condué juftly en-

titles him, without adverting to the alteration

which feemed to have:taken place in his charac-
ter, fince my former vifits to this country. At
that time, he was not only confidered as a timid,
but a very weak prince; on this occafion, how-
ever, he did not appear deficient either in' dif-
cernment, or intrépidity; although it muft be
acknowledged his fears were exceedingly awaken-
ed at the difplay of our fire-works, -and that he
always appeared to regard fire-arms with a con-
fiderable degree of terror ;- which poflibly might
arife from his knowledge of their deftruive
powers, whilft at the fame time he remained ig-
norant of the extent to which they were capable
of doing execution ; but this defcription of wea-
poms out of the queftion, we had reafon to be-
lieve his courage was equal to that of his neigh-
bours, of which he certainly gave an undeniable
proof by joining our party alone and unarmed at
the encampment; in dire® oppofition to the
counfel and apprehenfions of his furrounding
countrymen. On former occafions, I had alfo
confidered his general charater to be haughty,
auftere, and combined with much low cunning.

- 'When
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When he condefcended to fpeak, or converfe,
which was not frequent, little or no information
could be derived ; whilft the queftions he afked
in return, did not tend to the acquifition of ufe-
ful knowledge. His conduct and deportment on
the prefent occafion, were extremely different;
and, when compared with that of his aflociates,
were marked with an evident fuperiority, expref-
five of the exalted fituation he filled ; and indi-
cated that he poffefled a juft knowledge of him-
felf, and an open, generous, and feeling heart.
In converfation, there were few from whom bet-
ter information cculd be acquired ; nor was he
now deficient in dire&ing his obfervations and
enguiries to ufeful and important objects. - For
this purpofe only, he would remain whole days
in our working tents, obferving with the firicteft
attention the different tranfacions going forward;
and frequently interrupting the miechanics, to
require explanations of their feveral operations.
The whole tenor of his behaviour towards us was
{o uniformly corre& and meritorious; that, on his
taking leave, I could not refift makmg him, and -
his wives, fuch acknowlcd«mcnts in ufeful arti-
cles, as he conceived they could have no poffible
claim to ; and fufpe&ing I was about to make
fome addition, he caught my arm, exprefled how
highly repaid and gratified they were with what
they had received, and obferved, as I was going
to



’
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to vifit many other countries where fuch things
would be eqhally valuable ; Iought to be carefut
and ceconomical. '

- How far thefe difinterefted fentiments had ac-
vtuatéd the conduét of the royal party in all their
former tranfaions, is not-eafy to afcertain; but

" certain it is, they took .great pains to keep up

the value of our commodities, and, by their own -

cxample, eftablithed the price of three large hogs,
weighing frpm an hundred to an hundred and
fifty and two hundred pounds each, at an axe;
under which they defired we would not part with
our axes; and would frequently admonith wus,
when they confidered we were about to pay ex-
travagantly for our purchafes. In our traffic,

axes were the moft valuable; next to thefe, red
cloth, and all kinds of European linen; files,
knives, and féﬂ}ing hooks, were in great requeft;
as were fciffars and looking-glaffes by the ladies;
nails were of little value, and fuch things as were
only of an ornamental nature were accepted with
indifference, red feathers excepted, which I be-
lieve would ftill find a ready market.

So importané are the various Europcan imple-
ments, and other commodities, now become to
the happinefs and comfort of thefc landers, that
I cannot avoid refleting with Captain Cook on
the very deplorable condition to which thefe good

pt:ople on a certainty muft.be. reduced, thould.

their
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. pean commodities, not only eflentially neceflary
“to theit common comforts, but have made them -

we had convincing proof in the few of their bone,

their communication with Europeans be ever at
an end. The knowledge they have now acquired
of the fuperiority and the fupply with which
they have been furnifhed of the more ufeful im-
plements, have rendered theie, and other Euro-

regardlefs of their former tools and manufactures,
which are now growing faft out of ufe, and, I
may add, equally out of remembrance. Of this

or ftone tools, or utentfils, that were feen amongft /
them; thofe offercd for fale were of rude work- /
manthip, and of an inferior kind, folely intended
for our market, to be purchafed by way of curi/d-
fity. I am likewife well convinced, that,_bif a 7 ‘
very {mall addition to their prefent ftock of /Eu- jj¢
ropean cloth, the culture of their cloth /'ialant, ¥

which now feems mach negleéted, will/be in-
tirely difregarded, and they will rely/{/lpon the

precarious fupply which may be obt/a’ined from
accidental vifitors, for this and many others of
the moft important requifites of fodial life.

- Under thefe paipful c’oﬁﬁdcre}/éons, it mani-
feftly appears that Europeans ﬁ/re bound by all.
the laws of humanity, regularly to furnith thofe
wants which they alone have/created ; and to af-
ford the inhabitants from/time to time fupplies
of fuch important ufeful asticles as have been al--

o ready
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ready introduced, and which having excluded
their own native manufa&ures, are, in moft re-
fpects, become indifpenfably neceflary to their
whole ceconomy of life: in return for which a
valuable confideration would be received in pro-
vifions and refrefhments, highly beneficial to the
traders who may vifit the Pacific Ocean.

The various manufacures in iron and in cloth
have become fo effentially requifite to their com-
mon concerns, that inftead of thefe commodities
being reduced in their value by the frequent vifits
of Europeans, or their fupplies of food and re-
frefhments being lefs plentiful in return, we were
ferved with every article in.the greateft profufion.
- Six hogfheads of very fine pork were cured ; and

had we been better provided with falt, we might
have fecured ten times that quantity ; and failed
with a large fupply for prefent ufe, which com-
prehended as many live hogs and vegetables, as
we could find room to difpofe of ; the whole pro-
cured at leaft 200 per cent. cheaper than on any
~of Captain Cook’s vifits, notwithftanding the re-
cent departure of the Pandora. -

Great alteration has taken place in the military
operations of thefe people. On our firft difco-
very of thefe iflands their wars were principally
of a maritime nature; but at prefent it {hould
feem they were conducted in a very different
manner. For although fome of our gentlemen

' extended
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extended their excurfions to a confiderable dif-

tance, not a fingle war canoe was feen belonging
; to Otaheite. 1 had much converfation with Ur-
ripiali on this fubjed; from whom I learned, that
in their late contefts they had found them fo un-
manageable, particularly when the wind blew at
all ftrong, that they had intirely given them up,
and now carried on their enterprizes by land, --
ufing the larger fort of their common canoss,
when their wars were offenfive, to convey them
to the place of their deftination, which was ge-
nerally effeted under cover of the night, orin
dark rainy weather. '

The youth of Otoo authorifes us to fay little
more, than that he bore every appearance of be-
coming a very promifing man. Some circum-
ftances attendant on this young monarch were
fo very pcculiar and extraordinary, as to make a
few obfervations indifpenfable. Amongft the firft
was the curious refiriction which prohibited his
entering any of our habitations. His father, when
Otso, and king of the ifland, was under no fuch
mterdition ; but, as frequently as his inclina-
tion prompted, vifited our fhips and tents with-
: out attaching the inconvenience which would

now have fallen upon the people had the young
king done the fame. Nor was the grandfather
Tasw then treated with that degree of obedience
and refpect, which is at prefent paid to him on,

all
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all occafions. The origin of the above myfterious
reftraint, or the reafoning on which it has been
founded, I could not fatisfa&orily learn. The
refult, however, of my enquiries on this head
induces me to believe, that a ceremony very {imi-
lar to the Natcke of the Friendly iflands defcribed
by Captain Cook, on Poulahon’s fon being per-
mitted to eat in company with his father, will be
performed here. This ceremony will occupy a
confiderable fpace of time, after which he will
no longer be carried on men’s thoulders, but be
at liberty like others to walk about; but when
this was to take place in refpe& of Oroo, I could
not difcover ; for as often as the queftion was put,
1o often the period when the event was-to take
place varied. It was likewife very remarkable,
that we never faw any perfon of confequence or
refpectability about the young monarch. His
neareft relations, though they paid all refpe& to
his high office, did not appear to regard or con-
verfe with him ; and thofe whofe duty it was to
“attend him on his journies between Oparre and
our encampment, were iervants from the loweft
order of the people. Amongft thefe was a man
named Peterrah, who apparently was avery threwd,
fenfible fellow, on whofe fhoulders the young
king never rode, but who, on all occafions ated
as meflenger, and bore no higher office than that

of a butler, or upper fervant. I had originally
taken
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taken this man for a prieft and fort of preceptor;
but, on repeated enquirics, they always pointed
to my fteward as bearing the fame ofﬁcc Wlth
that of Peterrah. -

Much encomium, and with great ju{’cice, -has
been beftowed on the beauty of the female inha-
bitants of this country. - I cannot avoid acknow-
ledging how great was the difappoi'ntmen’t I ex-
perienced, in confequence of the early impreflion
I had received of their fuperior perfonal endow-
ments. The natives themfelves freely admit the
alteration, which in a few years has taken place,
and feem to attribute much of -the caufe to the
lamentable difeafes introduced by European vifi-
tors, to which many of their fineft women, at an
early pcnod of life, have fallen facrifices. Beauty
in this country, efpecially amongft the women,
is a flower that quickly blofloms, and as quickly
fades: like the perfonal accomplifhments of the
Creoles of America, theirs foon arrive at matu-
rity, remain but a fhort time ftationary, and as
rapidly decay. The extreme deficiency of female
beauty on thefe iflands makes it fingularlyremark-
able, that fo large a proportion of the crew be-
longing to the Bounty, fhould have become fo
infatuated as to facrifice their country, their ho-
nor, and their lives, to any female attachments at

Otaheite. The objeds of their particular regard,
Vor. 1. Y by
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"by whom they have children, we frequently faw.
‘Whatever fuperiority they may be entitled to
from their mental accomplifhments, we had no
opportunity of afcertaihing ; but with refpe& to
their perfonal attrations, they were certainly not
fuch as we thould have imagined could poffibly
have tempted Englithmen to fo unpardonable a
breach of their duty ; nor were any of the wo-
men they fele&ed, perfons of the leaft power or
confequence in the ifland
The European animals and plants depofited
here by Captain Cook, and other navigators, with
the hope of their future increafe, I have already
had occafion to regret, had been almoft intirely”
deftroyed in the late conflicts of the "contending
parties. My concern at this circumftance was
greatly augmented, not only by my having little
in my power with which I could replace them,
but in the confidence of their now fucceeding
could I have furnithed a fupply; as the recent
alteration which has taken place in the govern-
ment, afforded reafonable grounds to believe that,
whatever I might have beftowed on the prefent
occafion, would have been carefully proteéted.
To the race of animals, I could add but two Cape
geefe and a gander. We planted fome vine cut»
tings that had flourifhed extremely well on board;
with fome orange and lemon trees; and an aiTort-
/. ment
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ment of garden feeds; but as nature has been fo
very bountiful in the variety of vegetables fhe has
beftowed on this country, the natives feem to
’p'oﬁ'e'fs little defire for any addition; and, if a
judgment is to be formed, by the deplorable ftate
in which we found the feveral fpots where foreign
Plants and feeds had been depofited, we had little
teafon to be fanguine i the fuccefs of our gar-
dening. Nor do I believe fuch attempts will ever
fucceed until fome Europeans fhall remain on
the ifland, and, by the force of their example,
excite in the inhabitants a defire of cultivating the
foil by their manual labour, to which at prefent
they are almoft ftrangers.

The ava, and the cloth plant in a fmall pro«
POI’thI‘l, are the only vegetables which the Ota-
‘heiteans take the leaft trouble to cultivate. Some
few indifferent thaddocks, a little tolerably good
maize, a few pods of the capficon, and fome very
coarfe radithes, were the only productions I faw
from the various and numerous vegetable exotics,
that, from time to time, have been introduced
into this ifland. _ o ’

The milk of goats not having been appropri-
ated tc any ufe, and the animal not being fuffi-
ciently fat for the tafte of thefe people, they have
fallen into difrepute, and become fcarce. I col-
le&ed, however, a fufficient number to eftablith a

Y2 breed
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breed of thofe animals on the Sandwich iflands,
in cafe I thould thcre ﬁnd them acccptablc to the
inhabitants.

