tered and defaced bibles and prayer-books. The
children seemed to be well instructed in the duties
which the Secriptures inculcate, as well as with the
historical portions of the sacred volume,and a thorough
acquaintance with the prayer-book was universal.

We were toild that mueb prejudice existed in that
part of the count'ry against Episcopacy, and that the
Baptists, who were the prevailing denomination in the
village, were indefatigably, and sometinies among the
younger parishioners, but too successfully labouring
to withdraw them from the faith and worship of their
fathers. This was deeply afflicting to Mr. F'——, but
his own exertions and prayers were unremitting for
the preservation of his little flock, ¢ from all false doc-
trines, heresies and schisms.’

May it please Almighty God, in bis good providence,
abundantly to prosper him in his labours, and to make
this humble Church the foundation of many an altar,
which shall be erected for his worship among the sub-
lime bhills and lovely vallies of New-Hampshire.

We remained during the evening service, aud then
reluctantly declining a kindly urgent invitation to take
our tea with Mr. F—- and bis worthy family, we
bade them adieu with regret, and retraced our way
to P——. '

When we retarned to our bomes, one of our ear-
liest and most delightful employments, was to collect
a number of prayer-books, suitable  lesson books,and
small library, and send them as a token of our remem-
brance aond regard to the Church and Sunday school
at Hoe=—.. :

TME NEW HEART.

How could any one who had ever opened the Pray-
er book, assert that the Church does not teach the
necessity of a new heart, in order to salvation, tbrough
faith which is in Christ Jesus ? If it were no where
else hinted at, the Collect for Ash-Wednesday would
settle the question. I wasone of the coogregation in
St. Mary’s Church on Ash-Wednesday, when the Rec-
tor commenced the series of Wednesday Lectures,
preparatory to eonfirmation, which is to take place
there on Easter Sunday. At tbe close of it, he in-
troduced an analysis and application of that beautiful
Collect. It was based, he said, on the merey of God,
-—declaring every where throughout his holy word,:
that he ¢ hateth nothing thal he has made ;’ a declaration)
but for which, as guilty sinners, we shonld be, of all
created beings, ¢ most miserable.” - But though he
hates nothing that he has made, he does hate sin, which
man has made, and has declared, * the sou] that sin-
neth it ghall die.” ¢ How " then*‘ can we escape,”’|

For ever blessed be the glory of bis grace,
he will ¢ forgive the sins of all those who are penilent!
But it must be true penitence, sincere penitence, real
penitence. We must repent, and turn from sll our
transgressions whereby we have trausgressed, and
make us ¢ a new heart, and a new spirit.” The old,
the natural heart,loved sin: the new,the spiritual heart,
the truly penitent beart, hates and forsakes it. The
old, the patursl inan, was an enemy +6 God by wick-
ed works; the new, the spiritual man, must turn to
him, in righteousness sud tive holiness. How great
the change ! How difficult the process! ¢ Almighty
and everlasting God,’ the Collect teaches us to pray,
--do thou, since only thou caust do it, ¢ create and
make in us nete and conirile hearls.” Sometimes the
Holy Scripture calls on us, 8s by Ezekiel, to make
ourselves ¢ 9 new haart and a mew spirit.” Some-
times the Holy Scriptures teach us, as by David, to
call upon God to  create a clean beart, and renew a
right spirit within us.’ Sometimes, 88 in Paul, the
Holy Scripture blends the two, exhorting us to ¢ work
out our own salvation with fear and tremoling, be-
cause God worketh in us to will and to do of his good
pleasure.” The lesson is, that while we can nat, God

will uot do it, alone. That whi'e he desires it in all,

the Spirit, by whom the gracious transformation is
effected, may be grieved and quenched. That if we
come to him in penitence and faith, ¢ worthily lament«
ing our sins,’—lamenting them as offences against in-
finite purity and boundless love, — and truly acknow<
ledging ovr wretchedness,’—as ¢ dead ? by nature ¢ in
trespasses and sins,’—he will ¢ creale and make in us
new and condrile hear(s,” and we shall © oblain’ of Him,
who is ¢ the God of all mercy,’— not because of any
claim that even then we bave upon bis mercy, but be-
cause his justice is propilisted by the blood und death
of Jesus (ghrist, made ours by true and lively faith—
¢ perfect remission and forgiveness throwgh,’—let the
condition, the sole condition of salvation never be }ost
sight of ! —¢ Through Jesus Christ our Lord,—* the
Lamb of Ged who taketh away the sins of the world,’
whose ¢ blood cleanseth from all gin.?

