Thelnjurieshe
celved were so severe that he died the same evening,
Life is gettiog far too fast.

WHILE the Mormon problem is being keanly dis.
cussed by the politicians and moralists of the United
States, the different sections of the Church are not
remaining inactive, Among the adherents of Mor-
monism in Utah are 50 000 of Scandinavian and Lu-
theran stock.

PRINCE ALBERT AND CARROT RIVER.

Ma, EDITOR,—The Princo Albert Mission dates
from the year 1866, when the late Rev. James Nesbit
and those associated with him began Christian work
among the Cree Indians. Its beauty of situation,
proximity to timber, fertility of soll and its dellclous
water would have attracted settlere in any case. When
a mission wus established no wonder if the people
from the Red River, whites, and half-breeds, skauld
in sclecting a home settio down whern themselves and
children could bave the religious and educational ad-
vantages the mission afforded. Tbe Indian popula-
tlon was snon displaced and the work partook more
of tha character of Home Mission. Not that Indians
were neglected or their children untaught. The very
presence of ths white man caused the Indlan to go
farther back, at Prince Albert as everywhere else, that
he might live. Good work was done and this is seen
in the dispositlon of the Indians among whom the
Rev. John McKay and others are labouring to-day.

The settlement has now a population of about 6,000
souls scaitered over eight townships of six miles
square each. The first settlers took up claims along
the river front, as in the Red River Settlement.

. Along the North Branch there is a continuous settle.
ment, below and ahove Prince Albert, for thirty miles.
At a Iater date Jand was occupied along the South
Branch on both sldes in the same way. The two
Branches are here only twelve or fifteen miles apart.
The lapnd between these rivers is fertile and admir-
ably adapted for agriculture. In places it is much
broken up by ponds, but there are wide unbroken
stretches, especially in the Red Deer Hill district,
The gprairie is rolliog, not flat. The banks of the
river at Prince Albert are not high but well defined,
As you recede from the river the land on the south
side rises in three successive terraces, the first and
second being respectively about one.quarter and one.
half mile wide. All the cholce farming locations
near the town are tzken up, but much good land yet
remalins to be occupled some distance out of the town,
The North Saskatchewan constitutes the boundary
at Prince Albert between the prairie and the forest.

‘The town of Prince Albert is situa zd on the
North Saskatchewan, about 500 miles porth-west
of Winnipeg, ‘and 250 north of the international
boundary line. Until about eighteen months since
it was a row of houses strung alopg the Saskat-
chewan trail for four or five miles. The Hudson
Bay Company had its own town, Goschen, about
a mile east of the mission property. Mr. C. Mair
and others had theirs two miles west of the mission
property ; and the Bishop of Saskatckewan had his
town a mile further west still. As to desirability the
mission site was the best, but the Hudson Bay Com-
pany’s site was good, Business was cammed on all
along the front. Lawyers and doctors thought ane
place as good as another. This could not continue,
and all gaw it, and put forth strenuous efforts to gain
the lead. The Hudson Bay Company gave the
Methodist Church land and they built at Goschen.
The Episcopal church and coliege were built on thetr
own Jands, C. Mair & Co. bad a saw and grst mull
on their property. The Hudson Bay Company had
their mill. Four miles down the niver was Caplain
Moore’s grist and sa» mill.  Our missiopary was not
the man to wait in inde~iston ; even in the esumation
of thosc who lost by his action, hets said to have con-
tnbuted largely to the present resuit. The town s
no longer length without breadth, but something with
a body the ceatre of which is on the property of the
Foreign Misston Commuttee.

Prince Albert has a populattun of about 1,500, It
has two grist and saw mulls, a sash and door tactory,
planing mills, several good stores, a bank, Methodist,
Episcopal, and Presbyterian churches, a college, a
Roman Catholic convent, a Public Sckool, and alarge
number of private residences. Basiness s now con-
fined within narrow limits 2nd professionat mer. have
abandoned the upper and lower towns, The build.
fpgs are all of a substantial caaracter, and last year
$90,000 worth are said to have been erected. Good
brick is being made there, and i the future this ma.
terial 13 more likely to be used than wood. The
Prince Albert Zimes 1s a weekly paper conducted
with agood deal of ability. There s a weekly stage
and-mail from Qu’ Appelle and since the time of my

visit the telegraph has been extended to the town, A
prohibltory liquor law being in force there are no
hotels, but the friendly, hospitable =pirit of the people
suffers no one to be unprovided for. The people are
intelligent, enterprlsing and sociable, and life Is much
more enjoyable there than the distance from larger
centres would suggest, The volume of business trans.
acted Is large, owing to the town being the trade
centre for all cutlylng sectlements and for much of the
Indlan supplies.

Our congregation at Prince Albert is in a flourish.
ing state, A year ago last sunmer a neat brick
church with a seating capacity of about 180 was built,
Owling to the increass in the population of the town
this is now too small. The congregation propose to
build a larger church next season. A commaodlous
brick manse was finished last autumn and the finances
of the congregation 13 on a sound basls. The timely
ald given by the Forelgn Mission Committee of our
Church in the lberal donation of lots was of great
value. All spoke in complimentary lerms of the ser-
vice rendered by Mr. Sieverighttotown and congrega-
tion, and Mr. McWilliam recelved a cordial welcome.
By letters recelved since I lsarn that our cause s
prospering In his hands.

