the wtroduction of party feeling as a
factor in the fizht.  Polticians do not like probibation, and
the plebiscite will be so conditioned that the real voice of
the country may not be arrived at, unless the campaign be
nanaged wah discretion, and side issucs  suppressed.
Already campaign literature has made its appearance and
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one leaflet contains a number of suggestions as to how the
shrinkage of revenue that would be caused by prohibition
would be met.  Without entening into the merits of the
various plans suggested, the wisdom of bringing forward
direct taxation as one method of meeting the revenue may
be questioned. Direct taxation need certainly not be a
result of prohibition and one of the most effective weapons
that will be used agamnst prolibwtion will be the danger of
direct taxation.  For the Prohibitionists themselves, there-
fure to inddude this method among the pussible ones is
surely a mistake to remedy which steps ought to be taken
without delay.

Another unfortunate suggestion from the same source is
‘a tax of vae kalf ceat per pouad on sugar seven ceats per
An poung on tea, coffee and cocoa, and six-

Obvious teen cents per pound on tobacco, levied
Blundear. on the quantities of these articles now
used' Whoever is responsible for the publication of this

leaflet with such stupid suggestions ought to be curbed for
the future, Prohibitionists are not called upon to finance
the country.  That is the work of the Dominion Government
and no more deadly blow can be levelled at prohibition than
an agaation on the lines here suggested, the taxing of staple
foods. Such a course may possibly suit the government,
for while the temperance people continie to fight over details
the government may idly look on. The duty of Prohibi-
tionists, however, is to assert their priaciples and to enforce
their views on the country should they prove to be ina
majonty ; 1t is clearly for the government of the day to
arrange the details as best they may ; not for the populace.

We obscrve that Archbishop Bruchesi has marked his
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assumption of the Montreal See sy pointing out two things
that are desirable among the English-speaking Catholics of
his Dhocese, a Catholic ugh school and a Catholic journal,
as a protection for the faith. “Fhe laity support the clergy
in generously maintaining the church organs and the service
thus rendered to the church is considerable.  As a rule
protestant ministers do not come torward with a kind word
for the religious press that scrve the protestant churches,
nor do they often press the claims of the church papers on
their people.  Sometimes, indeed, a preacher can be found
who considers it his duty to impress on his hearers the fact
that hic church  has no interest in religious papers and is
responsible for no church organ except the Record or what-
ever name the oflicial bulletin issued by his church may
happen to go by.  Yet no preacher in the land reaches so
many people as the weekly religious journal whose effi rts
ought the rather to be encouraged than discountenanced
by the average minister, whose true ally 1t is.
THE VIA MEDIA.
Wl’. do not favor pessitisin nor optimism. ‘The mean
hetween is the safe way. To prepare for danger is
often the best way to avert it altogether, and in the battle
with sin, it is not always a sign of strength to boast of
unwon victorics.  Better 10 ook the worst fairly in the face
and prepare for it.  To the keen toiler it is an inspiration
to sce the bright side of things ; so, to the faithful worker in
the Lord's vineyard, the victory over sin, the joy of hving
ncar to Christ—rich Chustian caperience is a reward which
no overhanging cloud of givom can long obscure. It is the
privilege of the believer to wxercise a hope for the ameliora-
tion of mankind which none other can.

A unique
figure was his in the affairs of the Umted Siates, and his
fluence was not bounded by the boundaries of his country.
s name and sayings were fanmdiar in the houscholds of
Great Brittan and her dependencies.  Has carcer has been
an inspiration to many a weary soldier in the crusade against
cvil, and s counsel a guide to the promoters of social and
temperance reform.

General Daw was a native of Maine and was born at
Portland 1 18%03.  He became mayor of his native town 1n
1851 and then began his acive work as a temperance re-
former, resulting in the carrying of the prohibition law for
the S:ate of Mame. s fame as an orator, as a soldicr, as
a practical man of business was such that he was invited by
the temperance people of Great Britain to vistt them and
lend his assistance 1o their cause.  He responded, and the
visit was twice repeated with exceedingly good results.  He
became a candidate for President of the United States n
1850 on the National Probibition ticket recewving 10 503
vates anly. for seatunent was no fpe. s cand daware
did much o arouse the then Iatent fecing and the impulse
miven has not yet passed away.  He has spoken and written
on teaperance as fow have had the abilty to doy, and his
influence, as has been said, has been widely felt.

Uo 10 the Jast he setamned s mental vigor and lus

pliysical powers were well preserved untit a short time
ago. [t was only about a week before his death that he
was compelled to remain in bed and even then he conversed
intelligeatly with his family and friends. His end was
peaceful, hi< faith being constant, “This is the end, and
it is all right* were about the veteran Christian's last
words.

RELIGIOUS TEACHING IN THE SCHOOLS.

S a result of the refusal of the Toroato Public School
! Board to grant hall an hour from the regular school
hours for religious teaching by the Anglican clergymen ot .
the city, Rev. Dr. Langtry fears an agitation will spring
up in his church for separate Anglican schools. It is to be
hoped he over-cstimates the opinion in favor of Anglican
Schools, and that we are not on the eve of an agitation such
as he toresces.  The request of the T'oronto Diocese involved
dufficult points. Half an hour in the morning would not be
tov much time for religious teaching, but the teaching should
not be by .\nglicans only. If the I'rotestant demominations
were to make common cause and devise a plan by which
the teaching could b2 carried out atisfactory to all con-
cerned, it is not too much to believe that the Public School
Board would yet grant ths nceded permission. To this
end it is to b: hoped fresh effort wi'l be directed. The
outhreak of an agitation for Separate Schools would but
delay measures which in the opinion of liberal thinking
educationists would be found both practicable and adequate,
It1s well that the Anglican Church should do what it can
to reach uts children 1n the public schools, for no thoughttul
student of present conditions will deny the vital importance
of rehgious teaching, yet the very object they have in view
will be deleated unless thz co-opcration of the sister
churches ba obtained, and we believe negotiations on a
broad basis would bring such co-operation into existence.

