The birthpiace of Shakespeaire at Stratfoid on Avon lias sufféred various
vicissitudes, but the danger of that and other niemorial places coîînected
with the Bord papairîg into the possesgion of Aniericans is now ovtr. A bill
has been paseed in 1>rlianient vesîting the Corporation of Stratford, County
of Bocks, ns trustecs, with rower ta purcliase Anne liathaway's cottage and
WVilcote cottage, which belonged ta Shakespeare's mother.

Despite ail the difficulties in the %way the Anisrican Copyright Bill bas
become- iaw. l>rcsident Harrison rzigncd il, on WVednosday Ille 4th inst.,after its hurried passage by the Senato and 1leuse (if Ilepresentatives. l'li
Senate's amendrnent, maoved by Mr. Shjerman, providing for tlic importation
oi copyright books on thecpaymnent of a duty of 25 lier cent., was rejjectcd
by the House of Representives, and the bill as passed i3 littie more than an
Ameuican Pululishera' . id. Print ers' Protection A\ct. 'l'lie essentiai condition
te that the book, to be copyright, muet bc printed in the Uinited States. This
wilI ineure te their printers and binders picnty of work. The Act lI,
howcver, prolect Anierican authora, which acceunts for their support of the
Bill. Publishers wiil not now bc able to obtain froni a British source a now
supply oif inatter, as good, if not better than the American article, for nothing.

During the five years ending 1March, 1885, Great Britain expended S4 5,-
ooo,ooo on new men-of-war. la the Eve years ending Ilarch, 1890o, tlue
sumn s0 expendcd was $77,socoo, and by Match, 1894, S80,000,0oo Will
bave been provioled for the saine purpose. In the five years ending with
the present year 21 iron-clads, 21 protccted cruisers and 56 smaller vessels
wiii bave been built *ITis is an enormous cxpense to the British Nation,
but barring slight protesta ini Parlia-nent there does not appear to b: much
objection to it. The uavy estimits for 1891-2 show an apparent incrense
over the present year Of 82,142,5oa0 and a net increase o! SI,790,000. 0f
this amount $39C,o00 is accounted for by the increase cf duties involved in
the tuansfer te tlle Admiralty of the custody cf naval ordnance stores, and
it is largely met by a reduction of q352,500 in the army estimnates. Britain
aems detertuined te yield f0 none the sovereignity of the seas.

The Blritish army, it appears from the speech of 31r. Hanbury in the
House cf Commons a few wceks agio, is fer below ifs normal strength, due
to a falling off in the nuniber cf recruits and aiso the enlistment of :n1ny
under the standard of measurement. The shortage in the army last year
Vas 4,693 men- Mlilitiameu moreover numub.red 1,865 less than las. year,
being 22,559 below the e8tablishuxent, %vhilm± tbce yeomanry nurubered 3,500
below its proper 8trength. This failing cff is attributed by Sir Edward
Hamlcy te commercial prosperity, and hce aiso bolds that flic British army
bas Iltouched bottomra" as regards physical cornpetency. Hon. Mr. Stan.
hope, Secretary cf State WVar ])epartment, naturally defended the army,
and gave quite a list of improvements in the condition cf the Britisli soldier.
His pay bas been increased and many things done te tuake the service
attractive.

whose passage is paid fGr by the money of another, or wieo is asaisted by
others te corne, unless it is affirmativeiy shown that such person dots net
beleng te one cf the ust cnumcràcted c!assos or te the clase of contract
iaboers. It is, however, opeciaily provided that peraons in the United
States may assist friends or relatives whe are net of auîy cf tht exciuded
classes.

Sir
Edwin did flot enter upan his life-work until of mature aga, and tihon lio
brought to hie performances a widler prudition than inhat Honte Toolte calle
"the usual hounda of n scholar's acquisition "-a knawlcdgo of Grock,
Latin, Italisn and French. Since that sirîgularly able jurist and phiilologi8t,
Sir Willieni Jones, g4vo a stimulus in England ta the Btuuly of Sanskrit
literaturo hy the publication af his IlCorîînîentaries an Asiatic l>octry Il in
1774, no mrater Oriental scholar has appearod in our language than the
anthar oi tîte Light of A6in. Sa tboroughly lias ho aasimiulated hiniself ta
his field oi work that ho has passcd the achieivements of a scirant and
beco atne at in the trucet sonse ini bis adopted literature. Tolu ïMaare,
Byron and Leigh IHunt bave each cantered Pegasus thraugh the East, but
none ai tbemn balted hini long enaugli for biu ta drink bis fil! at the founit
of pactie Orientalisi. Ttke Tain Moaro's Il Lilla liookh,"l for instance.
Natwibhstanding the pretense af Iranian learning ho niakes ina the plethora
af foot.nates tu bis pani, it is no more Porsian in ils character than n'a8 ils
authar's natioasity. The paemn is alloged ta speak in the tangua af the
immortal llafiz, but the band that wrote it je plfinly tha band ai the very
miu eh Il Jriel Anaecn," wha camposed the IlFudge Famuly in Paris." On
theoather hand the IlLigbt ai Asia" je the product af a mind en rapport
with the therne trented ai thorein and tharougbly ina touch with its environ.
!ment ; and the resuit is a poin cangruous and comnplote in conception and
in every dotai! ai expression. To speak figurativoly, Mfoore has given us a
pretty etting for an Oriental jewei, but the jewel itself is wanting ; in Sir
Edwin Arnold's poem wa find a gemn "a f puret ray eerono," ect with ail the
cunning af E98tern art.

