AGNOSTICISM EXPOSED.

By e Rev. PrivciraL Wack, D.D.

What is Agnosticism ?

In the new Nxford Dictionary of the Eng-
lish Laogaage we are told that * an Agnostic
is one who holds that the existence of anything
beyond and behind natural phenomena is un-
known, and, so far as can be judged, unknow-
able, and especially that & Fust Cause and an
unseen world are subjects of which we know
nothing.” The samo aathority quotes a letter
from Mr. R. H. Hatton, stating that the word
was suggested in his hearing. at & party held
in 1869, by Professor Huxley, who adopted it
from St Paal's mention of the altar at Athens
to the. Uuknown God, * Aguostie,” it is fur-
ther said, in & passage quoted from the Spec-
tator in 1876, ‘ was the name demanded by
Professor Huzley, for those who dirdained
Atheism, und believed with him in an unkuown
and unknowable God, or, in other words, that the
ultimate origin of all things must be some cause
unknown snd unknowable.” Again, the late
honoured Bishop of this diocese, in the Man.
chester Guardian in 1380, is guoted as ruy1ing
* 1bat the Agunoustic nenber deuled nor sfficmed
God. He sumply put Him on one side.” The
designation wus sugyosted, theretore, for the
purpuse of avoiding a direct demal of beliefs
resposung God such as are usserted by our
Faith, lv proceeds, also, from the scientifio
source, and olaims rhe svientific merit, or hubit,
of rese:ving opinion respeciing matlers DOL

We have to donsider it in relation to the Gharoh-

term Agnostio i8 only an attempt to shift the
issue, and that it involves a mere evasion.

The Christian Catechism says :—*‘ Firat, I
learn to believe in God the-Father, who hath
made me and ali the world ; secondly, in God
the Son, who hath redeemed me and all man-
kind ; thirdly, in God the Holy Gbost, who
sunotifieth me and all the elect people of God.”
The Agunostic says, * How do you know all
that ?° [ consider 1 have no means of kaowing
these things you assert respecting God I do
not know, and cannot know, that God is a
Father, that He has a Son; and I do not and
cunnot know that such a Father made me, or
tbat such a Son redeemed me” Bat the
Christinn did not speak of what he knew, but
of what he believed. The first word of a Chris-
tian is not “l know,” but “I bztieve.” He
professes, not & science, but a faith; and at
baptism he accepts, not a theory, but a creed.

Now, it is troe thatin one sense the commou
usage of the word, telief is practically eqniva-
lent to opinion. A man muy say he believes
in & scienufic theory, meaning that he is thor-
oughly of opinion that it is trae; or, in still
looser languuge, he may say he believes it is
going to be a fine day. 1 would observe, in
pasking, that ever in this sense of the word,
& man who refused to act upon what he could
not know would be a very uopracticul person.
It you are suffering from an obscure disease,
you go to a doctor to obtuin, not his knowledge
of your malady, but his opinion ; and upon
thbat opinion, in defisance of other opinions,
even sn emperer mway bave to stake his life.
S:miliarly, from what 18 known ot tbe proceed-
ings in Parlisment, respecting the Munchester
Sbip Cunal, 1t may be presumed that engineers
were not upanimous us to the posmbilities and
udvantages of ithe undertaking; but Manches-
ter mon were Couteat to #ct upon the best
opinion, and to stake fortunes on their Belief in
it. However, it may be sufficient here to just
ullude to the old and noanswerad contention
of Bishop Butler, thut even if Christian belief
and Christisn duty were mere matters of pro-
bable opinion, & man whbo said in regard to.
them, ** I do not know, ard therefore I will not
aot,” would be abandoning the first priociple
of human energy. He migut be a philosopher;
but he would not be s mun—not, at least, 1
fanoy, according to the standurd of Lanoashire
Buat there is another sense of the word “belief,”
which is of far more importance for our pre-
sent sabject. There is belief which is founded
on the assurances of another person, and upon
our trust in bhim. This sort of beliet is not
opinion, bat faith ; and it is this which has
been the greatest force in creating religions,
and throngh them in moulding civilizations.

What made the Mohammedun wo:ld ? Trust
and faith in the declarations und assurances of
Mobammed Aod what made the Christian
world ! Trust and taith in thedeclarations and
assurances of Jesus Christ and H:s Apostles.
This is not mere belisving about things ; itis
believing & man aond believing in a man.