The few aftronomical and nautical obﬁerva-
tions, here made, tending only to our own ufeful
and necéﬂ'afy purpofes, will conclude our tranf-
actions at Otaheite, an are as under, viz.

UR friends having quitted us foon after noon

~ on Tuefday the 24th, we directed our
courfe to the northward, and notwithftanding we
had now been nearly ten months abfent from
England, it was not until the prefent moment
that our voyage could be cofidered as commenc-
ed; having now for the firft time pointed our
veflels’ heads towards the grand object of the ex-
pedition. I cannot help mentioning that I felt,
on this occafion, very confiderable regret for the
little progrefs we had hitherto made. It was
‘pow within a few days of the time I'had calcu-
Y 4 lated,

lated agreeably-to the arrangements in England,
that we fhould be quitting the Sandwich iflands
which were yet at the remote diftance of nearly
eight’ hundred leagues. One fatisfactory reflec-
tion however was, that we had not been retarded
by any mifpent time, or inexcufablc delays ; and
that although a month had been devoted to the
examination of the fouth- weft part of New Hol-
~land, that period was, without doubt, not unpro-
7 ﬁﬁtably “éﬁxvp—léjéa\fﬂf'{dvé?fe'winds, and the in-
diffcrent failing of the veflels had principally ope-
 rated to prevent our being further advanced.
* -A light- eaftwardly brecze brought us in the

to S.W. Our progrefs was fo flow that, at noon
‘on Wednefday the 25th, we obferved in lati-
tude 17° 1/, Morea bearing by compafs from -
S.24 W. to S. 8W.; Otaheite from S. 11 E. to
S. 41 E. and Titcroa from N. 85 E. toN. 45 E.
about threc or four miles diftant. Some of the
inhabitants vifited us from this ifland, and brought
a few fowls, fith, and cocoa nuts to barter. - The
weather falling calm, and the fhip dnfting faft
in with the land, we were cmplo)red until fun
fet in towing her from it. At this time a light
breeze fpringing up from the fouth the boats
were taken on board, and all fail made to the
northward ;
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" northward ; but fo tardily did we proceed that,
on Friday the 27th, in the morning, Otaheite and -
Morca were ftill in.fight.aftern. We continued
moving at tﬁis'gcntlc ratec until Wednefday the
11t of February, at which time we had reached
only the latitude of 12°. 54, longitude 209° 53,
The wind had been variable, though chiefly from
the eaftern quarter, with tolerably fair weather.
From this period our progre{s was fomewhat ac-
“celerated. We were daily vifited by numerous
birds, which inhabit the low half drowned
iflands of this ocean, varying in their kinds as
well as numbers, until Wednefday the 8th, when,
in latitude 4° 36', and longitude 209° 15, they
appeared to have intirely deferted us. During

“ this laft week the weather had been clear, though
very fultry, with a moderate breeze between the
E.N.E.and N. N. E. The dead reckoning had

- = —hithefto varied about half'a degree only_to the
weftward of the chronometer; but as We now
advanced, we found a v?y ftrong we{’ci?ardly

fo

current, which affeGed us much, that when

we reached the equator, which was about noon

on Sunday the 12th, our longitude by account

was 210° 35, although by the chronometer we

were then in 207° 38 only. This afternoon,
- Wednefday the 15th, a few birds were again feen-
about the thip ; the winds and weather continued

ncarly the fame, attecnded with a heavy north-

- warlyd
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wardly {well, which continued to be very unplea-
fant, and generally from the N. E. After crof-
fing the lmc, the current)feemed toefet to the.
north-weftward, until in latitude 4° 54/ north *
longitude by the chronometer 204° 4', by the
dead reckoning, 209° 22, which proved, that
fince we had entered the northern hemi{phcre;
we had been fct, in thecourfe of three days, 817
to the weftward, and 50’ to the north. From
this point the current ceafed to fet to the weft-
ward, but continued its northern dire&ion, in-
clining a little to the eaft, at the rate of four to
five leagucs per day. Severai birds, which had
been our conftant attendants fince- ﬁhe J2th, be-
came very fcarce after this evening. The trade
wind between N. E. and'E. N. E. blew a freth
gale. The weather in general was cloudy, with
fqualls, accompanicd with a very heavy fea from
the eaftward.

The {ky, on thc morning of Thurfday the
10th, being tolerably clear, I was enabled to ob-
tain fix fcts of diftances of ¢a %, the mean refult
of which gave the longitude” 204° 5" 537, the
chronometer fhewed 204° 6/ 15"; latitude 6° 147,
Very few birds were now ‘to be feen; but in the
morning one or two turtles were obferved. The
wind prevailing to the northward of N. E., ren-

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“dered our reaching the Sandwich iflands, without
‘being firft led a confiderable diftance beyond
them, a very doubtful- circumftance. . This in-
duced me to'take advantage of the currcnt, which
ftill continued to fet to the northward ; and by
ﬁandir-xg‘ to the eaftward or northward as the
* wind veered, on Thurfday the 23d" we reached
the latitude of 12° 18, the ]‘ongltude by the
chronometer 203° 16/, and by the dead rcckon-
ing 207° 42’. The wind now blew a moderatc
~ brecze moftly from the eaftward; which per-
mitted us to- makc a courfe a little to the caft-
ward of north.

On Sunday the 26th the mean refult of fix

fets of diftances ¢ a % gave the longitude at noon .
203° 48/, the chronometer 203° 40, by the dcad
reckomng 208° 23/, the latitude 15° 25’.
" The wind, which was light, contmued be-
tween the eaft and N. E. attended with a hol-
1ow'rolling fwell from the N. W. On Wed,
nefday the 2gth, in latitude 17° 22/, longitude
203° 30/, after a few hours calm, towards fun-
fet 'a breeze fprang up from the N. W. We
now ftood to the N. N. E.; which courfe, by
day-light on Thurfday the 1ft of March, brought
us in fight of Owhyhee, bearing by compafs from
north to N. by E. about twenty-four lcafrucs
§i1ﬁant

The order for prohibiting general trade with

thc_i
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the Indians was again read to the thip’s com-
pany. A particular attention to fuch regulations
with perfons circumftanced as we we were, was
not only of material unportancc, but was abfo-
lutely mdlfpenfablc
_ As the day advanced, which was dehghtfully
pleafant, the wind gradually veered round to the
north-eaftward, which enabled us fhortly after
noon to fteer for the fouth point of Owhyhee,
then bearing by compafs N. 8 W. 14 leagues
diftant. Our latitude was now 18°¢/ »longitude
per dead reckoning 209° 33'; by the chrono-
meter 204° 19/, which latter is to be received as
the true. lo*thude, notw1thﬁ:and1ng the diffe-
ected
by weftern or lec currents, in performing thisyery
long and tedious paflage. About midnight, we
- paffed to the weftward of the fouth point of
Owhyhee; and in the hope of procuring fome
provifions and refrefhments, as we failed paft the
weft coaft of this ifland we kept clofe in fhore.
In the morning of Friday the 2d, with a light
brecze from the land, at the diftance of abeut
three miles, we ftood along fthore to the north-
ward. Several canoes came off with a fupply of
pigs, and vegetables; amongft the latter were
fome very excellent water melons: the natives,
-however, demanded a very exorbitant return for
thefe refrethments, and feemed very indifferent
| -about
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about trading, or having any other communi-
cation with us. At noon on Saturday the 3d,
with very pleafant .weather and light breezes,
generally from off the land, Karakakooa bore
fiorth about five miles diftant ; -and we had now -
the fatisfa®ion of finding our chronometer, al-
lowing the Otaheitean rate, to agree within a
few feconds of its longitude as fettled by Captain
Cook. The Portfmouth rate - made it 1° 18’ to
the eaftward. On board the Chatham, Mr.
Arnold’s chronometer erred 24’ to the weftward,
according to its rate of going as fettled at Ota-
heite.

The fteep precipice which forms thc north
fide of Karakakooa bay, renders it too remarkable
to be -eafily miftaken, efpecially as the interior
country- rifes thence more abruptly than from the
coaft to the north or fouth of the bay; which,
Hilthough/preféfﬁlng both wood-land and culti-
_vated country above the barren rocky fhores

 where the habitations of the natives are chiefly

fituated, is, neverthelefs, in a great degree defti-
tute of that diverfity of profpe&t which might
have been expe&ed here, and Wthh 1s alfo the
general character of all this fide of vf)e ifland.
Several canoes having ftood to fea after us in
the morning, we noew brought to, for the purpofe
of trading with.them; and were foon honored
with a vifit from Tianpa, the perfon mentioned
]Il.'
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in Mr. Meares’s voyage. He was received in &
manner agreeablé to the diftihguifhed character .
he had been reprefented to fupport, and which;
from his grateful inquiries after his patror, he ap-
peared to deferve. This complimentary conver-

fation he feemed defirous of fpeedily putting an
end to, being very anxious to acquamnt us that,
fince his return from China,; he had refided on
this ifland; where many fevere confliéts had taken
place ; in which he had taken part with Tamaah-
maah, againft Teamawheere, who, it feemed, had,
fince the death of Terecoboo, thared the govern-
ment with Tamaahmaah. In one of thefe bat-
tles Tianna having fhot Teamawheere, a complcte
viGtory was gained, and thefe two chiefs agrce&
to divide the ifland between them: Tamaahniaak
becoming the fovereign over the three northern,
and T7auna of the three fouthern diftriéts. ,

Uunderftanding that I purpofed going dire&ly
to the Leeward iflands, Tiannea requefted he
miight be permitted to accompany us, and, with .
his wives and retinue, to fleep on board; with
which requeft I thought proper to comply. From
the character given of this chief;* I was not a
little furprized to find - himi totally-1gnorant of
our language, and unablé to pronounce a fingle
word articulately ; but by our knowledge of his
fpeech “we foon underftood, that, fince the pre-

‘Meares’s Voyage.

ceding -
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“ceding autumn, not any veflel had arrived; that
‘about that time three or four American brigs;
and one, in which was Mr. AColnctt belonging to
Macao, had vifited the Jﬁands ; and, that it was

- not poﬁiblc for any veflels to “tauch at the other
iflands, without himfelf and the people of Owhy-

hee being informed of their arrival. This intel-
ligence made me defpair of meeting the ftore-
thip, and the hope which I had fo long indulged,
as a compenfation for the tardy progrefs which
circumftances had hitherto compelled us to make;
now feemed intirely to vanifh. -

" Tianna viewed every tranfaction on board with
attentive admiration, whilft our numbers feemed

to create in his mind a degree of furprize he was
unable to fubdue. In the courfe of the evening
he held frequent converfations with Towererso,
and during the night he was feveral times on
deck, endeavouring to afcertzin the number of Ny
men on duty in the different parts of the fhip:

The retinue of Tianna on this occafion was to
confift of a confideralle number ; part were to g
‘attend him on board the Di‘fcoyex_'y, and the re- ! T
mainder was to proceed in the Chatham. His
refidence was a little to the n cth of Karakakooa;
-and as it was propofed his Z:‘fe fhould be taken
on board the next afternoon, wé kept off that {ta-
tion. A meflenger, apparently of fome confe-
quence, was difpatched to the fhore with dircc-
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tions for this purpofe the preceding evening; in
the forenoon of Sunday the 4th, however, {everal
confultations took place with thofe about him,
which finally ended in his declining to accom-
pany us to Attowai. The converfation he had
held with Tswereroo had induced him to believe
that the fervices of this lad might be of great im-
portance to him; and as he promifed Towereroo
a very handfome eftablifhment of houfe, land,

‘and other advantages, I thought it advifeable to
fix him with Tianna for the prefent, that, on my
return in the winter, I might be enabled to form
fome judgment of his treatment. MorotdT, the. -
native ifland of Towereroo, was in a flate of great™
confufion, in confequence of itsbeing the ggncral '

~ - rendezvous of Titeere and Taio, the fovereigns of
Woahoo and Attowai, who were then meditating
a war againft this ifland. This was an additional
reafon for confenting to the arrangement. = To-
wereroo, though exceedingly anxious to accept
Tianna's offer, feemed to ertertain great doubts
as to the future fatety of himfelf and his property;

" _to the laft moment he had his choice of remain-
ing on board, or departing with T7anna; and,
notwithftanding he did _hot hefitate to prefer the
latter, yet he carneftly requefted the few clothes
he had left, and the articles I had given him,

fince our leaving Otaheite, might be taken carc

" of on B&rd, until .our return ; and. he would

' ‘ ' take
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take with him d-very {fmall affortment of the dif-
ferent articles of traffic onlv, to fupply his prcfcnt
neceflities.