I give but a rapid sketch of the analysis and appli-
cation of the Collect ; yet sufficient to show, beyond
8 question, that the Church does teach the absolute
necessily of a heart, in order to salvation, through fsith
which is in Christ Jesus,~— abundantly sufficient to en-
dear the admirable prayer on which it is founded, to
every pious heart. Ifthose who condemn the Pray-
er-book, would first under:tand it, they would be more
likely to commend. If those who cavil against the
Church, would first inquire carefully as to her doc-
trine, discipline and warship, they would rather glori-
fy God in her.--Missionary.

EXTRACTS
From the Report of the Society for the Propagation of the
Gospel in Foreign Parts—for 1834.

Since the beginning of 1834 seventeen additional
Committees have been inst:tuted, besides various As-
sociations not formally united to the Society, but con-
tributing a large portion of their collections to its
fands, and assisting in the circulation of its Reports
By these means, together with the increased exer
tions of the Committees previously established, an ad-
ditian has been made to the Socjety’s resources which
was hardly anticipated by the most sanguine of its
members. In tlie year 1832, when his Majesty’s Go-
vernment announced their intention of withdrawing
the Parliamentary Grant-for the support of the Clergy
in British North America, the income of the Society,
arising from subscriptions, donations, and parochial
collections, was 7,621l 4s. 2d. In the year 1834,
the sum received from the same sources was (2,249..
14s. And although a portion of this last amount was
derived from donations contributed in consequence of
the severe distress of the Colonial Clergy, and can.
not be reckoned upon as s permanent item of reeeipt,
yet is there reason to hope that the gross income for
the year 1835 will not fall short of the sum rea'ized
in 1834.

It will be evident, however, upon the most cursory
perusal of the following statement, that there is no-
thiog in these facts to abate the exertions of the So-
ciety’s friends, or to authorize any diminution inthe
zeal which has been shewn in its behalf. The expene
diture in the year ending on the 31st of December last
(viz. 29,2931, 7s. 6d.) exceeded the ordinary income
by the sum of 7,330l 17s. 10d., and was met by a
sale of stock to that amount. In the current year
the expenditure will be still greater than in the pre-
ceding and the proposed enlargement of the East In-
dia Missions, together with the extension of the So-
ciety’s operations to the West Indies, upon a scale
not altogether unsuited to the wants of the emanci-
pated Negroes, will hereafter produce a heavy addi-
tional charge. _

In order, therefore, to meet the present and future
‘demands upon its funds, the Society throws itself up-

_|on the Christian liberality of the British public, with

more especial reference to. the members of the Es-
tablisbed Church. It feelsthat adequate support can-
not be procured until a just sense of what is due from
this country to its Colonies, and to the heathen, shall
be entertained by the great body of the people.

lief which has been obtained, are mostexemplary. The
distress to which they must have been reduced, if the
plan originally contemplated by Government had bees
carried into effect, would have proved, in many in®
stances, overwhelming. Even now they are exposs
to severe privations and will have to struggle, perhap?
througbout their lives, with pecuniary embarrassmenti
yet in a small number of instances only bas the Sock
ety been abandoned by Clergymen formerly in con-
nection with it ; while there are many cases in which
it has received assurances of pious resignation to th#
will of God, of gratitude for the support which is still
provided, apnd of a fixed resolution to persevere, witht
God’s help, in the discharge of thuse sacred dutiess
to which the life of the Christian Missionary is deve’
ted.