Since the establishment of the misslon, the school
has been a potent factor for good. The most of the
young people, whites, half-breeds and Indizns at
Prince Albert received their education there. Miss
Baker, the present teacher, has rendered the Church
and settlement sigual service. Her unselfish devo-
tion to Christian work in discoursging circumstances
stamps her as a woman of trus missiopary spirit.
Efficient as she bas been as a teacher, her daties in
the school constituted but a small share of her Jabours,
Her instruction was not wholly or chiefly of a secular
character, She never forgot that she was sent to do
Chrixtlan work and the intellect was not cultivated to
the neglect of the heart. Could her school be now
merged into some higher institution for the education
of young women it would be a boon to the setilement,
Just now all suchinstruction is imparted at the Roman
Catholic School. 1 need scarcely wait to point out
that this is undesirable. The people of Prince
Albert are anxious to have established among them
an iostitution for higher education. They promise
aid to start and support such an institution and they
desire that the Foreign Mission Committee may de-
vote part of their property at Prince Albert to the
purposes of higher education. In a country where
the State makes no provision for higher education a2
request of this nature wears a different aspect som
what it would do in Ontarlo. Many of the argun ents
employed in the establishment of Manitoba Colisge
in its original intention would apply in the case of
Prince Albert; but the subject can not be discussed
here.

The other congregations in the Prince Albert settle-
ment are the Ridge, thirteen milesjsouth.west of Prince
Albert, Willoughby, ten miles south of the Ridge, and
toe Flats or the Colleston cburch, ten miles east of
Prince Albert. There are about thirty familles con-
nected with these congregations, the Flats being the
strongest and the Ridge the weakest, Churches were
crected at these three points, and cach received a
grant of $100 from the Church and Manse Building
Fund. The Rev. Mz, Slevright interested himself in
the erection of the two former, and the last is due to
the efforts of tae Rev. My, Sinclair, They are free
from all deht. The members of our Church settled
on South Branch now receive services also.,

When tke Rev. R. G. Sinclair went to the North-
West ke was appointed 10 laboar at Carrot River.
The want of 2 house at Carrot River compelled bim
to live at Prince Albert, fifty-five miles from his field.
He attempted to give the people fortnightly supply.
The ntervening country is low and marshy, without
settlers, and hence travelliag in winter was dangerous
and in eatly summer most difficult. He hoped that
the growth of the settlement would warrant him in
moving his family there altogether. Lack of survey
and distance from the masket hindered growth and
heace he hesitated asd continued to give fortaightly
supply, devoting the rest of his time to work at zad
around Prince Albert. To add to the difficulties of
supply the South Branch had to be crossed, and when
the ice was forming or breaking up this was impos-
sible. There are about thirty families ia the settle.
ment and a aumber of young men. Mr. Sinclaisis
tae oaly minister visitiog Carrot River.  The arrange-

~ments for supply this winter are as follows . Mr, Sin-

clair preaches monthly at Carrot River, the Flats and
South Saskatchewan ; fortnightly at the Ridge and
Willoughby. Mr. McWilliam preaches twice every
Sabbath at Prince Albert and monthly in the after-
noon at the Flats. Tho contibutions of Prince
Albert ($800 per annum) go toward the supposrt of Mr.
McWilliam, and the contributions of all the other
stations towards the support of Mr. Sinclalr, This
mode of supply is temporary, Carrot River requires
the presence of a misslonary all the time. The pros.
pect of a railway within two years, with the influx of
populatien it Is sure to bring, makes this point Im.
portant even now.

The Carmt River that gives its name(to the settle-
ment lssues out of Water Hen Lake, flows north-cast
for 200 miles almost parallel with the Saskatchowan,
into which It falls at the Pas. The settlement is on
both sldes of the river, east and north of the lake and
comprises neatly thres townships. The land is some.
what level (not Jow) and very ferille. Several fam.
ilies from the seighbourhood of Paris, Finlayson,
Tennants and others are settled bere and doing well,
The district abounds In game. Water-fow! cover the
streams, ponds and lakes, Moose, deer and bear are
pleatiful in the Birch Hills, Partridges, prairie.
ckickens, and even ptarmigans shock one with thelr
tameness., Fish of fine flavour and large size are
found in great abundance in the River and Lake.
Like many another district in the North.West, time
will do much for its developement. Let us sow the
geod seed in the virgin soil of the Saskatchewan Val.
ley and a rich harvest will by God's blessing bs reaped
by and bye. Mention should be made of thaarduous
labours of Mr, Sicclair in that fleld. With fidelity he
has served the Church amidst many discouragements
angd disappointments. More than once his life was
in great peril—in fact his escapes in some instances
were most rematkable. The hardships and privations
of these pioneer missionaries and their families en.
title them to more sympathy and gencrous support
than is generally accorded them, but the unseen are
often forgotten except by God. R,

LETTERS FROM TRINIDAD.

It affords us pleasure to be able to place before our
readers the following letters from Trinldad., The first
is from the Rev. John Knox Wright, formerly of Lon.
don East, and the second, by Mrs, Morston, is addressed
to the members of Woman's Missionary Associations
throughout the Church :

MR. Ep1TOR,—The flight of time reminds me that
there are friends in Canada watching for news of us
and our work.