THE QUEEN AND CHRISTIANITY.

TRIBUTE to Queen Victoria by a Buffalo Presby-

terian minister has been given unusual prominence by
the press of Canada and the United States. During this
jubilee year many kind and flattering references were made
to the Queen by writers and speakers in the Uanited States.
‘I'hey were taken as so many compliments without deep
meaning, but now that the celebrations have passed, Mr.
Burnet Wright's words have produced quite an impression.
F'or one thing they were unexpect.d. Unfortunately we
have not been led to expect kind words from the United
States, for our neighbors do not love us nor our British con-
ncction, and no small courage was required in speaking of
the British Queen and country as Mr. Wright has done.
He finds a connection between Her Majesty’s long reign
and the working out of two special providences, viz:
* the restoration of the faith, and the recognition of woman.
In order that this ceniury might see the restoration of the
faith, the Lard Almighty has kept under that fierce light
that beats upon a throne for more than half a century 2
grand woman whase public acts have won the admiration
and acclaim of all the world, and whose private life has
been like a perpetual banediction upan her people.”

Mr. Waght retrospectively showed how in the past,
rulers interrupted the march ot Christianjty, and how Qucen
Victoria had all her life acted the Christian monarch,

 History tclls us ™ he said ¢ that she spent the entire
first day of her reign upon her knecs in prayer for the
guidance of herself and the preservation and happiness of
her subjects, and trom that day untl this, this greatest and
best of all the rulers of the carth has kept her trust in her
G)d, and has been actuated in every official and private act
hy a noble Christian spirit, until tales of her charity and
sympathy and love fill the British Isles from shore to shore.
And I belive to-day that in no other land—and I say it
with shame and sorrow for iny own country—deocs the spirit
ot prayer and faith cxist so gencrally as it does in British
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Isles. and I know that no single influence has done so much
to bring about this state of things i England as has that of
the noble Christian life of the Queen, a disciple and a
sovereign called by God as truly as was King David.”

A BRIGHT OUTLOOK.
N connection with the forthcoming wectings of the
Woman's Christian Temperance Union Miss Irances
2. Willard estimates the success of the Union as follows :—--
** We can say that there never were so many men or women
who practiced total abstinence ; never so many young men
who thought it manly to do so ; never so many children
who are being systematically taught that alcohol is an
clement wholly foreign to the human organism and harmful
to it always ; never such a stirring up against the use of
tobacco brought about largely by the anxicty of parents who
see their boys going to 1uin by way of the noxious cigarette ;
never so many who believed that a white life for two should
e insisted on not only in individual conduct but by means
of custom in society and prohibition in the State.  Longand
laborous has been the night but auroral gleams now light
up the horizon—the harbingers of that better day when the
people having delivered themselves from the bondage of
the drink habit will be strong cnough to nise in their might
and with vigor and without violence possess themselves of
their Beautiful Kingdom. ‘U'tus is always the prediction of
Christianity, it will be the fact of the comng generation.

WIDOWS AND ORPHANS.
IMHE sympathies of the Church will surely respond to the
appeal on behalf of the Ministers’ Widows' and
Orphans’, just issucd by the Committee. The collection
will be made on the 37th of this month, and it is hoped
that at least $10,300 will be raised to meet the requirements
of the Fund. It s pointed out that a large number of con
gregations altogether fail to contribute to this I'und. Now,
this is to be greatly regretted, fur every congregation in the
Church ought as a matter of loyalty and duty give some-
thing, however small, to cvery fund sanctioned by the
General Assembly.  We know that many struggling con-
gregations find it diflicult to finance for their own ‘mme-
diate wants, but even in such cases there is a supreme duty
to the Church which ought not to be neglected.  Preshy-
terianism demands a more extended interest i the Church’s
work than that which is merely congregational and in no
way can this interest be better shown than by contributing
more or less—let it be cver so litle—to all the Church
Schemes. The plea for the widows and orphans will not
be made in vain, and a little pressure by the ministers on
Sabbath first we feel sure would result in a very liberal
collection.
OPENING OF THE COLLEGES.
L:\S’l‘ week was given over to thestudents in the collegiate
centres of Canada.  The vanous faculties of the uni-
versitics were opened for class wotk, and the theological
seminaries began their sessions.  Student hfe is attractive
in its cssential self and the hospitalities afforded by the
opening of many kind homes to the socicty of the young
men and women who are for the time being away from therr
own homes add greatly not only to the charm, but to the
value of the academic covrse. The hospitably inchned
can do wuch for the student and wise entertamment will
always be a pleasant and profitable memory to look back to.
The Revikw goes to press early in the week in order
that readers Living m the far west—and we are glad to
number them by the many hundreds in our distant provinces
—may get their copies on the week of publication, and con
scquently we must postpone until next week an extended
notice of the I'resbytersan Colleges. At Knox College,
yesterday, the Rev. Principal Caven was supported by a
large number of the leaders of the Church in Ontario, and
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the procecdings were of great interest. The opemng
address was delivered by the Rev, 'rofessor Ballantyne,
and was a master-picce in style and substance.  Knox
College 15 justly proud of the two yeung professors added
last year to the staff.  Last year Professor Robinson won
his way to the hearts-of the people by his single address,
and this year Mr. Ballantyne has more than sustained the
highest expectations formed of him. Such men are a real
strength to the Church at large as well as to the college
they are more particularly identificd with, and that the
utmost confidence in them prevails is a matter to be
sincerely thank(ul for.