Teino has esid (li%tory of Enzflis/t Lieraitire, vol. 2, page 252,) tbat
"ta write an Indian paem n'a muet hae pantheistical nt heart, a littie mad, and
pretty generally visioary."' Sir Edw'in boa ofuted thia incansecquent
assertion af tha learned Frenchman, ina thst bo bas written n really great
Indian poemn vitir bis head as eound as bis beart je grest ; and ta cli-covor
how onthodax are his religions views ana bas anly ta turra ta bis"I Light af
the WVoild," tha crown and climax af that study ai tîta ethical development
ina Man bague in hise arlier ivork.

Much ae I like ta chattoir about thu groat poet's nchievonionte, epace will
not permit me ta enter ulion a detailed discupsion ai the mcrits ni bis latest
productian. That it je a great poera na critic whose opinion ie warthy af
cansiduration wvîll dony. WVhen ane considure the august character ai the
tharna, and tha fact thas. the poet'a aimt is cessntially didactie, ho dors not
look for an unbraken strain of meiady tbraughout the work. leroic verse
is difficuît ta ho nmade contiuuauely vibrant with music without saine sacrifica
cf te s3ense intended ta be canveyed, and 9e Sir Edwin ig intent rather upon
touching the h8at thanl tickling tbe err, bis versa is not aln'ays uniformu.
If this ho a fault boshares it in co'nmon with Raomer and Milton ; n'hila
on the other band bis meaning je wonderf:ily cicar, and ever and anon
throughout the poemn bis modes of expression aro so fehîcitous as ta toucb
cborde of inelody rarely beard in the wvbole orchestra ai English verso.
Again, the unstudied and unfailing venieration with which lie deais with bis
1%ubject goes straiglit to the hearîs ai those af hie reader8 who aro untainted
witta the fashionable caut and scepticieni of the day. Take, for instance, the
scena in tire fir8t haok,wbere Claudia relates ta ber remorse.strickon iushanci,
Pontins Pilate, lier dreain of Christ an the mornîng ai the crucifix~ion.

Every ana ai the familiar scnnes borea passes before aur
mental vision imbued witb a new heauty and a deeper pathos, front the

ELECTRiti LiIHT.-North Sydney has now in operatian an electnîc liglit
system flot serpassed by any town in the Province. On WVednoeday nigbt
iast tho streets ivcra lighted for the firat tinea with tho oiectric finid. 'T'he
systeni bas given tbo ntîuost satisfaction, and ta grat advantage now
onjoyed by having the town lighted by electnicity can ha fait by ail citizoe

af the place. Tho contract for ligbting the town was awandod to the
Canada Electric Ca., ai Ainliorat, N. Q and for the officient manuor ina
which the work lias boen perfarnied, the Company ie certainly entitlad ta
tho higheïat praise. Mesere B:iss and Caeey, who bave boom euperintonding
the working ai tha ceoctnie plant, are first class alecttipians and mena thAt
tindoretand the business tlioraughly.- T ortL àSyclncy lerald.

The above sy8em is the largeet initial plant ai incandescent lighting
avor started ira tho Maritime Provinces, autsideof St. John and Italifax. It
liai a capacity ai 050 16 c. p. ligbta. There rct et preet 300 commercial
nnd 50 32 c. p. stroet liglits connected and running, and more are baing
turned an daily. The etreet lnimpe are spacud item, 120 ta 200 fauit &part,
and are su8poudcd hy cable avar the strect8 front 18 ta 20 feet bigb. Over
7 mailes of heavy copper wire are uscd for the mains, and the regulation is
euch that thu liglit is unifonni thtoughout the Rystem--lanip-s aven a milo
from the station burning as hriglitly as those a fuw foot away. Tho largest
nunîber ai lampa takon hy any one firmn is that af ice. Voogbt Bras.,
%vito bave 54 lampau distributed thraugh tae 4 thate af thoir larg.) store. The
Methodist, Englieh and Presbyterian oburches ara adapting il, and the
probability is that tbo station wilI ho running at its full capacity ina
a ion' runths. Tho plant lis been carofnlly planned with ta view to
futturo extension. Tho station is a large two-etary building, baving a
spacious dynamuo maoin 45 x 50 and 16 fL. higii, allawing ont fan 6 dynamos
and 3 enginee. The lîo tnric pblnt consiste of 2 No. 8 dynamnos capable af
ruinning 325 ihs. Bcd. Tbe eavilche,-, regulators and indicating apparatue
are mounted on a neat cherry cabinet near the dynamos, giving the atten-
dant casy and complote central aven tho eyatem. The clectrical apparatus
tbrougliout ivas manuisctured hy tho Canada Electric Ca., at Amharst.
The eteanà plant wae supplicd and ereeted hy A. 'Rohb (t Sons, Amherst,
N. S., and consiste ai ana 50 b. p. Antaniatie Cut Off engina, twa 50 h. p.
MNonîrcb Econamia houerae, lodependant atcara feed pumup injectore, etc.
The houonrs ara slîecially adapted te use Nova Scotia slack coal, and thay
produca their full rate of horse powecr with the greatest oaie, and rit th;e
saute limaeonf§uro the greatest passible cconanîy ira fuel. Tiie angine is of
the Amorican lîigh spord type, the spard boing governed automatically by a
govennor iocated in the driving wheal ; sa arranged that tho steana is
cxpandcd ira the cylinder on an avorage tbree.quartere ai each strake, Bo that
mtain i8 only drawn front the boiler during ane quartcr af the stroko.