Now, the puint ef importance tor the present
argument 18 toat the chiet articles of the
Coristian creed are directly dependent on per.
sonal asspranoes and personal declarations, and
thut our acceptance of them dwepends on per-
sonal trust. Why do we believe that Josus
Christ redeemed all mankind ? Becanse He
sald 80, There is no other ultimate gronnd for
it. The matter is not on» open to the observa-

tion of our facuities ; and &s & matter of science

we are-not in a position to know it. The case
is the same with His Divine Sonship and the
office of His Spirit. He roveals Himeelf by
His words and nuts ; and in revenling Himself
He reveals His Father, and the Spirit who pro-

mirdoles afford us, gs St. Paul says, assurance
‘of His Divine mission. * Bat for our knowledge
of His offices in relation to mankind, and of
‘His nature in relation to'God, we rest on His
own words, confirmed and explained by those
of His Apostles, Who can dream of knowing,
as & matter of science, tbat He is the Jadye of
quick and dead? But He speaks Himself, ip
the Sermon on the Mount, of that day when
| men will. plead before Him, and when He will
decide their fate; and Cbristians inclade in
their Creed a belief in that statement respect-
ing the unseen and*future world. Bat if this
be 80, for & man to urge as an escape from this
article of belief that he has on means of a
scientific knowledge of the unseen world, or of
the futare, is irrelevant. His d fference from
Caristians lies not in the faet that he has no
knowledize of these things; bat that he does

ot believe the authority on which they are

stated. He may prefer to cali himself ac Ag-
nosLic ; but his real pame is an older one—he
is an infidel, that is to aay, sin uabeliever,

The word infidel, perbaps carries an unpleas-
ant significance. Perhaps it is right thas it
shonld. It is, apd it ought to be, an unpleasant
thing for a maa to bave to say plainly that he
does not believe Jesus Christ. - It is, indeed,
an awfal thing to say. Bat even men who are
not consciouns of all it involves shrink from the
ungraciousness, if from nothing more, of treat-
ing the beliefs inseparably as+ociated with that
Sacred Person as an illusion, This, however,
is what is really meant by Agnosticism ; and
the time seems to have come whea it is neces.
sary to insist upon the fact.

Of course there may be numberless attempts
at respwctful exocuwes or evasions ; and there is
one in purticalar which may require notice. It
may be asked whether we can rely on the ac-
counts we possess of our Lird’s teaching on
these subjocts. INow, it i8 uanecessary for the
general srgument now befure ms to enter on
those questions of the authenticity of the G-s-
pel narratives, which ought. now to be regard-
ed as settled by M. Renan's praotical surrender
of the adversa case. .

Apart from all disputed points of eriticism,
no one prastically doubts that our Lord lived,
and that He died on the Cross, in the most in-

‘tense sense of filinl relation to His Father in

Heaven, and that He bore testimony to that

Father's providence, -love, and grace towards

mankind. The Lord’s Prayer affsrds soffi sient

evidence upon these points. If the Sermon on

the M)unt alone be added, the whole unseen

world of whick the Agnostic refuses to know

anything, stands vnveiled before mws. There

you see revesled the Divine Futher and Creutor
of all things, in personal relation to His crea-
tures, hearing their prayers, witnessing their
actions, caring for them and rewarding them.
There you.hear of afulure judgmert adminis-
tered by Christ Himself, and of a Heaven to

be hereafter revealed, in wshich those who live
as the children of their I'ather, and who suffer
in the caure and for the sake of Christ @limself,
will be abundantly rewarded, . If Jesus Christ
preached that sermon, made those .promises,

and tanght that prayer, then anyone who says
that we know mothing of God, or of a future
life, or of a unseen world, suys that he does
not believe Jesus Cbrist. Since the days whean
our Lord lived and taaght, at all events Ag-
nosticism has been impossible withoat infidel-
ity. Let it be observed, moreover, that to put
the case 1n this way is not merovly to make an
appe-l to aanthority. It goes further than that,
It is in & vital respect an appeal to experieuce,
and 8o far to science itself, It is an appeal to
what I hope may be taken as, confessedly, the
deepest and most eacred moral experience
which has ever been known. No oriticism
worth mentioning doubts the Puassion; and
that story involves the most solemn attesta-
tion, again and again, of truths of which an
Agnostic coolly says he knows nothing. An

ceeds from both, His resurrection and His

Agnosticism which knows nothing of the rela-
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tion .f man to God must not ouly refuse belief
to ovr Lord’s most undoubted teaching, bat
must deny the reality of the spiritnal con-
victions in which He lived and died. It muat
declare that his most intimate, most intense be-
liefs and his dying aspirations were an illurion.

Is that supposition tolerable? Itis because
it is not tolerable that men would fain avoid
facing it, and would bave themrelves oalled
Aguostics rather than Infidels; but I know not
whether this cool and sapercilious disregard of
that solemn teaching, and of that saored life
and death, be not more offensive than the
downright denial: which l.ok their responsi-
bility boldly in the face, and say. not only that
they do not know, bat that they do not believe.