- As Tianna had {everal goats, I did not prefcnt
hlm with any of thefe anlmals, But made him
very happy by giving him fome vine and orange
plants, fome almonds, and an affortment of ’
garden’ feeds, to all of which he -prOmifed the
moft /particular care and aftention. After re-
éciving. fome acceptable valuables in return for
ten Ymall hogs, he took his leave of us with To-
wereroo about five in the afternoon; and though
he affeGed to be pretty well fatisfied with his re~
ception, and flattered with being faluted with
" four guns on his departure; yet it was very evident
he was extremely difappointed and chagrined in
not having been able to procure any fire arms or
ammunition; which were anxioufly folicitcd, not
only by himfelf but by all his countrymcn, and
by uséé\:mformly refufed. :

To the care of Towereroo I intrufted a letter,
addreffed to the officer commanding the veffel
chargéd with ftores and provifions for our fervice,
acquainting him with our departure fromm Owhy-
hee, and of my intention to call at the Leeward
iflands to recruit our water, after w hich, we
{houlq proceed immediately to.the coaft of Ame-
rica: and.-I direéted him - to follow us thither
without lofs of time, agreeably to the arrange-

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ments I had previoufly made with thc Sccretary
of State’s office. ¢

As we ftood along fhore with a light breeze,
we were in the evening greatly furprized on being
hailcd from a,largc canoe, which was meeting us,

and to what country we belonged, and very Cre
villy requefting” to be admitted on board. - This
- being granted, the fpeaker proved to be a young
- . man named Tarehooa, a native of Attowai, who
had accompanieda:Mr. John Ingram command-
ing an American fhip laden with furs, from North.
Weft America, bound to Bofton in New Eng-
land by the way of China. Tarchooa-had been
with Mr. Ingram in North America about feven
months, and had returned in a brig- thh him
fome months before. :

His prefent mafter, -he informed me, was a2

chief named Kakowmotoo, of great importance,
and nearly equal in cenfequence with Tianna ;
and who-like him had been very inftrumental in
gaining for Tamaahmaah the fovereignty of the
whole ifland. We were inftantly made known to

this chief, who prefented me with aletter written

in Spanith, dated ¢ Sloop Princefs Royal, March

28, 1791, (probably the fame veflel that was -

captured at Nootka) attended by an Englith tranf-
Tation of the fame date, and both figned ¢ Ema-

nuel Klmpcr, ” recommendmg in the ftrongeft
terms:
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terms Tamaakhmaah, Tianna, and this chief Ka-
hownmotoo, for their having, on all ocafions, fhewn
Mr. Kimperand his people every mark of friendly.
__attenition and hefpitality.  Kakotemotoo prefented
ime with three fine: hogs, for which in return he
received ample - compenfation; but, like Tianna,
was much moertified that it had not been made
in arms or ammunition. He requefted to fleep
on beard, and that his canoe might be taken.in
tow, in both of which he was indulged. Much
converfation took place in the evening. He con=
firmed the account given by Tiarna of the non-
arrival of any veflels for fome months paft, and
the wars which had taken place; but it was ex-
ceffively difficult to reconcile the ftory he told of
Tianna, with that which - Tionna had related of
' himfelf. Tianna’s atchievements he readily ad-

* mitted, and candidly allowed him great merit for
his military exploits; but denied his having equal
power with Tamaahmaak; faying, there was but
one. aree de hoi over all Owhyhee, and he was Ta-
maahmaah; and that if Tienna was an aree detioi,

,fb alfo muft he be, and other chiefs of equal con-
fequence withr Tianna and himfelf.

This inftance will ferve to illuftrate how very
difficult it is, according to our comprehenfion of
their langunage, to obtain mmatter of fad ﬁ:y
thefe people; and that nothing fbort of indefa-
tigable labour can obtain the truth, and corre&

‘lization. ~

The next morning we were abreaft of the
fouth point of Toca-yah-ha bay, near which ‘s
Kahowmotoo's refidence. It was a: great pleafure
to obferve the avidity with which all the chiefs
who had vifited the thip fought after the vege-
table produ&ions we had brought ; which, if at-
tended to, will in future add to their prefent
abundant producion. - Kaehowmotoo was very
anxious to obtain every acquifition of this fort,
and was made very happy by receiving fome fine
orange plants, and a packet of . different garden
feeds; and likewife a goat and kid. ‘With thefe
valuables he appeared to be highly delighted, and
promifed to give them his greateft care and at-
tention. , ' '

Tareehooa, who preferred the name of Jack,
" had been with Mr. Ingram in the capacity of a
fervant ; but was now promoted to the office of
interpreter in the fervice of this chief, which he
by no means badly executed. Jack was extremely
folicitous to remain on board, and to accompany
us on our voyage. As he appeared to be a very
threwd active fellow, and there was a probabi-
lity of his being made ufeful, I'accepted of his
fervices on Monday the 5th, to which the chief
confented, though with a mixture of regret, and .
a friendly regard for Jack’s future advantage and

: fuccefs,
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fuccefs. After being faluted with four guns, a
compliment which Tianna had received, and
_taking a-very affeGionate leave of his interpreter,
Kahowmotoo departed with the moft friendly af-
furance, that whenever w¢ fhould think proper-
to vifit his diftri&, we fhould be abundantly fup-
plied with refrefhments.

A light breeze, chiefly from the fouth, advanc- ~

ed us flowly towards the north point of Owhy-
hee, until the trade wind at E. N. E. no longer
interfepted by the high mountains which com-
pofe the ifland, met us; when we dire&ed our

courfe ffowards Woahoo. Early in the morning-

of Tahoorowa, the Chatham’s fignal was made :

to denote our fituation in bearing up alonig the

fouth fide of that ifland ; but as neither this nor

fome previous fignals had been acknowledged, I
concluded the Chatham had remained becalmed
under the high land of Owhyhee ; whilft we had

benefited by a very:fine gale, owing to our being

a little further advanced; and Woahoo being
our next appointed rendezvous, a long feparation

could not be apprchendcd. The trade wind blew 4

ftrong from the N. E. until we were under the

lee of Ranai, when light and variable winds fuc-

ceeded. At noon Tahoorowa by campafs ‘bore
S. 88 E.; the S. W. part of Mowee N. 79 E;
the eat part of Ranai N. 6o E.; fouth point

Z3 N. 20
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N. 20 E.; north weft point N, 18 W-.; and the
weftern part of Morotoi indiftinétly feen, bore
N.N.W. In this fituation the latitude was ob-
~ferved to e 20° 41/, longitude by the chrono-
nometer 203° 2. The fouth point of Rana
bcmg thc neareft land, was about four miles dif-
tant, and was placed by our obfervations ’fout.h,
and 51 to the weft of the fituation affigned to it
by Captain King, In thc afternoon fome few of
the natives vifited us from Ranai, mcre]y, I be-
lieve, to fatisfy their curiofity, as they brought
with them fcarcely any thing for barter. Indeed,
the dreary and defolate appearance of their 1ﬂand,
feemed a fufficient apology for their coming
- empty handed. The apparent flerility of the
country, and a few fcattered miiferable habita-
tions which we were able with ourglaﬁ@to dif-
cern, indicated the part of it now prefented to
our view to be very thinly mha,bu:c:d~ and inca-
pable of affording any of its producions to ftran-
gers. During the afternoon we proceeded to the -
north along the weft fide of Ranai; ; and, towards
fun-fet again met the trade wind, which about
midnight brought us in fight of Woahoo, bearing
by compafs weft fix or feven miles diftant. We
plied until day light of Wednefday the 7th, when
we dire@ed our courfe along the fouth fide of
that ifland, whofe eaftern fhores bear a fimilar
defolate appearance to thofe of Ranai, and are
principally
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principally compofed of barren rocks and high

precipices, which fall perpendicularly into the

fca. We did not pafs at a greater diftance than

a league, yet verdure or cultivation was not any

where to be feen.  From its eaft point the north

“eaft fide of Woahoo takes a dire¢tion N. 35 W.
off which are fcattered fome detached iflets and

rocks ; the northernmoft of thefe which we faw,

is a low flat rock, lying from the eaft point N. 22

W. three or four leagues diftant; and near the

thore was a hill whofe fummit bears the appear-

ance of a volcanic crater. The land to the north
of the eaft pointfeemed much indented, but

whether capable of affording any fhelter or not,

we were too far off to difcern. On the fouth

eaft part of this ifland are. two remarkable pro-

montories, which lie from each other S. 81 W.
and N. 81 E. about feven miles afunder ; the firft

or eafbernmoft of thefe is formed of barren rocky

cliffs, rifing fo fuddenly from the fea, that to all

appearance veflels might brufh their fides in paff-

‘ing them ; whence the land falls a little back,
and forms a thallow bay in a northern dire&ion,

where the different celours in the water indicated

arocky bottom ; on the beach the furf broke very

violently, behind which a lagoon extended fome

diftance to the northward.- Should the bottom

be found good, veflels might ride in this bay to-

lerably. well prote®ed againft the gencral trade

Zas wind;
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wind ; but as our place of rendezvous was round
‘the fecond promontory, we did.not examine it in
.2 more particular manner. Continuing our courfe
‘about nine we hauled round the reef which lies
:about a quarter of 2 mile from that point; and
had foundings from 22 to ‘10 fathoms; in which
latter depth of water .. we anchored about ‘ten
o’clock, the bottom fand and pieces of fmall
coral. This promontory, which is the fouth
point of the ifland, has alo on 1its top the appear-
ance of a crater, formed by volcanic eruptions;
‘this bore by compafs N. 82 E.;.the outward part
.of the reef S. 81 E.; the wefternmoft part.of the
land in fight N. 82 W. a break in the reef, which
-extends. ati¥regular diftances along the fhore,
N. 20 W.; a low fandy point, near the weftend
.of a'large Indian village N. 77W.; and the mddle
of the village (where, the natives informed' us,
we might land in perfe@ fafety with our boats)
‘N.N..E. about two miles.diftant. We examined
-a confiderable fpace around the fhip, and found
. in thore the. fame defcription of bottom, though
.the coral which principally .compofed it was of
fo foft a nature, as to caufe little apprehenfion
for the fafety. of our cables. The depth of water
‘within us gradually decreafed to fix fathoms, and
s without, to the diftancc of ‘nearly a mile; as gra-
-dually increafed to 25 and-30:fathoms, where the
- bottom was found.to be a fine grey fand.