Next to the diminution ia the salaries of the Mis
sionaries, there is no pait of the retrenchment render®
ed necessary by the withdrawal of the Parlianientsry
Grant, which the Society more regrets than that whicl
relates to Schoolmasters and Catechists in Nova Scotiss
New Brunswick, Newfoundland.

delrayed from other funds than those of the Society,
and that the charge shall cesss altogether, so soon
as the Colonies shall be able to defray the expenses
from their own funds. ,

Immediately after the formation of the West India
Fund, application was made to the Bishops ofJamaica
and Barbados for information respecting the wants
of their respective dioceses, and similar inquiries
were made from Mr. Archdeacon Spenser respecting
the Bermudas, which are in the Diocese of Nova Sco-
tia. Inreply to this communication, the Bishop of
Jamaica furnished the Society with a copy of bis an-
swer to the questions circulated by Government in
1834, and with reports which he had received from
differeat parishes under his jurisdiction. The Bishop
of Barbades, vpon hisreturn to the West Indies, in
the spring of the present year, 1835, prepared and
circulated among his Clergy a set of queries, which
he has forwarded to the Society, together with an-
awers returned toa considerable portion of them, and
general reports ([rom the greater part of his Diocese.
Many of these documents from Jamaica and Barba-
dos, together with exiracts frow an important letter
from Mr. Archdeacon Spenser, will be found in the
Appendix.

Authority has been given, both to the Bishops of
Jamaica and Barbados, and {o Archdeacon Spenser,
to make grants for the building and enlarging of
churches, chapels and schools ; and also to engage
clergymen, catechists, and schoolmasters, to be placed
upon the Society’s list. Seven clergymen, or candi-
dates fororders,haye been sent out already to Barba-
dos ; and of the kitter, five have been ordained since
the arrival of the Bishop of the island. HisLordship
has siso made grants for building chapels and schools
to the amount of £5000. The Bishop of Jamaica,
who is about to set sail on his retnurn to the Colonies,
will Le followed by at least an equal number of cler-
gymen, or candidates for orders ; and there can be
no doubt that the demand upon the Bociety for cha-
pels and schools, in his Lordship’s diocese, ‘will prove
as numerous as those which have been received from
Baibados. ,

PRESENT CONDITION OF THE SEVEN CHURCHES.
In surveying the present condition of Asia Minor,

there is nothing t0 remarkable as that of the Seven
Churches, which formed a glorious constellation in
the primitive Church. They are thus described by
their latest and most able historian :

¢« To Ephesus,” he says, *“shoro of her refigious
ardor, and fallen from her first love, the extinetion of]
the light and influence of Christianity was: foretold ;
and the total subversion of both Church and City fol-
lowed as the punishmeut of her impenitence. There
is now no trace of the fuith that wes onee preached ;
the candlestick has been removed from the station
where it was planted by apostles ; the traveller looks
down from the heights of Prion, Corissus, and Pacty-
as, upon a scene of solitude and desolation ; sll is si-
lence,except when occasionally interrupted by the sea-
bird’s cry, the barking of the Turcoman’s dog, or the
impressive tones of the Muezzin from the ruined tow-
ers ofAisaluk;and the remains of the temples,churches
and palaces of Ephesus,are now buried beneath the
accumulated sands of the Cayster. The Sardians
and Laodicians were found degenerate and lukewarm;
and to a similar doom of subversion they were to be
subject. There are now no christians in either. A
few mud huts in Sart represent the ancient splen-
dour of Crocesus; and the nodding ruins of its anci-
ent Acropolis, with the colossal tamuli of the Lydian
kings, impressively teach the littleness of man, and the
vanity of human glory. But in Laodicea the scene
is far more cheerless and deary. = No human being re-
sides among its rujns; the abasddAment threatened has
indeed overtaken it; and neither Christ nor Mobam-
med has either temple or follower upon its site. The
fate of Pergamos an Thyatira has not been #0 severe;
but the foretold apostasies here triumphed over evan-
gelical truth, and they now groan beneath Turkish
cruelty and despotism,  But the fortunes of Smyrna
and Philadelphia have most remarkably corresponded
with the disclosures of the apocalypse. In every age
that has revolved, they have experienced an ¢ hour of
temptation ;’ the heathen priest, the Roman emper-
or, aund the Turkisb bandit, successively ioflicted the
tribulations announced ; while; notwithstanding the
devaslations of war,eerthquakes, and persecution, ac-
cording to the original promise,the faith has survived
in both cities the injuries it has suffered.’
Little more of the ChristiarnChurch exists at Smyr-
na and Pbiladelphia, than the forin and name. The
light is extinguished; only the candlestick remsins.
But thelight whichshoneupon the Waldenses, when
the rest of the world was shrouded in gloom, was
brought from the golden candlesticks of lesserA+ia.
In after ages,when the Seven Chuicheswere suffer-
ing the righteous judgments of Gud, this light shone
bright upon the waters of the Rhone, and into the
deep neighbouring valleys of Savoy.