We reached Trinidad on Dec, 12th, At the pier
we were met by the Rev, Mr, Falconer, of the U, P.
Church, Port of Spain. This geatleman and his good
lady showed us much kindness. We spent two days
at their house in peacelul rest. Then we came on to
Couva in company with Mr.Falcoper. Heze we found
one, Rev. K. J. Grant, of San Fernando, who had
made necessary arrapgements for our comfort. The
Lord bless bim for his belpful kindness.

Our health has been very good thus far. I bhad a
touch of the fever one day, but it was very slight. 1
brought it on by exposing myself to the sun’s raysin
supezrintending a plece of work in the mission yard.

Our work I full of interest. I believe that we have
gained the confidence and heart of the Coolies. Every
where we go wa are greeted by everybody with the
“ salaam salutation.” I sincerely trust that wem zy
gain hearts for Christ, our Master. There are under
my charge six schools. In Couva village, Abraham
Lincoln is the teacher, This man was converted in
India, the same jear that Abrabam Lincoln was
chosen Presideat of the United States. Abraham acts
as interpreter in the public services. He is very well
fitted for this work. In California, the teacher is Mr.
Sullivan (a Creole).  This school is the largest {n the
district. Its average is ifly to sixty At Esperanza
there is avother Creole,a Mr Fox, who is a capital
teacher, At Milton, Gahadar is teacher ; at Calcatts,
Madahosdeen ; ard at Waterloo, Gilber -

There is a very fine young man at Milton, named
Abdul, just free from indenture  The manager of
the estate speakes wll of him.  The wmissionaries are
all satisfied as to his fitness for the wotk of Catechist,
A catechist is urgently needed ot Milton  Our funds
will not meet the outlay necessary  1f some wealthy
friend or congrégation in Ontario would place $1¢0 per
annum 2t my disposal for this purpose, the thing
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could be done. Abdul has a good knowledge of the
Bible, and Is eager to enter upon the work. In fact,
be does much to help me already, without pay, In the
hospltal work at Milton. Thia is my first appeal for
kelp, Will some cne respond ?

Qur Sabbath services are attended well In tho
hospitals, all who are able w 3¢ w0, gather round us
while we read and speak and sing,

My DEAR FRrIENDs,—I thought to have wilite %0
you before, but have been much occupled sir  ar
return,  We landed at Port of Spain on the 12th Dec,;
just eight month- from the day we left. Our passage
was, as ¢o tho first part of it, a most uncomfortable one.
The weather was not tad, but the sea ran very high,
and the vessel dipped very low, so that tons of water
rolled over the deck, coming first at one slde and
then at the other, frequently to the height of four feet,
the forc-cabins having a foot of water in them for
days at a time, with a more than comfortable allow-
ance in the saloon and soms of the first-class state-
rooms. It is all very fine to sing *“Rocked in the
Cradle of the Deep,” but the rocking that we endured
in the Mwuricl was not at all conducive to health, and
our party landed quite in a weather-beaten condition,
but with thankful hearts for our preservation. We
greeted the palms and sugar-canes as old friends. Two
arches had been erected on our premises in expecta.
tion of our arrival, and we were as happy to see all
the old faces as they were to welcome us. The
Wreather since our arrival has been very cool and wet,
and my husband is not at all so well as when we left
New York. The dry scason is now setting in, which
will probably be favourable for him, We returaed in
time to ~lose the schools for Christmas. The clothing
and cards came in nicely for rewards. We shared
with all the missionaries and still had enough left for
ourselves. Our field of Iabour has been divided, part
being given to Rev. Mr. Hendrie of the United Pres-
byterlan Church of Scotland, labouring in connection
with our mission. This asrangement will relieve Mr.
Morion very much, and is also a very pleasant one as
Mr. and Mrs. Hendrie reside at St. Joseph, only two
miles distant from us. Caronis and Curepe schools
have fallen to Mr. Hendrie's share. We have but
two schools left, ; Tunapuna, taught by Miss Semple
in the basement of our own residence, and Aronca,
taught in a room kindly loaned by Rev. Mr. Dickson,
but in such bad repair that 2 building mus? be pro-
vided before next wet season.  There are no funds on
bard for this school-house and a heavy debt on the
Tunapuna buildings. Blunt tools are a great hinder-
ance to the workmen, but we are almest in the position
of having no tools at all. Instead of taking up open.
ings that are waiting for us, it looks as if we would
have to save oa schools to pay off debt on buildings.
‘The work is not ours ; it belongs to the Church, and
if cur Church is satisfied with this rate of progress, we
must be too, but it is depressing to the mind and sad-
dening to the heart to live in the midst of so much ig-
norance and vice, 2nd not be able to wage mcre efs
foctive warcfare against it. I often wonder how
¢ righteous Lot ? endured life in Sodom. We have
just been enjoying = vicit from Rev. Mr. McLeod,
Mrs. McLeod and thelr two little ones. The church
at Princestown is to go on atonce. I am beginning
to go out on my usual roands among the women., On
Sabbath, I teach in the school here at half past ten ;
the service follows, lasting till about one o'clock. At
two, I start with Mr. Morton for Aronca and after
that Laural Hill or Orange Grove wbere I teach the
children to sing, and go round the barracks gathering
In the women for service. 1 never forget, as we are

-

driving home between five and six o’clock, that thatis
the appointed hour for many handmalids of the Lord
to plead for a blessing on the missionaries' work.