THE HONAN MISSION.

\, EETINGS to say fecewell to missionaries bound for
l theforeign field, whete, not only strange conditions
of life, but also bodily danger have to be encountered,
often leave as deep an impression on those who remain

N (NN behind as on  those who go
SR way, To the missionary the
memory will be helpful when he
plods on weary and alone in his
hard but chosen field. To the
interested spectator the cere-
mony sometimes becomes =1
means of grace also, deepening
his interest in the Lord’s work
abroad, inspiring prayers and
offerings at the Foreign Mission
shrine. Hundreds of devoted
Christians will testify to this
experience, recalling the cunsecration and departure of
men such as Dr. MacKay of Formosa, and others.

Such memories were renewned at the notable fare-

well meeting in Toronto when * godbye ™ was said to
the Rev. Murdoch MacKenzie, - o
Dr. Percy Leshe, and the Rev.
John Griffith before leaving for
Honan, to which brief reference
was made in last week's Revikw
These three men have made tor
themselves a unique place 1n
the affections of the church,
the first by his years ot labor in
the field and his personality,
the other two by the devotion
with which they are entering
upon their life work. Their
addresses were characteristic.  Mr. MacKenzie as,
having had eight years service spoke with kaowledge
of the work in Honan. The missionaries, he said,
aspired to the establishing of a native church and in
furthering cuch a glorious aim
Canada was singularly privi-
leged. His burning words, com-
ing with the sanctified unction
of  life consecrated ta Christ,
will bear precious fruit. Dr.
Perey Leshie’s appeal for the sym-
pathy of the Chnrch at home will
not go unheard.  He enters onhis
work well cqupped professionally,
and imbucd with the true mission-
ary spant. The Rev John Gnffh
is a graduate of Knox College, and
overcame what secemed at one time msuperable difliculues
to tis going abroad as a missionary.  His deternimation
has called forth the admuration of all those who know the
arcumstances, and s successful cfforts are regarded as
quite providential.

1 beg leave through the pages of the Prusnvrerian
Ruvigw to rectify certain inaccuracies in the claborate
report of the Committee on Statistics presented by the
venerable convener of said committee to the General
Assembly which met in Winnipeg last June, and to
which my attention was called at the meeting of our
Presbytery in Kingston on the 21st inst.

They will be found in the very erroneous comparisons
set forth on pages 313 and 314 of the appendices to the
Assembly Minutes of 187, under the heading Synod of
Toronto and Kingston, beginming with the words :—
“ The Presbytery of Kingston contains 45 churches or
stations, etc., etc,” All that follows with reference to
the Presbytery of Kingston professes to set forth certain
comparisons between the condition of things reported
in 1895, and the reports of 15y6.  The comparisons are
fallacious simply because a common measure has not
been applied.

A note appended to the statistical report of 1895
(Minutes of Assembly 18,0, page lii., appendix No. 20)
states ;—** From the mission stations not in charge of
ordained missionaries Lo returns have been received
other than those furmshed by the Home Mission Com-
mittee, although every cffort has been put torth to secure
such returns as are required by the Assembly's Com-
mittee on Statistics and Finance.” The returns from
mission stations under the charge of ordained wission-
aries are included with those of the regular charges
reporting, and the number of churches and statiens,
including these, total bo.

For the year 18ub (seec Minutes of Assembly 157,
appendices pages 374-37y) full reports were received
from every settled charge and fromall the mission stations
in charge of ordained missionaries, with the exception
of one or two who had been recently appointed (the fact
in each case being set forth in a foot note). The grand
total cf churches and stations is set forth not as 43, being
a decrease of 15; but rather 82, or an increase of 22, as
compared with the 05 reporting in 1893. .

A closer examination of the statistical report from
the Presbytery of Kingston for the year, as printed in
the appendix to Assembly Minutes 15y7, will show that
not only has a fuller return been presented than ever
before, but that a more accurate classification has been
presented than in previous years, and more accurate
than that presented still by other Presbyteries, which
like that of Kwgston have numerous mission fields
within their bounds. .

The names of the ordained missionaries laboring
within the bounds are given, as are the names of pro-
fessors, agents of the church, etc., in order of seniority
of ordination, among the constituent members of Pres-
bytery, but the reports from the stations to which the
ordained missionaries have been appointed are given
with the reports from mission stations. Thus all the
mission stations are shown, and the character of the
supply—whether by ordained missionary or student—is
set forth.