This question of living faith in a living God | -

and Savivor, with all it involves, is too argent
apd momentoues & thing to be put aside with a/
philosophical *“ I don't know.” The best blood
of the world has been shed over it, the deepest

ersonal, social, and even political problems
are still -bound up withit. All the deepest
moral stroggles of humaunity have centred
round this question, and it is really intolerable
that all this bitter experience of men and wo-
men who have trusted and prayed, aod suffered
and died, in faith, shounld be =et aside a3 not
germane to a philosophical argament. Bat, to
say the least, from 4 parely ssientific point of
view, there is & portontous fallacy in the man-
ner in which, in agnostic arguments the teati-
mony, not only of our Lord, but of Psa'mists,
Prophets, Apostles, and Siints, in disregarded.
So far as the Christian faith can be treated as a
scientiic gquestion, it i3 & question of exper-
ience; and what is L0 be said of a science

THE CHURCH ECONOMY.

This name, the Church, brings us to our
third fore-reaching task. It is impossible for
us to use that name without confessing that
there i8 a reality meaunt by it, immense, char-
acteristic, and of transcendant import. In the
discussion of Church unity so widespread since
the last General Convention, two mistakes have
been made more apparent than before. Oune is
a mistake of a few minds within the Church it-
self, viz : That the oneness mought for can be
promoted by & loose hasty breaking away from
the law as it is, adisregard of canonand ra brie,
with no guide butindividual self-wiil. Sappose
this counld succeed, it would only obtain a
miscellaneous sort of allisuce, at the expense
of order and a final sacrifice of peace. The
other mistake’is in those outside, and is of long

fidence : that it defeats 1tself, by disregarding:

While philosophers are argaing as tu the ab |
stract capacitier of human thought as thongh)
our Lord bad never lived and died, He Himvelf,
i1 sull specking, His words; as 7recorded by
Hix Aposties and Evangelists, are still echoing’
over human heurts, touching their inmost af-
fections, uppealing to their devpest needs, com-
manding thelr prufoundest trust, and awsken-
ing in them an apprebeusion of that Divine
relstion and those unseen roalities in which
their spirits live. ‘
While Agnostics are committing the enor-
mous scientific a8 well as moral blander of con-
sidering the relations of men tv God and to an
uaseen world withoat taking His evidence into
accoant, and then presuming to judge the faith
He tangut by their own parual knowledge,
His Word is still heard, in pevetrating and
comtortable words, bidding men behieve in God
and bolieve also in H wself. He, afier all, is
the oue sufficient answer to Agnosticism, and [
will take the hiberty of adding, to Atheism and
to Possimism also. Not mereiy Hi authority,
though that would be enough, but His hife, His
Svul, Himself. Accordingly, as our objct
here is 10 consider how to deal with theuse
difficuluies and ohjections, what these consitter-
aliwns would seemn to point out is that we
shouid take cure to let Christ and Christ's own
messuge be heard, and not to endure that they
should be ullowed to stund aside while a philo-
sophical debate is proceeding.  Philosophers
are slow in these matters. They are still dis-
puting, ater some 2500 years of discussion,
what .3 the strong prinoiple for determining
morzl right aud wrong. Meunwhile men have
been coutent to live by the Ten Commund-
ments : aud the main lines of duty are plain.
Io the same way, religion has preceded the
phiiosophy of religion, and men can be made
Bensibla ot their relation 10 God whether it can
bs puilesopmcally explained: or not. The
Psulms, the Prophets, and above all, the Gus:
Pels, arc pisin evidence, in mutter of fuct, that;
men are in relation to Ged and owe duies 10