As
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As our quarter deck required caulking, the
carpenters were immediately employed on this
bufinefs. Some few of the natives vifited us
from the fhore, who brought in their canoes a
very {paring fupply of refrefhments, amongft
which, the mufk and water melons made no in-
confiderable part, and were very excellent of their
“kinds. The fituation occupied by us in this bay,
which the natives call Whyteete, feemed nearly
ds eligible as moft of the anchoring places thefz
iflands are generally found to afford. The inha-
bitants were exceflively orderly and docile, al-
though there was not a chief or any perfon of
diftinétion amongft them to enforce their good
bebaviour ; neither man nor woman attempted
to come on board, without firft obtaining per-
miffion ; and when this was refufed, they re-
mained perfe@ly quiet in their canoes alongfide.
. The information obtained at Owhyhee, that
Titeere and - Taio, with moft of the principal
chiefs and warriors of this ifland, and thofe to lee-
ward, were on a hoftile expedition at Morotot
and Mowee, was here confirmed ; but differed as
to the immediate caufe of their abfence, which
was now reprefented to be for the purpefe of re-
pelling an invafion likely to take place from
Owhyheg, - by Tamaahmaah, Kolwowmoioo, and

Tianna. This, in -a great meafure, feemed to
account for the fmall number of inhabitants who
' vifited
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vifited us, the wretched condition of their ca-

noes, and the fcanty fupply of their country’s .. ...
produce which they brought to market. On the
thores, the villages appeared numerous, large,

and in good repair ; and the furrounding country
pleafingly interfperfed with deep, though not ex- |
tenfive valleys; which, with the plains near the
fea-fide, prefented a bigh degree of cultivation

and festility, - The apparcnt docility of thefe ,
‘people, who have been reprefented by formervi-— §°
fitors as. the moft daring and unmanageable of

any who belong to. the Sandwich iflands, might
probably, be attributed in a great meafare to the
abfence of their fighting men, and to our mani-

£t fuperiority in numbers, regularity in point of
order, and military govcmmén;; which feemed

to make a wonderful impreffion on all who were
~permitted to come on board, and who, to a man,
appcarcd very much afraid of fire-arms, This

~was evinced, on our mounting gnard to pof} the
centinels round the fhip. On this-occgfion they

all haftily paddled towards the fhore, and it was

not without much perfuafion that they were in=

duced to return. ~ :
It appeared very fingular, that the war of which
we had heard fo much, was not yet begun ; and
Kizhowisotoo, who had fréqucntly mentioned the
fubje&, faid they were not to begin the combat
entil aftcr the expiration of fifteen:months. If
this
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this information be corre&, defigns fo long pre-
meditated , or preparations delayed fo long from
being carried into execution, were hard to ac-
count for. Taio and Titeere had now been fe-
yeral months from their refpetive governments.
- Qur new thip-mate Jack became very ufeful;
he took upon him'to reprefent us in the moft
formidable point of view to all his countrymen;
magnifying our powers; and augmenting our
numbers, and ‘pr_o'claiming that we were not tra-
ders, fuch as they had been aceuftomed to fee;
but that we were belonging to King George, and
were all mighty warriors. This being his conftant -
difcourfe, it is not to be wondered that his coun=
trymen became much intimidated ; and as this
could be produétive of no ill confequences, we
permitted Jack to proceed in his encomiums,
* and unanimoufly agreed it would not be his fault
if we ch{c not in high repute amongft the iflan-
ders. -
After caulking the decks T-purpofed to execute
fuch trivial repairs, at this place, as might be
found neceflary to the rigging, &c. &c. provided
that water, for which I was alone f{olicitous,
could be procurcd as the abundant and excel-
lent refrethments we had obtained at Otaheite,
and the high ftate of health which we had en-
Joycd ﬁncc our leavin g Dufky bay, rendered fup-

. phcs
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plics of any other naturc a fecondary confidera-
tion. _

For this purpofe, attendcd by two armcd boats,
and a guard of feven marines, I landed, accom-
panied by Mr. Mudge, Mr. Whidbey, and Mr.
Menzies. Our boats remained perfectly. quiet on
the beach, having pafled to the fhore between
fome rocks, which complctc]y prote&ed it from
the furf. The natives, who were prefent, received
us in a very orderly manner. Two buftling men
with Jarge fticks, kept the few fpe&ators at a re-
fpe&ful diftance: to thefe I fome prefents;
and, on jnquiring for v»ater, ey du'e&ed us to
fome ftagnant brackifh ponds mear the beach.
This being rejeed, we were given to underftand
that good water was to be had in abundance at
fome diftance, to which they readily undertook
to conduc¢t us: and as they all appeared friendly
and pacific, the boats were left in charge of Mr.
Swaine and Mr. Manby; and we proceeded, with
our guard, in fearch of the promifed {upply. Our
guides led us to the northward through the vil-
lage, to an cxccedmgly well-made caufeway,
about tw exvc feet broad, with a ditch on‘cach
fide.

This. opened to our ncw a fpacious plain,
which, in the xmmedxatc vicinity of the village,

‘md the appearancc ot thc open common. fields in
England
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Enc'land but on advancing, the ma_]or partap-
pcared d1v1dcd into fields of irregular thape and
figure, which were feparatcd from each other by
low ftone walls, and were in a very high ftate of
cultivation. ‘Thefe feveral portions of land were
planted with the eddo or faro root, in differemt
ftages of inundation ; none being perfe@dy dry,
and fome from three to fix or {even inches undez
water. The caufeway led us near a mile from
the beach, at the end of which wasthe water we
were in quett of. It was a rivulet five or fix feet
wide, and about two or three fect deep, well
banked up, and nearly motionles; fome fmafl
rills only, finding a paffage through the dams
that checked the fluggifth fiream, by which a

conftant fupply was afforded to the zaro planta-
" tions. The water was excellent, but the road
was too rough and hard for rolling our cafks
fuch a- diftance, without expofing them to great
damage. - This induced me to make our gmdes
underftand, that, if the inhabitants would col-
le&, and carry this water on board in gourds,
they thould be well rewarded for their trouble.
The offér was inftantly communicated to their
nexshbours about us, who 1mmedxatclv rephcd

we fhould have an ample fupply the next day.

At the termination of the caufcwa), the paths of
communication with the different ficlds or plan-
tations were on thefe narrow ftonc walls; very

rugged,
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fugged, and wheré one perfon only could pafs at
atime. The gentlenefs and civility of the na-
tives tempted us to extend dur walk through the |
plantatioris; “which we found very plcafa.nt A
fine refrethifig breezé ptevailed, and the Indians
kept at a fufficient diftaricé €0 prévent their |
company being incofhmodious. In this éxcur-
fion we found the land in & high ftate of culti-
vation, moftly under immediate crops of fare;
and abounding with a variety of wild fowl, chiefly
of the duck kind, fome of which our {portfmen
fhot, and they were very fine eating. Theé fides
of the hills, which were at fome diftance, feemed
rocky and barren; the intermediate vallies, which
were all inhabited, produced fome large trees;
and made a pleafing appearance. The plains,
‘however, if we may judge from the labour be-
ftowed on their cultivation, feem to afford the
principal proportion of the different vegetable
Jprodudtions on which the inhabitants depend for
_their fubfiftence. The foil, though tolerably rich,
" and producing rather a luxuriant abundance, dif-
. fers very materially from that of Matavai; or the
“other parts of Otaheite. At Woahoo, Nature
feems only to have acted a common part in her
difpenfations of vegetable food for the fervice of
man; and to have almoft confined them to the
taro plant, the raifing of which is attended with

much care, ingenuity, and manual labour. In
the
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the feveral parts of its culture, the inhabitants,
whether planting, weeding, or gathering, mutt,
during the whole of thek operations, be up to
their middle in mud, and expofed to the rays of a
. vertical fun: whereas, on the plains of Otaheite,
the furface teems, as it were, fpontanecuily with
the moft abundant -produce of efculent vegeta-
bles, without the help of induftry to fow; plant,
or rear them, or the affiftance of the aquedudis
which thefe people confirué with great labour
and ingenuity to infure them a crop. There, the
gontinued groves of the lofty and umbrageous
bread fruit, apple, palm, and other trees, afford a
delightful cool retreat to thofe favored iflanders;
here the irihabitants know not the luxury of fuch
retirement. Nor did it appear-in the vegetable
" kingdom'alone that Nature here had been lefs
favorable; the human fpecies, though without
doubt originally of the fame nation, differ excef-

fively ; and it would feem that the comparative. .

benevolence of the Otaheiteans and thefe people
was about equal to the natural fertility of the foit
on which they refpedtively lived. Tt may how-
ever appedr rather uncharitable to form any de-

cided opinion on fo fhort an acquaintance; vet

firft impreffions will ever have their infuence on

vifiting different countries under circumftances
fimilar, or nearly fo. On fuch occafions it is
{carcely poflible to avaid comparifons, in which
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one muft neceflarily fuffer. On our landing at
Otaheite, the effufions of friendthip and hofpita-
tality were evident in the counténances of every
one we met. Each endeavoured to anticipate
our wants or our wifhes by the moft fafcinating

, attention, and by feduloufly ftriving to be firft in

performing any little fervice we required ; invit=
ing us to take refrefhments at every houfe we ap-
proached, and manifefting & degree of kindnefs
that would juftly be extolted amongft the mofk
polithed nations. At Woahoo we were regarded
with an unwelcome aufterity, and our wants
treated by the generality with a negligent indif-
ference. In the courfe of our walk they exhi-
bited no affiduity to pleafe, nor did they appear

apprehenfive left offence fhould be given; no re<

frethments were offered, nor had we invitation
to any of their houfes. Their general behaviour
was diftantly civil, apparently dire¢ted by a defire
to eftablifh a peaceable intercourfe with ftran-
gers, from whom there was a pro‘pect of deriving
many valuable acquifitions, which would be un-
attainable by any other mode of condué; asthey -
muft have becn convinced immediately on our

landing, that we were too powerful to be con-

quered, and too much upon our guard to fuffer
the leaft indignity by furprize. I muft, however,

do juftice to the hofpitality of our two guides,

who on our reaching the fhore took upon them.

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the office of conftables; and ‘who had alfo each
caufed a hog and a quantity of vegetables to be
p:eparcdfor’ _our entertaiament. * On our return
this repaft was ready, and - we were much intreat-
ed by them to partake of it;-but as it was now
paft fun-{ét, we were underthe neceffity of de- -
clining thc;,r c;vdlty 3 on-which they very oblig-

ingly put our. intended fupper into the:boats. 1

prefented- each of our’ guides with an ‘acqcpﬁéble

acknowledgment; and earneftly renewing  my

requeft of a fupply. from:the brook, which. they

promxfcd fhould be complied with. the next day,

we returned on board.. [, '

Towards-midnight thc Chatham arnved, and

. anchored -a hittle to the,: yeltward of the Difco-

very. Ifoon learned from Mr. Broughton that
as I had fufpe@ed, his veflel- had" been becalmed
the cvemng we parted until near: one. the next
morning, when they ftcod towards Mewcc ; but

on his not bcmg able to fee the Difcovery at day

light, he’ fteered to the north-weit .along the

fouthern fide of that ifland, and found an-eligible_
anchonng‘placc off i its weftern part, with found-

ings regular and good; and as the -naj:ivés brought

off a confiderable quantity of water; he had great

reafon to believe that article could there: be rea-

dily procared. BRI .

. The few natives in our 1mmed1ate nelghbour-

hood, though they :conduéted themfelves in a

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' very civil and fubmiffive manner, yet brought us
fo little’ water in the courfe of the next day,
Tuefday the Sth, that I 'was induced to give up
the idea of obtaining a fupply by their means,
and to procced immediately to Attowai ; where I
was affured we thould have that necefary article
_completely within our own reach and power.
After employing the foreneon in fetting up our
rigging, and in other ufeful occupations, we
weighed anchor, and fteered to the weftward.
Anxious to communicate the intelligence of
our progrefs to- the officer commanding the ftore-
thip, (this being one of the appointed rendezvous)
I entrufted a: letter to ont of the natives, a very
- adtive fenfible fellsw, who promifed to take great
care of it, and to deliver it on the veflel’s arrival
in this bay; and: fot the faithful difcharge of this
truft, he was affured of receiving a very hand-
fome prefent, to which I promifed him an addi-
tion on my return. -

‘Whyteete bay is formed, by the land falhng 2
little ‘back round: the fouth point of Woahoo;
and although open above half the compafs in the
fouthern quarters, it is unqueftionably the moft
eligible anchioritig: place in the ifland. ‘'We found
the latitude’ of the fhip’s ftation by four good’
meridional altitudes to be 21° 16/, 47%; its longi~ '
tude by the- chronometer 202° ¢’ 377;-and the
variation of the compafs to be 7° 50’ caftwardly.
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Mr. Amold’s chronometer on board thc Chatharn
gave the longitude 201° 45% 30", anowmcr thc
‘rate as fettled at® Otaheite ; our chronomcter by
the Port{fmouth rate, fhewed thc ‘longxtude to bc
203° 29’ 50"; but 202°9’ 37" 1s to bc reccm:d as
its true longitude, - '
‘A fine breeze between ﬁve and fix, brouaht us
‘round the fouth-weft part of Woahoo, whxch
lics from the fouth pomt N.s2 W. five lcagues
diftant. This point is low ﬁat land, with a reef
round it, extendmg aboit a quarter of a mﬂe
from the thore. The reef and Iow land contmue
fome diftance to the eaftward towards Whyteete
bay, and form, betwecn the fouth and fouth—weﬁ:
points, a large open fhallow bay, wn:h high Iand
rifing very irregularly at fome diffanice from thc
beach; which, towards the fouth-weﬂ: pomt,
appeared to be broken in two places, and to form
lagoons that fcemed capable of receiving boats
and fmall craft. One of the natives, who was
accompanying us to Attowal, informed me, that
- all along the fhore off thefe openings the bottom
was rocky, and would cut our cables. This, with
{fome other circumftances, induced me to believe,
that there was not any where in this fpacious bay
fuch good anchorage as at our laft ftation.