Usher's Kabit of Calechising.—-¢ He found the fruit
of this lo be very great and pleasing, eren among the
ordinary sort of people, upon their coming to receive
the Lord’s Supper ; because they, bringing in their
names, had constantly some account taken of their
fitness, which was found to be cousiderable, and to
derive itself very much from frequent catechising.
He used constantly to have his own family instructed
every Friday in the afternoon, for a full hour together,
and the younger part of his auditors every Lord’s day
before the evening praser and sermon. He found
catech'sing an excellent way *to build up souls in the
most holy faith,” and that none were more sound and
serious Christians, than those who were well i-struct-
ed in these fundamental principles. This was the
way Reformation was advanced m Europe, and Chris-
tianity in the primitive days : and this will be found
the principal way to keep them alive, to maintain their
vigor and fourish. The first Reformers from the Po-
pish de‘ection laboured abundantly in this, and saw
and rejoiced in the great success thereof. Tt is af-
firmed by Hegesippus, in his eccleciastical bistory,

ARCHDEACON WIX,

Many parts of Newfoundland are so rarely visit-
ed, and so difficult of access, that very little is known
of them in the mother country ; but Archdeacon
Wix, having felt it his duty to make an extensive
journey in his spiritual capacity, bas supplied in this
little volume much interes:ing information respecting
them. His visi'ation wus mada under grest difficul-
ties, and bis diary sometimes under greater. His
ink was coonstantly freezing ; and paper was cften

wauting ; for, as his whole baggage for travelling
was restricted by his guide te fourteen pounds, he

could not corry out any great stock of that, or any
other article ; and in many places he might as rea-

“1sonably have expected to find a gas-lamp to write by,

48 a sheet of paper. Indeed, he wuuld have been al-
together destitute st some stations but f r some boxes
of it which had been dispersed along the shore {rom
various wrecks.
bis baggage, wiich was confined to his knapsack,was
necessary, as the journay must,for the most part, be
performed on foot, in tangled woods, or across sl:p-
ery cliffs, or upon brokea ice, or over deep-sinking
snow— which shewed only the tops of the trees above
ils surface, and sometimes not so much as these —sund
frequently with the incumbrance of enormous snow-
shoes, which rendered travelling painfully. fatiguing.
The juxury of a comfortable bed was a rare occur-
rence ; much as it might have been coveted after
the sharp winds, black fogs, and intense cold .of a
severe day’s journey ; Fahlirenheit’s thermoweter be-
ing sometimes more than thirty degrees below the
freezing point. The pain and inflammation of the eyes,
caused by the cold and slanting beams of the sun
upon the snow, often threatened blindness ; and our
traveller could not recognise his own swollen face
when he saw it casually in a piece of broken looking-
glass, alter a few days’ exposure to the weather.