You will be glad to hear that Miss Semple is well,
notwithstanding her extra work and great loneliness
in our absence. She not only brought on her own
school well, but excrted herself in every department
to make our absence as little felt as possible. Miss
Blackadder's school at Princestown is prospesing Mr.
Wright and family, at Couva, are well. The Mission
Council had a pleasant mesting there on the 2nd Jan-
uary. We have been cheered by news from Kingston,
Ontarlo, that Rov, Mr. McCuaig’s Sunday school in.
tends to give us & yearly contribution ; also Rov. Mr.
Burrows' Sunday school, Truro, Nova Scotiz. These
will be nice large drops in our very empty bucket.
The Governor sent Mr, Morton thirty-six dollars this
week,

I am now going to tell something very sad that hap.
pened at Tunapuna this week, and this part of my
work is intended chiefly for the children to whom I
promised to write,

A littls boy about nine years old, named Ram
Samrijh one of Miss Semple’s scholars, went to a
neighbouring shop to buy some bread, he sald, but
Jastead of buying bread he bought four cents’ worth of
rum at two different shops, and two cigarz. He gave
a taste of the rum to a little boy who was with him,
put a cigar in his mouth, and reeled back to school,
for be became drunk almost immediately. Asfsoonas
Mr. Morton saw the state he was in, he called a
policeman to see him, and sent for the twoshop-keep-
ers who sold him the rum., Thereis a fine of £5 for
selling rum to a child. +The poor littlefellow soon be-
came very ill. When 1’'went down to see him he was
stretched out on the study floor quite insensible, the
Eoliccm:}n and one of the shop-keepers bending over

im, trying to get him to swallow something that
would enable him to relicve himself of the sum. He
afterwards took a long sleep and seemed all right the
next day, but it was a pitiful sight, and one which 1
hope none of you will ever see. Dear children, will
you not make haste to * rescue the perishing 2 ¥

Will it not soon be too late for these boys who be.
gin at eight and nine years old to get drunk? What
we need is more money for schools that the poor little
Hindoo children may be tenderly gathered in and
taught to know and love the right.

A CHEAP FOREIGN TOUR.

There are not a few goed people 1n this fair Pro-
vince of Ontarlo who siza for a bit of foreign travel,
If they could only cross the ocean and visit Franceor
Belgium or Germany or Switzerland, they would ba
happy for lifo. Now thers is a great deal of pleasure
to be derived from visiting these forelgn lands, but
there iz alsoa great deal of discomfort and disappoint.
mere. There arc maay of your readers too, who may
aever have the opportunity of setting their feet upon
these foreign strands. 1 would ke, theretore, to sug-
gest 2 way in which a considerable amount of the
experience of {oreign travel may be acquired without
so much time, trouble and expenseas are involved in a
trip across the Atlantic. In the month of July of last
summer, 1 landed in Quebec on Sabbath morning,
and taking with me a number of my fellow-passengers,
want to worship 1n Chaimers Church. My friend Dr,
Marthews did not preach that morning, nor, in fact,
in ths evening, hus place being supplied by excellent
clergymen from the other side of the lakes, one of
them being a disunguished college president. These
clergymen were very much interested in that quaint
city of Quebec and its inhabitants, and desired to see
more of the country and the people. The genial
pastor of Chalmers Church proposed on Monday
morning that we should all sail down the St, Law-
rence about twenty miles and pay a visit to the shrine
of St. Anne's, where somany wonderful cures had been
reported, and to whers thousands of pilgrims were re.
sorung weekly. The day was fine, the company
good, the scenery beantiful.  We walleed leisurely up
from the wharf to the church. There was no crowd
of pilgrims in attendance that day. Two priests were
saying mass with solemn perfunctoriness, and a few
devotees ware going over their prayers. It was a3

. voughbly built, cheagly ornamented church, Every-

wheze were visible relics and reminders of the wonder-
ful cures. The pillars were festooned wita crutches
and staves, with belts and-trusses and clasps, and

-

other Implements used to assist the weak, the help-
less and distressed. .

Leaving the church we climbed a littlo eminence
and were soon comfortably seated around the table in
the Aosples) kept by the nuns with thelr ysual quiet
neatress. We participated in a substantial lunch,
which, I, baving just come from continental hotels,
was surprised to find cost only twenty.five cenis per
head, After sauntering about the place for an hour
or two, we turned our faces homeward, reflecting much
especially upon the power and superstitions of the
Church of Rome.

One thing, however, impressed itselfupon my mind ;
it had not so palpably appeared to e before, that
here in our midst was a foreign nation, a foreign lan-
guage, forelgn customs and, to us, a foreign religion.
As foreigu in these respects as Normandy or Belglum
or Switzetland, Are some of you good people in
Westeru Ontario just aching for a bit of foraign travel,
which you think you cannot get without crossing tho
Atlmtic? Take heed to this suggestion, You can ar-
range for a cheap trip any time during the coming sum-
mer. Ifyou want a tramp strikein at Ottawa, over the
mountains and down the rivers to Quebec or Sague-
pay. You will find it almost solidly Freach. You
will be shut off a little from the free use of your
mother-tongue. You will have all the sensasion of a
tour through northern France, or if you are not ca-
pable of such exertion, then make Quebec your head-
quarters and explore the country in every direction.
I wish to call your attention to this country for other
purposes besides travel, which purposes I will unfold
on 2 future occasion.