Applying a common measure to the reports of 18935
and 18y0, 1 beg to submit the following in lieu of the
comparisons framed by the Convener of the Assembly’s
Committee on Statistics, and published on pages 313 and
314 appendices to Assembly Minutes of 1897 +—

The Presbytery of Kingston contains N2 (not 33)
churches or stations forming or connected with pastoral
charges and mission ficlds, an increase of 22 (not a
decreasc of . 5) on the number reported in 1893,

In these there are 15,445 (not 14,425) sittings, an
increase of S23 (not a decreaseof 110) ; 2,817 (not 2,410)
families, an increase of 2491 (not a decrease of 110) ; o2
{not 4;70) singzle persons, an increase of 7g (not a decrease
of 47) : 5,209 (not (4,574) communicants, an increase of
474 (not a decrease of 150).  There is no reduction in
the number of churches and stations, but a very satis-
factory increase in the number rcporting, to which
cxpress reference was made by the report, the effect of
which was plainly visible on all the other cntries as
reported.

On profession of their faith 320 (aot 279) were

received to the privilege of merr bers in full standing, an
increase of 41 (not 44), and on certificate 1¢w) (vot 155)
an increase of 3 (not a decrease of o).

But why should [ ask the editor to wearily plod
through a correction of all the crrors in detail?  Your
readers who are interested in the matter can by a com-
parison of the reports, for themselves, eastly learn that
instead of retrogression there has been advance along
the whole line.

The financial comparison on page 325 (appendices to
Assembly's Minutes of 18y7) is eqnally fallacious and for
the same reason, viz . that the reports compared do not
cover the same ground.

Dr. Torrance states:—** The 45 churches in the
Presbytery of K:ngston contributed $23.193, a decrecase
of $1,144 to stipend ; $48,90y, a decrease of $41,932 to
all strictly congregational objects; $7,997, an increase
of $1,605 to the Schemes of the Church; $61,193, a
decrease of $40,1235 to all purposes.”

Instead of the toregoing I beg to submit the following
amended statement :—The regular charges and mission
stations reporting in the Presbytery of Kingston contri-
buted $25,04% for stipend, an increase, as compared
with those reporting in 18435, of $1,311.  To all strictly
congregational ubjects $52,392, a decrease of $3%,449,
from amount reported in 155, yet an increase of more
than $y,000 over the average amount contributed for
such purposes during the previous 1o years. To the
Schemes of the Church $8,157, being an increase of
$1,825. To all purposes $63,758, being an increase of
more than $10,000 over the average of the preceeding
10 years, though a decrease of $35.540 from the amount
reported for all purposes in 1%,5, the decrease being
accounted for by the unusually large sum spent in 18935
to replace churches destroyed by fire, $34,048 being
reported as spent for that purpose by St. Andrew's
church, Belleville, and over $6,000 hy St. Peter’s church,
Madoc.

As Clerk of the Presbytery of Kingston and Convener
of its Committee on Statistics and Finance, I am
responsible for the returns forwarded to the Assembly's
Committee from our Presbytery, and have labored
zealously to secure as full and accurate returns as
possible. The returns forwarded last year, were the
fullest ever obtained—all the settled charges and most
of the mission fields reporting.

Although a member of the Assembly's Committes, 1
am not responsible for the manipulation by that Com-
mittee of the returns received from Presbyteries, as |1
have never seen the reperts until submitted to the
Assembly or printed in the appendices to the minutes.
To avoid the annoyances arising from unduly multiply-
ing the number of schedules seat out, I have urged, but
hitherto ia vain, that concerted action be taken by the
Assembly’s Committee on Statistics and the Home
Mission Committee with a view to frame such a schedule
as may elicit all the information re statistics and finance
that may be required by both committees, and that such
schedules be sent out by the Convener of the Presby-
tery's Home Mission Committee, and returned to him
duly filled up for his use and that of the Committee on
Statistics. The proper filling up of such schedule, for
use in our mission fields could be made imperative upon
the ordained missionary or student supplying the field.

1 am not, 1 confess, an enthusiast in the matter of
gathering and printing statistics, either in the political
or ecclesiastical realm, although 1 faithfully endeavor to
supply such information in this respect as is required
both by the State and the Church. With the great
body of my co-presbyters throughout the wide extent of
out Church, however, 1 admire the extraordinary talent
as a statistician possessed by Dr. ‘Porrance, and often
wonder how he has escaped transportation 1o Ottawa,
and incarceration in the department buildings there as
chief statistician for the Dominion. Even under such
an expert as Dr. Torrance, however, the figures may
unintentionally become so mixed as to become a delu.
sion. I leading members of the Presbytery of Kingston
were deceived by the comparisons set forth in the
Assembly's report on Statistics and Finance, as was the
case, it may readily be supposed that the impression
may prevail elsewhere and throughout the Church that
the Presbytery of Kingston is retrograding all along the
line in its operations. 1 have, therefore, to ask as a



favor that you publish in full this communication,
although it is somewhat longer than { should perhaps,
ask space for.

A HOPEFUL OUTLOOK.
Rev. Dr. Cliffora Discusscs Roligious and Ecolcsiastical

Quostions.

Rev. Dr. Chfford. ot Westbourne Chapel, London,
England, passed thro gh Canada on his way home from
a tour around the world. At Montreal he was inter-
viewed by a Witness reporter and gave expression to his
opinions on several important questions, Dr. Clifford
is an active force in London life and his views are based
on a wide experience of the conditions prevailing in the
Eaglish metropolis.

SUCCESSFUL AGENCIES AT WORK.