Him, Zetmen be made'1o-atiend to the facts

standiog, viz: That the Charch idea, 88 we

hold it, or as it holds ns,and the Church system
a8 we insist upon it, are something that may
be taken apart from our religion and our
morals, to be retaiced or dropped without
serionnsly affeating them ; that we cling to it
only from taste or some cuase other than
radical, irreristible, conviction ; that, in short,
it is an appenduge to our Christianity, not an
inherent part of it. Trn correction of both these
errors we p»t our advocacy ot Charch-prinoi
los along with the t vo parts of our vocation
slready named, not as being lower or higher
than the other two, and not as being detached
from them in our own minds, but only a4 call-
ing us to a speciul line of action, We can be
at one with oar fellcw Christians in personal
devotion to Christ, and in generous conten-
tion with wickedness, while they cannot yet bo
&t ope with us in our privileges and beliefs per-
taining to the Kingdom of Gud ; and while we
are sure that, after all, the trune path of all
spiritaal avd moral reform for mankind runs
on the hirhway of the King of this kingdom.
Here, in fact, is a lurge part of the difficalty we
huve constantly to encouater in getting upon
common ground with the Christizns abont us
Toey fail to understand the Charch because
they look at it not from within bat from with-
out. They misconceive not 8o mach its arga
meants as its genius, not so mach what it says
and does as a certain spirit of life which euters
into everything it says snd does. This all-
penetrating Church-thought, which st-ikes
minds of an alien training und habit as faneci-
ful is what explains the fact that some men are
of this Churoh who are notin it, and some who
are in it are not Churchmen after all, but are
religious dissenters using the Prayer Book and
conforming in some d gree to our customs.
To & Charchman the central Fuct, most explio-
itly declared in the first chapter of Su. Johns
aod in the Epistle to the Kphesians, touches
with liglit and power every part and point of
human life. Taking a metaphor from hight, we
should call it the color- Taking one from
sound, we should call it the tone. Xtissymbol-
ised-in the Church-order providing that each
of the great divine-humun events, the new
Birth, Confirmation, Wedlock, Death, should

have its divine service in the Church building ;

e

and hence the solemn duty of the olergymodéjf’f
to lead the people to follow that rule. In the-3%
dezree that Church life and Churoh-law enter:7;
into the people they will feel dissatisfied if that ™
rule is broken. It is not otherwise than wo;’fj’-’:

and disturbances in Central Africa
The Rev, W. P. Jobnson says that
it is important to observe that the
immediate cause is not from the

Arabs themselves, but frcm the
black coastmen who aot as their
sllies and agents. He visited Mr.
Moir, of the Scotch African Lakes
Compsany, on board their steamer,
the llale, and found him still suffer-
- ing acately from the severe wounds
-wkich be received in the fray with
the Arabs last year. It is now
hoped that bo may escape without
ampatation of a limb. Of the
black coastmen he says, * Their
caravans. are everywhere, Arabs
only here and there,” Archdeacon
Hodgson reports threatening move-
ments of ths Magwangwara tribe,
and the intercepting of some
Newala letters in May. In April
Mr. Porrer wrete from Newsla
that Matola and his people
were expected to migrate shortly
thence to a jlace of greater security.
Mr. Porter reports a visit to the
Makornde country, to which he
thinks the Mission might be trans-
ferred,

GRAHAMSTOWN.

The Bishops of Grahamstown in
his charge of Jannary, 1888, ssys
in reference to the liguor traffic
with the native rrces: “ We must
be carefnl to guard against exag-
geration in our righteous indigoa,
tion sgainst the encroachments of
goul destroying iuvfluences upon the
wealcer races, If it were reslly
true, for instance, that any number
of our fellow colonists were engug-
ed in & courpiracy for the anni-
hilation of the native raceethrough
the sale of liguor with the conniv-
ance af the Government and Laegis-
lstoroe of the Jand, no bumiliation
for our share in snch guilt counld be
too great, and no action too strong.
But surely a fair consideration of
the actual position, and of the treat-
ment of the native population ag it
is presented, not in theories et poli-
ticnl speeches and writing, but un-
der our personal observation, would
lead to the conolusion that any such
cbarge 18 upjust and notrue, It ia
certainly passing strange that such
a measure as the removal of the
Exoise Tax should havo been enact-
ed, while we have to pay duty on
Cburch farnitare and musical in-
struments. But on the other hand,
no sinister design oan be fairly de-
duced from the withdrawal of the
restriotion imposed npon ¢ proolaim.-
ed areas.’ During & recent visitation
journey through the Reserves and
distriots chiefly occupied by natives,
I made speoisl enqguiries into the
sovial condition of the people.
Jdlencss and sloth; the absence of
any real interest or ambition in
life ; the insecurity of tenure; the
jealousies, gquarrels; and vicious
practices inherently attaching to
polygamy; the crowding of fam-
ilies and of both sexes into a few
round huts ; the other traditions of

depres+ing and ‘degenergting infla-
ences at work gnite as much as any
facility for :-btaining liquor,. Io

drinking going on,
was the beer mannfactured- by the
natives themseelves, for which the
material was abundant, In the
prisons there were 50 convictions
for drunkenness in 1887 as com-
pared to 80 in 1884. 1n the country
I met fewer drunken men .and
woman than I should expect to see
among  civilised people. A
local option should be possible for
any distriot where prohibition is
found to ke desirable, and there
gshould be the means of guarding
against illicit trafiic, But facilities
for individual tenure of land, the
sanctions of Christian . marriage,

Christian homes, industrial training
and & religious education, sre
essential conditions for the elevulion
of the native races.