At eight in the evening, the weft point of
Woahoo bore N. I E. three ‘leagues diftant. The
Chatham being under the land becalmed, we

updcr é.ll fatl and to our. great. furprize came
\ythm ﬁght of Attowal, by .half paft four the
next mommg, Fnday the oth. The. eaft.end,
byl compaf, | bore N.by W. at a trifling diftance,
having gamed ‘almoft fix le;gues in the mght>
run from land .to land, moré than the log afcer-
tained ; whxch I concluded muft have bcen ef-
fe&ed by a vcry {’crong north-weﬂ‘ current. - -
At day-break we bore away ‘along - the. fouth'
ﬁdc of Attowai for Whymca bay, where about
nine o "clock ;we anchored, and moored a cable
each way ; the depth of Watcr was 24 fathoms,
thh a bottom of dark grey fand and mud. The

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- 'CHAPTER IL .

Tranfaétions at Attowai—The Prince and Regefz't'
vifit the Ships—Fidelity of the Natrves—Obfer-
vations on the Change in the feveral Governments
of the Sandwick Iflands—Commercial Pmﬁzzts
of the Amerzcam -

Y the time we had anchored; feveral of the

natives vifited usin the fame fubmiffive and

orderly manner as at Woahoo, and appeared bet-’

ter provided. ~ Towards noon of Friday the oth,
the Chatham arrivéd ; but the wind fhifting
about prevented her coming to anchor ‘until fun-
{et, when the moored a little to thc Weﬁward of
the ftation we had takcn \ ,

Our boats, guard, &c. beingin readinefs, about
one oclock we procecded to the fhere. Mr.
Menzies accompanied me in the yawl, and Mr.

Puget follawed with the cutter and launch. The

furf was not {o high as to prevent our landing
with eafe and' fafety, and we were received by
the few natives prefent, with nearly the fame
fort of diftant cmlxty which we experienced at

Woahoo.
A man, named Reﬁooa, xmmedlately under-
Aag - took

TR ot
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took to preferve good order, and underftanding
we purpofed to remain fome days, caufed two
~ excellent houfes to be tabooed for our fervice; one
for the officers, the other for the working people,
and for the guard, confifting of a ferjeant and fix
marines. = Stakes were driven .into the ground
from the river to the houfes, and thence acrofs
the beach, giving us an allotment of as much
-:(:p_écc as we could _pofiibly have occafion for;
withig which few encroachments were attempt-
ed. This bufinefs was executed by two men,
whofe authority the people prefent feemed to
acknowledge and refpect, although they did not
appear to us to be chiefs of any particular confe-
quence. I made them fome very acceptable pre-
fents ; and a trade for prov xﬁons and fuel was foon
eftablithed. - Certain of the natives, who had
permiffion to come within our lines, were em-
ployed in filling and rolhng our water-cafks to
and from the boats; for which fervice they
feemed highly gratified by the reward of a few
~ beads or fmall nails.

Having no reafon. to be apprchenf' ive of any
interruption to the harmony and good under-
ftanding that feemed to exift, and the afternoon.
being invitingly pleafant, with Mr. Menzies, our
new thip-mate Jack, and Rehooa, I procecded
along the river-fide and found the low country

thch ﬁ:rctchcs from the foot of the mountains
towards
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towards the fea, occupied principally with the
taro plant, cultivated much in the fame manner
as at Woahoo; interfperfed with a few fugar
canes'of luxuriant growth, and fome fweet pota-
‘toes. The latter are planted on dry ground, the
former on the borders and partitions of the taro
grounds, which here, as well as at Woahoo,
would be infinitely more commodious were they
a little broader, being at prefent fcarcely of fuffi-
cient width to walk upon. This inconvenience
may poffibly arife from a principle of eeconomy,
and the fearcity. of naturally good land. The
fides ‘of the hills extending from thefe plantations
to the commencement of the foréﬁ, afpace com-
prehending at leatt one half of the ifland, appear~
ed to produce nothing but a cearfe fpiry grafs
from an argillaceous foil, which had the appear-
- ance of having undergone the a&ion of fire, and
‘much refembled that called the red dirt in Ja-
maica, .and there confidered little better than a
caput mortuum. Moft of the cultivated lands
being confiderably above the level of the river,
made it very difficult to account for their being
fo uniformly well watered. The fides of the
hills afforded no running ftreams; and admitting
there ‘had been.a colle@®ion of water on their
tops, they were all fo extremely perforated, that
there was little chanee of water finding any

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paflage to-the Jaro. plantations.. - Thefe gerforas
tions, whigh: were numerous, .were vifible at the
termination;of the miountains; in perpendicular
cliffs abruptly defcending to the cultivated land;
and had -the- appearance-of  being the effe of
volcanic eruptions, though I'"-fhould fuppofe .of
very ancient date.”. As we praceeded, our atten-
tion was arrefted by an objeét that greatly excited
our-admiration; and -at-once put_an end to all
,conj,c&ufe -on the 'means. to which the -natives
reforted for.the wateringof their plantations. A
lofty perpéndicular cliff now prefented itfelf,
which, by . rifing iinmediatcly from the river,
would effeGtually have ftopped our further pros
grefs into the country, had it not been for an ex-
ceedingly well conftru@ed wall of ftones and clay
about twenty-four feet high, raifed from the bot-
‘tbrn_.by the fide of the cliff, which not only
ferved as a pafs into the country, but alfoas an
aquedud,- to convey the water brought thither
by great labour from a confiderable diftance; the
place where the river defcends from the moun-
_tams affording the planters an abundant ftream,
for the purpofe to which: it. is fo»adirantageouﬂy
applied. This wall, which did no lefs credit to

the mind of the projector than to the fkill of the -
builder, terminated the extent of our walk,; frgm
whence we returned through the plantations,
whofe
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whofe highly improved ftate imprefled us with
a very favorable opinion .of the induﬁry; and -in-
gcnulty of the inhabitants. . ,

.On our arival at the beach, I had the comfort
of finding all things in perfectly good order. = As
the trading and ‘working party were extremely
well lodged 1t was reafonable to belieye that our
bufinefs would not only be much facilitated, but
that a more plentiful Afupply of refrethments
would, probably, be precured, by allowing them
to remain on thore. . This induced me to leave
Mr. Puget in charge of the party, and I returned
on board perfe@ly fatisfied w1th the fafety of
their fituation. - :

Like our treatment at Woahoo, our receptlon
here was not of that hearty, - frlendly nature, [
had been accuftomed to experience from our
fouthern friends. The eagernefs, nay even avi-
dity, with which the men here affifted in the
‘proftitution of the women'; and the rcadignefs of

the whole fex, without any exception, to furren~
" der their perfons without the leaft importunity,
could not -fail, at the moment, to incur our cen-
fure and diflike ; and, on refle&ion, our difguft
and averfion. - I have read much, and feen fome-
thing in my feveral vifits to this ocean, of the
cbicenity attributed to the inhabitants of Ota-
heite and the Society iflands; but no indecency
that ever came under my obfervation, could be

compared
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compared with the exceffive wantonnefs prefent-"
cd m this excurfion. Had this levity, now fo
offenfively confpicuous, been cxhibited in my
former ~ifits to thefe 1ﬂands, its amprciT ions could
not have been effaced, and it muft have been re-
colle&ted at this time with all the abhortence
which it would'at firft have naturally created;
‘but as no remembrance of fuch behaviour oc-
curred, 1 was induced to confider this Lcentiouf-
nefs as a perfe&ly new acquirement, taug’hf, per-
haps, by the different civilized voluptuaries, who,
for {ome years paft, have been then‘ conftant vi-
fitors. S |
At Woahoo, and alfo “on our arrival here, we
were given to underftand that there were Eng-
lifhmen refident on this ifland. e
One of them, a young man about feventeen
‘years of age, whofe name was Rowbottom, on
Saturday the 1oth came on board in a large
double canoe, who faid he was of Derbythire,

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return to this ifland for the purpofe of colle&ing
fandal-wood, and pearls, for their mafter John
Kendrick, an American, commanding the bnig
Lady Wafhmgton, in whoie fervice thcy ull re-
mained at the wages of eight dollars per month.
The Lady Wathington had quitted thefe ifland
the preceding O&ober, bound to New England,
. with a cargo of furs to difpofe of in her way thi-
ther at China ; fhe was 1mmcd1atcly to return
_ from Bofton, and having fpem’/bc next winter in -
North-Weft America, was, in the autumn of the
enfuing year, to call for thefe men at Attowai,
and take in a cargo of fandal-wood for the Indian
market, with fuch pearls as they might have coI-
lected.

With Row bottom came two chiefs, the one

- named No-ma-tee-fie-tee, the other Too; both of

-whom he’ faid would be ufeful at Attowai and
Onchow. On making thefe chiefs each a prefeat,. 5
with which they were greatly pleafed, they faid -
thcy were directed by the king, or rather the
prince - Ta-moo-eree, (who is a boy, and the eldeft -
fon of Taio the fovereign of this and the neigh-
bouring iflands) to fay, that Enemol, the regent
in Taso’s ablence, and Tumoveree, would be with
us in a day or two; giving me to underftand that
Enemol: was the principal acting officer. A mef-
fenger was immediately difpatched to requeft of:
his highnefs, that, as my ftay would be very fhort,

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¢ he ‘would do me the favor to lofe no time in’
- giving us the honor of his company; and, as a

pledge of our friendly dlfpoﬁtxon, I fent him- a

large’axe as a prefent. "

. Our young countryman faid it was hxgb}y im-
portant to have the -ftri@eft watch- over the be-
haviour of thefe people; for although he con-
ceived-outr force  was too great for them toat-

~ tempt any thing. hoftile with the:leaft profpet
‘of fuccefs, yet he could not determine how far
~ their ambitious views might lead them, as, fince

therr fuccefs in taking ‘a- fchooner at Owhyhec,
they had become fo elated, that they ‘had at-
tempted to take a brig at Mowee.

The fchooner belonged to a Mr. Metcalf, an
American trader, who having been fuccefsful in
the fur trade, equipped and entrufted her to the

- command of his fon, who failed with eight men

from Macao, in order to profecute that branch-of
commerce. This veffel was captured at: Owhy-

hee; but as Rowbottom’s narrative of the fa&s

was afterwards found erroneous, the"particulars
of the enterprize, from better aut:honty, wxll be
given in a future chapter.‘ S

Nomatcehetee and Too; “with other natxvcs pre-

- fent, confirmed the intelligence of this atrocious

act, and, at the fame time, highly reprobated the
inhuman murder of the crew, who were all put
to death excepting one man. Tianuna was ac-

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cufed by them of having projected this wicked
fchemc, and of havmg perpetrated the ‘hornble
maffacre; but they pofitively denied that Tais,
who had been fufpe@ted of meditating the cap-
—ture-of the brig at Mowee, he}d any knowledge
of that bufinefs ; faying,-that it was intirely the
a& of thé people of Mowee. -On becoming ac-
quainted with thefe daring and ambitious defigns,
1 inquired what reception Tianna would haveex-
perienced had he accomjpan_i_éd_ us from Owhy-

~ hee? Every one prefent feemed to be aftonifhed

at his entertaining fuch an idea, and agreed that
he would have been put to death the inftant he
had landed, as they all confidered him as their
moft inveterate enemy. Thefe reports; and the
obfervations that were made by the natives in
confequence of their being related to me, gave me
great reafon to apprehend that Tiannd’s . inten-
tions of accompanying us hither, which on ze-
fle&ion he had thought proper to decline, were
" not diQated by motives of the moft fncndly
difinterefted nature.
Thefe ' unwelcome txdmgs bemg concluded,
Mr. Broughton attended me on fhore with the

two chiefs and the young 'Englifhman, who was'

extremely ferviceable to us as an interpreter; and
pointed out to the natives our friendly intentions
towards them, and the manner in which they
fhould condu& thcmfclvcs, not only to infure our

good

I iy ot
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good opinion, but to obtain the advantages that
would- eventually refult to themfelves from our
vifit. On landing, I underftood from Mr. Pugct
that ¢very thing was, and had beeh, conduéted
with the greateft propriety and good order by all
parties. Trade- for - provifions, wood, &c. was
going on very britkly, and our fupply of water
was equal to our withes.