We frequently meet with such memoraunda as the
following, of a day’s visitational labours :—

 Thursday, March 5. —Was up before day-light,
and after full service, administered the holy commu-
nion to a respectable old planter, who ha® for many
yearsbeen desiring such an opportunity. A.snow-storm
prevented my proceeding to-day o Harbeur Beaufit,
upon long Island, where 1 was very anxious te visit
a family whom 1 had known at Petty Harbour, near St,
Jobu’s I did not allow it, however, to prevent my
walking by Red Cove and Black Cove to Famish Gut,
which I reached by ten, a. M., and assembled nine
adults, besides ehidren, at the winter-house of Tho-
mas Upshore, where 1 held full service, and baptized
two children. Tt was providential that a man,who liv-
ed some two miles from his summer-house, in the in-
terior, in a spot which it would have been most diffis
cult, nay, quite impraticable, to have found, in- the
untracked snow, which was faliiog fist at the time,
should have come out for some family supplies to his
summer house, just as I reached the Harbo.ul". He
was delighted at the encounter, and was rejoiced at
the opportunity of introducing to the little settlement
a minister of his church. By one, P. M. as the wea-
ther cleared up, I left this place, and touk the ice
upon a level lead of ponds, expecting to find my way
to the adjoining settlement of Pinch Gut. There I
learned were some persons who had recently settled
{rom the West of England, and I wished much to vi-
sit thern; but we missed our point, and were benight-
ed, and as, through the gross negligence of my guide,
we had proceeded without a hatchet, our situation
was one of danger, the night being extremely cold.
On coming out, however, after dark, to the salt water,
I diseovered upon the snow, by the land wash, & gun-
ner’s track. This led us by nine p. m., much fa.
tigued, to a hoase, which we found, contrery to our
expeciations, to be st Big Chance Cove, in Tirinity
Bay. Here [ heard, to my comfort, thet one Kelly,
a regular pilot, who had last winter walked round the
head of Placentia Bay, the route on which I now wag,
and had received 18l. for his journey, declared that
he would not undertake such a trip again for 30/
My dog howled, as I walked to-day, from fatigue ;
and, whenever I stopped to leok about me, or set
my tompass, he would scratch about and make bim-
self a bed for a few minutes’ reposein the soft snow,”

morning, in a bait skiff, two hours’ sail to Clattes’s
Harbour, at the back of the Isle of Valen.

For feed+
ing this,we felled in the course of the night, a suffici~
eut quantity of spruce and birch to have made a most
shady retreat in a space equal to Lincoln’s Inn Fields,
and there we waited for the dawn., Thisis a mars
accurate account of such a night, than it would be
to record that we had slept in the woods; fos the tra<
veller, lying on a few fir branches upon the snows
freezes on one side, while the blazing flame scorches
him on the other. T did not, at this early period of
my cruize, understand so well, as I afterwards .did,
the plan of making a fire in'the woods ; and in my
hurry to greet the welcome sght of a cheerful fire)
by which I might break the fast which I had kept
since seven in the morning, L had neglected the neces~
sary preliminary of digging out a hole in the eight
feet of snow, which were on the ground. The im~
.mensa fire which we kindled, for want of this precau+
{dion, cootinued to melt down the snow, lower and
lower by degrees, till, before the dawn of morning,
I was left tu the action of the piercing winds, on the
top of g bank of snow, the fire heing in a hole much
below my level, and only benefiting me by its smoke,
which threatened to blind, ss well as to stiffe me.
may mention, that the first tree which I felled nesrly
demolished my faithful dog which accompanied me;
as it fell across the terrified ereature’s loins; the soft
newly fallen snow, bowever, offered no resistance (0
his body, but sunk under its weight, so that he re~

¢ Wednesday, May 18.--Proceeded down the eest~
ern shore. In several places I was up to my arms
in water, in getting round pbints ofrock which it wss
impossible 4o climb..

1 was for seversl days
afterwards unable to rest my elbow upon a table, and
was, _in other respects, very stiff, and, what was S
greater iuconvenience than all, as it only admits of re+
paration in England, I ruined my watch, from getting
it wet in the salt water, which immedistely rusted
it.