Our friend Dr. Manthewsand the learned gentleman
our compagnons de voyage will not soon forget ouren-
counter with the witty priest on board the vessel, It
was a revelation to some,of us, The same priest
whom we had seen so solemnly gcing through his
Mass at St. Anne’s now dressed as an ordlnary lay.
man full of fun and story as an egg is full of meat,

He zelated to us how he had extracted ten dollars
from one of his poor parisbioners for the building of
his church, and through her ten more from her poorer
neighbour, The story would be long to tell, but it re~
vealed tous some of the tactics of the Church of
Rome in money matters.

In the midst ot puns and story and laughter he 2ud-
denly rosc, went to the other side of the vessel and
bsgan reading his missal. All at once, something
funny occurred tohim. He quit his missal, came back
to his company, left off his joke amidst great laughter,
and agala retired to his book. 1 had not met exactly
that kind of a priest before. In a future paper 1 shait
tell your readers something more particularly about
the characteristics and social condition of these people
tv!vho live so nearusand yetareso thoroughly separated
tom us.

Nevertheless, there came to my study one day last
week a circular eatitled ¢ Pulpit Helps.” Under-
neath this heading are two mottoes, one of which is
“Without a parable spaks He not uatothem.” Itis
then explained that the * Pulpit Helps" are sermons
of the Rev. Mr. Seartles, a specimen of which accom-
paniesthecircular. Ths statement is then made that
“they are not designed to encourage plagiarism, but
as a fund of pulpit material that a hard.worked pastor
may use without being subject to such a charge.” The
author of the circular has notified us that we may ex.
pect him to speak in parables ; but I submit that
“parable ” is too mild a word to describe the sentence
just quoted. The allustrations used in these sermons
are “vivid, fresh, and striking, and, as a rule, are not
found in books of illustrations” Don't you see?
Without any danger of being accused of plaglarism, I
can get & ot of sermons, full of illustrations, that are
not in any books, They are especially artzaitive to
young people, whom most pastors find so difficult to
interest in sermons,” That is so. Why, an elabor-
ately prepared sermon on the Symbolism of the Bells
and the Pomegrantes of the Tabernacle jails to inter-
est them ; and cven a sermon on the Felicitous Lum-
inosity of the Athanasian Creed as an Explanation
of the Doctrine of the Trinity will not keep them
awake, Now, just in the nick of time, comes = lot of
sermons that will keep the young filks all on the tip-
toe of interest and lively expectation ; and they will
only cost you ten cents apiece ! 1 have preached
some awfully poor sermons in my time ; and my con-
gregations illustrated both the perseverence and the
long suflering of the saints in listening to them ; but
oven the poorest of them cost me a good deal more
than ten cents. Why further rack one’s brains? Why
waste money on commentaries and cyclopzdias?
Here you ate! For ten cents—onlytencents | Rich,
bright, entertaining sermons that are full of illustra.
tions not to be found in books !

%\Why will ye doubting stand ?
Why still delay 2”

Come, on, ye hard-worked pastors, bring up your
dimes, and carry away your sermons! Don't any of
you be stupid, now, and say. “ Bat they are not
mine /® What have you a better right to than that
which you pay for? Aad if Mr. Searles will sell you
a sermon fairly bristilag all ever with illustrations for
ten cents, why not invest? There is 3 whele year’s
supply, you see, for ten dollars and forty cents. And
you needn’t exchange pulpits with anybody for the
entire year.

Perhops you may feel a little hesitation, fearing
that these sermons may be printed, and somebody
might happen to be sitting in your congregation some
day with a printed copy in band, looking over your
sermon as you deliver it. Don't be alarmed !
% None of these sermons appear in print ; but copies
are mzde by the Hextograph process.” The speci-
men before me is written with violet ink, in a good,
large, coarse hand, that you can read ca your pulpit
at night, with even “ 2 dim, religious light,” and with-
out spectacles. The letters are almost the size of
those in John Hancock's signature to the Declaration
of Independence,

Some doubting Thomas who reads this is still hes.
jtating and saying: “But some neighbouring pastor
may get one of these written copies, ang some trouble-
same itinerant Christian may heas the saue sermon
com two pulpits, and make a fuss about it!” Now,
my doubting brother, let me flng to the winds your
1ast fumsy objection by stating in your private ear 2

wery confidential sentence of this circalar : © They
are not sent to any one else in your vicinity, nor will
they be, if you order them.” Don't you ses? You
aro to have a pre-emption right of your whole vicin.
ity? You are to be zmply protected. If you doubt

how large a territory your viclnlty includes, that could
readily ba amranged by correspondence, If you buy
ten sermons, probably a circult of ona hundred miles
around your charch could bo reserved to you; and
you might bargain with soms hard-woiked brother up
in Shincomadink Valley, ninety-eight and a half miles
{rom you, to take the sermons afier you have preached
them, at five cents aplece; and thus you wouid have
tho price of haif a naw lot on hand, 1t you wilibuya
hundred at cace, no doubt you can have all the easts
ern half of New York secured to you,

There is & whole scries of sermons on Queen
Esther. The first 1s entnled * The Queen Divorced.”
It you simply announce that, some people may think
1t reters to the yaeen of Spain, or the Queen ot Mad.
agascat ; aad you will draw1n a crowd just from curi-
osity to fiad out what queen it 13, and what she was
divorced for.