Asked whether the world 1s growng better. Dr.
Clifford replied :
‘* Better ; yes, growing better all the time. That is

what I have seen ; that is what I know. ‘There is evil,
and their will be evil, I suppose, as long as we are men.
But note this, there never was in the history of the
world so mauy agencies for the amelioration of unhappy
conditions and relations, for the coping with every form
of evil, for the building up of character. Not only
multiplication, but adaptation to the need. 'rhat is the
remarkable thing. The agencies are suited. They are
more permanent and effective. They are more in
earnest. Now, coincident with all this, there is the
evidence of evil. But the good prevails against it.
The good restricts the evil ; keeps it in check. , More-
over, there is a large note of equity being struck all
over the world. More and more the appeal 1s to
righteousness. The desire for right and equitable
relations ever grows."”
THE SUPREME TEST.

*“Do you find that the appeal is to dogma or to
ethics as the supreme test ? '’ was next asked, and the
reply was equally emphatic:

‘“The test to-day is not any longer dogma, except
in those quarters in which the derire is to buttress up
priestism and priestcraft; the test is character and
manhood. This is in keeping with the new Testament
teaching. Christ demanded, not a dogma, but a
character. Thisis what I have been preaching. The
world—that is to say, considered in the large aspect—
is coming to this position—character and conduct—this,
in the last analysis, is the test of Christianity. Now,
men are more and more willing to range themselves
under this standard. The appeal is ethical at last—no
longersit believed that dogma can ever be the final test.”

REGIME OF PRIESTISM

A significant utterance of Dr. Clifford’s was on the
tendency of High Churchism towards Rome :—

“ The High Church Party in the English Church of
England have long desired to exalt dogma for the sake
of conserving their cwn power. Hundreds of churches
in the national establishment to-day have so exalted
ritual and dogma that they are Romanist 1n all but the
acknowledgement of the supremacy of the Pape. They
have tried to introduce the Apostles’ Creed in the state
schools. We have fought against that—that is to say
—the Union of the Free Churches of which I am the
incoming President—and we will ultimately triumph
over this attempt to get in the thin edge of the wedge
of dogma. The High Church Party is in alliance with
the Roman Catholics, and the latter have the support
of the Irish members in the House of Commons, but the
Nonconformist and Puritan sentiment of the people has
to be reckoned with. I predict that the next twenty-
five years will, religiously speaking, be a critical period
in Eoglish history. The High Church Party are
determined to leave no stone unturned to bring in the
regime of priestism ; but there is a puritan sentiment
amongst the people which, when aroused, will give a
good account of itself.”

In describing municipal life in England Dr. Clifford
said there was a high standard of honor maintained and
they did not know much about corrupt practices by
public bodies. Oantario’s system he greatly admired,
and earnestly hoped that Canada would not follow the
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footsteps of the United States in erecting colossal
monopolies.  In that country, though religion and
politics are free ; but industry 1s still in the feudal state.
“ The United States, at this late day, is still feudalized,
industrially speaking. ‘The contrast betwcen the
wealthy corporation and the masses dependent upon it
for the right to labor is apallingly sharp.” He forsees a
time when the wage system wiil have to give place to
collectivism. ¢ Not immediately, of course. [t took
centuries to abolish feudalism in LEuropean countries,
it may take centuries yet to abolish the wage system.
But abolished I think it will be.”

DISAPPOINTMENT.

The first dcep impression of the UUnseen Power
comes to many from disappointment, A young man of
brains and industry is apt to fancy that Z¢ can arrange
his own carcer. Like the youth who met St Philp
Neri and made so artless a disclosure of his hopes, he
has the whole route mapped out from stage to stage.
The plan of campaign seems to promise certain victory,
Each step on the ladder appears inevitable. Then, after
part of the scheme has been successfully carried out,
there comes an astonishing fmlure. A step in the
ladder suddenly gives way. Yet all he seems to require
and to insure success ; all the conditions are there, and
nothing has been forgotten. Nothing, that is to say,
but God !

A FATAL OMISSION.

The young schemer has left out of his account a
tremendous factor. God has not been “in all his
thoughts.” He has said, “I «ill do this, 1 will win
that other ; hard work will do it; brains will do it."
And he has put forth his utmost powers, such as have
commanded reward on former occasions. But the
Unseen Hand steals out of darkuess, and thrusts back
the eager, confident aspirant; nay, perhaps hurls him
to the ground, Then he lies bruised and beaten, and,
above-all, perplexed  \What has done it? he asks, still

refusing to think of any but material causes. He goes
over the facts again and again. ‘1 was the best
student, yet another has taken the medal. 1 was the

strongest candidate, but my rival had a large majority.
I never worked harder or better in my life, and I shou/d
have gotit! Everybody said 1 was sure to succeed,
It is perfectly inexplicable.”” And so on, perhaps for
weeks or months, with the heavy aching sense of
undescrved failure. It 1s a common mistake to think
that a beaten man feels better when he can assure him-
self that he ought to have won. Alas, there is just the
sting! To hear from all around you that you were
certainly the most deserving applicant for some post
which you have not gained, is that a consolation? Is
it not rather a deep wound? Even Shakespeare may
be respectfully challenged here—-
“'Tja not in tortals to command euccess ;
Bat we'll do moro, Sempronius, wu'll deserve it,”
Is it really more? Is merit more consolatory than
success? The successful man at all events will not
grudge such comfort. But surely, to have lost a thing
which you deserved to win, and which, therefore, was
by all rules of justice yours, fills the mind with bitter
amazement. A young man thus tried is apt to rush
into cheap cynicism, and vex all who are his best friends
by exhibitions of temper and petulant conceit. And
there i~ nothing sadder than the disappeinted man who
mopes and grumbles away the rest of his lite. Let me
add, there is also nothing more tedious, even to one's
dearest, than such incessant complaints.  If you wish
people to flec away from you as a bore, if you would
have smiles die away at the sight of your discontented
face, then be a grumbler and a cynic.
THE PEACEABLE FRUIT.