Matters thus pleafantly cn'curnﬁanced we
embarked with Mr.. Menzies and Mr. thdbey,
who had accompanied us on fhore in a.double -
canoc to examine the river, which, at the diftance
of about half a league from the entrance, divides
into two branches, one ftretching towards the
E. N. E,; the other, feemingly the furtheft navi-

_gable, took a northerly dire&ion, in which how-
ever we were not able to advance more than five
_hundred yards beyond the wall we had vifited
the preceding evening.- Here we landed, and
" confidered ourfelves about three miles from the
fea-fide, to which we now returned by a path
~ fomewhat nearer the foot of the mountains than
before, through a fimilar country; and were on
this occafion, more peftered and difgufted, if
pofiible, with the obfcene xmport?tmtxes of the
women, than on our former excurfion.
Nomatechetee returned with us to dinner; Too
remained with Rehooa to affift our party on fhore.

The next morning, Sunday the 11th, Noma-
teehetee
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teehetee produced a lift of certificates from four
different commanders “of trading veffels who had
lately vifited thefe iflands. - The firft, dated in
April 1791, ﬁgned by J. Colnett of the Argo-.
naut, recommended this chief to.the notice of
future vifitors; but the others figned by J. In-
gram of the Hope, Thomas Barnet of the Guf- —
tavus, and John Kendrick of the Lady Wathing~
ton, the two former without dates,the latter dated -

—-27th of O&ober,.1 791, all dire& that the greateﬂ: ’
cxrcun;fpcéhon fhould -be obferved i in the inter-
courfe of ftrangers with thefe iflanders, notwith- -
ftanding the good opinion entertained of their
ﬁdchty/or the recommendation given, by Mr.
Colnett. I told Nomateehetee the paper fpoke

_~“much in his praxfe and fav or, and defired that he
would not omit thewing it to the commander of

* the next and every. other veflel that might arrive
at Attowai, which he promifed to do, and re-
quefted it might remain on board until our de-
parture. ~ ' :

The caulkers having finithed the quarter deck.

of the Difcovery, they were fent on board the
-Chatham to execute a fimilar fervice.

“Another of the party left by the Lady Wath-.
ington now made his appearance, which did not
i'peak much in his favor. This man’s name was -
Coleman, and Rowbottom had faid he was of
kreland, which the man himfelf pofitively denied,

8 : and
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and declared he was.ah American, born at New

" Yoik. - Hehad in moft refpe@s adopted the-cuf-

toms of the natives, particularly in drefs, or rather
in'nakednefs ; for, excepting the maro; which he

‘wore with much lefs decency than the generality

of the inhabitants, he was perfeétly naked, and

- the colour of-his fkin was little whiter, than the

faireft of théfe people. Iafked him what he had
done with his former clothes; to which he an-
fivered with a fneer, that « they were: hanvmg
upin a houfe for the admiration of the natives;”
and fecmed greatly to exult in having degenerated
into a favage way of life.. He acqudinted me,
that he was charged with a meflage from the
prince, - to afk what i’cay Iintended to make, and
to inquire if we were friendly and peaceably dif-
pofed. I defired he would inform the prince,
that we fhould depart the inftant ‘a2 fupply of
water was obtained ; that I was very defirous of
having an interview both with him and Enemok,
but that I could not be detained for this purpofe;
and that; as a further pledge of the favorable dif-
pofition-we-bore towards him and his people, I
defired he would prefent to the prince a piece of
fcarlet cloth in my name. With'this embafly
he immediately fet off, aftcr affuring me that the
prince and regent, with many other chiefs, would
pay us their’ rcfpe&» by noon the next day.

The afternoon bemg delightfully pleafant, I
made
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- made a fmall excurfion to the weftward along the

- " _beach; and onreturning, obferved the hills to

" the eaftward of the river to be on fire from a

‘confiderable height, in particular direGions, down

towards the water’'s edge. I was by no means

pleafed with this appearance, well knowing that

fires are generally reforted to by thefe and other
rude nations as the fignal for colle@ing the dif-

_ tant inhabitants, when +an enterprize or fcheme

is meditated ta be carried into. effect.

I defired Rowbottom to attend to the conver
fation of the Indians who were near ; but he col-
leéted nothing from them in our walk that could
give rife to fufpicion. On joining the fhore party,
Iatked Nomateehetee and fome other chiefs, what’

.was the caufe of this extenfive conflagration.
. Some replied, it was to announce the arrival of
the prince, the regent, and other great chiefs in
this neighbourhood on the morrow; whilft others
contended it was for no other purpofe than that
of burning the weeds. This difagreement in
opinion concerning the caufe of fo unufual an
appearance, was far from being fatisfattory. The
furf ran very high, and other circumftances con~
curred to render the embarkation of our working
party very inconvenient ; in addition to which, I
did not think it prudent to manifeft our appre-
henfions by a fudden and hafty retreat. The
party on thore amounting to twenty armed per-
Vor. L. Bb fons
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fons was tolerably ftrong. Mr. Puget had di-
rections to be vigilantly on his guard; and he
swas informed that the two launches, armed and
provided with:falfe fires to make fignals in cafe of
-alarm, would be ftationed as clofe to the beach
as the .furf ‘would permit during the night, in
‘cafe-he fhould need further affiftance. Having
taken thefe precautions I returned on board, with
the hope; that in the event of any tumult little
danger was. to be apprehended. During the
night; the chiefs who had taken up their lodg-
ings near our party, frequently vifited the beach
near where our boats rode, and feemed inquifi-
tive as to the caufe of the precautions which they
beheld. The night However paflfed without the
leaft interruption; and in the, morning the na-
‘tives were again trading in their ufually civil and
friendly manner. - :
Our fupply of water was completed on Mon-
day the 12th; and the few hogs and vegetables
we were able to purchafe were received from the
thore. -As the market no'longer afforded provi-
" “fions, and as our bufinefs was now finithed, di-
‘re@ions were-given for the embarkation of the
party in the afternoon; it being my intention the
_ next day to fail for Onehow. The furf having
prodigioufly increafed, Mr. Puget, on thefe orders
being delivered to him; reprefented to me, that
he was fearful our people would not be able to
S . reach

-

reach the boats with their arms ‘without expof-
ing themfelves to fome danger. Coticeiving that
with the affiftance of a canoe, which hitherto
had been the general mode of conveyance be-
tween our boats and the fthore, there would be
little hazard, I defired he-would ufe his utmoft
endeavours to get off ; as the re-appearance of
the fires on the hills, and the non-appearance of
cither prince or regent, indicated a poffibility that
the hatives might have thought proper.to difcon-
tinue their former fefvices and good behaviour. ™
. In the evening our boats returned ; they had
becn fome time detained by the abfence of a.man
- belonging to the Chatham, who had ftrayed from
the party,-and whom at length they had been
obliged to leave behind.  To effe@ the embark-
"ation, Mr. Puget had procured-a large double ca-
noe, which unfortunately-was ftove and {wamped
the firft trip ; but by the exertions of thofe in the
boats every perfon had happily been faved, though
amongft them were fome who could not fwim.
By this accident two mufkets, three axes, a crofs
cut {faw, 4nd a fet of accoutrerments went to the
bottom, but they had recovered one of the muf-
kets. - Several articles belonging to:the officers
who had been on thore on. duty could not be
taken without imminent danger of being loft, as
thofc on thore after the lofs of thc canoe had to
{mm to the boats through the furf Amongft
Bb2 thefe

thefe were fome arms, and a valaable double bar+
relled fowling-piece, which were left in the charge -
of Nomateeketee,who tabooed them; and,with John
Willams, (the Welchman left by the lady Wath-
ington) gave every affurance of their fecurity ; to_
infyre which, they both propoféd to'fleep in the
houfe where the valuables were depofited, Mr.
Puget feemed to entertain great confidence of the
fafety of the articles and of their being all forth-
coming; but I muft own, I expected that this
confidence would put their fidelity feverely to
the teft, and might eventually be the means of
preventing our interview with the prince and re-
gent ; efpecially as. Williams had returned with

. an apology for their having-broken their engage- -

ment, which he faid had been occafioned by ex»
eeflive fatigue; but that we might rcly on'fecing
them the next morning. This unpleafant ftate
of - fufpcnfe occafioned me fome anxiety ; but at

day-brcak I was agreeably relieved by receivingd

meflage that the prince and regent were arnvcd
at Whymea.

On Tuefday the 13th Mr. Puget was dif-
patched to the thore for the purpofe of obtaining
the things which had been left behind, and with
dire@ions to ufe every poffible means to imprefs
the prince and regent with our friendly difpofi~
tion, and to prevail on them to vifit the thips,
Ip, thefp xcfpe&s he bad the good fortune to fuc-
- ceed,
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ceed, and communicated to me the following
particulars of his reception. .
."On landing, he was received with great miarks
- of friendthip and cordiality by Enemoh, who is an
elderly chief; guardian to the children of Taio,
king of the ifland, and regent during his abfence.
At fome diftance the young prince was feated in
a man’s lap, to whom Mr. Puget haftened to pay
his refpeés, and had the fatisfaction of feeing
him well pleafed with the prefents he made him
on this occafion.” Having fettled the bufinefs of
their vifiting the fhips, to which Ezemok had
confented, he was extremely anxious to become
acquainted with the fate of the feveral articles
which he had intrufted to the care of Williams
and Nomateehetee the preceding evening. Much
to their credit and honor, he not only found every -
thing he had configned to their protection and
integrity, but alfo the muiket with its bayonet,
and crofs cut faw, which had been loft out of -
the canoe, but which in the courfe of the night
had been recovered by the natives; who pro-
mifed, that the axes which were not yet ob-
tained fhould likewife be reftored, the inftant
they were recovered. The feveral articles being
colle@ed and fent down to the boat, with the
man belonging to the Chatham who had.been
left on fhore the preceding evening, Mr, Puget
acquainted Enemoh that he was ready to-attend
Bbs them
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them on board. Ewneriok replied that,” with re-
1peét to himfelf, he had not thelleaft objetion ~
to accompany MTr. Puget with the young prince
and Tipoone, a young chief about. the prince’s
age,. who feemed his principal companion; but
that he’ was now prevented following his own in-
clinations by the chiefs who were prefent, and
fome women apparently of: great confequence,
who collectively demanded an hoftage to be left
with them on fhore, whilft we on board were
honored with: the company of thefe illuftrious
. perfonages.- On Mr. Puget’sreceiving and mak-
~ ing known my orders, that Mr. Mahby and Mr.
Sheriff fhould remain behind in compliance with
their defires, a general approbation. was exprefled
by all prefent, and the regent with fome attend-
ants”embarked; faying, that on his return the
prince and-his young friend thould go on board,
but that the ifland could -not be left withous
either the prince or the regent: »
On Enemoh’s coming on board he affected to
recolle@ me, and faid we had been ‘acquainted
when-I was at Attowai with Captain Cook ; and,
“to'recall himfelf to my remembrance added, that
he was prefent-when I gave a lock of my hair to
-Taioy which Tuzio had ever fince preferved, and
'zilw’éiyéfc‘érried about-him ; and that he, Enemo,
hiad on-that;occafion -requefted a fimilar: pledge
of fmnd{hlpy whichy howcwcr, I thought ‘propcr-
LS : to -
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to decline. Thefe éirCum&ances were very likely
to have taken place, although at the moment
they did not recur to my memory.