SocCIETY Fox THE PROPAGATION oF THE GOSPEL 1N
Foreign Panrts.—We have much pleasure in being en-
abled to present to our readers this day, several extracts
from the Report of the proceedings of this Venerable
Body, during the year 1834, but embracing intelligence
respecting its operations in various quarters of the world,
aslate as July of last year, It is a most interesting Re-
port, more so, we think, than any that have preceded it,
and abounds with matter most cheering to all who love to
hear of the advancement of the Redeemer’s kingdom.—
We shall continue to draw from this snurce in future, in
the hope of recommending to the support, the love and
thé prayers of all who prize the Gospel, and especially of
every cuurCHMAN, a Society that hasdone, and is now
doing so much to make that Gospel known throughout the
world. In the conelusion of the Repart, it is said—

* In the three great fields of the Society’s labours,
North Americs, Indis, and the West Indies, there is
an earnest demand for more help : while, under the a-

dioceses, much effectual aid is even now sfforded to
thousands and hundreds of thousands, whose souls
would otherwise he perishing for lack of knowledge.
The Socicty humbly trusts that it may be enabled to
continue its present operations, and even to grant a
portion of that further assistance which is so sadly
wanted, and so, earnestly implored, Its prayer to God
is,~-that, in every quarter of the world, the light of
the Gospel may shine brighter and brighter unto the
perfect day,—that his name may be hullowed and his
kingdom come, and his will be done on earth as it is
in heaven.”

Bisaop’s VisiTaTION IN 1834.—We have only room
at present for the following highly gratifying summary of
our indefatigable Bishop’s labours in the summer and au-
tumn of that year :—

“ 1 must not close the Report of my summer la-
bours without renewing and repeating my fervent gra-
titude to a gracious Providence, by whose mercy [
have been permitted to proceed with my labours, He
has enabled me, during the last season, to travel
nearly two thousand miles; to visit forty-four different
settlements, some of which aré remote from each other;
to have fifty-three separate services in these places; at
which I have delivered, while travelling, eighty-four
sermons and addresses ; to ho!d forty confirmations,
at which one thousand and thirteen candidates were
confirmed; to consecrste five churches and two burial
grounds; and to hold five ordinations, at which two
persons were admitted to the order of priests, and se-
ven to the order of deacons.

It has been a comfort and delight to me, in the
several journeys I have made, to be satisfied that the
Church ia this proviuce is increasing, under the hea-
venly blessing upon much zeaslous exertion ameng a
Clergy, who, as a body, sre distinguished by laborious
and zealous efforts in their holy calling, and by ack-
nowledged exemplariness in life and conversation.
Many of them have been on the verge of severe dis-
tress, and some of them indeed have suffered much;
but they have reposed in holy faith upon the mercy of
their God, and have increased their efforts to promote
his glory, and the salvation of the flocks committed
to their care. But every day is opening to our view
new fields for culture by the christian husbandman,
while our means for supplyieg and supporting them
have unhappily been seriously diminished. In many
places the people are beginniag to feel the importance
and necessity of contributing towards the support of
their pastors, but they are generally to poor es to
have little at their command. We will endeavour to
effect all that can be accomplished here, in full con-
fidence that the exertions and the ferveut prayers of
the Society will be continued; and we will bumbly
hope for His blessing, who alone can make the wil«
derness blossom as the rose, and turn the desert into’
a garden of the Lio¥d,—to him we cou:mit ourselves,
our flocks, and our poor labours; and if he mercifully
biess us, the poorest of those labours will not be in
vain.”

- SaNpwicH Istanps.--The editor of the New-Bed-
ford Mercury gives the following extract form a let-
ter--¢ There are ut present on the island 41 ordained
missionaries, and 21 teachers, printers, physicians,

&c.whose stations embrace a population of 76,141 peo-
ple. There are 1847 scholars attending schools taught
by the missionaries, besides 2190 who attend Sabbath
schools. There sre also several hundred native teach-
ers employed at different parts of the island, who
have received instruction from the missionaries and
supported by the chiefs. In addition to the newspa-
per published hy Mr. Tinker, there is another publish-
ed semi-monthly at Mauri (Mowee) by the Rev. Mr.
Andrews, for the use of schools. There has peen
translated and printed by the Missionaries 42 differ-
ent works, including books, pamphlets, laws,&e. of
which not less than 8,578,000 have been struck off,
amounting to 36,640,920 pages, all of which bas heen
accomplished within a few years.”