Then thero 15 a serics ot three on the death of jobn
the Bapust, entuled respecuvely, * A Bad Womao,"
“A Bad Dance, and A Bad Gnost® Certainly
these tules ought to draw a crammed house, and de.
plete all the neighbourtog churches., Oaly thisty
cents for tholot ! All sons of subjects, from * Sinat”
and “ Gethsemane” to “ Ears” and * Fretting *’ are
here treated, with profuse illustrations, and only ten
cents apiece !

But I must let you know something of the specimen
sent to me; only, don't you come around the Sunday
I preach it. I shall have the sexton look out fo¢ sus-
plclous strangets that day. But this sermon didn't
cost mea ceat. It was presented to me out of the
disinterested gencrosity of the author, And may I
not give as freely as I have received ?

It desires that the
word may be directed to it in particular. It sets its
corruptions in the fore.front of the battle where God's
errows are flying aand patiently suffers the word of ex.

ECCLESIASTICAL statisiics are not the only figures
that toll strange stories. The report of ¢he Edu-
cational Department of Ontario just published, suggests
some problems not easily answered. For example,
the total number of children in Catario of school age,
five to sixteen, in *Y, 4, was 511,603, while in 1882 it
was only 483,817, or 27,786 les.! Why should there
be a falling off in eight years of nearly 28,000 children?

than the sumber in 1871. That is to say, there are
nearly § ooo {ewer school children in Ontario now than
there wastwelveyearsago ! These figuresare doubtless
correct, and because correct, very puzling. Those
who take a ‘ pecial interest in such questions may find
some intersting problems in these figures.

people about other crimes and sing as well as about
pesjury. The charge that the majority of the people
can be bought at elections is just as great a slander
as that “people will swear anything® The persons
who make these false accusations osually draw on
their own consciousness when so doing. They know
how it ts with themselves,

StUrposSING the Apostle of Sweetness and Lig't
bad made it quite clear last week that majorities are
nearly always hopelessly wrong, the question would
naturallv come up - “ Well, what are you going to do
about it ?* How wou!} things go if the minority
ruled? Prcbably Mr. Arnold is too much of a phil-
osopher to consider such small matters as the appl:
cation of his doctrine to evesy day life, but cudinary
mortals must ask such homely questions as “How
could we get on under minority rule?” Supposing
one candidate at an election had six hundred votes
and the other had tke vote of the only philosopher in
the constituency, how would it do to say the candi.
date who had the one vote was elected? No doubt
he would like the arrangement but the six Lundred
might object and make trouble. There wasa good
deal of trcuble caused in Scotland once by settling
ministers over congregations when the miajority did
not want them. Supposing there should be a vote of
ten to one against the whiskey-selling grocers next
week would it “make for righteousness” to s2y the
minority must have their own way. Supposing Mr.
Amold should carry an English constituency by a
majority of a hundred to one would he apply his own
theory. An application of the doctrine to any ques.
tion shows its utter absuzdity  Still the doctrine,
absurd as it is, may bring comfort at times, When a

EDUCATION IN ONTARIO,

L.UE books are not usually ranked in the class of
light literature. As a rule they are supposed to
be dull reading. Thereare howeverexceptions. The
Report ot the Minister of Education contains 2 mass
of most useful information, recording as it does from
year to year the work accomplished by an important
body of men and women who are hard woarked and
but indiferently patd ror the important services they
render to the community.
Owing to the keenness of poutcal party strife the
educational aflairs of the country have more or less
been injured by unseemly wrangling over what should
be a subject exempt from mere partizan contention,
In vanous quarters the cry is raised that the Depart-
ment of Education should be independent cf the rise
and fall of political parties. So it should; but no
scheme yet propounded har succeeded in showing
how this could be effected. Dr. Ryerson, who did so
much to perfect the educauonal system of Untario,
aguated until he succeeded in the establishment of a
munistry of ecucation, the head of the educational in-
terests of the Provisce baving a cabinet portfolio.
Considering the serious disadvantagesconuected with
<55 department recently the change eflected in manage-
ment cannot fairly be said to nave failed. More than
that,lt can be shown that substantial progress hasbeen
made In many directions under the present system,
To abandon the plar of having & minister of educa-
tion, would be a needless vacilation. A more setious
objtction, however, is fourd i the fact that as long as
the State is bound to previde education, it is bound to
control the systeo of education. It is decidedly pre-

responsible to the Legislature and the people than an
official appointed in any other way could be, The
{ndirectness of control over a chief and a bady of
councillors would give opportunity for abuses Impaos-
sible under present arrangements. There is no evi.
dence, howerer, that the people of Ontarlo, generally,
desire a changa In the direction propesed by those
who have supposed political ends to serve.

These general thoughts have been suggested by the
appearance of the Report of tho Minister of Education
for 1883. The sad afiliction occasioning the with.
drawal of the late minister is fresh in the recollection
of most readers. A gentleman of much practical ex-
perience and great abt’lity bas been called upon todis.
chage the dutles of :be education office. From his
clear, practical g o4 sense, business ability and ver-
sonal acquaintar :¢ with the educational Interests of
the country, there i every reason to expect that effi-
clent and «atisfactory work will result from the recent
appointment,

The total amount expended in connection with the
public schools of Ontario during the year 1882 was
$3.026 97 4, belng an Increase of $182,702 over that of
the previous year, Thesum here mentloned includes
tho salaries of teachers, school furnishings, sites and
building, rent and repairs of school-houses,

The total recelpts for the same year, including the
legislative und municipa® grants, surplus distributioo,
etc, was $3,469,990, showing an increase of $210,751
over the total receipts of 1881,

The school population, between the agea of five and
sixteen, was 483,817, decrease 4y7; the number
actually in attendanie was 447,178, a decrease of
2,648 ; the total attendance including those under and
above the specified ages was 471,513, & decrease of
4,756.