But there is a better way than this. Let disappoint-
ment lead us to God, by reminding us that we are in
Kis hands, not in ovr own. This would be a **peace-
able fruit” to grow upon the branches of a beaten life,
When we feel the firm hand repulsing us from some
desire that was dear to us, let us wstantly recognize it
as the Hand of God.  And then we shall not resist what
we kaow to be the Irresistible.  We shail not stand
angrily amazed and bitter of heart; but we shall fall
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down before the invisible Power thus ordering our path
through thorns and briers.  So, through thwarted ams,
there may come a deeper sense of God's presence.

OUR LIGHT AFFLICTION,

After all, if we had been successful, would it have
oeen so great a matter? Look at the winner himself.
How often 1s he to be really envied? Many such
victories are wurse than defeats, so far as a man’s moral
growth and strength are concerned. The aftliction is
light compared with the weight of character and useful-
ness which the disappvinted man may obtain. May
we nct say, as we think of our experience ‘I had not
known God unless 1 had known failure. 1 had not
learned humihty, unless 1 had been chastized by dis-
appointments. Success would have hardened ; adversity
will soften my proud heart. I never could have sympa-
thised with the unsuccessful, unless I had been one of
them.” This frame of mind is partly what the apostle
means by looking af the unseen, which he declares to be
eternal.  Yes, heaven’s courts themselves shall resound
with the confessions of multitudes of the disappointed—
“jt was good for us that we were aflhicted ! For,
through much tribulation, we are here! ™

FIRST IMPRESSIONS OF THE MEXICAN PEOPLE.

Dariog the few months only that I have boen in Mexico, writes
AMra, Vanderbilt to Woman Work for Woman, I have become
better acquminted with people of the poorer olasses and their
manrer of hving than with those of the upper olasses. I have
mude the acquaintance, howevoer, of two or threo of tho richer
farmlies here 1w Zitaouaro, and find that their style of dress wud
living differs very littlo from onre. 1a what follows I shall rofer
to :be poorer clasees.

The firat thing that impressed mo about this people was the
abacnce of cleanlincas, (o into their homes and one will ind
there besides the family, dogs, cats, pigs, and ohickens, These all
live together in ore small room. A friend of mine, who has juet
roturned from a missionary tour in some of the remoter parts of
the countey, tolls of staying over might in a homo where sixteen
people slept in one swmall room. The personal appearance of the
people corresponds with their surroundiage. Outside of the little
group of obarch members, a olean garment is s decided rarisy.
Ono little gizl who comes bogging to our honae, wears nothing bat
8 skirt and a slecveless waist which aro the color of the dirt in the
road. Her hair is matted as if it had nover known the presence ot
a comb, and tho original color of her fuco can only be gaessed at.
The people are very worldly. Saunday ia the great warket.day of
the week. All stores are opou., Some of our church membera
keep their stores open, Not lonyg ayo, ove of the most active of
them camo to charch {romn murket, where he had just bought two
live chickens for dinoor. Their legs were tied togesher, and ho
placed thom under the scat with bis hat.

There ure many strang- and 8ad thinga in these Mexican homes.
Liviog acroes tho strees from u3 18 a fawmily consisting of father,
mothor, aod three children. Tho paronts had been living together
for at least fourteen yeaca, but it was only a fow weeks ago tbat
they decided to get married. Tho wedding celebration must have
been an elaborato affair, for it began early one morning and lasted
uotil the next moraning. The house was closzed so we conld sce
nothing, bat we could hear mush loud laughter, and the music
which au orchestra kept np during all that time.

I have been informed that not one half of the poor class in
Mexico are leg«dly married.

When wo hid not been hero many weoks, one day there came to
oar home two men who wished to boreow ton dollara for theatrioal
purposes. Ol coucso wo refused to lond. Ia a few days they re
tarned saying they would like to borrow some money with which
to parchaso their dianer.  Me. Vanderbily said ho conld not give
them tho money but he would go with them to a hotel and juve
them theic dinner. Bat * no, ™ they would bs ** ashamed to have
their feicnde know shoy woro obliged to bog.” After this, they
triod soveral auliomes 0 obtain money from us, the last time thoy
had a Spanish Biblo to scll. ‘T'his is oaly one of mnoy like ex
perionces that wo havo had,

Qa the other hand, I think I have never had 8o mach cordiality
shown mo as since 1 have been here. Qae ia nlways met with a
hearty handahake uni plessant words. The Mexicans are vory
kind and warm-h:arted. A moro jolly, sood-natared people it
woald bs hard to tind, Thero 18 much love botween husband and
wifo and especial.y botween parcute and children.  1s is a common
sight, when 1 tako my daily walks and pass the hittlo homes, Lo seo
Ia hers ontsido p'aying with their children.

Tacao characicrishics have alrendy impressed mo, bat gvery
day roveala somcthing new conceraing the pooploe.
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THE BIBLE CLASS.