A dozen hogs, and a quantity of mats and
eloth, being prefented by Enemok, 1 made no
delay in offering a fuitable return, with which,
however, he did not feeem either dclighfed or
fatisfied. This produced an inquiry on my part;

- on which he frankly acknowledged, that the pre-
fent I made him was a very liberal one, but that ’
he would gladly give up the whole for a mufket,
or even for a piftol. Thefe engines of deftruc-
tion had been uniformly folicited with the greateft
ardency, by every native of the leaft confequence
with whom we had any dealings; and I had-fre-
quently been much perplexed how, without of-
fence, to refufe complying with requefts fo im+
portunate, and, at the fame time, in my humble -
opinion, fo repugnant to the caufe of humanity.
On this occafion I availed myfclf of our peculiar
fituation, as it had refped to the trading vefels
which he had been accuffomed to vifit ; and in-
formed him, that the thip, and every thing fhie -

. contained, belonged to his Majefty King-George,
who had 7abooed mufkets, piftols, and ‘Yarious -
other- articles. On’ this gunpowder-and balls
were.immediately folicited; but,-on being told
that thefe were under fimilar reftriGions, hé res
mained filent, and feemed véry théughtful.‘fl‘At
.- ' - DBb4 _ length,

e e i ki L i O s
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length, conceiving no importunities would avail,
he recovered himfelf, and became as fuddenly
cheerful, as on the refufal of his favorite weapons
he had feemed dc_]c&cd He now thook me very
heartily by ‘the hand, and faid, fince arms and
ammunition were fabooed, he muft acknowledge
that the prefents he and his friends had received
were very ample, and that they had reafon to be
highly fatisied. Enemoh recommended in the
ftrongeft terms the attendance of Nomateehetee
and' Too on our paflage to Onchow, where they
would be very ferviceable in procuring us the dif-
ferent productions, and would prevent any dif-
ordcrly behaviour on the part of the inhabitants.
His opinion of his own importance was greatly
flattered by our faluting him with four guns on
his departure ;- and he took leave with every ap-
pearance of being extremely gratified with his

vifit, .
- -Mr. Puget, who had to execute the remaining

- patt of his embafly, attended the venerable old

chief and his fuite on board the Chatham, where
they paid their refpe@s to Mr. Broughton ; and,

.. having received fome prefents from that gentle-

man, they proceeded to the thore. On landing,
Enemoh expofed the feveral articles which had
been given to him, and recounted the trcatmcnt
he had received.

Although Mr. Pugct was much plcafcd with
. i the
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the fatisfation and happinefs which the viiit had
. afforded all prefent, he was much difappointed

on underftanding that ‘the embarkation of the
* prince and his young friend would not take place.

On his fearching for the caufe of this fudden al- -

teration, and pointing out to Enemof; the recep-
tion he had met, the prefents he had received,
and afluring him, that we had no with or defire
but to thew the fame marks of refpet and friend-
thip to Tuamooere, which he had given us an op-
portunity of paying to him (all of which were
readily admitted) Euemoh, with fome hefitation,
explained ; and at length the reafon was difco-
vered to have proceeded from their having ob-
ferved, that the two gentlemen who had been
left as “hoiﬁagcs,.'wcrc down on the beach near
the boats, and they fuppofed were going on Loard
without waiting the return’of the prince to the
thore. Mr. Puget inftantly removed their ap-
prehenfions, when all obje@ions ccafed ; and the
prince and his young companion were now as
gager to get to the boat, as they before had becn
willing to return on the demur of the regent;
from whom Mr. Puget underftood, that fome
hogs and vegetables were every minute expeded.
to arrive. But not thinking it advifeable to wait,
left any other objection might arife and detain
the prince on fhore, hec immediately put off,
S g leaving
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" leaving Mr. Manby and Mr. Sheriff in their for-
mer {ituation as hoftages. '
I was much pleafed with the appearance and
behaviour of this young prince, who feemedto
be about twelve years of age. Im his counte-
nance was €xhibited much affability and cheer-
fulnefs; and, on clofely -obferving his features,
they had infinitely more the rcfemblancc of an
European than of thofe which generally charac-
terize thefe iflanders; being deftitute of that na-
taral ferocity fo confpicuous in the perfons about
him: In thefe refpeéts, and in the quicknefs of
his comprehenfion and ideas, he greatly furpafled
his young friend and companion Tipoone. At
firft, he was not without confiderable agitation, .
marked as evidently by the fenfibility of his coun-
tenance, as by his a&tions; in conftantly clinging
to me, and repeatedly faluting me according to.
their cuftom, by touching nofes. I{oon diffipated
his fears by a few tifling prefents, and encou-
raged him to vifit every part of the thip. His
inquiries and obfervations, on this occafion, were
not, as might have been expected from his age,
dire&ed to trivial matters ; which either efcaped
hls notice, or were by him deemed unw orthy of
it; but to fuch circumftances alone, as would
have authorized qucfhons from perfons of ma-

tured yedrs and fome experience. He conducted
: “himfelf
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himfelf with a great degree of good breeding, and
apphcd to RowboLt(}m or VV.mes, who werc
with bim, to know if he might be permitted, or
if it were proper, to make ths, or that inquiry T
and never moved forward, or fat down, without
ﬁrft‘inquiring, if, by fo doing, he fhould incur
any*difpleaﬁirc. It was now about our dinner-
time. His young friend Tipoore did not fail to
partake of our repaft, whilft the prince feemed
mﬁmtely more entertained with the feveral new
objc&s that furrounded him, and, I believe,
would, have returned to the thore perfc&ly fatis-
fied with his v1ﬁt ‘had I offered him nothing
more. Conﬁdermq, however, that fome acknovs-
ledgment was due for their care and honefty in-
reftoring not only the articles, which through
neceflity had been committed to their charge,
but fuch as were recovered from the fea; when
‘dinner was ended I prefented Zamooere with
nearly a duplicate affortment of the valuables I .
‘had in the forenoon given to Encrioh, ‘with fome
few other things that fecemed particularly to at-
tra& his attention. Amongit thefe was a qiran-
tity of wine and rum, for which thefe iflanders,
like our fouthern friends, -have aequired no in-
* confiderable relith. 1 prefented likewife to his
friend a colle¢tion of valuables ; and gave to each
of his attendants {fome trivial article, with which
they feerned agreeably furprized, as this comp i-

ment
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ment was expected by none of them. Our coun-
- trymen who were in the habit of‘living with the
prince, were inftructed to imprefs on the minds
of the royal party and the inhabitants in gencral,
that the liberality they had experienced was
‘wholly' to be afcribed to their own ctvil, orderly, .
and honeft behaviour ; and, that, (in addition to
what they had received) as a particular teftimony -
of my approbation of their condudt, if they would
remain on board until it was dark they thould be
entertained with a difplay of fire-works. Tamoo~
ere, though well fatisfied that our atentions were
pacific and friendly, and though perfeétly recon-
ciled to his fituation on board, yet requefted he
might be permitted to go on fhore, and, if Ene-
moh had no objetion, he would returii.  He in-
treated us to remain a few days, to enable him to
make us fome return for our civilities, in hogs
~ and vegetables; a fupply of which he expe&ed -
~ were already at the beach; but as we had ac-
complithed all the bufinefs for which we had
ftopped at this ifland, and being defirous. of ob-
taining from Onehow a ftock of yams, (a vege-
table that Attowai did not at that time afford) I
gave the young prince to underitand, that if the
wind fhould prove favorable in the courfe of the
night, we fhould, on a certainty, depart for One-
~ how. , , :
~ After vifiting the Chatham with the. prince,
Mr.
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Mr. Puget returned with his charge to the thore,
where the party was received with the greateft
cordiality by a large concourfe of the—natives,
who, under the reftriions of the 7aboo, were
kept in excellent order. The prince was carried
on a man’s fhoulders and feated in the houfe
which our officers occupied. There he was foon
joined by Enemok, with a lafge train of atten-
~ dants, who unanimoufly exprefled their fatisfac-
faction and gratitude for the treatment their
young chief had experienced; of which, the va-
luable prefents brought from the fhips bore un-
deniable teftimony. -

Not fecihg, nor hearing any tidings of, the
promifed fupply of provifions, nor difcovering any
inclination in the royal party to return for the
purpofe of attending the fire-works, Mr. Puget
took his leave and repaired on board. Previoufly
to his quitting the fhore, the prince found out
that the exhibition could be equally well feen .
from the beach, and therefore requefted he might
be indulged. _ 7

Asour young friend was anxioufly waiting,
with a large crowd of his countrymen, in expec-
tation of fomething new, as foon as it became
dark | ordered fome fky and water rockets to be
difplayed. - Nomateehetee and Too; who, with fe-
veral of the natives, male and female, had begged
a paffage to Onehow, obferved the zockets with

7 o infinite

-

&
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:nfinite furprize and admiration, as did the con-
courfe of people affembled on thore; which was
annouaced to us by their repeated burf¥s of accla-
mation, diftin@ly heard, though at the diftance
~ of nearly two miles.

I fhould be guilty of an unpardonable m_]uﬁlcc
to thefe people, were I to negleé this opportu-
nity .of obferving, that the faithful performance
“of their engagement with Mr. Puget, combined
with thofe principles of honeity that direced the
- refforation of the articles recovered from the fea,
produced in our minds opinions very contrary to
thofe which we had; perhaps too hattily, formed
of Attowai, on the report of the recent vifitors -
to this country ; and which, on the prejudice of
our firft impreffions, were cor_lﬁrmc‘dvgrca‘tl’y to
the dif_'advantagc of the general chara&er, to
which, it now appeared, thefe iflanders were en-
titled. The reports, howcver, ought not to be
confidered - as having originated without caufe;
though, in all likclihood, tranfgreflions may have
been committed by ftrangers as well as by the
‘patives, and the want of a fufficient knowledge
of cach other’s language, may have -provoked
mutual aggreflion, which otherways -‘would not,
fo repeatcdly, have produced mifunderftandings.
That the natives had not been faithfully dealt
with on all _occafions, feemed evident, fromthe

prince of regcnt dcmandmv an hoﬁ:agc for their
fafe

o~

fafe return, on their confenting to venture them-
{elves amongft us; a circumftance that had never
‘before occurred in any of my vifits to the iflands
in this ocean. That they are capable of being
taught by proper leflons and examples how. to
refpe@ the property of others, is placed out of
doubt by the exercife of thofe principles of re&i-
tude that dire@ed the honorable reftoration of
the mufket and tools which they recovered from
tea fca; and this alfo affords reafonable grounds
to believe, that, on their being convinced that
irregularities and frauds are not to be committed
with impunity, all the inhabitants of thefe iflands
would foon be induced to avoid difgrace and pu-
nifhment, and fecure the advantages refulting
from the fricndthip of the more civilized world.

We might poffibly be in fome meafure indebted
for the good behaviour of 'the natives, to the con-

fidence that the chiefs had reafon to fuppofe was
placed in their integrity. This, when repofed in
their chiefs or refponfible perfons, I have, in for-
mer inftances, feen attended with the moft happy
effeét. _ :

The people of the feveral nations who have
vifited thefe iflands, are well ' known'and diftin-
guithed by the inhabitants. I was extremely.
well pleafed to underftand that the three refident,
men, though at prefent in the fervice of an Ame-
rican, had ufed. every endeavour to imprefs on

the
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the minds of the natives-the moft favorable opi-

nion of the Englith ;- and I was made very happy

. on being convinced of the ftrong predilection

and attachment which the young prince had

conceived for the fubjets of Great-Britain. This
‘prepofleffion, if properly chegjﬂxed-,_:iha)? evens

tually be highly important to the Britith traders;

- for, if conclufions may be permitted to be drawn

from the general deportment and manners of his

carly years, the riper ones of this young prince

muft be attended with a very confiderable de-

gree ‘of confequence in this part of the world.