These figures in comparison with those of the pre-

vious year, show an increase of income and expendi.
ture, and a marked decrease in the school population
and aitendance. This last may readily be accounted
for by the large migration to the North-West in 1882,
and the depression felt by certain industries pecessi.
tating parents to place their children whers they can
earn something. This would seem to be borne out by
the fact that the number of boys attending school in
1882 was decreased by 4,695, while the decreass in
the number of girls was only 61. The diminution in
the number of children attending public schools is
only temporary A large increase may be confidently
expected.

Another interestieg item respecting the attendance
at school is the percentage of average attendance as
compared with the totalnumberattending school, which
is for rural districts forty-three per cent. ; cities, fifty-
eight per cent, ; towns, fifty-thsee per cent. ; Province,
forty-five per cent. There are many topics of interest
in the report before us, to which reference will be
made at another time.

WORKING-MEN AND THE CHRURCH.

N evening contemporary has called =ttention to the

1 fact, which has for some time been engsging
attention, that a number of working-men in Toronto
have ceased to attend places of worship. These are
nct vicious nor do they sympathize with anti-Christian
theories ostentatiously avowed by some. They are
well affected towards Christian truth and church-going
habits. What is true of Toronto is also true of other
citles and larger towns. In present circumstances
unhappily this acknowledged evil has a tendency to
increase.

A ¢ Working-man ? who, speaking fur himself and
for bis class, says —

As 1 working.man, and knowing the position of many of

th~ class to which I belong, I have no hesitation in saying
that many a rasn with a large family cannot afford to go to
chorch, eapecially in these hard umes, for sftes raymg s .

When a man struggling with adversity and with little
hope of better circumstances, beccmes cyaitl and
says bitter things, it is neither wise nor kind to return
talling for ralling, but when we find facts stated in a
fonu and spirit so exceptionally good as that displayed
by the correspondent who wrote the above, his views
ars entitled to the courteous and thoughtful considera-
tion of every candid mind,

gregation of St. Chrlstopher’s, with less avallable
wealth, determine on the erection of a (emple that
will at least rival If It does not surpass thelr neigh.
bours, and a heavy debt s iccurred, All other con.
gregations must follow suit ar.d then must also follow
ingenlous expedients to furnish resources for mainten-
ance and the liquidation of Incumbering debt. These
results, bad enough, are by no means the worst.
People like “ Working-msn ¥ are discouraged. They
feel unequal to the pecunlary task imposed upon them
as lavish displays are not exclutivaly confined tochurch
adormmment, There is a disposition, not general,
happily, to a spirit of exclusiveness which people in
moderate circumstances are not slow to feel. These
are the people that drop off from our churches, No
one will pretend to say that this is right, extenuste or
explain it as we may.

in all our churches there is sufficient Christian
spirit and thocughtfulness to work eamestly for a cure
of this existing evil, There is no need to patroniss
the working man and his family, Treathimonlyasa
brother man. Make him and his feel that the Church
is thelr spiritual home. Let there he nothing to im-
palr his consciousness, that whatever social distinc.
tions exist, these do not obtrude themselves where
they ought to have no place. 1f anywhere the truth that
“tbe rich and poor meet together for the Lord is the
Maker of them all ” should receive its fullest recogni.
tion, it ought to be in the House set apart for His
worship.

The correspandent already quoted closes his sen-
sible letter with a sugpestion that ts certainly entitled
to scrious consideration, In referring to the fact that
some stay away from church because they are for the

Commucications were read from several ficlds re-
questing the society to send a missionary to labour
among them for the coming summer. New fields are
onening up and the soclety finds it impossible to meet
the demand. The number of missionaries to be
employed by the society this year is seventeen. This
is an Incresse of one over any previous year, Mr,
McNair introduced a motion to the effect that all
missicnaries zent out by the society hereafter receive
&6 per Subbath, imrcspective of academic standing,
At present students in the Preparaiory and Arts
departments reozive $5 per Sabbath and these in the
Theological dusses recelve 6. A lively discussion

KU MING BIRDS.

Sun-birds are only found in Africa and India, including
the Malayan region: true bumming-birds, as everybody
koows, are entirely confined to the American continent. 1n
other words, the same place in nature which has been occu-
piced in the tropics of the old world by a group of sparrow-
like birds, has been occupied in the tropics of the new world
by a group of highly developed swilts. Hence the bum-
ming-birds, thovgh descended from a totally different ances.
tral stock, have in the end acquired almost every one of the
peculiar features which the sun-birds display in our own
castern continental area. The same conditions have in the
cnd produced in both cases pretty much the same resuits.
At gome remote period, a group of tropical American swifts
began to hunt for insecls among the tubes of flowers, exacily
as the ancestral sun-birds began to do in the eastern hemis.
phere.  Gradually, as the babit of ower-baunting became
more and moTe prooounced, the organization of the birds
bepanp to depart, under the influence of natural selection,
more and more widely from the primitive swilt-like type.
The blrds beet adapted to the new circumstances survived
and iptermarried, while the worst adapted died constantly
out, The short, broad bill was thus slowly lengthzzed snto
the extremely loog, slender, and graceful beak of the modern
humming-birds, and the wings were adapted to the rapid,
dartiog flight from flower to flower, and the habit of poising
stationary in front of the chosen bunch of blossoms. Yet to
the end, the humming-birds in their anatomical pecaliaritics
3till remain essentially swifts, and are easily distinguished
by a paturalist from the externally similar bt fundamentally
different perching sun-birds.  Indeed, Mr. Wallace has
showan that hummiog-birds cven now live, like the swifts,
mainly on insects, and when he tried to feed some young
humming-birds in captivity on sugar and water alone, he
found they refused that unwonted fare in favour of fiies and
spiders. Inm short, ;oung huwming-birds are still essentizlly
in the swift stage of their development.— Z4¢c Explish Jlus-
trated Mogasine, February, 1884.