THE SUPREMACY OF OHRIST.
{For Oct, 17th.=—Selections from Ephesians and Colossians.®)
BY PHILIP A, NORDKLL, D.b,

Tho Jipistles to tbe Coloesiana and to the Ephesiana woro
clearly written within & shors time of each othor. But the order
in which they weze written, and tho place from whioh ihey wero
sont {s pot certaioly known. Somo leading oritics have argred
thas they muat have been written during Paz’a imprieonment at
Cisarea, but the majority with greater probability asszibnte them
to tho first Roman imprisomment. Bome give tho priority to the
Epistle to tho Ephesians, but the fuot thas tho arguments advanced
in the Epistle to the Colossiang aro carried to thoir logioal con-
clusion in the Lphesian lotter scems to iodicate that thia was
intended to supplement the othor, and henco was written later, It
is not oertain even that the lotter known as the Epistle to the
Fphesiana was addreased exclusively to that chureh, It is incom-
prehensible that aletler intended for a church where Paal had
Iabored longer than in any other place, and where he had a host of
friends, should not contain a single porsonsal salutation, nor even a
bin$ that she writer is personally acquainted with his readers.
Perbaps the most probable explanation is that the letter, while
sent in the firet place to the church in Kphesus, and hence so
named, was really intended a8 a circular letter for all the churches
in that region, and designed to foreetall any possitle misohiet from
tko hercay which had broken out at Colosse.

TIE COLOBSTAN HERESY,

The crror which disturbed the church in Colosse was one
symptom of that wide-spread intelleotual ferment which character-
ized the early conturies. Oriental theosophy, Jewish philosophy,
and Esscnioasoeticism were commingled with Christian teachings
in fantastio forma that captivated the igonort.nt and anthinking by
promising brilliant intellectual illumination and immenss spiritual
power to those who were initiated into its mysteries. It was an
incipient form of Gnoaticism, that alluring but dangerous horesy
which in the second contury almost strangled Christianity, It did
this by degrading the Lord Jesne Christ from the¢ placa He occu-
pies in Chrnietian thonght, to an inferior rank among a series of
1wons or emanations from a deity xemoved at an inconveinable dis-
tanos from the creatod nuiverse. Not only was Christ robbed of
His dignity and glory as the unique 8on of God, bus His entire
redemptive work was made of no effect by a false and prep- sterous
theory of the eascntial aud inherent evil nature of matter. 1{ evil
pertains to the material body rather than to the disposition ol the
heart and inclination of the will, it followed of course that an
atonement for sin was a superflaous absurdity, and that sin conld
be conquared only by subduing and morsilfying the natural instinots

of the body.
TUE SUFREMAtLY U} CHRIST AS CRKATOL.

This dangerous heresy P’aul endeavosnd to countersot in tho
Epistle to tho Colossians by sstting forth the true natare, diznity
and work of Christ, He shows that as the Son of God Cbrist
ococupies no gcoondary rank, but is in all respects tho equal of the
invisible God of whom lle 18 the visible image; that in Him,
through Him, and unto Him the entire universe has been oreated ,
that He cxisted beforo all thiogs, Himael! unoreated and eternal ;
that in Him all thinge consist, being upheld by is wiedom and
omnipotence ; and that it is absurd for those who bave been
illuminated by the Goapel, which ia a rovelation of God and from
God through Him in whom all fulness of divinity dwells, to seek
superior light from those who have nothing to offer bat their own
orude conceits. The conaequence of adopting such errora is nct
larger knowledge but meantal darkuess, not freedom from sin but
bondage to its power, pot an atiainment of porfection bat the loss
of overy moral and spiritual advantage communicable by Him
alons who has power to quicken those who are doad in trespasses
and sin. It is tho substitution of human speoulations, moral cor-
raption, and spiritual death for the immovable trnthe of a divine
revelation, the righteousnoas which wins divino acceptance, and
the oternal life which 18 God's gifs to all who believe in Ilis Son
and who honor Him.

TUE SUPREMACY OF CHRIST AS SAVIOUR.

As Christ’s creativo work makas Him anpreme in the universe,
20 His redemptivo work muakes Him sapromo in the charch, He
is Hoad over all. The church is His body which e directs and
throogh which Ho acompliehes His purpose ** to reconcile all things
unto Himsel!, having made peaco throngh the blood of 11is cross,”
This side of tho poreonal dignity and work of Christ, treated to
some oxtent in the Epistlo to the Colossiane, is presented more

This being made known to
the chicf captain ho commanded that he should be sent under a
strong guard to Civsarea, where Felix the Roman governor at that
time had his headquarters. After five days Paul's accusers,
Apanias, the high prieat, and his elders, camo to Civsarea and
appearcd againat him. before the Governor. In our present lesson
wo have Paul's defence.

There are some daties tho olaim of which can neither be ceeply
felt nor olearly seen until they are taken quite out of the light of
Time aund circumetances, and pliced in tho light of judgment and
eternity. And we ourselves mast oarry them there, and romain
with them, and look at them, and allow them to make all theic
appeals direct to onr conccience, Conscience is very prono to
warp and prevarioats here; and thero is muoh plausibility in ite
mode of evading public duty in the Church. [ mesn by pablio
duiy our obligation to be usefal in some way in the Charch we
belong unto. Now, although all the force and fears of our con-
goience may be in joint array agajnss our becominy blote on the
oharacter of the Charch, we may not be sudiciently aware nor
alraid of the sinfaloess of remsining blanks init, We may even
be tempted to think, that the sure way of not becoming a blot is to
remain a blank in all things, but in attendance on ite ordinances,
and to contribute to its suppors.