This prefumption appears the more warrantable,

" by the fplendid atchievements, and the example

he will have had exhibited by his father, who has

raifed himfelf to the high ftation he at prefent

hlls by his perfeverance and prowcfs in military.
exploits.

The predile&ion of the prince was not only
confpicuous ini the attention fhewn to Rowbot-
tom and his comrades, whofe perfons and pro-
perty he had made facred by their conftantly re-
~ fiding with him, and by his making them his
compantons in all his diverfions and amufements,
but in his having affumed the title of King
. ‘George ; not fuffering ‘his domeftics to addrefs
him by any other na‘?né, and being much dif~
eafed with us, as wellas his ‘countrymen, if we -

- called him- Tamooere ,
Bcﬁdés
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.~ Befides the different articles. of - traffic with
which L'prefénted this promifing youth, were a
inale: dnd -female .goat, and two geefe; Mr.
Broughton added:a third;. and: we had- hopes they
were of different fexés.  He had likewife an ewe
. and a szam’in moft excellent -condition, left by
Mr. Colnett ; thefe had bred, but théir progeny
had béen unfortunately killed'by a -dog.. - Not-.
withftanding this accident, there was every.prof=
pect of their future propagation and fuccefs. ;-
From Mr. Puget I leatned, thit there appeared

in none of his tranfactions with the royal party
any marks of external refpect’ towards them,
elthgr from the fubordinate chiefs, or the common.
people.  When I was at thefe iflands with Cap-
tain Cook, proftration.was very ufually obferved,
“and feemed then to be demanded even by chiefs,
though not of the higheft rank.  On this occa-
fion, the only circumftance ‘which proclaimed
the prince’s fuperior rank, was a guard confifting
of about. thirty men, armed with iron pahooas,
who attended him and the royal perfonages on
all excurfions, carrying thirteen mufkets made up
“into three bundles, with, fome callibathes cqp-
taining ammunition, of .which it was thought
expedient we fhould be apprized previous to their
vifit, left fuch formidable appearances fhould
create In us dxﬁruﬂ: or fufpicion, During the
~ Vor. L. . Cc time
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time our party was employed on thote, an armed
man ‘was fcarcely. ever feen; and fuch of the
natives who-appeated fo provided;: brought-their
‘weapans for the purpofe of fale: only.- '

-Abeut thres in the morning of Wednefday the'
¥4th, we failed: with: a fine northerly breeze for
©Onchow,.in order,: whilft the decks of the Chat-
ham were . caulking, to- take on- board fuch yams-
and:other chetables as:we might be ablc to pro-°
cure.”

On our amvai at @nehow, we anchored in 14
fathom water off the fouth part of the ifland,
about 2 of a mile from: the thore;. its fouth-eaft
point bearing by compafs S: 77 E. its weft point
N. 48 W..and the ifland of Tahoora S. 58 W.
~ Finding the bottom here foft, fandy, regular, andi
-good, I was indueed to prefer thisanchorage to a.
fituation I had been in, further to the N. N. W.
as the furf broke with great violence on-the N.W.
fide of the ifland, though here we rode very
frmoothly. Nomasechsteewithed we had proceeded. -
- further weft; faying, the natives would have a
great way to- bring us their yams and ether pro-
du&tions. The ftatien we had taken was not

The fupply of refrcfhments which the Sand-
wich iflands on this occafion <had afforded us, was
amdeniably a very fcanty ene. This, however, 1
did pot folely attribute to fcarcity, as T had fre-
quently great reafon to believe an abundantftock
might have been procured, had we been inclined
#o have purchafed them with-arms and ammuni-
- tion; with which, through the unpardonable
«condu& -of the verious ‘traders, who have vifited
sthefe iflands, the inhabitants have become very
familiar, and ufe thefe weapons with an adroitnefs
sthat would -not difgrase the generality of Euro-
spean foldiers.. -Their great avidity for procuring
-thefe deftru&ive ‘engines may poflibly have been
ancreafed by the fuccefles of Tianna, WBO, it
fhouild feem, is - principally indcbted for his pre-
ent exaltation to the fire-arms he imported from
China, and thofe be has {fince procured from the
~ .different traders, His .cxample has produced in

‘"cvery chlef of confequencé an inordinate thirft for
. power; and a fpmt of enterprize and ambition

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fccms genérally diffufed amongft them? . Ifreli-
ance is to be placed on the information which:1
received, the flame of thefe unwarrantable defires
has been raifed by the practicé of every fpeties of
artifice and addrefs inthcir- Eiifopean and Ames
rican vifitors; who héve thereby enhanced the
value of fuch deftru@ive articles of comraerce.
For thefc alone the natives iow feem inclined to
exchange the valuable réfrefhiments, with which
there -can be little doub/t thefeiflands ftill abound:
The 'evil of this trade will'be - ‘materiallyfelt:by
veflels that may have occalion:to refort -t this
<ountry, uneqmpped with military ftores for:the
inhuman purpofe” of barter with -thefe: people;
‘and it is much to be apprehehdcd the ‘mifchief -,
will extend confiderably further; as we have'been
acquainted, by the late adventurers in.the fur
trade, that ‘thefe “iflandess >have- tried . various
fchemmes to deftroy:the crews, @nd to gain poflef-
“fion of fome of the trading vefféls, in-which: they
fucceeded too well with Mr. Medcalf’s fchoorer
‘at:Owhyhee.- Thefe ambitidus: defigns however,
~had been rendered in mioft- infiances ineffectual,
‘by the fuperiority alone* which “the traders pof-
feffed in fire-arms ; -and. vet; néither the convic-
* tion of their own fecurity being wholly'dependant
on thefe-powerful means of defence, nor-the com¥ '
men principles of humamty, feem to " have had
- - o {fufficient
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fufficient influence ‘to.reftrain a traffie, encou-
raged by -avaricious purfuxts in defiance of all
moral-obligation. . ‘

t The"alteration which has taken place in \ the
feveral governments of thefe iflands fince their
firft-difcovery by Captain:Cook, has arifen from
inceffant war,-inftigated both at home and abroad
by ambitious-and enterprizing chieftains; which
the- commerce for European arms and ammuni-
tion canmot fail .of cncouragmg to the mof’c dc-
ploraBle :extent. - :

LI weamaybe allowcd to decxdc by comparing
the numerous throngs that appeared on the firft
vifits of the: Refolution and Difcovery, and which
were- then' conftantly atténdant on’ all our mo-
tions, with the very few we have feen on the pre-
fent occafion, the mortality- muft have been very .
confiderable. .- It may. however be. objected, that
the novelty of fuch vifitors having; at this time,
greatly abated; is-fufficient to account for the ap-
:parent depopulation. But when it is confidered
‘how effential our different implements and ma-
nufa@tures are now become to their common
comforts, . that reafon will not apply; as every
‘individual is-eager to bring forth all his fuper
fluous wealth, on the arrival of European com-
modmes in the market.

At Whyteete I had occafion to obferve that,
'although the town was extcnﬁwe, and the houfes

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numerows, yet they ‘were: thinly inhabited, and
many appeared to be intirely abondoned: The
village of Whymea is reduced at leaft two-thirds
of its fize, fince the years 1778.and 1779. In
thofe ‘places ‘where, on my former vifits,: the
houfes were moft nimerous, was ‘now a clear
{pace, occupied by grafs and weeds, That exter-
" nal wars and internal commotions had been the
caufe of this devaftation, was further confirmed
by the refult of my inguiries off Owhyhee, when
1t did not appear that any of the chiefs, with
wham 1 had beerifotmerly acquainted; excepting
Tamaahmaah, was then living 3 nor did-we un~
derftand that many had died’'a natural death,
moft of them hamng been: kﬂlcd 1 thcfe dcplo-
rable contefis. :
The fhort time we rcmamcd among thefc
people, did not allow ef'my obtaining the fatis-
fadory information I fought, and which was fo
very defirable on this, as well as en other impor-
tant topics. ‘This has induced me to referve the
fubje& matter I had collected, until I fhould have
an opportunity of going into a more corredt in-
veftigation : for the prefent, therefore, I fhall
take leave of the Sandwich iflands, by ftating
the advantages which the Americans. promife
themfelves by the commercial interefts they are
endeavouring to eftablifh in thefe feas.
Previoufly to the departure of Rowbottom and
‘ Williams, -
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‘Williams, they informed me, that their captain
had conceived a valuable branch of commerce
might be cteated, by the importation of the fan-
dal-wood of this country into India, where it fells
at an exorbstant price; that, in the fur trade,

to procure amy of their leaves, to determine its
particular clefs or fpecies. The wood feemed
but flightly to.anfwer the defeription biv enof the
yellow fandal’ wood of India, which = there a
very valuable commeodity, and is foid by weight.
- The pearls F faw were but few, and confifted
of three fosts, the white, yellow, and lead celour.
‘The white were very wndifferent, being fmall,
trregular in fhape, and poffefling little beauty ;

the yellow, and thofe of a lead colour, were better

formed, and, in point of appearance, of fuperior
quallty Mr. Kendrick muft, undoubtedly, ﬁat- ,
ter himfelf with great emoluments from thefe’
Branchcs of commerce, or he would not thus have
o 2 . retatned
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#ctained three men in’ conftast pay for fuch 2
- confiderable length of time, with a promife of
further reward if they conducted themfelves with
ﬁdclxty towards his mtereﬁ: This’ _proceeding,
however, appears to ‘have been the: effe® of a
fuddén thought, as it was not until his. brig - was
‘weighing anchor at Onchow that he came to this
.determination, and landed the three men; who,
-in ‘conféquence of fuch, thort notice, had no means
of equipping themielves, and were . left almoft
deftitute: of apparel. ' The few clothes they had
-were. nearly. worn out ; thefe I -replaced with a
fufficient ftock to ferve them fome time; and,
to add as much as poffible to their comforts in.
their prefent fituation, and to make. them refpec-
‘table in the eyes of the p;:oplc quh Wl;om they
were yet to remain for {feveral months, they.re-
«ceived fuch tools and - articles of traffic ;as;',wqu_ld
beft anfwer their purpofe, and fome ‘books, pens,
ink;_;a_nd”?apcr, for their amufement, with an-af-
fortment of garden feeds, and fo.m,c,qgangc and
, lemon plants that were in a very flourifhing ftate.

To the care of. Rowboiforn, who: feemed the
moft qualified, I intrufted a letter of inftructions
to the commanding officer of the ﬁorc fhxp,
whofe arrival -we daily expected;. as alfo one to
. the: Lords of the Admiralty, acquainting them

and the difcoveries we had made: "
. Kendall’s chronometer, agreeably to its error-
and rate of going .as afcertained at Otaheite,’
agreed fo well omour arrival at Owhyhee, that
I was not at all folicitous for any further invefti-
gation. QOur obfervations in Whymea road made
its latitude 21° 574/, and its longitude, by the
chronometer, 200°18' 15,” varying 5’ 15” to the
eaftward of Captain Cook’s, and 17457 to the
weftward of CaptainKing’saffigned true longitude
of the roadfted ; whence I concluded its rate of
0’omg very correét. The Portfmouth rate fhewed
201° 40’ 45", Mr. Arnold’s chronomcter, on
board the Chatham, made the longitude of Why-
| mea, according to its Otaheitean rate, 199°58730".
Our anchorage at Onehow, by obfervation, was
in latitude 21° 46’ 30", the longitude, by the
chronometer, 199° 40'. This ftation is to the
E. S. E. of the fpot where the Refolution an-
chored, and which is laid down by Captain Cook
in latitude 21° 50’, longitude 199° 45/; confe-
quently, our obfervations place the fouth point of
- Onchow nearly in the fame latitude, though 8’

further to the weftward, and two leagues further
diftant from Whymea. The Portfmouth rate '
fhewcd the longitude to be 201° 5% but Mr. Ar-

ence, as it pléccd the:anchorage at Onehow in -
longitude 199° 12/ 157, At this ifland, we found
the tides rcgulay, as noticed by Captain Cook ;