THE report presented-at the annual meeting of Fort
Massy Church, Halifax, of which the Rev. Dr. R. F.
Burns i3 pastor, shows that the additions to the com-
munion roll duaring the year were forty-five ; twenty
on profession of faith. The revenue amounted to
$6,685. There were expended for congregational ob-
jects $5,105 ; for missionary and benevolent purposss
$1,580. The collections each Sabbath during the year
averaged $90 s0.

THE annual soiree and cotertainmeant in copaection
with Erskine Presbyterian Church, Meaford, a short
time since, was largely attended, The large seating
czpacity of the cherch was crowded to the utmost,
while chairs and benctes were made to do dutyinthe
aisles and other available places. The fact of such a
crowd being present may, to a certain extent, be attri-
bated to the finc weather; but more largely to the
announcement of 2 lecture by Rev. Dr. Cochrane, of
Brantford, who is regarded as onc of the best speakers
in Canada, and no doubt now cxists in the minds of
Meafordites that he is entitled to that distinction,

Aftar an hour for serving refreshments, the mocting

was called to order by the pastor, Rev, J. T, Patterson.
Rev. Mr. Stevenson delivered a short and polnted
address. The Rev. Dr, Cochrare, Brantford, by
special request delivered his famous lecture on George
Whitfield. The result produced is thus described by
the Meaford Mirror . “ We bave not the space at
our disposal to render justico to thz impressive elo-
quence of the Rev. Dector.  He requires to be heard
to be appreciated. He spoke to an enraptured and
entranced audience for nearly two hours, tntertupted
at intervals by loud bursts of applause.” The choir,
by excellent musical renderings, contributed much to
the enjoyment of the meeting. The procesds amounted
to $106, which are to be applied to the building fund.

THE annual mecting of the cougrvegation of St.
Andrew's Church, Perth, was held on Thursday the
10th inst, a falr number being present, considering
the almost impassable state of the roads. After de-
votlonal exercises by the pastor, Rev. Mr. Macgifli
vray, Ms. Wm. Meighen took the chair, Rev. Mr.
Macgillivray read the report of the session, which was
of the most encouraging character. The amount
which passed through their hands during 1883 for
missions, colleges, etc., reached the sum of $1,600,
an amount far exceeding anvthing in the history of
the congregation. The membership is now over 300,
fifty-six having jolned during the year, and the pas.
toral work covers over 150 families. ‘There were
thirty-one baptisms and six deaths during the year.
The financial statement of the managers was equally
encouraging. The envclope system for raising the
stipend was found to work admirably, theamount con-
tributed to that fund amounting to $1,457, an increase
of nearly $200 over 1882, The weekly plate collections
were §576, an increase of over $50, and after paying
all debts aud charges there remained a balance of

.nearly $280. The managers presented the minister

with $100 on behalf of th: congregation at Christmas
and his salary has now been increased to $1,400, A
large pipe organis being constructed for the congre-
sration to cost $1,200, and is expected to be completed
by April next.  During the year the manse has been
completed, the cost including land, outbuildings, etc.,
being about $6,000, The congregation is in 2 most
prosperous state.

THE first annual meeting of the congregation of
Kuoox Church. Calgary, was held lz<t Wednesday
evening. The meeting was well attended, and al-
though the business of the congregation was the chief
object of the meeting, a pleasant, social and profitable
evenirg was passed, The refreshments provided by
theladies of the congregation were duly appreciated by
all present, while they stayed for a time the hearing of
reparts and motions. The principal business trans-
acted was the electing of managers, trustees and aud-
itors, with the hearing of reports, The financial re-
port of the congregation was very encouraging Thig
report extended over the first seven months of the
history of the Presbyterian cause at Calgary. During
this time, $1,702.30 bas been contributed.to the funds
of the congregation by the members, adherents and
fricnds in Calgary. We have here a vein of the libaral
splrit of western communities; a liberality we trust
that shail only increase in every good cause with the
temporal advancement of sll who have, and shall in
the future, settle in our promising city. The congre-
gation decided to hold a social at an early date. The
arrangements for this bave bean left in the hands of
the managers. At the close of the meeting, Major
‘Walker, on behalf of the ladies of the congregation,
presented the Rev. A . Robertson with a fur coat, cap
and gauntlets, accompanied by = well filled purse.
The receiver replied, thanking tbe I2dies for the vala-
abls present, and kind recognition of his labours.
The friends then dispersed, and many of them will zo
doubt retnin pleasant remembrances of the first an-
nunal meeting of the congregation, while they will look
forward with interest to the regular annual meeting
of this, the first congregation in Calgary.