We are often tempted to say, what good could we do with our
poor qualifications? We might hinder rather than help. Oar
proper line is—to get all the good we cav, and to try how good we
can be. Thus we are inclived to scttle the matter, and evcn to

> think this settlement of it very conscientious on our part.

But will the Judge settle it in this way. Yes, could we our-

" selves settle it thus, it we had tho judgment seat vividly present to
i our thoughts. Let ustry. I place mysell befors ¢* the great white

throne;” I sappose myaelf allowed to oreep to the *¢ right-hand,” I
ventare to look round apon my redsemed brethern; I am glad to
ces 80 many ; but no one beyond my own family seems to know
me; and yet, I see some of my old neighbors, and they are casting
gratefal looks of recognition towards more than my pastor, but
how they wero led to hear him, or becoms acqusinted with any of
his people, T know not.

None whom wo might
have counselled? Nono whom we might have drawn under the
Gospel? Wo wore afraid, or ashamed, or negligent while they
wers on earth.

13at could we besonow? Oh! neither shame nor sloth counld
keep us silont, nor fear hold no back, il we were called or allowed
to rush across the space which divides the righteous from the
wicked, and to plack brands from tho burniog. What a relief to
our oonsciencs it would bs, oven to bo allowed to go over fora
moment, and entreat them to pardon our blood-goiltiness. So
then conscience judges thus when confronted, even in thooght,
with the neglected and lost.

1t is not, in general, those who have most time or talent that do
most. Thetruth would have bad but few helpers in ita progress
throngh the lanes and alleys of our world, il nono but higbly-
Rilted men conld help forward ite trinmphs. God knew this, and
throw open His work to all His pecplo; and that, not by commard
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or commendation meraly, but ulso with ample moans for doing the
work well and to Hie satisfaotion.

Consider this faot. Whas it you have only an hour in a week,
which you could devote to doing good in your noighborhood. In
hat one hour you could visit a siok neighbor, or throw yourselt in
the way ot somo careless neighbor, to whom you might spoak &
word in souson. And shue at tho end of tho year you would have
left fifty.two testimonies for God in the ofrcle where God has
placed you. The C, E. Scoiely has now opontd up avenuos of
usefulness in Church work, that even tho moss shrinking member
oan take part in. Tho Missionary, Bible, Tract, Visiting, Bunday
achool and Benevolent departments help along the work mightily.
1odeed, bot for the assistance of tho O. L., many pastors wonld
have had to work single handed in the vineyard, Let not any day
pass withons trying to do something for the glory of God, and God
Himselt will not be uomindful of our labor of lovo.

PROVINCIAL DEVELOPMENT OF THE C.E.

The growth of Christian Endeavor work in the Province of
Ontario must bo vory geatifying to all who have tho intorest of the
movement at hoart. The first society in Qatatio was organized in
1854 by the Rov. A. IY. McGregor, B.A., Woodstock, then paator of
the Westorn Congregational church, Toronto. At tho time of the
organization of this society few churches iu Ontario had heard of
Christian Endoavor work, and up to the end of 1546 the firat soclety
was joined by only threo othors, viz., that in the Guelph Congrega.
tional church, ouo in King street Presbyterian church, London, and
one in First Congregational church, Kingston. lu 1887 thirteen
were added and at the end of 1888 tho socicties numbered 65. In
1889 the Oatario Provincial Union was formed, its first Convention
being held at Toronto, November 18th and 149th. At tho end of the
year there were 150 societies. In 1840 the number of the socioties
reached 341, in 1891, 646 ; 1842, 8§51 ; 1893, 941; 1804, 14496 ; 1895,
1652 ; 1896, 1853.

The object of tho Qatario Christian Eadeavor Uaion is to
stimulato an interest in the forination of Young People’s Bocieties
of Christian Fadeavor and Local and County Uatons of the same,
aud to promoto their efliciency as factors in Christian Life and
Church work by bringing thein into closer relations with cach other
through corcespondence, reports and Conventions.

The proper work of tho Union is summed up in two words
*¢ Jospiration and Fellowahip ’* the great object to fit the young
people to do botter work 1a and for their owan church.

The Oatario Christian Kudeavor Union is no way legislative
and it resembles closely the Oatario Sunday School Union. An
apnual Convention 18 held, and the officers there appointed have
chargo of the work until tho next Convention.  Money contributions
which are received go towards promoting the welfare of tho Christian
Endeavor cause throughout tho province, viz., in gathering statis.
tics, distributing literature,arranging Conventions, paying travelling

cxpenses of speakors at them, and for programmes, reports and
incidentals.

The Uaion is a burcau of information, the (icueral Sccretary is
continually rcceiving inquirics from nowly organized societies cr
from Youn}; People about to orgsnize, and pamphlets giving the
requirad wformation are frecly aud gladly diatributed. Mombers
of the lixecutive spend much time in attending mcetings and
Conventions to help the young people in their cflorts to do effective
Chriatian work.

The Provincial Union through the Junior Superintondent, Miss
Wiggins, 1a also encouraging tho boys and girls to band themselves
togother in Christian Scrvice.

The number of Junior Nocictics reported in 1801 was 10, in
1802, 38 ; in 1893, 105; in 1894, 178; in 1895, 238 ; in 1896, 287
total memberstup 14,055. Tho cheering fact was announced at the
Ottawa Convenizon that 658 Jumors had joined the Church in one
year, while missionary snd temperance work have been greatly
stimulated through the efforts of the Junior workers.
